“On the day of polling, or between
that day and the 28th day of January
last, when a recount was held, some
person or persons obtained access to the
ballot boxes containing the ballots cast
at said election, which ballot boxes
were negligently kept by the clerk in his
office, to which various persons had keys
and with the key attached to the same
opéned said boxes, broke open the seal-
parcels containing the used ballots and
the rejected and spoiled and so marked,
erased, changed, and otherwise altered
them as to affect the result of the vote.”

PORT ARTHUR'S DEFENDER

Court-Martial Sentenced Gen. Stoessel to
Die for Surrender,

BAGGED FIFTY TERRORISTS.

The operalions centred around the
palace of Grand Duke Nicholas Nichola-
ievitch, who, it is surmised, was the
immediale object of the plot, Late on
Thursday sevcral hundred gendarmes
drew a cordon around an entire city
block in the vicinily of the Grand
Duke's palace, comprising six hundred
occupied apariments. ' Agents of the
police searched these apariments from

top to bottom and unearthed stores of
explosives and firearms,

DYNAMITE IN A MUFF.,

A fashionably dressed woman was
arrested on the street. She carried a
mull in which was concealed a quan-
tity of dynamite, and was escorted by
a man who wore flal under his belt an
infernal machine of a new type. Both
opened fire when the police approached
them, wounding ihree of them.

Another woman who was arrested at
the enltrance to Ussupofl Park killed a
policeman during the struggle. ~ Two
men were arrested in the Grande Mon
skaia, one of whom is a notorious Itali-
an Anarchist. While the police were
arresting a terrorist on Basile Island
he¢ dangerously wounded two of them,

Enough Wheat in the West For All—
Oals Must be Imported.

A despalch from Ottawa says: G. H.
Clark, Dominion Seed Commissioner,
told the Agricultural Committee on Wed-
nesday morning that the losses in the
west through the bad season last year
were practically confined to twelve per
cent. of the farmers between Port Ar-
thur and the Rocky Mountains.

WOULD RUIN THE FALLS

To Grant Franchise of the Ontario Power
Company.

A despalch from Was_hlnglon' says:
Dr. J. W. Spencer, the British scientist,
commissioned by the Geological S_urvey
of Canada to investigate the Niagara
Falls problem, discussed on Wednes-
day the effect of the utilization of ils
walers by power planis upon ils scenic
bex‘tm;he instance of the American
Civic Federation, Dr. Spencexj has ap-
peared before the House Rivers and
Harbor Commission, and presented da!n
concerning the request of the .Ontano
Power Co. for a power franchise. To
develop this power would require forty
thousand cubic feet of water per sec-
ond, which Dr. Spencer contended is
from twenty to twenty-five per cent.
of the discharge of Niagara River, and
would greatly impeir the characteristics
ol the Whirlpool rapids; lower the river-
bed up to-the falls, break up.the sur-
face rock at the foot of the American
falls and Goat Island, and theieby
cause 8 more rapid recession of the
Horseshoe. det

“As the beginning of these rapids s
marked by a rim over which the flow
o! waler is already thin,” said Dr.

Spencer, “the diversion of the water

would deslroy about 800 feet of the
fiow on the eastern side of the great
Horseshoe and break up the American
falls into separated streams. The total
length of both falls would be contract-
¢d, roughly, from 4,000 feet to 1,600 feet,
and the diameter of the great falls from
1,200 to 800 feet. This diversion of the
water will produce a shrinkage of the
Horseshoe so that whal remains will be
enlirely on the Canadian side ol the
boundary line.”

He argued that the lowering of {he
waler in the basin above the upper
rapids would increase the slope of the
river so that the surface of Lake Erie
will be lowered three feet, which n
furn would lower Lake Huron and
Lake Michigan. Already, with a par-
tial use, Lake Erie has been lowered
ten inches, This amount of lowering
includes that of (he Chicago Canal,
which at present is taking five thoy-
sand cubic feet of waler a second. in
conneclion with the calculations for re-
pairing the harbors and canals thus
damaged, the United States’ engineers
calculated that to increase the depth of
the Chicago Canal even one fool waiild

cost over $12,000,000.

Invitations to Dinner Written Two Thou-
sand Years Ago,

Trans‘inlions just completed by B.P.
Grenfell, of Queen's College, Oxford,.of
wonderful papyri he and Dr. Hunt
brought back from excavations in Or-
hychus, Egypt, provide a rude shock
lo those who fondly pride themselves
on lphe twenlieth century’s advance
along the path of progress.

Among other inleresting information
in these traislations is a revelation for
students of the evolulion of social form,
{hat dilettantism in dining was as much
de rigueur among the best people 2,000
years ago as to-day, and that the simple
life was advocaled by Pindar in his
odes even al a remoter period.

Manuscript deciphered by Grenfell
shows the following form proper at a
dinner invitalion in the Nubian desert
in the first century:—

“Chaeljon invites you to dine wilth
him at the table of the Lord Seraphis
in Seraphem {o-morrow, which is the
ffteenth day of the month, at 9 o'clock.”

According to the difference in mieth-
oJ of designating time, says Grenfell,
the hour mentioned probably meant 3
o’clock in the afternoon, and that the
invitation shows little difference be-
tween the dinner forms tlen and now,
except that the hosts 2.000 years ago
used no unnecessary waords,

FARM MADE MANURE,

Farm made manure s not a thing
that has a fixed value as lo its. fertiliz-
ing content.. If vanies greatly in this
respect and it begins {0 undergo chemi-
cal change as soon as it is made and
gains nothing, but loses much by be-
ing kept. How greatly it changes was
never ‘suspected till the chemists became
interested in the malter and began tb
make analyses of manure under vari-
cus oconditions.

Even manure made from the same
food and under the same condifions as
to climate and t{emperature varies for
a young and growing -animal will take
more out of the feed than an animal
that has atlained full growth. Also an
apimal that is being merely fattene:d
will take very little of ‘the manurial
elements from focd for the carbon taken
can hardly be considered as a manuri-
a. element, as an animal that has
rcached full growth is casting off as
much nitrogen, phosphorous and pot-
assium as he is taking in. It is evi-
dent then that the manure made will
contain apparently the same amount
of fertilily as the’ food had that was
fed the animal. There may be small
loss in the nitregen through volitiliz-
ation.

Even in the case of growing animals
only the minor part of the mamnurinl
clements goes in'o the building of the
body. This emount of nitrogen utiliz-
ed s only arout one-fourth, arnd passe;
through inn the manure. Aboui one-
third of the phosphoric acid in the fesd
is retained in ‘the animal for body
building. ~ This leaves two-thirds ma-
nure. Of the potash-in the food only
ahout fifteen per cent. is ulilized. The
other eighiy-five per cenl passes

through the animal into the manure
pile,
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In the part of the year when
is not frozen it should be
(b9 land and under the surface of the,
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Through the wrong handling of barn-,
yard manure, farmers every year lose
millions of dollars’ worth of valuable
fertility, for- we have to consider not
only thé plant food in the manure, bub:
the other equally important office ib!
performs in. Hberaling and:increassing
the bacleria 10 make available the food
already dormant in the soil; On' this'
acoount 4t often happens that a small
quanlity of manure thoroughly and
evenly spread by a manure spreader,
produces greater resulls than much’
lerger quantitiels spread by hand,

Facts are constantly multiplying- that
tend to prove that Ontario wheat is go-
to be a mighty profitable crop to grow.
The.demand for Ontario-wheat is increa-
sing every year. As people get bét$¢r
acquainted with Manitoba wheat flours,
they find that Ontario blended flours are
better for bread as well as for pastry.

And thess are men who have brought
fo the mvesligation no preconceived
hampering prefudices or creeds, except
u whelesome scepticism of the phenom-
ena they came fo fest., They were final-
ly obliged 1o admit the existence of
the phenomena, though they disclaimed
fc understand the cause, and with few
exoeptions, refused to attribuje’ whal
they saw  {o disembodied spirits. ~Even
Flammarion, thouggh generally designal-
ed g spirftualist, in the book under re-
view, distinctly says he does not know
the cause, but is very certain that de-
paried spirits have nothing to Jdo with
the phenomena. *

Here it must be admitted, we éne wan-
dering through a strange region, whers
cur senses can give us liltle or no help,
and for this reason the generality of
mankind unthinkingly deny the phe-
nemena. Men of scienlific distinciion,
but who_know nothing of even the.ter-
minology in this braneb of research,
have not hesilated to denounce the
whole thing as being a fraud, and the
peculiar gvolvement of mercenary char-
latans,

But the facls remain, and have existed
leng before this mise-en-scene, and they
will continue to exist though we may
never understand the exact nature of
the unknown forces involved. We-must
not, however, forget {hat the seeming-
ly impossible of yesternday is the accom-
plished :fact of to-day, and s0 we say
tc these all-wise ones wha are cver
ready to denounce what they do not un-
derstand, you have no reason for think-
ing your Myopia is fo spread over the
world.” True it is, that we have mea-
sured and weighed the sun, crossed
the depths of space, analyzed the lighl
ol the- remotest- star, yet we have not
dropped a plummet into our own souls.

Man is undoubtedly dual, homo du-
plex, and from this double nature arises
many perplexing psychical mysleries.
We know that we think,.but what ‘s
thought? No ong~has ever been able
tc answer. We know that mind influ-
ences the body,-put how we know not,

brought face to face with
an unknowr “existing element in the
problem. It is cerlainly a force very
distinct from all other kinds, amd that
more than any other resembles intel-
ligence. d

It was Flammarion who _first gave
the name “psychic” to these forces, bul
words are nothing, More than 20 cen-
turies ago it was posiulated that “mind
acting on matier gives it life and mo-
tion" (meus agi fat molem). The ego
seems to be a co-ordination, and the
psychic phenomena manifested at se-
ances are due, not to spirits, but to the
action of an incarnate mind of either
the subject himself, or of the mediumn,
¢ of both conjointly, - .

Wo either have iwo minds (the sub-
liminal 'and the objective), or we pos-
sess a mind that has two distinct phases
or characteristics. All psychical phe-
nomena admit of much more satisfac-
tory explanation on the ‘hypnotlsm of
two minds than on the supposition that
wc have but one.

There exists between these two minds
quasi independent currents of thought,
changes of level and aliermation of per-
scnality. Scientific rescarch has proved
that there is in us a rudimeniary super-
natural faculty, indicative of a latent
unsuspected power, but which is seen

and so we a

only during abnormal conditions of the

body. This acodunts for telepathics phe-

nomena, and for most if not for all so-

called spirit manifestations. And as
the subliminal mind is endowed with
powers supra normal, but which are
not of any use in this life, their pres-
ence can be accounted for only on the
hypothesis that they are the preordained
equipment for a life beyond the grave.

These wonderful psychic powers and
forces do not depend upon the organism,
and are not only superior but anterior
fo it, and will survive it. The subjéc-
tive mind is ¢ndowed with all the ac-
quirements of the normal, supernormal
cnd transcendent consciousness. These
phenomena and the powers back of
them, introduce us, as it were, inlo an-
cother world, where lhe impedimenis
and checks of a physical environment
do not exist.
