cess of manufacture. Tbe soda examined, 
although sold under a variety of names, such 
as saleratus, bicarbonate, supercarbonate, and 
cooking soda, was all found to be much the 
same article, and nearly all of it good.

PRICES AT KAMIHer Royal Highness the Princess Louise

London, Sept. 13—.A most diabolical 
attempt was made to day to wreck the 
down express on the North Western 
railway. This train, which coraiis from 
Edinburgh and Glasgow, it appeals, was 
supposed to carry among its passengers 
the Russian Grand Duke Constantine, 
Admiral Popoff, of the Russian navy, and 
some other Russian officials who had 
been visiting Greenock for the purpose 
of examining certain new vessels now in 
course of construction there. The 
Nihilist refugees in England it is believ­
ed, had concocted the plan of blowing 
up the train and destroying these offic­
ials, as well as the other passengers, for 
the purpose of demoustating that even 
in England tho life of a Russian Prince 
and hie
vengeance. By a most providential in­
terposition, this well laid plot failet 
accomplishment, although the escape 
was a very narrow one. Near the station 
of Busby, a village not far from London, 
some plate layers working on the track 
discovered, nt a spot over two hundred 
yards from the village, some fish-plates 
which had been tampered with. The 
foreman of the plate-lavers made an ex­
amination, which resulted in tho dis­
covery that 4 lbs. of dynamite had been 
placed under tho plates. The plates 
which joined two ot tho rails had been 
removed and the dynemite placed under­
neath. The dynamite was connected 
to an india-rubber tub 
powder. Tho locomotive in its passage 
cut this tube in half, but at a point 
where, by an almost miraculous accident, 
the percussion caps which were intended 

re the dynamite had been misplaced,

Cuccmbbb Picklbs.—Cover the bottom of 
sk with common salt ; gather the ononm- 

bers every other day, early in the morning or 
late in the evening, as it does not injure the 
vines so much then aa in the heat of the 
dav ; cut the cucumbers with a short piece of 
stem on, carefully laying them in a basket or 
pail so as not to bruise ; pour cold .water over 
and rinse, being careful not to rub off the 
little black briers, or in any way-to bruise 
them, as that is the secret of keeping them 
perfectly sound and good for any length of 
time. Lay them in the cask three or four 
inches deep, cover with salt, and repeat the 
operation until all are in ; pour in some water 
with the first layer—after this the salt will 
make sufficient brine. Now spread a cloth 
over them, then a board with a stene on it. 
When a new supply of cucumbers is to be 
added, remove stone, board and doth, wash 
them very clean, and wipe every particle of 
scum from the top of the pickles and the 
sides of the cask ; throw away any soft ones, 
as they will spoil the rest ; now pnt in the 
fresh cucumbers, layer by layer, with salt 
to cover each layer. When cask in nearly fall, 
cover with salt, tuck cloth closely around the 
edges, placing the board and weight on top ; 
cover cask closely, and the pickles will be 
perfect for two or three years. Cucumbers 
must always be put in the salt as soon as 
picked from the vines, tor if .they lie a day or 
two they will not keep.

Prepare mustard, 
pepper, and horse-radish, as follows : Take 
green garden peppers, cut in two, place in 
salt water over night ; the next morning 
drain and chop quite fine ; to a pint of mus­
tard seed add teaspoon salt, pour in boiling 
water, let stand fifteen minutes and drain ;
■lice horse radish and chop fine. Tomatoes 
and onions are excellent prepared in the 
same way. For sliced pickles, take oucum- 
bora and onions, or tomatoes and onions, and 
slice and prepare as above.

FATAL HASH FVK I.IREItTY.

A I,«Bp from n Window ie Avoid *rreoi—
Mnd Kud el a l oeug Convict Who elnd 
Broken Hie Heroic".

William Crever, a paroled prisoner from the 
Elmira State Reformatory, sprang from a 
window in the office of the Prison Association, 
in the third story of the Bible Honee, yester­
day, to avoid arrest fur breaking his parole, 
and rant with almost instant death. Crever 
was the son of German parents, was twenty 
years old, and had been sent to the Reform­
atory in February, 1877, having bee 
victcd of grand larceny. The practice is to 
parole the prisoners at the end of a year, if 
their behavior has been good. For six months 
after having been set free they qre kept under 
surveillance, and are required to report 
monthly to the local agent of the Ileforra- 

Their parole is for six months or 
more, and if the conduct of the prisoner has 
not been quite satisfactory within the half year, 
it is within the discretion of the agent to give 
him further time before recommending his 
return to the prison.

Robjnson wqs in the office waiting for him,
Some visitore were going away, when Mr.

tive added, as he pulled out a pair of hand­
cuffs ; “I will have to arrest you."

The young man looked up with a quick 
glance of terror at both the men. "What do 
you arrest me for ?’’ he said hurriedly ; “I 
have work now." Then with a quick move-
