It 
appears that the current was fairly 
strong this morning and Park had 
not allowed for this and had got up­
on the edge of the ford and then was 
borne Over the edge. It is peculiar 
that Mott should get across in safety 
wh:le Park, who was supposed to be 
following him, should fall into such 
an accident.

Mrs. May Wright Sewall of Maine, 

has caused to be circulated to the de­
legation a book entitled “The Genesis 
of the International Council of Wo­
men. Whether or not it should be per­
mitted to go out caused a heated dis­
cussion. Its purpose is to bring about 
tne removal of the countess from the 
Presidency of the organization* to 
which post the council plans to re­
elect her during thfe present session, 
for another five years.

Mrs. Sewall is at the head of a fac- 
*te»-iaverablc to rotation in the pre­
sidency. She maintains that the prin­
ciple of the organization cannot be 
international if one nationally1 always 
is represented in the presidency. Mrs. 
Sewall does not advocate an Ameri­
can for the post, but she does want 
some woman other than an English­
woman. She advances the argument 
that twenty years under the Countess 
of Aberdeen has gradually transform­
ed the International Council into a 
purely English organization.

The inaugural address of the 
Countess of Aberdeen, distributed 
yesterday, lays! (particular emphasis 
on the impetus obtained by the 
men’s movement throughout the 
world. Women, says the countess, be­
ing true to the Golden Rule.'compre- 
hend the needs of humaniity better 
than do._lnen. She revewed ..previous 
sessions of the council, and said the 
meetings gave us all a new tinder- 
standing of the significance of the In­
ternational Council of Women.

The countess then greeted the 
delegates from the twenty-three na­
tional councils in Rome to-day, and 
especially the women from Servia, 
Finland and Portugal, which 
tries have recently joineed the Inter­
national movement. She regretted 
that illness had prevented the com­
ing of the delegates from South Af­
rica.

The countess draws particular at­
tention to the handbook distributed 
to the delegates present, entitled the 
position of women in the laws of na­
tions, ih which she says that virtual­
ly every country in the world has 
laws making distinctions between 
men and women which are unjust to 
the Utter. This, she declares, is an 
arvum-nt for women suffrage.

Reviewing the fundamental ideas 
of the constitutional council, the 
countess described these as favorable 
to interna'i nil arbitration; the ex­
tension of suffrage to women, the 
improvement of the public health.the 
protection of immigrants, and better­
ment in existing systems of educa­
tion and opposed to the white slave 
traffic. She invites the council to form 
standing committees to deal with the 
subjects of anti-aleoholism and pro­
fessional occupations for women.

BOSTON, May 6.—The local office 

of the Cunard Line to-day received 
a report from Captain Miller of the 
Eranconia telling of the rescue of a 
part of the crew of the Steamer Col­
umbian which was burned at Sea. 
The wireless message was dated to­
day and follows:

“Received wireless from Steamer 
Géorgie 11:24 a.m. May 4; ‘Seydlitz 
passed in 41.27 N, 59.07 W, a large 
steamer burning all over. Hull high 
out of water, foremast and funnel 
gone, no people on board.”

“At the same time a wireless from 
Sable Island requesting me to endea­
vor to identify the steamer should I 
pass close, was received. At 1.15 p.m. 
I received from the Associated Press, 
Boston: “Great alarm over Seydlitz 
report of a big ocean liner afire. Res­
cues by Franconia. Please send brief 
despatch.’

“At that time rumor of rescue was 
not true. On receipt of Georgie’s mes­
sage I. changed my course to cross a 
given position of the burning steam­
er, arriving there at 3 p.m. I could 
discern ho trace of wrack, but de­
cided owing to false report and fear­
ing influences on other possible res­
cuing steamers to encircle position at 
six miles and at 3.30 p.m. sighted 
a boat on starboard bow. Being al­
ready prepared, the occupants there­
of v/ere taken on board in a few min­
utes. A heavy swell was running at 
the time, so took precautions of put­
ting out my sea boat to cover their 
embarkation. The boat contained 13 
men and a corpse lying awash in the 
bottom of. the boat.

•“The survivors had used trouser 
legs from the corpse on end of bovf 
hook for distress signal. Some of 
them had been burned by fire.

‘They state that they had been 
adrift forty hours. Six were put un­
der doctor's care in hospital and oth­
ers were given brandy and soup and 
bathed in hot water and put to bed. 
They immediately fell; asleep. Lit­
tle information can be obtained from 
them.

“The carpenter says the ship was 
the Columbian, sailing from Antwerp 
and about 12,000. tons register. He 
wts asleep and heard the alarm of 
fire and was coming along the deck 
and had arrived about midships when 
an explosion occurred under his feet, 
which blew him overboard. He was 
picked up by a small boat.

“A lamp-trimmer’s son states that 
his father was coining forward calling 
for him when the deck blew up and 
the lamp-trimmer fell from the burn­
ing hold. A quartermaster says that 
C5pt. McDonald, chief engineer, 
chief officer and several others were 
getting a third boat out when a big 
explosion took place. He does not 
know if the captain and his boat 
were saved. The second officer got 
away with about 24 men, ten min­
utes before the boat that was picked

Two more globe girdlers walked, 
into the city this morning en route 
for Vancouver. The pair were Mr and 
Mrs. James Hartley of Montreal. 
They are walking around the world 
for a prize of $10,000 which they will 
receive providing they complete the 
trip in five years. The prize is being 
presented by the Montreal Daily 
Mail.

Mr. and Mrs Hartley left Montreal 
one month ago and have traversed 
426 miles to date. Since starting Mrs 
Hartley has worn out-three pairs of 
shoes and Mr Hartley has worn out 
two. They were dressed in corderoy 
suits and heavy topped boots pegged 
on the soles.

MONTREAL. May 6.—Many fin­
ancial experts assert that Chancellor 
Lloyd George has underestimated his 
tax revenue, some declaring that this 
is a deliberate trick to secure a sub­
stantial surplus, says a London cable 
to The Daily Mail.

The correspondent adds that the 
Chancellor’s decision to avoid touch­
ing the pockets of the working class 
has naturally aroused the ire of the 
plutocrats who accuse him of penal­
izing success, talent, enterprize and 
foresight.

The Daily Telegraph prints an el­
aborate analysis showing that Mr. 
Lloyd George will probably raise a 
hundred million dollars more than 
last year, which in the next budget 
he Can apply to social reform meas­
ures calculated to secure votes.

“It is a budget of bribery,’ says 
The Daily. Express, backing its as­
sertion with this indictment:

“Fathers of families with incomes 
below £500. forming the great bulk 
of the income tax payers, receive 8 
bonus—-they have votes.

“Widows and orphans, left a few 
hundred pounds by their rstwhile 
breadwinner, pay an addition two 
pence in the pound—they have no 
votes.

“The ratepayer, forming the back­
bone of the electorate, are promised 
rating relief equal to nine pence itl 
the pound—they are many and have . 
many votes.’

“The owners of large incomes pay a 
heavier ta xand a greater sur-tax— 
they are few and have few votes.’*

AS TO THE SENATE.
By the natural process of time the 

Liberal majority in the Senate is rap­
idly nearing demolition.

This is rot .. thing to be ghoulish 
about, and no one wants to be, but at 
the same time .he fact has to be faced 
that the leveller of all is constantly 
busy, and that it is not out of the way 
to point to the results with reference 
to a Chamber whose members are 
there for life.

At the last general elections, as 
recently as 1911, the Senate, politically 
speaking, showed a Liberal majority 
of 47, with two vacancies. At the 
present moment there ar.e 51 Liberals, 
33 Conservatives and three vacancies. 
When the latter positrons are filled 
the Liberal majority will be but 15, 
and with the nine new members to be 
selected from the West, this figure 
will be reduced to six.

In the matter of age, Senators De 
Boucherville and Bowell, both Con­
servatives, are over 90..years of age, 
and there are 33 over 70, 20 of them 
Reformers. The oldest member, with 
regard to date of appointment, is Sen­
ator Macdonald of Victoria, B.C. He 
entered the House in 1871, and has 
thus been there for 43 years.

A WORTHY TRIBUTE.
A tribute to the brave engineers 

who worked so heroically to save the 
Titanic was paid at Southampton re­
cently, when a memorial to them was 
unveiled by Sir Archibald Denny, 
president of the Institute of Marine 
Engineers.

More than 10,000 people were pre­
sent, and in the foreground was a sad 
group of widows whose husbands 
went down with the ill-fated vessel. 
Behind them, on either side of the 
monument, the centre feature of 
which is a statue of Glory resting 
upon a boat prow in bronze, practi­
cally all the engineers of the port 
were mustered. In the centre were 
the surpliced choir and clergy, and 
beside these the officers of the Terri­
torial units.

The chairman, Colonel Albert W. 
Swalm, United States Consul, said 
that never before had the town been
so heavily taxed by a common sor-

The separate skirt this season i ::- 
been developed in an unlimited varie-v 
of styles and fabrics. Tunic effwis, 
peg-tops, and ruffled models lead h, 
popularity. Fancy materials, particu 
lariy plaids, and checks are much used 
Crepe effects, serges and gabardines 
also most successfully employed.

Some very good looking black taffeta 
skirts are being shown, made up in the 
double tunic and three tier styles. A 
favorite finish for the tunics of these 
models is the edge in the form of 
pointed, round or square scallops.

The vogue for blouses that con­
trast with rather than match the suit 
has brought out great numbers of 
white, cream and flesh colored effects, 
as well as striking models in "high 
eolçrs, which will tend to liven up the 
somewhat quiet colors favored in suits.

Bobinet, shadow laces, hand emboid- 
ered voiles and crepes are to be found 
in great variety. The popular Geor­
gette crepe, crepe de chine and taffetas 
may be made up into chic creations 
in any of the modish shades of bam­
boo, tomato red, canary, madarin, coral, 
bronze and peach.

The Medici collar and V opening dis­
tinguish the majority of the models

Whether the new pose of the figure, 
so universally adopted by the woman 
of fashion—easy, drooping, swaying— 
is responsible for the vagaries of the 
present modes, or whether recent styles 
have permitted, then demanded this 
lithesome carriage it is difficult to say. 
But It has served to provided the motif 
of Spring and Summer styles, which 
are designed first of all to emphasize 
the natural lines of the figure.

The high-waisted front effects pre­
vail, in both suits and costumes. In 
suit jackets this Is attained by means 
of slanted seams or cleverly arranged 
belts and the cut of the bottom of the 

• jacket, which is made to slope gradu­
ally from the front to the under arm 
seam. The backs are usually quite 
square across. The strictly tailored 
models are very short, reaching barely 
to the curve of the hip line. Long 
sleeves, of course, set in with stitcB; 
ing are correct for the street suit.

The skirts of these models are sim­
ple, and scant at the bottom though 
with a decided fullness at the top, 
achieved by means of loosely set tucks 
starting at the waist line, or else by 
a draping at the back. Tunic effects,— 
the tunic being fuller than the under­
skirt,—are much used.

In the dressier suits the Eton style 
is good, with a slightly elongated back. 
Postilion backs are also seen, although 
the preference seems to be for a length 
that reaches just to the waist line or 
a few inches below.

Kimono sleeves in seven-eighths 
length are well liked on suits designed 
for wear on semi-dress occasions.

The one requisite of fabrics for the 
Spring suit or gown is suppleness. 
Worsted crepes, that lend themselves 
well to draping are much dsed ; gabar­
dines are in high favor, and shepherd 
checks, in a variety of colorings as well 
as plaids in soft, dull colorings will 
be much worn.

Crepe poplin is especially suitable for 
the dressy suit and craquele effects 
likewise make up smartly.

The most noticeable characteristic 
of the new coats is the decided flare 
which has been evolved to follow the 
lines of the new gowns with their full­
ness about the hips. They are cut in a 
variety of lengths, none of them full 
length and few extremely short. Deep 
set-in sleeves and the loose mantle 
sleeves predominate.

Large
trimming notes, though on the dressier 
models drop ornaments are used to 
good effect, such as tassels, passemen­
terie or cord drops.

buttons form the principal plaids and the checked fabrics which
have appeared in great variety in the 
cotton goods. Especially chic was a 
model designed for street wear having 
a tunic of checked crepe over an under­
skirt of white ratine.

Silks of various weaves, so long as 
they are supple, hold first place in the 
season's list of fabrics, 
charmeuse, crepe meteor, indeed satin- 
faced silks of all descriptions are in 
high favor because of their particular 
adaptability to the draped and clinging 
modes of today. Chiffon taffeta has 
been employed in the making of so 
many of the most attractive Spring 
costumes that great popularity is pre­
dicted for it. Printed silks, the pat­
terns of. many suggested by Chinese 
and Japanese embroideries, are ex­
pected likewise to score a success.

Crepe de chine continues on the crest 
of popularity, both in the plain fabric 
and ornamented with Jacquard figures, 
Canton crepes and a new variety, Tus- 
sah, which lends itself readily to the 
production of a rippling surface are 
extensively used.

It is preeminently a season of crepes 
in wash goods also, with voiles and 
ratines, the latter in many new weaves, 
exceptionally strong.

The vogue -for plaids and printed 
effects extends to the wash fabrics as 
well and Some delightful novelties have 
been brought out that permit clever

usage in combination with plain ma- wear, 
terials.

Colors for Spring show a decided 
reaction against the vivid hues of the 
past season. I’astel shades are much 
in evidence. Paquin blue, plum, fuchsia, 
tete de negre and the new ■ Tango 
shade—a peculiar brownish color—are 
well liked. Dull Russian green must 
be included ns well as leaf 
striking model of satin in this leaf 
green so well reflects present style 
tendencies as to warrant description.

The corsage was made with the 
fronts crossing in surplice fashion, the 
sleeves set iu at the shoulder, close 
fitting and full length. The skirt, cut 
on rather straight lines and raised 
slightly at the waist in front, had the 
effect of making it a little shorter and 
giving a draped appearance. The note­
worthy feature of this model was the! 
ceinture and sash of golden brown 
satin which commenced at the normal 
waist line In front, was about five-1 in­
ches wide and gradually followed r 
downward line over the hips and down 
the back where it tied and formed long 
sash ends.

THE NEW BLOUSES AND SKIRTS
Transparent, filmy, slimsy are the 

new blouses for Spring and Summer

which are equally divided, however, as 
to sleeve length, some showing the full 
length, others the short three-quarter.

In effect the new waists are rather 
plain, depending for trimming upon in­
genious combinations of materials.

Tunic waists showing the cutaway 
and ideated extension below the waist 
are in good style when worn with the 
plainer types of skirts. This outside 
finish on the silk waists, achieved by 
girdles and sashes often supplemented 
with coattails, or peplums has been 
well received by the woman of fash­
ion.

GOWNS FOR SPRING ARE LIMP 
AND LOVELY

To suggest the crinolines of a by­
gone time with all their fluff and de­
mure charm and at the same time re­
tain the clinging modes so highly 
favored was the task set themselves 
by intrepid designers. How well they 
have succeeded is demonstrated by 
their charming creations for Spring 
and Summer.

Adopting only the softest fabrics 
they have been able to swirl flounces 
—three-tiers of them, sometimes,—and 
tunics and ruffles about, the hips and 
still preserve the slim and graceful 
silhouette. x

On the silk frocks especially, one sees 
rows of scant flounces at the lower 
edge of a tunic, or springing from a 
draped hip gridle.

The tunic in various forms is prom­
inent, on foundations that continue 
narrow at the bottom. When drapery 
is used it is brought to the back in 
such a way as to suggest the old bustle 
backs. ,

Peg-top styles remain in good taste 
for the simpler frocks, while modified 
minaret models do not lack favor.

The bodices of these new costumes 
show no very radical 'innovations. 
Kimono or raglan sleeves hold full 
sway. Vest and surplice effects are 
shown in novel variations, always with 
the low neck, and usually having three- 
quarter sleeves. The bolero is also 
adopted as well as the simple peasant 
draped waist.

The Medici collar, so pretty and be­
coming when carefully made, is a fea­
ture of many of the more elaborate 
costumes.

Pomeroy of 47 Pearl street, North 
Weymouth, Mass., is the most pathe­
tic figure in the Pomeroy case. She 
is 80, bent almost double with rheu­
matism, and is despondent at her fail­
ure in her 40 years of effort to free 
her son. All these years she has had 
no other thought. She has been to 
see in person every Governor who 
has been elected in Masachusetts 
since her boy was sentenced and she 
has never missed the one visit a 
month which the prison officials al­
low her. Outside of the prison guard 
Mrs Pomeroy is the only human be­
ing the poor wretch of a convict seees 
in his solitary cell from one year’s 
end to the other. He is allowed 30 
minutes of exercise outside of his cell 
with a guard each day, but he sees 
no one else and cannot talk to his 
keeper.

BOSTON, Mass., May 6.—forty 
years in solitary confinement. This 
is the world’s record of Jesse Pome­
roy who has just completed his 40th 
year in a small poorly ventilated cell 
in the Massachusetts States prison at 
Charlestown, Ma.is.
