NEW YORK, May 6— Crowds of
curious men and women jammnted the
corridors ‘of the Criminal Court Build-
ing to-day for the opening of the
second trial.of Charles Becker, the
former police lieutenant and head of
the “strong arm” squad, for the mur-
der of the gambler, Herman Rosen-
thal. Four men, the gunmen, so-call-
ed, recently paid for the murder with
their lives; but Becker, the alleged
instigator, was saved by a ruling of
the Court of Appeals. After moqths
in the death house, he was transferred
to the Tombs in this city, out of
which he was brought to-day, across
the . Bridge of Sighs for the second
battle for his life. The. scene of the
trial was the Criminal Branch of the
Supreme Court, the same as the first
trial, but Justice Samuel Seabury, pre-
sided in the place of Justice Goff.

Charles A. Whitman, District At-
torney, appears for the State, as he
did at the first trial, but -John A.Mc-
Intyre is succeeded as chief counsel
for Becker by Martin T. Manton.

The opening of the case was set
for 10 o’clock and an additional panel
of 100 tolesmen was on hand. The
uimost caution will be employed in
the selection of the jury. Among other

LLOYD GEORGE
RAISES. LARGE
FXTRA AMOUNT

But His Budget is Subject of
Bitter Criticism in the
Press.

[By Special Wire to The Courier]

MONTREAL. May 6.—Many fin-
ancial experts assert that Chancellor
Lloyd George has underestimated his
tax revenue, some declaring that this
is a deliberate trick to secure a sub-
stantial surplus, says a London cable
to The Daily Mail.

The correspondent adds that the
Chancellor’s decision to avoid touch-
ing the pockets of the working class
has naturally aroused the ire of the
plutocrats who accuse him of penal-
izing success, talent, enterprize and
foresight.

The Daily Telegraph prints an el-
aborate analysis showing that Mr.
Lloyd George will probably raise a
hundred miMion dollars more than
last year, which in the next budget
he can apply to social reform meas-
ures calculated to secure votes.

“It is a budget of bribery,’ says
The Daily Express, backing its as-
sertion with this indictment:

“Fathers of families with incomes
below £300. forming the great bulk
of the income tax payers, receive &
bonus—they have votes.

“Widows and orphans, left a few
hundred pounds by their rstwhile
breadwinner, pay an addition two
pence in the pound—they have no
votes.

“The ratepaver, forming the back-
bone of the electorate, are promised
rating rclief equal to nine pence .in
the pound—they are many and have
many votes.

“The owners of large incomes pay a
heavier ta xand a greater sur-tax—
they are few and have few votes.”

ANY PERSON who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avall-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta.

AN EDITOR IN JAIL

Mr. McCurdy, news editor of the
Halifax Herald, not long -ago pub®
lished a letter in that paper in which
an attack was made on the Nova Sco-
tia Legislature. The epistle was sign-
ed by a nom-de-plume, but Mr. Mc-
Curdy knew the name of the writer,
and gave his pledge that he would
not divulge the same.

He was summoned before the Leg-
islature“dnd commanded to reveal the
secret, but absolutely refused to ig-
nore his pledge and is now languish-
ing in gaol.

A WORTHY TRIBUTE.

A tribute to the brave engineers
who worked so heroically to save the
Titanic was paid at Southampton re-
cently, when a memorial to them was
unveiled by Sir Archibald Denny,
president of the Institute of Marine
Engineers. y

More than 10,000 people were pre-
sent, and in the foreground was a sad
group of widows whose husbands
went down with the ill-fated vessel.
Behind them, on either side of the
monument, the centre feature of
which is a. statue of Glory resting
upon a boat prow in bronze, practi-
cally all the engineers of the port
were mustered. In the centre were
“ the surpliced choir and clergy, and
beside these the officers of the Terri-
torial units.

The chairman, Colonel Albert W.
Swalm, United States Consul, said
that never beforé had the town been
so heavily taxed by a common sor-
row. “Why a memorial to one pro-
fessional class?” might be asked; the
answer was that the appreciation of
the world demanded it. The engineers
died at the post of duty, and in every
engine-room of 'every steam-driven
craft they received the highest honor.

Sir Archibald Denny paid a glow-
ing tribute to the bravery: of the
engineers. They must have soon
known, he said, that no pumping
power could do more than delay the
final catastrophe, yet they sttick pluck-
ily to their duty, driven back from
boiler room to boiler room, fighting
for every inch of draught to give time
for launching the boats. He com-
pared their action with that of the
men of the Birkenhead, but whereas
the soldiers stood together in the

open air, their comrades worked be-
low and perished in the dark. He
unveiled the monument that it might
be for all time a witness of their grati-
tude and an inspiration to succeeding
generations to tread fearlessly in the
path of duty.

The “Last Post” was sounded by
Boy Scout buglers, and the monu-
ment was formally taken over by
Alderman Sharp on behalf of the
Southampton Corporation.

AS TO THE SENATE.

By the natural process of time the
Liberal majority in the Senate is rap-
idly nearing demolition.

This is rot « thing :« be ghoulizh
about, and no one wants to be, but at
the same tim= .he fact has to be faced
that the leveller of all is constantly
busy, and that it is not out of the way
to point to the results with reference
to a Chamber whose members are
there for life.

At the last general elections, as
recently as 1911, the Senate, politically
speaking, showed a Liberal majority
of 47, with two vacancies. At the
present moment there are 51 Liberals,
33 Conservatives and threé vaeancies.
When the latter positions are  filled
the Liberal majority will be but-15;
and with the nine new members to be
selected from the West, this figure
will be reduced to six.

In the matter of age, Senators De

servatives, are over 90 years of age,
and there-are 33 over 70, 20 of them
Reformers. The oldest member, with
regard to date of appointment, is Sen-
ator Macdonald of Victoria, B.C. He
entered the Housé in 1871, and has
thus been there for 43 years.

Asquith, Chgrchiu;, Carson
and Lawiiat Meeting—
Redmond Not There

LONDON, May 6.—The conversa-
tions between the members of the
Government and the Irish leaders in

reference to a settlement of the
Home Rule question, which were ex-
pected to' follow the ' conciliatory
speeches in the House of Commons
on April 29, have apparently begun.
It is reported that Premier Asquith;
First Lord of the Admiralty, Winston
Churchill; Bonar Law, leader of the
Unionists, and Sir Edward Carson,
leader of the Ulster Unionists, met
privately to-day. The Irish National-
ists- were nt represented at the meet-
ing. The reports in circulation alter-
nately ascribe their absence to their
unwillingness to participate in such
a conference lest their followers
should construe their presence as a
sign that they had weakened, or to
their ignorance of the Government’s
action. -

Replying to a question on the Hom

Replying to 2@ question. on the
Home Rule settlement in the House
of Commons, Premier Asquith said
the Government was taking steps
which seemed to him to be most like-
ly to conduce to a possible settle-
ment. He added that the House of
Commens would ultimately have con-
trol of the matter.

The members of Parliament are
largely engrossed just now with the
Irish difficulty. Seventy Liberals and
sixty Unionists have signed a me-
morial to the Government welcom-
ing a solution of the question through
federation -of the Kingdom. It is ex-
pected that many others will sign the
memorial. ,

One hundred Unionists who are
opposed to any compromise on the
Irish question met to-day, and adopt-
ed a resolution to oppose to the ut-
most the adoption of Home Rule in
any form.

Further Details Today of. the
Mysterious Burning Ship:
" of the Atlantic.

Captain McDonald and thirteen mem-
bers of the crew of the British Steam-
er Columbian burned at sea were sav-
ed by the Steamer Manhattan. A
wireless despatch to this effect was
received from the Manhattan by the
Marconi station here early o-day.

The Manhattan, bound from New
York for Antwerp, had been near the
scene of the burning of the Columbian
for some hours and was known to be
searching for boats containing mem-
bers of the Columbian’s crew. ér
success was announced in the follow-
ing message:

“Manhattan picked up one boat of
Columbian, captain and thirteen oth-
ers. One engineer killed in explosion
and one man drowned leaving ship.
Manhattan still searching for other

The rescue, it was added, was made
early in the morning in 41.19 north
latitude and 59.35 west longitude.
Yesterday the Cunard Liner Fran-
conia picked up one of the Colum-
bian’s boats containing thirteen men

ad the body of Chief Steward Mat-
thews so that 27 in all have been res-
cued alive. The other missing boat.
for which the Manhattan and other
steamers are still searching, contains
the first and second officers ad 17
men.

The steamer Columbian, bound
from Antwerp for New York, caught
fire at sea Sunday night. According
to the wireless advices . from the
Franconia, which rescued the first
boat of survivors, the flames spread
quikly and were followed by explos-
ions which necessitated the hasty
abandoning of the steamer by the
crew. The men got away in three
baats, but in their haste were illy pre-
rared for a battle with the seas’ in
open boats. The first survivors when
picked up for 36 hours and suffered
severely, Captain McDonald’s boat,
picked up early to-day by the Man-
hattan was adrift for more than fifty
hours before help reached them.

The high-waisted front effects pre-
vail, in both suits and costumes. In
suit jackets this is attained by means
of slanted seams or cleverly arranged
belts and the cut of the bottom of the

@® jacket, which is made to slope gradu-
ally from the front to the under arm
seam. The backs are usually quite
square across. The strictly tailored
models are very short, reaching barely
to the curye of the hip line. Long
sleeves, of cqurse, set in with stitcH-
ing are correct for the street suit.

The skirts of these models are sim-
ple, and scant at the bottom though
with a decided fullness at the top,
achieved by means of loosely set tucks
starting at the waist line, or else by
a draping at the back. Tunic effects,—
the tunic being fuller than the under-
skirt,—are much used.

In the dressier suits the Eton style
is good, with a slightly elongated back.
Postilion backs are also seen, although
the preference seems to be for a length
that reaches just to the waist line or
a few inches below.

Kimono sleeves in seven-eighths
length are well liked on suits designed
for wear on semi-dress occasions.

The one requisite of fabrics for the
Spring suit or gown is suppleness.
Worsted crepes, that lend themselves
well to draping are much dsed; gabar-
dines are in high favor, and shepherd
checks, in a variety of colorings as well
as plaids in soft, dull colorings will
be much worn.

Crepe poplin is especially suitable for
the dressy suit and craquele effects
likewise make up smartly.

The most noticeable characteristic
of the new coats is the decided flare
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Large buttons form the principal
trimming notes, though on the dressier
models drop ornaments are used to
good effect, such as tassels, passemen-
terie or cord drops.

GOWNS FOR SPRING ARE LIMP
AND LOVELY

To suggest the crinolines of a by-
gone time with all their fluff and de-
mure charm and at the same time re-
tain the clinging modes so highly
favored was the task set themselves
by intrepid designers. How well they
have succeeded is demonstrated by
their charming creations for Spring
and Summer. : ¢

Adopting only the softest fabrics
they have been able to swirl tlounces
—three-tiers of them, sometimes,—and
tunics and ruffles about. the hips and
still- preserve the slim and graceful
silhouette.

On the silk frocks especially, one sees
rows of scant flounces at the lower
edge of a tunic; or springing from a
draped hip gridle.

The tunic in various forms is prom-
inent, on foundations that continue
narrow at the bottom.

The bodices of these new costumes
show no  very radical mnovations.
Kimono or raglan sleeves hold full
sway. Vest and surplice effects are
shown in novel variations, always with
the low neck, and usually having three-
quarter sleeves. The bolero is ‘also
adopted as well as the simple peasant
draped waist.

The Medici collar, so pretty and be-
coming when carefully made, is a fea-
ture of many -of the more elaborate
costumes. The V shaped necks pre-

dominate, and quite a few flat, fancy &

collars with sheer vests of net or lace
are used. The preference is for col-
lars of chiffon or batiste very deli-

plaids and the checked fabries which
have appeared in great variety in the
cotton goods. Especially chii was a
model designed for street wear having
a tunic of checked crepe over an under-
skirt of white ratine.

Silks of various weaves, so long as
they are supple, hold first place in the
season's list of fabrics. Messaline,
charmeuse, crepe meteor, indeed satin-
faced silks of gll descriptions are in
high favor because of their particular
adaptability to the draped and clinging
modes of today. Chiffon taffeta has
been employed in the making of so
many of the most attractive Spring
costumes that great popularity is pre-
dicted for it. Printed silks, the pat-
terns of, many suggested by Chinese
and Japanese embroideries, are ex-
pected likewise to score a success.

Crepe de chine continues on the crest
of popularity, both in the plain fabric
and ornamented with Jacquard figures,
Canton crepes and a new variety, S-
sah, which lends itself readily to the
production of a rippling surface are
extensively used.

It is preeminently a season of crepes
in wash goods also, with voiles and
ratines, the latter in many new weaves,
exceptionally strong. g

The vogue -for plaids and printed
effects extends to the wash fabrics as

well and seme delightful novelties have
heen brought out that permit clever

usage in combimnation with plain ma-

terials.

Colors for Spring show a decided
reaction against the vivid hues of the
past season. I’astel shades are much
in evidence. Paquin blue, plum, fuchsia,
tete de negre and the mnew ' Tango
shade—a peculiar brownish color—are
well liked. Dull Russign green must
be included as well as leaf green. A
siriking model of satin in this leaf
green so well reflects present style
tendencies as to warrant description. ’
