States Government can consider only
the legality of the principles upon
which the blockade rests, Therefore
the effect of this insistence by the
British public that the blockade be
more drastically pressed, will not al-
ter the case before the United States.

As to the fact that goods are getting
into Ggrrnany from the United States,
no opinion needs to be expressed
upon that point. The export figures
of the United States speak for them-
selves. Imports into the neutral
countries in many articles have in-
creased many times their amount and
value since the outbreak of the war.

However, a part of this increase
must be explained by the fact that
now the United States is the sole seli-
er to these countries, whereas before
the war they divided their purchases
among many countries. Yet it can-
not reasonably be denied that in manv
cases, these increases have been so
large that they can only be explained
on the ground that the neutral coun-
tries have been re-shipping the pro-
ducts to Germany.

The ability of Great Britain to
make friends with and secure the con-
fidence of semi-civilized rulers has
been strikingly illustrated since the
war began. A few days ago, Lig Yasq,
Emperor of Abyssina, offered to send
200,000 men to aid the allies in
f:rushing the Teutons and Turks. It
is not so many years ago since Mene-
I1ik, Emperor of Abyssinia, was fight-
ing the Italians. Since that time, how-
ever, Great Britain, France and Italy
have guaranteed the integrity of his
country, and he is now showing his
gratitude to his protectors by offering
to place at their disposal his entire
army. The ruler of Abyssinia claims
to be descended from the Queen of
Sheba, who made the memorable visit
to Solomon. :

In defiance of laws and conventions
the Germans in October, 1914, arrest- |
ed the burgomaster of Brussels for
the crime of defending the rights of |
his people. Since then M. Max has !
been imprisoned in the fortress of |
Glatz, and for the last six months |
he has been in solitary confinem:nt.

The regime of his isolation is com-
plete. All that time he has not heard
the sound of a human voice. He tells
the story himself in a letter which
he h_as written to a friend of his.
= -‘Six months ago,” writes M. Max,
there arrived uere a number of of-
ficers highly sympathetic. They may |
speak freely with each other, but for
reasons which are unknown to me,
I have been strictly forbidden to have |
the slightest intercourse with them.
You speak to me of presiding over
some fetes of a future day. I am
greatly afraid that here I shall los
the faculty of speech.”

Constantinople, Jan. 17, via London

but the run through the fertile, but
deserted Morava valley over a well
ballasted road-bed, where . every
bridge was in perfect order, made it
hard to believe that this part of Ser-
bia had but lately been the scene of
desperate hostilities, and that almost
every- bridge and culvert, and liters-
ally miles of roadbed, had been re-
built since the conclusion of the Secn-
ian campaign.

“Then you do not anticipate any
riots, similar to the draft riots in the
United States at the time of the
Civil War?” the correspondent asked.
“Well,” Lord Derby replied, “there
may, perhaps, be some hotheads, but
I do not anticipate any trouble, be-
cause, as you must realize, the strong-
est opponents of the bill agreed, once
the bill was passed, to accept it with-
out protest. There is no doubt that a
vast majority of the men have come
forward and been attested, but there,
also, is no doubt that a respectable
number are waiting to be fetched.”

Lord Derby was asked if he could
give any cstimate of the number of
ineligibles among those who had
hung back, and it was suggested that
the opponents of conscription had in-
sisted that the residue of eligibles was
infinitesimal.

ENGLISH PEOPLE RESOLUTE.

Speaking of his experience in travel-
ling over the country, Lord Derby
said he was absolutely convinced that
the people of England were determin-
ed to carry the war through to the
end. The seriousness of the war was,
in his opinion, appreciated from the
first, but perhaps:mot the possible
length. Lord Kitchener, he said,
seemed to be the only man who had

trees,” Lord Derby went on “there was
some excuse for the belief in a short

knowledge.”

Asked what he meant by “carrying
the war through to the end,” Lord
Derby said: “That is, there shall be
no peace until it is certain that there
shall be no further war on this scale
in the time of our children’s children.
That means holding Germany to nO-
thing; that means to whip her, then
turn her round and hide her in tue
proper quarter.”
