About two o'clock in the moruning he
was awakened by a terrible pain in
bis head and was startled to find that
his tongue was swollen until it was
nearly two inches thick and protruded
from his mouth nearly an inch, causing
intense pain. * After a time this swell-
mg subsided only to appear in some
other portion of the body.
Bennet visited Medical Examiner
M. C. White for the p of hav-
ing the artificial teeth and plate ana-
Iyzed. The teeth were of the ordinary
kind and the plate was cheap red rub-
ber. Dr. White told him that no an-
alysis was nccessary ; that he could
tell that mercury had been used in the
making of the rubber plate, and that
it was the absorbtion of this poison in-
to the system that had caused the
swellings. °

After that Bennet's hands swelled
up to three times their natural size
and he could not use them in any way.
This had hardly disappeared when his
feet swelled in the same way. After-
werd his knee-joints were badly affect-
ed ; then his ears swelled, and finally
the poison settled.in his eyes. and he
became blind for a time. . The swell-
ings aro painless except when the
tongue is affectzd. Then Mr, Bennet
suffers intence pdin from the straining
facial muscles,

The majority of the doctore eaid
when first consulted that the swell-
ings were causcd by mercurial poison-
ine, but up 1o the present time they
have not succeeded in expelling the
mercury from the system.—  The
Timés.

The institution was organized in Pater-
gon, N.J., on May 9th, 1887, and it has
spread ite lodges over many Btates; but
before it could get its professedly benevo-
lent intentions into good working order, it
has been brought up ehort by & Committee
of Investigation chosen from various lodges
throughout its jurisdiction.

By the pay-
ment of & small weekly sum the meniber
would receive certain sick benefitsor $1,000
at the end of five years. The membership
ig divided into four grades, and there are
four different iusurance oeitificates. A
member who pays 25 cents a week at the
end uf five years will be entitled to receive
§250. If sick he is advanced $5 & week
natil he has received $125, half the amount
of his certificate.” If during five yeara he
should have more than 25 weeks’ sick-
ness the supreme moguls of the Fidelity,
Equslity & Morality can't advance him
another cent. If the member should be
totally disabled he receives $125 ; should he
die, hie heifs receive $125. But here is
the table of rates and * benefits " which
each of the four certificates bring:

Mr. Oook wanted to know what lumber-
men or gentlemen had advised the Govern-
ment to take this step.

_that the terms lumbermen and gentlemen
are 8ynonymous.

Mr. Jones (Halifax) said the Act would
gaddle four permsnent officers upon the
country st a salary of $2,000 a year.

Mr. Charlton asked if it was intended to
make a classification of lumber.

Mr. Costigan said it would be impossible
to make a classification which would apply
to all the different Provinces,

Mr. White (Renfrew) said $he object of
the Bill was to establish an office in the
interest of the lumber trade, and to eo col-
lect fees, so that it would not be a burden
upon the other classes of the community.
Where disputes occurred as to measure-
ment there would be a Governmental
authoritydo settle them.

Mr. LatiFier—Does the hon. gentleman
believe there should be compulsory inspec-
tivn ?

Mr. White—No.

Mr. Laurier — Then why
appoint high-salaried officers ?

Mr. White said it was necessary that
there should be some supervision over the
minor inspectors, and it was only proposed
to pay the chief inspector a fair salary.

Mr. Tves said the inepection of lumber
for foreign ports would be ugeless. Lumber
was shipped subject to inepection when it
reached its destination. While there might
be some use for inepection with regard to
pine, it was of no use in other grades.

Mr. Perley (Ostaws) ssid, asfar as his
experience went, there was no eall for an
Act of this kind. As regarde pine lamber,
every lomberman on the Ottawa River
would objeck to registration when there was
no cause for inspection.

Mr. Mills (Bothwell) said that lumber.
men were to be put to the expense to fue-
nish a position for some friends of the Gov-
ernment. If the Act were compulsory it
would be interfering with the right of con-
tract, and if it was optional it could effect
no useful end.

Sir John Msodonald eaid that as there
was evidently a great deal of difference of
opinion on the matter, he therefore asked
that the committee sgree to pass the
regolution and allow & bill based on it to
be introduced. 'In committee on the
Bill he was quite willing the provisions

This
condition is not stated in the note which
the wily wheat agents get the farmer to
sign, and when it becomes due it is found
to be in the hands of some * shaver” who
has not so much consideration for the wel-
fare of the agricnlturist as had his profes-
sedly benevolent friend, the vendor of the
grain. The majority of farmers who read
the newspapers carefully will not be taken
in by these swindlers, They well know
that the present is not an sge . of miracles,
and that it is impossible to obtain some-
thing from nothing; but there are others
who seem to bulieve that sort of talk when
it is aimed at them by a politician whose
object is to make the agriculturiat believe
that the more taxes he pays the better off
he becomes. We do not wonder that such
credulous individuals occasionally get taken
in by swindling travelling agents who pre-
tend to'be philanthropisis, with but one aim
—to put & fabulous sum of money into the
auditor's pocket for a very emall considera-
tion.

Bat it must not be supnnsed that farmers
are the only class of mnw 10 can be galled
or who are ready to speua money freely at
the request of men who offer them
enormouns, though improbable, retarns for
their investments.

He gave his name a8 W m., Burgess, a desler
jn osnned goods, and his residence as
Mimico, s small village near Toronto.
There aré at least & d zen Csnadian firms
or their représentatives here who have been
flieced ous of various sums of money by
Bargess. Some time sgo ths prisoner, who
is & middle sged man w:ith a farmer-like
appearance, but, as the detectives eny, “* a8
smart a8 chain-lightning,’ conoceived the
ides of making a corner in the cauned goods
market, He sucoeeded so0 well that he
bought $87,000 worth, and then, secing that
he would nos be able to hold his goods for
his prioce, and being closely pres! by his
oreditors, he suddenly left, and came
to Buffalo with about $15,000 of money,
and deposited $10,000 ia the Third National
and $2,700 in the Hank of Buffalo of this
city. His oreditors got track of his where-
abouts, and in order not to criminate bim-
self under the laws of the Canadisn Pro-
vince he went to Clifton, Oat., on Monday
and made a general assignment. Then he
came back $o Buffalo, and finding that
several of the Toronto detectives were in
the city looking for him he hastily drew the
money out of the Buffalo Bauk, and has
sucoseded in hiding it from the clutches of
the officers. The complainans's name, a8
given on the report this morning, Was
Kdgerton Decew, of the Ontario Canning
(‘ompany, oneof Bargess' largest oreditore.
Awmong the other firms represefited in the
city are Samuel, Benjamin & Co. and
Adam Hope & Co., of Hamilton.  Attor-
neys Arnoldi, Waddell and others, repre
senting the various firme, sre also in the
cisy. The onge is & peculiar one, and - the
detectives say they do nos think Burgess
oan be criminally pros:=cated, and it will
resu't in a civil action. Burgess is willing
to go back and setile the case, and several
of the oreditore have signified their willing-
ness to take & per centage of their losses.

His demecanor
throughoat the t:ial was most gentlemanly
and respectful aud yained for him wide-
epread sympathy, especially when the evi-
dence showed how ; r st was the provcoa-
tion that Jed him in a mome: t of uncon-
trollable_passion to comm't the terrible
deed. Thej evidence for the prosecutivn
showed that the man Holder, who brought
& woman into McGrath's boarding-house,
acted in a most disreepect{ul manner when
remonstrated with by Mrs. McGrath, used |

Boller Explosion.

A last (Thursday) night's Pittaburg de-
spatch says : A boiler explosion oocarred in
Morris’ foundry, on. 23rd strees, this civy,
to-day, killing & mumber of men and injur-
ing others. The explosion oocourred just
after the noon whistle had sounded, and
many of the workmen had lett the works to
ges their dinners. The concussion shook
baildings for several squares. In a few
minutes s large crowd had gathered about
she wreok, and the scene was most agonig-
ing. Wives, mothers and ohildren ran
about crying and esgerly searching for their
loved ones. 71'be work of rescue is going on
vigorously. Four are belicved to be still
buried beneath the debris, and it is found
mauy more were caught in the wreok. The
csuse of the explosion has not bsenlearned.

The building was a large, oue story
brick structare. The plaus was worth
$20,000, and will prove a complete loes.
Nothing remains but a mass of brick, mor-
tar and timbers. The concussion shattered
windows aud damaged houses for three
biocks around, and “it is a miracle that
more people were not killed or injured.
The boilers were inspected six months ago
and were thought to be in firss-class condi-
tion. The real cause of the explosion will
probably never be known.

The work of rescue was concluded late
this afternoon, but no more bodies were
found. ' All the employees have been ac-
counted for. Of the 65 wor men five were
killed and eleven injured, a number guite
seriously. Btephen Carter, however, is the
only one in a dengeioas condition. He will
probably die. The cause of the explosion.is
siill & mystery. Bome of the men say they
heard the gauge tried a few minutes before
the explosion and everything seemed dil
right.  Every one sgrees that the engineer
wag oarefal and competent. The boiler had
been in vhe hou-e vight years. The loss will
reach $30 000

‘Times were good then; wheat
was selling at $1 to $1 25, and  the farmers
entered npon engagements which under the
present vonditions they were uoable to
mect. As a consequence many-of them
were losiug their farms snd leaving the
country.

Mr. Rose (HdPoo) said that the object of
the hon. gentleman was praiseworthy, but
it would be only the revival of the' munici-
psl loan fund tronble. The /object of the
Government in lending mongy for drainage
purposes was to.encouraggethe improve-
ment of the farms, but he dqubted whether
it would be advisable to courage the
farmers to go into debt, andyshe lowering
of the rate of interest certainly wounld.

Mr. Blyth (Huron) opposed the motion.

At pre-
sent the High Schools could charge fees if
they wished. Many of the schools only
charged fees to outsiders.

Mr. Weod supported the motion.

Mr. Gibson (Huron). wanted parish
sohools instituted like those in Bceotland,
where they taught the claesigs. He main
tained that she High Schools should not
receive any support from the Governmont.
The High Bohool in his district was twenty-
five miles. away from where he lived..
