Later, when fortune
favored him, he began to essay brighter
phases of life, but vastly loss Interesting
ohes, Color has been a strong element in
Munkacsy's art, even if at tfmes 1t is de-
ticlent in luminosity. Again, it is not al-
ways durable, as he has been given to an
excessive use of bitumen. He is an exocel-
lent draughtsman, and whereas he often
abandons texture to achieve forceful color,
he is an able technicist. Several of his
pictures have moved the world, but it is
questionable whethar they are great

time. It has been generally understood
for some years past that Munkacsy's
popularity as a painter in Paris was a
thing of the past, which made him will-
ing to give up his superb studio and
home in the French capital and retura to
his native land, where, indeed. he isa
prince among his people.
