But down
among the gravelly, roundtopped
peaks are thousands of little femtile
“sloughs,” which in dry seasons are
filled with water in the larger ones and
with tall, rank. grass in the smaller
ones, and in wet seasons with water in
nearly all, while an almost unlimited
supply of “prairie wool” grows on the
hills arouud them. Year after year,
millions upoun willions of tons of these
nutritious fodders grow up, wither and
lie down to rot on the hundreds of
thousands of acres of unoccupied ranch
land in these Territories ; yet, pro-
spective ranchers hesitate to launch
into the business for fear of “eing
*‘crowded out” in the near fature by
the man with the plow.

“Sufficient bas been said by compet-
ent writers on the subject to prove
what lurge profits can be regped from
this branch of agriculture in the West,
and it remains for the prospective
rancher to load his cars and direct his
course to the ranch country without
delay, the sooner to appropriate the
large and certain revenue which awaits
bim in the hill districts of our great
Canadian Northwest.”

000,000 for its Purposes.

London, Maxch 30.—The Irish Sec-
qwtary, Mr. Wyndham, introduced the
iGovernment’s long-anticipated Irish
lland Bl in the House of Commong
this afternocon. It proposes a free
jgrant of $60,000,000 for the pur-
jposes of the hill

The keen interegt félt in this new
Hegislation, which, it is- hoped, will
romote peace and contentment in
reland, was evidenced by the crowd-
igd, House. The Peers’ gallery and the
|distinguished strangers’ galiery were

ition. He then unfolded the scheme,
‘which provides for advances of
wmoney for the purchase of land by
ithe tenants. “The advances will be
in the shape of cash and not of
wtock, hut in order to enable the

cash to he raised -a new stock is
to e floated. It will be called ‘“‘guar-
anteed 23-4 per cent. stock,” and
will be unredeemable for thirty
yeany Mr. Wynglham douhted if $500,-
000,000 of the stock will be needed.

1 It will be issued at the rate of $25,-

000,000 yearly for the first three
years, and alterwards, possibly, in
larger sums. In addition to this
the Governiment proposed "a [free
grant of $60,000,000 to be raised
hy additions to the stock, the in-
teragt and sinking Tuné of which will
he borne by the treasury, and the
maximum annual charge of which
will not eXceed $1,950,000.

The advances to tenants through
the provistons of the Land
Bill are limited to $2,500, in the con-
gested districts, and $5,000 else-
where.

The bill will become effective Nov-
ember 1st. \

Mr. Wyndham said $7,500,000,000
could safely be advaunced on Irish
land, but he thought the scheme
would not involve $500,000,000.

The Irish Secretary explained that
while the maximum charge of the
English treasury would not exceed
$1,975,000 in a single year, the re-
duction in the cost of the adminis-
tration of Irland would amount to
$1,250,000. -

The bill also provides that tenants
shall pay: 3 1-4 per ocent. interest
on loans from the government, that
untenanted farms and grazing lands
shall be sold to neighboring tenants
and that three commissioners shall
supervise the sales.

GEN, MACDORALD
SHOT HIMSELF.

“Fighting Mac” Preferred
~ Death to Disgrace.

SUIGIDED IN PARIS HOTEL.

Paris cable: Major-General 8ir
Hector Macdonald, commanding the
British forces in Ceylon, and one of
the foremost officers in the British
army, aghinst whom charges based
on immorjl acts were filed some time
ago, committed suicide to-day at the
Hotel Regina here. He shot himsel
in the right temple shortly after
noon, and expired a few minutes
later.

The General was alone in his small
chamber on the Mezzanine floor of
the hotel at the time of the tra-
gedy. One of tho female attendants
heard the pistol shot, and opening
the door, saw the General’s figure
outstretched on the floor, with the
blood gushing from a builet wound
in the head. She ran screaming to
the balecony overlooking the lobby
of th:e hotel, where many guests, in-
cluding a nmuber of ladies, were
assembled. 'The proprietor of the
hotel was tha first to reach the ex-
piring man. Medieal help was imme-
diately summouind, but was féand to
be useless, ath ensuing quickiy.

The Commi ry ol Polico was no-
tified, and acecompanied by'a doctor,
proceedxl to o preliminary Investi-
gation. No money or papers of any
kind were found in Sir Hector’s bag-
gage. Two notes written in Eng-
lish were found Ilying on a table
in his room, and thesc were taken
possession of by the authorities, but
it is understood their contents have
no bearing on the suicide. In the
General’s coat, lying on the bed,
were found some photographs. The
Dritish Embassy and Consulate were
notified later, and Consul-General
Inglish visited the hotel and took
charge of the body, which was placed
on the bed. The door was then
locked, the Consal-Goeaeral taking the
key. The Freoch olficials toek pos-
session of the revolver.

Arrived Unaccompanied.

Sir Hector Macdonald arrived in
Paris last I'riday cvening from
London on his way to Ceylon,

where it was understocd that an |

immediate court-mariial  would be
held to clear up the charges made
against him. On reaching the hote
at 1 o'clock at night, he was toid
that only a emali and indifferent
room was available. He replled that
that was quite sufficient. He was
not accompanied by any aides-de-
camp or a valet. He said he only
intended to stay a day or twoin
Parvis. Little was seen of him after
his arrival. He was, however, in
the hotel lobby about noon to-day,
and it is believed that a news-
paper printal in B ont:

The pature
of the offences with which he was
charged had not become generally’
known to the publie, but had been
common gossip in military cireles,
and altheugh jn the army and
amyong hig Highlander comradeés, cs-
peecially, there is keen griel, their
feeling Is that it was “better to
die thus than faee dishonor.” Sir
Hector was separated from his
wife many years ago, and before he
got_his commission. He has not lived
with her since. He leaves a son, who
is being educated in.an English Pub-
lic School. .

The officlal announcement made §
the Governor ofiCeylon in the LegW¥-
lature  Monday that Major-General
Macdonald would be court-martial-
éd, and publicity given to the affair,
wete evidently, the determining mo-
tives for the suicide. His friends at-
tributé the unfortunate business to
his broken health and shattered
nerves, the outcome of two cam-
paigns, in the Soudan and South
Africa.

An attack of dyse:tery and a
touch of sunstroke at Paardeberg
during the South African campaign
left serious effects, and & wound
he received im the leg healed badiy.
It is stated that he often complain-
ed of pains In the head, and in Cey-
lon his health and the depression
from which he was suffering grew
worse, to such an extent that there
was talk of invaliding him from the
service.

The rewspapers here comment
sympathetically on. the inexpres-
sibly pitiful end of o brave man.
and say that his countrymen will
remember him best as the man who
on his return from Omdurman Kiog
Edward, then Prince of Wales, greet-
ing him, sald: “In 1875 you were
doing sentry in India, and now you
are a general in the British army. I
am proud to have met you.”

FAMAINE AMONG THE FINNG.

Dr. Reuter Finds That There
is Little Suffering.

COMMITTEE'S RELIEF WORK

St. Petersburg, March 20.—Dr.
Julius N. Reuter, a lecturer of the
University of Helsinglfors, who was
dotailed by the Finnish national re-
lief committee to make a tour of Fin-
land, positively denies that his party
either found or heard oi any parish
where there are five thousand des-
titute persdus, as has been stated.
During the gwhole trip Dr. Reuter
was only able to procure one bit of
“hunger bread,” which was composed
of flour made from green grain mixed
with bark. Even this had been pre-
sorved since the early part of the
winter, before the relief committee
was able to extend its operations to
cottages in out-of-the-way places.

Dr. Reuter and his party visited
fifty poor cottages and found in every
one of them plenty of bread and sap-
plies of flour. Dr. Reuter adds that
of course, there
untold sufferings but for the asslsi-
ance of the committee, which wav
soon largely helped by American
funds. The committee now  hae
brafiches in every village and parish,
and every case of suffering discov-
cred is earefully attended to. Pota-
toes and milk are scarce, but the
scimittee supplies sufficient bread,
peas and salt fish, while carefally
avoiding making the people more
comfortable than in ordinary years,
and exacts labor in payment for its
help, wherever possible, so as to avoid
pauperizing the people. As to the
stories of deaths from famine, Dr.
Reuter adds, no such happenings have
been reported anywhere.

Charles I, King of England. The:

document came into his possession
necently through some legal business
ha wag transacting for a client who
i & descendant of Col. Lynne. The
warrant was directed to Col. Lynne,
“or to the Lieutenant-Colonel Com-
manding, or 1o both of them.”

It was necessary to .secure from
England some family records,  and
among the contenta of the hox ship-
ped to Mr. Rayner's cient was the
warrant. The descent of the Balti-
morean from Col. Lynne is said to
be established, and in his family
there has always heen a tradition
that the death warrant was in the

‘posaession of his relatives.

The warrant has no hearing on the
matter concerning which Mr. Ray-
ner was seeking information. its
presence among the other papers is
kelieved to have been the result of
an oversight on the part of those
who packed the hox. .

The parchment is badly worn. Filty
years after its issue, according:-to
traditior it was placed upon a can-
vas bhackground to preserve it. The
date line on the warrant is as fol-

w8 :

At the High Court of Justice for
the tryinge and indytinge of Charles
Steuart, Kinge of England, Janu-
ary 24th, Anno Domini, 1648.

rant :

This is the language of the war-

Whereas, Charles Steuart, Kinge
of England, is and standeth con-
victed, attaynted and condemned
of high treason and other high
crimes, and sentence was pronounc-
ed against him by this [a symbol
supposed to represeat the court
passing sentence] to be put todeath
by the severance of his head from
his body, of whicl. sentence execu-
tion yet remaineth to be done.
These are therefore to will and
require you to see this sentence
executed in the open streets be-
fore Whitehall upon the morrowe
thic thirtieth of this instante month
off January between the hours of
Tenn 'in the morninge and five in
the afternoon of the same day full
effect. And for soe doing this
shall be your sufficient warrant.
seal. '

Then follow the names of ‘the
members of the House of Commons
who signed Charles 1's. death war-
rant. Bradshawe, the president,
signed first. Thomas Grey was sec-
ond, and .the name of O. Cromwell
appears third on ‘the list.

Two warrants were issued for
the execution of Charles I. One
was given to the headsman and
the other to the officer command-
ing the troops at the Tower. It
was the duty of the latter to pro-
tect the executioner in carrying
out the sentence of the House of
Commons, which, in this case, con-
stituted the court.

On the document gome of the words
are crossed with lines drawn at right
angles Lo one another. Several signa-
tures to the document are marked in
the same manner. This has been ex-
plained in the following manner:

It was feared that an attempt
might be made by the King’s friends
to bribe someone to invalidate the
warrant by changing its wording. It
would be impossible to erase any
word without destroying in part the
checkered lines, and the fraud would
at once be apparent if there was any
interference with the continuity of
the marks.

Some of the Commoners, too, were
not anxious to place their signatures
on a warrant for the death of the
King of England. Their braver asso-
ciates made sure that the weaklings
or conscientious members, as the
case might be, should not have thelr
names removed from thé document.
Hence the marks over the names.

On Jaun. 30, between 2 and 3 o'clock
in the afternoon, Charles I. was
taken to a scaffold covered with
black, before Whitehall. ‘There he
was executed. It will be noticed that
there is some discrepancy in the date
of the warrant and the facts con-
nected with the execution as ordin-
arily recorded.
