CHOICE RECIPES ACCORDING TO SAMPLE |

Macaroons.—One egg, 1 cup roll­
ed oats (chopped), \ cup shredded cocoa- 

>nut, 2-3 tablespoon butter, pinch of salt, 
è cup of sugar, 1 teaspoon Vanilla. 
Drop on pan. Bake in slow oven.

Coffee Cream.—One cup milk, 1 
cup strong coffee; heat the milk and add 
coffee, 1 cup sugar, 1 egg (well beaten) 
1 teaspoon vanilla. Cook 
until smooth, thicken with com starch 
dissolved in a little water.

Lobsters Cutlets.—Mince fine the 
lobster flesh, season and spice; melt 
a little butter in a saucepan, mix a little 
flour; add lobster with a little soup stock 
and beaten yolks of 2 eggs. Spread out 
the mixture till cold, cut in slices and fry.

A Delicious Lenten Dish—Fry 
two finely chopped onions and one green 
pepper in a tablespoon of butter until 
a golden brown. Add a small can df 
tomatoes, also salt and pepper, cook about 
20 minutes, then add six well beaten 
eggs. Stir until thick, and serve on thin 
slices of hot buttered toast. Garnish 
with parsley. Enough for five people.

Celeried Oysters.—Cook 1 pint oys­
ters in their own liquor till plump. Strain 
the liquor from them and add to it enough 
cream to make 1$ cups. Melt 6 table­
spoons butter; add 5 tablespoons of flour 
and stir to a paste. Pour in liquor grad­
ually and beat till creamy. Season with 
salt, pepper and celery salt. Add the par­
boiled oysters and cook to the boiling 
point. Pour over buttered toast and 
sprinkle with finely chopped celery.

Lemon Crumb Pie.—One quart bread 
crumbs, 2 eggs, 14 cups boiling water, 
2-3 cup sugar and grated rind and juice 
of 2 lemons. To the bread crumbs add 
the egg yolks and mix thoroughly. Add 
the grated rind and lemon juice, then add 
the boiling water and stir until the crumbs 
are softened. Now add the sugar. Have 
ready a baked pie shell. Fill with the above 
mixture and cover with a meringue made 
of the whites of the eggs and 2 teaspoons 
sugar. Bake in a quick oven.

THIRTY-NINE YEARS

The present month marks an 
important anniversary in the his­
tory of The Acadian. In April, 
1883, thirty-nine years ago, the 
first issue of the paper made its 
appearance, and in the years 
that have intervened the paper 
has been published regularly and 
during all that time has been 
conducted by one family.

In this 
county the only paper then pub­
lished was the' Western Chron­
icle, which was then the Liberal 
Conservative organ and was owned 
and managed by G. W. Wood- 
worth. This paper has since 
made many changes in its policy 
and ownership. The Acadian 
was started in a very humble 
way, and has been improved 
and enlarged from time to time 
as conditions permitted. Be­
ginning with an exceedingly mea- 

f gre equipment it has now one of 
J the best fitted up offices in the 
I Maritime Provinces. The paper 

has made its way by proving its 
worth and today its influence is rec­
ognized and appreciated. It is afar 
cry from 1883 to 1922 and Wolfville 
and Kings County have exper­
ienced many changes during the 
period covered. From a small 
village Wolfville has become an 
important town and its citizens 
enjoy all the conveniences and 

, .comforts of city life. These have 
been secured in many instances

“The modern automobile storage bat­
tery, from the standpoint of the unit of 
power, is the most compactly built de­
vice in existence," says an expert. 

“When you consider," he says, “that 
storage battery weighing about sixty 

pounds can generate enough power to 
raise itself six and a half miles in the air 
it will give some idea erf the tremendous 
force hidden within the small black box 
on your automobile.

"A normal battery, if^operly looked 
after, may last anywhere from, two to 
five years, 
however, to last even longer than that, 
but they would be impractical for the 
automobile because of their greater size and 
weight. The present-day battery, equipped 
with the more durable hand-paste plates, 
really represents the last word in storage 
battery construction. "

WATCH FOR SHORT CIRCUITING

As Easy to Clean 
as a China Dish

(Experimental Farms Note).
Perhaps no other plot on the farm will 

give such large returns for the amount of 
time and labour expended, as a small 
aréa of feed grown for soiling purposes. 
Green feed is relished during the summer 
months by cattle, hogs, and poultry (if 
they ar in inclosed yards) but without 
doubt proves the most profitable when fed 
to milch cows. Soiling crops are found to 
assist very materially in maintaining 
the milk during the hot summer months 
when pastures are short and dry.

Corn; oats, peas and vetches; oats; 
rape ; and sunflowers in the order named, 
are all valuable for this work.

Corn is T>ne of the best crops for this 
purpose, ami gives large yield of succulent 
feed, much relished by both cattle and 
hogs. Planted before June 10th, it should 
be ready for cutting about August 10-15 
ancLhas reached a height of from 5 to 8 feet 
with an average yield of 18 tons per acre. 
“ Longfellow" has been used with some 
degree of success over a period of years. 
Unless pastures are extremely bare, 
one-half acre with fair crop should be 
sufficient for ten or twelve cows.

Oats, peas and vetches mixed, oats five 
parts, peas four parts, vetches one part 
by weight, and sown at the rate of three 
and one-half bushels per acre, will give 
large amounts of excellent feed. This 
should ba cut and fed while the oats is 
in the milk soft dough stage. This will 
necessitate two or three seedings, if 
soiling crop is to be fed over any great 
length of time. Two seedings, or at the 
most three, ten days apart, should be 
sufficient, and one acre should supply 
plenty of feed for fifteen cows.

Oats sown thickly also provides good 
succulent feed, and should equal oats, 
peas and vetches in yield per acre.

Rape is generally used as a pasture 
crop. It is particularly desirable for hogs, 
and when used for such must be seeded 
in several plots with about ten days inter­
vening between each seeding. If allowed 
o make good growth before stock is 

turned in on it, and then pastured, say, 
for an hour per day, plants will throw 
up new shoots, and continue to grow even 
after being partly eaten. Rape may be 
sown at the rate of three to six pounds 
per acre, in drills, or .on the flat. It has 
been grown with fair success broadcast, 
but this plan is not recommended, as it 
is generally found necessary to hoe this 
crop in order to allow it to make its best 
growth. JVith successive seedings and 
careful handling, an acre should supply 
sufficient feed for at least fifteen cattle.

The Experimental Station at Charlotte­
town, Prince Edward Island, reports 
that sunflowers were used as a soiling 
crop during the latter part of the season 
of 1921, and were eaten with apparent 
relish by beef steers. They were refused 
by hogs, and eaten but sparingly by
