He has orders on '-hand from the Hudson 
Bay Company, Winnipeg, Messrs. Cooper, 
Fairman ft Co., Canada Central, South 
Eastern, Quebec, Montreal, & Occidental, 
Halifax and Cape Breton, and. other large 
railways and private firms. There are being 
cast daily from fifteen to seventeen tons, and 
last year there were over 4,000 tons of metal 
cast. In the extensive works, covering over 
70,000 fee^. there are 225 persons employed, 
of whom over one hundred are making from 
$12 to $15 per week. In fact, he.is employ­
ing double the number of people at three 
times the amount of wages that he was doing 
twelve moqths ago. The following eight 
trades are represented :—Moulders, pattern­
makers, blacksmiths, finishers, nickel platers, 
tinsmiths, and furnace builders. Nearly all 
the orders are small, showing activity in the 
general business. ”

ONE-SIDED FREE TRADE.
_ • _________

Its Effects upon England’s Commercial 
Progress. *

From the Leamington Spa.Courier.
If the advocates of our one-sided free trade 

system would but look matters fairly in the 
face, instead of taking certain stereotyped 
phrases for granted, they would soon experi­
ence uneasy consciences. Not only have 
neaily all our own industries been seriously 
injured by a system which places British 
manufacturers and traders at a disadvantage, 
but foreign nations are busy in devising 
means by which our remaining commerce 
may be attacked. Having ruined onr sugar 
industries by what is known as the “ Bounty 
system,” they are about to apply a principle 
they have found to act so well to our 
shipping trade. Last week the French 
Senate by 256 votes to 5, passed 
toe new Merchant Shipping bill, the 
object of which is to stimulate, by 
means of bounties, the French shipping and 
shipbuilding trades. Among other pro­
visions of this measure, it is proposed that, 
upon all vessels built in France, the State 
shall pay a bounty of from 16f. to 60f. per 
ton, according to the class of ship, in addi­
tion to a duty of 6f. per ton upon the en­
gines and machinery of steamships, and a 
mileage rate per voyage—these payments 
being professedly made as an equivalent for 
the import duties which toe State levies upon 
shipbuilding materials. Persons unfamiliar 
with commercial matters may fail to compre­
hend the meaning of these statements, and it 
may therefore be explained that jn future the 
French Government will pay the bounty 
mentioned above to French shippers, 
in order that they may have an advantage 
over their English competitors. French ship­
owners will now be able to underbid those of 
this country, in consequence of the subsidy 
they will receive from the State. Another 
protective provision of the bill jnst passed by 
toe French Senate is that foreign-built ships 
naturalized in France shall only receive one- 
half the bounties on navigation allowed to 
French-built ships, the effect of which must 
be to deter French shipowners from having 
their vessels built abroad, even on more fa­
vourable terms than they can obtain at home. 
The same principle finds favour in America ; 
and, in fact, all over the world, British trad­
ers find the walls of protection which have 
everywhere been raised again 
higher and higher.

Aylward thought the time 
inopportune, and informed the committee 
that he should inform Lord Mayo of his dan­
ger. Aylward sent a note to Lord Mayo 
telling him not to pass through the Castle 
|:ard th^t evening. Aylward was that night 
shot by a Fenian as an informer, and wounded 
in twoplaces. When he recovered he wasplaced 
under police protection, and accepted an 
offer of money from the secret service fund, 
on condition of his leaving the country. He 
went to South Africa and was at the diamond 
fields. He has been long known in Africa as 
a strong sympathizer with the Dutch. 
When in 1876 the Boers, being at war with 
Secocceni, wanted an officer, Aylward volun­
teered. At the fight st Materaklocf 
he was serving with the Lydenburg 
volunteers, and on the death of their captain 
succeeded to the command. He is author of

Parnell resumed the debate on the Arms 
bill. He justified Devoy’s telegram to Sir 
William Harcourt. The Ministry were try­
ing their best to prove that the Fenians were 
right, and to drive men like himself and Mr. 
Dillon wide of the lines of the constitution, 
but they would not succeed. The Arms 
bill, he said, would not prevent the shooting 
of bad landlords. He said he exceedingly 
regretted the establishment of League 
courts, and stilted that the Land League had 
expressed disapproval thereof.

Mr. Henry (Liberal and Home Ruler) 
charged Mr. Parnell with deluding Irishmen 
into the belief that the House was determined 
to prevent any amelioration of their condi­
tion, and teaching them that they could only 
hope for redress through violence. Although 
Mr. Parnell recalled his advice to the tenants 
to plough up the land, some pasture had been 
ploughed np.

The Arms bill passed its second reading by 
145 to 34.

Dublin, March 4.
Official operations* in connection with the 

Coercion Act May be said to have commenced 
in Ireland. Long before the usual hoar for 
official business the Chief Secretary and two 
law officers were closeted together. Gradually 
the waiting-room of the Chief Secretary’s de­
partment became crowded with resident 
magistrates, constabulary, and officers who 
had attended in obedience to telegraphic 
summons issued last night. At least forty 
stipendiary justices and one hundred police 
sub-inspectors were in attendance. The resi­
dent magistrates were principally from the 
disturbed districts in the south, north-west, 
qnd west. Among the districts represented 
were West Cork. Leitrim, Galway, Mayo, 
Sligo, Clare, Waterford, Longford, Tipperary, 
Limerick, and Donegal. The Inspector- 
General of Prisons, the Hod. Charles Bom ke, 
was sent for to take part in the interview 
which was to result in temporarily depriving 
a number of village tyrants of their liberty. 
Two resident magistrates from each county 
were called together to the Chief Secretary's 
private apartment, and carefully examined 
respecting the state Of crime in their respec­
tive localities. The fullest details were asked 
respecting outrages upon persons, cattle, or 
property, the extent of illegal drilling, and 
the existence of secret combinations of Rib- 
bonmen or Fenians, the object being to ob­
tain convincing proof that the application of 
the Act was absolutely necessary for the die-

London, March 7.
At last Mr. Gladstone’s Government shows 

a disposition -to break from Conservative 
fetters in matters of foreign policy. It has 
done an act of statesmanship. It has placed 
itself above the clamour for revenge and for 
the restoration of British prestige, and has 
re-opened negotiations to settle terms of peace 
with the Boers. The announcement of the 
truce concluded between Ue*ral Wood and 
Commandant Joubert is received with horror 
by the Jingo papers, but the weaker Liberal 
journals are picking up courage enough to be 
ashamed of having joined in the hue and cry 
of Conservative editorials. The Conservative 
Standard is rabid on the-subject of the truce. 
“ Englishmen,” it says, “ will read with a 
deep feeling of shame and humiliation the 
news that an armistice has been concluded 
with the Boers. For the first time in the 
history of this country England has, without 
making an effort to retrieve her misfortunes, 
capitulated to a successful rebellion. In the 
case of the struggle for American independ­
ence, although we had a European war upon 
our hands, we strove for years to retrieve our 
defeats before we . acknowledged ourselves 
beaten. Nowadays all this is changed. It is 
from the high places of England that rebellion 
is fostered and encouraged. The news 
of disaster is met by brave words in 
public, and by pretended zeal in hurrying oat 
reinforcements, by lavish expenditure of pub­
lie money, and by orders to our generals to 
make peace on any terms. The British pub­
lic will understand now why General Colley 
led his men on a desperate enterprise, and 
why he and so many others died on Majela 
Hill He shrank from carrying out the 
shameful task intrusted to him, and from 
having his name associated throughout all 
time with this disgraceful surrender after de­
feat. He was determined to make an effort 
to force the Boers to fall back from Natal. 
Hitherto, some have been inclined to regard 
General Colley as a victim to hie own rash­
ness. Now, We shall think of him as a patriot 
of the old type, as a man who died in endea­
vouring to save his country from the dishon­
our which her Ministers were preparing for 
her.”

Gen. Wood went to Mount Prospect to-day 
and had an interview with Joubert, which re­
sulted in an armistice to the 14th inst. Rumours 
of peace are rife, bnt any arrangement is im­
possible unless we agree to the Boer terms of 
complete independence of tiie Transvaal and 
amnesty to all their leaders. By the armistice 
permission is granted to send provisions for 
eight days to the beleaguered garrisons. r

THAT .“RENEGADE IRISHMAN.”
A Dublin despatch says :—Alfred Aylward,

Proposed Amendment*.
In ths Senate Hon. Mr. Ai kins, Minis­

ter of Inland Revenue, has introduced the 
following bill to amend the Inland Revenue 
Act of 1880:—

Her Majesty, by and With the advice and 
consent of the Senate and House of Commons 
of Canada, enacts as follows :—

Section eighty-three of the Inland Revenue 
Act, 1880, is hereby repealed, and the follbw- 
ing is substituted therefore—

All tobacco manufactured in Canada shall, 
before it 1s offered for sale, be packed in 
packages as follows, and each package shall 
be duly stamped ;

(а) Cavendish and all pressed tobacco shall be 
packed in rectangular boxes, each containing 
not more than one hundred and ten pounds 
of tobacco ;

(б) Cut tobacco of all kinds and scrap shall be 
packed in packages, each containing not more

case or’package, provided each of tiie leaser 
packages have been separately stamped ;

(c) Snuff shall be packed in packages each 
containing not more than ten pounds ;

(d) Common Canada twist may bo put up
in rolls or coils, each not exceeding two 
pounds in weight ; and every such roll or coil 
shall be secured by cording or otherwise, and 
enclosed in paper or other band or casing so 
that a stamp may be securely attached 
thereto ; .

(e) Cigars shall be packed in rectangular 
boxes, each containing not more than two 
pounds.

When any package of tobacco contains less 
than a pound it shaU be such part of a pound 
as will be covered by some denomination of 
stamp then authorized and iq use, and if any 
package contains a quantity of tobacco not 
represented by a stamp then inSise the next 
higher denomination of stamp shall be used, 
and the duty levied and collected as if the 
full quantity of tobacco represented by the 
stamp were contained in the package.

Each package of ’ manufactured tobacco 
which, when imported, is packed in 
packages of the respective kinds men­
tioned in the sub-sections a, b, c, d, and e of 
this section, shall be stamped at the port 
where it is entered before the same is deliver­
ed to the importer.

All imported manufactured tobacco which, 
when imported, is not packed in packages of 
the respective kinds mentioned in said sub­
sections o, 6, c; d, and e shall be bonded in a 
Customs warehouse to be approved of by the 
Collector of Customs at the port of entry. 
The bond shall be for a sum equal to double 
the amount of Customs duty to which the 
tobacco is liable, and the conditions shall be 
that the Customs duty shall be paid—that 
such tobacco shall, within such limited time, 
and in accordance with such conditions as 
may be fixed by regulations of the Governor-

No epupty or partly filled package of a de- 
scrin^o* such as is used for packing tobacco, 
ciaTVor snuff; and having attached to it'any 
staStB-Ot part of a stamp, whether such stamp 
has been defaced or not, shall be brought 
into or remain in any tobacco manufactory.

Every distinct package of tobacco, cigars, 
or snuff manufactured in Canada, and upon 
which thq duty has been paid or secured to 
the Collector Of-- Inland Revenue, shall bq 
forthwith stamped "by the manufacturer in 
such manner as may be required by any de­
partmental regulations and to the satisfaction 
of the collector or other proper officer, in ac­
cordance with such regulations as may be, 
from time to time; adopted by the Minister 
of Inbmd Revenue.

Thé power of the Govemor-in-Con noil to 
make regulations under section eighty-nine of 
the Inland Revenue Act, 1880, shall extend 
to imported manufactured tobacco.

The following words in the Inland 
Revenue Act, 1880, and in this Act have the 
following meanings, viz:—“Cigars” includes 
cigarettes and other manufactures of tobacco 
intended to be smoked as cigars or cigarettes 
are smoked ; “package”' includes box, jar, 
canister, case, beg, barrel, ‘parcel, wrapper.

Section one hundred and twenty-seven of 
the said Act is hereby amended by striking 
out the words “ forty gallons” and inserting 
the words “ one barrel or twenty-five 
gallons.” HI

DOMINION LANDS ACT.
Sir JOHN MACDONALD introduced a 

Sill to amend the Dominion Lands Act, and 
explained that it made the following provi­
sions :—To diminish the width of common 
roeda tn the country west of the present sur­
veys from 100 to 66 feet, which was quite 
suffissent, and was the width allowed 
ip Ontario and elsewhere. One hundred 
feet width was suggested by the original 
settlers, who were accustomed to wide trails, 
bat the difference was now believed to be a 
wanton waste of lands, which, moreover, en­
tailed more cost than was necessary on the 
municipalities. To facilitate the sub-division 
and disposal of land, altering the mode of sur­
veying in -consequence of the diminution of 
the width of the roads. To enable the Gov- 
ernor-in-Council to make sales in special coses 
on certain terms and conditions. At present 
a party could only take up 160 acres pre­
emption and purchase 160 acres, and there 
was no provision by which tracte could be 
bought, and tenantry or emigrants sent out 
to settle on these lands. This provision 
would enable the Governor-in-Council to pro­
vide for such cases. To facilitate immigra­
tion by allowing lands to be entered in ad­
vance. Now when a settler left Europe‘he 
had no security that he would havelus lot 
when he arrived at his destination. The rule 
was, “ First come first served." It was well 
known that in Germany an agent was 
generally sent out to the United States 
madvance to select a tract, and bringing 
out their clergyman, doctor, blacksmith, etc., 
emigrants came out in a community. This 
provision would enable the Government within 
reasonable limits to allow parties whd in­
tended coming ont as an organized com­
munity to have the power of doing so, and to 
have land for a reasonable time reserved for 
them, in order that they might not be a dis­
appointed or broken-up"community after they 
arrived. To enable agents to enter the 
names of immigrants for locations before they 
arrived in the country, and to empower 
parties who undertook to assist tenantry or 
other persons, or companies formed for the 
purpose of aiding emigration within the fixed 
limite prescribed in the Act, to agree with a 
settler that the money advanced to bring him 
out and help him on his land and to put up a 
bouse, etc., should be charged upon the 
homestead, the settler signing an agreement to 
this effect. These were the principal pro­
visions of the hill.

Mr. BLAKE regretted that a bill so im­
portent had not been brought down earlier.

ANGES IN THE CUSTOMS LAW.

I. BO WELL moved the House into com-

’* 1. To tnake better provision respecting 
the abatement of ad valorem duties on goods 
imported by water and damaged, and to ex- 
tend such provisions to goods imported by 

or other land conveyance and

final. This change was to be made because it
was felt that where a collector had already 
given an opinion he should not be the final 
arbitrator after the appraisers hid nut agreed. 
It was also proposed to atueed the 48th 
clause of the Custom» Act by striking out the 
words which prohibited any reduetioe in the 
invoice when presented tor duty. Under the 
present practice, when goods had gone up in 
value.aod the invoioe upon which duty was to 
be paid was presented, the appraiser bad the 
power to raise the valu» of such goods to the 
market price at the time at which they were 
exported from the country in which 
they were purchased. But if goods should 
go down 15 or 20 per cent, the law 
forbade any reduetioe. The effect of the 
change would be that in the case of a rise in 
the value of goods at the time of their expor­
tation the collector would still have the 
power to add to the invoioe, while in case the 
value of goods had fallen in the market in 
which they were exported the collector would 
have power under the law to reduce the price 
in the invoice. The next amendment this to 
provide for the imposition of a penalty upon 
collectors who should allow goods to pass 
from any warehouse Or from the Customs 
without having first paid duty. Goods had 
been allowed to go out without first having 
paid duty, and the revenue had suffered in 
consequence. The amendment went further 
than that in order to prevent the constructive 
bonding of goods, or m other words the allow­
ing of goods to pass the Customs and to go 
into consumption on the receipt of a bond 
frotu the importers. . Such goods had before 
now passed the Customs and gone into con­
sumption, the bond being filed away in the 
department at Ottawa, and the revenue losing 
in consequence. In Ms opinion all importers 
should be placed in exactly the same position, 
and in no case should influence be brought to 
bear upon the collector or the Minister of 
Customs to permit goods to enter into con­
sumption before the duties had been paid. 
He had had several cas» of this kind brought 
to his notice, one in the west and one in 
Montreal The companies who gave the 
bonds in these two cas», being compelled to 
realize their bonds, had to pay $10,000 each. 
In order to avoid such losses in future it was 
in his opinion desirable that no collector 
should have the power, unie» specially 
authorized bv the Governor-in-Council, to 
permit the admission ef any goods upon any 
such bonds.

Mr. W HELER—Do» that refer to the 
grinding of wheat in bond! 1

Mr. BOWKLL said that waa quite another 
matter. The proposed amendaient would 
not interfere with the bonding of goods, but 
it would prevent goods from going into con­
sumption before the duty waa paid. " An­
other amendment proposed affected the pro­
vision that in no case could goods be ex- 
warehoused unless the duty amounted to $20. 
The prppoeition was to allow any whole 
package to be taken out of the warehouse for 
exportation if a merchant desired to take it. 
By the clauses 119 sod 120 of the Customs 
Act almost unlimited power in the disposal 
of all cas» of violations of the Customs Act 
was given. Both those clans» were to be 
repealed, and others were to be substituted 
providing that after an iuvwtigation into 
aay breach of the Customs Act the Minister 
should give his decision, and that that deci­
sion should be final unie» the party affected 
by it should appeal to the courte of law 
against it. The object in so changing the 
law was to take from any Minister the 

no matter how long a man may have 
smuggling or defrauding the revenue, to 

relieve such a person of the consequences of 
his Infractions of the law—a power which 
ought not to belong to any Minister. Another 
proposed -change in the law was to make the 
mode of dealing with drawbacks a little more 
liberal. Under the present law the Governor- 
in-Council had the power to pay a drawback 
upon articles entering into goods manufac­
tured here, but he bad no power to do that 
which he was urged to do a few nights ago, 
namely, to allow a certain specific sum in 
lieu ot a drawback. The proposal now was 
that the Governor-in-Council should be 
authorized, if iti seemed B—iftMa/iu the in­
terests of any enterprise in this oenntry, 
after ascertaining whet quantity at any par­
ticular article w«s need in sudkmanufacturing 
business, to give a spécifie sum in 
lieu of the drawbaoln That principle 
prevailed in the United States Customs. 
Under it, after having gone thoroughly into 
the invMtigation of the goods consumed in 
the manufacture of any particular article, 
they could declare what sum should be paid 
in hen of those duties which would have Been 
paid if the articles had been imported. This 
change was postponed in order that it might 
be easier to administer the law and less 
trouble to those applying for drawbacks.

Mr. COURSUL said he was credibly in­
formed that smuggling into Canada from the 
United States had been carried on to a very 
considerable extent, and that at one point 
over $150,000 worth ef goods were smuggled 
every year.

Mr. DeCOSMOS called attention to the 
caimed fish export trade, which had attained 
large proportions, and it was important that 
provisions should be made for returning 
actual dub» paid en the tin need in canning 
fish. Nearly one-sixth Of the total exports 
of fish from the Dominion waa made up of 
canned fish, and the value ef the fish exports 
for the fiscal year 1879-80 was $6,575,000, 
out of which $1,221,949 represented canned 
fish. He mentioned the fact that 2,343 men 
were employed in the canned» of British 
Columbia, and pointed out the great and 
growing importance of the fishery. Objection 
was taken both in Nova Scotia and British 
Columbia to the payment of a specific draw­
back ou the tin used in canning fish. The 
amount was 34c., but in 1878 it was advanced 
to 50c. per box of tin. This was more liberal, 
bat was not satisfactory to the trade. It 
could not be understood why the actual duties 
paid on tin so used were not repaid to can- 

was the ce» under the Mackenzie 
Government. The present system worked in 
the interest of the revenue, hut wpe unjust to 
the canners, who received beck less than the 
duties which they paid, except in 
the case of those who imported at 
a less specific rate.

Mr. BO WELL replied that the Government 
would give every attention to the argument 
of the hon. member for Victoria, B.C. But 
the hon. gentleman seemed to think that the 
full amount of dnty paid on this tin had been 
retained by previousUevernments. Inthepast, 
however, the draw backwaa paid on tin»lone,and 
no other principle had been recognized as far 
as he could ascertain. The American Gov­
ernment, which had paid great attention to 
these matters, was not even as liberal as this 
Government, and he had great doubts whether 
canners would receive on the whole any more 
under the ad valorem, than under the specific 
system. He could plainly aw, however, that 
the fluctuations in the price of tin would be 
attended with a difference in the amount of 
duty paid. A specific duty had been 
avoid the great difficult!» attending 
culations which would be rendered 
if the matter were placed on 40 
basis. The question raised would 
most earnest attention.

The resolutions were pawed through com­
mittee, and a bill bleed thereon introduced.

Theprac- 
tieal effect of it is just this :—Heretofore, on the 
arrival of a vessel at London, Liveroool, or 
Glasgow, with rattle from Canada, the cattle 
were purchased in the market, not only by 
local buyers, but by buyers from Manchester, 
Wakefield, Leeds, and other large towns in 
England. The oonaequence was there was 
competition in the market, and good prices 
were realized ; but the effect of this order is 
to place the cattle importer* entirely at the 
mercy of the buyers in the district where the 
ship arrives. The result in this particular 
instance was that the owners of the cattle 
were obliged to have tbqir animals slaughter­
ed immediately, and to take whatever prira 

y could get at the port of arrival. That 
is the information ! have, and it is my inten­
tion to ask for some particular and definite 
information on the subject

Sir ALEX. CAMPBELL—I hope the hon. 
gentleman will do so in the interests of the 
public, and will also ask whether there were 
any rattle on this ship from the United States, 
or whether there had been any American 
rattle on tbia ship at any time within three 
months previous.

His suggestion was not adopted, 
the Premier stating, however, that the Im­
perial Government would be asked to devote 
the money to the immediate relief of the poor 
in Ireland. Soon after the money had been 
soot, Sir Michael Hieks-Beach telegraphed 
the Governor-General «king whether the 
Government would approve of toe grant being 
divided between the Marlborough fund ,and 
the fund of the Lord Mayor of Dublin. The 
reply wot wae :—“ My Government are de­
sirous you should distribute the fund. Will 
be perfectly satisfied if you divide the $100,- 
000 between the Marlborough fund and 
the fund of the Mayor of Dub­
lin, bnt express no strong wish on 
the subject.” On the 20th of April, two 
full months afterwards, during which nothing 
had been done to apply this money to the re­
lief of the distress, Sir Michael Hieks-Beach 
wrote tnat ho luyl paid over the fund to the 
Duchess of Marlborough and the Lord Mayor 
of Dublin, who accepted a proposal that three 
members of each committee should form a 
joint committee for the distribution of the 
fund. To these were afterwards added three 
members of the New York Herald committee, 
which contributed one-third of the joint 
fund. It was proposed to expend 
this money lot the supply of seed, the con­
struction ot, piers and harbours, for providing 
fishing-tackle, and for the drainage of land. 
This was done on the proposal of Sir Michael 
Hicks-Beaeh, from whom the suggestion en­
tirely came. This gentleman had acted as 
be (Mr. Anglin) had apprehended, being de­
termined not to admit that there were in Ire­
land a large number of people in an actual 
state of starvation at the time, and 
suffering from want of food and 
clothing. Tie purposes mentioned were 
excellent is themselves, but toe fund had not 
been expended in accordance with the clearly 
expressed intention of this Parliament, ft 
was all very well to drain toe lands and build 
piers.

Hut 
it was stated by himrclf (Sir John Macdon­
ald) in thé Hou» when «king for the vote 
that the Government would transmit toe 
money, if the Hou» so ordered and draired, 
to the Colonial Minister, who was a responsi­
ble man. The Hou» sanctioned this, con­
trary to the opinion of the member for Glou- 
cester, butin accordance, he thought, with 
toe opinion of the member for the West Rid­
ing ot Durham, It mi considered that they 
had toeassent of both Houses, and On the 
26th his Excellency the Governor-General 
sent the telegram which the hon. gentleman 
(Mr. Anglin) had read, stating that 
toe Government had placed $100,000 at 
the disposal of the Imperial Government for 
the immediate relief of the Irish distress, and 
requ»ting that toe distributioa of the money 
should not deprive toe recipients of the 
franchi». He thought that this despatch

«expressed the wish» of toe Hou» 
Parliament On the 27th his Excel­
lency transmitted a copy of the address from 

both Houe», and on the 5th of March the 
Secretary of State for the Colonies cabled to 
his Excellency asking the Government to de­
cide whether the grant should be given to the 
Marlborough fund, or be divided between 
this and the Lord Mayor of Dublin’s fund. 
They answered that they would be perfectly 
satisfied if the Imperial'Government divided 
the $100,000 between the two funds. They 
concluded, of course, that the money would 
be distributed between the» funds, which 
were managed by well-organized be­
nevolent bodies, and they presumed 
that this was done. His Exralleucy 
received in reply a telegram, and subsequently 
a letter. Both were marked “ confidential,”' 
and contained matters which the Colonial 
Secretary considered should be confidential 
between him and toe Governor-General. 
The» were communicated to toe Govern­
ment, and being confidential oould not be 
brought down—and he might add, that thy 
would answer no good purpose if they were 
communicated to the Hon». The Colonial 
Secretary made certain suggestions, but 
added that he did not desire to limit the 
joint committee in any way to the proposals 
which, after a full consideration of the cir­
cumstances, he had made. The Colonial 
Secretary left the matter altogether to the 
committee, but ob»rved that ne thought it 
would be satisfactory to Canada, as well» to 
Ireland, if this money were so applied » net 
only to relieve the immediate necessities of, 
but also to secure some lasting benefit to, the 
people. As appeared from the. papers, the 
Lord Mayor’s and the Duché» of Marlbor­
ough’s committe» joined with the persons 
who administered the New York Herald 
fund, and it was arranged, and very sensibly, 
that eaeh of the» funds should have repre­
sentatives on the committee. AU be (Sir 
John) could say was, that the Government 
had done all in their power. They sent 
money home for immediate relief, and they, 
left it to the Colonial Minister, who divided, 
the money between the» fonds. The Joint 
Committee distributed the money, -andfe* 
(Sir John) was quite satisfied that the» peo­
ple, who Uved m Ireland and who were on 
the spot, were much better judgw of 
what was to be done with the fund 
than they could possibly be. At aU 
events aU this happened without this 
Government knowing anything about 
it. The Colonial Minister made 5fl the ar­
rangements, and they were satisfied that the 
vote should be divided between the funds of 
her Grace the Duché» of Marlborough and 
the Lord Mayor of Dublin. This was all 
they had to do with it, and he had no doubt 
that the result had been that the money had 
been applied in the manner which was most 
beneficial, pot only to the immediate, but also 
for the permanent relief—so far as money 
would go—of the sufferers. And the Hou» 
would observe that both the Lord Mayor and 
her Grace the Duchess of Marlborough de­
sired that toe strong»! thanks should be con­
veyed to Canada for the munificent gift which 
had been of so much wrvico. (Applause. )

IN SUPPLY.

The Hon» resolved itself into Committee 
of Supply.

On the item, $250,000 for driU pay,
Mr. ROSS (Middlesex) expressed his grati­

fication at the increa» in this vote. The rule 
had been to driU the men for nine days and 
only to pay them for six. He hoped it was 
the intention of the Government to pay the 
men on their way to and from camp. ,..

Mr. CARON said that as the increase was 
large he would explain the change which had 
been decided on from the policy of last year. 
It waa contemplated to drill 20,000 officers and 
men, with 1,500 horses. Seventeen thousand 
officers and men would bo placed in brigade 
camps for twelve days, and pay would be al­
lowed for every day on service. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. PATERSON (Brant)—Including days 
occupied in going and returning ?

Mr. CARON—Yes. Transport, forage, 
&c., would also be paid for. He had always 
considered the provision for four days’ dnll 
spending money in the most nreless possible 
manner—(hear, hear)—and twelve days form­
ed u brief a period » was possible to enable 
proper military training to Be imparted. It 
had not been finally decided how many comps 
they oould afford to have, but hq thought it 
was very likely that in Ontario they would 
have four, in Quebec three, in New Bruns­
wick one, in Nova Scotia one, and in 
Prince Edward Island one. The» caffipe would 
accommodate 17,000 officers and men, and 
3,000 men would be drilled at the local head­
quarters at the time most convenient for them. 
(Hear, hear.) The pay of officers woùld be 
$1 and of men 50 cents per day.

The item passed.
On the item, $56,000 for the Royal Military 

College,
Mr. ROSS (Middlerex) said he approved of 

the expenditure of money upon military in- 
. struction, but the Government should take 
care not to overload the college with expendi­
ture. Care should also be taken that the 
servie» of the young men who received a 
first-class education at the college were not 
lost to the country. It would be better to 
put them in the Civil Servi» than that they 
should go to serve the Imperial Government 
elsewhere.

Mr. CARON observed that it was advisable 
to keep down toe expens» of the college as 
much as possible, but he. wished to direct 
attention to the fact that the amount 
expended in salari» during the first 
years of the college waa not as 
large as it nowlarge as it now wm, which was accounted 
for by the circumstance that toe building \t aa 
not then completed, and the number of pro­
fessor* and cadets was smatL The professor* 
employed were gentlemen of high standing, 
and they gave toe cadets toe best possible 
instruction.

Mr. SKINNER said he approved of the in­
stitution. He had sent one son there, and 
intended to send three others. He did not 
want his sons to go to Zululand, or snob 
places » that, bat hoped that successful 
cadets wduld find appointments at home. 
He hoped also that the Minister" of Militia

Mr. KIRKPATRICK stated that the»* 
of the staff wa< no greater than wm contem­
plated when it wae founded, sod he thought 
that it was a most valuable institution. 
The salari» pai ' at Toronto Univer­
sity amounted to $35,000 for five 
months, while the salari» paid at this 
college amounted to $26,000, while the dutiw 
of the professors extended from eight to ten 
months.

Large Increase in the Cattle Trade 
with Great Britain.

THE MINISTER’S ANNUAL REPORT.

Ottawa, March 4.
Hon. J. H. Pope laid his report on the 

table of the House yesterday, and » usual it 
contains a great deal of valuable information. 
The first matter to which the Minister di­
rects his attention is the cattle trade. We 
learn with pleasure that t|^e cattle trade with 
Great Britain has, daring the past year, as­
sumed larger proportions than in any previous 
year, and is daily gaining favour in the Brit- 
ish markets. This is no doubt in a great 
measure owing to the healthiaws of Canadian 
stock, and to the very fall and complete re­
gulations and watchfulness exercised at the 
rattle quarantines, which protect it from 
many diseases that other countries suffer 
from. The total number of cattle exported 
from Canada during the past year was 60,905, 
being ap increa» of 25.896 over last year, as 
will be seen from the following table

Reference h» already been made in previous 
reports to the superior advantages of the St 
Lawrence route for the shipment of live stock. 
That superiority has continued to manifest 
itself in the comparative smallness of the 
loss» sustained by cattle shippers. The ap­
pendix to the report contains the report of 
Prof. McEachren on the working of the rattle

Siiaran tines and stock inspections. During
He past year, after a lengthy correspondence 

with the Imperial authoritira, and by means 
of negotiations with the United States, 
it was decided that while the pro­
hibition against the introduction of American 
cattle and swine was of paramount necessity, 
both as regards the health of Canadian stock 
and for securing the continuait» of exemption 
from the slaughtering clan» of toe “ Imperial 
Contagions Diseases (Animals’) Act, there was 
a possibility of allowing the transit of ani­
mals in bond from one American port to 
another through Canadian territory. On the 
subject of rattle shipment and feeding, Mr. 
Pope makes personally the following wise ob- 
»rvatione :—

“To obtain the breeds brat adapted for 
feeding with a view of making Canadian beef 
occupy the first place in European markets 
rests with the Canadian farmer. All in this 
trade should ship none but well-fed rattle, 
and take every precaution to see that tiiey 
are well and properly cared for both in the 
shipping yards and on the railway prior to 
being placed on board the vessel. On the 
latter the means of prop» and systematic 
ventilation should be well looked after, and 
with the exerci» of care and attention to 
their wants during the voyage rattle should 
arrive in Liverpool, or any other port for 
which they are destined, in as good or 
even better condition than when leav­
ing the port ef. embarkation, ae it is 
largely to the interest of onr Cana­
dian shippere that their beef should be 
from its quality the first in demand on the 
European markets. I would again impress 
the desirability of shipping none but beef 
rattle of the brat quality. There is another 
matter of especial interest and importanra to 
the Canadian fanner in the feeding of cattle 

ibefqre khipmeat, that is, the benefit ,Ujat, 
ninstaccree to the land when the manure 
from sock an operation is restored to, it.. On# 
partially worn-out and exhausted soils, the 
result of overcropping and constant getting of 
cereals from the land, is only too apparent. 
Where this system has been carried on, and 
the-want of manure is felt to replenish the 
elements abstracted from the soil, the evil 
has become too marked to pa» by. The 
faciiitira for cropping and the di­
minished labour attending that branch 
of farming, together with the former low 
price of wheat ae compared with stock- 
raising, have contributed to this evil, and 
the time has now arrived when the proper 
remedy can be provided, which is afforded 
by the English markets so readily taking our 
supply of cattle. I feel that this subject 
cannot be too freely impressed on our agri­
culturists generally.’’

The subject of immigration is, of coarse, 
dealt with in a very vigorous fashion, and 
very complete statistics are riven. The 
same form of tables as was used last year h» 
been retained in this report for convenience 
of comparison.

Ottawa, Mardi 7.—He Supreme Court 
waa-engaged to-day, as it was during part of 
Saturday, in hearing the arguments of counsel 
in the appeal against the judgment of the 
Ontario courte in the Mercer wri! case, The 
particulars of this ease, which are familiar 
to the puhKo, as they have been » frequently 
published, are briefly these. On the death 
of Andrew Mercer, toe Government of On- 
tario, claiming to act on behalf of toe Crown, 
escheated the late Mr. Mercer’s «tote, worth 
about $150,006, on the ground that he died 
leaving no heirs. Andrew Mercer, son of the 
deceased, claimed toe eetatra, bnt his right 
waa contested in toe Court ef Chancery, toe 
validity of hie father’s marriage being called 
in quration. The court decided that there 
had been no marriage. I» September, 1878, 
the Ontario Government sought to eject 
Andrew Mercer firm toe eetste and from 
the occupancy ef bis late father’s residence 
at the corner ef Bay and Welliagtoo 
streets, Toronto. The claimant oppoaed 
the proceedings, and through his counsel, 
the Hon. William MacdougaU, appealed 
against them to the Court of Chancerv, on 
the grouifd that provincial governments had 
not the right to the revenue from escheated 
stoat». The Vice-Chancellor ruled other­
wise, and in an appeal to the-Ccsm* *i Error 
,a*d Appeal a similar decision waa given; 
From this court an appeal was made to tov 
Superior Court, and now before the foil court 
theca* has come up.

Mr, Macdougall appeared for Mr. Metier ; 
Messrs. Blake and Be thune for the Ontari* 
Government; Mr. Lash for the Dominimti 
and ex-Judge Loranger for the Btovince ei 
Quebec. *

Mr. Lash held that it was the right of th« * 
Dominion Government under section 108 ol 
the British North America Act to oollect 
revenu» arising from escheats.

Mr. MaenocoALL, in his argument eebw 
half of the appellant, urged that neither tin 
Provincial Government nor Provincial Legis­
lature had toe right to deal with the escheated 
property or to control the revenu» derivable 
from each property, feroauw all the revenu» 
of Canada, other than too» expressly reesrxd 
by toe British North America Act for tin 
local Legislatures, we* by the same Ad 
to form part of the- consolidated fund 
of toe Dominion. He further held that to< 
right to -eschedt was a prerogative of tor 
Crown, in view of which it belonged, not to a 
Local Government, bnt to the Dominion Gov­
ernment.

Mr. Blake said that if the handing over of 
the prerogative in question to the local au­
thorities was to break the tie between toil 
country and England, then the tie wm already 
broken. In regard to toe Confederation Act, 
there wm no intention to abandon or sur­
render one iota of the powers of self-govern­
ment. Exclusive legislative powers were 
given to the Local Legislature and the manage­
ment and sale of public tends belonging totoe 
provin», with the wood and timber thereon. 
This was a legislative power, and was not a 
quration of property at all ; and what more 
extensive powers with reference to public 
lands Could be desired ? The whole intention 
of the Act with the four provinces was that 
there should belong to each province, with 
the exception ef particular pieces of land de­
scribed and otherwise distinguished, all tin 
tends situated in that provinoe. Before 1867 
the old provinces of Canada were empowered 
to <teal with the matters in question, and this 

iver was continuous, falling to each pro- 
vroce after Confederation. It were meet 
absurd if it were otherwise. If the provinces 
were fit to decide as to how our vssl 
domain should be governed they Wets 
fit to be entrusted with other power*

Ottawa, March 7.—The

Saturday, in hearing the arguments < 
in the appeal against the judgment of the 
Ontario courte in the Mercer win case, The 
particulars of this case, which are familiar 
to the public, as they have hero so frequently 
published, are briefly these. On the death 
of Andrew Mercer, the Government of On­
tario, claiming to act on behalf of the Crown, 
escheated the late Mr. Mercer's estate, worth 
about $150,006, on the ground that he died 
leaving no heirs. Andrew Mercer, son ofthe 
deceased, claimed the estates, bat his right 
was contested in the Court of Chancery, the 
validity of his father’s marriage being called 
in question. The court decided that there 
had Been no marriage. In September," 1878, 
the Ontario Government sought to eject 
Andrew Mercer from the estste and from 
the occupancy of bis late father's reel deuce 
at the comer of Bay and Wellington 
streets, Toronto. The claimant opposed 
the proceedings, and through his counsel^ 
the Hon. William Macdcragall, appealed 
against them to the Court of Chancery, an 
the ground that provincial government*, had 
not the right to the revenue from escheated 
•estates. The Vice-Chancellor ruled other­
wise, and in an appeal toth*Co*rt si Error 
and Appeal s similar deasieu was "given; 
From this court an appeal was made to thh 
Superior Court,-and now before the full court 
the case has come up.

I Mr. Macdougall appeared for Mr. Mercer ; 
Messrs. Blake and Betimne for the Ontario 
Government; Mr. Lash for the Dominion, 
and ex-Judge Loranger for the Province as 
Quebec. *

Mr. Lash held that it was the right of tin 
Dominion Government under section 103 of 
the British North America Act to collect 
revenues arising from escheats.

Mr. Macdougall, in his argument on be­
half of the appellant, urged that neither th< 
Provincial Government nor Provincial Legis­
lature had the right to deal with the escheated 

srty or to control the revenues derivable
____such property, because all the revenu»*
of Canada, other than those expressly rensevad 
by the British North America Act fee tiw 
Local Legislatures, wees by the same Ant 
to form part of the- consolidated fund 
of the Dominion. He further held that tb* 
right to escheat was a prerogative of tbs 
Crown, in view of which it belonged, not to a 
Local Government, but to the Dominion Gov- 
era ment.

Mr. Blake said that if the handing over of 
the prerogative in question to the local au­
thorities was to break the tie between thif 
country and England, then the tie was already 
broken. In regard to the Confederation Act, 
there waa no intention to abandon or sur­
render one iota of the powers of self-govern­
ment. Exclusive legislative powers were 
given to the Local Legislature and the manage­
ment and sale of public lands belonging to the 
province, with the wood and timber thereon. 
This was a legislative power, and was not a 

' question of property at all ; and what more 
extensive powers with reference to public 
lands could be desired ? The whole intention 
of the Act with the four provinces was that 
there should belong to each province, with 
the exception of particular pieces of land de­
scribed and otherwise distinguished, all th« 
lands situated in that province. Before 1867 
the old provinces of Canada were empowered 
to deal with the matters in question, and this 
power was continuous, falling to each pro- 
vince after Confederation. It were most 
absurd if it were otherwise. If the province! 
were fit to decide as to how oar vast 
domain should be governed they wen 
fit to he entrusted With other powers.

Chief Justice Ritchie remarked that in hu 
province lands had been escheated by thr 
province on more than one occasion. e

Mr. Justice "Henry Rdded that this had 
been doue, but the question of right to do « 
never having arisen had never been decided.

HIVERS, STREAMS, AND CREEKS.
The House went into Committee of the 

Nv holeon the bill to protect the public interest 
on streams and rivers.

Mr. MEREDITH said the bill seemed to 
to him a most extraordinary interference with 

considered to be so 
the House.

_______ _____ _ knew all about
the working of streams and rivers, but they 
had on the other hand the statement of one 
practically acquainted with these matters,- 
viz., the hon. member for Muskoka, that 
such difficulties would arise. He thought, in 
dealing with this matter, that great cart 
should be taken not to deal unjustly with 
private rights. He understood, so far as Mr. 
McLaren’s works were concerned, that the 
stream was not used except by the owner, 
which seemed to indicate that it could not be 
used without interfering with the owner. A 
provision should at least be made that these 
slides should be subject to the control of the 
owner. Under the hill a man might make a 
large outlay on stream improvements, - and 
when he desired to use them find himself 
prevented by others As the hon. member 
for M uskoka pointed out, the owner should 
have the priority in using his improvements.

Mr. PARDEE said the hon. gentleman 
should not try to conjure up imagina* diffi­
culties in the way of the bill. If the*House 
were to adopt the suggestion of the hon. gen­
tleman the bill wouldbe useless.

Mr. MORRIS said the Commissioner made 
out it was impossible to adopt the regulations 
suggested. It was, therefore, somewhat singu­
lar that in the bill for the incorporation of 
timber slide companies the following clause 
was found :—“ Every such company may 
make by-laws, and from time to time alter 
and amend the same, for the purpose of regu­
lating the safe and orderly transmission of 
timber over or through the works of the com­
pany, and the navigation therewith con­
nected.” Why should Mr. McLaren, whose 
private improvements were to be given over 
to public use, be placed in a worse position 
than a joint-stock company ? He considered 
the suggestion of his hon. friend from London 
a very reasonable one.

Mr. MILLER said that taking away con- 
trol absolutely from the owner would lead to 
a great deal of confusion and trouble. For 
instance, a man having say ten thousand 
logs in a stream might, on reaching a reserve 
dam, where there were a large number of 
rapids over which it would be difficult to get 
logs, feel inclined to let the water out, be­
cause it would be easier for him to get over. 
Another lumberman with twenty thousand 
logs might be behind him, but not np to the 
reserve, who would be stopped if he acted 
thus in bad faith. It would be better to vest 
the control in the owner of the slide, and 
make him responsible for the proper use of 
the water. Unless this was done the man 
who got first to the slide might use np the 
water, and it would often happen that he 
would be the owner. He had thought that 
by striking out the words “ or control ” the 
control would be practically left to the 
owner.

Mr. PARDEE said that the bill ' gave the 
control of these works to no one, and under 
the common law the owner had the control of 
Bis improvements, but the bill said that the 
exclusive use bf the improvements did not 
belong to the owner, and everybody 
could use them on paying for it. It 
was only right that they should be 
used during the spring, autumn, and summer 
freshets, and it was to be supposed that 
during the continuance of the freshets there 
would be water enough to bring all parties 
down.

Mr. MEREDITH said the hon. gentleman 
looked at the question from a one­
sided point of view, but Mr. McLaren 
.^as. 59L»the only owner of private, IrtofMs MiWfeams. In cases where-«toe” 
only Sufficient water to float down the fogs of; 
jthe owqer, it would be unjust to allow every­
body to use the stream. He thought that the 
traffic should be subject to proper regula­
tions. Another difficulty was tile right per­
sons *ould have to send small stuff, such as 
telegraph pedes, railway ties, and jam up the 
slides.

Mr. MILLER pointed out that in cases 
where the owner got ahead ot others in a 
slide, there was nothing in the bill to prevent 
him letting out the water and preventing 
other logs following. However, it was sel­
dom a difficulty arose in the lumber trade. 
He apprehended most trouble from the small 
stuff.

Mr. COOK said it would be an unfortunate 
thing for the Government if they attempted 
to take these river works into their own 
hands, as had been suggested.

Mr. FRASER said the statement of the 
hon. member for Muskoka almost settled the 
question. In nine cases out of ten he said all 
the lumber came down together, and in cases 
where logs were behind they generally be­
longed to the man who was not the owner of 
the drives, so that the chance of 
any difficulty was exceedingly problematical. 
Under every law injustice .might be done, and 
occasionally to some individual. There was 
no chance at all of the bill working badly.

Mr. NEELON thought that the owner 
should have the control of the traffic, and 
that the tolls should be a lien upon the 
lumber.

After soméTurther discussion,
Messrs. Bishop and Lees both anticipated 

the bill would cause injustice to be done to 
the owners of stream rights.

The second clause as amended then passed.
Mr. PARDEE, after making some verbal 

amendments to tbe third aod fourth clauses, 
sdded a new clause, providing that the tolls 
imposed should be a lien on the lumber, re­
coverable before a magistrate, wjm, in de­
fault of payment, could order the s3fo of the 
lumber to secure the tolls. The period during 
which the lumber is liable to seizure was 
limited to one month.

Mr. MEREDITH moved an amendment, 
providing that persons entitled to toll might 
from time to time make by-laws in regard to 
the control of the traffic, which should be 
valid ott tbe sanction of the Governor-in- 
Council.

Mr. PARDEE said he would require time 
to consider the effect of the amendment, and 
therefore moved that the committee rise and 
report, and ask leave, to sit again.

The committee rose.

The committee passed the greater part of 
the bill and rose and reported.

THE SCHOOL LAW,
Mr. CROOKS’ bill respecting the school 

law, which was explained by him on its in­
troduction, was passed through Committee of 
the Whole. The 14th clause was struck out, 
and the legislation affecting the conditions on 
which the special grant is made to Collegiate 
Institutes postponed till next session.

Hardy.

GRAND JUNCTION RAILWAY.
Mr. BOULTER moved that the bill re­

specting the Grand Junction railway be re­
committed to the Railway Committee with 
instructions to insert a provision allowing the 
company to extend their line as far east a» the 
Canada Central.

Mr. PARDEE said the ground was already 
covered by the Toronto and Ottawa railway 
charter, and the Railway Committee had 
come to the conclusion that the promoters of 
the Grahd Junction railway were not in earnest 
in applying for thislextension.

Mr. BOULTER said he was authorised to 
state that the promoters were in earnest, and 
would go on with the work. The Govern­
ment’s argument, too, in regard to another 
line, that it would tend to secure a line by 
having two charters, was equally good in this 
case.

The House divided, and the amendment 
was rejected by 47 nays to 24 ayes.

Mr. BOULTER then moved that the com­
pany be authorised to extend from Peterboro’ 
to Bobcaygeon and Fenelon Falls to connect 
with the V ictoria railway.

The motion was allowed to stand.

THE LIQUOR LAW.

The House again went into Committee of 
theWhole on the till relating to the liquor

Mr. ROSS suggested that shop licenses 
should be granted to places where nothing 
but liquor was sold.

The suggestion was negatived.
Tbe House again went into committee on 

the bill to amend the liquor law.
Mr. MORRIS moved an amendment 

giving to the Industrial Exhibition of 
Toronto power to have one licensed place at 
the exhibition where lager and beer could be 
sold.

The motion being opposed by Messrs. 
Gibson (Hamilton), Young, and Miller, on the 
ground that it made a special exception in 
favour of Toronto, was withdrawn.

Mr. MEREDITH said that during his 
absence the Provincial Secretary had claimed 
that the Crooks Act had given great satisfac­
tion to the country, and he had quoted 
figures to show that a greater percentage of 
Conservatives had received licenses than 
Reformers. Well, the figures might be true 
enough, but the Government had neverthe­
less the power to bring grist to 
their mill, because the months of the 
Conservatives who- received licenses would, 
speaking politically, be shut for fear bf the 
license Being withdrawn, or because they had 
received one. He ventured to say that the 
liquor law would be received with greater 
satisfaction in the country if the Boards of 
License Commissioners were not exclusively 
composed of political supporters of the Gov­
ernment. There was no reason at all for net 
giving Conservatives seat» on these boards.

Wednesday, March 2.
RAILWAY AID.

Mr. PARDEE, in moving the House into 
Committee of the Whole on his railway reso­
lutions, said the Government had not brought 
down a railway policy^ without anxious 
thought and consideration. In the last two 
years the Government had brought down a 
railway policy, and had then halted in defer­
ence to public opinion. There were, how­
ever, cases of special hardship and injury, and 
the companies interested annually brought 
their united influence to bear on tbe Legisla­
ture. The Government could not give effect 
to public opinion until the causes for this 
sentimental agitation were removed by giving 
the aggrieved companies a small grant in or­
der to enable them to finish their roads. In 
accordance with this view, he had given no­
tice of the resolutions already made public. 
There were three roads named in the résolu- 
tions, on which $600,000 had been spent bv 
the municipalities, which would be thrown 
away if the Government did not come to the 
rescue. He thought the public would not be 
satisfied if the Government allowed this 
money to be lost. He believed the leader of 
the Opposition was right last year in contend­
ing that these roads should be aided, "and he 
moved a resolution to condemn the Govern­
ment for doing so. He was curious to know 
what course the leader of the Opposition 
would take this year—(laughter)—for he 
thought the fair and honest course 
was to support the Government in 
this policy. The financial basis of the 
Erie and Huron railway was $444,650, and 
$100,000 had been expended on it by the 
municipalities. This road the Government 
proposed to aid to the extent already publish­
ed, which would represent $2,000 a mile. The 
next road was the Stratford and Huron, on 
which $346,000 of municipal money had been 
expended, which the Government proposed to 
aid from Harris ton to Wiarton to ;the same 
amount. The third road was the Georgian 
Bay and Wellington, which the Government 
proposed to aid from Mount Forest to Dur­
ham at the rate of $1,500 a mile. Onq hun­
dred and forty-four thousand dollars of muni­
cipal money had been expended on this road. 
The Government did not propose to give 
more than $1,600 to this road, because that 
grant Would be sufficient to enable it to be 
completed. The amount to be given annually 
to the three roads was only $17,520. He did 
net believo the country in order to save this 
small sum would wish these roads to perish. 
The Government had found it impossible to 
aid oth* schemes which had applied. The 
Kingston and Pembroke had already received 
aid to the extent of $6,000 a mile, and its 
financial position was satisfactory enough to 
enable the company to complete it. As to 
the TorontjL Grey, and Bruce railway, that was 
Mcmpleteu scheme, and the only reason for 
asking aid was that it had got into difficul­
ties. The Government could not, therefore, 
aid this scheme. The Napanee and Tam- 
worth wad Victoria Extension Railway Com­

panies were new schemes, and could
not therefore be aided. As to the 
future policy of the Government, he 
would say that the Government intended 
to give effect to public opinion, which re­
quired a halt in the matter of aiding railways.
F inally the Government asked authority to 
aid a road from Gravenhnrst to Sault Ste. 
Marie. No particular road was mentioned, 
but it must bo a neutral one. Sonie years 
ago the Government got authority-to aid to 
the extent of $8,000 a road from Gravenhnrst* 
to the south-east bay of Lake Nipissing, and 
as this had not been built the Government 
were °nly transferring the grant to a line to 
the Sault Ste. Marie, and would be getting 
300 mileqmf a colonization rqad for the same 
money as was proposed to give tor 164 miles 
to the Georgian Bay.

Mr. MEREDITH protested ^against the 
course pursued by the GoveFnmbnt in bring­
ing down this measure at the’!cloee of the 
session.. The Government had’always pur­
sued this course, which prevented the House 
giving due consideration to the scheme. He 
denied that there had been arty change in 
public opinion since last seMndti. On that 
occasion the Government proposed to aid 
these railways, but were forced ‘by a caucus 
of their supporters to refuse this measure of 
justice.

Mr. DEROCHE condemned the Govern­
ment for not aiding the Napanee and Tam- 
wortb-and Kingston and Pembrdke railways. 

■He thought the equities of the other cases 
attached to these lines. The western roads 
ran witlyn a few miles of eueh other, and 
through a country which wai a (perfect net­
work of railways, and theta roads the Gov­
ernment proposed to aid, while, the eastern 
section; which wanted railwdÿs, was to be re­
fused. This was not justice, anijihe felt it to 
lie his duty to refuse to support the resolu­
tions.

Mr. LONG thought that the Stratford and 
Hu romand the Georgian Bay and Wellington 
railways should not bç (roth aided, as they ran 
within a few miles of each other. - He was 
opposed to tbe change of Government policy 
in regard to the Sault Ste. Marie railway un 
account of the constitution of the director­
ate, which would be in the interests of the 
Grand Trrtnk, who would ma^e the line a 
feeder to their eastern traffic

After some remarks from Mr. Laidlaw iff 
snpport of the resolutions,

Mr. LAUDER said the Opposition last 
year took the ground that the Government 
were acting unjustly m refusing aid to the 
Georgian Bay and Wellington and Stratford 
and Huron railways, and moved a resolution 
to that effect. No doubt the discussion 
which then ensued had a good deal to do in 
bringing down tbe present railway policy. 
The Opposition were not actuated in this 
by party motives, because their course 
was not endorsed by the chief Conservative 
organ. The speech of the Commissioners on 
Crown Lands was a complete vindication of 
the course of the Opposition, and a condem­
nation of his own course in voting against the 
policy of the Opposition.

Mr. FRASER said the speech of the mel 
her for East Grey had betrayed the little 
game of the Opposition. While they would not 
vote against the railway policy, they wanted 
some one on the Government side to brint 
forward a vote of want of confidence and 
then they would all support it.

Mr. ROSS regretted that any railway 
policy had been brought down, and thought 
the country in generaf would have been just 
as satisfied as it was last year. If the Gov­
ernment’s object was to put an end to these 
applications, then they had not gone far 
enough, and had left out schemes as much 
entitled to aid as those embraced in the 
resolution, for instance, the Toronto, Grey and 
Bruce railway, and the Napanee and Tam- 
worth railway. (Hear, heap.) It was all 
very well to say that the Toronto, Grey, and 
Bruce was a completed line^but) they had 
been .subjected to injustice in the way of aid 
for years past. If the Opposition had not 
committed themselves so far last session, 
they would have taken a posj^eropW, 
natory of .the, Cnavanamcpt- scheme just as be 
did. - As to «te It schema that w*ft 
forced upon as hy the action taken at Ottawa 
in passing a Facific rail wax till which did 
not do full justice to Outario,' and it was 
therefore a necessity in the . interests of the 
province. ,

Mr. MORRIS maintained that the Opposi­
tion had preserved their consistency through­
out, and the Commissioner of Crown Lands 
had himself admitted that last session the 
conduct of the Opposition was right and the 
Government wrong. He intended to vote for 
the first series of resolutions. While he had 
cordially admitted the importance-of the Sanlt 
Ste. Marie scheme, he predicted that the day 
would come when a line to the south-east bay 
of Lake Nipissing would be a vital necessity 
to this country in order to get connection 
with the Canada Pacific railway, and he 
thought the Government should stipulate 
the company aided should connect With the 
south-east bay of Lake Nipissing as soon as 
the Canada Pacific was built to that point.

After some remarks by Mr. Hunter,
Mr. CREIGHTON denied that there had 

been any game in the Opposition tactics to 
embarrass the Government. He dissented 
from the resolutions only in the sense that 
they did not go far enough.

Mr. GIBSON (Huron) did nob favour the 
resolutions, because they did not go far 
enough in aiding the railways.

Mr. McMAHON said that if these resolu­
tions were right now they were right last 
session, and it would have been more just 
had the Government proceeded with these 
resolutions last year. He regretted that the 
Toronto, Grey, and Bruce railway and the 
Napanee and Tamworth railway were not sa­
is ted. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. HAWLEY regretted that the Napanee 
and Tamworth railway was not to be aided. ' 
He noticed that two of the schemes to be 
aided ran within twelve miles of a railway, 
and therefore did not fall within the inten­
tion of the Railway Aid Act.

Mr. LYON referred to the importance of 
the Sault Ste. Marie railway.

Mr. BOULTER spoke in favour of the 
Napanee and Tamworth railway, and ad­
vocated its claims to aid. He also urged the 
importance of stipulating for coueection with 
the Canada Racine railway when granting aid 
to the Sanlt Ste. Marie line.

Mr. BELL protested against the injustice 
done to the Toronto, Grey, and Bruce rail- 
way and the Napanee and Tamworth rail­
way. He rould not vote for the transfer of 
the grant from the Ontario Junction railway 
to the Sault Ste. Marie railway.

Mr. CALVIN failed to see the justice of 
neglecting the eastern portion of tie province 
and confining all the Government aid to the 
west. The Sault Ste, Marie railway he con­
sidered was promoted in the interests of per- 
sons antagonistic to the Canada Pacific rail- 
wav. -

The House then went into committee on the 
resolutions. 1

The resolutions were passed without amend­
ment.

The committee rose and reported.
Mr. PARDEE introduced a bill founded 

on the resolutions, which was read the first 
time.

The House adjourned at midnight.

THE BOUNDARY AWARD.
Mr. MOW AT moved, 1. That this House 

deeply regrets that—notwithstanding the 
unanimous award made on the 3rd of August, 
1878, by the arbitrators appointed by the 
joint and concurrent action of the Govern­
ment of Canada and the Government of On­
tario to determine the northerly sad-westerly 
boundaries of this province—no legislation 
has been submitted by the Government of 
Canada to the Dominion Parliament for the 
purpose of confirming that award, nor h$a the 
Validity of the award yet been recognized by 
the Government of Canada. 2. That the 
omission of the Government and Parliament 
of Canada to confirm the award is attended 
with grave inconvenience, has the effect of re­
tarding settlement and municipal organiza­
tion, embarrasses the administration of the 
laws, and interferes with the preservation of 
the peace, the maintenance of order, and 
the establishment of good government in the 
northerly and north-westerly parts of the 
Province of Ontario. 3. That it is the duty 
of the Government of Ontario to assert and 
maintain the just claims and rights of the 
Province of Ontario as determined by the 
award of the arbitrators ; and this House 
hereby re-affirms its determination to give its 
cordial support to the Government of Ontario 
in any steps it may be necessary to take to 
sustain the award, and to assert and main­
tain the just claims and rights of the pro­
vince as thereby declared and determined.

Mr. MEREDITH said the question was one 
which was likely to raise the prejudices of the 
other provinces against Ontario, because they 
thought the acquisition of so much territory 
would materially alter the relative position of 
the provinces as settled at Confederation. 
The Dominion Government, therefore, were 
entitled to the utmost consideration in 
dealing with this delicate subject. If 
the Hon. Mr. Mackenzie retused to 
ratify the award, the present Adminis­
tration was entitled to take time to 
consider it. What were the supporters of 
the Liberal party doing in the House of Com­
mons, which was the place to discuss this 
matter Î -They were keeping perfectly quiet 
and not making any agitation about it. The 
Government wished to force the Opposition 
to vote against these resolutions, but the Op­
position, in their desire not to give the 
impression that the Legislature were not 
unanimous on the subject, would support 
them. (Hear, hear. )

Mr. FRASER said the hon. gentleman 
kicked very much at being compelled to do 
right. The House was asked to repeal their 
declaration of last session, and if it were 
true that the opposition of the other pro­
vinces had been excited, it was all the more 
necessary that the Legislature should not re­
main silent.

Mr. MORRIS said that the return brought 
down to tile House showed that since last 
session no diroata» official communication on 
the subject had been sent from this Govern­
ment to Ottawa. The Government could not 
have been much in earnest about the matter 
or they would have sent a deputation to Ot­
tawa to advocate their rights.

The motion was carried by 75 ayes to 1 
nay.

RIVERS, STREAMS, AND CREEKS.
On the motion of the third reading of the 

bill to protect the public interest in rivers, 
streams, and creeks,

Mr. MEREDITH moved in amendment, 
“ That while this House is willing to pass 
such an Act as may be necessary to protect 
the public interest in rivers and streams, it 
is of opinion that the said bill is calculated to 
interfere with private rights without making 
adequate compensation for such interference, 
it is therefore opposed to sound legislation, 
and as now framed ought not to become 
law.”

SCALE OF FEES.
The House resolved itself into committee

Mowat :—That the fee payable to the deputy 
clerk of the Crown or deputy registrar for 
bis own use for entering an action for trial at 
the assizes or sittings shall be three dollars, 
which sum shall be m lieu of the fee now paid 
in stamps on passing and entering a record 
with the deputy clerk of the Crows, or of the 
fee now payable to the deputy registrar on 
setting down a cause for hearing. That the 
clerks of the county courts shall be entitled 
for service under the Act respecting Mort­
gages and Sales of Personal Property, and the 
Acts amending the same, to the following 
fees in lieu of the fees mentioned for the same 
services in the 22nd section of said Revised Act, 
which section is hereby repealed :—1. For 
filing each instrument and affidavit, àhd for 
entering the same in a book as in the said 
Revised Act mentioned, 50 cents.

HOSPITALS AND CHARITIES.

On the question for concurrence in the item 
under this head,

Mr. MERRICK said that when this matter 
was up for discussion in the early part of the 
session, he took occasion to refer to the large 
and increasing expenditures upon hospitals 
and charities, and.gentlemen on both sides of 
the House agreed with him that steps ought 
to be taken to reduce the expenditure. It 
was also stated that unfairness had been 
shown in the distribution of the relief, which 
was principally confined to the large towns 
and cities, thereby doing injustice to the 
rural sections, which supported their own 
poor. Toronto received a large portion of 
this fund. Prior to 1874, when the Charity 
Aid Act passed, less was given by the pro­
vince to charities than now. He pointed out 
that this was the effect of the Act. , This 
year there was a still further increase. 
He failed to see why the province 
should assist Toronto in supporting her poor, 
when her charities were so liberally endowed. 
Tbe city of Toronto received $35,000 from 
this fund. The Government in the settle­
ment of the Municipal Loan Fund gave the 
non-tibrrowmg municipalities at the rate of 
$2 per head, and they now gave Toronto a 
similar amount every four years to her 
charities. On what principle was such a 
grant made ! He found that Toronto received 
$32,258 for hospitals and charities ; Ottawa, 
$12,103; Hamilton, $8,637 ; Kingston, 
$9,571 ; London, $6,303 ; Guelph, $4,301 ; 
St. Catharines, $2,608. He was entirely 
opposed to tile principle of giving provincial 

ier the support ot the poor in different

localities. It was a system not adopted In 
any other country. -

Mr. GIBSON (Hamilton) moved an amend­
ment to the amendment, “that this House, 
while concurring in said resolution, expresses 
the opinion that the charities and institutions 
to which tiie moneys mentioned in the résolu­
tion are devoted are praiseworthy and laud­
able.”

Mr. MEREDITH saw the skilful hand of 
the Commissioner of Public Worlu in this last 
amendment, which evaded the real question 
ta issue. No doubt a great many of the 
conntiy poor gravitated towards the cities, 
but still there was some unfairness in the dis­
tribution. Middlesex and Lennox had exten­
sive poorhouses, and it seemed unfair that 
they should receive nothing.

Mr. HAY concurred to a certain extent in 
Mr. Merrick’s views.

Mr. MORRIS said that an important fact 
to be borne in mind was that the hospitals did 
not depend entirely or even mainly Upon the 
Government for support, and moreover that 
they were not benefits only to the cities, but 
to the poor of the country at large. He 
hoped the question would be thorougluy dealt 
with at the next session of the House.

Mr, ROSS (Huron) said that the constantly 
increasing expenditure due to the grants given 
to the public institutions required serious at­
tention. He approved of the principle of 
payment according to the work done. At 
present the city institutions got nearly the 
whole of the grant». Some of these, the 
hospitals, were necessarily established in 
large communities, and were of general goad. 
But around these really public institutions 
were grouped smaller ones purely local in 
character, and not deserving of provincial 
support.

Mr. LAUDER was very glad that the an­
nual discussions upon the subject bade fair to 
result in something definite. Previous to 
that evening he had never heard any sup­
porter of the Government protest against the 
existing anomalies, and he complimented the 
members for Hamilton, Renfrew, and Huron 
upon the stand they had taken. As for the 
question generally, the hospitals stood in a 
totally different position to the other institu­
tions.

Mr. FRASER said that there was evident 
in the remarks of Mr. Lauder an ill-concealed 
vein of feelipg. He was discussing this sub­
ject with a special eye to tbe prejudice of the 
Roman Catholic institutions.

Mr. LAUDER—Order. I call the hon. 
gentleman to order. I never introduced that 
subject.

Mr. FRASER—I say that the hon. gentle­
man has gone through the figures and statis­
tics of the institutions ii\,.the various cities 
with a view to injuring the Roman Catholic 
ones, and he thinks that if all the institutions 
but the hospitals were done away with, the 
Roman Catholics would be prejudiced.

Mr. LAUDER—Order !
Mr. FRASER—I am in order.
The SPEAKER ruled Mr. Fraser to be in 

order.
Mr. FRASER hoped that the hon. gentle­

man would not interrupt him again, fie had 
evidently touched a weak point in the lion, 
gentleman’s armour. The hon. gentleman 
was consistent in his remarks, and his whole 
aim had been for some time past to injure the 
Roman Catholics. Mr. Merrick had himself 
made remarks to the same effect. When at 
Orillia last fall he had in a public speech an­
nounced that he (Mr. Merrick) was going to 
bring this aspect of the matter before Parlia­
ment.

Mr. MERRICK—That is not true.
Mr. FRASER—I will prove it from The 

Mail of September 12, 1880.
Mr. MERRICK—You cannot
Mr. FRASER sent for a file of The Mail, 

but was unable to find the remarks which he 
had attributed to Mr. Merrick.

Mr. MERRICK said that the hon. gentle­
man should now apologise for histstatement

Mr. FRASER—Get me a Globe, (Laugh­
ter.)

The Globe could not be found.
Mr. FRA&BR anti that-it tiie hon. gentle­

man (Mr. Merrick) said that he had not made 
the remarks, it would be sufficient

Mr. MERRICK said that Mr. Fraser had 
made a deliberate statement to the effect 
that he could prove from the columns of The 
Mail that he (Mr. Merrick) had made a cer­
tain statement. This Mr. Fraser had failed 
to prove, and should apologise. (Hear, hear. )

The SPEAKER said that Mr. Fraser had 
practically apologised already.

Mr. NEELON, with reference to certain 
statements which had been made during the 
debate, said that St. Catharines had not re­
ceived a single fraction of the Government 
grant for its own people. The little 
it had got had gone entirely to outsiders. 
He gave figures to prove this. Moreover, 
from St. Catharines’ peculiar position as to the ' 
Welland canal, it should receive a greater 
percentage of grant than it did, even if the 
grants to Toronto, Kingston, and other cities 
had to be reduced.

Mr. BELL said that there were many de­
tails in regard to the annual grants which 
should be looked into. For instance, the class 
of people for the reception of whom the 
Mercer Reformatory was intended had no 
less than three ■ institutions open to them in 
the city, all of which were subsidised. The 
other two were the Good Shepherd and the 
Magdalen Asylum. This was absurd, and 
doubtless an examination would reveal similar 
anomalies in other cities. As to the hon. 
Mr. Fraser’s attempt to make the question a 
religions one, it was greatly to be deprecated. 
Year after year the hon. gentleman intro­
duced religion into this matter, with the view 
solely of leading the Catholics of the pro­
vince to believe that he was their champion 
against dangerous and active enemies. (Hear, 
hear.) No other gentleman in the Chamber 
ever alluded to such matters, or attempted to 
introduce them into the House, and the hon. 
gentleman’sregrettable proceedings were doing 
great and lasting harm. Has constant attempt 
in snch debates had been to detract the 
House’s attention from the questions before 
it, and turn the discussion into a party 
squabble. He did not even care to be accu 
rate in hie remarks, as had been jnst exempli­
fied in the attempt, in which he had come to 
grief, to fasten upon Mr. Mcrrick.a»statement 
which he had never made. He hair been com­
pelled, as it turned ont, to ait down after 
eating his own words.

Mr. McMAHON made a few remarks, 
pointing out that as to the hospitals being of 
general benefit, and exercising a general 
charity, in his own county any patients sent 
in to the Hamilton hospital were charged for 
the assistance given them, and that the town­
ships continually had to foot hospital bills.

Mr. MERRICK vigorously impugned the 
Hon. Mr. Fraser’s attempt to introduce re­
ligious bitterness into the debate, and : held 
that his persistence in such groundless and 
ill-advised attempts would eventually result 
in bringing into such discussions thÿ very 
element which he pretended to dejt-ecate. 
He concluded by pointing out the practical 
superiority of his amendment to that of Mr. 
Gibson.

Mr. Gibson's amendment, the last, was then 
put, and carried.

MARKET FEES.
The House went into Committee of the 

Whole on Mr. Woods’ bill regarding market 
fees. Considerable discussion took place on 
the clauses, and Mr. Wood eventually adopt­
ed several verbal amendments suggested. 
Several of the members, however, objected to 
the till passing, holding that it required more 
careful consideration.

Mr. WOOD said it was very evident that 
there was a diversity of views on the till, and 
it was perhaps scarcely fair to ask the House 
to consider it at this late period of the session. 
He would, therefore, withdraw the bill, 
which could not in any case come into 
effect till next year, is in most cities 
the market fees had been leased for a year. 
An order could be passed forbidding the leas­
ing of market fees for a longer period next 
year than three months, so that when next 
session the Government introduced a well- 
considered measure, it pould go into effect at 
once. He moved that the committee rise.

The motion was carried.
The House adjourned at 2 a.m.

Friday, March 4. 
ALTERNATE SESSIONS.

„. Mr. MOWAT, ia referring to the notice he r

had given on this subject, said that, judging 
from the comments of the press of both sides, 
it appeared that public opinion was in favour 
of biennial sessions. On the House meeting, 
however, it became evident that there were 
few advocates of the system among the 
people’s representatives, and strong objections 
were, with a great deal of force, urged against 
it. The question then arose whether the ad­
vantages of the biennial system could not be 
secured without its evils. The resolution 
be had introduced proposed that the House 
should not transact ordinary business in 
every alternate session unless a measure 
was pronounced to be of special ur­
gency. Such a scheme would have given 
the advantage! of both the present 
system and that of biennial sessions, and 
woujd secure a great saving in money. He 
did not, however, move the resolutions now. » 
as he desired the people to become famiH»^ 
with the proposal. There had been important 
legislation introduced dnring the present ses­
sion, and the inference from it was that there 
would continue to be sufficient legislation to 
occupy the attention of the House every 
annual session. »

At 3 o’clock his Honour the Lieutenant-

THE CIVIL SERVICE
On Tueeday, in the Senate and the Com­

mons, the report of the Civil Service Com­
missioners was laid on the table. It ap­
pears that only the report was tabled, the 
evidence taken by the Commission at Ot­
tawa and in Hamilton, Toronto, Mont­
real, Quebec, Moncton, St John, and 
Halifax not being obtainable from 
the official printers. An instalment 
shows that the majority of the Commis­
sioners—five out of the seven—have 
adopted the^English system of open com­
petitive examination before appointment, 
and probation before final admission to the 
permanent servies‘as-the 'hq||| of . the re­
form they advise, T^ÿ^argempnta, on 
this head are entitled to respect, aihee they 
are Supported by the practice in England, 
the attempt to introduce that practice in 
the United States, and the evidence, 
which, we are told in the report, confirms, 
from the official point of view in this coun­
fry. the wisdom of adopting a similar 
system in Canada.

The change suggested is one that must 
necessarily have important and wide- 
reaching results if adopted and made the 
law of the land. We notice that the Com­
missioners advocate the legalization of the 
system they recommend, as they express a 
want of confidence, justified probably by 
evidence of some value, in the performance 
of any system administered by orders-m- 
Councii We might hesitate about going 
aa far as the Commission goes in con­
demning the ill-effect of political patron­
age, yet the eviuenoe is strong oo their 
side in view of the polities! history of this 
country for twenty years past., and we 
have very little doubt that Ministers and 
members of Parliament will pretty gener­
ally be willing to agree to any practicable 
proposal which limite the range of a 
patronage that gives endless trouble to 
those who exercise it, and creates endless 
disappointment among those who seek to 
share it The number of lives that 
Have been wasted jp this country 
in seeking to share in the limited 
patronage of the Government would, if de­
voted to useful labour, have created a 
city, or made a district of the North-West 
blossom like the rose.

The Commission take strong ground 
aa to the manner of proceeding to accomp­
lish the end they have in view. A board 
of Civil Service Commissioners appointed 
on the same tenure as judges, acting under 
theauthorityof an Aot of Parliament, would 
certainly be aa free from all political pres- 
sure and prejudice aa any body of human 
beings could be, and probably such a body 
so appointed would form the only means 
by which any permanent reform could be 
accomplished. We shall not, at 
present, discuss the probable effects 
of such a system, or the educational 
effect on political “ interest ’’ in the coun­
try. The subject is far too wide, and the 
literature connected with it is very volumi­
nous.

One very noticeable thing about this 
report is that this is the first time the out­
side service has been given anything like 
fair and favourable consideration. The 
grievances of that branch have been 
many. They are recognised in the reoort, 
and are now in a fair way to be remedied 
at no distant day. The propriety of hav­
ing a strong representative of the outside 
service like Mr. Mutoavs on the Commis­
sion is apparent in the report, and this 
leads ns to say that the Government has 
been fully justified in its choice of men to 
form that Commission. Mr. Mc Innés 
(the chairman) and Mr. Barbead come 
from the outside business world, full of 
practical knowledge of affitits, and that 
knowledge is apparent in the report.

THE ONTARIO LEGISLATURE.
Those who have followed the course of 

provincial legislation during the past few 
years can scarcely join heartily in the 
organ’s jubilations over the work of the 
past session. It is becoming more and 
more evident that under the Mowat 
regime the people’s representatives are 
gradually sinking in pubMo estimation. 
We were taken roundly to task for ven­
turing upon the remark that the Senate 
of the Dominion waa bound to concur in 
the deliberately expressed will of the Com­
mons. To our minds there can be no ten­
able objection to a doctrine so palpably in 
accordance with the first principles of con­
stitutional government But what is to 
be said of a Legislature consisting of only 
one Chamber which suffers itself to be 
degraded into the position of a mere 

•registrar of executive will I Ever since 
Mr. Mowat assumed the reins' of 
power in Ontario the .House has 
not been persuaded, but driven. De­
putations by scores have been treated 
to audiences, and assured, not that the 
Cabine1 would introduce measures desired, 
or lend their aid in defeating others depre­
cated, but that they would do so-and-so, 
or refrain from doing it In the Private 
Bills and Railway Committees the chair­
men have posed, not as parties to delibera­
tion, but aa dictators. The Globe appears 
to think this is a satisfactory condition of 
affairs ; we do not believe the province 
will long be of it» opinion. The curse of 
bureaucracy is upon Ontario, and it will 
aoon be a serious question whether the 
forms of constitutional government are 
worth preserving,sifter we have lost thef 
substance.

There is a Legislature elected, summoned, 
and actually sitting during seven weeks at 
great expense ; and yet the influence it has 
exercised upon the provincial statute- 
book might quite as well have been wielded 
by the clerk or the sergeant-at-arms. Until 
the House assumes aud wields practically 
the power entrusted to it, it is simply an 
expensive excrescence. Not a solitary 
law that we can call to .mind has been 
passed this session which has not been 
previously sanctioned by the bureaucracy.
It has, in point of fact, taken all legislative 
power out of the hands of the people’s 
representatives, enlarged inordinately 
the functions of the executive, and, 
pur consequence, reduced responsible 
government to a farce. If Mr. Fraser 
can lord it over one committee, aAd Mr. 
Pardee over another ; if Mr. Crooks can 
mix and muddle as he pleases in the 
Educational Department ; Û Mr. Mowat 
can make a revolution in the judiciary 
without even the pretence of proper de- 
Uberation in the House, why not dispense 
with the Legislature altogether ?. What is 
the use of it if the affairs of the province 
are tp be actually conducted by a small 
oom#£ttoe of the Assembly, ana the re-c 
suite** their cogitations crammqd down 
the throats of members on pain of for/"* 
feiting their party allegiance 1 Va-

It is certainly tar from our intention to 
hint at the aboUtion of the .Assembly ; but 
we do protest against a system of govern­
ment which makes it a farce. When Mr. 
Morris endeavoured the other day to 
economize time, and thus restore, as far as 
practicable, the efficiency of the House, 
he was at once frowned down. The iron 
of bureaucracy has so far entered into the 
provincial vitals that any suggestion tend­
ing to elevate the constitutional position 
of the House is looked upon as imperti­
nent Members, said the organ, intro­
duce measures which create confusion in 
the law ; yet who is responsible for order­
ly legislation but a Government pre­
eminently dictatorial 1 The school law. 
referred to by the Globe, is a most 
unfortunate illustration ; in fact no 
more fatal instance could be adduced per­
haps of governmental incapacity, except 
perhaps the Municipal Aot. The Govern­
ment dictates, it does not take the sense 
of the Assembly. The people’s represen­
tatives are not their master, sa upon con­
stitutional theory they should be, but their 
retainers — moss-troopers for the most 
part. The tangled condition iff the statute 
book la the fault of bunglink and fussy 
Ministers alone, and the imechief will 
never be remedied until the Assembly as­
serts its dignity and justifie» its existence 
by manly and unyielding independence.

THE SAULT LINE.
The course taken by Mr. Pardee and 

his colleagues in this matter should open 
the eyee of Ontario electors to the serious 
dangers arising from bureaucracy. The 
Ontario Government, as matters stand, 
possessing a subservient majority in the 
Assembly, forms not merely an executive, 
but also a Legislature. So much was 
known already ; but now, for the first 
time their power has taken the shape of 
an oligarchical dictatorship. For the first 
time in recent Canadian history, the Gov- 
ernment has presumed to dictate, not 
merely the terms upon which a company 
shall be incorporated, but the personnel of 
its directorate. The Ontario and Pacific 
Junction Company was organized for a 
definite purpose, and obtained a bonus to 
assist it in prosecuting that purpose. By 
a disingenuous stratagem the original 
compact has been ‘abandoned, and a 
scheme which was originally designed 
at once to reconcile rival Western in­
terests and protect them against danger 
from the east was, under a bargain 
with the Grand Trunk, diverted from it* 
purpose. The bonus voted avowedly to 
secure Western Ontario is to be used 
against it. The people of Hamilton and 
Toronto have been handed over, bound 
hand and foot, to the monopolists, and the 
only security left them is the forced ap­
pointment of a number of directors—all 
Government partisans—upon its board. 
r This, be it observed, has been dône 
without-any guarantee that the company, 
will receive the bonus arbitrarily applied 
to ether objects than those for which it 
was voted by the Legislature. The peti­
tioners named their provisional directors ; 
the Government has taken upon itself, as 
Mr. Pardee put it, to choose a 
directorate for the oomphhy. TÜbs 
the entire management of the cor­
poration is placed in the hands of the Gov­
ernment. Now, it is hardly necessary to 
point out in what direction such high­
handed proceedings tend. Under pretence 
of guaranteeing certain threatened inter­
ests, Mr. Mowat virtually undertakes the 
management of a private company. As

and Hamilton, because the new company 
cannot prosecute its work without the 
Grand ’mink guarantee for its bonds. But 
were this objection removed, the more 
serious one remains behind, that the Gov­
ernment I» foisting its nominees upon the 
Board of Directors without consulting the 
parties concerned, and without even pro- 
raising the company any Government as­
sistance. This Dill is not the only one 
before the country, and if the Ontario 
junta can claim, merely on -the strength of 
ite obsequious majority in the House, a 
representation of five on any directorate 
aa a price for -incorporation, where is the 
system to end ! iLet a bank, an insuranoe 
company, or toy other co-operative scheme, 
be noateo, what-is to hinder Mr. Mowat 
from meddHng1 with them in a similar 
manner if jt l» understood that no Act 
of Incorporation shall be passed hereafter 
without a hrfbe; to the local Government 
in the shape bf patronage for its support­
ers 1 That to what it amounts to, if Mr. 
Pardee’s announcements are to be taken 
literally.

Now whan it is considered that the 
Government has already enlarged ite 
sphere of appointments unconscionably, 
even down Jo -bailiffs and other purely 
municipal officer», is it not time to take a 
firm stand against the growth of bureau­
cracy ? Mr. Mowat’b Government ap­
parently exists for no other purpose 
than to epeate offices for its parti­
sans, and there seems - no limit to 
its ingenuity in this direction. It has 
often surpràed us that no one has called 
for a returrf of all the officials for whom 
this Government has invented berths or 
improvised vacancies since it came into 
power. The list, supposing it to be com­
plete, would give the faith of the staunch­
est Reformer a severe shock. From first 
to last, the Ontario Cabinet has had but 
twd-airoe, first, to dictate to the Assembly 
and reduce it to a fiullity, and secondly, to 
rule the province by a grinding policy of 
bureaucratic rule, under which all faithful 
and obsequious partisans may be assured 
of a livelihood tt the expense of the 
province.

•And> yet these are the men who pose as 
champions of Western Ontario on a rail­
way board in which they will have no 
more power than they have pecuniary in­
terest. The directors nominated are mere 
placemen, representing nobody, effective 
or nothing save drawing their pay— quar­
tered in fact upon the company against 
its wishes—end useless except to illustrate 
the officious bureaucracy of their masters. 
Does anybody suppose that they can 
interpose a veto upon monopoly Î If there 
be any simple enough to entertain the 
notion they have learned little from rail­
way history. The transparent device of 
Mayor McMurbjch is of a piece with the 
teat, although, doubtless, he thought it 
was a good stroke for the city of Toronto. 
Like others, he i» egregiously deceived, and 
should have resisted the compromise even 
more strenuously than the original scheme. 
Taken ai a whole, no more unjust instance 
of deliberate intermeddling on the part of 
Government has occurred during the life 
ef this generation. The whole proceeding 
has been arbitrary, essentially bureaucratic, 
dictatorial, and .without the semblance of 
constitutional justification.

THE LAND LEAGUE.

Should Mfiv Justin McCarthy be hap­
pily spared! to continue his entertaining ac­
count of our owh times, he must give some

Ae Mr. Parnell’s 
first lieutenant, tl miiy 'rtüafiy‘be credited 
tost #6 has e^upied as a^sdmgly un­
thankful position. Indeed, nothing shows 
more clearlyjthe hollowness of the agita­
tion now on jlie)verge of collapse than the 
strange ihcoffsistency evident between the 
McCarthy M the “ History ” and the Mc­
Carthy of the House of Commons. We 
have heard lfiore than one person express 
a doubt whefhvt the calm, temperate, and 
impartial chronicler of recent years can be 
the member for Longford, who refused to 
obey the summons to retire on a division, 
and was suspended with the rest of the re­
calcitrant Leaguers. One can only at­
tribute it to that generous spirit of 
mmauuUrie which is eminently creditable 
to Irishmen everywhere. It is certainly 
impossible that ah intelligent man could 
look with satisfaction upon the course of 
the League.

What is the real significance of the 
movement t It affects to have for its ob­
ject a revolution wrought out by oonsti- 

, tetional means. Nobody, of course, denies 
that the most radical changea may be 
brought about peacefully, and by the 
strenuous and persistent exertion of moral 
influence. Such grievances as Ireland may 
legitimately complain of at this day may, 
and we trust will, be redressed without 
any resort to physical force. But one 
thing is clear, men cannot pretend to seek 
relief by constitutional means and affect 
distaste for violence, and, at the same time, 
put every obstacle in the way of the use 
of those means. Rebellion we cap under- 
stand, and agitation is comprehensible. 
The latter is the safety-valve by which 
popular feeling expends itself, or at least 
gets rid ■ of so much superfluous feeling as 
may not be more profitably expended. 
But the policy of obstruction was neither 
one thing nor the other. The leaders were 
too craven or too hopeless to • take up 
arms; and ybt they were unwilling to 
await tho result of constitutional action. 
The League affected to discourage agrarian 
outrages sn^ lawless deeds of any sort, 
but, at tiie aame time, waa the too prolific 
parenrof them month after month.

Now, whatever may be the real ills of 
Ireland, it i» obvious that if you are not 
going to take up arms against them there 
remains only the regular method of Dress­
ing them upo», the attention of Parlia­
ment. The mofnent men assume an ob­
structive positron, tho only peaceable 
means at command are rendered useless. 
It is no use to urge that by stopping 
legislation remedial measures may be ex­
torted, because the paralysis of all action 
involve» absolute inaction, even in the 
direction desired. The leaders of the 
League professed great dissatisfaction with 
Lord BEACOgaroiLD’s Government. They 
entertained great' hopes of the Liberal 
Oabinet, especially as the Radical wing was 
eo largely ificreased by the elections of 
1880. Yet tiie $rst thing they did was to 
obstruct every, effort of Mr. Gladstone, 
to terrify th» *t<ble classes in England by 
renewed outrages, and to disgust even their 
well-dispoeeA Rildiçal allies by a perversity 
of conduct unexampled in the annals of 
constitutional government.

And all this to what purpose I The out­
rages brought upon Ireland the Protection 
and Arma Act* ; their persistent obetrnc- 
tipn alienated not merely their EngUsh 
sympathizers, but dismembered their own 
party, and what have they got to show for 
it ? The Irish ténaut farmer, in whose 
ostensible interests the League waa or­
ganised, is panto-stricken ; the leaders, 
whose physical courage, if it were only 
from a feeling df self-respect, should have 
been superficially kept up, are wandering 
about, self-banished exiles ; and the coun-

NELL fears arrest, and shows tiie white 
feather unmistakably, otlidrs desire to 
wear the crown of martyrdom : • Mr. 
Dillon dearly desires to languish, like 
“ the nobleman ” of Dartmeor, in a British 
bastile. His recent speech has called forth 
rebukes even from the county Mayo, and 
he will probably secure, the bad eminence 
he desires. About the character of his 
latest utterances there can be .no doubt. 
The mask was boldly thrown aside and 
agrarian violence openly urged. Mr. Par­
nell apologizes for Ms rhetorical slips ; 
Mr. Dillon, his comrade, counsels vio­
lence, even to the extreme of assassination, 
without qualification or reserve. It is 
hardly necessary to point the moral. The 
League agitation has been hollew and 
insincere throughout. It ha» lacked 
tourage of the manly sort, and, whilst de­
luding the poor people of Ireland, and 
leading to the verge of rebellion, loses 
heart at the first alarm. Mr. Parnell’s 
intimacy with the French Communists, 
rather than with the French Liberals, 
shows the real calibre of the man.

THEOLOGICAL BICKERINGS.
The age in which we Uve, in spite of all 

assertions to the contrary, is eminently re­
ligious. In the face of obvious facte, this 
assertion may appear to savour of sarcasm, 
but it is deUberately made in all seriousness. 
Even the scepticism of the day is, in a 
sense, religious. Agnosticism differs from 
all othey passing fashions of doubt in this, 
that it proclaims the sacrednesa of duty, 
laying stress upon the sacred obUgation ef 
the golden riile, whilst it deprives it of all 
efficacious sanction by repudiating the 
first. From an ethical point of view, like 
all the other schemes based upon util­
itarianism, it lacks the modifying power— 
thé spirit which alone can preserve hu­
manity aUve. As Mr. Lecky baa pointed 
out, Mr. Mill the younger came very near 
to a reconciliation with his opponents by 
the concessions he made. Ho was as 
nearly as he could venture to be an inten­
tional moralist, and yet he darednot take the 
last step. Singularly clear in - his intel­
lectual insight, Mrl Mill saw plainly 
enough that our moral principles lay deeper 
down in our nature than Benthamism 
had probed. It was'obviously from no 
simple calculations about self-interest, no 
delicate balancing of pleasures in an in­
dividually adjusted balance, nay, not even 
from inherited prejudices or predilec­
tions, that the sense of right and wrong 
had $prung. Man, when unencumbered 
by philosophical theory, knows that “ Thou 
“ shalt " is something entirely apart from 
“ it is expedient,’’ and that to be able to 
make a shrewd calculation of consequences 
is not neewjgarily to be a moral man.

Utilitariariism as an inferior motive, 
where spirituality exerts no influence, may 
be a salutary power of poüce, but it is not 
morality in that higher sense which alone 
can be recognized by the religious man. 
He feels compelled to do right, apart from 
results, because it is right to do so, and 
because Being commanded by the Fountain 
of all Good it must bo good to do it. Re­
ligion leaves consequences ' to Him who 
holds the threads of all mortal destiny in 
His hands, and who, seeing the end, from 
the beginning, “doeth all things welL” 
But while this fact cannot be ignored Jq 
any moral analysis of human tendency,' 
yet it must be conceded that scepticism 
now is, in ite feeble way, religious. I ta in­
ward garniture is borrowed from the faith it 
has repudiated ; the Lord of light and 
life is no longer in the tomb, and soon or 
late- it will be recognized that, however 
precious as relics, the grave-clothee and 
r.he napkins have lost their virtue. .. Dog- 
matists may tax the age with indifference 
to truth, yet as a matter of fact it is terri­
bly in earnest. The strange phenomenon 
of Positivism is a standing proof of the 
need of religion to the race—a testimony to 
the persistent instinct for worship, the long­
ing, hungering cry for a lost and forgotten 
Father, who is not far, if we only knew it, 
from every one of us. A cult which bows 
before the whitest sepulchre, on whose 
portals no confident “Kesuxgam’’ breath­
ing the assurance of hope and- 
immortality is inscribed, can iie yer 
satisfy the yearnings of mankind.

1 impediments to the progress of religion! 
Can we never learn to let our brother 
entertain his own views about predestina­
tion, ritual, or apostoUc succession without 
perpetually rating him about them f Some 
people appear to imagine that theological 
polemics are the fulfilling of the law and 
the perfecting of the Gospel, and the faith 
will never regain ite footing amongst men 
until these disputants are convinced or 
silenced.

REGISTRATION OF DISEASES.
The plan for the registration of diseases 

to which we had occasion to draw attention 
some time ago has been brought before the 
Senate, and there is now, therefore, some 
prospect of the matter receiving that con­
sideration which it deserves. The principal 
feature! of the plan may be briefly stated aa 
follows ; A supply of forms is to be sent to 
each physician willing to make returns, and 
there return», which contain a record of 
the inception, progress, and termination of 
every case of disease reported, are to be 
forwarded to some central office at the end 
of every week, there to be classified and 
digested. At the end of every fortnight a 
review of the facts contained in the re­
ports is to be published, so that an accurate 
idea of the state of the pubUc health may 
be at once furnished. In this way 
prompt knowledge of the existence of con­
tagious or infectious diseases will be sup­
plied, and the authorities be placed in a 
position to take measures to prevent their 
spread. It is quite evident that the opera­
tion of this plan will prove beneficial, for 
so much depends on the obtaining of infor­
mation respecting this class ol diseases 
promptly. At present the mortality re­
turns may perhaps be the only channel by 
which we obtain such information, and ft 
is obvious that in this case it may often 
come too late to be of service, for by the 
time the effects of the disease are shown in 
the death-rate, the epidemics may have 
spread fàr beyond oontrol.

There can be no doubt whatever of the 
value of data such as this plan proposes to 
procure. Without them we can form no 
adequate idea of the influence of the 
changes of the weather on health, or of the 
influence of locality. If we had had such 
data during the past month, we should 
perhaps have been better able to appreci­
ate the effect of drinking the abominable 
water with which the city has been sup- 
plied. AU who interest themselves in the 
public health recognize the necessity for 
the registration of diseases. In Norway, 
Sweden, and other countries the informa­
tion gained in this way has been shown to 
be of very great value. In some countries 
the registratien of contagious -and infec­
tious diseases is made compulsory. The 
medical profession seem to recognize the 
necessity for some such plan as that re­
ferred to, and they have shown a 
willingness to co-operate in it. The 
Canada Medical Association have taken 
the matter inland, having already inter­
viewed the Government with respect to it, 
and, it would appear, with satisfactory 
results.

MARKET FEES AND TOLL-GATES.
Tt> the Editor of The Mast.

Sib,—fie intended legislation with the ob­
ject of abolishing market fees and toll-gates 
is undoubtedly a movement in the right direc­
tion, but there is a poeeibility of not only 
doing great injustice, but ot bringing about a 
state ot affairs Which may injure both fanners 
and townspeople alike, tie town of Paris 
affords an excellent illustration of this. For 
about twenty years, with slight intermis­
sions, the sale of produce was free in that 
town. A market'building and grounds af­
forded all tiie accommodation necessary, but 
neither buyer nor sellere vet made their ap­
pearance, and the system of hawking about 
from house to house could be adopted ny any 
who wished to do eo perfectly unrestricted. 
The result was that the people were badly 
served, as farmers refused to peddle theii 
products, preferring to drive seven mile* 
farther on to Bran tf cud or other mar 
ket towns where fées were collected, 
and where purchasers could be me< 
with without the toil of travelling from bouw 
to bouse. The people ef Paris had couse 
quently to be contented with the limited aqii 
generally very poor assortment of garden and 
dairy products which the tjhwers were able te 
procure for trade, and after many years ol 
contention and striving to abolish sectional 
jealousies, a small building and plot of ground 
were chosen in a central position, and a mar­
ket established. The fees are merely nominal „ 
and then only on the ordinary'garden produce, 
butter, eggs, wood, Ac., but gram, wool, as3 1 
products not affected by a local market, art 
sold anyw here without restriction. The re­
sult has been the establishment of an excel, 
lent market which has benefitted the farmei 
and proved a comfort and convenience to tl# 
townspeople, while the revenue is scarcely 
more than covers the bare expense of a moder­
ate salary to a clerk whoso duty if is to mea­
sure wood and regulate the business.

She was lying sick at 
Peter Blasdall’s. I found her suffering from 
an impending abortion. I prescribed for her, 
and told them the abortion might not take 
place for some time. The deceased first de­
nied, but afterwards confessed, that she was 
pregnant Mrs. Blasdall remarked to me : — 
“When you are sent for you might know 
what was the matter.” Someone came for 
me again to see her on Sunday evening. I 
refused to go. I then told them to get 
some one else. On^Tuetdav last I 
received a telegram. I then went to see her 
in answer to that summon», and found her se­
riously sick. I asked Mrs. Blasdall to allow 
me to speak to the patient alone, and I asked 
the patient if she had taken medicines to pro­
duce an abortion, and ahe said she had not, 
hot that it was performed with instruments.

During this visit Mrs. Biss- 
dail told me the foetus had come away, and 
that it had no feet I aaked Mrs. Blasdall 
then to come with me into another room, * 1 
wanted to apeak to her.

After hearing the evidence tiie jury return­
ed a verdict that the prisoner Blasdall, by 
procuring abortion on the person of Maggie 
Mackay, on or before the 2nd day of March, 
1881, aid feloniously murder the said Maggie 
Mackay. It was a strange and heartrending 
sight to see the prisoner and victim leave on 
tiie same train, one for the county gaol, the 
other in charge of her grieved and stricken 
mother to he interred in the Woodbridge 
cemetery.

FATAL. MINE EXPLOSION.

Over Forty Men Killed and Thirty Injured

Evanston, Wyoming, March 4.—The gas 
in the Rooky Mountain Coal and Iron Com­
pany’s mine exploded last evening, throwing 
names many hundred feet.m height out of the 
main slope, blowing away the building around 
the mouth of tile shaft, and setting the ma­
chinery buildings on tire. Fifteen minutes 
before the explosion, from ten to thirty white 
men aud fifty Chinamen went down to work 
for the night. At 2 a.in. seventeen injured 
Chinamen were brought to the surface, many 
with their limbs broken and badly scalded, 
and thirty dead Chinaman were discovered, 
but not brought up. No white man has yet 
been found, and there are no hopes that any

Quebec, March 8.—Recorder Dery gave his 
decision yesterday morning in the case of the 
Corporation of Quebec v. Picbé, being an action 
for the recovery of the amount of the tax 
claimed by thg plaintiff from thadefendant, a 
commercial traveller doing business here.

MURDER OR ACCIDENT ?

Mysterious Death of a Resident of Quebec.

Quebec, - March 8.—A. resident of St. 
Roch’e died in the hospital of the Sacré 
Cœur, SL Sauveur, later on Sunday night 
under circumstances so strange and so nain- 
ful as to call for careful investigation. Nar­
cisse Racine, the deceased, a man of about 34 
years, married, but living. apart from his 
wife, who is in the United States, was a soap- 
maker in the employ of, Mç.

Koch’s, and last Saturday night he went out 
to market, but did not return. About 7.30 
on Sunday morning he teas j discovered some 
three miles from the St. Salier street crossing 
of the Q. M. O. & O. railway, lying close be­
side the track. He was at $he time insens­
ible, and was thus discovered by a Mr. 
Rochette. This gentieeja» obtained the as­
sistance of a Mr. Julien, who lives near, and 
together they drove the' unfortunate man to 
Dr. Gingras, who immediately advised sending 
him to the hospital. This was done, but 
after lingering some hours in a perfectly un­
conscious condition he' breathed his last 
without having been able to say a word re­
specting his unfortunate condition. Death, 
according to the opinion^ of Dr. Verge, who 
attended him at the hospital, resulted from 
fracture of the skull. Thqre was a deep, 
sharp cut of the scalp on. one side disclosing 
the skull.

Montreal, March 4.—The case of Dr. J. 
H. Hammond, of this city, - physicia"n, v. 
Dame Annie Grace Power, his wife, for 
separation as to bed and board, commenced 
to-day in the first division of the Superior 
Court here before Mr. Justice Papineau. It 
is a most extraordinary case. The doctor m 
his declaration sets forth that on the 14th of 
January last he and the defendant (then the 
widow of Cornelias Houtman) were married 
at Minneapolis, Minnesota, where he was 
practising his profession, and defendant was 
earning her livelihood by manual 
labour ; that she is a powerfully- 
built woman, imbued with brutal 
inqtiticts, and inclined to resort to physical 
force whenever her passion is exciteiL • Ever 
since the first week of their marriage she has 
inflicted npon him all kinds of outrage, ill- 
usage, and grievous insults, beating anil 
striking him in the moÿt brutal manner, and 
keeping him in perpetual fear of hie life. 
They agreed to separate, and defendant took 
away all the furniture and sold it, although 
the plaintiff was paying her board at the 
time. She then persisted in persecuting him, 
visiting him against their agreement, abusing 
him in the presence of strangers, and calling 
him a drunkard and an opium eater, and 
destroying all chances ot his success 
in his practice, both in Minneapolis and in 
Montreal, to which latter city she followed 
him. The plaintiff then took refuge in his 
mother’s house in this city,where the defend­
ant followed him and behaved in such a rough 
and unintelligible manner that he wa i obliged 
to have his meals in his own room for fear of 
scandal, foul-dealing, and danger to his life. 
On the 6th of July last she beat him brutally, 
and on the 15th of September she inflicted a 
wound on his head which left the plaintiff 
unable to show himself for many days, 
at the same time exclaiming that 
this would not be the last treatment of the 
kind he would receive from her. Since then 
the plaintiff has not resided with her, but she 
has continued to by-ass and waylay him and 
threaten his life, rlie plaintiff therefore asks 
for a separation as to bed and board, and that 
the defendant be ordered to desist and ab­
stain for ever from molesting, visiting, or 
speaking to him under pain of being in con­
tempt of court. The defendant in 
her plea maintains she is “ sincerely 
and * devotedly attached to her husband 
and be to her, but that the hatred now 
shown to- her in the present action 
has .been caused by his mother and two sis­
ters, who have taken advantage of bis passion 
for strong liimors and opium, and of his en­
feebled and dejected mind, to poison his feel­
ings toward the defendant, to slander her 
and throw suspicions on her sincerity and 
fidelity to him that less than two months 
aftef the marriage the plaintiff began again 
to abandon himself to strong drink and 
opium, as he had done before his marriage, 
although then unknown to the defendant ; 
that he degraded himself by the abuse of liquor 
and morphine, under which he lost all 
consciousness, had repeatedly delirum tremens, 
and had iieen picked np by the police in the 
streets of St Paul and Minneapolis, and car­
ried by them sometimes to his home and some­
times to prison. He also made rows in the 
house, and could be controlled only by “brute 
force,” viz., two or three policemen. While 
in sticli a state he would threaten her life, and 
that of her boyTSy her previous husband, and 
would compel her to take refuge with her 

..fried*. The plaintiff’s mother was called to 
their mutual assistance, and induced her son 
to desert his wife and, her child. 
When sober- the plaintiff regretted his 
misbehaviour, and was devoted and attached 
to his wife. He entreated her to return to 
him when he was in Chicago (after leaving 
her in Minneapolis), which she did, and they 
lived together there for some time, and after­
ward at Providence, R.I. Strong liquor and 
opium, however, always gained the mastery 
over him and prevented his gaining a liveli­
hood by his profession. They both lived to­
gether for some time in Montreal with the 
plaintiff’s mother, with the same result, 
and finally the defendant although 
about to become a mother, was aban­
doned and driven away from her home, and 
obliged to take shelter in the Western Hospi­
tal for Women and that of La Nativité, the 
Pélagie, in which latter she was delivered of 
a female child. Since the commencement of 
the present suit plaintiff has refused to 
see his wife and child or to provide for them. 
She attributes the principal cause of the 
hatred against her by plaintiff and his rela­
tives to her refusal to sell some real estate 
owned by her son," Albert Houtman, in Win­
nipeg, and hand the money over to him and 
his relatives. She has already sold and 
pawned all her jewellery for tile support of 
herself and her children.

The first witness for the plaintiff was his 
mother,

Janet Hammond, a widow lady seventy- 
five years of age, who keeps a gentleman’s 
Jxiarding-house on Upper Bleury street. She 
testified that her son the plaintiff is thirty- 
five years of age, a graduate of McGill Col­
lege and of the Royal College of Physicians 
and Surgeons, Edinburgh, and has practised 
in Minneapolis ten years. %tgt sprjfig she 
visited her son in Minneapolis and found him 
very sick in bed. On seeing her he exclaimed, 
“Oh ! mother, you have just come in 
time to save my life. I have been 
married just three months, and have 
died a hundred deaths.” This was on the 
Friday. On the Monday night she slept with 
Mrs. Hammond, at her request, Mr. Ham­
mond taking another bed. About two o’clock 
in the morning she awoke and found Mrs. 
Hammond in an adjoining room talking to 
witness’ son. She then left the house, and 
witness’ son opened bis mind as to how un­
fortunately he had married. He said, “ She 
has a design upon your or my life to-night.’ 
A man named George came in, and in the 
absence of a policeman plaintiff induced him 
to remain in the house for the night Mrs. 
Hammond must have returned sgme 
time in the night, as she was
there on the Tuesday morning. The
plaintiff and his wife agreed to separate, he 
paying her ten dollars a week. Mrs. Ham­
mond set ■ to work immediately the next 
morning and removed the whole of the house­
hold effects by express waggon, not leaving so 
much as a cep with which to drink a little 
beef tea. She went to one boarding-house 
and the plaintiff and the witness to another, 
but she would not let him have peace then. 
One day, while they were sitting at dinner, 
the servant told the plaintiff that a lady 
wished to see. him. He came back with 
his face all bloody and torn, and the 
defendant running aftdr him exclaiming :— 
“ Did I scratch you ? Did I scratch you ?” 
Another time she rushed into the livery- 
stable just as the plaintiff and the witness 
were going out in the buggy, and told him he 
was to come immediately to Mr. Gilfillan’s 
office. They both walked up to prevent a 
row on the street Mrs. Hammond following 
behind.

Between eight and nine at 
night Mrs. Hammond came to him at 
the farm, and it was then that he re*

solved to come to Montreal, as she was 
ruining his practice. He left with­
out even a pocket-handkerchief. He • 
left his horse and everything in Minneapolis, 
and witness gave him ail the money she had 
and remained without a cent. Witness went 
from Minneapolis to Cleveland. After she 
bad got all her things ready, Mrs. Hammond 
summoned a detective to search her things in 
order to see if she had stolen her boots. 
Witness was at this time, staying with a 
Mrs. French. Witness remembered her son 
saying in tlie presence of that lady that he 
had been but five days married when his 
wife showed her temper. They were just 
going to the theatre when a man called 
to have one of his fingers amputated. 
The plaintiff performed the operation, and iu 
doing so soiled his shirt. He wished to 
change his linen, but his wife insisted that he 
should go in that state, and he did so. On 
his return she complained of his being 
gloomy, to which he replied that he was 
afraid their married life was not.ao happy as 
he had expected. ' Just as the train was 
coming up that was to convey the teritnesa to 
her relatives at Cleveland, she was again de­
tained by a detective under instructions from 
Mrs. Hammond, who accused her of 
stealing a diamond ring, some silver 
plate, and a fur cap.

She was put m a carriage with the 
Mayor of Minneapolis, the detective, and 
Mrs. Hammond. She said to the mayor be­
fore the search, “ Now Mr. Mayor, I am well 
up to 75 years. You are an old man, and we 
both must appear before God in a very short 
time. I declare to you before God that I 
have nothing belonging to her in my trunk, 
but send for a priest and pat her on confes­
sion and she will prove that the things 
are all in her own possession. ” The 
Chief of Police of Minneapolis sympathised 
with the witness, and said that this 
arrest would remain as a standing disgrace to 
Minneapolis. Witness was compelled to re­
main there all Saturday and Sunday, and on 
Monday Mrs. Hammond went down with her 
to the train. Witness bade her good-bye, 
and even kissed her anti begged of her if she 
had any feeling • of repentance to alter her 
ways. “We may never meet on earth again,” 
witness said, “ but I'hope we shall meet at 
the throne of grace. Do, pray, turn over a 
new leaf, and go home to your mother.” 
Witness went on to Cleveland, taking with 
her, as she thought, her son’s trunks, 
as well as her Own. When she 
got there she found that she had the proper 
number of tickets, but not bis trunks. She 
wrote to the station-master at Minneapolis, 
and found that Mrs. Hammond had got 
plaintiff’s trunks into her possession. Wit­
ness forgot to mentioa=tlmt timre was also a 
chain and locket which hàd^cen given her 
by her deceased husband, jind which con­
tained a portion of his hair and of witness’ 
children's. This she had kejit at Dr. 
Smith’s, at Longdale farm, on their visit 
there. She asked Dr. Smith to get it 
for her on his next visit bat he 
was informed that Mrs. Hammond had 
gone to the farm in the meantime and got it,
stating that witness had sent her for it __

Mrs. Hammond, jr., is exceedingly good- 
looking, and from her modest demeanour in 
court betrays no signs of being the termagant 
which the evidence represents her. The case 
is exciting great interest here.

Some idea of the vast dimensions to which 
the cattle export trade of this continent has 
grown is gathered from the statement of ship­
ments to Great Britain during the single 
mentit of January.

*1,682 head crowed the Atlantic, of which

Theshipments to Liverpool comprised 4,342 
cattle, 1,038 sheep, and 208 pigs, and of these 
666 .rattle, 181 aheap, and 89 pigs were loaf.

John Harden, a farmer’s boy living on the 
5th conceesion of London township, is a self- 
taught taxidermist, and has a collection of 
1,800 specimens. A very large proportion of 
these arc native birds, which he captured and 
set up during leisure moments after his regu­
lar farm work was done.

A Washington despatch says that the 
State Department has" investigated and de­
monstrated the falsity of the report of the 
British Consul at Philadelphia to the Home 
Government, announcing the prevalence of 
heg cholera in this country. Similar reports 
have been circulated throughout other for­
eign countries. The department instructed 
American representatives abroad to protest 
against such assertions. The department 
also requested the British legation to deny 
the report sent by the British Consul to 
England.

Iroquois Times :—On Wednesday we were 
surprised to hear of the sudden death of Mr. 
Nicholas Serviss, of the 2nd concession of 
Matilda. He, in company with his son and 
another gentleman, started to draw a load of 
hay, and stopped in toe bush to get a binding 
pole. Mr. Serviss got off the sleigh to cut it 
when he was heard to call for 'help, and upon 
his friends going to him, he was found sitting 
on a Ice holding some snow to his forehead, 
and said that he felt better. He'took a few 
steps and dropped down dead. Heart disease 
is supposed to he the cause.

The West Farnham Beet Sugar Manufac­
turing Co. has increased the capacity of its 
mill from 100 to 200 tons of beets per day. 
The machinery has been purchased in Ger­
many for $60,000, and will be herd early in 
spring. Contracts with fanners in the 
neighbourhood have been made for growing 
1,600 acres of roots, and arrangements are 
now making for 500 acres more, which the 
tillers of the soil are willing to produce. "It 
is to.be hoped that this promising industry 
will not be ruined at the outset, as it has been 
in -the United States, by bad and ignorant 
management

The Arthur Enterprise says “ R. D. 
Kirk A Co. have shipped to Philadelphia, via 
the Toronto, Grey, and Bruce railroad, about 
200 tons of hay. They have still about 300 
tons to press and ship. R. B. Graham, of 
Luther, has also shipped to New York about 
I70tons. Mr. Graham’s hay was shipped 
over the Western,' it having cost one dollar a 

'ttin to draw it to G ol datons:—This entailed a 
direct toes of $1 per ton to the producers ef 
Mr. Graham’s hsy. The Toronto, GreyjTSnd 

railway charged five cents "per hundred 
more than the Western, therefore either Mr. 
Kirk or the producers of the hay lost $500 by 
not having railway competition here. Farm­
ers in this vicinity who have refused slight 
assistance to procure competition in railways 
will learn by expensive experience what it 
costs them to be without it,”

If the farmer should bless the man who 
shows him how to make two blades of grass 
grow where only one grew before, the fann­
er’s wife should be somewhat beholden to the 
person who suggests a new and agreeable ar­
ticle of food wherewith she may replenish the 
larder. A man runs risks in trespassing upon 
the housewife’s domain, but he may legiti­
mately ask foe his cake. The value of oat­
meal as food is beginning to be appreciated, 
and any new (although they may really be 
old) methods of preparing it may be useful 
Perhaps the best preparation of oatmeal is the 
oat-cake, so well known all over England, 
Wales, Scotland, and Ireland. When visiting 
Europe in my youth I became well acquainted 
with oat-cakes of different kinds, but the 
English and Scotch pleased me best Their 
memory is still sweet, and I might say they 
lfcft an aching void I found it hard"to fill, 
until I learned to make them here. An Eng­
lish paper gives a very good account of them 
as follows :—-

“ A good oat-cake cannot be made with 
cold water. The meal is put in a medium- 
size wooden dish—a crockery one will do as 
well—then it is mixed with water as hot as 
the band can bear without discomfort, and a 
little salt is added, and the whole ie mixed 
into a thick paste ; no more water should be 
used than will thoroughly bring it into this 
state, and care must be taken not to work it 
through the fingers too much, or the cakes 
will be tough ; then sufficient of the paste is 
made into the shape of a cone with the 
hands, and then pressed down into a round 
shape on a clean table or past board, that will 
make a cake of from 10 to 14 inches in dia­
meter, and then it is rolled into a round cake 
with the rolling-pin. If it is to be very thin, 
say one-eighth of an inch or less, it is gene­
rally made of the smaller size, being easier to 
handle ; if thick, the larger size. A num­
ber of cakes ia thus made and put on the top 
of each other, with a little oat-meal scattered 
between them, and after a lot is ready, a 
good fire—but not too brisk—has been 
prepared, on which is placed a gindle 
sixteen or seventeen inches across, and the 
cake, after brushing off with a wing the looee 
oatmeal, is placed on it to bake. After 
one side ie done, the upper side is 
turned downward, and when sufficiently done 
the cakes are placed before the fire and left 
there for some time, and the thin ones, if 
artistically made, will bend round until the 
edges overlap each other. This is considered 
the climax of a professed oat-cake maker. To 
a novicO it appears the easiest thing possible 
to do, but only a practised band can do it 
well. After having been taken from before 
the fire, they are placed on their edges to 
cool, and then put sway in a dry place— 
generally in the oatmeal barrel, where they 
will keep five or six weeks, and will then be 
as fresh and good as when first made. It ie 
the rule to make sufficient in one day to last 
the family for a month or more.”

This is an excellent method, and any house­
wife who has a knack with pancakes, waffles, 
and snch can soon become an edept with the 
oatcake. I need not say-how welcome would 
be a fragrant, crisp, sweet oatcake to the. 
farmer or his boy who runs in from the 
plough, while the horses “ blow off,” to dull 
the keen edge of his appetite with a snack 
between meals. A whole barrel of cakes 
would hardly last him a month if kept all fop 
himself. But the youngsters, too, would ex­
plore that barrel, and if driven off would 
’• cut and come again. ”

EFFECTS of the cold spill.
On every hand one hears of frozen potatoes, 

fruit, turnips, and onions. The root-pits 
have been frozen ; frost has invaded the cel- 
lar, and the lessee have been very great. Why 
do not farmers think of the advantages of 
artificial warmth to meet snob a danger ’Why 
should a cellar, of all parts of the house, be 
left without means of warmth? The ordinary 
cellar is a pest-houae*which causes more dis­

ease and death than one would suppoeq. It 
is oold, damp, agd full of mould germs,which, 
** « very certain, have an intimate relation 
to disease germs. The cellar is the winter 
dairy, and the milk and cream are kept too 
cold fqr good of profitable butter-making, 
and the average winter butter compares un­
favourably with the much-abused oleomar­
garine. As a butter-maker, I would rather 
make it in the winter than the summer, be­
cause I can control the temperature with the 
greatest ease, and with a dry, light, airy' cel­
lar, that can be warmed and kept at a regular 
temperature, I feel perfectly independent 
and comfortable in regard to my milk, 
cream, and butter. In the summer, on 
the other hand, one has to use ice and 
slop with cold water, and a very hot 
day will sometimes play the mischief with the 
cows, unlees they are kept in-doors or in a 
sliaded yard and fed on soiling crops. Now, 
a cheap cast-iron stove can be bought for $3. 
Some odds and ends of wood will serve as 
fuel, and the cost of warming the cellar, so 
that it could be saved from frost, would be 
too small to be worth considering. With 
sudh a stove, one need never have to complain 
of frost in the cellar nor of cream that will 
not churn. In time, too, we shall learn that 
it will pay to have stoves in the ponltry-hooses, 
pig-pens, and cow-stables.

AS TO CLOV

A great deal of trouble is borrowed with re­
gard to how clover gets itanitrogen. We know 
it gets a good deal soifiewSere ; some thibk 
from the, atmosphere ; Aiut we have no reason 
to entertain that idea, because there is plenty 
of proof to the contrary. Where then does 
it get its nitrogen ? From the sffil, where else ? 
Then jt must exhaust the soil. By ho means. 
The soil is inexhaustible in the way in which 
clover gets its nitrogen. It takes it from 
source* where no other plant could reach 
it, and where.it lies in a nascent and inert 
state. The fact is, the soil is a vast manufac­
tory of nitrates, when it is supplied with or­
ganic matter as a raw material, and nitrogen 
in some form is always accumulating in it. 
Then clover is able to get hold of this nitrogen 
better than any pther crop, perhaps assisted 
by the lime of the plaster which is so helpful 
for clover. Wo are gradually getting more 
light on many heretofore dark matters, and 
this is one of them.

THE COMING SHEEP.
We are threatened with a new “ boom ” in 

regard to sheep. Booms are dangerous things. 
Sometimes a man is knocked overboard and 
lost by the swinging of a reckless, boom. This 
habit of the common boom of swinging back 
and forth-violently may have suggested the 
"name for this now common popular excite­
ment, Which is very irregular, swift, and forci­
ble while it lasts, and which brings many men 
to grief. Sheep are always booming back and 
forth. Within a few years we have had a 
merino boom ; then came the Cotewold and 
Leicester ; then the Lincoln ; then surged np 
the Oxford Çowns and the Shropehires, and 
now the I&mpshires are the coming sheep. 
These booms are devices of the speculators 
and dealers who are “ on the make,” as one 
might say. Farmers who are doing well 
shonld let well enough alone. Sheep are pro­
fitable stock when well kept. They will pay 
50 per cejit. per annum, and this îhould 
satisfy their owner. But there are modem 
Jalons who are in search of a golden fleece, 
and some of them in the end come to grief, as 
old Jason did, although they might happen to 
find the object of their search. But moert of 
thelaodero searchers fail to find what they 
are looking for. The old fable of the dog 
who loot his bene by grabbing after its shadow 
in the water may well apply to this business 
of continually changing sheep.

FARM STEAM ENGINES.

“ I[ « a great comfort, ” remarked a farmer 
who had recently procured a 5-horse power 
engine. “ It eats only when it is working, 
and then the plica pest kind of food. It never 
balks or sulks or is sick, and! don’t see how 
I got along witbput it.” This ia the usual 
experience of those who keep steam engines. 
The only drawbacks are risks of fire and 
danger of explosion from bad management. 
Bçt ti/ese need ant stand in the lay. The 
boiler may be kept iq a shed 150 ft from ttys 
bam, and outside of the usual fire insurance 
limit», and the steam conveyed in a covered 
pipe to the engine, where it can be turned on 
and off. By attention to a very few details! 
and" with some knowledge of the construction

of every young farmer’s education, although 
be may never own or work one. But there 
are few farms upon which it would not pay 
to keep a steam engine for cutting fodder, 
grinding feed, threshing, and various other 
work about the barn, and there are many 
small hut excellent manuals which would 
give an the information required as to 
management.

Humphrey township is situated at the head 
of Lakes Rosseau and St. Joseph. It is the 
bead of navigation for the Muskoka lakes line 
ef steamers, and also one of the great summer 
resorts for tourists from all parts of Canada 
and the United States. The township is 
famous for its great productiveness, salubrious 
climate, and health-giving atmosphere. The 
township is what is known as “ heavy tim­
bered ” land. There is pine enough for build­
ing purposes for the next fifty years. The 
other timber is maple, black and yellow birch, 
ash, elm. basswood, white oak, and hemlock, 
the principal being maple and black birch, the 
latter attaining to a very large size. The soil 
is a loam, and exceedingly fertile. The crops 
grown are wheat, oats, peas, clover, and tim­
othy, potatoes, turnips, and other root crops, 
all of which yield abundantly. Three 
hundred bushels of turnips have been 
raised to the acre. Forty bushels of 
wheat and eighty bushels of oats have been 
grown to the acre. The common yield of 
wheat is from fifteen to twenty bushels, oats 
thirty to forty bushels, potatoes from one 
hundred to two hundred and fifty bushels, 
and hay from One to two to* per acre. Some 
fine specimens of fruit (apple) have been 
grown in the township, showing that fruit 
culture requires only to ne studied to make it 
a fruit-growing country. The climate is one 
of the most delightful. Snow generally falls 
to a depth oi from one to three feet, remain­
ing daring the winter months. Spring work 
commences in good earnest on or about the

Port Cockbum js nt the head of Like St.

There are also three schools in the township. 
The principal business at present is lumber­
ing, which is carried on extensively. There 
are splendid openings jn the town stop for any 
enterprising persons , who wish to invest a 
little capital in either a tannery, fer which we 
have to almost unlimited supply of hemlock 
bark (and we have nq, doubt that eventually 
the hemlock trees yili be converted into 
lumber), creameries or cheese factories, for 
which, although small at present, in one year

ORNAMENTAL TREES.

Where to Plant Them—Kasy Method for 
Rendering Homes Attractive,

Much of the beauty of the home surround­
ings may often depend upon the petition or 
suitableness of, perhaps, only one or two 
trees. What an appearance of comfort and 
repose does a single gracefully drooping elm 
or maple sometimes impartit» a home f What 
an air of protection and friendliness such a

with bold, rectangular outlines ! Then at 
other times we see a pretty bouse, with grace­
ful vines or "Climbing roees overspreading ite 
piazza trellises, whose harmony of surround­
ings, or beauty, is broken or disfigured by 
some intervening, unoentb, or inappropriate 
trees. When planting trees, it is well to re­
member thst they are often likely to be life­
long friends ; that where we place them there 
they will probably remain through many a 
coming year. Perso* should not overlook 
this in planting trees, bat shonld make due 
allowance for future growth^ Ordinarily 
trees look well, perhaps, when first trans­
planted, bnt if inappropriate places are chosen 
for them, or unanitatile varieties selected, 
then their future growth will render them on- 
suited to their surf-windings, or to the loca­
tion in which they are placed: From this 
it will be seenj that this subject of plant­
ing ornamental, frees ia worthy of much 
consideration, and, that jt should not be 
passed lightly over, k Perhaps 1 can give a 
few suggestions that will assist some one, 
some time, in beautifying his or her home. 
It nw he that, the-reeder-.toay -pot have 
occasion to put them -into practice for years, 
betmeen^ snety* ti«e MB the fatere some of 
the tyjnto gjsensnsy „jwt be of. some avail.

It is by no maaus necessary to obtain 
costly trees in order to secure the beet effect. 
Fine feathers and cestly silks or sealskin 
sacques may at times be necessary to bring 
out tlie full beauty ef some of the lithesome 
birds of paradise that are seen gaily tripping 
along the promenades of onr principal cities, 
but some of the commonest American trees, 
to be obtained at the. expense of a few shil­
lings, will, with their graceful branches, 
render a place as pictiireaque and beautiful 
* would some trees .costing five times that 
amount. Then, again, there are few ways in 
which owfiers of houses or real estate can in­
vest a few dollars at a creator profit, or at» 
more-rapid increase of interest, than by set­
ting out a few trees. A dollar or two judici­
ously expended in this way would many a 
time in ten or twenty years, or perhsp# even 
in five, add * many hundreds to the selling 
vaine ot a house or lot * there had been 
single dollars invested in the beginning. At 
least such hae been the pleasing experience 
in thousands of case» in the past, and no 
doubt it will be tine in many more in the 
future.

Maplee, of nearly all varieties, are excel­
lent for planting out * ornamental trees. 
Sugar, or Rock map)es, have the advantage 
of affording aniusement to children, or their 
elders, in gathering maple sap from the laiger 
trees in the early spring ; while Silver maples, 
with their spreading branches and rapid 
growth, arc also favourites with others. For 
planting along the roadside, or near the bouse, 
maples are sometimes preferred to elms ’on 
account of their being nearly entirely free 
from the attacks of caterpillars or insects. If 
planting shade trees of the larger habite of 
growth near a house, then a suitable distance 
is usually from 15 to 20 feet out. The south 
and west tides, bet especially the south-west 
side of a heure, should usually be protected 
in this way, so as to shield the house from the 
summer’s sun daring the early afternoon.

To protect tbe rooms on the west tide from 
the heat and glare of the late afternoon enn, 
trees with branches coming nearer the earth, 
such as the lindens, or cherry trees of the 
Heart or Bigarreau varieties, might be chosen. 
All of the above trees, dropping their leaves 
in the fall, will allow the sun to shine through 
their branches in winter when needed. Trees 
should seldom be thickly pl aited close to.a 
house on the east tide,’* the sun, shining in 
around the house in the mornings, is thought 
to add greatly to, the health! ulnesa of the 
habitation. -1' (

Norway Spruce, Ü beautiful, conical-shaped 
evergreen, or White or Lustrian Pine trees, 
might be planted oh the north or north-west 
of a house, or of a garden or orchard, so * to 
give protection from winds in winter. Or 
these or other evergreens might be planted

A stiff or 
rectangular arrangement should be avoided 
in planting ornameiital treee ; nor should they 
be so placed directly in front of a house as to 
destroy its architectural beauty.

AN INFECTED CATTLE
The Cere of the SK

dee’s Live Stock___
Nova Scotia Shipper».
Halifax, N.8., March 8.—The statement 

nde by Sir Alexander Camp! ell in the 
Senate yesterday regarding the cargo of cattle 
shipped from this port in the City of London 
by Merer*. MoLeUau A Fader has created 
considerable excitement among our cattle, 
shippers. The ship sailed on the I9tb of Feb- 
ruary with 317 bred of Nova Sootia cattle 
and a number of sheep. On the previous 
voyage she carried a cargo of American cattle 
from New York which had the foot and 
month disease, bat she had complied with the 
neeereary regulations ; the 30 days bad elapeed, 
the ship had been well cleaned and white- 
waabed, and the cattle were embarked, Mr. 
McI»Uan going across with them. They must 
have experienced rough weather, for 30 cattle 
and 150 sheep were lost overboard. Mr. Mo- 
Lellan cabled their safe arrival, bat said no­
thing about the disease. Nova Scotia cattle 
never had the loot an<j month disease. Mr. 
Fader does not believe they contracted that 
disease daring the voyage, but thinks that 
they may have contracted some disease, and 
that Sir A. T. Galt has been misinformed on 
the subject, as if they had the foot and mouth 
disease Mr. McLellsn would certainly have 
said so. Another cargo of Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick cattle will be shipped on the 
American cattle steamship Than cm ore on 
Thursday.

PORK INTERESTS ROUSED.
Meetly: by the Western Boems 9*,Trade Orel Representation» by the British Consul a* Philadelphia.

Cincinnati, March 6.—The president of 
the Chamber of Commerce received a tele­
gram from New York to-d*y stating that a 
complete stagnation in bog products exists in 
Liverpool, on accounted a report by the British 
consul at Philadelphia that seven hundred 
thousand hogs have died of cholera in Ohio. 
The Chamber of Commerce adopted resolu­
tions stating that hogs during tne past year 
have been singularly free from diseases of all 
kinds. The resolutions will be sent to the 
British Minister, Sir William Thornton, and 
to Senators Pendleton and Sherman. The 
British consol here also sent a despatch to the 
British eoMul at Philadelphia stating that his 
information shows that hogs in Ohio were 
never more healthy than in tee past two years.

Chicago, March 5.—In view of the recent 
allegations concerning American pork, which 
have bad the effect of largely restricting 
foreign demand for this product, the Chicago 
Board of Trade to-day passed resolutions 
emphatically denying the existence of any 
disease in American hogs, and asserting that 
never in the history of American trade was 
the product of our meat-packing establish­
ments of so high Or healthful a character as 
at preeent.

Indianapolis, March 6.—-The Board of 
Trade to-day passed similar resolutions to 
those passed in Chicago.

Philadelphia, Pa., March 7__The acting
British Consul at this port in December to-day 
told a committee of the New York Produce 
Exchange that hisdespatch to England relative, 
to hog cholera referred exclusively to Illinois. 
He obtained his information direct from 
Illinois, where, * reported to him, the mor­
tality among bogs last year was 700,000. 
Should bis figures prove erroneous, the pre­
sent consul will send a correction to England.

How to Tell Genuine Floktoa Water. 
—The true Florida Water always comes with 
a little pamphlet wrapped around each bottle, 
and in the paper of thie pamphlet are the 
words “ Lan man * Kemp, New York,” 
water-marked, or stamped in pale, trans­
parent letters. Hold a leaf up to the light, 
and if genuine, yon will see the above words. 
Do not bay if tne words are not there, .be­
cause it is not the real article. The water­
marked letters may be very pel#, but by lick­
ing cloeely against the light, yen' cannot fail 
to see them.

Lighting Stables.
Very little thought is usually given to the 

proper position of windows in horse stables ; 
and yet a strong light which shines direutiy 
into the faces of horses has a tendency to 
weaken their tight A coufinon point Sort 
window is in front of horree/and considerably 
higher than their heads. Numerous imtances 
can be had of the injurious effects of such 
windows, among which ia that of an officer 
to the British army, who had purchased a 
horse from a gentleman whose stable received 
all ito light from windows situated at the rear 
of the stolls. The horse wsa sound, and the 
officer was perfectly satisfied with his bar­
gain ; but at the’ end of three months the 
animal became suddenly “ ground shy. " An 
examination of her eyes showed that they 
were directed upward, an explanation of 
which waa had by the fact that the windows 
of her new owner’s stable were above the 
head Çbf the atoll. A removal to a stable 
which admitted light on all sides removed 
this difficulty. Another proof of ear assertion 
is given in the caw of a farmer who had some 
fine horse» which he kept in a stable lighted 
only by a small window in one side. The 
stable was so imperfectly lighted by this win­
dow that the door was kept open nearly all 
the time when work was being done. The 
consequence was that nearly all of hie horses 
had eyes of unequal strength ; and two of 
them became blind on the side which was to­
ward the window.—American Stockman.
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A Strange Horse Disease.
A disease, which haa been termed cerebro­

spinal meningitis, has, within the past two 
weeks, broken out among the horses in this 
city. It has not been confined to any particu­
lar locality, hot has appeared in horse rail­
road stables, private and livery stables in 
various parts of the city. The disease was 
first noticed in this country ten years ago, 
when it spread to an alarming extent, attack­
ing thousands of horse». Most of thore that 
were attacked, but not killed by it, never re­
covered their former strength. Veterinary 
surgeons and stable keepers have been unable 
to agree * to the causée of. or the remedies 
for, this disease, but nearly all say that 
meningitis h* broken ont in a more Or less 
violent form every spring since 1871. Some 
attribute the disease to the severity of the 
weather and the filthy streets ; others, to the 
great strain to which herses were subjected 
in drawing heavy load» through the snow, and 
in starting heavily laden trucks and care on 
the slippery street», and others to the fact 
that many horse» were kept indoors for a long 
time during the extreme cold westhet, and 
then, as soon * a thaw set in, token out and 
over-driven. Still ethers are of opinion that 
it ie caused by feeding horse» on corn.—New 
York Times.

According to the London Lancet, the use of 

carbolic acid has been found specially effective 
in all that class of local festering, pustulating 
diseases of the skin which are at once so com­
mon and io difficult to cure ; they include all 
kind of pustules, boils and carbouolea, sycosis, 
pnstularance, and festering ringworm ; snch 
sfrumous sores, especially of the neck, as 
come under the care of the physician ; also 
phthisis in ite second and third stages, and 
cases Vf bronchitis accompanied with more or 
1res purulent expectoration. It is found, how­
ever, that in order to be efficacious, the car­
bolic acid must be brought into contact with 
the part to be acted on, and the Lancet says 
that in many cases where the acid has been 
found ineffective, the failure haa been due to 
a neglect to insure this contact.
