However the point is that all these 
resolution^ and requests have brought 
nothing (hid are not likely’ to bring 
anything from the^ best information 
that The Journal has been able to se­
cure from fountain sources. In the 
meantime months drift on and St. 
Catharines goes without a line down 
Lake Street, a belt line along Carle- 
ton Street, a new station and ay short 
line to Merritton.

Had h.alf a million dollar expendi­
ture been undertaken this spring by 
the N. S. & T. for the new lines and 
a station in this city, as mentioned 
•above, the increased assessment that 
could have been put on adjacent lapels, 
the new houses that would have gone 
up in the north as a reshit of rail ser­
vice, and the revenue derived would 
have greatly helped to rehabilitate 
the corporations finances and assist 
the Council to meet growinng expan­
ses without raising the rate of taxa­
tion. Still nothing is accomplished, 
but the passage of resolutions, and 
the writing of newspaper articles in­
tended to keep the people in the dark.

It is well known by students of 
municipal affairs that one franchise 
has alrftdy expired two or three 
months ago and others are expiring 
and yet the N. S. & T. is allowed to 
operate without a renewal or without 
any effort being made to get concess­
ions on the strength of the situation.

Does St. Catharines know its po­
sition so well that it ignores what 
other municipalities would use as a 
means of securing public improve­
ments?

Is St. Catharines so certain of

where it stands that the Mayor or any 
member of the Council would say 
that the Dominion Government or 
Parliament could not take steps to 
continue the operation of these linnes 
of our strets whether we as citizens 
want to gratat a franchise or not?

with the N. S. & T., and it is well for 
public men to be careful of their state­
ments for facts may be published 
that will show how immature such 
a déclaratior- is.

More than this The Journal believes 
it is doing a responsible public service 
in continuing its agitation for the 
north end belt line, tfie line down Lake 
or some other street and better term­
inal facilities. It cannot find a rea­
sonable or logical argument against 
the right of 9,000 people residing 
north of xWelland Avenue to byte a 
street car accomodation. It cannot 
understand by what route the poinnt 
can be reached that because letters 
have been sent to the Hydro Commis­
sion asking that the N. S. & T. be 
taken over that tfye people of this city 
have to go without what they can get 
and are entitled to get from a road 
operated by the Dominion authorities 
and owned by the citizens of Canada.

ause Stable for Calves?
(Contributed by On' lo Department <* 

Toronto.)

T
HE calf that comes in the 
spring, comes just at a time 
when everybody is so busy 
getting the spring work 

done that he is very liable to be neg­
lected to a certain extent. Young 
calves are very susceptible to disease 
coro- on to young cattle and a little 
lack of attention to spring calves is 
HaMe to cause serious trouble to 
them. ~ -

There are two menaces to calves 
in spring and summer, and those are 
extreme heat and flies, and one is on 
a par with the other. Arrangements 
should be made whereby the ealves 
are kept in during the day and al­
lowed to run out in a paddock at 
night. * By this means they are 
afforded a liberal amount of exercise 
and good pure fresh air, and also 
they are allowed to get some of the 
nice juicy green grass, which is the 
nearest thing to a complete and bal­
anced ration that can be found out­
side of milk.

When the calf is dropped It may 
be well to leave it with the dam for 
a few hours in order that it may get 
the first milk (or colostrupa) which 
is so necessary on account of its ac­
tions on the digestive tract. When 
the calf has received sufficient colo­
strum to set up‘the necessary action 
it should be removed from its mother 
into a separate stall, or it may be put 
Into a stall with other calves of the 
same age or nearly so. If, by any 
chance, the cow's udder is inflamed, 
the calf may be left for a few days, 
because of the beneficial effect that 
the calf’s punching has upon it.

She Finds the Work Fascinating- 
Some Very Practical Hints as to 
Doing the Job — Recipes 1er 
Cleaning and Polishing.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

OUSECLEANING for tba 
most part is fascinating 
work, that is, after we pass 
thé cellar. After all, this is 

really thç most important part of the 
house and should receive first con­
sideration in the spring. Probably it 
will never be known how much of 

. the low state of Vitality fdufid In 
some families is to be charge to illy- 
ventilated, badly-lighted, poorly- 
drained cellars, where decaying .vege­
tables are kept, sending Its foul germ- 
laden air to every part of the house.
If vegetables are stored in the cellar 
they should bç carefully picked over 
and all growth and decayed ones re­
moved. In addition to thoroughly
cleaning, the walls.should be White- • ._ , , . .. „ , . „ i strength and vitality, where can youwashed, and if the cellar is at all i j, ___^____ JïiJçS __ .
damp, it is well to keep a metal or 
earthen receptacle containing unslak­
ed lime constantly present. Not a day 
should pass without the cellar being 
properly aired. In the very hot sum­
mer days, the windows should be 
opened* evenr night and closed dur­
ing the day. The reason for this is, 
that thé outdoor air in the daytime 
is much warmer than in the cellar.
This wartb, moist-laden air enters the 
cooler atmosphere of the cellar, and 
the moisture condenses and rests on 
all surfaces making the cellar damp 
and warm. By opening the windows 
at night and closing them in the day­
time the cellar Is kept dry, pure and 
clean. It is .well, too, before leaving 
the cellar to see that the screens are 
placed properly In ,tbe windows—

It has been 
customary to envy the home with new 
furniture We think it would be easy 
to màke the house look well If we 
just Jiad some new chairs, dressers, 
tables, etc., but. as a matter of fact, 
it does not make the: housecleaning 
half as-interesting as if we have-some 
old furniture (which we have longed 
to discard-for years) to transform 
Into something new. What could be 
more fascinating than the painting 
of chair», tobies and other furniture 
In order to have It harmonize with 
the walls, the drapery, the woodwork, 
and the floor.

It Is not only that a floor looks 
much better If It Is painted or pol­
ished, but It saves time and energy 
in cleaning. The rough surface col­
lects greasy moisture, dust settles in­
to it and soon grimy discolored and 
unhealthy conditions exist. Pine 
floors are hard to keep clean. The 
following methods of treating them 
may be of valu#:

1st. Spread oven the floor strips 
pt old sheeting; to this add two coats 
df paint. This will sectre a very sat­
isfactory bordç,- for the floor and the 
centre may be covered with a rug.

2nm Apply a coat of linseed oil. 
Then All cracks with “Crack and Cre­
vice Filly,” and apply an oak stain* 
and two coats of floor finish.

It is difficult to say Which rooms 
in the house sfipuld reçeivf the moat 
careful consideration. The bedroom 
Is important because it is in the bed­
room the person should receive that 
perfect sleép which will insure phy­
sical and mental strength,

- The kitchen, tob, is important, be­
cause here the woman spends a great 
deal of her time. It will be found 
jpost satisfactory to have linoleum 
placed on. the Jtitaken floor. This is 
easily kept clean; and is soft, warm, 
elastic and wears well. There should 
be nothing in the kitchen'which can­
not be washed. The furniture, walls, 
etd., should be washable. While 
cleaning this spring it is especially 
important that‘we should see y (hat 
all the ptepsils which are being used • 
constantly should be In a convenient 
Place, and if possible, closed cup­
boards should be placed in the kitch­
en. The following recipes and in­
formation may be found of value in 
doing the spring cleaning:

Washing Windows.—Always dust 
firs Lamb, clean, the woodwork before 
the glass. The-glass may be washed • 
with warm Water and soap, ammonia, 
or kerosene, or whitening and am­
monia. In washing wring the cloth 
almost dry, rbise off the window, and 
dry with a Soft cloth and polish with 
a soft paper or cloth.

Painted Woodwork.—Wash in 
warm soapy wafer with a soft cloth, 
doing a Nttle at a time and drying 
as you go along. For Mght painted 
wood use whitening paste.

Vanished Woodwork.—If vent soil­
ed^ use soap and water. Dry very 
thoroughly and then rub with am­
monia or kerosene. To use kerosene 
Just dampen the cloth and after rub­
bing on the varnished woodwork rub 
again with a dry cloth. II not, you 
will find a white glow will result.

Dustless Dusters.—Dip the cheese 
cloth in a mixture made from % cup 
melted parowax.

Note.—These dusters may be wash­
ed several times before they require 
to be dipped again.

There ye many helpful sugges­
tions for cleaning, and labor-saving 
devices appearing in'weekly papers 
i»d-magasines from time to time it 
la a goodj>lan to cut these out, place 
them in a labelled envelope or box 
tor future use.—Mies D. M. Suther­
land, Women's Institutes Branch.
