The I'iamond Jubilee.

YESTERDAY, throughout the
British Empire, the sixtieth anni-
versary of the accession of her
Gracious Majesty Queen Victoria,
was celebrated with paeans of joy
and salvos of artillery. The
greatest celebration was of course
in London, at the heart of the
Emwpire, where her Majesty in per-
son was the central figure of a
pageant, the grandest and most
imposing of its kind the world has
ever witnessed. In this royal
march she was surrounded not
only by the members of her own
family, the princes of the royal
blood, but also by the execu-
tive and military representatives
of Great Britain, as well as of all
the colonies of the vast empire
over which she sways her gentle
sceptre. This universal jubilation.
is not merely exterior and of the
lips, but wells up spontaneously
from the hearts of millions of loyal
subjects in every quarter of the

lobe. There are many reasons
why Victoria’s loyal subjects in
every part of the empire should
unite in honoring the occasion of
ber diamond jubilee In the first
place, the event celebrated is
unique in itself. ' No other British
Sovereign réigned so long, ana
few, if any, ruler in any country
reached or surpassed on his
throne this number of years.
Then Victoria’s reign has been
unparalleled as an era of peace,
of progress, of advancement in the
arts and sciences, of development
in the art of government and of
constitutional freedom and civil
liberty. Wherever the British
flags waves to-day, there the hum-
blest subject of her Majesty is
assured of the fullest protection
to his personal and proprietary
rights. In no part of the British
Empire is there greater reason
for rejoicing than in this great
Dominion of Canada. We possess
a constitution the freest and best
in the world. Under it we enjoy
more constitutional liberty than
any’ other people, and all this
under the aegis of the Imperial
throne. But the ties that bind
us to Westminster are silken ties;
the bond is a bond of love. In the
magnificent pageant that took
place yesterday in London, Canada
and Canada’s Premier held the
place of honor among the colonial
representatives, next the represen-
tatives of the Imperial Govern-
ment. This surely should be to
us a source of just pride and
should heighten our loyalty and
devotion to our beloved Queen.
Not.only has Victoria been a just,
wise and prudent ruler ; but in all
the relations of life, as daughter,
wife and mother she has been a
model woman. Queen Victoria
has outlived all the contemporsar-
jes of her early réign. There is
no sovereign now living who oc-
cupied a throne when she became
Queen of Great Britain. The
Queen’s realm embraces an area of
11,475,127 square miles, about
one-third of the surface of the
globe, and the population of this
great empire is about 400,000,000,
or s little more than one-fourth
of the world’s population. Mil-
lions of square miles of this terri-
tory has been acquired during her
Majesty’s reign, and many mil-
lions have been added to the popu-
lation. In the British Isles alone
the population has increased from
26,000,000 in 1887 to 40,000,000
in 1897, and the population of
Canada has grown from one
million to about six millions
during her reign. When her
Majesty ascended the throne Can-
ada consisted of scattered provin
ces, possessing slight knowledge
of one another, and less territorial
cohesion. From these, during her
beneficent reign, have been evolv-
ed our great Dominion, the bright-
est gem the eolonies contribute to
the Imperial diadem.

Some
seven or eight thousand people
assembled at Victoria Park in the
afternoon. The military were out
inforceand executed their manceu-
veres in presence of the Lieuten-
ant Governor and officers of the
ship. The societies turned out in
force and presented a fine appear-
ance. Addnesses were delivered
by his Worship Mayor Dawson
and his Honor Lieutenant Gov-
ernor Howlan. The, prettiest
sight was the fifteen hundred
school children massed on the
grand stand. Their singing and
waving of banners was splendid.
In the evening there was a bicycle
procession, a splendid procession
by the firemen, and elaborate fire-
works. The city was splendidly
illuminated, and flags were flying
from all available points. It was,
doubtless, the grandest day we
have ever had here, and will be
long remembered. - :

ONLY the marine and fisheries
and interior departments have as
yet brought down the returns in
obedience te the order of the
house for statemfents concerning
the commissions for the trial of
partisanship.

Itis al-
together proper that these parks
should be ornamented and beau-
tified ; they are the lungs of the
city, and as such should be care-
fully guarded. In other cities, no
pains are spared to make such
laces -attractive, and it is satis-
actory that such a good start has
been made here. We understand
that our citizens are principally in-
debted to Councillor McCarron for
these much desired improvements
in our city parks. Certainly this
deperture is most creditable to
him, and we feel sure that for it
he will have the hearty thanks of
the citizens in general.

He was strongly of
opinion that the representatives
of the Island in parliament should
not be restricted in making claims
by the judgment of any court of
arbitration. There was a grave
doubt of the independence of Pre-
mier Peters in the matter. The
premier of the Islafd accepted em-
ployment from the Dominion Gov-
ernment, placing himself under

personal obligation to the federal
executive. - He hoped the govern-
ment would refuse to submit the
railway claims of the island to ar-
bitration, but would carry out the
policy of the late government with
reference to the construction of the
branch railways so much needed
on the Island.

On Monday of last week Sir Richard
Cartwright moved the approval of the
fast line steamship contract He be-
gan by giving an ontline of the pre-
vious negotiations and transactions
He claimed the contract now beforg
the house was better than that made
with the Allan company. In the place
of vessels of eight thomsand five
hundred tons it is proposed to have
them of ten thousand. The speed is to
be twenty-one knots instead of twenty.
He thought more freight adcomodation
would be provided. The ships were to
beat the Campapia or Lucania claes,
or higher than was previously provid
ed. The government had acquired
the right to bring out a number of im-
migrants at specified rates. The con-
tract price was reduced from seven
hundred and fifty thousand to five
hundred thousand dollars. The only
question of doubt that had arisen was
a8 to the capacity of Petersen & Tate
to carry out the contract. On this
point the government had satisfled it-
self ; if they proved to be mistaken the
country at least wounld not have to pay
the money. 8ir Richard had never
approved of establishing the service, if
it cost as much a8 originally proposed.
But a fast line service would give some

dvantage, and he felt at the cost now
proposed he might venture to recom-
mend it to parliament. He reminded
the house that the project would not
involve an addition of half a million
a year to steamship subsidies, paid by
Canada. Its establishments would en-
able the government to drop subsidies
now paid to the Allans and also the
withdrawal of other subsidies. The
total amount of subsidies lapsed would
equal at least $200,000, leaving the ad-
ditional charge about $300,000.

Sir Charles Tupper said he had heard
with great pleasure that the present
government was going forward with
the fast line project. He had always
regarded it as a matter of great im-
portance, and would be glad if the ser-
vice could be secured at the reduced
price. He owned to some fears whether
Petersen & Taite would be unable to
carry out the undertaking, but would
be glad if the fear should prove un-
founded. He asked 8ir Richard what
the style of the ships would be. Were
they turret ships? The minister said
they were. 8ir Charles rather regret-
tod this. It was desirable that the
ships should have been no lesss attract-
ive than the other Atlantic lines,and he
knew of no fast passenger line that had
turret ships. Bir Richard said tbat
after some correspondence the admiral-
ty had consented to this type of ship.
Bir Charles said they were undoubt-
edly cheaper ships to build than the
usual type, which accounted partly for
the low tender. B8ir Charles, referring
to the requirement that twenty-two
knot tenders should be provided to
meet the shipe on the coast and pilot
them in, suggested that similar pro-
vision should be made fo pilot them
out. His farther criticism referred to
the inadequate character of the gnaran-
tees and the insignificant amount of
penalties.  Sir Richard Cartwrighf
gaid the proposed ships were perhaps
not exactly turret ships, though they
approximated to that. It was expect-
ed that the four ships would cost £500.-
000 each, or ten millions in all. The
reduction of the price of iron and other
material and the competition between
builders on the Clyde and Tyne had
reduced the cost of building in the last
year or eighteen months, and doubtless
accounted in part for the fact that a
lower subsidy was accepted. This was
arranged for last year. Hon. Mr. Do-
bell, who visited England in connection
with this contract, said that the pro-
posed boats would be the first of a new
type of passenger ships. The turret
ship had revolutionized the
carrying trade in coal between
Montreal and Nova Bcotis, and would
revolutionize psssenger shipping. They
were a great improvement on the pres-
ent ships. Tbey would roll less and
take in less water; moreover the pro-
posed ships would give greater deck
room than the Lucania, offering a
promenade of sixteen feet wide and
one-fifth of a mile long. Mr, Dobell
had satisfied himself that Petersen &
Tate were a reliable firm and capable
of completing any contract they under-
took. He thought they would make
money out of the business. Mr. Wood
of Hamilton, government supporter,
protested against the whole fast steam-
ship businees. In the summer it would
be impossible to make twenty miles an
hour to snd from Quebec, and still
more was it impossible to give ns fast
gervice in winter, The passengers
would not go to 8t. John and Halifax;
taking risks of snow blockades on rail-
WAYS.

On Tuesday the fast line comfract
was taken up again. B8ir Richard Cart-
wright said he previonsly omitied to
state that a freight gervice was attach-
od to the arrapgement, A line of
l'l:“:ht steamers having a speed not

less than the Beay-— 1ine was to be pro-
-ar and

vided to go to Montreal in summ..
in winter to that maritime port which
was not chosen a8 the terminus of the
fast line. Mr. Wood (Hamilton) re:
sumed his attack on the whole scheme,
reading an article from the Toronto
Globe of last summer condemning the
fast line propogition. Sir Charles Tup-
per remarked that the Globe at a later
date strongly supported the proposition
to which Mr. Wood retorted, amid the
great amusement of the house that the
liberal organ at s still later date con-

demned it once more. Mr. Gillies ad-
dressed the house in a warm appeal
in behalf of Lounisburg as the end of the
line. He asked that the company
should be allowed the option of Louie-
burg as well as St. Jobn and Halifax.
He claims that the company would
save $5000 per trip in coal and that
there would be great saving of time on
the trip. Mr. Charlton followed, con-
demning the fast line project in toto.
Ontario and wegtern Canada could get
no good out of the project, the cost of
which would equal a burden of $16,000,
additional debt. He had opposed’ the
scheme when propounded by the other
party and would do it now. Mr. Charl-
ton charged that the whole scheme was
the result of imperial influence. Bir
Charles T upper, interrupting, said no
imperial pressure was ever used. On
the contrary, the lale government had
earnestly _striven to impress the home
government with the importance of this
scheme, and it was only after a long
struggle that the imperial ministry
could by got to take an interest in it.
Mr. Charlton said Sir Charles Tupper
might speak for himself, but e refer-
red to the present government. Hon.
Mr. Fielding now interrupted and de-
clared that the present government
acted on its own motion and no imperi-
al influence was used. Mr. Charlton
then took another line, and said if no
imperial interests were served the case
was still worse. Sir Charles, interrupt-
ing, said Mr. Charlton was confusing
the imperial influence and imperial
interesis. It was because Mr. Cham-
berlain was convinced that imperial
interests were concerned that the im-
perial contribution had been given.
Mr. Charlton went on denouncing the
scheme and commending Mr. Dobell
for his speech last year, in which the
latter said a 17 knot service was all
that was needed. After saying this,
Mr. Dobell had arranged for the fast
line, but Mr. Charlton stood by Mr.
Dobell’s speech of last year. Mr.
Foster pointed out to Sir Richard Cart-
wright the disadvantage of indiscrimi-
nate opposition which he had given to
the late government. Bir Richard had
denounced the project when proposed
by the late ministry. He had made a
swift right about turn, but bis followers
had not been quick enough to catch on
te the changed programme. Mr. Wood
of Hamilton, had supported his amend-
ment by reading from the chief liberal
organ, but yesterday morning the
Toronto Globe contained an enthusias-
tic article praising the government’s
fast line policy. Let Mr. Wood and
his fellow .liberals learn from this that
there is nothing reliable in the de-
clarations of their party organs or de-
nunciations of their own leaders in the
house. Turning to the contraet itself,
Mr. Foster reminded the house that
the proposed new type of ships was an
experiment and a risky one. No doubt
the men interested in that class of
ship were sanguine, but so was Knapp
sanguine about his rolley ship. Again
Mr. Foster urged that if the turret
ships are a cheaper type and were ac-
cepted, other contractors onght to have
had an opportunity to tender on that
type of ship. He would not be sur-
prised if the service would yet have to
come back to the regualar type of ship,
possibly at a higher price. Bubject to
these objections, he congratulated the
ministry on their contract, which he
proposed to support, leaving the 3
ment to work out its e_xpsﬁm
After McNeill (Conservative) had sup-
ported the measare in strong and un-
equivoeal Isnguage the members were
called for the vote, when the motion
was carried by one hundred and fifty-
five to twenty-two. The minority was
composed of nineteen liberals and
patrons=and three consorvatives.

ME. MARTIN, M. P,, GIVES THE PROVINCES'
VIEW OF THE SITUATION.

To the Editor of the Monireal Gazette :

Sir,—I see by your summary of
debates in the House of Commons for
yesterday. in your issue of te-day, that
your reporter says I advocated “ better
terms” for Prince Edward Island.
Now I submit that it is very unfair to
say so. Any one but a careless writer
and a mere tryo as regards the poli-
tical questions affecting that Province
would not make that statement.
Prince Edward Island wants the terms
of union carried out, and not better
terms. :

1. The terms of union with Prince
Edward Island provided that the pro-
vince would be connected with the
Intercolonial Railway and the railway
system of the Dominlon. That has
never been done. i

2. The system of subsidizing rail-

ways introduced in 1883, to relieve
the provinces of the expense of build-
ing railways wholly, or in part, within
a province, has never been applied to
Prince Edward Island. By a return
laid on the table of the House of
Commons a few years ago, over 42,
000,000 was spent since 1883 by the
Parliament of Canada under this sys-
tem, yet not one dollar was spent in
that Province.

and laid on the table of the House a
few days ago, over $106,000,000 has
been spent by the Parliament of Can-
nada for railways siace the year 1873.

Further, the report of the Minister
of Railways shows that the Parliament
of Canada spent over $153,000,000
on railways since Confederation in
1867.

V&hat Prince Edward Island claims,
and claims justly, is not better terms,
but that the province shall be allowed
some fair share of those immense ex-
penditures—the interest on which it
has to bear its share. As far as any
commercial advantage to Prince Ed-
ward Island is concerned, that pro-
vince has not received any share in
that expenditure.

The province needs that share of rail-
way expenditure now ; but in place of
providing for that, the Government
to-day madly rushes on with an ex-
penditure between Quebec and Mon-
treal, where there are now three com-
peting lines, involving no less than
seven mllions of money. There are
th-ee or four more millions proposed
for the Crow’s Nest Pass, three or four
millions or more for canals.

It is proposed to extend the Inter-
colonial west as far as Montreal, where

the Government of Canada refuses—
at least has failed so far—to fulfil its
solemn pledges and contract with

A MAY TRAGIDY.

BY THE COUNTESS DE COURSON, *

(Ave Maria.)

The 4th of May, 1897, will long
be remembered in Paris; and at the
end of a week, as we write these
lines, over the bright city, so fairy-
like in its spring beauty, there still
hangs a heavy veil of sorrow. Never
can those who witnessed it forget
the sudden horror of the May even-
ing, when the news spread that the
Bazar de la Charite was on fire; how
breathless orowds ran toward the
fatal spot, cach one trembling for the
safety of some beloved life; how,
amidst the wild confusion of the
scene, stretchers were carried to and
fro ; dishevelled women, with burned
hair and clothes, rushed thropgh the
streets, léaving behind them, where
the Bazar had stood, a heap of
smouldering remains. On that fatal
spot one hundred aud forty-six pre-
cious and beloved lives were lost in
less than an hour. The victims
were chiefly young women, girls and
children ; and, with the exception of
a few faithful servants who shared
the fate of their mistresses, they be-
longed to the great world of Paris.
As a newspaper (the Gaulois) justly
remarked, they were ‘snatched away
in the performance of a work of
mercy. “These womer, who made
charity seem so gracione, died at
their. post;  they were doing the
work for which the Son of God came
into the world.” - The Bazar de la
Charite, where so many met their
death that sad afternoon, was an in-
stitution well known in Paris., It
was a yearly sale, organized on a
vast soale, for religious and charit-
It was first estab-
lished 1885, and usually lasted about
a month, during which sales took
place every day for the benefit of
hospitals, convents, monasteriee, re-
ligions schools, asylums, missions,
etc. ‘Many of these institutione
owed their very existence to the
profits made during the sale; and
last year a million of francs were
thus realized. Therefore it may
truly be said that the viotims of the
4th of May *“fell on the battlefield,
where, ip the interests of charity,
they struggled sgainst human misery
in every shape.” The lady patron-
eased and stall-holders of the Bazar
belonged in general to the world of
nobility or of wealth ; many of them
bore historic names ; and during its
thirty days’ existence the sale, natur.
ally enough, became the rendezvous
of ti e gay and elegant world, Those

w's Catarrhal Powder|to this day opinions vary as to the

toilettes, gay talk, pretty faces, the
animation and elegance of buyers
and rellers, made up an attractive
pictore; :1so how much reel devot-
edness and charity were hidden un-
der these/seemingly frivolous appear-
ances. Cbarity is ncne the less real
because it wears a smiling face, and
we know of hearts saintly and heroic
that beat under silken robes and
coatly laces. Mingling with the
princesses and duchesses who acted
as stall-holders might be seen the
grey dress and large cornette of the
Sicter of Charity, the white robe of
a Dominiean, the black cassock of a
priest. It was for the banefit of
these and their good works that the
ladies were busy; their presence
gave a religious touch to the bright
assembly and reminded visitors of
its objoct. Every year the venerable
Archbishop of Paris, Cardinal Rich-
ard, visited the Bazar and gave his
blessing to the workers. This year
it was the Papal Nuncie, Mgr. Clari,
who had just left the building when
the fire brcke out. ~ On this oceasion
the Bazar de la Charite eperied under
peculiarly brilliant auspices. Alarge
wooden .building had been erected
on a piece of nnused land, situated
in the Roe Jean Goujon, between the
Champs-Elysees and the Seine, ip
the best quarter of Paris. The in-
terior of the elightly constructed
edifice was arranged with great
taste; each stall imitating an old-
fashioned shop, with quaint sign-
posts and insoriptions. The whole
represented, with considerable accu-
racy, a Paris street in ancient times.
Each little shop was, according to
tbe fanoy of the ladies in charge;
fitted up with a thoussnd dainty and
delicate trifles; and the stall-holders
were prepared to drive & brisk trade
for the benefit of the different good
works in whose behalf their services
had been enlisted.

On Monday, May 3, all went off
well. On Tuesday, at the hour of
the Papal Nuncio’s visit, the crowd
was great. There were few men,
but many young women and girls,
all radignt in their spring toilettes,
happy, interested and eager, The
picture was singularly fascinating ;
the flower of the aristooracy of Paris
was represenied by those fair young
faces, and never did a work of mercy
appear under mgre attractive colors.
Suddenly a ory wasraised: ¥ Fire!
fire!” It came from a recessinear
the chief entrance, where a cinema-
tograph had been established ; and

exact cause that set the fire alight.
Be this as it may,

The slight wooden building, with its
multitude of draperies; the thou-
sand delicate trifles piled upon the
counters ; the women’s airy drésses
and laces—all was {ood for the de-
vouring flames. The confusion
within was jnexpregsible ; eye-wit-
neeses deseribe it as impossible to
realize. A rush was made for the
chief entrance; but, in their haste,
the first to 8y fripped and fell;
others came and fell upon them, and
ere long the heaving human heap
was caught by the fire, Some few
wers rescued by the servants ard
workmen who hurried fo the spot;
but the greater number of those who
made an effort to escape by this door
perished—either suffocated by. the
weicht of bedies piled above them
or burped 10 death by the raging
fire.  Others,!happily, were - more
fortunate. The interior of the build-
ing had by this time become a fur-
naoce ; the wooden flooring had
caught fire, and from the roof drop-
ped melted tar and bits of burning
wood, and all who remained within
it necessarily perished; but a ocer-
tain nomber of fugitives had suc-
ceeded in rushing, through a narrow
backdoor, onto the open ground sur-
rounding :the Baz:r.- Here they
could breathe ; but, alas! on all sides
bigh walls or wooden barriers sur-
rounded them, and the pitiless flames
were close behind. Some, however,
were saved by the rervants of a
neighboring hotel, who, having torn
down the iron barsof a natrow back
window, drew over a hundred people
from the tiny aperture. :All of these
were women and young girls. ‘With
despairing ories and gestares, they
huddled together at the foot of the
wall waiting for their turn. Some
were already on fire, others seemed
demented with anguish. In the
ocourt, close behind them, some wc-
men, desoribed as “ balls of fire,”
were running to and fro; others, too
much injured to attempt to save
themse]ves, fell down dead on the
burning soil. In s short half hour
all was. over. Where the Bazar de
la Charite once stood nothing now
remained. Under foot was a hide-
ous mass of charred wood, burning
flesh—a loathsome, indescribable mix-
ture ; in the air a sickening smell that
made even slrong men turn faint
“Never, were I to live a thousand
years, could I forget the sight,” said
to us one who trod the still fiery
ground in search of a missing body,
Above, the clear blue sky and setting
sun seemed to mock the tragic misery
of the scene——or, rather, to symbolize
the peace and brightness into which
had eatered those whose mangled re-
mains strewed the ground. Then
began new scenes of woe. Crowds of
anxious busbands, fathers, mothers
and friends, rushed to the spot to
claim their own. All the persons

whose dear ones were missing clung
to the hope that they bad found a safe
tefuge. As the evening went on,
bitter disappointment came to many.
We know of husbands and fathers
who, during the whole of that fearful
night, went from house to house, from
one hospital to another, in search of
their absent ones; and who nex!
morning, with sinking hearts, pursued
their quest at the Paldis de'Industrie,
where the disfigured corpses picked
up on the scene of the fire had been
carried. Here the searchers found
themselyes in presence of rows of
black apd mangled bodies. Some
deemed themselves happy, when, by
means of a ring, a chain, a medal or
a fragment of clothing, they were able
to claim as their own, with absolute
certainty, the shapeless mass before
them. Others, after a long and fruit-
less search, went away bereft even of
this, poor comfort; and as we write"
these lines we remember an idolized
wife, the gentlest and holiest of wo-
men, of whom absolutely nothing, not
even a jewel or a piece of clothing,
was found. The women who thus
died at the post where a sense of
charity and mercy bad placed them
were, in general, young, rich, noble.
In some cases, several members of
one family perished together; thus,
with the Countess de Gosselin died
ber daughter, her maid and her cook.
The Count de Chevilly lost two
daughters, aged twenty and twenty-
two. Monsieur Roland Gosselin, who
is as well knowo and as much respéct-
ed in the financial as well as in the
charitable and religious world of Paris,
lost his mother-in-law and his wife,
both charming and excellent women,
and remains alone withlseven orphan
children. Eight nuns of different
orders were among the victims, and
died with the women of the world,
who had come to the Bazar for their
service.

Among the dead the best known is
a royal lady of the family of Bourbon,
—one whose death puts into mourn-
ing the courts of Austria, Bavaria,
and Belgium. The Duchess of Al-
encon (nee Princess Sophie Char-
lotte Bavaria) was. sister to the Em-
press of Austria, to the ex-Queen of
Naples, to the Oountess of Trani, and
to the late Princess of Thurn and
and Taxis. She was born in 1847,
and married Ferdinand of Orleans,
Duke of Alencon, grandson of Touis
Philippe. Of her two children, one,
a daughter, is married to a prince of
Bavaria ; the other, the Duke of Ven-
dome, married, a little more than a
year ago, a neice of the King of the
Belgians., The Duakeand Duchess of
Alencon spent a great past of the year
in Pnris, mingling little with the world,
but deeply respected and loved by
those whose good fortune it was to be
brought into contact with them.
Their - piety and charity were exem:
plary. Day by day the Dushess’ tall,
slight figure might be seen kneeling
in the Dominican chapel of the Fau*
bourg St. Honore. At early Mass
she was a daily communicant ; and
those who chanced to enter the chapel
in the dgytime never failed to see
her again, kneeling io her “secus
tomed place, absorbed in prayer. It
is remembered by many how, on the
4th of May, she was seen to receive
Holy Communion. A survivor of
the tragedy reports that the graceful
figure of the heroic Princess was Jast
seen standing erect, the flames raging
round her, and her eyes raised to
Heaven: As we write these lines
her remains rest in the crypt of the
church where she so’ often prayed.
We ourse}ves knelt long and sadly by
the coffin. Aaother heroine was Ma-
dame de St. Perrier, to whose care a
lady had entrusted her daughter. At
the moment of greatest danger she
pushed her charge through a parrow
opening and urged her to fly ; she re-
mained behind and perished, but her
friend’s child was safe. Another
woman, missing a young relative who
had come with her, rushed back into
the burning building to seek her, and
lost her life in the flames, The nuns
were admirable throughout. Many
of them found themselves among the
women who were saved by being
drawn up through the tiny window of
« neighboring hotel. They refused
to avail themselves of this mode of
escape until geir companions were
safe ; then, after encourgging and
calming the half-crazed girls and wo-
men whose garments were already on
fire, when none remained behind,
they consented to be saved. Passing,
the following day, through a street
not far from the scene of this fearful
drama, we noticed a crowd gathered
in front of a handsome-looking house.
We inquired what was the matter. A
poorly dressed woman replied: “ A
marquise who was badly burned yes-
terday has just died.” Then, with
tears in her eyes, she added: “It
makes us all sad, though we did not
know her. After all, it was for the
sake of us poor people that those
ladies died. They held their sale to
get money to relieve us.” These]
words were cordially echoed by the
rough-looking men who were standing
by.

else.” And he went on to speab of
the superbuman courage, calmness
and resignation of the mourners
whose homés are desolate forever, So
in the midst of grief and sorrow such
as are seldom seen, spring up the
flowers of fortitude and of faith, of
loving submission to that sovereign
will whose decrees may be mysterious
but can not be other than wise and
merciful, as we shall some day under,
stand. When that day dawns for us
—when, in our turn, we have reached
the land where sorrow is unknown,—
we shall see revealed in the clear light
of eternity the hidden meaning of so
much grief, the merciful purpose con-
cealed beneath what may seem to our
imperfect human understanding -al-
most uybearable desolation.
