had or'y professed himself a Jacobite 
that he might gain the confidence of the 
recusant Chiefs, and thereby the more 
readily and successfully execute the 
Royal scheme of pacification," with which 
he had been intrusted.
' Regarding the Master of Stair, it was 
not to the year 17C J—six years after the 
occurence of the massacre -that he ven­
tured to assrne the place in Parliament 
to which his rank entitled him. But he 
never regained public confidence, and 
died in 1707, on the ve. y day on which

the “Treaty of Union” between England 
and Scotland was formally signed, not, 
it has been said, without suspicion of 
suicide.

Of the two direct agents in the massa­
cre, Lieutenant-Colonel Hamilton ab­
sconded, and afterwards joined King 
William’s army in Flanders, where Gleu- 
lyon, with the officers and soldiers con­
nected with the affair, were then serving; 
and although the principals were never 
recalled home for trial, they have been 
duly punished by the universal execra­
tion of posterity.

As the surviving portion of the Glen ­
coe people had keen reduced tep- great 
poverty and distress by—the-^ostruction 
of their property, and as they had con­
ducted themselves with great modera­
tion under their misfortune, the “Com­
mission" solicited His Majesty to order 
reparation to be made to them for the 
losses they had sustained in their proper1 
lies. To whst extent the Royal “char- 

wore exercised has 
never been definitely made known ; but 
it is certain, however that the Glencoe 
people were invited back to the possess 
ion of their just heritage, and that the 
lineal descendants of the murdered 
M’lan successively ruled over them for 
many subsequent generations.

The superstitious belief, popular at 
that time, that punishments of the cruel­
ty, oppression or misconduct of an indi­
vidual descended as a curse on his child­
ren to the third and fourth generations, 
was not confined to the common people.
All ranks were influenced by it, believ­
ing that if the curse did not fall upon 
the first or second generation it would 
inevitably descend upon the succeeding.
An ektraordinary story illustrative of 
this is related by General Stewart of 
Garth in his “Military Details of the 
Highland Regiment»," wherein we are 
told that the then late Colonel Campbell 
of Glenlyon firmly retained this belief 
through a course of thirty years inter­
course with the world as an officer of the 
42nd Regiment and of Marines. He 
was grandson of the Laird of Glenlyon 
who commanded the military at the 
massacre of Glencoe. Colonel Campbell 
held the rank of Captain in the 42nd 
Regiment in 1748, and afterwards enter­
ed the Marines, and in 1762 was made 
Major, with the brevet rank of Lieuten 
ant-Colonel, and commanded 800 of his 
corps at Havannah. In 1771 he was 
ordered to superintend the execution of 
the sentence of a Court-Martial on a 
soldier of Marines condemned to be shot.
A reprieve was sent, but the whole cere­
mony of the execution was to prooeed 
until the ; isoner was upon his knees, 
with a cap drawn over his eyes, prepara­
tory to receiving the death volley. It 
was then that he was to be informed of 
his pardon. No person was to be 
told previously, and Colonel Campbell 
was direbfod not to inform even the fir­
ing party, who were warned that the sig­
nal to fire would be the waving of a 
white handkerchief by the commanding 
officer. When all was prepared and the 
chaplain had left the prisoner on his 
knees in momentary expectation of his 
fate, and the firing party were looking 
with intense attention for the signal 
Colonel Campbell put his hand into hia 
pocket for the reprieve, and, in pulling 
out the papers, the white handkerchief 
accomp.iiied it. and, catching the eyes of 
the pa. .y, they tired, and the uuforiu- 
nate prisoner wra shot dead. The re­
prieve papers dropped through Colonel 
Campbell's fngers, and clapping his 
hands to his forehead lie exclaimed—
1 "The curse of God and of Glencoe is 
here ! I am an unfortunate, ruined 
man !” He desired the soldiers to be 
sent to the pa acks, instantly quitted 
the parade, and suort afterwards fina'ly

from his Lordship’s house and parks.
The Prince in this instance, however, 

misinterperted the true spirit and hon 
of his Glencoe followers, the principals 
of whom unanimously declared that if 
they were considered so dishonourable 
as te take revenge ou an innocent man 
they were not tit to remain with honour­
able men, lior to march in support of an 
honourable cause ; and it was not with­
out a promise from the Prince that a 
protecting guard cn Lord Stair’s house 
should be solely chosen from the ranks 
of the Macdonalds that the high-spirited 
Chief was prevented from marching 
home his followers on the following 
rooming. “The Royal Adventurer,” 
says Walter Scott, “grauted the spirited 
request, and the Macdonalds of Glencoe 
guarded from the slightest injury the 
house and lands of the cruel and crafty 
statesman who had devised and directed 
ths massacre of their ancestors—a noble 
instance of a high and heroic preference 
of duty to the gratification of private 
revenge." Such, in brief, is the story 
of the descendants of M'lan of Glencoe, 
the fate of the families connected with 
the infamous transaction,and the moral 
speaking stories attaching themselves 
thereto.

* * * *

And now, in conclusion, 1st us take a 
parting glimpse of the hero and heroine 
of out tale.

On the Lochiel district, within the 
lovely locality of Fassfvin, ring up the 
curtain, prompter, and discover the con­
cluding scene of the stirring drama we 
have thus detailed ; and lo ! behold a 
small turf-thatched cot, fronted with a 
patch of arable ground, through the cen­
tre of which a young man guides tl 
homely plough. A Highlander gir', 
wife to the ploughman, is spreading out 
a washing to the sun near a born, run­
ning as clear as ainber, and with the 
warm sunbeams lying in its bed like 
shivered lances of light.

A tine child, of one yeai's earthly ex­
perience, with blue eyes mirroring the 
light and innocence of all pure and beau 
tiful things,'and flaxen locks flashing 
back the shining sunlight of heaver,rolls 
and iramhols on the soft, green, wa a 
ground.

Presently the fond young mother picks 
up the child, and approaching the boute 
door, cries out to the ploughman afield 
with his team—“Malcolm, dear, dinner 
waits you,” and the man afield replies 
—“Yea, Helen, darling and the happy 
pair go inside their lowly home to share 
in the contentment, peace,and%l:as born 
of pure lives and true love.

The 
Lord-Lieutenant is much annoyed by 
the murder nf.Carcy and the nreveittion 
of Kavanagh, the other infur.nets, from 
landing at Melburno. There has been 
angry correspondence between the Lord 
Lieutenant and prominent officials on 
t he tubject.

London, Aug. 4.—A Dublin dispatch 
states It is reported here that the 
Irish informers were prevented from 
landing at Molborne, not on account of 
a fly disposition to thwart their plans or 
tlwidjegiro to interfere with the wishes of 

-fnb fcritiali Government, but because 
the police officials had discovered a plot 
to murder all three of the men, Kava- 
najh, Smith and Hanlon, and to have 
a Mowed them to be put ashore would 
have led certainly to riot, and probably 
to murder. The Invincibles here say, 
however, that none of the informers can 
ever escape, mid that the action of the 
Australian officers will only delay, and I 
in no way prevent, llîcir being put to I 
death.

The trotting premiums of Fairs can 
safely be omitted, tut those for fast 
walkers should be permanent and liberal, 
says the Weekly Press.

“ Beer drinkers,” says Popular Science 
News, ‘‘ are now consuming vast quanti­
ties of very filthy drugs owing to the. 
high price of hops.

J. W. Darrow tells us that the longer 
Paris-green is mixed with plaster before 
using, the more effectual-the application 
will be. This is an important item.

Save the seed of Gladioli. They should 
be planted half an inch deep, The 
first year they grow to the height of a foot. 
Most of them will bloom the third year.

J. J. Thomas calls attention to the 
fact that objectionable names are creep 
ing into our fruit nomenclature. He 
mentions Big Bob as unsuitable to a fine 
strawberry and thinks that Skirts de 
serves a better name. lie thinks that 
the Superb Raspberry is no more superb 
than some other^kinds. “Garfield” is 
now being used to push forward second 
rate, new fruits. The French word 
Beurre is applied to 270 names and sy­
nonyms of pears which would be quite 
as intelligible without it. The same may 
be said of “ Pippin ” among apules.

Dr. Sturtevant of the N. "V- Exp, 
Station tried placing corn-cobs dipped in 
coal tar among the vines to keep away 
the stripped bug or cucumber beetle. 
This “ noxious' substance,” he says ap­
parently drove away the greater part of 
the beetles. ThuX, he found 28 beetles 
on 29 plants of squashes on which no 
preventive had been used, while on 42 
plants about which ) cobs dipped in the 
coal tar had been placed, he found but 
16 beetles. /

Dr. Thurber calls attention to the fact 
that hogs are fotiu of Purslane (Pussley) ; 
that hens are fbfid 'bt it and that it is 
nof'to be despised as a tikble vegetable. 
French gardeners cultivate three kinds, 
viz : the Green, Golden and the Large- 
leaved.

A member of the Elmira Farmers' 
Club, as reported in the Hwibandman, 
Bays that he cut a field of {oats when the 
grain was in the milk and it w is esti­
mated by the fane who fed them a-t-Worth 
twice as much ss good hay. Mr. Arm­
strong estimates oats cut green tor cattle 
feeding as worth more for cows in milk 
than any other fodder. Cattle and hor­
ses eat the whole—the last bit of straw. 
It imparts color to butter the same as it 
takes from fresh pastures.

Tie up the grape-vir.es canes, destroy­
ing the shoot that interfere ill such a 
manner that they cannot be tied up. 
Thin.out the bunches. Sow Hungarian 
grass "seed one bushel or more to the a;re 
upon a fine, surface manured seed bed. 
—[Rural New Yorker.

FROM MR. MACKENZIE

■I» Opinion or gome Continental Cilles.

The Hon. Alex. Mackenzie, M.P., un­
der date of June 17tli, writes the follow­
ing letter from Venice to Mr. Badgerow, 
M.PP, at Toronto :

At you will see from the heading, I 
write from the old, old sea city of Ven­
ice, where I arrived last night from 
Rome and Florence, I often longed to 
see Rome and Italy and the Holy Land 
—the former I have now hurriedly seen, 
the latter it is unlikely I shall ever see. 
We travelled na Paris (where we spent 
a week) to Turin by the Mount (kinis 
Tunnel. Thence by Genoa and Pisa to 
Rome, where we spent three days only 
(I wish we could have made it weeks); 
its gorgeous churches and palaces, the 
grand old structures of the Coliseum and 
Pantheon (the latter now a church), 
though in ruins bear testimony to the 
grandeur of the architectural authors’ 
ideas. Of comparatively modern archi­
tecture, of course, St. Peter’s esclipses 
everything. The vast structure fs won 
derful in its perfect beauty as in its size. 
It is impossible to look at it, be you 
Protestant or Catholic, without a feel­
ing of reverence filling the mind. 
The greatest of all Christian temples, 
it competes wonderfully with the 
finest of the old classic temples of 
heathen Rome and Greece. I would 
never tire looking at Roman architec­
ture. I was only sorry I did not read 
up Roman history once more before 
leaving home. The Tiber is a dirty 
puddle, full ef slime and mud ; the 
city itself full of evil smells which are 
sickening. In this respect Florence and 
Venice are cleanliness itself. Compared 
to Rome, Florence is beautifully situated 
o 1 the Am ,in a broad, beautifull valley, 
while the hillsides are covered with vine­
yards and fine villas, amidst which the 
finest possible roads are built. Every 
city, however, has good roads here. To­
ronto would ill compare with the mean­
est of them as to roads and streets.

It is a curious, though anticipated, 
change here to be met at the station by 
gondolas to convey us to the hotel. We 
sailed through narrow streets for a mile 
and landed on the footsteps of our hotel 
as if landing on a wharf. No horse or 
donkey pollutes the city. No rumbling 
of wheels or carriages is heard, only the 
yells jffgondoliers as they meet and pasa. 
From the windows of our bedroom we 
look down on a canal ; another is on the 
other side. At one side there is a wide 
street eighteen feet ; radiating from this 
are several streets of seven, six, and even 
five feet wide. These have shops, many 
of them really very good. One Grand 
Square (all land) is two minutes’ walk or 
sail from the hotel. Here stands the 
fine old cathedral built in the sixth cen­
tury, the Doges’ and King's Palaces, near 
which stands the old State Prison, and 
between it and the Doges’ Palaces the 
well-known Bridtze of Sighs. We will 
have an evening on Italy when 1 return. 
We leave for Milan to-morrow, and 
thence on Tuesday for Switzerland over 
the Alps. I hope to reach London by 
the 3rd of July, and Edinburgh by the 
12th. I have engage ! passage by the 
Urania on Sept. 1st. 1 hope tu get Cana­
dian papers at Interlacheii mi Saturday 
next, and hear what you are all doing.

A Dish oftnni Pelalees.

After removing the skin from young 
potatoes, wash them well and put them 
in a steamer ; cover closely and piece 
over a kettle of boiling water to steam 
till done. Bring to a boil a sufficient 
quantity of cream or milk, whichever is 
preferred for grwvy, stir in a pinch of 
flour, add the desired amount of salt, 
pepper and butter. Heat the dish they 
are to be served in by dipping it in hot 
water. Put the steamed potatoes ill it, 
and turn the gravy over them. They 
are more sweet and mealy than when 
cooked ia water. Old potatoes, also, are 
better steamed, than mashed and season­
ed ; while I much prefer corn in the 
roasting ear steamed to that which has 
been boiled in water. There are a nuni 
her of vegetables which preserve their 
flavor better when steamed : and it is 
frequently convenient in harvest time 
when kettles and stove-room are scarce, 
as steamers can be placed over kettles 
containing meat, or other vegetables.

The question has 
been enough the puppet of the party 
game. It is now nearly five years since 
the award was made ; and from that time 
to the present the politicians have been 
kicking the boundary question about 
like a football, without advancing one 
step towards its settlement, until Mr. 
Mowat the other day boldly took posses­
sion.

In taking this course wcare convinced 
that he has the overwhelming support of 
the right-thinking people of Ontario,not- 
standing the senseless—not to say un­
patriotic—vaporing of a few reckless 
partizan sKSSts, fitly generalled by the 
Afuif. Their efforts to inflame the public 
by exaggerated and untruthful accounts 
of the Rat Portage diaturbancea, by de- 
acribihg the Ontario constables as 
Muwat's ruftiana and Mowat’a lambs,and 
by representing Mr. Mowat aa the pat­
ron and associate of low whisky sellers, 
rowdies, bummers, and hard characters 
generally, will have no other effect than 
to make themselves look childish and 
ridiculous. Does any sensible man—do 
any of these writers themselves—for a mo­
ment seriously believe these accusations ?

Mr. Mowat in disgracK of political 
life, but out of decent soefty.

Let those who dispute his 
right—the Dominion Government, or 
anybody on its behalf—raise an issue, 
atui carry it into court. Mr. Mowat 
will plead the award, and its validity 
will be at once called in question. This 
issue can be carrieikdo the privy council, 
and it is the only issbp which that tri­
bunal can (lecid -is the award valid, or 
is it not Î If they decide affirmatively, 
Ontario keeps the terri.o ., and there is 
an end of the matter ; if negatively, the 
question would bo still open, and there 
must be cither a ratification by tlio 
Dominion, or another avoitratiun. In 
such an event, which coûtée would 
be taken it is idle t<t surmise 
so fgr in advance. Mr. Mount's action 
s afi‘ invitation to flip Dominion to con­

test h's right. Let Sir John no-,v re­
spond, and we shall soon hear the last of 
the bounding dispute.—[Toronto World 
(Ind.)

JAMES MAROXEY, THE MURDERED MAN,

Last night he stabled his 
horses in 'Trimblcl stables and started 
for his home with another man named 
Jordan. The two wtilked along York 
street until they reached the cerner of 
Pearl, when they met a man named 
Charles Andrews, and an unknown com­
panion. From this out little is known, 
but people who were passing by say that 
they sow Maruncy and Andrews sudden­
ly clench. Maroney being the heaver 
man bore Andrews to the ground. At 
this moment Maroney exclaimed 
“ah ! YOU HAVE <; »T A REVOLVER, II WE 

YOU ?”
An explosion followed. Maroney let go 
his hold of Andrews and started to stag» 

• ger across the street faintly calling out, 
“I’m shut, he has done me sure.1’ An­
drew's meanwhile sprang to his feet, and 
nourishing the smoking weapon, dashed 
along Pearl street, taking the west side. 
Policeman Albert Cuddy heard the shot 
while standing on York street between 
Pearl and Adelaide, and turned his eyes 
in the direction of the report in time to 
see Marnoncy fall and his murderer run 
up Pea; 1 :.r:;cvt.
