For a man who is in
good health, and has the opportunity of taking
constant exercise in the open air, this food is
good and nutritious, but the invalid and dys
peptic must beware of it. Ham and bacon,
with eggs in the morning, however, iy tole
ally easily digested. So is pig's liver with |
bacon; and cold pig's cheek is good either as a |
supper or breakfast dish to those in ordinan
health.  After pork comes veal in the scale of
indigestibility, so that, on the whole, iy best
advice to the dyspeptic isto leave both alone,
with the exception of frizzled thinly-cut
hacon as a relish in the worming. Swect-
breads, whether calves' or sheep's, are very
nutritious and assist in the digestion of other
foods. On the whole, the health-seckers will |
do well to make the flesh of the sheep and the
ox, in moderate quantities, his staple, so far a«

They arve
each tipped with a powerful steel ram, and
contain a strong explosive recently discovereg,
which, after the ram has pierced its way hrto
awall, actslike dynamite in blowing it up.
At a distance of three kilometers these pro-
jectiles, which are fired from a wmortar of
spoeial construction, pierce steel plates twenty
centimeters thick and knock down the strong-
est walls after a few shots.
