Mine-Sweepers.

THEIR PERILOUS WORK.

A fleet of mine-sweepers is clear-
ing a path through the Dardanelles
for the great battleships which are
battering down the forts with their
powerful guns.

the deadly mines which bar the path
to Constantinople., The vessels en-
gaged in this task work in pairs. A
strong cable is stretched across from
one boat to another, and a huge tri-
angular weight, known as a “kite,”
keeps the line well downd in the water
as it is dragged across the mine-field.
The purpose of. the cable is to snap
the mooring-rope which , holds the
mines 16ft. to 18ft. below the surface,
where, if exploded, they can do great
damage to the vital parts of a ship,
such as the engine-room, coal-bunk-
ers or magazines. -

As the two mine-sweeping”’vessels
slowly steam apart sailors at each
end of the cable watch for the con-
necting line to tighten. When a mine
iz located the cable vibrats and no
Then slowly above the
water appears the glistening sphere
whose 5001b. charge of ‘explosive ma-
terial could sink a Dreadnought in
ten minutes.

A blast of a siren warns a waiting
torpedo-boat that a mine has been
discovered. Then the vessel speeds
within a short distance of the floating
metal case, the trawlers fall away,
and a well-placed shell explodes the
mine whose purpose has been frus-
trated.

Sometimes a mine explodes when it
is caught by the dragging cable, and
the vessels on either side run grave
risk of being swamped. The plucky
mine-sweepers, however, who are
mostly North Sea fishermen, have
from boyhood been schooled to face
danger, and take huge risks with a
light heart. Whilst manoeuvring over
mine-fields their crafts .may at any
moment strike a death-dealing
sphere, and then—there is a vacancy
at. one end of the drag tackle. The
British authorities prepared North
Sea fishermen for mine-sweeping by
forming, some years ago, the Trawler
Reserve, members of which signed on

In Bank of Montreal on March 21st,
1915.

In reply to request made by Mr.
Lloyd for a statement of the balances
of the Government in any bank, Mr.
Cashin, the Minister of Finance, on

In acordance
also with the reguest he tabled two |
statements of Government Balances !
in the Bank of Montreal, one for De-
cember 31st, 1914, and the other for
March 31st, 1915. We propose to
direct attention to the statement of
the Government balances at the end
of last month in the Bank of Mon-
treal.
NET BALANCE $451,830.08.

With all the credit balances of
March 31st last added up, and from
the total all the debit balances de-
ducted, the statement shows that the
net credit balance in favor of the
Government on that date was $451,-
£30.08. This at first sight might ap-
pear satisfactory, but the satisfac-
tion disappears when the balances

which make up the statement are ex- ;

amined.

BULK OF CREDITS LARGELY
WHAT IS LEFT OF LOANS.
The credit balances total all to-

gether $1,288,674, but this total is
made up largely of what is 1left of

loans. For instance, one million dol-

lars. was borrowed from the British
Government for the Newfoundland
Regiment. Of this $596,000 has been
spent, and $404,000. goes to make up
the total of the credit balances. Again
$1,000,000 was borrowed for Railway
construction twelve months ago. Of
this $166,017.68 was left and helps to
make up that total.

if then we deduct these balances of
loans as raised for specific purposes
and which must be spent for specific
purposes unconnected with the gen-
eral current expenditure, and leav-
ing in a number -of smaller credit
balances, which are already allocated
for special purposes, - the general
showing is that on March 31st on
current account (that is, after ex-
cluding loan account) there was an
adverse balance in the current ac-
count of three quarters of a million
dollars. In other words the total of
the current debit. balances, exceeded
the total current credit balances (ex-
cluding the Reserve Fund of half a
million dollars) by $750,000. Utiliz-
ing the nest egg of half a mililon as a
credit, the adverse balance after eat-
ing up the half million nest egg, is
still a quarter of a million dollars.
And even this is 1nore favourable
than the actual fact for a number of
the current credits are ear-marked
for special purposes, which cannot
be used to reduce this adverse bal-
ance, which is really larger than
what we have so far set forth.

PRACTICAL WORKING.

A reference to the Exchequer ac-
count and to the balances of the
Spending Department brings this out
in clearer light. The Exchequer As-
count is the account into which the
revenue of the Colony is paid. On
June 30th, 1914, the Exchequer Ac-
count was . overdrawn $301,849. In
cther words the amount drawn out
was $301,849 more than paid in. From
July 1st, 1914, te March 31st, the
amount drawn out was $364,672.44

Basing his remarks on the declar-
ation of Paul in his epistle to the Ro-
mans, in which he speaks of “not be-
ing ashamed of the'Gospel for it is the
power of God,” the Rev. -Douglas
Hemmeon, delivered a very able ser-
mon, last night.

First he referred to the Apostle
himself, and showed his standing in
a wordly sense in comparison with
the twelve apostles generally. The
most of them were representative of
the toiling classes, and most in a dif-
ferent sphere than did Paul. They
were lowly, and in the daily life of
their Master they found the same
traits of character. Not so with Paul.
He was a man of the schools, one who
in modern times would be termed a
man. of the colleges. His entire sta-
tus was higher than the twelve; but
though such was the case he became
one of the most zealous preachers of
the Gospel, and gloried in the cross,
and gave the challenge to the world
by saying “he was not ashamed of
the Gospel,” and he spoke from ex-
perience. The preacher then advan-
ced his argument by treating of the
Gospel as a power. In Paul’s time it
truly was a power, a very great pow-
er, and has been so all down the
ages; and is the same to-day. But
there are some people who seem to
think that instead of the Gospel be-
ing a power in modern times, it is a
weakness. This is not so. The fail-
ure of men to live up to the ideals of
the Gospel standard may he a weak-
ness in Christian livieg; but the
Gospel itself, in its teaching, and im
its' message to the world is just as
powerful as ever.

There were many hindrances to the
power of the Gospel in the world; and
men sometimes placed the blame upon
diversions in . the church and called

greater weakness than _ heresy of
creed. It is the heresy of life, and
we should guard against it. The
power of a Christian life will tell up-
on the world, and would be in itself
‘““an  epistle read and known of all
men.” The entire sermon was very
able and could not fail in making a
(ti'eep impression upon the congrega-
ion.

STATUE.

By GEORGE FITCH,
Avthor of “At Good 0ld Siwash.”
A statue is a petrified hero. It is
a sort of thirty-third :degree -of fame
which some men receive by making
permanently good.
When a man dies and the nation
discovers after ten years that it is
still remembering him it usually
celebrates the fact by erecting his
statue. Thereby millions of citizens
may look upon him in after years
and the young man may be encour-
aged to strive by the knowledge that
i* he becomes great enough some im-
ported scluptor will carve him bare-
footed, in a Roman toga and .put him
up in a windy square which isn’t
steam heated in winter.
Some statues are erected by a
grateful nation. Others are built by
states, cities, universities and
churches. Washington undoubtedly
lcads the statue league in this coun-
try and if we are to believe the sculp-
tcrs he wore everything in the way
of clothes but a dress suit. This ex-4
plains to some extent why statues
are never erected to a man until he
has been dead some time. If a liv-
ing hero were to be commemorated in
stone and were to see himself as he
appeared when a second class sculp-
tor with a strong pull had gotten
through with him he would seize a
hammer and make a few permanent
alterations. 3
Many statues are very beautiful
and idealize the original to such an
extent that Death has apparently im-
proved his looks 300 per cent. On
the other hand, there are sculptors
wlLo cannot carve a great man in
stone without making a pie-eyed
brontosaurus out of him. We should
clagify our sculptors . carefully and
use them as a system of rewards and
punishments. Great men should be
preserved in marblée by Lorado Taft
and Guston Borglum while villians
should be informed that unless they
reform they will be perpetuated .in
mazble by members of the Cubist so-
ciety.
Washington, D. C., has more ssta-
tues than all other Ameritan cities.
Some are’ inspiring. and others, un-
lortuqately, are fire-proof. Every
American city should honor its great
sons in stone and every man should
so live that when he has passed away
ang - tl;ere is no danger that he will
etep on his fame and tear a hole out

GERMANS mrom‘ LOSSES AND
GAINS.

BERLIN, To-day.

A statement to-day from the army
headquarters is as follows: East of
ypres, the British yesterday used
grenades and bombs which developed
asphyxiating gas. On the South
slope of Lorette Heights, Northwest
of Arras,a small German point appui,
six yards long and fifty yards deep,
was lost; in the Champagne, north-
west of Perthes a group of French
fortifications was stormed.  The
Fiench counter attack failed. The
Germans conquered a French posi-
tion Northwest of Uubers in Vosges.
They captured French Chasseurs and
then evacuated the position because
of its disadvantageous situation. A
French airship destroyed window
glass at Stfassburg and wounded
civilians. A German aviator shelled
Greenwich, near London. On the
Kastern front the situation is .un-
changed.

LONDON, To-day.
In Egypt British airmen have been
dropping bombs on Turkish encamp-
ment near the border, while a
French cruiser fire of which was di-
rested by aeroplane has been throw-
ing shells on the Turks mear Elar-
ish where the army for the invasion
of Egypt has its headquarters. These
operations were undertaken presum-
ably to harras the Turks, and the
Tuvrks have not shown any intention
of attacking the British since their
last repulse along the Canal. In the
Carpathians there has been fighting
but no battle which could be com-
pared with those which,the arrival
of Spring brought to close. The
Austrians officially report that they
have repulsed the Rus§ian attacks to
the Southeast of Lupkow Pass, in-
flicting heavy losses on their adver-
saries, but elsewhere comparative
calm prevails. The French have
again been active in Vosges captur-
ing an important height near Metzer-
al. The British, too, have attacked
the Germans in the neighbourhood of
Ypres where fighting is still in pro-
gresss when the last” report was de-
spatched. It is again stated that Ger-
m3gn efforts to bring about accord be-
tWeen Austria and Italy have failed,
a }eport which if confirmed is likely
td magnifiy in the eyes of Italians the
“Iontier incident which occurred yes-
terday. According to latest reports
the Austrians who were passing over
Italian territory actually fired upon
the Italian troops who repulsed them
and in return penetrated into Aus-
trian territory, The sinking of the
Greek steamer Ellispontos by a sub-
marine, off the Dutch coast, is likely
to bring about some friction between
the Greek and German Governments.
Fllispontos was destroyed while ,on a
voyage from Holland to Monte Video
in ballast. A Chios despatch- to
Lloyds News says there were five
Cermans, " including the captain,
among the crew of thirty on the
Turkish torpedo boat which ran
ashore, after being pursued by al-:
lied warships. The weather in the
Gulf of Smyrna was extremely rough.
During the storm a Turkish torpedo
boat put to sea and managed to
clude the vigilance of the Allies, pre-
sumably in compliance with a special
order from Constantinople. The
transport which the Turks tried to
torpedo in the Aegean proceeded on
lier voyage when chased by Turks.
She tried to dodge among fthe small
Islands, but soon realized that it was
itnpossible to escape, and having
rounded South of the Island, the cap-
tain beached his boat on the rocky
shore. The official statement of the
British Admiralty issued last night
gives the substance of a further re-
port concerning the loss of life
aboard the transport Manitow which
was attacked by the Turkish torpedo
boat in the: Aegean Sea. The report
.shows that 24 men were drowned, in-
stead of 100 first reported, and 27
others are missing. The transport
itself was not damaged. The loss of
life was due to the capsizing of one
boat in the water and another while
being lowered owing to the breaking
of the davit. According to the Turks
seven men are minsing of the crew of

BARON REUTERCOMMITSSUICIDE

LONDON, To-day,

Baron Herbert De Reuter, Manag-
ing Director of Reuters Telegram
Company, was found dead yesterday
at his Home near Reigate, Surrey.

Crew Taken oﬂ .
Sinking Vessel

IN MID-OCEAN—NARROW ESCAI'E
FROM BEING DROWNED.

‘ The brigantine QOlinda, <Captain
Courtenay, 'reached port yesterday
from Barbados, after a twenty days’
passage, bringing a cargo of molass-
yes to Messrs. A. S. Rendell & Co. Im-
mediately on arrival it was learned
that the Olinda had on board a ship-
wrecked crew, who were taken off
their sinking vessel in mid-ocean.
They are all foreigners consisting of
Norwegians, negroes, Portuguese and
Russian Finns. Their names are:
Capt. Fredreiksen, Mate Gurge For-
land, Bosun C. Mazor, Cook D. Dahl,
Seamen O. Srence, L. Grimybe, J.
Johnson, G. Joaves. The name of
their vessel was the Golden Rode, 35
years old, 500 tons register and own-
ed by, an American named Goren.

In 2n interview with a Telegram
reporter, the mate said the vessel
left Mobile, Alabama, on March 17th
with a full locad of lumber, includingz
a deck load, for Buenos Ayres. Un-
der ordinary conditions the vessel
would make the voyage in about 45
days. For the first week at sea

ing favorable and the vessel made
good progress. On ,Snday morning,
April 4th, a heavy gale from the S.W.
came on, veering north and then N.W.
in turn, accompanied by a-heavy sea.
The vessel had little sail set owing to
her full cargo. The next day, April
5th, the wind and sea raged with
greater violence and the ship labored
heavily. Everything moveable on
deck was swept ‘away by the huge
waves that swept over the vessel. A
large  lifeboat was carried away
whilst a motor boat was smashed in
smithereens while in the davits. The
ship was unable to stand the strain
and the deck cargo forced the deck
open, allowing the water to get in.
To make matters worse, the cargo
broke adrift and the forecastle and
galley were. badly wrecked. The
crew, at the risk of their lives, man-
aged to get rid of the deck cargo and
started to pump out the water. A
gasolene and two hand pumps were
kept working, coping for a while
with the inrush of water, but ere long
the gasolene pump gave out and the
hand pumps, which were kept going,
were un#ble to keep the vessel free,
as she was making water fast for-
ward and was dipping gradually by
the Head untll thHe €reW were 6bliged
to stop working the pumps as.their
efforts were useless. The vessel be-
gan to fill with water. The crew
were exhausted, hungry and worn
out, as they had been without sleep
and food for practically three days.
Owing to the cabin being filled with
water, they built an improvised tent
on the top of the cabin-house and re-
mained there, until fescued. On Wed-
nesday, April 7th, a steamer- passed
by, about eight miles distant. iThe
Golden Rode’s crew sent rockets to
the sky and then showed other sig-
nals, but no attention was paid to
them. After battling with the ele-
ments so long the vessel was begin-
ning to founder and there was no
lifeboat left to get into, and they
would have been of no use owing to
the tremendous seas that were con-
stantly running. Between 8 and 9
o’clock on Wednesday night the-sky
was bright and clear when the brig-
antine Olinda was sighted and,’ at-
fracted by the flare-ups, bore down
on the Golden Rode and took off the
crew successfully by the use of life-
belts. The Golden Rode, which was
then abandoned 300 miles N.W. of
Bermuda, was set fire to. The ship-
wrecked crew lost all their belong-
ings even the Captain his log book
and gear. They speak. in glowing
terms of the treatment acgorded
them on board the Olinda. The men
are now staying at the Seameit’s In-
stitute.
