A Monument to a
Great Book Lover.

"The splendid memorial which 
George Wldener (now Mrs. Rice) has 
erected at Harvard to the memory of 
her eon, Mr. Harry Elkina Wldener, 
who, with hie father, was among the 
victims of the Titanic tragedy, will 

t for all time he a literary Mecca,”
! says the Times’ Literary Supple­
ment.

“It is the moat sumptuous monu­
ment to a bibliophile in the world. 
Just as Harry Wldener, had he 
lived, would hare become one of the 
greatest book collectors. The cadre 
of the library is entirely in keeping 
with the choice books and M.S.S. 
which It contains If the splendour 
of the place is a trifle awe-inspiring, 
that is perhaps because the spirit cf 
the mighty dead, both authors and 
collectors, seems to be present In a 
more concentrated form than in a 
library which has been built up. by 
many hands at various times and 
with divergent tastes.

A Bare Young Man.
"It la rare indeed that a young 

man, heir to great riches, develops 
into a keen end discriminating col­
lector before he leaves college. The 
number of youthful bibliophiles who 
developed into eminent collectors is 
greater than might bo supposed. 
But generally speaking the book 
collector is not born young; he is the 
product of middle-age, when success 
has been obtained in the struggle 
for existence. In its way Harry 
Widener’s example is unio.ue both In 
taste and achievement. He collected 
those things In literature which will 
live. Some have passed through the 
crucial test of time, and of others 
the ultimate fate is one of which we 
at least to-day have no fear or doubt. 
In these matters, besides his own 
natural Instinct, Harry Wldener had 
the benefit of the experience and 
Judgment of his friend, Dr. A. S. W. 
Rosenbach, who has, In his way, 
also erected a monument to the 
memory of Harry Wldener In the 
catalogue, just privately printed in 
four quarto volumes, in which he 
has described fully the contents— 
hooks and manuscripts—of the 
Harry Blkins Wldener Library at 
Harvard.

"The Stevenson, the Crulkshank, 
and the Dickens collections are un­
doubtedly the three great features of 
the Harry Widener Library. But 
one book opens another; and ob­
viously a collector whose enthusiasm 
ranged from Dickens to Shakespeare 
set himself no limitations. In going 
through the two volume» of the 
general Catalogue Harry Widener’s 
wide literary sympathies are mani­
fest on nearly every page. And here, 
again, nearly every Look has passed 
through some famous English 
library, except, of course, the first 
editions of modern American 
authors, such as T. B. Aldrich, 
Longfellow, O. Wr. Holmes, Whit­
tier, E. A. Poe, end others, nearly 
all of whom arc represented by pre­
sentation copies.

‘The Shakespeare entries com­
prise a fine set of the four folios, 
the first of which belonged to 
Locker-Lampson, and was in the 
Van Antwerp sale at Sotheby’s In 
March, 1907. The copy of the 1640 
‘Poems’ is in the old sheepskin bind­
ing, and one of the two early quartos 
came from George Steevfens’s 
library and has his autograph on tho 
title-page. Both Byron and Shelley 
were evidently favourites, and of 
each there are many first editions, all 

correct” from a bibliographical 
point of view, and many with special 
association Interest.. Among the 
many items of the two Brownings is 
a presentation copy of the first edi­
tion. of ‘Pauline,’ 1833, given by 
Browning to Sarah Floker Adams, 
author of ‘Nearer, my God, to Thee,’ 
who, at least In part, inspired 
the poem, according to a MS. note 
on the inside of the front cover; 
nearly all the Browning books are in­
scribed presentation copies. Rari­
ties of personal and other interest 
âfe to be found among the entries 
under George Eliot, Swinburne, 
Thackeray, Charles Lamb, Thomas 
Gray, Edward FitzGerald, and many 
other names, familiar and otherwise.

Some Fine Nuggets. 
"Occasionally Mr. Widener pur­

chased books as example: of early 
English typography, for there are 
specimens from the presses of Cax- 
ton and Wydkyn do Words, as well 
as from the Kelmscott Press of Wil­
liam Morris. Books illustrated by 
Kate Greenaway, John Leech, Wil­
liam Blake, and others form a few 
of the leading features, whilst In 
another direction we have, to name 
only a few, si#ch desirable hooks as 
Dr. Johnson's New Testament, Dean 
Swift’s copy of Sir Thomas Her­
bert’s ‘Persian Monarchy,’ 1634, and 
Tennyson’s Thucydides, extensively 
annotated by him. But only the Cat­
alogue itself can do Justice to this 
remarkable collection, in which 
nearly every entry is a rarity of the 
first water—a ‘nugget,’ as the late 
Henry Stevens would have expressed 
it.”

Outside Doings.
inWhile the attention of all 

Newfoundland has been focus­
sed during the past few weeks 
or. the election campaign and its 
probable results, things in the 
outside world have not been at 
a standstill. Preparations are 
being hastened for the trial of 
those Austro-German officials 
who were guilty of the horrible 
atrocities, that characterized 
the enemy’s actions during the 
war period. -While the .clamour 
for the trial of the Kaiser and 
his co-partners in crime has 
subsided somewhat, there is 
still a large majority who fa­
vors the punishment of the 
now ex-ruler. Owing, however, 
to the many demands on the 
time of the Allies, and the 
different questions requiring 
immediate solution, it is difficult 
to say when the guilty ones 
will be arraigned before the 
bench of justice. The Leagué 
of Nations’ Covenant still con­
tinues to be a subject of much 
bitter controversy in the United 
States, although the Senate of 
that country is expected to 
ratify it in short, and the first 
meeting of the League of Na­
tions has been decided to take 
place in Paris some time in the 
near future, the date of which 
is not definitely fixed.

* * * * * *
The labor unrest still contin­

ues to be as acute as ever, and 
at present there is much discus­
sion in the U. S. Senate over the 
proposed adoption of the eight 
hour day. According to public 
despatches, the subject is one 
that will take a long time to 
settle, but the result of the same 
will be keenly watched by all 
parties in all civilized countries 
especially in those countries 
where labor is organized and 
fighting for better conditions. 
The people of this country will 
unquestionably be interested in 
the outcome of this question. 
Among other things too, that 
strike us from the outside world, 
is the fact that the Germans, 
in spite of their treachery in 
the sinking of the ships at 
Scapa Flow, with the intention 
of defying the Allies, the Su­
preme Council has notified the 
Government of Germany that 
it must deliver up five cruisers 
and much other property as 
compensation for their treach­
ery in breaking the terms of 
the armistice which they had 
previously signed. The indem­
nity to be paid to the Allies and 
especially to Britain, is of par­
ticular interest to us, as that 
indemnity is, according to Brit­
ain’s ruling, to be partially 
spent in refunding the expenses 
of the war efforts of her colon­
ies, of which Newfoundland 
claims thirty million dollars. 
These and many other questions 
affect us, and fçom now on will 
absorb more of our attention 
than during the exciting time 
now over.

He Scorns Youth.
"The oldest man In the world, 181- 

year-old Uncle John Shell, of Hyden, 
Ky„* says the Tampa Tribuns, “is 
probably the first person In history to 
prefer old age to yonth."

Uncle John Is not at all tote rested 
In the claim of Dr. Serge Voronoff 
that old1 men can be restored to youth. 
He prefers to remain old and to keep 
on getting older. Is old age really 
sweeter and more enjoyable than the 
springtime of life, asks the Tribune, 
to which question it enswers:

"Most of us believe not. That le 
why we make a big historical figure 
of Ponce de Leon, governor of Porto 
Rico, who eought the fountain of 
eternal youth.

"What is there about the body of 
Uncle John Shell that haa kept him 
alive and chipper for 181 years?

"If one man can ltVo to this phe­
nomenal age, why not the rest of ue? 
Will health measures and right living 
ever make Uncle John’s body the 
standard for all people?

"Science and the pace of living un­
questionably alter the span of life. 
Due to corrective medical science in, 
the last thirty years, the death rate 
among people helow forty years has 
been reduced. That the death rate 
after forty Is Increasing rapidly is 
probably due to the growing speed 
and nervous tension of modern life.

“In the United States flu and 
pneumonia have displaced tubercu­
losis as the leader of all life destroy­
ers. Tuberculosis has gone to third 
place. Heart disease ranks second. 
Accidents and Bright’s disease con­
tend for fourth place. Apoplexy is 
fifth, cancer sixth.

"Geography has much to do with old 
age.

“The Bulgarian has 600 times the 
American's chance of living to be 100 
or more.

"Vermont is a most deadly disease 
state. Manitoba has a slight lead 
over Washington as the safest.

"In the classification of the five 
states suffering most from each of 
the sixteen most fatal diseases, Ohio 
is absent except with cirrhosis of the 
liver, in which it ranks fifth.

"Famous Thomas Parr, Englishman, 
lived 152 years. He thrashed corn 
when Le was 130. The great Dr. Har­
vey, discoverer of the circulation of 
the blood, performed an autopsy on 
Old Tom and found his body in a re­
markable state of preservation.

“Tom Parr’s son lived 100 years, his 
grandson 1S2, and his greab-grandson 
1*2, his great-great-grandson 124. It 
was a remarkable gift, old age, that 
Old Tom passed on to Ills descend­
ants.

"Exceptionally old people usually 
come from fan. ilies remarkable for 
longevity.

“It is not given to all of us to at­
tain the advanced age of Old Tom 
Parr, or even Uncle John Shell, hut we 
can all prolong our days of clean­
liness, fresh air, exercise, recreation 
and training the mind to avoid worry.

"The real secret of old age for the 
can all prolong our days hy clean- 
body. like a fine machine, wears out 
quickly when neglected or abused, 
but lasts long under goodcare."

Most people dislike the thought of 
growing old up to a certain age, 
when the consciousness of having so 
preserved the body by adherence to 
the above formula of cleanliness, 
exercise, etc., causes them to feel 
proud of having attained a ripe old 
age. Upon reaching this stage of 
life some men are as anxious to grow 
older as they might have been at an 
earlier one to he young again. To 
have reached three score and ten 
and then passed through the eighties 
and then on up to 131, like Uncle 
John Shell, is something to be proud 
of.—Charleston American.

RELICS OF THE PUSH.
Mrs. Charlotte Cameron, F.R.G.S., 

the author and traveller, has return­
ed to London with many vivid stories 
of present-day life in Alaska and 
North-West Canada, -where she has 
been carrying out British propaganda 
work.

The “character" of Skagway, at the 
gate of tho Klondike, Is a Mrs. Pullen, 
an able woman who keeps the local 
hotel, a rambling old place full of the 
lore of the gold-rush days. Mrs. 
Pullen also keeps a farm, and the 
guests each morning find a bowl of 
milk on the table from which they 
skim their own cream.

Mrs. Pullen also has much of the 
saloon furniture used hy the notor­
ious “Soapy” Smith, including a faked 
card table with a secret niche for the 
old gambler to hide his aces. “Soapy" 
Smith was shot, and curlu hunters 
hove all but carried away hie tomb­
stone.

Mrs, Cameron found "Bob” Hender­
son, pensioned by the Ü.8, Govern­
ment for first finding tho gold, still 
"mushing" along after fresh "strikes," 
In an old broken-down shanty with 
half a mirror and a few old rags for 
covering was "Kate," the Indian wife 
of “Jim" Cormack. Kate discovered 
the gold on the world-famed ‘Bonanza’ 
claim while washing clothes in the 
creek.

Bodice of Gold Nuggets.
Kate never accustomed herself to 

the life of a millionairess, and when 
staying at the Palace Hotel, Saa 
Francisco, afraid of losing her way, 
blazed a trail t<> her room by cutting 
notches on the stairway. In those 
days Kate had' a bodice of pure gold 
nuggets.

Still farther north Mrs. Cameron 
came to the country whore the Mala- 
mut dogs are ‘Snan’s own brother." 
The dogs, used for drawing sleighs 
over enormous distances, detest the 
summer months, and are boarded out 
to Indians living on the banks of the 
Yukon River at 16s. a month. Here, 
very unhappy, they meet their enemy 
the mosquito, ana to get a little peace 
they bury themselves up to the neck 
In the soft mud hy the river until the 
sun goes down.

In the winter there is a dog-sleigh 
mail twice a week from Seward to 
Nome (Alaska), a distance of 1,600 
miles. The dogs cover about 40 to 50 
miles a day, and many compete in the 
Nome “Derby" over a course of 400 
miles.

Mrs. Cameron was struck by the ac­
tivities of the American traders at 
Nome. They are rapidly building up a 
tremendous tor business with Siberia, 
the most valuable skins being brought 
across the Behring Sea In small 
schoonèrs.

“They are Just one big, happy fam­
ily In Alaska," added Mrs. Cameron. 
"Why, even the hotel porter at Nome 
refused s tip. I found afterwards he 
owned ttto mines and two farms."

As Dr. W. T. Grenfell 
Sees Prohibition.

Ottawa, Ontario.—Dr. W. T. Gren­
fell, of the Labrador million, speak­
ing on prohibition at the time the 
referendum was taken on thwhquor 
problem, said: "As I happen to he 
passing through Ontario when the 
question of prohibition le uppermost, 
I am venturing to eay Just a word, as 
I think that there are a great many 
who have not had the problem of 
prohibition put before them possibly 
In the way It strikes me.
, "Ever since I have been <n Lab­

rador, some men with their miiHpwo 
have come dqwn and lived among ue 
to escape the temptation of alcoholic 
liquors. The lose and damage result­
ing from alcohol le by no means lim­
ited to the Ignorant 'classes. AS 
every one knows who will think about 
It for five minutes, It Is a menace to 
the very existence of our race.

"It was a very significant fact to me 
some 10 years ago, when I lunched 
with some Labor leaders In London, 
that every single one of them wae a 
teetotaler. In these days of Industrial 
unrest Is it not a menace to bur very 
existence In England to have open 
saloons as the natural meeting place 
for the man tn the street? Thank God 
that the grave crisis which England 
has just gone through in the railway 
strike was rendered Indefinitely less 
dangerous by the tact that the war 
had forced public feeling to legislate 
against at least some of the worst fea­
tures of the open saloon.

"Let ua remember that those who 
make money hy the sale of alcoholic 
liquors are not philanthropist». They 
are out for their own personal gain, 
and that gain la won not by patriotic 
results of their labor (though knight­
hoods and peerages have been show­
ered upon dealers In liquor) but be­
cause It has been such a sure road to 
wealth.

“If we can see prohibition through 
one generation, we shall find that the 
next generation will not want alcohoL 
As for Interfering with the liberty of 
our fellows, we are not ’wild asses 
living In the desert,’ we are social 
beings who have to limit our liberty 
so-called for the benefit of higher is­
sues than the pleasure of catering to 
our palates. What an Immense ad­
vantage will have been gained if the 
British Empire can go forward to 
meet the new era without the handi­
cap that England especially has had 
to carry through the centuries from 
the grip of the hydro-headed monster 
of intemperance. Write me down as a 
prohibitionist from the soles of my 
boots to the crown of my hat.”

The Fight at
Charikar Fort.

The morning of Nov. t, 1861, broke 
ominously over the tool (tied fort of 
Charikar, hemmed In by towering 
mountains and thousands of Afghan 
rebels. The fort was a mere excusa 
for a barrack building, and contained 
only a handful of stalwart Gurkhas, 
each to prove himself a here. The 
guardians of this outpost of Fngiaod 
were a couple of young English of­
ficers, Captain Codrington and Lfeub- 
enant Haughton, with Eldred Pottito- 
ger, political agent Before dawn 
came the throbbing of a thousand Af­
ghan drums, and soon the surging; 
shouting mass of fanatics came dash­
ing the attack. Potticger, who waa 
in command, sailed out to meet them. 
“Then for en hour," says the chronlo- • 
1er, "hell was let loose.” The little 
Gurkhas fought with the ferocity of 
tigers. As the Afghans rushed for­
ward wave after wave of them waa 
swept back. Pottlnger fought like one 
possessed, continually crying, “No sur-1 
render," until a bullet through his 
chest put him out of action. Then to 
Haughton, a young Goliath, with the 
heart of a lion, fell the command. At 
every attack the Afghans were swept 
back, and the gallant little band held 
out day after day. Haughton was 
only saved from death by a thick 
silken scarf round his throat, whose 
folds Intercepted an Afghan bullet 
Cordington was already dead and 
relief from Kabul seenq&l as remote 
as ever. By this time.jfic force was 
reduced to one half olSgieir number, 
and scarcely able to qtehd from sheer 
exhaustion, while the?4nemy still en­
circled them In tens' of thousands. 
Ammunition became exhausted, and 
the guns had to be served with nails, 
scraps of Iron, and fragments of lead. 
Water could only be obtained from 
pits and hollows outside the wall, and 
the misery was great. Of the original 
force there now remained 350 utter­
ly worn-out men, with 140 women 
and children. The only course seemed 
to be surrender tc a faithless and mer­
ciless enemy, or an attempt to reach 
Kabul. The latter was decided upon, 
and at this point Haughton was sev­
erely wounded. Pottlnger had to re­
sume command, although suffering 
agonies from his wound) and to him 
fell the task of organising the retreat 
—a perilous Journey of fifty miles 
through country swarming with the 
enemy, and hampered by a convoy of 
140 women and children. At length 
clioas was reduced to order, and at 
dead of night the procession filed 
stealthily through the gateway on 
tlietr long Journey to Kabul. Just 
before leaving the surgeon cut oft 
Haughton’s almost severed hand at 
the wrist; he was lifted to the sad­
dle, and, a Gurkha supporting him on 
each side, a cushion held under hie 
chin to keep his head up, the big- 
hearted boy started oR his terrible 
Journey, which, after indescribable 
sufferings and perils, was to bring him 
and his heroic Gurkhas to safety 
within the Kabul gate.

Strikers Set Bomb
to Blow Up Train.

ATTEMPT TO EXPLODE GASOLINE 
CABS AS WORKERS’ TRAIN EN­
TERS SPEERS, PENN, BUT NO 
ONE IS INJURED.
PITTSBURGH, Oct. 23.—Radical 

steel strikekrs attempted this morn-" 
tog to blow up a passenger train 
carrying worker» to the Allenport 
mills of the Pittsburgh Steel Pro­
duct Company. A bomb was placed 
between two tank cars loaded with 
gasoline on a siding at,the station at 
speers. The train was scheduled to 
arrive at 6.45 o’clock, and thirty sec­
onds before it was due the bomb ex­
ploded with terrific force. The gas­
oline cars by some miracle were not 
damaged, and the train, five minutes 
later, arrived safely.

Pieces of the bomb found afterward 
showed that it was made from a pipe 
about two feet in length and bad come 
from the Allenport mills. A scrap of 
paper from the bomb was identified as 
a piece of an I. W. W. newspaper pub­
lished to Pittsburg.

The explosion is believed to be part 
of a plot to terrorize the loyal work­
men. Other terrorist outbreaks oc­
curred lately, and only yesterday 
Louis Kyle of Belle while a passenger 
on a street car was hit In the left eye 
by a bullet which came through the 
window of the car.

There was a large number of work­
men at the station at the time of the 
explosion, and three were injured by 
the concussion. A dinner pail was 
blown from one man’s hand, while an 
overcoat worn by another was wrap­
ped about his head. The workmen i 
were panic-stricken for a time, hut i 
later proceeded to the mills.

An investigation revealed that the 
bomb was placed between the two ■ 
cars loaded with gasoline, and the i 
police believe, In tho expectation that , 
the gasoline would explode end wreck j 
the Incoming passenger train.
