It has
long been tke key of Canadian com-
merce, and much of the railway traffic
‘of the Dominion has passed its por-
tals; but when Canada awakens to
the vastness of her territory, and to
the possibilities of her resources, the
trade of Montreal~must increase in
proportion to this development. This
development is coming. To every ob-
server of the future it is plain. The
1mm1gratlon of the people point to it,
and the policy of re-construction
which must set in, sooner or later,
will tend to hasten it. Montreal is a
great city at present; but it will be
much greater at no distant period.
The visitor cannot pass through the
city of Montreal without being im-
pressed with the predominance of the
French element. On gvery side this
is noticeable. Many of the people
speak the French language. The
names of the business houses are in
the same tongue, and the greater
number of the streets are named after
French saints, or in honour of French
statesmen, or military léaders. . Nor
is this to be wondered at, for the city
was founded by the French, and its
early history was shaped by the
crowned heads of that nation. The
customs and manners of Paris were
brought across the sea by great and
good men of church and state; and
the manner in which these good men
planned and laid out the city, is proof
within itself, that they meant it to be
a very large city. This is now is; and
although another flag has long claim-
ed Montreal, the impress of those
early pioneers is still visible, and will
continue so for generations to come,
Like all great cities, Montreal has its
fine architecture, and beautiful drive-
ways. Such buildings as Notre Dame
Cathedral, and St. James Cathedral,
and St. James Methodist Church tell
their own tale, and the splendid
hotels, and huge railway stations, and
hotels, and huge railway stations,
and public buildingss
generally, stand on an equal footing.
In religion, education and commerce,
there are signs of zeal and enterprise,
while the deemeanor of the public be-
speak law and order. In all its
thronged streets, and its crowded
cars, and its parks and. boulevards,
we found the people going “the even
tenor of théir way,” and we learned,
that great as these crowds may be,
and congested as these conditions are,
there is room for every person; and
those who mind themselves, and keep
their proper places, need not fear.

Many Forest Fires.

Reports received by the Reid New-
foundland Co. state the forest fires
which had been raging about St. Geor-
ge's and between Clarenvﬂls and
Arnold’s Cove, had been extinguished
and that all danger to the settlements
had passed.

The fire which started near Brigus
Junction yesterday, had, last qight,
practically burnt itself out.

Sensational Fire Stories.

The Following is a Specimen of Tele-
graphed Articles fo the Canadian
Press. Who is the Correspondent?

St. John’s, Nfid., June 4.—Extensive
forest fires have been sweeping sever-
al sections of the Peninsula of Ava-
lon, also the West Coast, for the past
week. At Bay Bulls Arm, Trinity
Bay, six dwellings, 'an equal number
of outhouses, ten stages with fishing
tackle, and a considerable quantity
of fish were totally destroyed. The
whole settlement is practically wip-
ed out. Residents saved nothing, and
had to-make their escape in some
cases by putting to sea in boats. Two
girls hemmed in by the  fire, were
forced to plunge into the sea to es-
cape, but had their clothing, hair and
heads singed. They were rescued by
a boat from a neighboring section.
A fisherman, while endeavouring. to
save a dwelling, had his clothes
burned and was saved from burning
to death by rescuers throwing him
into the water,

FOUR MEN MISSING.

It i estimated that the loss to one
settlement is fifty thousand dollars.
The Government is rushing relief,
food and clothing to the scene. A
special train last night reported four
men missing, supposed to have been
suffocataed, but this was not confirmed
up to midnight. Telegraph communi-
cation to the settlement has been in-
terrupted, poles having been burnt
down, and minor logses are reported
from other sections.

The following losses were reported
last night: Twenty dwellings, twenty-
two outhouses, twelve fishing stages,
two lumber mills, all adjacent to the
sea coast and along the railway line.
The fires originated from sparks from
locomotives. Complete and aceyrate
particulars are difficult to obtain yet.

BOLSHEVIEKS MURDER JAPS,

HONOLULY, June 8.

The Japanese War Office has an-
nounced that, according to Russisa
witnesses, several hundred Japanese,
including women and childred, were
murdered at Nicolasvsk, Siberia, by
Bolsheviki on March 12, and no Jap-
anese had been left alive in the town,
according to Tokio advices to the
Nippu Juji, Jepanese newspaper here.
The small Japanese garrisop, com-
manded by Mgjor Miyake, defendad
their Consulate for five days, but find-
ing themselves greatly outnumbered
"they burped the buildings with the
documents it contained, and commit-
ter suicide, the despatch adds.

Thrilling Sea Story.

The four-masted sailing vessel
Speedonia, with 1,000,000 gallons of
oil on board, was towed into Lorenzo
Marquez on Tuesday night, May 18,
her arrival marking the termination
of one of the most thrilling and
dramatic episodes that have occurred
in African waters for many years. She
is a steel-built vessel of 3283 toms,

¢ owned by the Imperial Oil Company,

and was outward bound from Singa-
pore to Cape Town, when on March
19 two explosions occurred in the af-
ter part of the ship, followed by a fire
which swept the vessel from stem to
: stern, wrecking the poop and de-
stroying all the stores, spare sails,
and nautical instruments. Practical-
: ly the whole cof the inflammable cargo
| was carried below the steel deck.

In fighting the fire Captain R. W.
Deeks broke a leg and dislocated a
thigh, and four other men were bad-
ly injured, wlilst the wireless operaor
jumped overboard and was not seen
again. Apparently the captain con-
sidered the vessel was doomed, as he,
with the second and third officers, a
European seaman, and 23 of the
Chinese crew. launched three boats
and left the ship. They have not been
heard of since. t

' The first officer, J. H. Henderson, a

young seamar. named Strays, and 26
of the Chinese and Malay crew stuck
to the ship and succeeded in extin-
guishing the fire. The sails that were
set had been burned to shreds, and
the explosion had smashéd the rud-
der, rendering the ship quite un-
manageable.

The crew suffered great hardships,
as for nearly a month all ‘they had
to live on was a little uncooked tin-
ned food and water impregnated with
oil.—Glasgow Weekly Herald.

Modern Pirate Gang.

Reminizcent of the exploits of Cap-
tein Kidd, an amazing story of pir-
acy on the high seas  comes from
Constantinople. The steamer, which
belongs to the French - Paquet Com-
pany (Marseilles), ‘left Batoum with
a full complement of passengers.
There was, it appears, some little ex-
citement on the quay at the moment
of departure, to which, however,
there teemed no special reason to
attach importance.

‘While the passengers were still
seated at dinner a series of revolver
shots rang out. A band of twenty-
five masked men at once shepherded
all the passengers into the saloon, and
a regular sack of the ship ensued.
Not once, but again and again, the
cabins and persons of everyone on
board were ruthlessly searched, and
everything worth taking was collect-
ed by the pirates, who did not hesi-
tate to strip children to examine' their
clothing The -gang of marauders of
course were unrecognizable, but théy
spoke Russian, Turkish and Greek.

They assumed control. of the ship
for about five = hours, ‘directing her»
course towards the ‘shore close to
Atina, and when within a short dis-
tance of the coast ordered the captain
to lower boats, in which -_they o8-
caped in safety, luvint the, temrlzed
passengers. little.
