At the end

of the family, Eliza was absent in 
Springfield and she escaped. Dread­
ing that the visit boded trouble, Mr. 
Gardner and Mr. Luce went to the 
neighboring cabin of the Mattock 
family, where plans for defense were 
discussed. His first thought was to 
barricade the door and make a fight, 
but Mrs. Gardner, unable to believe 
the Indians would shed blood, urged 
him to meet them in. a friendly man­
ner. According to W. H. Ingham, a 
pioneer, who was near Algona at the 
time of the massacre, had Mr. Gard­
ner held to his plans, the Indians 
would have made him no trouble, for 
Mr. Ingham found that they would 
not risk a battle if there was any 
chance that one of their number 
would be killed.

THE MASSACRE BEGINS.
Alas fo’- the faith placed in these 

inhuman monsters! They entered 
the house and demanded flour and as 
the father turned to get them what 
remained of the scanty store, they shot 
him through the heart. He fell upon 
his right side and died without a 
struggle. When first the Indian rais­
ed his gun to fire, Mrs. Gardner or 
Mrs. Luce seized it Instantly and 
pulled it down, but the other Indians 
seized them by their arms and beat

that it was her brave demeanor at 
this time of horror that saved her 
life. A chieftain of the Dakotas or 
Sioux gave her a war bonnet, an hon­
or never before conferred upon a 
woman and the Indians always after­
ward called her “Winyantokeha” or 
“Wonderful Woman.” As she left 
the cabin with her captors, she saw 
all about her the mangled, bleeding 
bodies of her dear ones and wished 
that she might be one wfith them.

CAPTIVE OF REDSKIN'S.
Terrible as the scenes through 

which she had just passed, others 
even more terrible, if possible, await­
ed her. A tramp of a mile brought 
her to the camp of her captors, 
which was the home of Mr. Mattock. 
Here the sounds and sights that met 
her eyes were truly appalling. The 
forest was lighted by the burning 
cabins and mingled were the un­
earthly war whoop of the savages and 
the heartrending cries from those 
imprisoned in one of the burning 
cabins. Scattered upon the ground 
were a number of bodies. Here had 
perished five men, two women and 
four children and the bodies, save 
the two in the burning cabin, lay 
about the camp, their ghastly fea­
tures clearly revealed by the light of 
the burning building, presenting a 
scene so frightful as to be impossible 
of description. Clark and Luce were 
killed near the outlet on the southern 
shore of East Okoboji, a mile from 
the Gardner cabin. The night was 
spent in hideous revelry that seems 
to have been horn in the lowest 
depths of hell. The war dance on 
the bloodstained snow, the ghastly 
corpses, the blackened faces and the 
fierce yells and uncouth gestures, 
keeping time to the rattle of the 
drums, made a picture such as only 
Dante could describe.

CARNAGE CONTINUES.
Next morning the carnage was 

continued. The four .remaining fami­

lies were tl\e victims. Mr. Howe was 
shot down In the woods. At hie 
home the Indians left only lifeless 
bodies to tell the tale of eight mur­
ders, Including the death of Mrs. 
Howe and four little children. 
Feigning friendliness the savages 
entered the cabin of Noble and 
Thatcher, and then by concert of 
action, shot the two men. They next 
seized the children by the feet, drag­
ging them from their mother’s arms, 
and dashed out their brains against 
an oak tree. After slaughtering 
all the cattle, hogs, and poultry and 
captives, they took Mrs. Noble and 
Mrs. Thatcher. On the way they 
stopped at the house of Mr. Howe and 
Mrs. Noble found her mother lying 
dead under the bed, where she had 
doubtless crawled after being left by 
her brutal murderers. Her 13-year- 
old brother was found sitting up in 
the yard, conscious but unable to 
speak. The savages made sure of 
their work before they left, killing 
him before her eyes.

ANOTHER MURDER.
The three women were required to 

braid their hair and paint in Squaw 
fashion as soon as they reached the 
Indian camp. In a few days the In­
dians broke camp and crossed West 
Okoboji on the ice. They proceeded 
to Marble’s Grove, on the west eldê 
of Spirit Lake. By accident they dis­
covered the cabin of Mr. Marble and 
he was equally surprised at the ap­
pearance of the Indians. Strategy 
was again used to disarm Mr. Marble. 
The Indians proposed shooting at a 
mark and as soon as his gun was 
empty and his back turned. Marble 
was killed. Mrs. Marble was taken to 
camp with the other two women. 
The massacre was not discovered 
until March 9, when a Mr. Markham, 
hunting for strayed oxen, stumbled 
into the deserted Gardner home. 
The dead bodies showed him that 
they were those of victims of the In­
dians. He pushed on to neighboring 
cabins and found similar evidence of 
murder and destruction. He retreat­
ed, carefully avoiding the Indian 
camp and reported to Eliza Gardner 
that her family was dead. Two men 
at once came to Fort Ridgely to re­
port the matter to the army com- 

[mandant.
TROOPS ORDERED OUT.

Major Williams, commander of the 
Spirit Lake expedition, stated in his 
official account that “never in the 
history of our country have such out­
rageous acts been committed on any 
people.” Burial services for the 
massacred settlers were held near 
the cabins where they were killed. 
United States soldiers officiated. The 
four women captives went through 
a series of further agonizing adven­
tures, until the end came to two of 
them. As the party were crossing a 
rude bridge, a young savage pushed 
Mrs. Thatcher into the icy waters. 
She managed to struggle to the bank 
only to be brained by a waiting red­
skin. Mrs. Marble, strange to say, 
was bought by two braves, who 
showered her with favors and deliver­
ed her to the whites. Mrs. Noble and 
Mrs. Sharp were bought by a mem­
ber of the Yankton tribe, travelling 
with the Sioux. One evening a son 
of the Sioux chief came to the Yank­
ton’s tent and ordered Mrs. Noble 
out. She refused to go. The Indian 
seized her by the arm and dragged 
her from the tent. With a stick of 
firewood he struck her three blows 
such as only an Indian can deal, and 
then came into the tent, washed his 
bloody hands and went to sleep. The 
piteous groans of the poor woman 
continued half an hour. Then all was 
silent. Next morning the warriors 
gathered around the mangled corpse 
and amuse themselves by making it 
a target to shoot at. They cut off the 
hair and mutilated the body with 
their knives, leaving it unburied 
the ground.

MURDERERS SLAIN.,
Had Mrs. Noble lived only a few 

days onger she might have gained 
liberty. At the moment she was mur­
dered, United States troops were 
marching to the scene. Mrs. Sharp 
was returned to civilization by her 
Yankton purchaser after toilsome 
days of travelling.

The State 
of Iowa has erected a monument to 
mark the scene of the dreadful mas­
sacre, which still has power to send 
a thrill of horror through the people 
of that section, even after sixty- 
seven years.

Frocks of black crepe d6 chine fea­

ture English eyelet work in white,

Replies to Mr. Dooley,
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—In answer to Mr. W. M. 
Dooley regarding the murders of 
three thousand Haitians by American* 
Marines, may I say that, no matte C 
what the whitewash commission o£ 
inquiry said or will say, or what any-; 
body else appointed as a camouflage* 
will say, there Is no doubt about the* 
murders—they were perpetrated andJ 
no amount of whitewash can removal 
the deep stain which has been put onJ 
the American flag—put there with the£" 
Hawaiian and the Philippine Island si- 
stains. American republican prlncl-^y. 
pies have been hamstrung since 1893* 
and, to judge by. recent events, the ^2 
cords are withering away fast.

As to the morality, humaneness — 
and goodness of the American Marine, 
may I say that, in so far as soldier­
ing is concerned, I have no quarrel^ — 
with Mr. Dooley’s statement? The- ~ 
point is, however, that the averager 
intelligence of Marines is no higher 
than the average intelligence of sol­
diers who in times of peace volun­
tarily enlist anywhere—and the moral 
significance for any of their acts is 
not a matter which causes them many 
sleepless nights. Also, have we not 
heard of mistaken patriotism? But, 
enough of that. When I indicted the 
Marines I did not indict the individual 
Marine—it was the American gov­
ernment, and those interests which, 
it represented, which caused the 
murders to be committed.

Major-General Lejeune—no, it was 
not he; it was the commanding offi­
cer before his time—stated that, 
while he was in charge of the Marines 
in Haiti, three thousand Haitians 
were killed by his forces. Lejeune, 
who denied that “indiscriminate kill­
ings” had taken place, was in charge 
following the episodes to which I re­
ferred in my former letter, and his 
denial was made before the admission 
of his predecessor. As to whether 
Haitians are savages or not, I have 
nothing to say except that that is no 
justification, except with moral per­
verts, and American Marines, for 
murdering them.

Mr. Dooley says that the Ameri­
cans waged no campaign in Hawaii 
and that not one American shot was 
fired there. That is so. I did not say 
that they had and did. I do say, tho, 
that the coup d’etat of the "revolu­
tionaries” in Hawaii was carried out 
with the understanding and help of 
the Americans and that, also, Ameri­
can guns were sent ashore to pro­
tect the revolutionaries in their work.
As to the “voluntary" annexation ot 
the Hawaiians to America, there is a 
story to be told about that, too. If 
Mr. Dooley wishes to have this matter 
of Hawaii thrashed out, nothing wilt 
give me greater pleasure.

Mr. Dooley makes reference, too, 
to Philippine Islands. He says that 
Aguinaldo recently landed American 
rule. That may or may not be so; 
certainly it does not whitewash the 
terrible treachery and brutality of the 
Americans—including Dewey—in first 
allying themselves with Aguinaldo, as 
leader of the people of the Philippine 
Islands, in repulsing the Spaniards, 
and then, when that was done, turn­
ing on Aguinaldo and his army, 
“buying" their country from under 
their feet and announcing that, hence­
forth, they proposed to rule Philippine 
Islands and that the Philippine had
to be docile or get shut up. If Mr.___
Dooley wishes to enter into this sub­
ject I shall be delighted to comply.

May I say, sir, (aitho it is rather
personal) that X have no hatred for----
the American people, whom I regard 
with much respect and some love? - 
My quarrel is with their Trust-con- ~~ 
trolled governments. The American —- 
people, cosmopolitan, socially demo- —— 
cratic, progressive, are at heart 
sound, and if they were in possession 
of the facts and it was left to them, 
there can be no doubt as to what 
action they would have taken in the 
matter of Hawaii, Philippine Islands 
and Haiti. The sugar trust and the 
rubber trust and the tobacco trust are 
not the heart of America, sir; nor 
can they be taken as representing the 
sentiment of America. Rather are 
they the scab on the American body 
politic and civic.

May I look forward for a reply 
from Mr. Dooley?

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Let Harbor Main
Remember.

The electors of Harbor Main 
will have an opportunity of pro­
nouncing upon many questions | are asked to 
of public importance on March 
12th. The matters which will 
be put before them and on which 
they will be asked to pronounce 
intelligently and convincingly 
will be those which seriously 
affect this Dominion in an econ­
omic sense and we feel sure that 
their decision will be intelligent­
ly given in the best interests of 
Newfoundland. The Coaker- 
Squires Party appealed to the 
country in November, 1919 on a 
policy of political reform coup­
led with a policy of retrench­
ment and economy. They be­
rated the Cashin Government 
with trumped up charges of 
graft, incompetency, and reck­
less expenditure of public funds.
They did not give credit to the 
Cashin Party for their success­
ful handling of difficult problems 
arising out of the war, nor did 
they explain that the heavy ex­
penditures which called for in­
creased estimates were in any 
way due to the ^abnormally ex­
pensive burdens which the war 
had placed upon the country.
They merely said that the Cash­
in Party was a party of graft­
ers who were bent on destroy­
ing the Dominion, that those 
associated with Cashin were 
bent on a policy of extrava­
gance with the sole desire of 
growing rich out of the public 
funds, and all that was neces­
sary to save the Dominion from 
the financial ruin into which we 

~ were drifting was a change from 
Cashin and Crosbie to Squires 
and Coaker. The people heed­
ed the cry of the false prophets, 
who were bent on luring them to 
their destruction. They endors­
ed the policy of the Coaker- 
Squires Party, they foolishly 
followed blindly the bland, 
empty utterances of the glib- 
tongued party leaders, who were 
out to loot, and the result was

Laymen’s Contention.
A second meeting of the Convention 

of Lay Agencies of the St. John’s Dis­
trict of the Methodist Church was 
held at Gower Street Church last 
night. Mr. I. C. Morris acted as 
chairman. The general subject of the 
session was Young Men’s Organiza­
tions. Two addresses were delivered, 
the first by Mr. Cbesley Bowden on 
“What should the Methodist Churches 
of the city do for their Young Men 
during the week,” and a second by 
Mr. H. N. Burt on “The Ideal Organi­
zation .for Methodist Boys and Young 
Men.” Mr. Bowden in a very excel­
lent and well delivered speech made 
a strong plea for united action on the 
part of all the churches for the solu­
tion of the Young Man problem. Mr. 
Bowden said, “We cannot expect to 
reap where we have not sown." The 
Church doors are practically closed to 
our young men during the whole of 
the week, except for the Friday night 
prayer service. We should sink all 
differences and unite—the common 
cause of providing our young men 
with that institution which shall make 
possible the development of that 
which is highest and noblest and best 
in every ydung man, and thus provide 
the Church and State with that type 
of citizen for which the world stands 
sadly in need to-day.

Mr. Burt followed and in the course 
of his address said that the Methodist 
Church of this city had a constituency 
of approximately 700 youths and 
young men to look after. Reference 
was made to organizations which we 
have at present, such as the M.C.L.I., 
the Gower Street Boy Scouts, Wesley 
Church Debating Club, Methodist 
Guards, etc., and urged the establish­
ment of an organization which would 
embody all the advantages of those 
Institutions referred to. “We are sad­
ly lacking in leadership,” said Mr. 
Burt, which is mainly responsible for 
the failure to establish that institu­
tion which would provide the missing 
link between our young men and the 
churches, and observing that only a 
few years can elapse at the most when 
the young men of to-day wili have to 
take the places of those who now oc­
cupy responsible positions both In 
Church and Stato. The vital,-import­
ance of producing the very highest 
type of character should be apparent 
to all.

In the discussion which followed, 
Dr. Curtis, Messrs. Wm. Peters, Albert 
Soper and Eugene Lindsay took part.

WORKING MOST SUCCESSFULLY.

It may interest the people of St. 
John's to hear of the good work 
started in Ocober last in two of the 
Outsort Districts by the first two 
nurses under the Outport Nursing 
Committee whom Lady Harris brought 
back with her from England. The 
scheme is working most successfully, 
so much so, indeed, that the two other 
nurses engaged and coming out in 
April are both already promised to 
districts requiring their aid. The 
biggest things have often the small­
est beginnings, and it is the ambition 
of the Committee to see a chain of 

i nurses extending over all those Out- 
! ports in the Colony where medical 
' aid is so sadly needed.

The Committee appointed under 
Minute of Council consist of the 
Honourable Dr. Campbell (Chair­
man), Lady Harris (Secretary*- 
Treasurer) to whom all communica­
tions should be addressed ,Mrs. 
Squires, Hon. W. W. Halfyard, and 
Rev. Dr. Jones.

The whole scheme is on a firm 
basis, the Government guaranteeing 
the salaries and medical equipment 
of the nurses to begin with.

The idea is that the work shall in 
time be self-supporting or very near­
ly so. It is no charity concern, and

; every patient pays for the attention 
; of the nurse, and is ready to do so,

The nurses are boarded either in 
a clergyman’s family or elsewhere, 
as convenient, and each have their 
little surgery, where they see patients 
and dispense medicines ; in neces­
sary cases they of course visit the 
patients. The two nurses now out 
here hold very high qualifications im- 
cluding midwifery; one of them is 
able to extract teeth, having studied 
at a dental clinic before coming out. 
That the hardships these nurses have 
to face are very real no one who 
knows the Outports will question, es­
pecially in winter weather, but they 
are strong, brave-hearted women, 
who will go far to alleviate suffering 
and whose ideal of duty is a lofty 

. one!
We feel the best mode of giving to 

the public some conception of the 
work being done is to quote extracts 
from th enurses' letters, but before 
doing so, here is a letter from a 
Clergyman of one of the districts 
where a nurse is located, 

i “Dear Lady Harris.—I am writing 
this to say how thankful and glad
we- are to have Nurse----------- with us
in the Parish, and to thank you very 
much for the very great interest you 
have taken in us.

I intended writing before, but that 
I have been away from headquarters 
a good deal. The nurçe is doing a 
most valuable work and our people 
like her very much indeed, and we 
are more than grateful for her ser­
vices. She is kept busy and she evi­
dently enjoys her work amongst our 
people. I am more than thankful 
that we could secure her services. I 
am sure I cannot express just how 
much it means to us all. We shall 
do all in our power to make her com­
fortable, happy and content.

Attention is directed in the report 
of “Lloyd’s Register of Shipping.” 
just issued, to the great increase in 
the use of oil fuel for ships. During 
the year 426 new ships of 1 «995,788 
tons gross, compared with 211 of 1,- 
193,650 tons in the previous twelve 
months, were fitted for burning nil. 
Many other ships have been survey­
ed with a view to their conversion 
into oil burners.

Big Mineral Discovery.
ST. JOHN’S HAN INTERESTED IN 

LAK6E AREAS IN AUS­

A gentleman,of the city is in re­
ceipt of a letter from Mr. Geo. E. 
Beams, a well known citizen, who is 
now in Vienna, the capital of Aus­
tria. In the communication Mr. 
Beams says:—He has Ju*t returned 
from the Austrian Alps, where he, has 
a staff of mining engineers inspect­
ing a platinum and gold area of some 
12,000 aerqs extent The property 
has been purchased by lfr<- Beams 
and associates of London and Paris, 
the purchase price running Into mil­
lions of dollars. The report of the 
engineers is that the quantity of ore 
in sight is sufficient to feed 100 
stamp mills for over 1600 years, and 
the average value from the various 
assays Is' about £6 per ton. This 
discovery In which our townsman is 
interested Is regarded as one of the 
greatest of the 20th century. Mr. 
Beams addg_that the property is well 
situated, with ample water power 
nearby, and labor plentiful and cheap, 
and that the climate was all that 
could be deeired, there being no snow 
up to Dec. 20th the time of writing.

These openings we know as sum- 
spots, and the differences -in the 
shadow of the spots were taken to 
be buildings beside which St. Paul's 
Cathedral would he a mere toy.

LUSHING TRADE.
I »m informed on reliable authority 

that there is a prospect of the great 
book publishing firms in London, or 
many of them, making arrangements 
under which they will do their own 
printing and binding of the books 
which they publish. At present there 
are a few publishers in the country 
who have their own printing presses, 
in which in some cases the whole and 
in other cases part of their books are 
printed; but in most instances the 
printing and book-binding are done 
for publishers by independent or­
ganisations. The idea is that the 
change Vill, in many eases at least, 
be brought about by triple amalgama­
tion- -the publisher, the printer» and 
the binder in each case combining in­
to one great firm. The reason for the 
change is not far to seek. The enorm­
ous expenses in the publishing trade 
arising out of war and post-war con­
ditions are by no means falling off. 
Though there has been a slight de­
crease in the cost of paper, the cost 
of printing lias again recently risen, 
and within the last few days the cost 

! of engraving for illustràtions has suf-

patching approved ex-service men 
by the limited shipping accommoda­
tion available. I learn that Scotland 
is now supplying a large percentage 
of the applicants for emigration pri­
vileges. Msny ex-service men, after 
wearily waiting fdr the results of ex­
periments on small holdings, have 
abandoned the hope of finding a niche 
on the land at homë.

PROPER PAT TOR NURSES.
Trained r.urees have as a class been 

for a long time notoriously underpaid, 
but X hear that the tendency among 
hospitals nowadays is to pay their 
probationers at a high rate, some­
times giving these untrained women 
nearly as much as the qualified nur­
ses. This queer state of things is due 
to the great difficulty ih obtaining 
probationers, which has forced the dif 
ferent institutions, especially the hos­
pitals under the Poor Law, to com­
pete against each other for the limited 
number of women available. The re­
sult has not been fortunate. If the 
trained nurses were adequately paid 
there are probably many educated 
women who would be willing not on­
ly to take up the work but to under-

stolen because she was too poor to 
buy. It is not necessity that makes 
the shop-lifter, but vanity, love of 
finery, and sheer gfeed. Why the well- 
to-do woman of social position should 
take such a terrible rigk for the sake 
of getting something tor nothing-will 
always be a mystery. If she persists 
in doing it she pays the penalty just 
like the professional shop-lifter with 
a record of previous convictions, but 
probably many % woman never re­
peats the offence after having had the 
humiliating experience of being tak­
en to the firm’s private room to admit 
her guilt antf surrender the stolen 
property. Never in any circumstances 
is she allowed to pay for and retain 
what -she has stolen. Sometimes two 
worn e» go together on a marauding 
expedition, but it is quite possible for 
a woman who is shopping wthx an­
other, to steal thngs without her com­
panion knowing. That leads to an em­
barrassing position, for naturally the 
second woman also falls under sus­
picion.
