Indeed such allu-
sions to actual sites as were made re-
ferred to places outsidé those limits.
‘We think it can be said that the case
was conducted in a spirit fully in
keeping with the greatness of the is-
sue involved, and with an absence of
local feeling worthy of a locality that
has so much to recommend it as Vic-
toria has. We may add that the
Commissioners have decided that they
will content themsefves with hearing
what the advocates of the several-lo-
calities may desire: to advance, and
will not conduct an. . examination of
those who appear hefore them.

Here thé Victoria Lumber Company has its
huge lumber mills. Logs are brought down
from the forest to the mill by the company’s
own locomotives and cars running on its pri-
vately owned track, and ocean-going. steam-
ers and sailing vessels load the sawn lumber at
a wharf alongside the mill for almest: every
habitable part of the globe. Soon after leaving
Chemainus the railroad enters the great coal-
bearing district which exists for many miles
along the eastern coast of the island.

PHEASANT REARING IN THE UNITED
Vo STATES . - - .

. The.department of agriculture at ashing-
ton has issWued a useful = Bulletin ~dealing
with the subject of pheasant rearing from a
industrial point of view. It describes the vari-
ous species of true ‘pheasants: and their im-
mediate allies, and gives a_sketch' of the ac-
climatisation of the pheasant in FEurope and
its introduction into the United States, Aus-
tralia;, and: New'" Zealand.- The first attempt
to acclimatise pheasants in the United States
was made more than a century ago by Richard
Bache, an Englishman, who married the only
daughter of Benjamin Franklin. He im-
ported from England pheasants and partridges
-which he.liberated on his estate in. New - Jersey,
near the spot where the town of-Beverly now
stands. ' But,  although he provided food and

shelter, the birds had disappeared'by. the fol-

lowing spring.. Many similar attempts met
with like failure. However, about thirty years
ago a-successful attempt was made. to intro-
duce the pheasant into Oregon.,and since-then
acclimatisation ~experiments hayve foHowed
broader lines and assumed greater importance.

- Many States have established game:farms

' and pheasantries ,and in others the work has

been undertaken by individuals and associa-
tions. Most of the commercial pheasantries
established in the States and Canada have been
short-lived, but some have succeeded and have
proved an important source of revenue to their
proprietors. - The private presérves have been
as a rule, fairly successful,  On some.English
gamekeepers and ' English methods are em-
ployed; others. are -American in - character,
though- - borrowing largely . from: the! fong ex-
perience of England . and other countries of
Europe. The failure of many ‘efforts to add
pheasants to the native fauna:is attributed to
insufficient knowledge of .thir habits and: the
character ‘of their normal environment.
