DEVASTATED BY A CYCLONE.

Loss of Life and Destruction of Property
in Wisconsin.

CrEAR LAxE, Wis.,, Sept. 10.—Yester-
day’s cyclone camsed general devastation
hereabouts. The greater portion of the
town is in ruins. The scene after the
storm passed over was horrible in the ex-
treme, men, women and children runniog
about in a perfect frenzy of excitement and
fear. Here and there people could be seen
coming out of their c.l'ars almost paralyzed
with feap, The strongest of men wept as
a little }ild for no human power could
have fesisted the terrible force. One

house of brick vaneer was taken from its
foundation and turned completely around.
A large barn was blown away, leaving the
floor and maggers with the horses -
fully eatiag their supper. A little child
was taken in the arms of the tempest and
h{:ded ig ‘the branches of & tree, but
slightly injured. One large frame house
was blown completely out of sight. Not
one particle of the house or furniture could
be found, theugh search for a mile was
made in the track of the storm. The
family had taken refuge in the cellar.
Many families are left destitute, not a
vestige of their worldly possessions re-/
maining, A

The cyclone struck Clayton, Chippews
Falls, Rock Rapids, White Bear e and
other places in Wisconsin doing more or
less damage, Half of the eighteen struc-
tures at Clayton were blown down.
George Rutherford was injured at Grant.
Ira J. Soule received severe injuries.
Where wire fences enclosed pasture lands
horses and cattle were blown against them
and badly cut up,

We in Canada are pretty heavy borrow-
“ers, 100, &8 is shown not only by our pub-
lic debts, government snd municipal, but
By the heavy aggregate of loans to indi-
vidusls from companies, from capital sup-
plied mostly from Britein. Our govern-
mens debts are not alarming as yet, as we
have a pretty good percentage of value
" receivedyto show for them, in the shape of
public /works that are helping to develop
the country. The large amount of loans
on farm property is not a .gosd sign, but
there is reason to believe that such loans
are not expanding at present, but are
rather in process of contraction by being
paid off. Our public works are on a scale
far beyond _ present ;needs, but the
country is all the time growing up to them;
and it may be said that with Canada the
era of any very large expenditure on pub-
lic works is rapidly drawing to a close.

Mr. Wilson sets forth the large propor-
tion of both business and-farming done on
borrowed money in Australia as the great
evil. That no doubt is important, but the
greatest evil of all we should say is the
enormous amount of imports per head of
the population. This it is, mainly, which
works up the huge balance of debt against
the southern colonies. The figures given
above shows that New South Wales im-
ported in 1871 to the amount of about £18
per head: .nd in 1882 abeut £26 per head
of the p pulation. Victoria imported in
1871 about £17 sterling per head of the

population; in 1882 about £20 per head. |
Canada imports at the rate of only 826 per |

head, or say £5 sterling; while our exports
count about $20 per head, or say £4 sterl
ing.

In 1871 New South Wales exported to
