WixNiPee, May 20.—The Montreal
garrison artillery, who arrived by the all-
rail route to-day, are camped on the
oricket grounds adjoining the parliament
buildings.

The Battle of Batoche.

An account by letter of the battle of
Batoche says the answer to Riel’s threat
that he would massacre the prisoners was
& charge which drove the .rebels from
their position, and encompassed their de-
feat. When the advance was ordered, the
00th battalion occupied the right, the
Grenadiers the centre, and the Midland
the left, while the Gatling brought up the
rear. The Grenadiers were the first to

A party of half-breeds gpdeavored to es-
cape across the river, but when in the
midst of the stream a shell from the
battery was laid apon their scow, and-
when the smoke cleared away the empty
barge was seen floating helplessly down
the river, the cable being broken, and
those on ,hoard the scow either killed or
thrown into the water,

Letters from the Boys,

The post yesterday brought a large num.
ber of letters from Queen’s Own men at
Battleford, They all describe more or less
the situation there, and give especial
prominence to the fight with Poundmaker,
We have only room to make extracts from
them, which throw a new light on that
fight. Lieut. Brock writes:

I was attached to No. 3 company, %O.R..
but managed to get transferred to No, 1°
‘which was the only Q.0.R. company ordered
%o the front. ' We weeded out about twelve
men, and took six from No. 4, three from No. 3
and three from No. 2 to replace them.

We went on about six miles and reached
a streams ‘“‘Cut Knife,” and were gomg up the
hill when I, while walking beside my baggage
‘wagon about 5 a.m., heard shots in front, and
Capt. Mutton rode down and said:

Capt. Brown, extend your company to the
south and skirmish your men along the ravine
about 200 yardsin front of you.” We yelled
sut. “Queen’s Own, form up.” Capt. Brown
Shen said: ‘“Mr. Brock, yon will take charge
of the left half. Queéen's Own, from the right,
six pacesextend!” Wedoubled out, and ngom
commenced whizzing over our heads, When
we reached the brink of a coulee about 200
yards ahead, Isaid: ‘“Men, lie down; take all
the cover you can, and don’t waste your am-
munition. Fire low.” We kept on for about
an hour, and final:y, after kiling five or six
of them, we dislodged them.

1 told off the men, none of uson the left
being hurt as yet, and cautiously advanced,
and got o the top of the hill without losing a
man, <©Over the brink we saw the Indians
about 450 yards in advance quite plainly—
about 70 or 80 of them—and we commenced
work again. In abouttwominutesshots came
over our left shoulders as well as in front, and
one struck the ground where I was crouching
about a foot in front of me and filled my eyes
with dirt, which was very painful.

After retiring to our old place we kept up
the weary work—weary, as we had neither
food nor water since the evening before. Then
an order came: ‘“Mr. Brock, Col. Otter says
Yyou are to advance your men over the hill and
support the Battleford infantry, who will ad-
vance to your left.” 1 called on the men, and
with a ging cheer we started up the hill,
geined the top amid showers of bullets, and
held it for one hour and a half, during which
time the Indians were driven from the east and
south sides. After the charge, being quite
out of breath, and my mngue feeling like
a baked potato, I looked back and found that
three. of my men had been wounded, one
guardsman wounded and one poor guards-
man killed. The Q. O. R. were Ptes. Varey
and Watts, Color-Se Cooper, the guards,
Ptes. McQuilean and ers. t was exces-
sively hot and some of the men went asleep
right under fire, being completely exhausted.
We carried the wounded down the hill to
where the ambulance could get them, At
least thé men d‘d  1stayed with the others to
direct the firing, they (the Indians) being com-
pletely cleaned out on the two sides. ARRY,

Private J. F. Grierson writes :

It is impossible for me to describe the fight
in a letter, but I may say some old soldiers
who took part in it said they never expe-
rienced a hotter fire.and for my part I thought
it hoggish to asx for any more.

One of the volunteers, who is a good
observer says:

Col. Otter’s brigade fell into a regular trap
set for them by the lndians, The shooting
was all done from cover on both sides und for
the most part the only targets the boys had to
aim at were the rafs of smoke made by the
shots of the Indizns. The Queen’s Own were
the last to .@ave the groun.s and covered the
retreat of the force in admirable form. One
turn of the crank of the Gatling gun brought
down twelve Indians. The battle at best waus
a dra~n one; the enemy suffured severely, but
the position was not carried, nor was the

to capture the supp'ies held by the enemy.
Col Otter sajd the Queen's Own fought like
tigers, behaved themselves like veterans and
earned the praise of the !&oumed police and
Battl ford volunteers. The ambulance corps
di,- especial'y well. We have not been puid
yet, and money is s arce, very scarce, in the
camp. The boys do a gnod deal of private
cooking on their own account, such as making
porridge, coffee, etc, i ;

The budies of the dead were laid to pest just
outside the camp, between the camp »hd the
villaze. -It was a scene well calculated to
make one appreciate the realities of war, 1
plioost shed tears when the horses of the
killed mounted poiicemen were led past ny
two policemen, the s.ddles empty, and the
jead men's boots strapped to the stirrups, the
neels to the front.

The site of the battle was a favorite fighting
ground of the Indians, the distance being
actually staked out, which gave them an ime
mense advantage over our boys, who, of
course, had to judge their own. The Indians
:vere ambushed and completely surprised the

Our grub is very hard. . If we obtained what
we are allowed by the government we wounld
not mind, but we do not. We don't grumble
at the work, but we do certainly grumblie at
the grub, and that every day we do right roy-
ally. Do not think me comylaining exactly,
but it is the established right of Britsh
soldiers to ble, and I am fast falling into
the habit. In spite of it all I am in excellent
health, not having lost any flesh.

out any outward appearamce of exc:tement
whatever. There were about six men hurry-
inz up the hill to fall in, but Capt. Brown saw
at a glance that five waited for them many
minutes before extending. We were bound
to losé som@ men, 80 he_extended at once,
After extending we got orders to liedown. I
can tell you we did not wait to be told a
second time, ‘We sent the bullets into. the
red skins thick and fast and silenced their
fire several times. We continued the battle
for about seven hours. At one time they had
us competely surrounded, when our left,
along with part of the guards, charged them
with a cheer and drove them back again.
It was  here that Cooper alon

with Varey, Watt and Lloyd fell
and a number had some very narrow escapes.
McKell of D company had a ball graze his
forehcad and he was knocked out for afew
minutes. We are in hopes that Cooper and
the rest of the wounded will soon be with us
agan. I don't suppose there were a dazen
men who had not at least a score of bullets

A Man Kills His Mistress and Carries
Her off i a Bag.

New York, May 20.—Early this morn-
ing Louis Francis, a Frenchman, living on
Tenth avenue, was arrested while on his
way to the river, bearing on his back a bag
containing the mutilated corpse of a woman*
The body was doubled up and in an almost
nude “\gondition. There were ghastly
wounds about the head and also on the
trunk, from which the blood had flown and
congealed. 'Francis declared that the
corpse was that of his wife, and that she
had died & natural death, Being withont

the means necessary to defray the expenses
of a funeral, he conceived the ides of
carrying the corpse to the river and throw- ..
ing it in, He was placed under arrest.and
steps taken to investigate ihe supposed
crime. Fraucis is 37 years ofage. It was
subsequently ascertaised” that the woman
was not Francis’ wife, but his mistress.
Her name was Selina Fehot. She was 38
years_old, and has a son 18 years of age,
who lives in Boston. They quarrelled
frequently,

Two weeks ago, while in one of his con-
vivial moods, Francis beat and kickied the
woman while she was on the floor, Upon
picking her np he said, *“I guess I have
ﬁninhetgi her this time.” The woman
repeatedly told her neighbors she knew
Francis would murder her some time. Last
evening she said to a neighbor, “I ghall
catch it to-night.” When asked why, she
replied, “last Sunday Francis brought
home a Chinese dog that he thinks mors of
than he does of me. Yesterday I
went to the park, and a bhoy stole
the dog.” Soon afterward Francis
entered the house accompanied by a
friend. They drank beér until 10 o’clock,
when the men went out. As they -did so
the woman locked the door, saying, *I've
got you out now, and. I'm going to keep
you out.” Nothing further %s known
about the crime, except what is told of it
by Francis. He says the woman was born
at Pittsfield, Mass., of French Canadian
g;rentl. She was married to a man named

ancois Oliver, but deserted him and was
married to Francis in Boston. After
coming here the woman began to live
wild and Francis says he could not stand
it, He admits beating her,but says he only
reproached her for losing the dog, Last

he returned he found Wm, Walsh, a fellow-
workman in the room"with her. His wife
came and sat on his (Francis’) lap and
kissed him, then she threw a glass and can
at him and went out, Francis and his
friend walked a half block and when he
returned he found his wife lying on the
floor dead. He does not know the cause of
her death, He afterwards wen$ out and
got drunk, then put her in a bag to throw
her in the river,

With regard to the franckisebill Sir

John appears to have been in a ,oéqciﬂstory
mood on Monday, and made some explan-
ations worthy of being noted. He claimed
that by the present bill the dominion fran-
chise was not-contracted, but was actually
extended and made more liberal. The
©ntario bill had not been thought of till
Jong after this franchise bill had been before
the country, and it was only introduced
and made law with a desire to go ome
better than the dominion in the matter of
the franchise, But at this moment the law
was not in force, Their bill (the Ontario
bill) would not come into force till Jan, 1
next, and if in the meantime an election’
had to be held in Ontario for either the
dominion or province it would, have to
be under the old restrictive act, He
said that the bill provided simply
for ‘s revising officer, to be a county
or a superior court judge or & barrister of
five years’ standing.  His first duty would
be to send to the officers of the different
municipalities and get from each an assess-
ment list as finally revised by him, He
would take from these lists all the names
which, according to this franchise bills
would have the right to vote. Copies of
the lists so made up would be posted in
public places, and the committees of the
different political parties could examine
them and see in what respects they were
deticient, and they could either go to the
revising officer in person or could simply
send him by mail a list of those names
which they believed had been omitted. The
revising officer then publishes the list again
withthesendditions,and finallyhe visitseacy
municipality and confers with the officials
as to the list, That would be the process
on the first occasion, but in subsequent
years, when the list had been once settled,
it would be simpler, because the revising
officer would only be obliged to strike off
the names of the dead or of those who'had
gone away, or had ceased in some other
way to hold the franchise, and to add new
pames from year to year, The estimate of
the expense had been greatly exaggerated.
One cotunty judge with one clerk could do
the whole work for a county very easily,
and from representations that had been
made to him by county judges, he was
gatisfied that they would be willing to
undertake this work for a small additional
amount,

He repeated what he had said before,
that wherever it could be donme judges
would be made the revising officers; and
he fully expected that junior judges would
be willing to take some part of the work.
After full discussion with his friends he
kad come to the conclusion that in all those
cases where a_revising officer was not @
judge, there should be an appeal from him,
and that it should not be discretionary with
the revising officer to refuse permission fo
appesl. He thought it well to make this
statement to the house, In answer to Mr.
Mulock he said it was on the final revision
that the revising officer would go on
circuit, In the first place he
would get the roll from the township or
county clerka and would take every name
there entitled by assessmentto vote, The
list thus prepared would be placed in &
prominent place for the inspection of
everybody. Appeals to be added to the
list or against persons upon the list could
be handed in by letter or personally. A
notice of these appeals having been pub-
lished, the revising officer wounld visit the
municipalities, hear objections, discuss the
applications, and give, if a judge, a final
decision, Under the Ontario law therg
was no appeal against the county judge,
and he did not think there shounld be ‘an
appeal from the judges in the present law,
because that would enable the rich candi
date to oppress the poor applicant for a
recognition of his right to vote, Mr,
Mulock was glad to hear that there was to
bé an appeal allowed on questions of facy
as well as of law.

Editor World : Whenever any associa,
tion of persons calling themselves ‘‘prohi.
bitionists,” or *‘liberal temperance union-

English Railroad Debenture Bonds.

It appears from a recent decision in
England, that Englishmen get about as
much snarled up with their railroad  de.

benture bonds security, as the Americaus
do with their so-called railroad mortgage-
bonds security, The underlying principie
with hard-up railroad managers over there
is in some cases, as it is in America in
many cases, to make the bondholders
think they have a security which they
have not got. "

In the case in question, the railroad
company borrowed money for its under-
taking by issuing debenture bonds to rank
as a first charge upon all the property,
revenues and effects, both présent and
future, comneoted with the undertaking.
The debenture bondholders thought that
made them safe, but lately ‘‘they have
had this condition of blissful ignorance dis-
pelled.”

The directors subsequently borrowed
money and deposited with the lenders,
by way of equitablesecurity, the company’s
lease and certain other documents of title,
and charged the property compriséd there
in with repayment of the amount
borrowed, together with interest. They
further agreed to execute a legal
mortgage of the property if required by
the lender to do so.

The lenders claimed priority over the
debenture bondholders, and the claim was
sustained by the court, which held that the
issue of the debentures as a charge upon
the who e undertaking did not srevent the
company from dealing with their property
in the ordinary course of business, The
directors, therefore, had power to mortgage
the “property of the company in order to
obtain the money, and the specific charge
given by way of sectirity must rank before
the claim of the dabenture holders,

“In thus deciding, Mr. Justice North
appears to have followed the decision in a
previous case, the ratio decidendi being
that a general mortgage of the property
and undertaking of a’company does not
prevent the company from making a valid
charge on a epecific asset a8 security for an
advance of money necessary for carrying
#n the business.”

That is worse than it is on this side of
the Atlantic, American managers are
carefal to exclude from the general mort-
gage & great many things which are
reserved for future use as specific assets,
but if the general mortgage is so drawn as
to cover everything, the gemeral under-
standing has been that the constituent
parts of the mortgaged property could not
be separately sold or pledged as specific
security.
