disallow the transfer if it shall have any
just. canse for so doing. .

FOREIGN NEWS OF A NIGHT.

THE CAPITAL OF BURMAR RE
DUCED TO ASHES.

Thousands Rendered Homeless By Fire—
Developments From The Arrest of The
anarchist Chiet in Pnaris—Several of
His A A Walsall

Anarchist also Confessos.

MANDALAY, Burmah, March 31.—The
fire which raged here all last night destroy-
ed three-quarters of the city, including tho
whole business porticn, the old palace and
two convents.

The residence of Sir Alex. Mackenzie,
chief commissioner, was also barned,

Physicians and ussistance of all kinds
have been forwarded from Rangoon.

There was no provision against fire in the
city and the people did not wait to fight it,
but fled punic-stricken before it.

There were two fresh ontbreaks during
the day. By the first the law courts and &
number of large and valuable pagodas were
destroyed.

The fire raged for 14 hours. The whole
city was destroyed ~from China-street to
Obo 24 miles. :

The Central Telegraph Station, built st
a cost of 29,000 rupees;, was destroyed.
The other Government buildings, bazaars
and warehouses escaped.

The Anarchist Ravachol.

Panis, March 31.—The Government
looks upon-the arrest of Ravachol as of t.h_e
greatest importance. It is believed his
capture will put an «end to the dynamite
outrages in Paris. . ;

The proprietor of the wine shop in whose
place Ravachol was weaptured has received
a reward of 1000 francs. The police com-
missioner who made the arrest will be
decorated with the ribbon of the Legion of
Honor, and the six gendarmes who arrested
him will receive medals and be promoted
for the share they took,1n effecting the
capture of the notorious Anarchist.

T'he recent raids made upon the lodgings
of Anarchists and the arrest of so many
members of that party have had the cffect
of frightening them.

The police to-day arrested an Anarchist
named Delaunahon the charge of stealing
dynamite. His description lies with
that of the man who was seenin the vicinity
of No. 39 Rue Clichy Susday morming
after the explosion.

The Anarchist prisoners who were con-
cerned in the explosions in the Boulevard
St. Germain and at the Leban Barracks
have made a confession. They say that Ra-
vachel wasconcerned inamurderand robbery
at Mont Brison by which he realized 30,000
francs. He gave the most of the money to
associates in St. Etienne, drawing sums
whren required for dynamiting purposes.

Ravachal assisted in stealing and bury-
ing the dynamite taken§rom the factory av
Solssy:

Chaumartin asks to be sentenced to im-
{)risonment as he fears assassination if re-
eased.

The Senate has approved the bill impos-
ing the penalty of death upon persons con-
victed of using dynamite for blowing up
buildings and other unlawful purposes.

Ulster Up in Arms,

LoxpoN, March 31.—A conference be-
tiveen the Unionist members of the House
of Commons, representing various constitu-
encies in the Province of Ulster and dele-
gates of the Ulster Electoral Association,
was  held to-day, at which was
approved a protest against any legis-
lation interfering with their inheritance
in the Imperial Legisiature. The protest
declares that the people of Ulster have un-
changeable distrust of and hostility to an
Irish legislative assembly and ex-
presses their determination to take
no part in its roceedings, to
offer resistance to its laws and to appeal
to the English and Scotch: electors not to
commit the two Irelands to a struggle that
will be disastrous to both.

The Durham Miners Cry Peccavi,

LoxpoN, March 31.—The Federation
board of the Durham miners has suddenly
decided to ask the Coal Owners Associa-
tion to withdraw its notices and allow the
men to resume work. The request was pre-
sented to the Coal Owners’ Association,
which informed the Federation that the
resumption of werk by the men must be
accompanied by a settlement of the wage
question either by agreement or arbitra-
tion.

Shakespeare's Birthplace,

Loxpox, March 81.—A despatch from
Strattord-on-Avon states that the Shake-
speare birthplace trustees have agreed to
purchase Anne Hathaway’s cottage for
£3000. This action of the trustees is taken
to forestall the Americans who want to
transport the cottage.

Miscellaneous Foreign Notes.

The continued unprecedented fall in ex-
change is causing universal consternation
in Calcutta and threatens to paralyze all
branches of trade. It is generally hoped
that the Government will greatly reduce
the sales of India Council bills and raise a
gold loan of seven or eight million pounds.

REVIVAL AN THEK MINES.

A French Syndicate Will Stir Sudbury’s
Dry Bones This Summer.

SUDBURY, Marca 81.—A powerrul French
dyndicate has been organized for the pur-
p0se of acquiring nickel lands in‘Algoma and

iarrying on mining, smelting and refining
%ﬂhtiom. A member of the syndicate,
iho occapies the high position of admiral,
was last fall sent to make the preliminary
ihvestigations, and he hag made a highly
datisfactory report. Those enquiries were
tnade as to the supply of coal and coke from
‘Sundusky and other American ports, and in
encoit hias been decidoed to establish

o rofining works on the north shore of
tne Georgian Bay,
manufactured on a large scale,

The iron will be obtained from the iron
ranges in the Port Artbur District. Facilities
will be provided for treating the other ores

roduced by Ontario. This syndicate has
geen formed to compete with the Societe du
Nickel, who own the New Caledonia nickel
mines, - The Societe du Nickel supply four
refineries—one .at Glasgow, Scotlaud;one at
Islington, a few miles from Birminghom,
England; the third near Havre, in France,
and the fourth at Eiserbobn, Germany. It
is claimed that nickel can be produced -from
the Sudbury ore at about one-third the cost
of the New Caledonia ore, and that the
Algoma syndicate will have no difficulty in
driving their rivals from the markets
of the world, The prelimipary arrange-
ments have already been inade, and opera-
tions on a large svale will bo commenced
early this present summer. Important re-
sults are auticipated here fromx the opera-
tions of the new syndicate, and it is pointed
out thatall the really valuable mining pro-
perties of the district will soon be in the
nands of toreigners. It is, bhowever, much
better that the district be developed by
foreigners than that- its mineral resources
should lie idle and useiesa.

The original
agreemont lert it optional; the city could
either take the plaut at a valuation or order
the company to take the tracks off the streets.

Ald. Hallam spokeagsinstiuterfering with
the original agreement in any way. He did
not wish to say anything agaiost the lawyers,
but he thought the members of the couneil
wore quite capable of taking a common scuse
view of the matter.

A Rathless Critic, i
There seems to be some doubt whether the
despatch published in yesterday’s papers was
e of The don Times
m & communication appear-
paper. We confess ourselves
accept the  latter supposition, for
Jiffigult to believe that the opinions of
& nameless correspondent would be_worthy
of cabliug to this country. It may be asked
what matters whose the opinions; are they
gound? It happens vhat this isa case where
a great deal depends on the author of the
opiniops. The writers for The Times speak
with a degree of caution and a sense of
responsibility that are not binding on a
correspondent. The editor of The Times
is, moreover, as likely as any man
in  England, to be acquainted with
the view that obtains in official circles
there on any guestion that may be attracting
attention. In.this view, then, the statement
that follows, appearing editorially in The
Times, would mark a very sharp departure
in public opinion:

_ The cogwroversy only .concerns a semi-
independent colony who treat us as a com-
mercial enemy, These colonies are always
_embroiling us in foreign disputes. We are
obliged to fight their battles while they treat
us as a foreign power. How long is this to
last? A few troubles like the ﬁehriug Sea
controversy will compel us to face the prob-
lem and seriously ask ourselves whether the
present relations berween the Mother Coun-
try and the colonies are quite fair to the
Biitish taxpayer.

It must be confessed that it is diffi-

~cult to believe that - this harsh, al-

most brutal, dictum is the judgment of the
greatest newspaper in the world on the rela-

_tionship of Canada to the Mother Country.
“The grammatical solecismn affords internal
evidence that it is not an excerpt from the
editorial page of that carefully edited paper,
and but for the words of the despatch that
itis an “article” from The Times one would
at once condemn it as spurious. &

‘Whoever the author may be, he voices a
very obvious and superficial view of the
anomalies in England’s colonisl relations.
Many readers of the despatch doubtless felt

_ & twinge of consciencs, for it is evident that

f

while Britain assumes considerable responsi-
bilities'on behalf of her colonies, the only re-
turn that she seems to receive is their
veneration and affection—provided she does
the right thing.

One point seems, however, tobas over-
Jooked by The Times critic. The settlement
of difficulties between the United States and
Canada is much complicated because of our

. relationship to Great Britain. ‘Whenever a
little friction arises it is increased ten-fold
by reason of the ancient : grudge. which the
Irish-Americans bear anything over which
floats the Union Jack. The native Ameri-

~too, looks back to revolutionary hatreds
revived and intensified by the war of 1812.
We are the legatees of these undying spites,
ahd the critic who leaves that circumstance
out of bis purview cannot arrive at a per-
fect judgment as to who is chiefly respon-
gible for the “foreign disputes” mentioned
in The Times. Were Canada totally oci-
ated from England we would be exémpt
from Irish-American hatred. Our soil
would never have Leemn violated by the
Feniap javader, as it was on two separate
eccasions. It is evident, therefore, that the

o ™ disadvantages are not all on one side.

“There -is another consideration that the
writer leaves out of his case. It is true that
a few British
interested in ing allowed untrammeled
access to Beh Sea, but has Britain ber-
gelf no interest: in the matter? Can the
gréatest waritime power in the world see an
ncean a thousand miles wide declared clgsg
and incorporated in the territories\ of
another power without a protest? Palmeré-
ton would have protested, and we think
that Salisbury did not need the spur of Cana-
dian opinion to urge him to the same course.

It is very'clear that never in the history of
this country have the problems of her des-
tiny been so strenuously forced on- her as
they are now. "©On every side circumstances
seem to be thrusting inon us demands for
the consideration of our present position and
future prospeéts. It is a time requiring the
guidance of. wise and conservative states-
manship, and it is singularly ALortunate that
at this moment there are in the fore-front of
our affairs two men singularly well adapted
for dealing with the delicate situations pre-
sented by the advancement and growing 1m-
portance of the Dominion. Both native
Canadians, they have the grasp and capa-
city which is needed to steer safely and
credifably through the most troublesome
seas, and we may trust that Caaada, which
stands first in our affections under their
hands, will lose no jot of her rights, in-
fluence or position among the communities
of the world.

i REFORM IN FUNERALS.

Goad Speeches—A Chuxch Reform Burial
Association Formed—The Officers—
Tyranny of Fashion,

In accordance with a. circular distributed
a few days ago, & meeting' was held in St.
James' school house to consider the organi-
zation of a Church Burial Reform Associa-
tion on the lines of the English organiza-
tions, which have done much good. The at-
tendance was not very large, but was com-
posed of influential men, who are likely to
work quietly yet effectually in the lines of
the objects of the association.

Among those present were: The Bishop of
Algoma, Rev. Canon Dumoulin, Rev. Mr,
Reid, Rev. Dr. Langtry, Mr. Beverley Jones,
Rev. John Pearson, Rev. Mr. Jupp and
Messrs. David Kemp, W, Moss, John H.
Watlington and L. Baldwin,

What About the Undertakers ¥

The main objects of the association are of
a two-fold nature—to promote a sanitary
burial system and to lessen the extravagance
and display that too often intrudes. In a
word, it is an association for the encourage-
ment of common-sense, In the -discussion,
which was marked by soberness yet earnest-
ness, the undertakers were unavoidably
mentioned, but tith perfect ;respect and
good-will; it was felt that they are but sup-
plying a demand and that the demand is
caused by the tyranny of fashion. It is not
by public meetings and agitation that the
association proposes to work, but by quiet,
personal work, and for that purpose the
gathering could hardly be improved upon.

An Educative Society.

The Bishop of Algoma occupled the chair,
Mr. Lawrence Baldwin acting as secretary.
In a few introductory words the Bishop ex-
plained that it is to be an educative society,
inteaded to work gradually and quietly.
He also explained the attitude of the as-
sociation towards undertakers, and  hit
bard at the extravagance and uumecessary
display so often. nianifested, adducing sev-
eral affecting instances of the distress to
which poor families have been reduced
through unreasonable funeral expenses.
He concluded with a few words of encour-
agement and exhortation.

The secretary then read letters approving
the plan from the Bishop of Niagara, Mr,
Justice Street and Prof. Clark.

The Association Started.

Mr. Beverley Jones then moved the first
resolution, “ That it is expedient to
organize a Church Reform Burial Associa-
tion in Canada, ang§ spoke ably wupon
the subject, showing great familiarity with
earnestness in the subject. He alluded to
the difficulty the poor find in burying their
dead, and from that passed to a denunciation
of the unscientific and unsanitary modes of
burying the dead now in vogue, instancing
the disposal of the poor in long trenches,
and the habit of using two or three coffins,
by which means the body might be kept in a
state of corruption for a century. Dr. Lang-
trry followed, seconding and heartily eudors-
ing the motion, and speaking' strongly for
simplicity in funerals, Incidentally, he
condemned the growing practice of embalm-
ing.

How to Work.

Mr. L. Baldwin, the secretary, moved the
second resolution, “That we organize the
association and adopt the constitution on
the circulars,” Inspeaking to this motion
Mr. Baldwin took occasion to point out that
it is by private work and influence
that the association can expect to .influence
public opinion; the press and the suggestive
yearly reports were also recommendel as
channels of communication with the psople
at large. He also alluded to the feature of
church attendance, which would do away
with the danger of taking cold that is now
so much commented upon. X

Rev. Canon Dumoulin seconded ' the
motion. . Rev. John Pearson spoke briefly,
pointing out that there would be in wiuter
the expense of warming the church, and
suggesting that'the “private funeral” move-
ment would help them in their endeavor.

A Final Word,

The business was now over, but before
pronouncing the benediction the Bishop of
Algoma gave a few words of caution to the
members, as to attacks upon undertakers
and interference with the liberty of the sub-
ject. He also once again denounced the
tyranny of fashion and suggested that , as it
is the rich who set the fashion and wno are
the worst offenders with regard to expen-
sive funerals, it would be well to try to
influence them to the simple methods of in-
terment as suggested by Mr. Beverloy Jones.
In illustration of the tendency to desire
a well-attended funeral, he told a story of a
young man who, when te was in§Chicago,
wished to **join his church,” and who on be-
ing pressed for bhis reasons finally replied
that, “if be died and were not a church
member he would have a.pretty lonely
funeral.”

The Bishop pronounced the benediction
and the assembly dispersed, a new and most
useful organization having been started in
the most quiet, unostentatious, yet business-
like manner.

LET CONFIDENCE REIGN.

All That is Wanted to Revive Prosperity
" is Conrage and Enterprise.

Editor World: The reason of the ap-
parent hard times at present felt in the city
igsimply want of confidence in the ability of
the citizens to carry the present liabilities in
tho ‘shape of real estate, A prominent
munager of a Toronto-street Loan Company
ruade the assertion a few days ago that there
are over five million dollars in cash lying
idle in this city waiting for a safe place to

invest to draw interest, and no doubt the{ pec

capitalists would be satisfled with 5 per
cent. if they could fesl it was safely invest-
ed.  All thut is required is restored confi-
dence. The ouly kickers are some few who
invested their ail in vacani lots, and not
satisfied when an advance was offered held
too long, and these are crying and causing
most of the talk about hard times. The fact
is that the mortgage sales are o more num-
erous than t ey were a few years
Thanks, no doubt, are dueto some of the
loan companies and principal law firms ol
the city for tkeir leniency, while others seem
to make it a business of crowding some out
of what they are straining every point to
carry, till a chance offers itself for them to
unload. The fact is thas very many young
men and women, too, have vacant lots on
which & mortgage, with interest payable
half-yearly, and very often a portion of the
principal which has to Ue met yearly, find
that it takes every cent that they can save to
carry their burden. Which means that the
spare cash not willingly being pnid over at
regular intervals is to be the basis of a for-
tune in the near future. Otherwise the
re eash would melt as of yore and go into
the hands of the saloous, etc., ete., as far as
young men go. Thisalonehas a tendency to
improve the morals of our young meu.
would like to ask some of the scared capi-
talists if they are aware that the
shrewd mon are to-day investing
all they can in real estate. These same men
are wiss enough to keep quiet, but work,
knowing that shortly when the scare is over
some will be kicking themszives or bhiring
some one to do it.
Big Schemes In Sight, ¢

In Toronto to-day there are more big
schomes under way than you wili find in any
city ir America of about our population, and
they are not bubbles. Among others, com-
panies are formed or being formed as
follows:

"Fbe big ship canal connecting Lake Huron
and Ogtario, and not one in ten thousaund
can realize what this means for Toronto.
I am not aware how the stock is takenup,

 but it should be selling ata big premium,

which time will tell.

Another company is the Toronto and
Lake Simcoe Water and Power Company.
This is » big undertaking, but one that will
pay well. Niagara is nowhere compared to
this, Toronto doesnot realize her position in
this matter. We have sufficient power lying
to the morth of us to run all our
machinery and by the use of electricity
can distribute it all over the city. Imagins
the saving in fuel alooe, not taking into ac-
count the labor required to produce with the
aid-of fuel the power mow used. The coun-
cil, when they ignored the suggestions of
the Lake Simcoe commitiee, added another
to the long list of blunders so often indulged
in. . This company can see big money in
power alone and no doubt will be able to
supply or get permission to supply water for
domestic use and manufacturing purposes.
I think that the Water Department of the
city—like the street cars or any other fran-
chise held by the city—should be sold to tbe
highest bidder with restrictions necessary to
protect the citizens. Should this company
or any company who bring water from the
lake north of us get the running of the
water supply we can get our water, and any
any amount, of it, for one-quarter
the preseut price, and what a
saving tothe citizens. Of all the sink-holes
ever tolerated in any civilized city the
T.W.W. department has been the worst,
The thousands and bundreds of thousands of
dollars sunk by that department every yaar,
and what have we to show for it? And it is
just probable that some day the citizens will
wake up and find'no water. We hear every
few weeks of engine Nc, so and so 1s shut
down for repeirs and the careless way they
are run. It is just possible for all to break
down and in this’ way one or perhaps two
are out of order; conmsequently when shut
down the others bave to be forced, and
what is to prevent a_general succession of
breakdowns? We feel confident that it will
not be mapy years before Lake Simcoe will
be our supply, and did you ever think what
an advantage it would give us for flushing
out sewers. especially if a trunk sewer system
is adopted, and Mo doubt ici.will be
before many years. If the money locked up
in our present waterworks machivery or
even 25 per cent., if it would realize that

much, would make a good nest-egg to start
the trunk sawer scheme.
Cheap Water and Natural Gas.

It we can secure chieap water and natural
gas from -wellsat Mimico for lighting and
heating purposes our accounts in that direc-
tion would be reduced to fudly 30 per cent. of
what they are at pressnt. Speaking of na-
tural gas, I have not heard much of it
lately. if reports are true, why do not the
parties interested give some of our Toronto
capitalists a chance to invest? We hear
they say a New York man or company ofter
so much. Surely Toronto men are as anxious
to invest in a paying concgrn as New York-
ers, oaly bring in your prpofs. -

Among other schemes wé can ‘mention are
a big hotel by two diff@ent companies,
and we can stand even moré than two.
Travelers from the other&ide of the line and
also from across the ocean say that we have
no hotel accommodation pore. If two or even
one hotel worthy of thg city were erected
and properly managed it would draw strang-
ers to our city.

The rapid. transit comes next, if the
council will only wake up (or perbaps drop
out.of existence by taking a few months’
sloep) and allow enterprise to go ahead. It
seems that to the general public if anything
is brought forward to improve our city the
council sit on it. The Esplanade agreement
suows that, and now the'electric motor for
street cars they are trying to treat the same
way. ‘The facts in reference to what system
is the best for propelling street cars has been
so well followed up by the Toronto press
generally that any delay in adopting the
trolley system shows something behind that
practical men must admit flavors of ioflu-
ence, or more commonly called boodle.

The reclamation of Ashbridge's Bay means
morg to Toronto than anyone is aware
of. The .citizens, when called upon to
vote on the question,will soon decide in favor
of the present company if they will give ita
thought, delays' are dangerous and never
more truly spoken than in this case. We do
pot want another Don muddle or a repetition
of Esplanade ogreements. Think what we
would lose in not accepting the present offer.
In a few years we would be gstting the bene-
fit of a tax on millions of doliars of improve-
ments.. We would escape the unploasant
odors and unhealthy. condition of things in
the East End if not abated will be the means
of slaying hundreds of our population.

Editor World: One of the things that
makes times much harder than they should
be in the city is the high rate of interest on
Toronto property. Ninety-five per cent. of
the mortgages are drawing from 6 to 7 per
cent. when mouey during the past three
months would have béen procured for from
5to 534 per cent. if the managers of the, dif-
ferent chartered loan companjes had not
had & meeling where they put their heads to-
gether in order to keeep up the rate.

1n spite of ‘the fact that their coffers are
full of money, if they are applied to fora
loanat5 or 534 per cent. they will not
entertain the application sliould they dis-
cover that the mofiey is to replace loaus at
6 or 64 per cent. beld by another company.

'Toronto is getting an cld city,
and one of the things that would bhelp to
bring confidence around would be money at
5 and 5% per cent.; it is all borrowers in
Toronto can afford to pay and would be
paying if: it was'mot for the organized efforts
to keep the rate up. Hoping that you will
give us an editorial on this matter.
