Marked papers are sent to him in every
mail; his supporters all over the province
have the right ot addressing him and they
deluge him with suggestions. While ex-
ministers or M.P.s of ‘‘aspirations” may
not approach the Cabinet-maker, ordinary
followers often get into “the presende” and
freely offer advice. But the Cabinet-maker
simply listens and then dismisses his callers
one after the other. “He says very little to
anyone.  If he takes advice it is from a
very few, and generally from men who are
not in the hunt. But when the new
deal is under way; when two or three men
appear to be on the inside and have the
look of having been sent for, then the thing
begins to take on shape; others begin to get
an idea of what is on; the pressmen who are
friendly begin to make predictions, and
everyone is makinga slate. The Cabinet
“‘risis” here has reached this latter stage,
and now the politicians are flocking in, and
the official announcement may be expected
at any moment. :

The grounds of the claims that are put
forward on behalf of this and that man are
enough to try the patience and ‘the nerves
of the most expert Cabinet-maker. The
Cabinet-maker is expected first of all to
consider broad geographical claims, and
these have taken the form of four Maritime
men, four Quebec men, five Ontario men
and one from the West. And
then it comes down to districts in
provinces,  Men claim Cabinet recognition
because thoy imagine themselves strong in
their district; others that they have s per-
sonal following in the House, and so on.
The Quebee (city) district wants one, Mont-
real district two and the English-speaking
of Quebec one. In Ontario there are the
eastern men, and the western men and the
Toronto men. And then there are the
race claims., There must be at I¢ast .thrée
French-Canadians; the Irish Catholics
must not be overlooked; the Orangemen
not unreprésented. Must the Highland
Scotch be ignored? It looks so this time.
Religion also commands ' attention, and the
Baptists onght not to be passed over and
the Methodist vote keptinline. And then,
lastly, the Cabinet-maker begins to consider
the question of quality.

Why do Cabinet-makers prefer old men
for their timber? Sir John Macdonald said
because they were obedient. Younger men
are inclined to cause trouble; but an *“‘old
hoss” goes quietly in Cabinet harness; never
offers to kick and 'is always reliable.
And then of the younger men, each is so
jealous of the other. 'Anyone who has ever
been on the inside of a Cabinet struggle,
whether in England, in the States or Can-
ada, and no matter what the party, must
have been struck by the absolute singleness
of purpose with which cach man fights for
himself and shoves his knife clear up to the
bilt into anyone and everyone that comes
within reach of it. And yet they all do
love the game. ]

Has Not Yet Resigned.,

QuEgec, Dec. 2.—Premier De Boucher-
ville consulted the members of his Cabinet
to-day on his intention of resigning his
portfolio, but the honorable gentleman has
not yet resigned.

THE TRADES PARLIAMENT.

They Review Our Local Affairs and Pass
Judgment Thereon, #

At the meeting of the Trades and Labor
Council last night the Legislative Commit-
tee in its report commented sarcastically
on Miss Whitfield, the African missionary,
being presented in Hamilton with a Win-
chester rifle and shotgun to assist her in
Ber work of Christianizing the heathen.
They were favorably impressed with the

. particularly broad and liberal system of
municipal government and the mode of at-
taining it which the Property-Owners’ As-
sociation would give Toronto did they but
possess the power.

The Municipal Committee was much
f‘lemed"with the statement that Architect

nnox had stated that he was-more than
satisfied by the day labor system as exem-
plified by the work on the Conrt House, as

. it was fully 50 per cent. better than that
performed by contract labor.

The committee understood that the City
Council was meditating the passing of an
order preventing the farmers from selling
their produce elsewhere than on the market.
They wished” to express their disapproba-
tion of any such measure being brought
forward. ;

The Ratepayers’ Association was sub-
jected to a severe scorching for its ideas
regarding the labor representation in the
City Council, which shey think might pos-
8ibly compose half of that body. ;

Delegate O'Donoghue had heard it said
that “‘that man Alderman Gowanlock” had
stated publicly tbat, regardless of the
wishes ogbis constitutents, he was going to
follow just what course he pleased. %.‘he
speaker thought it would be a good idea for
the electors to ghow him at the next elec-
‘tion that he could not be. so independent.
Mr. O'Donoghue was surprised that the
Municipal Commwmittee had emitted to men-
tion in their report the fact that an effort
was "being made to raise the market tariff
on green’ produce, and, moved in amend:
ment that a clause condemning the raising
of the tariffbe inserted. Carried.

The Education Committ d d in
strong terms  the “Star - Chamber”
meetings of the Public Bchool Board,
snd thought that if, as stated, the
meetings were held for the purpose of dis-
cussing the dismissal of incompétent
teachers that such discussion could take
piace as well in open scssion 4s jn private,
The letter from R. U. Macpherson in The
World of Nov. 25 was one which pleased
the commiltee greatly.

W. H. Parr had heard that Mr. Massey
had offered to donate $5000 if the School
Board would give a similar sum’ to found
manual training schools in connection with
the other schools in the city.

The mention of Mr. Massey’s hame
brought D. J. O’Donoghue to his feet in a
twinkling.

Mathemathical and Physical Society.
The regular meeting of this society of

Toronto University was held in room 16,
University College, last night. The pro-
gram. consisted of an éssay by Miss A
Lindsay, 93, and experiments by Messrs,
G. Anderson and H. D. Moore of the same
class. Miss Lindsay, in an excellent paper,
gave an interesting history of Marie Agnesi,
pointing out her varied accomplishments
and showing that she, at an early age,
ranked among the first of the great mathe-
maticians of her time. Messrs. Anderson
and Moore,in a series of well-performed ex-
periments, explained and illustrated the
theory of ‘‘beats” in 'acoustics. At the
close of the program the president announe-
ed that the papers read before the society
during- the term—'61-'92—would be pub-
lished before the Christmus vacation. These
papers are of deep interest and shoald be
obtuined by all students of mathematics and
physics. ¢
