The case against
him there will, however, doubtless
now be abandoned and an at-
tempt ‘will be.made in October to
conviet him of the marder of
Pitezel. In the event of his dis-
charge for this murder, and there
is no evidence against him, he will
be turned over to the Toronto
suthorities for trial,

Awful Discovery in she Ccllar of a Si.

On Wednesday last The World pub-
lished a Jengthy article dctailing the ar-
rival here of Frank Geyer, a fleteot\.ve
spnnected with the Philadelphia police
force, in seaych of a clue as to the where-
abouts of two children named Etta An-

" pieUPitegel, aged 138, and Nellie Pitezel,

aged 11, the danghters of Benjamin Pite-
tel of Philadelphia. Detective Geyer, who
bhad just arrived from Detroit, was san-
guine that the two children had been
brutally murdered and their bodies con-
tealed in this city by a man named H
H. Holmes, who is awaiting trial in
Philadelphia ,on the seli-confessed crime
of defrauding the Fidelity Mutual In-
surance Company of the Quaker City out
pf $10,000 by substituting the body of
» medical college * subject”” for that of
Benjamin F. Pitegel, the father of the
two ckildren, who were believed to have
been dome to death in. Toronto. The
World published the pictures of the two
children and [ull details of the multi-
farious ¢rimes alleged to have been com-
mitted by Holmes, who for 16 years past
has been earning a livelihood by swind-
ling insurance companies.

As the¢ result of the publication of
these facts in The World, the bodies of
the two children werq yesterday discover-
ed buried, in the cellar of a house at 16 St.
Vincent-st., rented by Holmes in Octo-
ber last. The discovery of the bodies
confirms the belief entertnined by the
Philadelphia authorities, that Holmes
not only- murdered the two children, but
also cremated in a house in Detroit
the body of their brother, Howard Pita-
eel, aged 9, and also killed Benjamin
F. Pitezel, the father of the three child-
ren, and Annie and Minhie
Williams, two women with whom bhe
lived in Chicago. Mr. T. W. Ryves,
who resides at No. 18 St. Vincent-street,.
saw the pictures of the two jyoung

girls and of Holmes in The World, and,as |,

a result, on Saturday morning com-
municated with the detective depart-
ment.

He stated that a man with two
ehildren, answering the description of
Holmes and of ‘the Pitegel children, re-
sided for a week last October at No. 16
Bt. Vincentgtreet, the house immedi-
ately adjoining his premises.

Acting upon the information com-
municated by Mr.Ryves, Detectives Geyer
and Cuddy yesterday morning paid a
visit to the house, which is at present
occupied by Mr. J. Armbrust, and is
owned by ‘Mrs. Nudel, wife of Mr. Frank
M. Nudel, senior clerk of the education
department, Normal School, <

The house is a quaint little two-story
tottage, of an old and simple style of
urchitecture. It stands back a few feet
from the sidewalk, the narrow plot of
lawn being enclosed with a wire-net
fence, 5 feet high, and beautified nvith
a few blossoming flowers. A verandah
tastefully decorated with a clinging cle-
matis adds much to the quaint, home-
like. appearance of the place. The front
doorway opeus into a hallway, which di-
vides the house in half and continues to
the kitchen. The cottage contains 6 me-
dium-siged rooms below, including a
kitchen and a pawtry, 8 on either side of
the hall, and four small rooms above. A
single, miniature gabled window looks
from the upper story to the street. At
each end of the house are three windows,
none of them much larger than that look-
ing into the street. The back yard iy also
smaller than ordinary, and ‘is reached
from the kitchen by a short set of steps.

Under the kitchen is an excavation
which serves for a cellar, about 10 feet
8quare and not more than 5 feet in
depth. A set of steps, almost perendicu-
lar, lead to it from an old-fashioned trap-
toor in the middle of the kitchen floor.

An Awful Sight.

The detectives did not expeet to find
anything. They had already dug up
two or three cellars in Bloor and other
streets in search of the bodies, and
thought that this would likewise be a
wild goose chase. They decided, how-
?ver, to proceed with the investigation.
They observed a spot where the sandy
tloor luol;c‘gus if it had been disturbed
and set to*work with a shovel in the
Bouthwest end of the cellar.

The Bodicx Exhumed '

The inspector instructed the, Jo se-
cure an undartaker and B. D.-” Hum-
phrey of Yonge-sticet was called. In
the presence of the detectives he con-
tinued the work of unearthing the re-
maine and speedily unearthed the bodies
of the two children. The search of Gey-
er was over. The cellar had given up
its dead. The attitude was that of re-
pose rather than that of death. The
features—that is, such of them as were
visible—were calm and the soil had pro-
bably assisted to a certain extent in
arresting the course of decay, although
both bodies were badly putrified.

There could be no doubt from the
eircumstances that the grave was dug
by murderous hands red. from the re-
sent deed.

“Lift them gently and steadily, poor
things,” said one of the officers,

No need to tell theumento be gentle. If
these poor babes had been their own
children dead or dying they could not
have raised the helpless forms from the
sarth more tenderly or borne them
wore reverently andslowly to the under-
taker's wagon. - There was no trace
of violence. But for the suspicious signs
of the secret jnterment, which of course
denotes guilt, there was nothing to
mark the case as one of assassination.
How_ the children were killed will' prob-
ably be developed as the result of the
post-mortem which has been ordered by
Coroner A. J. Johunson.

The“hole in which the bodies were
discovered was about four feet square
and three and a half feet deep, allowing
a little over ome-half a foot for the space
they occupied. The younger, child, Nellie,
lay ‘in a crippled position with its head
to the northwest and its little legs point-
ing almost north, while the elder c:h.i!d
had evidently been carelessly thrown in
on top of the other, and its head point-
ing to the southeast and the legs parted.

Both bodies were in ‘a terribly decom-
posed state, the faces being almost un-
recognizable, When a World reporter
visited the cellar his eyes met & most
ghastly sight. There in a yawning hole
in_a corner of the eellar, right at the
foot of the seven small steps on which
he stood, lay the bodies of the two inno-
cent little lambs who were slain by a
fiend incarnate. The larger child was
lying face down'ward, her matted hair
hanging over the right shoulder. The
smaller child was lying on her right
side and her plaited hair, which had fall-
en from her head, while the earth around
her was being dug away, lay in a little
heap a Tew inches from her face. A
hand lamp carried by Detective Cuddy
cast a weird light over the horrible
scene. The dreadful stench arising from
the bodies was indescribable.

A Neighbors.

The owner of the premises in which the
bodies were found is Mrs, F. Nudel, who
resides at 54 Henry-street, She stated

that she rented the house Seme time in
Ocfober last to a man who gave his
name as Howanrd at $10 per month
Howard came round some time in the
middle of October, one Saturday after-.
doon, and he agreed to take the house
at $10 a month for s;x l}nontthl;s, and
ished to pay the rent for e six
:;pnth in 'Sdgancei. Mrs. Nudel refused
to take the rent for more than one
month in advance, to which Howard
langhingly acquiesced, paying the $10 for
the one month’s rent. When sundry ne-
cessary repairs were mentioned to him
Howard said that they didn’t matter,
as he would have them attended to him-
sell. He stated that he was renting the
place for a widowed sister, who was a{
that time living in Hamilton with her
mother-in-law, and that she would be
dewn to Toronto in a few
days and in the meantime he wished to
get the coal put in and have other small
matters attended to. He made a special
request that Mrs. Nudel or her daughte}
would not cal] on his sister for some
days after her arrival, as she would not
be settled. l
Only a Pillow and Mattress in the House

The only things in the way of furni-
ture that Holmwes appears to have had
taken to the house were a bedstead and
mattress,by means of which he is sup-
posed to have smothered the children.
It was getting toward the latter end of
October when an expressman delivered
these goods, which - were second hand
and in' @ very poor condition. As the
door at No. 16 was locked he went to Mr.
Burng’ house, No. 20, and also to Mr.
Ryves, No. 18, and stated that the bed
and mattress had been purchased at the
corner of Elizabeth and Agnes-streets,
that day, to be delivered to 16 St. Vin-
cent-street. The ueighbors eould not ad-
vise him what to do with his cargo,and
as he had probably been paid he left
them on the verandah at No. 16, where
they remained for two or three days,
sausing counsiderable comment from .the
neighbors. A World reporter went to
the second-hand store at Llizabeth and
Agnes-street, which is kept by Mis.
McQuaig, last night. She said that she
may possibly hav® sold the goods to
Holmes, but that she could not remem-
ber having @one so. As she does a strict-
Iy cash trade, huying and selling, she
keeps no books. Her husband, who re-
sides at the same place, is an expressy
man. He was also seen, but could not
remember having delivered the bed and
mattrass to that place, although he
states that he may have dong so.

The firet intimation Mrs. Nudel had that
Howard had not moved into the house
wasg nearly two weeks after the time she
rented it, when a party came to her
wishing to lease the house. Mrs. Nudel
explained to her would-be tenant that
the house had been rented for two weeks
and received a reply to the effect that
it could not be so as no furniture was
in the place and that it was to all ap-
pearances vacant. It was about the end
ofi the month when the landlady received
a key of the house from Mr. Ryves, who
said that Howard had left it with him,
saying that he was leaving the house.
Mrs. Nudel had given two keys to How-
ard and could not understand why he
had kept the other one. The house vas
rented a cpuple of months afterwards to
Mrs. Macdonald, whom Mrs. Nudel only al-
lowed to stay in it a 'month, as she says
the people were very poor and had not
enough money to keep them in fuel. The
cottage afterwards rema.m.ed vacant un-
til Mr. I. Armbrust rented it. When Mrs.
Macidonald took possession of the cot -
tage she found in ome of the rooms a
mattress and pillow. It was with these
that Pitezel smothered the children.

The Present Occupant of the Cottnge.

Mr. Armbrust is local manager of tht’
St. Thomas Provincial Provident Insti-
tution, with offices at Ohurch and Ade-
laide-streets. He has occupied the house
since April 1. His lease is for ome year,
with the privilege of extending it to
three years. “The place was very home-
like and comfortable, and I spent qg!’g‘nt
deal of time in fixing it up and bringing
it to its present appearance,” said Mr.
Armbrust, “and I donft like to leave
it now. We came here in April but we
disl not notice anything until the warm
weather get in. Then, as the days be-
ame hotter, we could detect a slight
smell im the kitchen when wé came down
in the mornings. For some weeks past

‘we have found it necessary every morn-

ing to open out The windows and the
doors to get the fresh air into the house.

This is the story of a man whose
thirst for knowledge made him a crimi-
nal. It is the story of Herman W. Mud-
gett, alias H. H. Howard, slias H. H.
Holmes. Until the Philadelphia detec-
tive came to Toronto and enlisted the
services of The World, the shrewdest
detectives of the United States had
"been unable to fasten the erime of mur-
der on the suave, sélf-contained man,
who promptly on his arrest pleaded
guilty to defrauding insurance com-
panies, with a hope that he would be
Immediately sentenced for that crime
and the officers would drop inquiry as

to the mysterious disappearance of nu-

during the past 10 or 15 years.,

When counted by the marks of crime,
it is a long road back to the days when
Holmes, or Mudgett, was a ruddy-faced

agreeable odor, and finally thought it
must be in the hole under the kitchen.
We had never used it for a cellar, but
thought we would clean it out. We did
80, but beyond a few boards there was
not much there. We did remark that
these boards, or  planks, of
which there were three or four, had
evidently been taken from,
floor of the ‘stall in the horse stable.

We moticed that they were not = very

We had read of the Pitegel
case in The World, but never had « a
thought that our cellar contained the
solution of the mystery, and the first in-
timation we had of it was when Detecy
tives Geyer and Cuddy came to our house
about 11 o'clock to-day.”

After Mr. Armbprust had been in the
bhouse a short tiyme. he decided to have
a fireplace erected im the front . room,
and “the work was gone on with forth-
with. After the erection of the ‘grate
it was discovered that the chimney did
not draw well, and on imvestigating Mr.
Armprust found that it was stuffed with

partly burned straw and clothing of a :

print and woolen material. He did not
think much of the occurrence, as he had
found other signs of clothing having been
burned around the house and thought
that his predecessors had simply burn-
ed the clothes as a convenient way of
getting: rid of them. Of course the char-
red apparel that Mr. Armprust found was
the olothing of the murdered children.
‘Mr. Ryves® Story.
The house of Mr. T. W. Ryves, who gave

the information which led to the discov-'

ery, is a two-story cottage, built on the
plan of the Nudel cottage, from which
it stands about three feet distant. The
cottage fronts are both shaded from the
morning sun by neat little verandahs.
A fence runs between the cottages from
the edge of the St. Vincent-street boule-
vard to the sheds in the rear. This fence
is about 5 feet high, but' a person of
ordinary beight standing on the - steps
leading to the 'kitchen of either house
could conveniently see into the back yard
of the other.

In conversation with a World _reporter
yesterday Mr. Ryves said that in Octo-
ber last he saw .Holmes about the Nudel
cottage on at least three different days.
He could not remember the dates or the
days of the we-%, as no incident ,occu.rre_d
to impress anything particularly upon his
mind. On two out of the three occasions
the Pitegel girls were with him. Mr.
Ryves talked with Holmes, who be-
came so strangely ' communicative
that the former’s suspicions were
aroused that his coming neighbor was
uot just what he ought to be.'

After a brief conversation through
the cell door, Holmes gave straw ball
for Pitezel to the amount of $1800, and
the two worthies proceeded to Chicago,
where the scheme against the Williams
property was fully developed. Pitezel
had not been in Chicago long before
Holnies made up his mirnd that the de-
tectives were after the Terre Haute
man. At any rate, according to his
statement, he procured a trunk, bun-
dled Pitezel into it, and sent him out of
the city post haste., Pitezel was living
with Holmes at the time,

CHAPrxR IV,

It was early in February of 1893 that
one Benton T. Lyman appeared in Fort
Worth and placed on record a deed from
a person named “Bond” for a piece of
property in Rush-street. “Bond,” who
was doubtless Holmes, got the deed from
Miss Minnie Williams. It was executed
before a notary of the name of Holmes.
As soon as that deed was authenticated,
Lyman, who was no other than Pitesel,
began to build a handsome three-story
house on the property. Just as opera-
tions were beginning, O. C. Pratt
(Holmes) appeared on the scene and was
introduced by Lyman as superintendent
of the work., A few weeks later Pratt
left town with dozens of creditors
searching for him. Next, Lyman sold
some lots and disappeared with the pto-
eeeds, and for all that is knownto the
contrary the unfinished building is still
there.

Holmes and Pitezel had bought up a
great many horses and gave notes an
the Fort Worth property. These they4
shipped to St. Louis, where for a while
they tarried in prosperisy with Pitezel’s
family. At this time Holmes had adopt-
ed! his old .name of Howard.

/He turned a few minor “tricks” in
8t. Louis by way oi keeping his hand
in, Jand thew went to Indiangpolis. From
Indianapolis he went to-BPfanklin, Ind.,
where he met Miss Yoke/ who had known
him previously in Chi as Mr. H. H.
Holmesy His attenti6ns became quite
marked and he finalty proposed marriage.
When Miss Yoke askedehim to explain
his change of name he said that an
uucle of the name of Howard had prom-
ised to make him his heir provided he
changed his name. This was satisfae-
tory to Miss Yoke, and on last January
they were married. :

Meeting With Hegspeth.

The honeymoon was spent in Denver.
While on this trip Holmes alleges that
he made $27.000 on a “trick” he turn-
ed in Leadville. At any rate, he came
back flush with money, and at once put
himself in communication with Pitezel,
who was living in St. Louis. Holmes
scems to have a morbid longing for the
interior of prisons. Oun his arrival from
Texas months before he had paid a visit
to the City Prison in St. Louis, where
ho“had become acquainted with Hedgs-
peth, the Glendale train robber.

This act zesulted in his undoing. At
that intervieswv Hedgspeth mentioned
the name of Jeptha Howe as a young
rlawyer who would not stick at any
scheme to make money. Holmes did not
forget ithis. When he revisited St. Louis
and took up the Philadelphia insurance
swindle, hatched long previously with
Pitezel, the first man he thought of was
Howe, and arrangemeunts were  made
with the lawyer looking to future de-
velopments.

This scheme was not the matter of a
moment with Holmes. A8 early as Octo-
ber ol that year he made application to
the Fidelity Mutual Life Association for
insurance under the name of H. H.
Holmes. The application was granted.
He gave a note to the agent for/ the first
payment, but it was never redeemed.
This was simply to give him a standing
with the company and for the purpose
of future identification. A month later
he secured B. T. Pitezel as a member.
Pitezel took out a policy for $10,000,
and likewise gave a note. Nothing more
was heard of the worthy couple until
last August. Then the Fidelity Company
received a telegraph money order for the
payment of the premium. It pur-
ported to have come from St. Louis. It
bas since been ascertained that it came
from Holmes in New' York.

A common-looking man, who appeared
somewhat pressed for funds, on August
18 rented the queer old house at No.
1316 Callowhill-street, Philadelphia, and
paid 12 days’ rent in advance, with a
promise to lease the building for a year.
He gave the name of B. F. Perry. He
did not seem to have any especial busi-
ness, but advertised agents’ specialties.
He also put advertisements in the papers
proposing to sell patert rights. The man
was B. I. Pitezel. In the'minds of wmany
these advertisements were nothing more
or less than schemes to get himself known
as B. F. Perry. t .

Dark Schem s

Mr. Perry had many callers. Was he
not waiting until somebody called who
could be palmed off as B. F. Pitegel ?
Wuas anybody put out of the way in the
.queer old Callowhill-street house ? Mar-
lan Lampen, a student of the military
echool, was one of those who called upon
“B. F. Perry.” The latter asked a great
many questions about' where he lived,
whether he was married or single and
all about his relations. What were these
questions for ? If a man came to that
lonely room a wanderer, and represent-
ed himsell as alone in the world, it is
easy to see how such a scheme could
be carried out. But before a likely man
turned up Holmes became weary of the
delay and hit upon the expedient of kill-
ing the right man instead of securing
a substitute. But of that more anon.

Ampng those who called upon Perry
was Eugene Smith, a sort of Jack-of-aill

The frightened Smith ran downstairs
and out into the strcet, and informed
the . police. The police notified the
coroner. The scheme of Holmes wds work-
ing finely. A coroner’s inquest was held.
Dr. Mattern, the coromer’s physician, in
bis report of the case said:that the man
bad died from the inhalation of the
flames of some poison unknown. Dr. Scotty
who did the surgical work for Dr. Mat-
tern, took a different view. He said there
were no exgns of burns in the thorax and
lungs and that the cause of death was
not clearly demonstrated. For 11 days
the body rested in the receiving vault.

The insurance company very pro-
perly refused to furnish proofs of loss
in the absence of proof that Perry was
Pitegel. It was at this juncture that the
company decided upon an investigation.

The body was buried next day in the
Mechanics’ Cemetery, and on the follow-
ing Monday the inquest was reopened.
Holmes, Howe and the child Alice went
before the "Coroner’s jury, and on the
evidence therc given the ‘coroner was in-
duced to change the name “B. F. Perry”
to “B. T. Pitezel,” and on this change
the money was paid over on Sept. 24
to Jeptha Howe, as attorney for the
widow.

. Right here it may be necessary to
enumerate the children of Mrs. Pitezel.
First, there is Dessie, who is about 16
years old; Alice, who was 14; Nellie, 11
(the two girls whose bodies were exhum-
ed); Howard, 9. and a baby about 1 year
old. Alice was far more dull than Dessie,
and why ehe should have been selected
for the ordeal is not known. She was not
so bright as Dessie. ?

Howe came on armed with a letter
of imtroduction from his law partner, Mr.
McDonald, the former Ass'stant District
Attoruey of 8t. Lou's, to Superintendent
Linden, asking him to render any service
he could to the attorney. On Mr. Howe’s
arrival the superintendent wrote a let-
ter of imtroduction to Mr. Fouse, the
prespdent of the insurance company, and
also one to Coroner Ashbridge, com-
mending Howe to their consideration.
This gave him a good standing.

While all this was going on the Chicago
agent had gone to Wtilliamette, where
he had talked to Howard’s(Holmes) see-
ond wife about the case. She promptly
wrote to her husband in Columbus, O.,
and the result was that in a few days
the Philadlphia Insurance Company re-
eelved a letter from Holmes, in which
bhe said that he had reccived a letter
from his wife informing him that the
tompany wanted a description of Mr.

Holmes requested that any letters
she wished to send to them be handed
to him and he would forward them.
Playing the same game with - the chil-
dren, he thus managed to prevent any
communication between them and their
mother. ~After his arrest a small tin
box was found among his effects and
this contained every letter written by
Mrs. Pitezel to her husband and her
children, and by the children to her, be-
tween the time of the murder of her
husband in Callow Hill-st., Philadel-
dhia, and the fatal Oct. 25. In every
epistle written by the mother she asks
the children why they have not written
to her in answer to her letters, and ex-
presses the fond hope that she soon shall
see them and papa. The letters of the
children are full of childish love, sim-
plicity ond pathos. They have become
lonely and homesick and tired of travel-
ing from one city to another, with no
papa, no mama, no Dessa and no dear
little baby. -

While at the Albion Hotel in this city
they wrote the last letter their little
hands ever penned, and in it they say
‘‘brother Howard is not with us now.
We have not seen him since we left De-
troit.” They did not dream of his fate
nor realize that they soon should be with
him. .

When Mrs, Pitezel came to Toronto
on the morning of Oct. 19, she expected
to meet her husband and children, She
had followed Holmes over half the con-
tinent and was becoming weary of the
suspense. Holmes knew he could not
satisfy her queries much longer. If she

,| once met the children and learned from

their lips that they had not seen their
father since theyv looked upon what they
were coufident was his corpse, the aw-
ful truth of her crime would at once
manifest itselt to her, she would open
out on him, and his fate was sealed,
“If mother and children met he must
ang. Mother and chiidren must not
¢t, though it meant the assassination
:ﬂ%ﬂm entire family. His life was of
miore value to him than a million others,
and the murder of the mother and five
children was a small matter to his hell-
ish nature when his own life hung in
the balance. The boy had already been
disposed of, and the girls, Alice and
Nellie, must die.

Holmes left Toronto on Oct. 26, and
was traced to Prescott, from there to
Ogdensburg and afterwards to Burling-
ton, Vt., where he rented a furnished
house for Mrs. Pitezel and her baby,
who had been sent there the very
morning of the murder on the pretence
that her husband had been sent ahead
of her because the detectives were after
him, It was at!{ Battleford where
Holmes put nitro-glycerine under the
houss in order to remove the remaining
members of the family.

As soon as he was brought to Boston
Holmes pleaded guilty to swindling the
insurance company. The maximum
penalty for this crime is only two
years. He claimed that the body
found, supposcd to be that of Perry,
was that of a “subject”’ obtained from
a medical college. The Philadelphia
authorities became suspicious from his
alacrity in pleading guilty that the
body was really that of Pitezel, and
that Holmes had murdered him, and
withheld sentence pending the result of
the enquiries of Detective Geyer, who
was detailed to follow the movements
of Holmes after leaving Philadelphia
with thejPitezel ‘children. At Detroit
he learned that Holmes had arrived
there with the three Pitezel children,
and that in the City of Straits the boy.
Howard Pitezel, disappeared. Holmes
had rented a house in Forest-avenue,
which contagned a furnace with a large
fire:-box. Holmes and the boy were
seen to enter the house together, and
Holmes was seen to leave it alone. The
theory of Mr. Geyer is that the boy was
killed and his body cremated in the
furnace fire-box. In view of later de-
velopments this theory " is probably cor-
rect.

Arrival in Toronto.

On the morning of Oect. 18 Holmes
came to Toronto with his wife and re.
gistered at the Palmer House under the
name of George Howell and wife,
Columbus, Ohio. They stayed for the
day only. The register of the Palmier
House for Oct 21 contains this entry :
“*A. Howell and wife, Columbus, O.”
Mrs. Pitezel, with her daughter Dessa
and baby, reached Toronto the same
day as Holmes, alias Howell, arrived.
She had been brought here on the pre-
tence that she was at last to meet -her
husband and her three children,
Holmes met her at the:- Union Station
and sent her to the Union Hotel, where
she registered under the name of Mys,
0. A. Adams, Columbus, Ohio.

In the meantime the girls, Alice and
Nellie, had arrived. They were un-
aware of the presence in the city of
their mother, to whom thev had been
writing pathetic letters, asking her to
please come and see them, as they were
so homesick and travel-weary, They
were sent to the Albion Hotel, where
they registered under the name of Can-
ning, a name they had assumed in
Indianapolis. While at the -Albion

lington and a dozen other places, betore’
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Holmes took them out every day, re-
turning in the evening. /

As the days passed by and no definite
word of her husband or her children
being given her, Mrs. Pitezel, alias
Adams, became anxious, and pressed
Holmes for knowledge of their where-
abouts. Fearing they would in some
way become aware of the presence of
one another so close at hand, and
tired of his long chase around the con-
tinent, Holmes appears to have decided
upon ultimate measures.

On the mogning of Oct. 25 he called at
the Albion [and took the girls away
with him. It now transpirés that he
took them to the house iu St. Vincent-
street. where he smothered them and
buried them in the cellar, as described
above, '

Holmes will of course be .exn:adlt'ed
from Philadelphia to stand his trial for
the murder ot the children.

Detective Geyer sat in the corridors of
the Rossin House last evening, feeling
highly elated over the successful con -
clusion of his long search and the ]llstlf‘l-
cation of his theories on the matter. To
a World reporter he said: * I cannot ex-
press too highly my appreciation of
the assistance the newspapers of this
city bave rendered Detective Cuddy and
L If it was not for the interest taken
in this case by The World and the Wide
publicity it gave it, the P;x-‘tezel chxkdrgu.

LAURIER'SWANT OF CONFIDENCE MOTION

Rejeqted on Division by 114 to 70, a Majority
of 44,

Ottawa, Ont., July 15.—This has been
a day of trilumph for the Conservative

has achieved one of the greatest of ora-
torical success. His speech was called
forth in reply to Mr. Laurier, whose
motion, weak and colorless as it was,
even Mr. McCQrthy could not stomach.
There was a certain grace of diction
about Mr. Laurier’s utterances, but the
total lack of definiteness, the one thing|
above all others with which he has/
been charged on the school motidn for
the past two years was again apparent.
The Liberals themselves profess to be
highly pleased with the tone 6f Mr.
Laurier’s speech, and yet ask any one
in private what Mr. Laurier’s policy on
the school question is, they cannot tell
you. Mr. Foster seems to grow strong-
e ras a debater each week, and the
opinion in ‘the lobbies of his effort to-
night is that it was one of his best, It
was a careful review of the whole
school question, an able defence of
Ministerial policy, and a mass of in-
cisive criticism of the do-nothing policy
of the Opposition. It will go on record
as one of the best expositions of the
Ministerial policy on the school question
yet delivered. Mr. Laurier’'s amend-
ment was defeated on a vote of 114 to
70, a majority of 44. Six French-Cana- 1
dian Conservatives—Messrs, Jeannotte,
Lepine, Dugas, Dupont, Turcotte and
Belley—voted with Mr. Laurier./
Wreck of the Mexico.

Mr. McMullen asked if the Govern-
ment had any further information of
the ‘wreck of the Mexico, on which the
first shipment of Canadian butter in
cold storage had been made, and whe-
ther other cold storage accommodation
would be provided.

done yesterday. In-his judgment, the!
Government were suffering from cer-|
ebral malformation, they were haunted '
by the demon of doubt and vacillation. |
The Government’s policy was one of
broken promises, broken engagements,
conflicting determinations and retro-
grade movements., He cited the Gov-
ernment’s policy on the Insolvency bill,
the space for cattle on ship board and
the Hudson Bay Rallway matter. On
the Manitoba school question there had
been vacillation incarnate. The Reme-
dial Order was passed ; Manitoba was
commanded to restore Catholic schools.
What happened? Manitoba refused to
do anything, and the Government in-
stead of implementing the order with
the promised legislation, turned round
and said, * Let us negotiate.” The
policy lof conciliation, of whech the
Premier spoke the other day, would
have been a grand thing at the outset.
(Opposition cheers.) The policy of the
Government should have been moder-
ate in language and firm in action. In-
stead of that, it had been bullying in
language and weak in execution. He
was proceeding to quote Mr. Angers’
speech in the Senate, when Mr. Speaker
called him to order, and said it was
irregular to refer to what took place
in the other House.

' The Comservative Leader Replies,

Mr. Foster, on rising to resume the
debate, sald Mr. Laurier was welcome
-to all the satisfaction he could get out
of the recent Ministerial crisis. He
could be congratulated at not having
had a Ministerial crisis within the ranks
of his party for 17 years He could be
condoled with for the dlsappointment
at not getting office during these many
years. The speaker proceeded to refer
to_the hopes of.office which Mr. Laur-
fe® had held out to his followers from
time to time. The party disappoint-
ments had been many, and now the
Liberals hoped to slide into power dn
iwo motions to adjourn the House, and
the colorless catch resolution now un-
der consideration. As against Mr.
Laurier’'s argument, that it was mis-
trust which caused the recent Minis-
terial crisis, he could cite the state-
ments made In the House last week,
but in addition to that the policy of the
Government was before the House in
full, and the Government had the con-
fidence of its supporters, He stood
there, the representative of a upited
Government, a Government united in
its policy. He proceeded to refer to the
charges of instability of the Govern-
ment policy as regards the Insolvency
Law and cattle space on ship-board, in- :
dicating the Opposition leader’s obser-:
vations on these points. Mr, Laurier
was so taken up with looking after the
trumpery question of two inches of
space for cattle that he failed to see
the broad measures which were the
foundation of the stable policy which
his soul longed for. One of the great
planks of Conservative policy was the
union of all the British peoples on this
North American continent, and ey
had followed out that line of policy
with unswerving stability. Then,again,
they had advocatéd the broadening of
our lines of communication within our
country and without, with a result ex-
ceeding the most sanguine anticipa-
tions. Since 1876 the Liberal-Conserva-
tive party had unflinchinglygyadvocated
the development of the industrial life
of the Dominion by affording a reason-
able and adequate protection to native
industry. .
An Honest School Pelicy.

The last point Mr. Laurier had
brought up was the Government’s at-
titude on the Manitoba school question.
He challenged the Opposition to show
that the course of the Government had
been anything but honest, sincere,
frank and wise. He proceeded to dis-
point by point, the course pur-
sued by the Government on the school
question from it§ very inception. The
only door through which the minority
could get their grievance remedied was
by the issuance of a Remedial Order,
and yet to-day Mr. Laurier declared
that the Government had acted unwise-
ly in issuing such an order. Some peoe
ple were disposed to say that.the Re-
medial Order went too far. ‘The order
just went so far as the alleged and
certified grievance of the minority
went. That a grievance existed had
been established by the highest court
in the realm, and:in following up that
judgment the Government had simply
done its duty. The Remedial Order
ought not to be considered as wanting
in courtesy or thoughtfulness towards
the Local Government because of the
necessarily judicial tone in which it
was couched. It was simply, as it were,
the order ofa court, reciting the facts
and declaring what, in the judgment of
the court, following the decison of the
Judicial Committee, seemed to be nec-
essary in order to remedy the grievance
by the local authority itself.

The Policy Definite.

Mr. Laurier had condemned the Gov-
ernment for its lack of a definite policy.
Was it, or was it not, a clear and defi-
nite line of policy, when the Govern-
ment states, as a Government unitedly,
to the House and country, that there
is, we believe, a grievance for all con-
cerned, and for permanent settlement
it is best that the grievance should be
removed by the Local Legislature it-
self? And this intricate and important
legislation ought not to be undertaken
hastily by the House, ought not, in any
event, to be undertaken until the ut-

‘country.

party. For five years this question has
been before the country, and for these
five years my hon. friend has led that
party and been {ts exponent, and I defy

Why, sir, does
my hon. friend not know what his own
people. think, and by his own people I
mean his Supporters, in the Province
of Quebec, who are in favor of Remedi-
al Legislation, and Separate Schools in
Manitoba? Do they not think that the
Separate Schools are Protestant, and
that the fact is well established that
they are Protestant schools?  And yet
Mr. Laurier has'been with' these friends
for five years, and up to this moment
his mind is like a blank piece of paper
80 far as information is concerned as
to whether these schools are Protestant
or not. He might have asked Mr, Mar-
tin for information as to the quality
of these schools, because, if I am not
mistaken, the opinion of- that gentle-
man’ is that these schools are Protest-
ant schools, and he has been making a
very strong plea lately that they should
be secularized, for, by secularizing
thtm you take away any grievance the
minority had that anything like Pro-
testant doctrine was taught in these
schools. ! =
Five Years Without Forming an Opinion.

As a man who claims to be a states-
man, I put this question to him. Can
he, as a leader of a great party, and
a commanding light in this country,
afford to go through five yearg-of tur-
moil upon a question which{he him-
self says is shaking Confederation, or
may shake Confederation, to its.very
foundation, and not make himself suffi-
ciently informed of facts, and not then
inform his peoRle and his party as to
these facts? As a consistent man, if he
belleved that these schools are in that
position, and believes that, therefore,
there is a grievance, it was his duty
during these five years to have been
backing up his people in their demand?
Neither of these things has he done.
He has simply stood under cover and
shat from behind the bushes, Sir, he
had another cover, When he was chal-
lenged again to give an opinion, and to
make a statement of his views, he de-
clared that he could not do it, be-
cause this question was before the
courts, and that he must not open his
mouth upon it while it was sub judice.
All that he had been able to do was to
pluck up courage twice to move the
adjournment of the House,

With bated breath had the country
waited to-day for Mr. Laurier’s policy, |
but when it came to the point there
were but three great planks—(1) That
“two years ago I had a certain opin-
fon of the constitution,” a two-year-old
remedy statement; then he repeated
another : “Two years ago I held this
question was a question of facts, not
of law ; that iS my policy.” How on
earth could that become a policy? His
third statement was that “ two years
ago I sald that if these schools were
Protestant schools there was a griev-
ance, and there ought to be g remedy.”
So that his whole platform was the
triune platform of these three facts,
two years old, which he repeated to-
day, in the face of this great crisis,
which he (Mr. Laurier) says is shaking
Confederation to its foundation. Mr.
Laurier had run from those three dried
sticks of fact, which he denominated
his policy, and declared in tragic tones
that something must be done, and done
at once, that the country was being
disintegrated, that Confederation was
threatened, Then, in the name of
heaven, why does not my hon. friend
do something? What is that some-
thing which he proposes to do? It is
another motion.” Not a motlon to ad-
journ the House. (Laughter.) This
time he is on higher ground. He asks
this House solemnly but firmly to de-
clare that they regret the failure of
the Government to deal with the Mani-
toba school question in a manner de-
manded by the best interests of the
And, furthermore, he is of
the opinion that the Ministerial dec-
laration is calculated to promote & dan-
gerous agitation among the Canadian
people.

BANQUE DU PRUPLE GLOSES ITS

n Deep Water for Some Time. an Ad-
vance of s Million Dollars a Week Ago
Was Speedily Exhausted by a Bun—
Interesting Developments Are Looked
For.

Montreal, Que., July 15.~After many
rumors being set afloat as to the sta-
bility of the Banque du Peuple;, that
institution has been obliged to suc-
cumb, the announcement of its sus-
pension being given out at 4 o'clock
this afternoon.

A few weeks agp the stock of the
leading French-Canadian bank was
worth 90 and 92, and on Friday last it
had fallen to 52; yet, strange to say, 250
shares were -sold this afternoon on
'‘Change at an advance of 3 points, or
66, and an hour later the doors of the
Banque du Peuple were closed.

Mr, Gagno;x. the bank inspe::tor. said :
“ The bank has suspended temporarily.
This course was decided oh to-day, and
it must be understood that this includes

not only the general business but the
savings deposit department as well.
The bank: is in a position to meet all
its liabilities, and all that it requires is
a little time. The cause of the suspen-
sion was the heavy drain on its depos-
its. 'The other banks, as you know,
advanced us a million dollars last week,
but at noon to-day this advance was
exhausted. I look to the bank resum-
ing business within the next two or
three months.”

Interesting Developments Looked For.

Your correspondent learns, however,
that very interesting developments may
be expected in connection with the sus-
pension of the Banque du Peuple. Dur-
ing the last eight days tpe balance
against the institution at the clearing
house was from $125,000 to $150,000, and,
of course, this could not go on very
long. The capital,eof the Banque du
Peuple was $1,200,000, all of which is
paid up.

The deposits reachied about $8,000,000.
Mr. H. Vincent Meredith of the Bank
of Montreal expresses the belief that
the- Banque du Peuple will be able to
meet all its liabilities,

OUVR WATER SUPPLY.

Some twop or three yeams ago the City
Engineer pubmitted & report in which
{ were discussed the various projects that
have been proposed fromi time to tijne
for furnishing the city with water. In
that report/ the merits and disadvan -
tages of the Scarboro, Humber, Lake
projects were
commented upon. None of them were con-
sidered as feapible or as inexpensive as
the Engineer’s plan for obtaining the
supply ‘from the present intake by, means
of ‘a new tunnel. Mr. Keating favored
the project for getting our supply from
Lake Ontario for these reasons, princi-
pally : the supply was unlimited, the
water was of undoubted purity and the
expense of pumping was less than the
intedest on the capital involved in any
gravitation scheme. The Engineer’s pro-
posal is, we believe, the best of all that
have ever been submitted. Its principal
recommendation is its certainty: we
know: the volume and purity of the water;
we know what the project will cost us.
The same thing cannot be said of any
of the gravitation schemes. I# is nof
known that Lake Simecpe waten is as pura
as that of Lake Ontario; it is notl
known that it will afford smfficient for
the increasing wants of this city ; finally,
the question of cost is very indefinite,
and in any case is bound 'to be enormous,
What is fascinating about the Simeoe
scheme is the assertion, as yet unproved,
that it will give us so much water that
we can udgp it unsparingly for{ every pur-
pose, and it will probably render munne-
cessary the 'building of a trunk
sewer. IT we were sure of the
supply of water in Lake Simcoe
and of ite purity, the difference between
the two projects would be the fnterest
on the capital required to build an
aqueduct some forty miles in length on
the one hand and the cost of pumpimg
the water from Lake Ontario on the
other. This latter is always diminishing
Effective engines, cheap coal, new com-
bustion appliances have greatly reduced
the cost of pumpimg during the past five
years, and it is altogether likely that
the cost of power will be reduced to a
mfnimum when the long-distance trans-
mission of electricity becomes commer-
clally feasible. i :

However meitorious the Engineer’s pro-
ject may appear, fit should not be under-
taken until it has been passed upon by
aw hydraulicl engineer of undoubted repu-
tatibn and ability. Phe watchword that
sbould Zuide us in the matter is that
no miktake must be made this time. We
have bungled all along in the construc-
tibn of our system. There must be no
more blunderin®. The next time we make
a move we must be assured that it will
ot turn out a fajlure and  disappoint
us. For this reason the reporti of our
Engineer, able though he be, should Be
verified by the most able hydraulic en-
gimeer whose services we can secure. At
the same time this expert might be com-
mfssioned to look over the gravitation
suggestibns and give us his views there-
on. An engineer who has had experience
in the water problems. of large cities,
will be able to size up the situation here
without difficulty.

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Destruction of the Cibola Attended With Loss
: of Life.

—James Woodward, Second

Ashore at Youngstown—The

Visitors from Toronto, ffalo, Ham-
lton and all adjacent places flocked to
the Niagara River yesterday to see the
scene of the catastrophe which sent
one man to a horrible death and re-
duced to a blackened, blistered hiill one
of the handsomest of pleasure ‘steam-
ers. The fire which destroyed the Ci-
bela and the dock at Lewiston started
at1 o’clock Monday morning;-afd in ten

'Custom House and the American Ho-
tel, which soverlooked the scene, were
a mass of flames. The inception of the
blaze is at present shrouded in mystery,
and the inquest, whi‘h was opened at
L wiston yesterday, shed no lignht on
it whatever, William Hammond, the
third engineer of the destroyed boat,
was burned to a crisp, and passed away
in horrible torture, but whether his
death was due to the criminal careless-
ness of fellgw-employes, or whether it
was an accident, impossible to avert,
will perhaps never be known.

No Fire in Ner All Day.

The Cibola had been tied up at Lew-
Iston all day Sunday. The Sabbath Day
is cleaning day on board a steamship,
and all waste and inflammable stuff
is cleaned out of her engine and boiler
rooms. All day Sunday she lay with-
out a spark of fire in any part of her.
An hour before the catastrophe the
fire under one boiler was lighted by
William Robinson, the watchman be-
low decks. The watchman above decks
is Robert Kelly, and it is the duty of
both these men to remain awake all
night, and give the alarm at the
slightest suspicion of fire. The Cibola
had a fine fire equipment, and some of

the officers of the vessel have no hesi- |
tation in saying that if both watchmen
had done their duty the pumps could
have been got to work in a twinkling
and the damage done infinitesimal.
The €angplank Burned Under Them.
There ‘were 40 or more people sleeping
on board the Cibola, including officers,
engineers, crew, shiphands, stewards'
and waiters. They were all awakened
by Kelly’s cry of fire, shouted at the
doors of the various sleeping apart-
ments, Capt. W, H. Soames, Engineer

Walsh and his wife and Miss Minnie
Guy were sléeping on the first deck.
The others were below; Hammond,
the dead man, in the forecastle, and
James Woodward, his injured mate, in
the fore-peak. When Kelly reached the
captain’s quarters on the first deck he
had ‘to bend his had down to escape
the flames that were pouring down
from the ceiling above his head.

Then ensued a frenzied rush for the
gang-plank. Of all the 40 people, only
the two watchmen escaped with their
clothes on. The rest were all in their
night-dresses. eBfore al lhad gotten
out thé gang-plank was on fire, Capt.
Soames'and Miss Guy were pulled
through a window, and barely had got-
ten out when the moorings of the ves-
sel were burned away, and the Cibola
floated out into the river a great mass
of flame.

The frightened, half-naked people on
the wharf saw the double holocaust, ev-
ery detail of the burning vessel being
reflected as in a mirror. On the oppo-
eite heights the pine-trees took on a
lurid glow, and the windows of the
buildings around were filled with faces
of frightened people, awakened but a
moment before to find death by flames
staring them in the face.

Woodward's Escape. Hammond's Fearful
Death.

When the boat was 150 feet from the
land a cry went up .when the head of
a man was seen to emerge from the
burning flames that were pouring out
of one of the lower windows. This was
James Woodward, second engineer,
who jumped into the river, and with
a face all seared and blistered from
the furnace he had come through swam
ashore. Then came over the waters the
agonized cry of another man who was
te'ng tcrturei t> death with his fice
pressed against a port-hole, striving to
force himseif through an opening five
inches wide. This was William Ham-
mond, third engineer, and his compan-
lons were powerless to save hifm, even
if they had the presence of mihd to do
so.

But there wefe others to look to. The
flames, which had burned the moor-
ings, caught the wharf, and spread up
the steps to the storehouse of the Ni-
agara Navigation Company, licking up
the oil and@ waste contained therein,and ‘
rusting on to the little American Cus-
tom House, which abutted against the
American Hotel, on top of the bank.
The hotel was full of guests, and these
were all hustled into the midnight air
unclothed.

Adrift and Ablaze. i

A stiff breeze wis blowing diagonally |
from the Canadian shqre up the river,
and the blazing boat borne far down ;

The face was
charred beyond recognition, and the
trunk which remained can never be
positively identified as that of the third
engineer.
The Watchman’s Story.

Robert Kelly, the watchman who gave
the alarm of fire, says that he had been
on duty since 6 o’clock, and it was near-
ing the hour for a change of watch that
the fire ‘occurred. He had made a trip
around the decks and was forward when
he smelt smoke. He rushed to the s‘peak-
ing tube and called down to Robinson,
who was making the fires in the boiler-
room below. Aimost before he finished
speaking he saw flames burstin, > out
amidships. The Cibqlg._ has six oilers,
three fore and thi®@ aft. Between them
are placed the| engines, and it
was from below the engineer’s
bridge which stands immediately above
them, that the fire came. He then rushed
below-decks to give the alarm, and before
he had finished his rounds the fire had
gained complete control of the vessel. This
is substantially the story that Kelly told
to Coroner Charles Walker of Lewiston at
the inquest yesterday morning, Kelly has
been in the employ of the cumpany some
three years, ' 4

The Sccond Watchman’s Testimony.

William Rebinson, the other watchman,
has been employed omnly since the ocom-
mencement of this season. It was his duty
to come on board at midnight and get up
steam in the boilers, He states that he
had already gotten up fire under ene bofler
when Kelly shouted the alarm down to him.
This was the first intimation he had that
anything was wrong. He had smelt no
emoke when he came in and could account
in no way for the blaze. Robinson was
very much oonfused when giving his testi-

{ mony. but, as h> is a nervous, weak-minded

young fellow, this was not regarded as in-
dicating that he felt guilty of any neglect.

To the insurance men and officers of the
vessel the whole affair is a mystery. The
absence of waste or other inflamablo stuff
from the hold increases it.

VYarfous Theories of Cansation.

The Cibola burned soft coal, and it has
been suggested that an explosion of coal
gas near the boiler may have caused the
holocaust. No indiocations of a large ex-
Plosion could;be seen on the wreck yester-
day, nor was there any great noise to
startle the sleeping ' officers,

A wild story was floating around Lewis-
ton yesterday that the fire was incendiary,
that it had ‘been started by spme friend of
Wint Scott, who is being held for the
murder of Coulter, one of the employes of
the Niagara Navigation Company, but, this
conjecture is dismissediby all concerned as
ridiculous, ¢

Among the Ingirance Men.

Yesterday afternoon s bevy of insurance
men went over from Toronto to investigate
matters. Some of them were financially

Hinterested and some wednt in quest of in-

formation. Capt. Crangle, a marine au-
thority, inspected the wreck on behalf of
In company with
the captain a World reporter rowed, over
to Youngstown to inspect the wreck. The
great steel hull of the vessel was still in-
tact, and did not, take in a drop of water,
except through its port holes. Every bit
of wood was gone, however, except. a few
smouldering embers. The steel joists of
the deck were litbered with a mass of
twisted wires, beat rods and melted glass.
One paddle-wheel was in its metallic por-
tions intact. Although the hull still floats
its plates are badly warped, and the keel
has sagged two feet in the middle.

The Question of Salvage.

Capt. Crangle believes that there is a
salvage amounting to some $50,000, but
the expense of recovering it will Le very
great, and probably oaly a fraction of this
sum will be realized. 1

The boilers were packed  in aneston,
and, although filled with water, are De-
lieved to have come through the ordeal
without injury. The shaft of the machin-
ery will be saved, but the intricate parts
of it are hopelessly gcue. ;

The Cibola cost $160,000, but her value
at the present time would be, in the opins
ifon of her owners, about $100,000. The
Insurance, so far ds ocan be ascertained,
amounted to $75,000. This was in policies
covering both marine and fire losses, and
had been placed with the British America
and Western Assurance Companies. The
net loss of the Western, however, will be
but $8000 and that of the British America
$6000, the balance having been re-insured
In several American marine companies, of
which Messrs. Smith, Davies & Co. of Buf-
falo were the agents, \

Capt. McLeod of Buffalo came up to
appraise the wreck for the American of-
ficers, and his opinion coincides with that
of Capt. Crangle. As it was but a frace
tional insurance, the underwriters will
probably. declare a full loss, and the
Niagara Navigation Co. will get what
they can out of the salvags to recoup
their further losses,

The inquest was opened by Coromer Wal-
kker at 10 a.m., and the testimony of . the
two watchmen, whioh is given above, was
taken! Other witnossses were called to
prove the recovery of the remains, and
an attempt was made to legally identify
them as those of Hammond. This, how-
ever, cannot be done, but, as Hammond is
the only man missing and the remains
were found near the forecastle, there is
iittla doubt that he was the victim. Wit-
nesses of the fire are positive. about see-
ing the face of a man at the port-hole and
hearing his shriek. The remains were
found immediately below the port-hols,
having fallen when the floor gave way.

COMMITTER APPOINTED TO BRING
AN ANUTHER REPORT,

Tunnel Scheme and New Conduit Will Be
Counstdered — Trolley Extemsions Next

During the past few years there have
been many and various reports on the
city's water supply. The Board of
Works yesterday afternoon authorized
another in the passing of a resolution
appointing a committee to confer with
the City Engineer and report to a special
meeting, *‘on the best means of aug-
menting and improving the water sup-
ply.” This included the tunnel scheme,
the improved conduit and enlarged street
mains. e
The allegations as to the quality of
the coal supply for the waterworks will
when - Prof. Ellis’ analysis has been
also be considered at a special meeting
ma

In the absence of Ald. Lamb threugh
illness, Ald. Sheppard presided.
Proposed Tunuel and Improved Watea
Mains,
The detailed report on these matters,
a digest of which has, already bgen given
in The World, was not discussed yester-
day. The committee thought the sub-
ject big enough for a special meeting,
and passed this resolution of Ald. Les-
lie: *“That Ald. Lamb, Bates, Sheppard,
J.-J. Graham and Leslie be a sub-com-
mittee, with the engineer, to counsider
and report on the best means of aug-
menting and improving the city's water
supply.” s
One or two dissentient notes were
heard. Ald. Seunders objected to the
sub-committee, which "he suspected was
to bring in again E. A. Macdonald’s
scheme,
Ald. Leslie said he was in favor of
any scheme which would benefit the
city, whether it was E. A. Macdonald’s
or Ald. Saunders’ scheme.
Ald. Saunders said he should stand by
the engineer, and moved an amendment,
which was lost, that the consideration
of Mr. Keating’s report be deferred two
weeks. !

Still stronger in opposition to the
sub-committee was Ald. Hallam, who
strenuously maintained that Lake On-
tario is the only available source * for
Toronto’s water supply. He was for
sending the report on to council at
sw¢¢ to be there dealt with.

Trolley Extensions.

Ald. Gowanlock and Bell complained
that the Engineer had not recommended
the Dovercourt. trolley extension. Mr.
Keating said Chairman Lamb wished to
go over the locality,~but bhad been pre-
vented by illuess. motion carried that
Ald. Gowanlock, Hubbard and Bell do the
inspection, together with the Engineer,
and that the report be presented at the
next meeting.

In accordance with the opinion of the
City Engineer a bylaw will be' submitted
to council fixing four weeks hence for
the opening of the Avenue-road and Os-
sington-avenue railway extensions.

Brick v. Cement for Sidewnlks.
The Queen-street brick sidewalk, re-
rommended by the Engineer on the scuth
side, from John-street to Spadina, was
on motion of Ald. Hubbard referred back
to obtain the opinion of the residents
whether they should .pay 9 cents more
per foot for brick than for cement.
The committee passed all the other
pavements save that of Portland-street,
which was referred back on Ald. Hub-
bard stating that only slight repairs to
the /macatlam were necessary. J
Tenders for pavements and sidewalks
were endorsed and new tenders will be
called for the painting of the waterworks
engines.
Ald. Hubbard protested against the
Grand Trunk Railway tracks being placed
over Brock-street Wharf during the sum-
mer traffic.
