Regarding the farming situation, 
President McEwen, of the Ontario Farm­
ers’ Association, says : “I regret very 
much that, owing to the extraordinary 
season which we have experienced, the 
results of the year’s operations are likely 
to prove disappointing to the. farmers of 
Ontario. From the best information 
available, there is no doubt, that the hay, 
grain and root crops ot Ontario for 1907, 
will be at least one-third less than the 
average crop for the last eight or ten 
years. This will mean less beef, bacon, 
mutton, cheese and butter. It is also a 
matter of grave concern in many districts, 
how the necessary iood is to be provided 
for the farm stock during the coming fall 
and winter mouths. There is no doubt 
that large numbers will have to be sacri­
ficed, to a large extent, to meet the re­
quirements of the situation.

As the result of a severe electrical storm 
which passed over Western Ontario dur­
ing Sunday night, probably more damage 
was done than during any other storm of 
the season. The storm, which in many 
cases was accompanied by wind and hail 
was quite general throughout this section 
of the province, but despite its damaging 
nature was greeted as a regular God send 
by the farmers. For weeks in some cases 
the distress caused by. lack of rain has 
been considerable, crops being damaged 
pastures ailing anc( trouble even being ex­
perienced in getting water for stock. 
The damage seems to have been almost 
entirely in the rural districts, scarcely any 
damage being reported from the towns or 
cities. A considerable number of barns 
were destroyed, in most cases containing 
much of the season’s crops. In some 
places farm implements and stock were 
concluded in the loss sustained.

He is regarded as 
being too smart, and most of the 
■older then of the place express dis­
approval of his attitude and his way 
of doing things. So presently the 
young man goes off to the city, where 
smartness and initiative are welcomed 
with open arms. In the overage small 
town there may be only three or four 
men—or at most a dozen or so—who 
have breadth of thought and any real 
knowledge of the great, protean world 
that lies beyond the village horizon. 
If all the business men of the place 
were of this class, fewer bright young 
fellows would be found hastening city­
ward.

Village life in Ontario has greatly 
improved within the last few years. 
Most small towns now have electric 
light plants, and many of them have 
waterworks systems, concrete side­
walks, etc. In some of the more en­
terprising places the authorities are 
reaching out for industries, and are in 
other ways seeking to stimulate local 
growth and prosperity. Yet where is 
there a village in Ontario that has 
grown appreciably in population dur­
ing the past ten years of unprecedent­
ed growth and development in Can­
ada ? The village spirit must be rec­
ognized as an accursed thing and buri­
ed underground before there can be 
true village progress. And village 
progress is something, greatly to be 
desired.—Saturday Night.

For Thin, 
PoorBlood

Are Hard Times Coming
New York, Aug. 26—Are con­

ditions such throughout the country 
that hard times are coming ? The 
World, through its correspondents, 
has asked this question of merchants, 
bankers, capitalists, manufacturers and 
farmers in every section of the United 
States. The answers go to show a 
wide divergence of opinion as to the 
present situation. In the financial 
centres of the East a contraction in 
business is generality conceded. That 
it will lead to hard times is not believ­
ed. General manufacturing, however, 
even in the East, is reported to he 
enjoying high prosperity, the textile 
industry being especially favored.

In the West the reports show that 
commerce is still going on at high 
pressure. Counting on fairly good 
crops, the fear of hard times is gener­
ally scouted. In the Northwest pros­
perity is relied on to continue. The 
South also reports conditions looking 
to a continuance of good times.

Here and there a warning is sound­
ed and by the few the prediction is 
made that hard times are coming. In 
nearly all sections a reasonable con­
servatism is urged and the remark is 
frequently made that the “pace has 
been too fast.”

The West’s Harvests.
Effect ot Frost Not As Serious as 

first Contemplated.
Winnipeg, Aug. 29.— The weather re­

port today showed only Calgary and 
Virden to have fulfilled the weather 
man’s forecast of frost. Both registered 
30 degrees : Edmonton and Battleford 
were down to 36 degrees. Higher tem­
perature is again the prediction.

W. H. McWilliams, manager of the 
Canadian? Elevator Company, has return­
ed from a trip through the West, occupy­
ing several days, on an inspection of the 
crop conditions. He gives an estimate of 
the yield at 75 million to 80 million bush­
els. The harvest is trom ten to twenty 
days late in different localities. Oats are 
the finest ever seen in the West, and will 
be 100 bushels' to the acre. Effects ot 
frosts are not nearly so serious as has 
been contemplated.

50,000 More to Come.
Ottawa, Aug. 29.—Brigadier Howell, 

of the Salvation Army, is in Ottawa to­
day, and called upon Sir Wilftid Laurier. 
He was able to tell the Premier that dur­
ing the year 15,000 people have come to 
Canada under the auspices of the Salva­
tion Army, and that at the AVmy head­
quarters in London there is at the pres­
ent time a list of 50,000 people anxious to 
settle in the Dominion. The Army hopes 
to be even more successful in its immi­
gration efforts in the future than it has 
been up to the present time.

Shorthorns in Demand.
It would look like a verification of 

the remarks of Colonel Bellows at the 
Davidson sale in May, that soon there 
would be a turn in the depressed 
Shorthorn market. Buyers have been 
present from several points during this 
fiist week of the fair, and earlier in 
tho province, picking up good indi­
viduals.

The same auctioneer also remarked 
that the Americans were getting the 
best of the Canadian blood. Farmers 
in Ontario certainly make a big mis­
take when they fail to purchase the 
very best they can get. It is being 
gradually borne in upon many farm­
ers, who hitherto have been dealing 
only in cheap animals with ancient 
pedigrees, that the dearest at the be­
ginning is often the money-maker in 
the end. No one desires very much 
a poor animal or an inferior pedigree. 
Sales of these are often made, but 
they are made at low figures, and after 
considerable dickering.

A choice animal sells himself. His 
purchase at a big sale becomes a 
working ad. for the buyer and the 
matings are watched with interest by 
more eyes than the owner dreams of. 
It is a wise policy to get the best even 
if prices seem stiff, A young farmer 
in Ontario County attended one of 
the dispersion sales near North Tor 
onto last spring and spent what seem­
ed to fiis neighbors as a fabulous sum 
for a herd bull. The animal has 
proved a paying one, and offers for 
his purchase at nearly double the 
figures have -since come in.

The competition that sustains prices 
and makes for the propagation of the 
choicest, whether that competition 
come from the show ring or from the 
demand of the times, is the healthiest 
sign of our times. Clear-headed, sane, 
careful and progressive struggle for 
the best, is best.—World.

Held on Suspicion For Parkhill Blaze.
Parkhill, August 30.—Fire completely 

destroyed the barn of the Hastings House 
here this evening. For some time it was 
feared that the blaze would spread to the 
hotel and destroy it. The water supply 
was poor and the brigade was a long time 
in getting to work.

The fire is supposed to be of incendiary 
origin and a man named Murray was ar­
rested at Thedford this evening and is 
being held in connection with the affair. 
Murray is said to have been turned out of 
the hotel during the afternoon and was 
seen to take the evening express just a 
few minutes before the blaze was discov­
ered.

The loss will be $3,000, on which there 
is $i.ooo insurance.

Electric Line Wallaceburg to Petrolia
Petrolea, Aug. 26.—A large and in­

fluential delegation of Chatham and Wal­
laceburg business men met the members 
of Petrolea Board of Trade here this after 
noon and went over the root on the pro­
posed new electric line between Wallace­
burg and Petrolea.

McClarysThe Education Department has issued 
an important announcement in connec­

Bakers to Make Loaves Smaller-
Toronto, Ont., Sept. 2.—The price of 

flour has taken a jump of 20 cents per 
barrel.

Will the price of bread take a jump, 
too ? That’s the question every house­
keeper is asking.

It will, and it won’t. Which being in­
terpreted, means that it is almost certain 
the bakers will still continue to sell the 
loaf at to cents, but will decrease its 
weight by an ounce or two.

“You see,” explains one of the lead­
ing Toronto bakers. ‘‘If we were to 
raise the price we couldn’t make it any­
thing but 11 cents. That’s an awkward 
figure, and people would raise an awful 
howl. So we will lessen the weight by 
ail ounce or so, and in that way protect 
ourselves from loss.

‘‘Under the Ontario law a baker may 
sell bread of any weight so long as he 
puts a stamp or a label on it, showing its 
weight. We will, of course, mark the 
correct weight on the new loaves. That 
law is a just one, both to the bakers and 
the public, and we think the new plan 
will work all right.”

The rise in the price of flour reported 
from Montreal is a general one, and is 
in effect here, too. It is the effect of the 
jump in the western wheat markets.

Higher Salaries for Rural Postmast 
ers-

The long promised revision of salaries 
and allowances of rural postmasters has 
taken place and no longer will it be a re­
flection on the Dominion service that 
there are postmasters receiving $25 a year. 
The minimum has been raised to $35- 
The allowance of 40 per cent, of receipts 

! on the first $800, has been increased to 
fifty per cent, on the first $1,000, while 
thirty per cent, will be allowed on all be­
tween $i .ooo and $10,000, instead of 25 
per cent, on $800 to $io,oco, as at pres­
ent. On receipts of $10,000 and over, the 
allowance has been increased from 15 to 
20 per cent. Hereafter, overtime allow­
ance will be given for services after 9 p. 
m. and before 6 a. in., with the scale in­
creased from a minimum of $6 and a 
maximum of $60, to $10 and $100, accord­
ing to overtime employed.

Twelve per cent, for direct and indirect, 
is to be allowed, instead of ten per cent, 
for direct and 8 per cent, for indirect, on 
revenue accrued through forwarding office 
as it is at present paid

NEGLECTED CHILDREN.
The annual report of the superintendent 

of neglected and dependent children, for 
Ontario has just been issued. The re­
ports show that during the year 1906, a 
lârger number of children have been sav­
ed from evil surroundings, and placed in 
foster homes, than in any previous years. 
The superintendent Mr. J. J. Kelso says 
in part of his report :—“It is hard to re­
move the impression that the Children’s 
Aid Society exists solely for the purpose 
of taking children from their parents” 
yet he points out a perusal, of the reports 
of different societies throughout the pro­
vince, shows that a large part of the work 
is done with the intention of trying to im­
prove the condition of children of ne­
glected parents in their own home. When 
after repeated warnings, the advices of 
officers of the Children’s Aid societies is 
disregarded, then as a last resort appli­
cation is made for the guardianship of the 
children, and they are placed in foster 
homes. During the year 380 children 
were placed for the first time in foster 
homes, by the Aid societies. In addition, 
to the children placed for the first time, 
there, were 325 replacements. These were 
all children whose foster homes were un­
satisfactory, or who had themselves prov- 
efi unsatisfactory to their foster parents. 
Nearly 4000 children are nqw on record. 
Only six deaths occurred, five being in­
fants. All of these children are regular­
ly visited by thoroughly qualified visitors, 
who bring to bear upon their work, sym­
pathy, experience, and an ardent desire 
for the best interests of the children. 
Mr. John Wilkinson, Box 185 Sarnia, is 
agent for this county. He states that 
there are over 80 wards in Lambton, and 
wishes to be informed of any children the 
society can help in any way.

How the Months Got Their Names.
The months of the year obtained 

their names from widely varying 
sources. January was named from the 
Roman god Janus, the deity with two 
faces, one looking to the east and the 
other toward the west. February comes 
from the Latin word febroo, to purify. 
It was the ancient Roman custom to 
hold festivals of purification during 
that month. March owes its name to 
an old god of war. Among the Sax­
ons this month was known as least, 
meaning spring, which was the origin 
of our word Lent. It is claimed by 
some that April was named from the 
Latin word a peri re, open, in significa­
tion of the opening buds. In Saxon 
days it was called eastre, in honor of 
Eastra, the goddess of spring, from 
which comes our word Easter. May, 
was named after Mala, the Roman 
goddess of growth or increase, and 
Jane was from the Latin joven Is 
(young). Julius Caesar himself named 
July in his own honor, and August was 
likewise named by Augustus Caesar. 
September is from the Latin word sep- 
tem, meaning seven, it being the sev­
enth month of the year according to 
the old Roman calendar, and October, 
November and December likewise re­
tain the names they were known by in 
the old Roman calendar.
