Our armies, and those of 
our gallant allies, as well as the 
people behind them, are dependent 
upon the Unitec) States and Canada 
for food. Unless it is produced in 
sufficient quantities this year there 
will be suffering and perhaps disaster. 
It is unthinkable that such a cal­
amity should occur.

England realizes the necessity of 
putting under cultivation every 
possible acre of land.

A NEW ROOK DEALS WITH HUN 
ATROCITIES.

“The German Terror in France’* De­
scribes the Cruelties of the In­
vaders During the Months After 
They Occupied the District Round 
Cambrai, Which Has Recently 
Beer Liberated by the British 
Armies.

T
HE section between the 

Scheldt and the Oise for 
which the armies on the 
Western front are now so 

fiercely fighting has had its full share 
of the hardships of war. A recent 
despatch spoke of “the delirious 
joy" with which the inhabitants of 
the villages taken by the British in 
their last great advance greeted the 
victorious army. To them it meant 
delivery from cruel oppressors. It 
is easy to see why their joy amount­
ed to delirium when one reads the 
story of the atrocities of the Ger­
mans at the time of their first inva­
sion of this section. This story is 
told by Arnold J. Toynbee, late fel­
low of Balliol College, Oxford, in 
“The German Terror in France.” 
This book is made up of a digest of 
first-hand evidence cf the actions of 
the German soldiers and officers 
when they came into this section as 
•conquerors, in the early months of 
the war, and started a series of per­
secutions that has no doubt lasted 
till the British Army recovered the 
territory and set the people once 
more free.

The book, which treats of the con­
duct of the German soldiers in all 
the parts of France that they have 
invaded, has this to say of their ac­
tivities in this particular section:

“The invaders spread over the re­
gion between the Scheldt and the 
Somme. At Beaumont-Hamel, in the 
Department of the Somme, a village 
of 380 souls, they imposed a war 
contribution of 8,000 francs on the 
commune, threatening to carry the 
men away captive if the money were 
not paid. The mayor raised 1,800 
francs, and the Germans obtained the 
rest by robbing private individuals.
A week after their arrival they ac­
cused four women of espionage on 
frivolous grounds. An officer of the 
German infantry regiment No. 110, 
who examined them, offered three of 
them their lives if they would de­
nounce the fourth. They refused, 
and were given three minutes to 
change their minds. ‘Then/ states 
the fourth victim, ‘we were dragged 
to the church walls, the officer super­
intending in person. He had his 
watch in his hand. We were given 
one minute to confess of die. We 
did not give in.’ ‘One—two—* but
the fatal ‘three’ did not issue from 
his lips. They were led back again, 
and given half an hour’s grace more. 
They entrusted what money they had 
on their persons to another woman, 
but the officer interrupted the trans- 1 
action, counted the money out and 
appropriated it for the benefit of the 
war contribution. He told the fourth'' 
woman that she should be ‘buried 
alive in front of the church,’ but fin­
ally the colonel of the 110th Regi­
ment commuted their penalty to im­
prisonment. One hundred and sev­
enty inhabitants of Beaumont-Hamel 
altogether were taken as prisoners to i 
Cambrai. After five months’ deten­
tion the eiders were sent home, but 
they were brutally separated from 
the children, who were not allowed 
to return.

“At Broyant, on August 29, a 
Uhlan patrol 'fired down into a cellar 
where the inhabitants of a house had 
just taken refuge, and killed an old 
man of 74. They broke everything in 
this house, and sacked the whole vil­
lage. “Six or seven deaconesses in 
black clothes, with white coifs and 
Red Cross armlets, went into the 
houses with the soldiers and took 
anything that pleased them.’— ‘On 
September 1/ states another wit­
ness, T saw the Germans load M. 
Wable’s furniture on motor-cars and 
then set fire to the house—throwing 
in something that exploded.’ T 
saw quite distinctly,’ says a French 
soldier who was lying wounded in 
the street, ‘how they went from 
house to house, setting them on fire.
I saw them set a dozen houses on fire 
in this way, notably a big barn.’

“On August 29 the Germans also 
burned seven houses and two barns 
at Framerville. Their methods show 
that the incendiaries of Framerville 
and Proyart were the same. ‘One 
heard an explosion,’ states the Cure 

) of Framerville/ and then the house 
took fire immediately. Each time a 
building was burning they played a 
pianola which they had taken from 
M. Francois Foucard’s house.’ At 
Proyart, whilé M. Wable’s house was 
In flames, they had dances to the 
sound of a gramophone.

“At Maucourt on August 29 a 
German cyclist patrol found four ag­
ricultural laborers sitting in a cafe. 
He leveled his rifle at them, and two 
of them tried to escape. The Ger­
man fired twice at the first, who 
dragged himself a hundred yards 
and then died. The second took re­
fuge in a barn. More Germans then 
came up and demanded matches to 
burn the barn over his head, but 
finding none they nut five bullets

into nis Drain. Next day they wound­
ed a French dragoon from an am­
bush in the village, and finished him 
off with the butt-ends of their rifles 
in order to plunder his pockets. On 
September 25 they returned in force 
to Maucourt ,and when the French 
artillery opened on them they seized 
five men of -the village as a screen to 
cover their retreat. T was arrested,’ 
states one of these victiips, ‘by a 
German sergeant with a serrated 1 
bayonet. . . . They immediately
placed us in front of them, telling us 
that the French were going to kill 
us. . . . We could not escape, for 
we had a soldier with fixed bayonet 
on either side of us.’ ‘Four times/ 
states the village schoolmaster, wo 
were knocked over by the shock of

the (French) shells.’ Returning 
next day, the Germans imposed a 
war contribution on the commune. 
‘How many inhabitants have you?’ 
asked the German commandant. 
‘Three hundred and fifty,’ ho was 
told. T must have 10 francs per 
inhabitant,’ he answered. ‘If you 
have not produced the sum in gold 
or silver within an hour, everyone 
will be searched; anyone found with 
money on him will be shot, the vil­
lage will be burnt, and we shall carry 
off hostages.’ Fifteen hundred francs 
in gold were paid by the village 
baker, the rest by other individuals. 
‘No receipt was given,’ states a wit­
ness. ‘Our commune was completely 
pillaged. I found my own house 
sacked, the cloth torn off the billiard 
table, and everything in a state of 
indescribable confusion.’ On the 
same day, September 26, the French 
troops returned an,d Maucourt was 
delivered.

‘At Liancourt-Fosse the Germans, 
fighting with a French regiment for 
the possession of the village, seized 
twelve of the inhabitants as a screen, 
and drove them forward in their 
ranks. The French slackened thëir 
fire, but three of the civilians were 
seriously wounded and another mor­
tally.

“In the Commune of Welles-Per- 
ennes, in the Department of the Oise, 
the Germans surprised two farm lads, 
18 and 19 years old, driving in a 
cart to Montigny to buy bread. One 
of them, wounded in the stomach, 
dragged himself back to the farm and 
died. The other was taken to Creve- 
Coeur that day. ‘Many of them were 
drunk. They broke open the doors 
of a number of houses of which the 
owners were away, and gave them­
selves up to pillage. Soldiers drag­
ged a young man up to two officers 
on horseback, and one of them shot 
him point blank/ At Ferrieres, six 
houses were set on fire by means of 
bombs, and a man and his wife suf­
focated in their cellar because a 
French soldier had fired in the street 
and taken refuge in a house.

“Mortimer, on the road from Roue 
to Compiegne, was pillaged by the 
Germans on August 31. Next day 
they demanded tobacco from the 
grocer, M. Huille. Having none, he 
guided them to the tobacebnist’s, 
and was shot point blank as he turn­
ed to go home. At Marqueglise the 
Germans carried off eight civilians as 
hostages, including the cure and the 
mayor, and shot four other hostages 
—two Frenchmen from St. Quentin 
and two Belgians from Jemappes. 
When they retreated through Mar­
queglise on September 31, a German 
officer ordered three Uhlans to fire on 
a crowd of about forty people be­
cause he thought he heard the word 
‘Prussian’ muttered among them. A 
man and a little girl were wounded 
and a boy of 15 was killed.

“Choisy-au-Bac, in the angle be­
tween the Oise and the Aisne, was 
entered by the Germans on August 
31. v On September 1 and 2/ states 
the town clerk, ‘they deliberately 
burned a quarter of the houses in 
Choisy, on the absolute pretext that 
they had been fired on. Before set­
ting the houses on fire they pillaged 
the whole place under their officers’ 
eyes. Two military doctors with 
Red Cross armlets pillaged Madame 
Binder’s house with their own hands. 
The booty was carried off in carts 
stolen on th-e spot. Forty-five houses 
were destroyed. On September 8, the 
Germans shot in his garden an in­
habitant of Choisy who had just re­
turned from Compeigi^e. They car­
ried off four others on their retreat 
—one escaped, and is known to have 
been shot, and the others were not 
heard of again.”

Freedom for Women.
Tartar women in the far Russian 

provinces have dropped the veil and 
are freed from s-ex tyranny as a re­
sult of the Russian re-volution. In 
the elections for the local Zemstovs 
they- are voting along with the men.

A letter from Kazan says: “The 
women’s movement here started in 
the revolution of 1905 as a result of 
which the women began to go about 
unveiled. By 1910 a veiled woman 
was unknown in Kazan. After the 
revolution in which the Emperor was 
deposed th-e Moslem women formed a 
society and s-ent delegates to the first 
All-Russia Conference. Here they 
presented demands for the abolition 
of polygamy and the Moslem inherit­
ance law, according to which female 
heirs receive smaller portions than 
male. A separate day is set apart 
for the Tartar women to vote, to 
satisfy the mullahs and old-fashion­
ed women. About forty per cent, of 
the women went to the polls on the 
last election.

“In Kazan one has only to walk 
through the streets to see that Mos­
lem women are socially the equals 
of men and have shaken off the

, aback!es of centuries of sex tyranny.”

Rave your citizens organized to increase food production*1
If they have not yet done so, We, the Organization of Resources Committee, 

earnestly ask you to call them together in a Mass Meeting, and lay before them the 
necessity of immediate and vigorous efforts—the food situation is critical.

It may astonish you to learn that in 1917 Ontario did not grow enough wheat 
for its own needs. Consequently every Ontario farmer whose land is suitable, has 
been urged to sow 5 acres more spring wheat this year so that Ontario’s demand for 
wheat shall not be met at the expense of that portion of the Western crop that should 
more rightfully be shipped overseas.

For this same reason every householder who has a garden or a piece of 
vacant land is being urged to grow vegetables, because the more vegetables that are 
grown and eaten in Ontario the less wheat and meat there will be consumed, and, that 
being so, the Ontario wheat crop should then be sufficient to feed our own people, 
and leave more Western wheat and other foods available for export.

By intelligent effort, in the cultivation of his own back garden, or from the 
cultivation of a nearby piece of land, the average citizen can grow, this summer, 
enough vegetables to support his family through the next winter. And remember, 
if food restrictions are enforced next winter, a supply of vegetables in the cellar 
will be very desirable.

If you already have an unofficial or semi-official organization to stimulate food 
production, so much the better. That will give you the basis for a comprehensive 
committee.

A plan that has been adopted in many places is here outlined.
adapt it to the needs of your own community.
1. A General Committee should be 

formed, representing every impor­
tant interest of the community.

2. The work should be done by sub- (e) 
committees. The following list is 
sufficiently comprehensive for the 
largest places. You should adapt it 
to your own community.
A sub-committee on Finance. The 
Organization of Resources Com­
mittee is willing to help local 
branches financially with publicity, 
public meetings and organization.

(b) A Publicity Committee to place local 
problems properly before the people, 
supplementing the larger work of 
the province-wide publicity, by 
securing pledges, sending out circu­
lar letters, arranging for addresses 
in churches, schools, motion-picture 
houses, etc., and by supplying local 
papers with news items.

(c) A sub-committee on Vacant Lot and 
Back-Yard Gardening to include re­
presentatives from horticultural so- 
cities, school teachers, etc.
A sub-committee on Farm Labour, 
composed of employers of labour, 
representatives of organized labour, 
war veterans, etc. Labour is the key 
to the food production problem. All 
boy, girl, part-time and vacation 
labour should be enlisted. Make sure 
that sufficient labour is ready to meet 
any demands made by your farming 
community. This labour should be

You should

placed on farms locally through the 
Agricultural Representatives or the 
Government Employment Bureaux.
A Farm Lands sub-committee, com­
posed of groups of men to cultivate 
larger tracts of vacant land in the 
vicinity of cities, towns and villages. 
Flax growing is profitable and suit­
able—flax seed and fibre are much 
needed.
A sub-committee on Schools, to en­
list all school-children of sufficient 
age to work either in home gardens, 
community gardens, school gardens, 
or on farms.
A sub-committee of women ort’Con- 
servation to deal with the problems 
of food-saving in the homes; the 
more broadly representative it is of 
women’s activities the better. Exist­
ing women’s organizations should 
not be interfered with, but since con­
servation is one of the greatest prob­
lems, there should be a women’s 
committee in each community to 
deal with this problem alone.
An Executive Committee should be 
appointed, to include the chairman 
of the general committee and the 
chairmen of the sub-committpes. 
This committee should meet fre­
quently.
A Secretary to the committee should 
be chosen, for his knowledge of the 
situation, who would be free to de­
vote considerable time to the work.

Pelting Women With Peltry.
The appearance of a group of worn*

This fashion has not spread over the 
«continent quickly, and it is, therefore, 
offered to all women who want to do 
the unusual in dress. Bits of fur may 
easily be used for these wristlets, the 
lining may be quite gorgeous, and if 
one affects color, this wristlet of fur 
may be rolled back at its top edge and 
made to show the color beneath as it 
flares away from the sleeve of the 
bodice or jacket over which it is worn.

As a fashion, these peltry wristlets 
are good looking, and as a means of 
protection against cold weather they 
are entirely admirable.

The Blouse of the Hour.
The second fact of Importance In 

fashion which was stated In the begin­
ning of this story is the furtherance of 
economical ideas in dress by joining to­
gether whatever materials one likes to 
accomplish a suit or a frock.

In this one respect, fashion has 
turned a somersault over the interven­
ing decades between a fashion that 
was and a fashion that is. Those who 
were shrewd enough to foretell a scar­
city of worsted materials in the world 
warned us that a season would soon 
break in which the uniform line of 
color and fabric from chin to ankle 
must be abandoned. That hour has 
approached more rapidly than even the 
prophets foretold. At. the moment, we 
are not aware that there is any exas­
perating need of such economy, but 
preparedness Is the best way to face 
an approaching truth.

Therefore, the world of dressmakers 
has given women to understand that 
it is no longer necessary to have a coat 
that matches a skirt or a blouse that 
matches either, no matter for what oc­
casion the costume is Intended.

Great Britain’s women’s auxiliary crops 
lias 4,000 members behind the lines in
France.

Near the Ci^y of Toronto Is the Larg­
est Airdrome In the British Em­
pire, Probably Ip the World, a 
Fact That Is Unknown to a Great 
Many Canadians.

I
N a recent articles in an English 
paper, Hamilton Fyfe suggests 
that few persons know that in 
Toronto is an aircraft factory 

with a production probably larg­
er than that of any other in 
the world. Near Toronto is the 
British Empire’s largest airdrome, 
and there also is a school for flyers 
as completely equipped as any in the 
world. Here in a factory planes and 
sçare parts are being turned out at 
a rate equal to 175 complete machines 
a month. The organization in To­
ronto was built up in a little more 
than eight months, and is self-sup­
porting, getting no supplies from 
England. It is under Brigadier-Gen­
eral Hoare, who “came out” with 
fewer than a dozen assistants last 
January, aged 35, and. a colonel.

By February 5, ten days after his 
arrival, he had selected the site for 
an airdrome, acquired the ground and 
arranged for the buildings. He had 
his own desires for these. The ground 
was covered with two feet of snow 
and the site was dotted with tree 
stumps that had to be removed from 
the soil. Barracks already existed at 
Camp Borden and into these came 
2,000 workmen, who in, six weeks got 
the place ready.

Fifteen airplane sheds were built, 
each to contain several machines. 
Offices, lecture rooms, barracks and 
other accommodations were con­
structed. Good roads were laid, and 
water, drainage and heating systems 
installed.

Camp Borden is sixty miles from 
Toronto. Now that winter holds Can­
ada fast the students have departed 
for Fort Worth, Texas, where they 
are training with Americans. But 
when the weather warms again and 
the snow melts they will return. At 
their Camp Borden, school and at the 
flying school in Toronto, where the 
camp has borrowed quarters from the 
university, ingenious methods of 
teaching airmen how to use Lewis and 
Vickers guns, how to drop bombs, 
how to correct artillery fire, are in 
practice. In one class-room a class 
sits on, a platform running round the 
walls just below the ceiling watching 
a big map spread over all the floor 
space of the room, a map of the coun­
try round Poperinghe, in Flanders, 
drawn to a scale that makes it look \ 
as the ground would look from an 
aeroplane flying at 6,000 feet. Then 
a student in a Curtiss machine, on 
the floor of another class-room, drops 
bombs. Below the machine is a map 
like the other. The student fixes a 
spot which looks like a farmhouse, 
pulls a lever and hears a whirring 
noise from a little apparatus fixed to 
the side. From the height at which 
he is supposed to be flying the bomb 
would take twenty seconds to reach 
the earth. At the end of twenty 
seconds the little apparatus releases 
a little bomb which falls as near the 
farm as his skill permits it. Until 
a cadet has shown a certain degree 
of skill at this game he cannot go 
ud and practice bomb-dropping from

tne air. *
‘ Our aim all through,” one of the 

officer-instructors said, “is to make 
the men familiar with the idea of be­
ing in the air. . Airmen have to act 
automatically. They have no time to 
think over what they will do. We try 
to give them that automatic action, 
that perfect unison of hand with 
brain which is so necessary both for 
attack and defence.”

Gun practice in the air is not easy 
without an enemy to practice at. But 
this lack of targets has been in large 
part circumvented. Gunnery is the 
last course the cadet takes before he 
passes out. He begins at a camp near 
Toronto, where he learns something 
about what “being in the army” 
means. Next he goes to school in To­
ronto. Then he goes to camp. Besides 
Borden there are four smaller camps. 
But all cadets have to go through 
Borden before they are pronounced 
fit for their commissions. Three wings 
are permanently there, each consist­
ing of five squadrons. In a squadron 
there are eighteen machines and nice­
ty men. Onlÿ eighteen qr twenty are 
airmen. The rest are niechanics and 
others engaged in keeping the ma­
chines in flying and fighting trim. 
Squadrons are grouped and repairs 
done more quickly. Centralization 
gives excellent results. Yet, even so, 
the machines in actual use at any 
given moment are seldom more than 
half of the total number of the 
strength. But the hope is that this 
figure may be raised to 70 per cent.

For repairs of a more than light 
character both fuselages (bodies) and 
motors are sent to repair shops in 
Toronto. They are full of machine 
tools of the latest kind and provided 
with all means of dealing quickly and 
effectively with every kind of dam­
age. They are able also to make cer­
tain small parts and fittings and so 
relieve the pressure 011, the airplane 
factory.

This is something new in factories. 
Designed for its special purpose by an 
active brain, it has features which 
are original and extremely interest­
ing. In this carpenters’ shop the 
framework of the wings passes from 
table to table, beginning .as rough 
wood, becoming at every stage more 
and mere developed until at the last 
table the delicate though sturdy 
skeleton is complete, ready to be 
clothed with the “doped” linen which 
turns it into a wing. The building 
Of the factory, organized by a re­
markable man, Mr. F. W. Baillie, 
was equally with the preparation of 
the airdrome a marvel of speed, ft 
was begun when the thermometer 
stood at 10 degrees below zero. That 1 
was in February. The wide, high, I 
light and airy shops were occupied 
in April. Early In May the first air­
planes were delivered. But the school 
orders are wisely not for “so many 
planes,” but for “so many machines 
and so many spares.”

This question of spare parts to re­
place breakage has been turned into 
a science at Toronto. It is established 
that the amount of flying which can 
be done depends directly upon the 
number of “spares” available. The 
school directors know just what quan- 
titv of “spares” must be provided to 
make that amount of flying possible.
In one month, for one wing alone 190 
ne-v propellers were required. The 
cadets do not leave before they have 
passed all tests and proved themselves 
fully equal to the work they will be 
^iven to do in war.
