CHANGE IN BASIS
' OF SCHOOL GRANTS

A change in the clause of the De-
partment of Education Act govern-
ing the apportionment of special
school grants, is proposed in a num-
ber of amendments to the school laws
contained in a bill introduced in the
Ontario Legislature by Hon. R. H.
Grant, Minister of Education. The
change would add the words “and
special circumstances of any particu-
lar school” to the list of bases on
which all sums of money appropriat-
ed as a general grant for the rural
public and separate schools are to be
apportioned, subject to the regula-
tions. A departmental summary ex-
plains that the purpose of the amend-
ment is “to give the minister power
to make use of any unearned surplus
or part thereof for the relief of the
more needy public and separate

1 schools.”

The purposes of the other amend-
ments are outlined in the summary
as follows:

To allow arbitration proceedings
for setting wup a new union school
section to be renewed after a period
of two yeaxs from the date of the
first award.

To make it compulsory on the
School Board to remit to the parents
the amount of the fees chargéd them
for the attendance of their children
at a neighboring school instead of
allowing it to be optional as at pre-
sent.

To provide for cases -where an
award has been made through error
and not corrected in time, and where
the practical difficulties of bringing
guch award into operation are so
great as to make it impossible.

To exempt consolidated school
areas from the tax levied for the
township grant and at the same time
to cancel their sharing in this grant.

Giving township councils the same
power to set up provisional schools
in a union school section as they now
enjoy in the case of an ordinary
section,

To enable school boards to deter-
mine the hours and places at which
special meetings of ratepayers -are to
be held.

To give to police villages and cer-
tain suburban school sections the
right to conduct elections by ballot
on the same day and hours as muni-
cipal | councillors or. alderman. are
elected.

To allow of a union school section
being set up between a city and a
town and a suburban school section.

To provide for tne appointment
from year to year of a board of arbi-
trators to adjust the assessment in
the rural portion of such a union
school section. :

To make the board of a township
school area responsible for the obli-
gations of the included school sec-
tions.’

To make - accesibility rather than
distance the fact of admission to the
gehool in a neighboring section.

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OFFICIAL'S FEES INCREASED

Considerable changes in the fees
which Crown Attorneys, Division
Court clerks and Division Court bail-
iffs are entitled to, are proposed in
two bills introduced m the Ontario
Legislature by Hon. W. E. Raney.
Under the old Act, Crown Attorneys,
not on straight salary, were called
upon to pay over to the Govern-
ment 10 per cent. - on fees totalling
for the year over $2,000 and up to
$2,600; 20 per cent. on amounts’
from 500 to $3,000, and up to 50
per cent. on $3,600. The Government
now proposes to allow the attorneys
to retain all fees up to $3,600, while
in addition, a special payment of $50
per quarter is to be paid in consider-
ation of general services not hitherto
covered. As far as Division Court
clerks and bailiffs are concerned, the
Government proposes to- increase its
percentfiges on the higher amounts
of fees, owing to the fact that cer-
tain increases in the scale of fees
have made the recepits of a few
officials unduly large. Mr. Raney re-
marked that one or two clerks had
been placed on the level of Chief
Justices of Ontario as far as salary
receipts were concerned, owing to the
change in the schedule.

PETROLEA BAKER STEALS AN-
OTHER MAN'S WIFE, CHILD
AND CASH

For the next six months Camille
Conserrerie, an erstwhile resident of
Petrolea, has leisure enough to review
his mMisdemeaners, which in their se-
quence, consisted of eloping with
Marie Varconteren, the wife of his
lar_xdlord, taking Varconteren’s little
boy with him, helping himself to the
hard earned savings of the injured
husband, and lastly, but very import-
ant in helping to send the sauve ab-
sconder down the line, penning a let-
ter to the victim advising him to
“go back to Belgium and make the
best of it.” Judge A. E. Taylor in the
county criminal count Friday after
hearing the charge against Conger-
rerie of stealing $250 from Albert
Varconteren, of Petrolea, imposed a
sentence of six months at the Ontario
reformatory, and on Marie Varcon-
teren, the erring lady, pleading guil-
ty to the same offence on a separate
count, suspended séntence.
Domestic Felicity
Albert Varconteren is a peaceful
and industrious Beélgian residing in
Enniskillen township on the outskirts
of Petrolea. Living with him and his
wife Marie, were the latter’s sister
and her husband, the two little Var-
conteren children, and lastly the lod-
ger and snake in the grass, Camille
Canserrerie, a compatriot, and a bak-
er by trade, and generally known in
the locality by the name of Baker.
Up to March 30, there was peace and
tranquility at the Varconteren home.
The head of the family was unaware
that his friend the lodger wag insid-
iously plotting to break up the family
circle.

Unkindest Cut of All
On March 30, Marié the wife and
mother of two children, disappeared
along with Conserrerie and the three
year old son. This:.wag-not all. The
unhappy husband- found: “that the
hard ‘éearned ‘¢dvingd from ‘the beet
fields were also missing.
That was meaner still.
In his rage the husband laid an in-
formation with the authorities:-and a
warrant was issued for the arrest of
the baker. He could not be found.
Meanwhile a letter had' been re-
ceived by  Varconteren in Conser-
rerie’s handwriting and bearing the
signature Baker.
You Know Me Al
This letter was the last straw and
it is some consolation to the husband
that it played an important’part in
the conviction of Conserrerie yester-
day following his not guilty pléa.

Petrolea, March 80

Friend Al,

I let you know I cannot wait
no longer to write you a few
lines and I ‘say you must not
think bad about the boy. I.do
the best 1 can for him. For me
and Marie we can’t help it that
we love each other.

Albert, 1 thought it good over
what you told me that it wasn’t
any good for a man to go around
with a woman with children but
it was then too late. Albert you
mustn’t. “think that the baby
would not have good care and if
it is possible we will do all we
can for Madeline. You must not
think to follow me, there ain't
no man knows where we are or
will either, and you don't have
to be mad because I took all the
money. 1 have to go and hunt
for a place " yet and you have
one. I end my lettér now and if
I wag in your place I would go
to Belgium and 1 hope you make
the best of it and take care of
the man, Good bye for ever.

Motor League has urged the Govern-
ment to adopt thé scheme of capital-
izing a’ portion of the revenue antic-
ipated from = Motor Vehicle License
Fees to provide funds for the build-
ing of Provincial Highways. The
League 'has advanced this as an alter-
native to the proposal to largely in-
crease the annual motor license fees
at the present time, ‘and, therefore,
the League ‘heartily supports the
principle embodied in the amendment
proposed by.Mr. Biggs.

What ‘oppos'ition ere is to this
' amendment  is  base principally on
the argument that the roads now be-
ing built will not last for 20 years,
and, therefore, will be worn out be-
‘| fore their ‘cost has been met through
the retirement of the bond issue.
This. argument, however, is fallacious
as at least two-thirds of the whole
work ‘being dose is of permanent
value. Permanent work such as the
construction of bridges and culverts,
grade reduction, drainage, cuts and
fills, in fact all but the surface work,
will have as great a value 40 or 50
years from now as it will _ﬁve years
hence. So far as surface work is con-
cerned, “the. average sunface  should
last from 10. {6 20 years - if. good
drainage: is provided  and a proper
system of maintenance ;s established.

SHORT HOURS "AND HIGH
WAGES CAUSED COAL MINE
TROUBLES

When James Woodsworth, - Labor
M.P., for Centre Winnipeg, stated in
Toronto that ‘‘in Alberta I found
most of the men were working only
two days a week, and, although they
received $12 per day, they only made
a living at that,” he gave the crux
of the situation responsible for the
present- crigis -in coal mining and
much of the labor trouble in other
fields, not to mention the slow ad-
justment of the cost of living, the
business depression and unemploy-
ment. There are vast reserves of coal
in Alberta. The coal suppiles on the
prairies come largely from Eastern
fields in the United States. Western
coal miners get $12 per day and work
two days a week. If they work for
$6 per day and six days a week they
would get $36 a week instead of $24;
they would be much better off work-
ing than loafing; they would mater-
ially. reduce the cost of coal go that
there would be a market to encour-
age capital, which is now doing

; nothmg to' expand activities because

‘there is no profit to be made. Mine
owners inform The Financial Post
that the situation in' Alberta is such
that they have been i the hands of
the union officials. They declare that
they would rather see their proper-
ties idle than to continue trying to
work them under these conditions.
The. situation in Alberta appears
to illustrate in an aggrevated way the
conditions prevmlmg throughout the
industry in America. Short hours
and high wages have brought about
a situation which is economically un-
