NEW PROHIBITION BILL

Yarmouth.
The act follows the Prince Edward

Island law and the Canada Temper-

.ance act with some new provisions

which will make it probably more ei-
fective than either.

The bill contains the usual prohibi-
tory clauses against selling or keeping
liquor for 'sale and the forfeiture of
all liquors in respect to which an of-
fence has been committed.

Proprietors  who allow their build-
ings to be used where liquor is sold

. illegally are alike guilty and liable

with the person directly making the

sales.

The governor in council upon the
recommendations of ‘the town, city, or
municipal councils shall ‘appoint in-
spectors to enforce the act for such
town, city or municipality, and shall
also appoint a general inspector who
shall have general powers and super-
vision over the other inspectors. These
afficers shall be paid by the givern-
ment and all fines. recovered by them
shall go to the provincial treasury.

The following penalties are provided:
Ror first offence $100 fine or four
months imprisonment; for second of-
fenge $200 fine or three months im-
prisonment; for third and subsequent
offences, six months . imprisonment.

Prosecutions are to be commenced
within six months alter the commis-
sion of the offense. Prosecutions may
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sbe brought for more than one second
offence. Any inspector, may without a
warrant, enter the premises of any
person, convicted within a year under
the act,-and search for liquors.

Every stipendiary magistrate of a
town, city, municipality or county
shall examine on oath persons brought
before them charged with drunkenness
as to the person and place from
which they obtained their liquors, and
a refusal of such an accused person
to answer satisfactorily to the magis-
trate shall be regarded is a comtempt
of -eourt.

The act provides that persons who
sell, treat, or give liquor to any per-
son in any street or by-way shall be
lidble to the same penalties as speci-
fied above.

The act shall go into effect in any
county upon the repeal of the Canada

Temperance Act.

F.xperiments
have shown that a ‘reasonably large
grain ration may be profitable. In
an experiment ~at the University,
three cows were fed daily 42 pounds
silage, 8 pounds hay, 6 pounds bran, |
2 pounds oil meat, 4 pounds corn-and-
cob meal per cow. Three others re-
ceived about ghe sam- roughage, put‘
just one-hali the grain ration. The
lots were alternated four times dur-
ing the 84-day experiment. The heavy
ration cost 69 cents and the other 47
cents daily for the three cows. The
flow of milk was enough greater with
the heavy ration to make a net gain
of $8.84 for three cows during the
twelve weeks of the experiment. Simi-
lar results were obtained by the Con-
necticut station. In an extended series
of experiments it was found profitable
to use more grain and increase the
digestible protein from about one and
three-quarters pounds to two and two-|
‘ffths pounds daily. The Tennessee
station obtained profitable results by
substituting alfalia for. wheat bran. A
strong efiort should be made to gmwi
alialia as it is a fine dairy feed.

Mary’s. course - at the
Academy, John's journey to Boston
to find a market for mother’s cheeses,
the purchase of the wood-lot and the
building of the new ell to the house
wene all worked into the fabric of the
gray stockings and the white stock-
ings as they grew under skilful fingers.
All the plans were laid with a greater
deliberation ~ than today, when the
woman's part in the conversation is
often taken by snatches, as she runs
the sewing-machine, looks after the
separator, or wields the carpet sweep-
er.

Grandmother thought her way to
many a wise conclusion over her knit-
ting.

One might
take into consideration all the differ-
ent meats in the market, and find
equally palatable and nourishing cuts
for less than half ‘the money expended
for those most commonly used. Then
too, there is another leak in house-
hold expenses which is occasioned by
an untimely selection of food. Much
unnecessary expense is created by buy-
ing food out of season. By selecting
foods in season when the supply is
plentiful, reasonable prices may be ex-
pected and obtained. This applies more
especially to vegetables which may be
bought in season and varied accord-
ingly. Fruits and nuts also come un-
ter this rule.

A great amount of food is rendered
unfit for the table or stomach by us-
ing badly constructed or much worn
cooking appliances. It is always good

‘economy to have clean, fresh cooking

utensils at hand. Painstaking aiong
this line will improve conditions that
are to be deplored in many kitchens
where cooks are blamed for poor re-
sults. The real nutritive value of food
is a subject that demands study and
every housewife and manager of af-
fairs of this kind must understand it
to be able to successfully supply the
family larder. The main endeavor

should be to obtain quality and na- |

turally quantity  will regulate itseli—
ope soon learns that.

Another  thing that makes a vast
difference in the purchasing of foods
is the presence of the buyer in the
market and store, selecting for herself
what she deems best. The thrifty, care-
ful  woman does her own marketing
and does not trust to ordering from
her grocer, “‘sight unseen,” as the
boys say. Many a dollan is saved by
this personal insight and attention.
See what you buy and know what it
costs at the time of = purchase—then
you have the opportunity to select the
best, freshest, most ‘seasonable, and
all things considered, the cheapest in
the market. The question of food is
the most vital point at issue. There is
no doubt that food makes or mars
whole families, ves, generations of
people, physically, mentall nd mor-
ally, and all this resvonsibility lays
at the door of the housewife
she, as a rule, regulates the expendi-
tures of the family, manages the in-
come, or the bulk of it, in her own
way. Good. palatable food of excellent
nutritive value may be chosen even in
this day of high priees, and expensive
living may be greatly reduced by
careful selection and close attention
on the part sekeeper.

A HANDY CEMENT.

In mending bric-a-brac, part of
which is metal and part glass, a
paste made of sifted plaster of paris
mixed with the beaten white of an egg
will repair the damage beautifully. In
using this paste the work must be
done rapidly, as it hardens guickly.
For metal pieces solder should be us-
ed. The edges of the pieces should
first be carefully washed and dried
and powdered resin brushed over them
They should be fitted well together
and tied in place. Then if a stick of
solder is laid above the break and a
hot iron brought down lightly onm it
the melted metal will hold the piece
firmly in position. When the solder
has cooled the melted resin can easily
be removed by a cloth dipped in ak
cohol.

TEACHER AND CHILDREN
PERISH IN FLAME:

Montreal, Feb. 26.—By  the burning

{ of the Hochelaga Pretestant school in

ihe east end of the city this aftér-

noon. the lady principal, Miss S. Max-

| well, and twenty children lost their
| lives. The disaster is one of the

worst in the history of the city. The
little victims were caught in the
building without a chance to escape.
Hemmed in by fire, suffocated by

smoke, driven back irom the windows,

| and with no hope of safety, the child-

ren perished in the flames. With rare
heroism, the principal, Miss S. Max-
well, gave her life for her charges. She

| made.a desperate efiort to get the

smaller children out, sacrificing her :ife
in the efort. When her body was
found it was surrounded by the boliss
of the small children whom she had
tried to save.

The school was a brick build:
three stories in height. There were 250
children in the " school at the time,
both boys and girls. The bigzest boys
and girls managed to escape, but it
was the little ghildrep in the kindur-
garten in the third story who weré
caught in the fire.

The fire, which originated in the |
basement, spread quickly, and soon
the whole building was in flames and |
smoke. The firemen worked: like herocs
at the work of rescue, but were unable
to save the children in the upper
stories, as there were no fire escapes.
As parents rushed to the school in
[ cearch of their lovéd ones, many ai-
fecting scemes were witnessed. A score
of hodies w carried out ~ of the

building before the work of rescue was |

completed.
