1 say place before
them works such as we have named
and at the expiration of the time you find
an entirely different man. The wild and
taughtless has grown into the deep thinker,
the person of ordinary training has develop-
ed to a high standard of knowledge. He
has in spite of himself undergone a com-
plete change. He conceives a nobler man-
hood and he strives to imitate those greater
minds over whose writing he has pondered
and to whose heightshe would feign aspire.
