Jadgmont Delivored fn an Intercsting
Suit at Montreal.

Montresl, Nav. 21.-—A judgment of
some importance to fraternal socliotics
wag rendered by Judge Davidson in
the Soperior Court tc-day in tho case
of Mercier sgainst the Supreme Court
of the Independent Order of Foresters.
Mr. Mercier complained of expulaion
from the ranks of the ordar, and claim-
ed S1 999 99. He alleged that on May
8, 1897, he had boen admitted a mem-
ber of St. Helen'’s Court, 1. O F., bav-
ing been first oxamined medically and
pronounced fit. He further alleges
that on the 1li:h of July, 1897, ho bad
beeu, ¢t without cause and malicious:
ly,” expelled by the Supreme Grand
Chief, *‘*who had no power to order
sald expulsion withont a falr trial.”

The plex was that Mercier had in-
curred the penalty of sxpulsicn by
having giver false information asto
family bistory , etc., at the timse of his
application for admission to member-
sbip. Also kis action was premature,
a8 he should first have sought redress
by appesaling to the Supreme Exeocu-
tive Council from the decision of the
Supreme Grand Chief.

His Hooor forind that Mercler, when
belng medically examined, bad con.
cealed ths fact that his livar was dis-
eszed. Ho had also given falso state
monts as to tho deaths of his sisters, all
of whom, he had said, had died in in.
fancy, whoroas one had dled of con-
sumption, aftar marriage.
