By a new regulation of the customs department, travellers entoring
Canada will no longer have to submit to having the contents of their lug-
gage turned topey turvy by the official examiners, This will be a relief to
those whose trunks do not contain dutiable articles; but to those who have
telied upon the looseness of inspection to enable them to smuggle in duti-
able goods the new regulation will be considered intolcrable, each traveller
having to fill up a blank form, showing the contents of his luggage, sign his
name thereto, and make oath to the correctness of his statement. ‘The
new regulation may, in a mca<ure, prevent innocent smuggling, but for our
own part, we prefer reciprocity.

A circumstantial account of a most curious discovery was recently pub-
lished by the Alexandria G2omgaries.

A SINTY THOUSAND DOLLAR BRIBE,

tur Jegislature has received, during the present Session, both fromn
individuals, Associations and Corpurations, rough drafts of Inlls, which,
had they become law, the electors would have protesied against as one wan;
but these, radical and monopolistic as they may have been, sink into insignifi-
cance, as compared with the propositions contained in a printed draft of a
new bill now in the hands of the members of the Legisiature. .\ company
of American speculators 1o now seeking to obtain from the Provincial
Legislature an Act of Incorporation, whereby they shall have the privilege,
under the name of the Nova Scotia Benefit Society, to make this Province
the centre for a gizantic lottery business. Under the charter, the company
is 10 Dhe protecied, and is to have a legal status in the Province for the
ensuing twenty-three years. For thece privileges, the company agree to pay
to the several universities, denominational colleges. academies. and special
schools, a sum, which in the aggregate will amount to £6o,000 per annum,
payable in halfyearly instalments, the charter of the company bewng
forfenable upon its failing to tulfill its obligations. These are the main
provisions of the new bill which is being actively canvassed by its promo-
ters. Were it to become law, the Church of Euglwnd Institutions at
Windsor would reccive an annual donation from the company of 85,000 oo.
Dalhousie, Acadia, Mount Allison, and St. Francis Xavier College, would
reccive a like sum. The County Academics, with the Schools for the
Blind and the Deaf and Dumb, would have their incomes materially
increased, while the Benevolent Institutions would receive handsome
annuities. We say that this would be the case were the bill to become
law ; but we do not for one moment believe that it will ever receive the
sanction of intelligent men. These lottery associations in the United
States have been steadily driven from pillar to post, and now finding it dif-
ficult to obtain charters in the States, where they have hitherto existed, or
atill exist, they are endeavoring to have their business legalized in the Pro-
vinces of British America. With such a lottery established in the coumwry,
the name of Nova Scotia would be held in the same estimate as those of
Louisiana and Wyoming ; and among our pcople there would be developed a
spirit of gambling that weuld unquestionably tend to demoralize and inter-
fere with Jegitimate callings.

Our colleges, academies, and benevolent institutions, may all be in need
of moncey, but we mistake their directors and supporters if a sul-division of
260.000 aunually would so salve their consciences as to prevent their pro-
testing against Nova Scotia’s bec ming the centre for continental gambling
speculations That the sentiment of tne countey will be opposzd to this
bill, gues without saying. If its promnters will take a piece of friendly
advice, they will allaw the matter 1o stand where it 1s, and not insult the
intelligence of our representatives by asking them 10 sanction an ind-fensi-
ble bill, and accept as their share in the lottery profits a bribe of 360,000
per annun.

We have now in several successive issucs called the attention of the
Legisiature of Nova Scotia to the necessity that exists for insisting upon
each municipality undertaking the support of the Dpoor within its boundaries.
We have shown, that under the farming-out aystem the poor are liable to
neglect and even cruelty, and that the 1etention of such  system should not
be left optional with the municipalities in which ignorance, local prejudice,
and fear of increased taxation, all combine to provent the carrying out of
any trus reform.  We have been told that the cire of the poor should be
left to the municipalitics, and that the Legislature should not interfere with
the provisions made by the Councils, It is a matter of surprise to us that
the Legislature is jealous of its rights in some matters, while in others it
appears willing to abdicate ijts functions, and delegate to the Municipal
Cauncils a few things upon which its right to take action cannot be
questioned. If the Legislature would decrec that the care of the poor
should be left exclusively to the Municipal Councils, and that in future each
county in the province should form one instead of many poor districts, we
might fairly give its members the credit of having honestly discharged their
duty to their poor unfortunate fellow-Nova Scotians  But until they do
this, we shall consider them responsible for the continuance of white slavery
as it practically exists in some countrics, Our contemporary, the Bridge.
town Monitor, which knows whereof it speaks, ¢xpresses its views on this
question as follows : —

*THE CRiTIC is taking a decided stand, we are glad to observe, against
the iniquitious practice of farming-out the poor, still obtaining in a number
of the counties in this province. The practice cannot be defended upon
any grounds whatcver, the principle is outrageous, and the result js uni
fotmlg bad.

The expense of keeping the poor under the farming-out system, com-
pared with the regime now established in this county, is very laryely in
favor of the Iatter, as our municipal accounts amnually show. ‘The fear of
additional expenso is always the great bug-bear, against which the promo-
ters of any new public measure have to fight, and it is a mystery to us how
any of our sister counties, with the knowledge that a poor farm is less
expensive, more humane and in every way more advantageous, can tolerate
a system of selling, to the lowest bidder, the maintenance of those whom
age, infirmities or misfortune oblige to subsist on public charity, It is a
disgrace and nothing else. Let some of those persons who oppose the poor-
farm system, visit opr institution, and sce how well our poor are cared for
and then go back to their own counties and hunt up some of their farmed-
out poor, and contrast their condition. If open to conviction at all, they
will not fail to see the benefits of the one, and the evils of the other.”

In Annapolis County an excellent poor farm has been established, and

its success has been such as to prove beyond the shadow of a doubt that

¢ municipality can provide for its poor more efficiently, and at less cost

than can the several poor districts of which it is formed. The session js

drawing to a close, but there is still time for the Government to so amend

the Municipal Act as to ensure the reform being brought about within a
measurablo period.

If you speak with patriotic pride of our mag-
nificent fisheries, he belittles their value, and points to the Norwegian catch
of cod to verify his estimate. These unpatriotic pessimists are to be found
In the rural districts and in cvery village, town and city in Nova Scotia,
hey appear to have no natural Jove for their native land, and no justappre-
clauon of the comparative extent and variety of her leading resources.
They deduce their arguments against the country from statements in which
compare the small with the great, never sceming to realize that in each
Companson they are obliged to seek a new section of the globe, and that
ot one of these sections or countries can lay claim to an equal variety of
Tesources as we are fortunate in possessing. We assert, and that withqut
fear of contradiction, that although there may be better farming lands,
better fruit-growing countries, better mineral lands, and better fisheries, in
other sections of the globe than there are 1n and along the shores of Nova
Scotia, there is no one country in the world in which the people have as
fany great natural resources upon which to depend as we have in Nova
Scotia.  Farming lands in this Province may not be as good as they are in
some sections of New York, but that does not militate against their fertility,
California may grow apples, oranges, and grapes, in perfection, but thay
does not injure the excellent flavor and quality of our Gravensteins. Ap
island continent like Australia may produce more gold thar is extracted
from Nova Scotian quartz, but it does not follow that gold mining n this
rovince is unremunenative. The Norwegians may catch more fish than do
our hardy Nova Scotian fishermen, but this does not indicate that our fish.
eries are exhausted, or that we have even reached the limit of profitable

After s somuswhat hutried perusal of the report of the Commissivner of
Mines, we aro convinced that tho practical suggestions therein set forth will,
in the main, be recogniced us sound  Of theso, the one proposing Lo obviate
tie annoyances which huve bewn caused by the issuing of a prospective
licouse for the search for gold prior to the regular issuing of a lease, by
doing away with prospecting licenses and simply issuing a leaso, will, no
doubt, be the main thems of conversation throughout the seversl miniug
campa during the nexe few weeks, Wa have advocated, from time to time,
certain alterationa in our wining laws, but wo do not believe that any hasty
or ill-advised action taken upon thew would lead to any good results, and
hence wo are pleased to learn that the governinent has decided to allow the
mstter to remnin over unti) tho next session ot tho logislature. Meautime,
a commission consisting of the Commissioner und Deputy Commirsionsr of
Mines, the Attoruvy-General, Mr. Fraser, M. P. I’, and sevoral leading
mining men, will make a thoreugh investigation of the working of tho laws
as they now stand, and solicit tho views of the miuers upon any chauges in
the law that thoy way deem necessary, the commission making its report to
the government in time, so that by the vexi session definito action may be
taken. <The Mines report is one of the most important blue books that are
Jnid upon the table in the House, und wmuch of its contents will allord
iutoresting ronding to those interestod in the mining judustry. We have
not space in this ixauae for any more lengthened cowisent, but the gist of the
roport will be published us opportunity offers.

The returne from the gold tields show that 128,880 days’ labor wore
petformed, and that 29,010 1ons of quartz wero crushed, yiolding 23,352
ouuces, J dwts,, au average of 16 dwte. per ton, the waximum yield heing
17 oz 10 dwis., per ton, and winimum o dwix.

The vield of gold is slightly larger thau durivg the previous yenr, but
the increase is smaller than it should bo. Mauy of tho older disticts fell
oft lurgely in their production ; votably Montague, Stormunt, Uniacke;
and the larger output of the “ unproclaimed and othor districts” little wore
than mado up the deficiency.

It is
pot & governmeunt measure, so that all members can conaider it quite apirt
from all varty bias or prejudice. There are scveral obmoxivus festures in
the bill that should bo climinated or at loast radically modified bufure it
becomes law.  As intioducad, it gives more power to the company, in cortain
directions, than should be hestowed on any corporation. It creates a
monopoly. This is escentinlly wrong and opposed to the priuciplos of
enlightened logislation, except in the matter of pateat rights for inventions
or copyrights for literary produciions. It also exompts frum taxation for
au indefivite pariod all of the company’s property. We are firmly of
opiuivn that exetaption frum taxation is in overy case improper, impolitic,
and a wrong perpetrated on evory other specics of property that is thus
forced to pay taxes not only itsolf, but also forsuch property so exompted,
The only sound principls is that as all porsons are equal before the law so
should all property also b, All should share equally the burdens of
goverument. There should be alnolutely no exenptions :

1 was ioformed that the
b;nes'of theso uninuils aro ground up, in order tv obtain the mercury in
them.”

Tue Use or SaiT ox Laxn.—The usa of salt as a fertilizer may bhe
questioned, but that it is of advantage to crops grown on light soils is beyond
Jispuw. Many farmers who are familinr with its use claim that the preju-
dico againat it hias arisen from the want of knowledgn of how to apply it,
or wore propetly from applying it to nnsuitsble soils, or at unseasonable
times, The farmor that uses salt upon hoavy, cold, wet land, need not
expect 1o see any rosults from it ; but if he will try it on well-dmined light
soils at the proper time, ho will be surprised at tho results, [f salt, say
from two to thres harrels to the acro, be scattored on the land hefore the
manure i8 pread and ploughed in, its chemical cliect will he to separate or
pulverize tho Jumps of eatth, and thus the plaut-life will have additional
food fiom which to dmw nonrishment. A farmor in Ohio, Wwho has raised
onions from the aame pieca of land for forty two consecutive years, says that
his first exporience in using sult, led him to discredit its advantages, hut
that he afterwards found that his failure had been entirely duo to his hav
ing seattered the salt just a3 the yor u;z ovion: plants wero showing themselves
alove the ground.  Of course, the salt hilled them, as it would any yuurg
plant lifo; but he tried it the following year. allowing the planta time to
grow hardy and strong heforo sprinkling the salt over the soil.  From ten
to fifteen daya will ho time enough for all puactical purposes, and if then
spplied, the yield wounld be materially inereased.  Four 1un out pasture land,
slt i3 universally acknowledged 1o bo vno ot the best immediate testurs-
tives. 1f you doubt this, take a halfacre lot in your spring pasture, sprinkle
frum one and a-hulf to two burrels of salt upon it, and then note the result ;
first, the salt will pretty thoroughly kill out the weeds ; socond, the grass
will be richor and moro succulent ; aud third, the cattle will prefer grazing
on the salted lot to any other portion of the pasturc.

Strawnerny Currrak.—lu Kings, Anpapolis, and Queons Counties,
strawberry culture hus proved most profitable to those who have gone into
the business on ap extensive scale, From Kingsand Annapolis strawherries
aro shipped to Halifsx and St. John, und to the towns along tho line of the
railway ; but the Queens County growers have to dopend chiefly for the sale
of their berries on the limited local wmarket, aud hence wa conld scarcely
supposo that thero was any mouoy to bo made in the businoss in that sec.
tion of the Province, although the strawbenies raized are large and of very
excellent flavor. If some cnterprising tmder in Liverpool, N. 8, would
buy up the strawberries, and forward them by steamer to the Hulifax and
Yarmouth markets, as well as to tho towns along the shore, the strawborry
growers of Queens might turn ahandeome penny in their business. Apropos
of strawberries and strawberry cnlture, a Nuva Scotian assures ud that straw-
berry groweis would double their crops if thoy were not so niggardly about
using wanure. He always puts on his own Jand at least 125 Jouds to the
acre, and he has picked during the scason from one acro 120 bushels of berries.
In New Englaud, where strawherry farming is carried on to perfection, 175
loads manure are frequently applied to onoe acre, and the yield is sometimes
150 bushels to the acre.  These are sold at from 2.00 to 23.50 per bushel,
averaging $2.50 per bushel, which is at the rate of $375 for a crop grown
ou uno acre. Wo venture to say that there are few farms which yield any-
thing approaching to this sum from many acres in other crops ; and so far
as we know, it can ounly be equulled by the acreage return of an apple
orchard in prime condition. )

Taxixe Ovr Stemrs.—Dear Critic,—Somo weeks ago, 1 noticed an
atticle in Tie Cretic as to the best means of taking out stumps. Waell,
Mr. Fditor, having had sume practical experience in clearing now lund, 1
think the method you referred to as fellowed in the United States, of bor
ing slanting holes, §lling them with cheap coal oil during the dry time,
allowing the oil to saturate the wood, and thop burning out the stump, is a
slow, uncertain method compared with brute force, which I tuke it, when
properly applied, will draw out a stump just as slick as a dentist would pull
out u tooth. The way 1 have been used to stumpivg land in this:—«1
take a block and tackle, fasten tho rope holding the block securely to ano-
ther stump; 1 then have two pieres of timber which 1 have for the purpuse,
fastened together A shaped, with one leg uear the point tv raise it higher
than the stump; this 1 pluce closo to the stump that I wish to pull out,
around which 1 fasten a strong chain ; the chain is carried over the timber
A in a groove near tho point, and to it I fasten a stroug wnanilla rope, which
I pass through the block, and then hitch my horse to it. When tho stump
is very large, 1 usvally cut away the biggor roots, but in most cases this is
unnecessary ; one, or if neods be, a pair of horses, will draw out tho stump
befure you can say “ Juck Robinson,” aug pull all the routs out with it two.
If youor any of your readers can beat me in stumping in this fashion, 1
should like to hear from them, as I have still thirty acres on wy Cutnberland
farm which 1 have to clear ; and if there is any easier method, 1 am open
10 conviction. Yours, A Youxc FarMer.

Carvations as Hovar-Prants ——All lovers of flowors, and how fou
there are who do not love to ses them, even if they do Dot care about the
trouble of growing them, will ho interested in the folluwing rewarksof a
correapondent of the Country Gentlemen :—

and admired by averybody. ‘Their flowers are showy, beautiful, of various
colors, deliciously fragrant, and produced all winter long, But young
plants are better than old ones, aud now is an excellent time to propagate a
lot of young planta for next winter's use, .

Propagate from slipa or cuttings Select robust, stout, atocky, short-
Jjuinted voung shoots ; pluck themn out of their sockets, shorten the loaves a
little, thon dibble the cuttings firmly into sand or sandy carth in pots or
boxes. Water modnratoly, shade from sunshine and keop away from frost,
Or just pull away soma stocky slips trom tho sides of tKe old plants and
dibble them firmly into the loam in the pots in which their parcnts are
growing. Somo ladies sct a sancer filled with water on a bracket or shelf
in asunny window, and lay the cuttings in the sawcer, and leaning on its
side with their ¢ feet” in the water.  \ spoouful of lonm in cach saucer
kenpa the cuttings in place, and helps them greatly when they begin to root.
Cuttings now will take 20 to 30 days to root (eatlior, thoy would take
longet)y nnd if the cuttings are poor to hegin with, many may not root at
all,  In greenhomses wo jusort our cuttings in rows in a shallow sand-bed
having a little bottom-heat, nnd we usually root most all of thom.

When the cuttings are nicely rooted, transplant them into small pots or
rhallow buxes filled with light rich earth, and keep thom growing, but in a
somew!.at cool temparature, till towards the end of April, then hatden them
off thoroughly and plant themn out, in early May, in the gurden, Piuch
them back two or threo times during summer, and lift and pot them in
September, using as small pots (ubout i-inch nsually) as you can well get
tho roots into, In the summer time, keep the 20il looso and clean about
them, and in dry weather give occasional hoeavy svakings. By lifting and
potting thein so carly as September, the plants have a good opportunity of
well filling thoir puts with roots before winter sels in, and this causes them
to hloom more freely. A little frost does not, apparently, burt thom, at the
same titnu it does not do then. any guod, hence after the firat of Octobar be
prepared to protect them. But if tho weather permits, they may be left
out-of-doors, in a warm, sheltered place till Nuvember.

Never let them suifer from want of water. If they are very thrifty, a
little wenk minnure water once or twice a weok in winter will help them ;
but if they aro delicate or look sickly, manure water will injure them.

If ureen fly or red spidor infest them, do not dabble in insecticides, Lut
lay the plants on their sides, and with a sponge and some soapy water wash
oft’ the vermin.

Among carnations there are many varieties. Tne following bebave very
well with mo: Hinay's White, white, often tinged with pivk; a large,
perfect flower. Portia, bright scarlet ; rather amall but of good form,
brillisnt, porpetual and long-stewnmed. Lydia, yellow-barred with crimson ;
often splits, and somatimes is a littlo refractory ; and Black Knight, crimson,
suffused with a brilliant glow. We have no pure yellow porpetual
carnation, but we have several among summer-blooming varieties.

All kinds of carnations aro easily raised from seed In the case of
smnmor-blooming sorts, we got a great variety in color, many full double
and beautiful. But in tho case of winter blossotus the results aro not so
satisfactory., In summer wo have plenty of room outside in our gardenm,
and can alford a iittle space for singles and half-doubles, but in winter our
window room is too pracious to fill with a lot of single or ragged carnations
that need just as much space and care as the choicest and prottiess doubles,

Cooxrp Foop ror Catree axn Honses —Among the improved practices
in agriculture which havo sprung up during tho past few years thero are but
few that are of greator importance, vt more usoful when properly applied,
than that of cooking and steaming food for live stock. Of the broad prin.
ciples on which the system rests a fow words may be aaid. The efficacy,
usefulness, and profit derived trom one food as compared with another
depends wholly upon the facility aud completeness of its asajmilation by
the animal, its completoness as a food ration, and its osse of Jdigestion. To
cook the food given to stock is to increase its facility 1 r assimilation, to, in
othor words, aid its digestion. 'That, speaking broadly, is the ono physiolo.
gical reason why the custom should be commended. But this is not the
only reacon, for others, of an ecunotsic nature, come in to give the system
a powerful aid and support. The farmer who has the facilities for cooking
food for his stock has, at the samo time, a very simple meana for giving
additional value to damaged hay, corn, mieal, or roots ; for it isa fuct that,
hy the opeintivn of covking or steaming, many of these damaged foods,
which wonld be otherwise useless, aro made into food of a decent kind.—

OAT StrRaw FOR FEEDINO.—Qat straw when fed in conuection with corn
and cottonseed meal {o cows or young stock is a valuable food. It may
also be fed to borses in part in place of hesy where much grain is fed
When the hay supply is scanty, and giain is relatively cheaper, straw may
bo advantageously used to save the liny.
