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THEL DUON OF ISLAMISI.

ITtisa well known fact that the followers of the
falso prophet have always had the gloorry apprehen-
gion that their religion sooner or later would come to
an cad. Imleed, they seem never to have relied up-
on its owa vital power for itz continued existence,
so much as upon the bad understanding. the quar-
rels, and destructivo wars of Christian nations ainung
thomselves.  This stato of things, so unuatural aad
¢o unchristian, and yet so long_continued, however
disastrous, led the Moslems to believe that there was
s bad angel mnong Christians, the eneny of peaco
and prosperity, whom they called the Strange and
powerful Spirit, who, kindling the fires of revengo
and ambition in tho hearts of great men, draws from
their hearts what is good in their belief in epler to
involve them in perpetual discord and war.  While
this stato of things continued, tho Turka promised
themselves sccurity to their empire and religion, and
tho mufii and priests, when they prayed in their
mosques on Friday, asked the Pm;: 1ot to continue
tho enmities and quarrels among  Christian fricnd,
since they wero of such manifest adrantago to the
Moslem.

Still their own prophecies, whatever their nature,
and origin, do not promise them prrperual empire or
an imperishsble religion. Farther back than the
stranzo sights which ara reported to have oceurred in
Medina in the year 1620, I find tho following pre-
diction. which is preserved in their own books :

* Qur Emperor ahall comne; he shall possess the
realm of an infidel prince; he shall take the Red
Apple, and maka it subjoct to his power.

SCOTLAND.

Tug sondition of the Episcopal Church of Seot-
land, aud recent transactions therein, are worthy of
uotico in our columns. Much has been doing of
late ; and her ministers and adherents ave encouraged
by the existing aspect of affiirs. Tn the diocese of
Elinburgh and Glasgow, Bishop Trower has succeed-
ed in re-ormmising, with every prospect of success,
2 mission in the thriving town of Castlo Douglas, and
various contributions have been reccived for the eree-
tion of a chiurch, a site fur which is expected to bo
miven by a landed proprictor in the neighbourhood.
The endeavour is noticeablo as being tho first step
taken towards tho revival of the ancient diocese of
Galloway. At Galishicls, the Bishop also preached
on oceasion of tho first anniversary of the erection of
the church, and a large number of theinflucntial gen-
try of the neighbourhood wero present on tho inter
esting occasion, which was follewed by an entertain-
ment given to the visitors, the clergy, and the school
children. at Galabouse. Kelso, Melrose, Hawick,
and Jedburg, Kilmarnock, and Selkirk, and Lanark
havo also been acencs of Bishop Trower's labours
this season ;*and his triconial visitation was beld in
St. Mary’s Charch, Glasgow, on Wednesday, tho
90th of Angust, at which twenty-six clergy of tho
Dioceso'wern present. Tho charge was chiefly de-
voted to a roview of the internal affsirs of the dio-
ceso, and a consideration of the means whoreby tho
Jabours of the clergy Toay be rendored more cffective.

Tho Annual Synod of the divceso of Moray amil
Ross was held at Inverness on tho samo doy, when
tho Bishop delivered an interesting address, giviag
an account of tho proccedings durir y.the past year.

gesting likewise, as @ matter serjoudly cailing for
carly consideration, the desirablencss of restonng
the ancient gystem of maintaining the clergy befors
the exisience of endowment, vi:* tha establishmen
of a Diceean Fand, fiom which the cleigy wight
L paid, and thus placed in a positivn of greater in-
dependence as regands their flocks.  An fmportant
principlc, our readess wiil at onra s, is in\‘ol\'cd
n this propazal.— Toronts Church.

wovins sunstinies 20 glory in the shil and poser sith
which it can bo done, but never taies him g.ntly by
the hand to Lring him to Christ, or, in tho ministra-
tion of the loving Spirit, to wip: away the iear of
gricf, or smooth the furrow of duep conviction—ah,
all this is not cvangelical preaching. We have
heard a deal of this dead, unsympathizing preach-
ing, and sometimes have f21t as we should, perhaps.
at witnessing tho professivaal dissaction of a child
or a father—our very affection for the subjet mak-
inz us hato the more the dead and heartless skill
with which the deinonstrative mamipulations wero
displaged.  We can bear downright legal preaching,
moral prezching, fonnal preaching, with more pa-
tienco than we can a dry, dead, evangelical, doctrinal
preaching. ‘Tho one has the apolagy of munifest ig-
aorance.  The other has the condetmnation cf light
without love ; intellect, without heart; a seripture
without a spirit ; a mere voluntary conversion of tho
life-giving message of salvation into the dry and
hant club of Moses, which comd knock tho man
down, and leave him for dead, but could do no
more.  We once heard one of these formal evangoli-
cals, who dealt damnation round the land with as’
much apparent dclight a8 somo of tho sermons of
Jonathan Jdwards, express his great dosire to be
« a faithful, pungent, Gospel preacher.” A pun-
gent Gospel preacher !~ Sharp honey!  Bitter
water!  Acrid emollient ! T2 was a singular combi-
antion indeed.  Ho attained the violenco which he
called pungency. But, we. foar he never knew tho
Gospel which ** hinds up tho broken heart, and gives
the oil of joy for mourning.” Wo kncw another
one of this stamp, who travellod our land with s ter-
rific scrmon upon Judas. ITo preachod it oncs fura
good old carnest lover of tho Saviour in our minis-
try.
