The
High Commissioner omits no opportu-
nity of pressing his views upon those
in high places who are disposed to give
any attention to the subject. He has
had, to be sure, agreat example be-
fore him, an example of indomitable
perseverance, in the present leader of
the Government of Great Britain, who
in the face of almost hopeless pros-
pects, pursues without faltering, what
seems (o be the one great objeet ‘of
his life, a practical solution of the diffi-
culties in the way of a more sympath-
ctic union of the two peoples of Eng-
iand and Ireland. Sir Charles Tupper
does mot belicve that the obstacles in
the way of Imperial Federation are
more difficult to surmount than those
which the respective great party lead-
ers in the British House of Commons
found and arve finding in the solution of
the Irish question. The fisheries along
the west coast of Ireland are likely to
have mo ineconsiderable influence in re-
lieving the impoverished distriets of
Clare and Connemara, and should the
movement organized within the past
year by Mr. Balfour and his coadjutors
develop a normal growtl, the products
of that sca-farm cannot fail to prove
as profitable as those for many ycars
derived from dhe {fisherics
the west of Scotland.
But we digress somewhat, attract-
ed by the light of success that
at length scems to dawn upon the prob-
lem so long distracting the two great
nearly balanced parties in Great Bri-
tain, TLet us hope that Sir Charles
Tupper—who, by the way, has no party
warfare to wage on behalf of his scheme
—may live to discover some equally
practical way out of the difficulties
that beset his theory.

that the people of Canada would be
inclined to welcome any step towards
a ‘“ quid pro quo” which the Mother
Conutry might adopt in view of the
repeated unfriendly measures levelled
agninst Canada by our American
neighbours, and which receive new im-
pulse at the approach of every presi-
dential eleetion, measures which though
generally attributed to a desire to in
fluence the Irish vote, have also the
approval of the descendants of the old
Majyflower stock throughout the Union,
and more especially of the descendants
of those who fought in the colomnial
wars or the struggle for indqundence.
Canada is made to suficr bccnuée of
these old prejudices; she is England’s
most vulnerable spot, and if there be
any practienl way to enforce common
courtesy from our aggressive neighbors

Y GIENIC.

I'.L‘ixc Bourd of Health of the Provinee
of Quchee has issued two cireulars, the
one addressed to the Mayor and Muni-
cipal Councillors of the several cities,
the other reciting instructions to fam-
flies in view of the reported spread of
cholera in certain of the ports and cit-
ies of Idurope., ‘While there is ' no doubt
the visitation has been greatly exag-
gerated, and, we regret to say, in many
instances with the evident objecet of in-
fluencing prices of commodoties und
affecting public eonfidence in stocks
and other sceurities—the cirenlars js-
sued by the Board of Health cannob
Inil to produce much good. The ingtruc-
tions to familles contuin no more than
the ordinary rules of health, for no
one should be told to avoid “ hardship
and exhaustion ” and * excess in cvery
form " and ‘ to be particularly moder-
ate in eating and dvinking.”

may seem to outsiders who, without
knowledge of the subjeet, set down the
association of offices as a’huge com-
bine, is that keen competition which
now prevails in every branch ol com-
meree, and by avhich profits are cut
down to such afine point, as occasion-
ally to become quite invisible, It is
truc that the total amount of lire in-
surance premjums in Canada have been
steadily increasing for some ycars past,

'_ but this increase ‘has not kept . bace
with the number of new companies,
which have lately entered the ficld, and
consequently, with the fight and strug-
gle both to obtain and retain business,
the tendency is twofold, namely a want

incleasc in expenditure,

Competxbmn, when carried to a high
piteh, either \'m'ps or blinds the judg-
ment, so that the moral hazard is apt
to be overlooked until it is too late.
It is extremely difficull sometimes for
amanager to decline husiness, which he
knows other companies will take, and
use as nlever, to persuade the agent
to give them ‘the gilt-edged risks held
by his compuany, yet there can be no
£ood underwriting without diseriming-
ﬁ'aﬁ',' and acompany disregarding .in-
?;Eétion and moral hazard, will surely
gooner or later puy the penalty of its
rashness,

There are other causes we opine which
are telling against the companies, such
as the want of the more general appli-
cation of the co-insurance clause, but
this is a subject we must treat at some
future date, meanwhile we maintain
that the blame of not making a better
show rests with the companies them-

" selves, sinee there has been an immu-

nity for some years from any scrious
conflagration in this field, and yet with
an average loss ratio of over 60 per
cent. no margin is left to meet such
o contingeney.

One other point we may just touch
upon., We believe that those compan-
les who leave their managers witram-
melled in the conduct of the Canadian
business of fire insurance, avre the ones
which have been the mosk successiul,
and this theory secms to be borne out
by the figures given in the government
returns, ’

COLLECTIONS,

The difficulty experienced in making
‘collections has been a standing griev-
anee of several years duration, more
espeeially sinee the bad harvest years
of '89 and '90, when the farming class
was more or less impoverished. To
what extent the trials of business men
liave been incrcased by this hardship is
known best by merchants themselves,
and, we might add, their bankers.

No doubt the position of the farmer
has been anything but enviable, foreing
him to appeal to the money lender,
and now he is obliged to meet the obli-

place place in most cases as o combin-
Ing material. Some of the most pleas-
ing and the most dressy turbans have
the head-piece of the crown or the braid-
ed felt, with velvet for the brim, and
large hats with plain felt crowns and
velvit brims are varied by models with
the erowns of velvet and the brim of
felt. !
The models referred to, says our con-
temporary above named, in acertain
sense represent o compromise betiween
the head-dress for common use and that
of the haute toilette, although they are
handsome enough for any dress or oec-
casion. Yet velvet, par excellence, must
be understood as the material for real-
Iy iine millinery—the millinery destined
to have part in visiting toilettes and
dress for occasion during the winter.
Plain eut velvet is strongly rivaled iu
prefereunce by the beautiful zlace velvet
manufactured for the fall, and a model
is now and then shown in elegant shot
velvet, while there ave handsome models
of fancy velvets in block and checked
designs, and there ore exclusive import-
ations of plush powdered with white,
and mixed white aud colors, in seeded
cffect. .
Dealers emphasize the present exten-
sive demand for doublefaced satin rib-
bbn, some of which Is in two tones and
is called bi-faced, while satin-lined vel-
vet ribbons hardly betray a disposition
to be ruled out of vogue, even tempor-
arily, and the movelty of the scason
in ribbons appears in double-faced vel-
vet ribbon. The round or corded edge
of all the wibbons of standard character
is varied by several simple finishes,
among which are a design of a few
threads in basket-texture, purl and fea-
ther-edges. Plaided velvet ribbons will
have cqual importance as trimming
with the piecc-velvet as o milhinery
material, appearing, as does the piece-
velvet, in both the Scoteh tartan and
the fancy Ifrench designs and - eolors.

It is hoped the
fives will not be lighted during the pre-
sent month, as this would lead {o com-
petition between the manufacturers and
jobbers.—The claims of the Chescbrough
Manufaeturing Co. Lo the exclusive use of
the word “ Vaseline,” i8 being disputed
by the Germans, who have been manu-
facturing and seiling petroleum jellies un-
«der that nume for many years, ‘Lhe Chese-
DLrough people are threatening to prose-
cute all using the word on their goods,
even in Germany. Tt scems that the Ger-
man rade mark law proteets marks, not
words, s0 thabt the chances of the Chese-
brough prople in the contest ave not very
encouraging.

A New Form of DBoiler Tubes.—~London
“Industries * deseribes o new form  of
boiler tube. The tubes for boilers, con-
densers, ete., constructed according to
this invention have longitudinal ridges and
depressions extending nearly their entire
length, the emds of the tube being made
circular to {facilitate the securing of the
same Lo ‘the tube plate. In the manu-
fucture the inventor procecds as follows:
The tube is first made of the required
dinmeter, and then has rolled or other-
wise formed in it longitudinal depressions
commencing & short distance from one end
and terminating a short distance from the
other, so 1hat {he area of both the in-
ternnl and external surfaces of the tube
are grently increused. A convenient form
of apparatus for forming the depressions
comprises a carvier adapted to slide 1o
and Iro upon the tube, and provided with
as many rolls as there are depressions
vequired, and which are adjustable rela-
tively 1o the axis of the tube. A mandrel
is also provided of the shape correspond-
ing to that which it is required to form
the interior of the tube. Lhe mandrel is
placed within the tube and arranged to
be moved tfo and fro with the aloresnid
carvier. In some cases the tube may be
formied with alternate ‘corrugated and
plain parts. - b

That mere determination and energy
without sufficient capltal dare seldom or
never successful  in large ventures, is
shown by the failupe of Beaudet, Lelfaivre
& Garneau, wholesale hardware mer-
chants, Que,, who started on borrowed
capltal in May '88 in that city. They
began by procuring $20,000 from a local

house, wlho subsequently endorsed_ for
them to the extent of $20,000 more. Find-
ing that the prospects of suceess were
betoming less encouraging, the lending
firm has made o demand of assignmont
on them. The linbilities will exceed $75,-
000 und ‘may veach $5100,000, Tho re-
gistered partners are George Lefalvre and
Pierre I, Garneau. The former was a
hook-keeper for Beaudet & Chinic and the
lngter a traveller for . Garneau Fils &
Co., They had asilent partner in one
LElise Beaudet but the private means of
all three were limited and it is under-
stood that none of the borrowed money
has been paid  back.—Another Quebee
fajlure is that of Boissean & Betand,
wholesule fancey goods. 'The partners are
Alired DB. Boissenn and J. B. Beland.
Bolsseau began as a dry goods reballer
in 83, wtih 35,000 borrowed eapital, He
assigned in April '89, with liabilities of
325,000, and the estate was sold out and
bought in by ihs wife who started up as
Bolssean & Co. This firm was ligquidat-
ed in April *90, and the present concern
formed, Beland had previously Dbeen o
clerk with J. Amyot & Frere. They start-
ed with a joint capital of $5,000 to $6,-
000 and never gol fairly established,

AN UNFORTUNATE CONTRACTOR,

Griifin has Dbeen o hard-
working man himself, but it would appear
that disagrecment arose on the conduct
of the business ; expenses were very light
and the family appear to have been most
economical in their affairs, Mr. Griffin
now claims wages extending back over
five or slx years, at $50 a month and
Loard, less his ralment. The total of lis
cluim is $3,000

It is feared that the offairs of H. C.
Aitkin whobegan a banking business three
years ago at Tottenham, Ont.,, will not
reulize much for the creditors. 'The assets

consist of the bank premises at Totten-
ham and a half interest in a residence
property in Hamilton, togethor with a
few nots nnd over-drawn anceounts.

Vaudry & Tureotte, grocers, Quo., have
made o voluntary assignment to Naznire
Turcotte, grocer. The liabillties foot up

Since therefore Halifax has
s0 many persons employed in the business,
so much capital invested and so much
wages paid annually, ot the same ratio
the figures for the whole Dominion must
be 50 muech. My contention is that your
conclusions are wrong hecause your pre-
mises are wrong.

Halifax is not a fair sample of the whole
Dominion as regards tho liguor: traffic;
but with o population of less than 40,
000 it docs the liguor trade of the whole
Provinee, which has a population of 400,-
000, besides a considerable trade “with
. I Island, Bermuda, the West Indies,
cle. -

We have only to apply your mode .of
calenlation to the Province of Nova Seotin,
instead of to the whole Dominion, in:or-
der 1o make its falleey at once appavent.
By your reasoning Nova Scotia with“i_ts
400,000 population must have len times
the liquor traflic that Halifax has with
ils 40,000, but instead of ten times tho
traffic, it is less than one-tenth, or Jess
ihan one per cent of what your estimate
would be, and that small percentago
illegitimate, and so contemplible in its
character und methods, that like smuggl-
ing, both traffic and tralficors, are crimi-
nal,

Apply the test io the P'rovince of .
1. Island and you will obtain a similar
result.

Apply it 1o New Brunswick (excepting
§t. John) and it will not be far different.

1t therefore, 1he argument so completely
fails in the parts where it should hold
good, surely it caunob be -more reliable
for the Dominion as o whole. R

I think T have shown very plainly that
Halitux is not n fuir sample of the Do-
minion as regards the liquor iraffic, and
that any figures based upon it as such
must be wholly unreliable. .

To your remark that “the inlerests to
be cficcted by TProhibition arc too seri-
ous to e lightly denlt with,” 1 say,
Amen, They have been lightly dealt with
long enough, and Prohibition would not
be dealing lightly with them. As to th_en'
being too serious to be interfered with
and abolished, they are much less hoth
relatively and absolutely than slavery was
in the United States thirty years ago,
and that was very effectively dealt with.
