—A case of the people against the *“Trust” is in its ini-
tial stages at Chicago. A dispatch from that city date
234 inst., states that unless the banana trust speedily finds
some market for the bananas it has forwarded to the Chi-
cage market from New Orleans it will have to face a mon-
etary loss of $42,750. Ninety car loads of the yellow fruit
are standing in the Illinois Central yards and the trust is
unable to find any merchants or commission houses in
Chicago to take it at any price. The present situation is
the outecome of a fight innugurated against the trust some
cleven monthy ago hy Garibaldi & Cunco, one of the larg-
est fruit commission houses on Sonth Water street. The
local firm, after a disagreement with the monopoly., made
arrangements with Vaccaro Brothers, of New Orleans, to
market all the bananas brought into this country by the
Southern firm’s four steamers. This arrangement has
proved so satisfactory that Vacearo Brothers are to place
in commission four more large steamers in orvder {o sup-
ply the Chicago market. The trust has made every effort
1o place the fruit with the commission merchants, but
the independent firms, learning that the trust contemplat-
ed “fooding” the local market, stole a march on their bhig
competitor and the market is well stoelked at the present
time. Not even onc of the ninety cars has heen unloaded,
and while the local managers of the United Fruit Com--

pany are trying to solve the situation ’rhr- fruit is rapidly
becoming nnmarketable,

THE NOVEMBER BANK STATEMENT.

November bank returns are more regular in some of
their variations from pxeeedmg months than any other
months.  The Fall season is always marked by such
enlargements as are created by harvest operations, and
subsequent business. Tn October that season culmin-
ates and closes, High water having been reached the
tide begins to recede in November almost as systemati-
cally as the waters of the ocean do at fixed hours. Over
‘the whole Dominion, inte every channel of trade there
is a steady inflow of circulation which, after servi ng its
purpose, quletly flows back.  Our bankers have not to
keep an anxious eye all through the ex pansion season on
any. central money market to watch the effect of the
.season’s demand for note issues, as is the case in the
States, where the same movement which does on in Can-
ada almost without exciting notice, is .Jccompmucd by
an incessant strain and worry and ofton alarm lest the
circulation machme1y should break down. .

A very noticeable feature in above comparisons is the
failure of the decrease in November to respond propor-
tionately to the enlarged amount ol the circulation.
Thus we find, that, from 1892 to 1894, the average de-
crease’ in November was $1,597,000, which was an aver-,
age deehne of 4.35 per cent. in that month.  Then
from 1894 to 1897, the average decrgzase was 5.54 per
cent., and from 1898 to 1900 the decrease in November
averaged 2.21 per cent. ~Last November the decresse
was 2.35 per cent., or a little over half the average for
the last nine years. -T'he inference seenis cbvious, that
the conditions of trade are now such as to enable those
into whose possession come the extra notes issued in the
Fall, to keep currency in their purses or pockethooks
The volume of notes
out during November gives an average of over $10 per
head of the entire population of Canada.

The deposits on demand, or current account halances,
went up from $106,015,978 in October to $107,935,633,
-an increase of $1,919,660, and deposits payable after no-
tice from $184,135,857 to $186,520,765, an increase of
$2,386,908, making -a total (]ep051t en]mgement of ‘84 -
306,568. This comparison is for deposits m\chlﬂwely
held in Canada, but the banks have $21,222,627 out-
side Canada, by which their total deposits are 1'msed to
$315,679,025, as against $310,500,878 at end of Octo-
her 1ast and $276,441,779 at close of November 1899.



-$5,788,370, an increuse of $45.20 per cent.
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These figures show the gross increase in deposits held by
the banks of Canada during the year from the Fall of
1899 to Fall of 1900 to have heen $39,237,246. These
deposits now average $63.00 per head of the population
against $27 per head ten years ago.

‘I'he influx of deposits having been in excess of the de-
mand for business purposes there was a considerable por-
tion devoted to call loans, which show an increase last
month of $3,180,545, divided equally between those in
Canada and those outside.

The current loans remained much the same in Novaii-
ber as in preceding month, the change being from $276.-
216,200 to $276,464,126, an increase of $24%,926. The
following table shows the amount of current loans at
end of October and November in each year since 1892,
with the increase or decrease in Jatter month:

I'he “Loans to Direclors and their firms™ were consid-
erably enlarged in November, the change being from
$12,250,528 to $12,808,505, an increase of $557,977.
Since same date 1899 ihis class of loans- has increased
The sub-
jeek of advances to directors is being mueh discussed in
American journals.  According o some would-be au-
thorilies, the direetors of & bank ought to abstain Lrom
doing business with the institution of which they are in
charge, or only to patronize it as depositors. How far
it would conduce to the reputation of a bank for it to be
practically boycotled by its own directors we need not
say. The fact of a director avoiding his own bank
would be fatal io its eredit. Were the rule io obtain
that a dircelor must not be a eustomer of fhe bank
the shareholders would be unable to select a board from
the merchants and manufacturers whose business is larger
and more profitable than ordinary. Men of the widest
experience, greatest ability, highest credit, and most éx~
tensive lrade connections would, if shareholders in ‘a
bank, be precluded from giving the institution the ad-
vanlage of lheir reputation, their knowledge and’ their
business. A director’s account, however, ought o no
degree to be a privileged one, any advances to him should

be made on the same basis and conditions as though he
.were not a director.

- There is no doubt a danger of this
law Deing set aside by his colleagues on the mutuality
prineiple. But, so far as Canada is concerned, the record
of bank directors as bank customers is practically stain-
less. The large increase in directors loans may be re-
garded as cvidence that they, being as a ule, in the front
rank of our manufactnrers and merchants, have enjoyed
a very large increase of business since the better times
set in, nnd in the financial operatwns mvolved by ‘their

cnlarged trade they have been helped by the bank they re~

present.  As this is the last review of the bank state-
ment for this century, it is opportune to remark that at
the close of the 18th century Canada had no bank and,
as . celebrated writer said, “was without capital.” What
has been accomplished in the 19th century is exhibited in
the comparative statement herewith appended. The
full returns will he found on a later page.

THE CONNORS’ SYNDICATE AND THE fH’P]H
ST. LAWRENCE NAVIGATION.

The stoppage of the work of pile driving at the new

elevator, without any apparent necessity, has caused va-

rious reports to be started and cirenlated regarding the’

tuture intentions of the Counnors’ syndicate and their con-
tract with the Harbour Commissioners.
rumours is one which seems to have originated in the
Buffalo Express newspaper and has been extenswely
copied by the Canadian press. :

Buffalo is the home of: the Connors’ Syndicate on
which account some people may be inclined to give the
rumour credence. The interests of Buffalo are adverse

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to the expansion of -the trade on the St. Lawrence
route, and anything that may be said, coming from that
quarter, in - disparagement. of it must be looked wpon
with distrust.  According to the Buffalo story, the
whole project undertaken by-the Connors' syndicate
has fallen through because it is found that the promised
fourteen feet depth of water on the route above Mont-
real cannot be made available for. practical use.

The truth of this story is denied by the agent of the
syndicate here who has declared it to be so absurd as to
be -hardly-worth contradictions That may be; so-far-as
the syndicate is concerned, but this is not the first time
this same story of the want of the promised depth of
water has been sent out and whenever it has appeared it
bas heen officially contradicted by those whose business
it is to know the true position of the matter.

Irom whatever motives they originate all such re-
ports are to be deprecated when they are without suffi-
cient reasonable basis to rest on. They are injurious to
the St. Lawrence route in the same way that all the ex-
aggerated reports of the dangers of the lower St. Law-
rence route has led to the discrimination in marine in-

surance rates to such an extent that Canada’s ocean

shipping trade has suffered, only temporarily it is to be
hoped.

As o matter of fact, if official utterances ave of any
value, the fourteen feet depth of water in the navigable
channel of the river, as well as in the canals, is there, T§
is admitted that at a few points in the river channel
some improvements are required to enable the large class
of vessels that will now navigate the upper waters of the
St. Lawrence to pass those points with more ease than
they could do heretofore. ~This is well understood and
the necessary improvements to meet the changed condi-
tions are now well under way, On this feature of the
case we may have more {o say on a future occasion.

With regard to the Connors’ syndicate, when all the
circumstances connected with its advent here are con-
sidered, it is not af all surprising that many of the hest
and most sanguine friends of the Si. Lawrence route
should fecl anxious about the doings of thal organiza-
tion.  The principal men who first formed the syndi-
cate came lere from Buffalo, a place which might well
be supposed to be antagonistic to Montreal and the St.
Lawrence route generally. By some means they soon
gained the ear of the Harbour Board and the Govern-
men{ and the syndicate got possession of a coniract
which gave them special privileges and grants in the
barbour, the choice places in the harbour,
and a grant free of the only immediately avail-
able valuable site on which a grain and package elevator
could be built was granted them. The conditions for
which these valuable privileges were granted appeared
on the surface to be very stringent, but they do not ap-
pear to be effective as far a5 the general purpose is
concerned.

Two years have now passed and no practical results
have followed. Tooking at the position from a common
sense, business point of view, nothing has heen done by
the syndicate to promote the expansion of the trade of
the St. Lawrence route.  This was expeeted would fol-
low the special privileges given to its members that were

valued by themselves at  $1,500,000, which
amount was to be for the. benefit of . the
promoters of the company it .was . proposed

to form to take over the business, contmcted to ’oe car-

ried on by the syndicate. = That was the syndlcate 8 es-
timate of the valie of the privileges given by the Har-

~questioned as to the future.

bour Bosrd and the Government. = So.-far as we know,
however, and so far as the public are aware, the shares
in the proposed company have not been subscFibed for
and paid for.

From this circumstance many of those interested in the
trade are feeling anxious about the present condition of
these matbers. The work which has been allowed to
drag along at an unreasonable pace has now stopped.
Will it ever be resumed? is the natural question that
comes to many both inside and outside of the Harbour
Board. - . PN 0

This Journa.l has fxequently expressed the opinion
that in the main the object aimed at in this Connors’
agreement would be advantageous if carried out accord-
ing to its spirit. Now, it must be said that appearances
are not favourable that it will be carried through in
good faith. It was always expected that a company -
would be organized for promoting and completing this
project, which involves millions of dollars. That com-
pany and the necessary capital has mot yet materialized
as far as we are aware, and yet it is the groundwork from -
which progress will start,

We have no desire to deal in a harsh spirit with this
matter, although it involves the most vital interests of
the Dominion from a transportation stendpoint. But
we have this to say, that if, as many people are now in-
clined to think, the whole movement was one for the
purpose of prevenfing Canadians from taking steps to
expand the trade of the St. Lawrence as a consequence
of the completion of our inland waterway, to a depth of
fourteen feet, the soonmer the whole deception is swept
away the better. Then others will step forward and
which, so much public money has been expended. The
syndicate appear to have got on their high horse when
We suggest that it is only
reasonable that the interested public should know at
this time if the company which is {o handle the business
has yel been organized, or'is likely to be organized?
"That is a pertinent question, for on it hinges the whole
matter.  If the project is to fall through the sooner it is
known the better, so that others may use the valuable
privileges that have been given away. Frankness in
dealing with this important matter is all important.

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THE PROVINCIAL BOARD 01 HEALTH AND
THE HARBOUR SEWER.

On several recent occasions this journal has called at-
tention to the discreditable state of the harbour, as re-
gards its health conditions, resulting from the large
sewer, opposite the Custorn House, which empties into
what, is in reality a stagnant pool. As a consequence of
the recent changes in the harbour works, there is no
current in the water, which creates a very imminent risk
to the general health of the port as well as to the whole
city.

When the new harbour works were first undertaken it
was well understood that the main sewer in question
would be continued by the city to the current below the
Victoria pier. This, so far, has not been done, and the
city authorities have mow taken the grownd that the
Harbour Commissioners should undertake this work.
That body, however, very properly, it scems to us, de-
clined to do so. Day by day 'the dangerous condition
continued to increase durmg the Jast summer and as a

last resource and protest against the laissez faire poliey =~
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of these whoge business it was to act in the premises, we
called upon the Provincial Board of Health to exercise
the authority with which it is invested in snch matters.
Our readers will recollect that this appeal was so effee-
tive that we had the assurance of the respected presi-
dent of the Provincinl Board of Fealth that this diffi-
cully had heen forescen so long ago as in 1895 and the
ity had heen fovewaried ag fo what wonld be required
to he done in view of what was then confemplated. Fuy-
ther, representations had heen made since then after
wo had weain called the special altenlion of the Board to
(his matier, in the general interest, we were again as-
sured that the Board had divceted ihat the dangerous
menace {o the publie health chml]d he removed.

SKome months passed and, =0 far as the public are
aware, no attention was paid (0 Hns finportant matter by
{hoge whose proper business it was lo attend to it; other
(hingg of miner importance seemingly engroszing their
whofe attention.  We now learn that at a meeting of
the Provineinl Board of Health held a few days ago the
matter was dealt with in a vigorous manner, and the
eity was peremptorily ordered to have the dangerous nui-
sanee abated,  The work was ordered to be commenced
not Jater than the Isi May next and completed not later
ihan the 1st November following, under a penalty of $25
frr each day of [ailure lo obey the order.  The Provin-
cinl Board of Tlealth ov any  citizen being competent (o
hring an action against the city fo recover the penalty.

"Phe eireumstances justily the action of the president
and members of the Provineial Board of 1lealth. Sur-
prise and indignation of the people will avise hecause of
the humiliation from {he neeccssity for sueh severe ac-
fion,  Mhat the work in question is 2 municipal ncees-

Ao Dbear the burden and cost of a purely eivie work, The

prosperity of this city is largely dependent on the luture

extension ol the ocean lrade of the port and il is scareely
eonceivahle that the eity aldermen can do otherwise than
help to foster the growih of that trade in every possible
way rather than hurden. it hy the eost of purely civie
warks that some of them are now seeking to place upon
{he Marbour Board.

The civie appropriations for nexl year are now under
eomgideration, The cogt of this most impartant work must
he provided for—it is not unforeseen work and eannot
he o elassified,  The usaal complaint of want of money
prevaifs at the City Hall, but where (here is a will {o do
a thing there can always be found a way to do it. There
i« always (he 10 pev cent. on the ineveased valuation of
taxable veal estate to fall back upen for o loan for per-
wanent improvemenfs such as (hiz tow in question.
"That provision for a loan was, as we have always con-
tended, unwisely granted by the Legislature, hut it exists,
and instead of being frittered away on petty projeets
favoured hy aldermen, with scetional interests only af
1he hearl, the proceeds of that loan should he specially
devoted fo the extension of the eity sewer along the har-
hour front o running water as ordered by the Provin-
eial Board of Fealth.and as cssential to the health of {his
eity.

During November there were 152 fives of a - greater
destructiveness than $10,000 each. It is apparent that
the fire loss for the current year will exceed the total fov
1899 by about $25,000,000, and the increase would be
more enormous had not the September, October and
November fires proven so much less expensive than
those for the same period of 1899. The fire nnderwriters
are looking forward te very discomraging anmual state-
ments,

THE CANADIAN CONTINGENT IN ENGLAND.

The reception of the Canadians who returned from
Africa via ¥ngland was marked by features wholly with-
out precedent. * Indeed some very sacred precedents
were broken in the effort to do honour to the colonial

troops. At Westminster Hall they were received by three -

ex-Governors-General of Canada, the Duke of Argyll,
the Marquis of Lansdowne, and the Barl of Aberdeen.
With them were other peers, and members. of the House
of Commons. On the invitation of Colonel Otter, of
Toronto, who was in ecommand of the contingent, the
Honble. Mr. Chamberlain, addressed the men as follows:

“Colonel Otter, ollicers, non-commissioned officers,
and men of the 2nd Royal Canadian Regiment, I feel
it to e a great honour to have this opportunity of mect-
ing you, and to tell you, what I am afraid you must be
tived of heaving, how deeply we ali feel the gratitude
we owe to you for your splendid patriolism in coming to
the assistance of the Mother Country in a time of distress,

~and for the admiralde skill and gallantry which you have

shown at the front. You have given rise to the utmost
feelings of admiration and ypride at your-conduct, and you
have done that which will help to build up in the Fm-
pire even more honour than in the past. You have
shown to the world that the Kmpire is united, and we

_count on you in' the future, as we are justified in doing

by the past, to carry forward the great work which the
FEmpire has undertaken, and to give it a future position
greater than it now occupies. 1 welcome you, and I am
sure I am doing so on behalf of the House of Commons,
and 1 fecl it to be a great puvﬂedc to eonduct you
round.”

Under the gnidance of the Colaonial Secretary the visi-
tors then went into the House of Commons, and had its
customs and interesting features explained and pointed
out to them, Mr. Chambcrlain’s humorous observations
adding much amusement to the interesting 1}nf.o1v,m‘1!ion
which he imparted. ..

Tor a Cabinet Minister to act as guide to a company
of colonial volunteers- V]Sltll]o' the Houses of Partia-
ment was such & departure from precedent as was enongh

o, dlstmb the, bones of Lhe last ﬂenewtwn of Common-
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ers. But an even more startling innovation awaited
them in the House of Lords. - In the midst of the gild-
ed chamber, the Canadian stood at attention, prohably
the first soldiers ever in the House of Lords as a mili-
tary body. While on the floor Lord Lansdowne stood
amid the Bishops’ benches and addressed the Canadians
in similar terms to those of Mr. Chamberlain’s speech.
In hoth Houses the routine of proceedings was fully ex-
- plained and a resume given of their different functions.
They then went to Kensington Palace, to lunch with the
Duke of Argyll and the Princess Louise, in company
with a distinguished gatherving. Fere they were escort-
ed through the old palace by the Princess who graciously
acted as chaperon to the Canadians. Then came visits
to Brighton, Woolwich, and Windsor Castle, where the
Queen gave them a most kindly welcome and her loving
good wishes and thanks for their services. Everywhere
{hey went the Canadians were recognised by the people
and given @ vounsing cheer. At Liverpool the reception
was most enthusiastic. A Liverpool journal said: “Tt
would be diffieult to find a better lot of men in the in-
fantry line in the world—well built, agile and intelli-
gent, a grand body of men for campaigning.”  As an ob-
ject lesson ¢f the kind of men raised in Canada and of
their Joynlty to the Empire, the visit of the Canadian con-
tingent to England will leave an indelible impression on
the people of Great Britain.

DOMESTIC VS, IMPORTED OATMEAL.
~ Some arlicles published recently in this journal re-
lating to the large amount of cereal foods being sold

throughout the Dominion, referred to the appavent want,

of cunierprise on the part of some Canadian manuafac-
turers. A number of letters received in reply, some
of which have heen published, show that some Canadian
manufacturers of rolled oats are at a heavy disadvantage
in competing for the trade of the home mavket. This
was detailed in our last week’s issue.  The following.
taken from a recent number of the North-West TFarmer,
covers the same field, in so far as the unfair duty on ocats
and oatmeal, now permitted by the Dominion Govern-
ment, iz eoncerned:

“Canadian Oatmenl Tndustry.—Very few people out-
side the trade itself have any idea of the perilous posi-
tion of the oatmeal industry of Canada.. Tere in the
west about $120,000 is invested in buildings and eostly
equipment that might as well never have existed for any
henefit the owners are likely lo geb out of it for a year to
come, and much of it has heen idle for months past. Tn
Ontario the very existence of the industry is in peril
from canses differing a good deal from those affecting us.
A huge trust has heeu organized in the United Stafes.
controlling all production and prices in their own mar-
ket, while making a slaughter market abroad for all their
surplus production.  The oatnieal of Oniario, and oc-
casionally even of Manitoha, held a good position on the
British and German markets, hut the tactics of the Ame-
rican Cereal Trust have been applied there to the exclu-
sion of the Canadian product and are now being em-
ployed to ruin the home market of the Canadian miller.
Recently American oatmeal was seized in Tovonto on the
ground that it was heing imported to Canada at $2.40 per
barrel, while the home price was $3.90.  Oat hulls arce
also ground fine to adulterate the oatmenl, and in this
way by hook or by crook the American produet is super-
seding the home-grown and genuine article.

“One feature of the contest between the home and
foreign producers is the peenliar nature of the import du-
ties on American oats and finished ontmeal. It requires
about 4} bushels of oats to make an 80-1b. bag of oat-
meal.  On the oats there is a duty of 10 eents a bushel,
while on the finished oatmeal the duty is about 20 cents.
In all other industries the duty on the raw material is as
low or lower than that charged on the manufactured ar-
ticle, but on oats the duty is more than double that on
oatmeal.  The millers of the east have been recently
appealing for such a change as will bring the duty on oat-
nieal up to the same level as that now charged on oats as
the only way fo save their husiness from destruction.
They also peint out that but for their industry the farm-
er’s price for oats would very often go below the cost of
production,

On September 14th the oatmeal millers of Manitoba
met in Winnipeg to consider the hearing of this un-
equal duty upon their own branch of the industry and
adopted a memorial to the Minister of Customs setting
forth the injustice of the present tawiff, as it affects their
interests.  Owing to the very had season home-grown
milling oats will be unavailable, and the only chance for
their salvation from complete idleness would be to Tower
the duty on the oats till it corresponds with that on the
oatmeal.  This, as a temporary measure, seems to us the
only feasible course for the North-West.  Farmers will
have few or no milling oats for sale, and a heavy duty
on oatmeal could do them little or no good ns sellers,
while it would raise to an unreasonable height the meal
which every consumer wapts at as low a price as possible.

The memorial of the Manitoba millers shows that this
is a question of immediate and wrgent importance as the
demand for oatmeal is much higher in winter than in
summer.  Tailing some prompt action by the Dominion
Government in the way of adjustment, every mill in the
West mmst stand idle H11 the next year’s crop ean be
gathered.”

The old cry of a “surplus production” hy U.S. manu-
facturers, of everything from rolled oats to rocking
horses, and the periodieal “flooding of the Canadian
market? to the great detriment of the manufacturers
here, it appears iz hound to be hrought out at stated in-
lorvals, presumably heeanse, like the avticles it refers to,
it covers the whole ground, permitting any one who
pleases to use it as an excuse for dullness in trade. If
the T.S. manufacturers of table foods and many other ar-
ticles flood the Canadian market it is not heeause of over-
prodnction  whieh they sve eompelled to  dispose
of at any price.  Business is not econducted quite that
loose either in the United States or any other progres-
sive country.  Tf it were a case of over-production, a
slight lowering in price in the vast home market would
quickly caunse a distribution of any surplus without seek-
ing “to unload” in a foreign land. The U.S. makers
find a market in Canada for their produets at a profit-
able price despite the duty, the Canadian public paying
at the rate of 73c per b, for rolled oats to-day. Tt bhut
remains, however, for the Canadian Government to take
up the question of the imeven duty on this article, there-
hy giving local millers a fair chance to prove themselves
capable of placing on the home table rolled oats of a grade
equal, it not superior to the hest goods now heing sent
in from the T.S,, and retailed at the ahove figures.

Scoteh manufacturers might well seek for and ohtain
the greater share of the Canadian trade in this article.
now enjoyed by the United States, Tt is simply a mat-
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ter ol advertising and push. A wored will sulfiee as to
competing in priee with the Canadian or the U.S. prod-
uct.  If is o well known vule of frade that the publie-—
at least a large proporlion—will pay the estra price de-
manded for an imported arvticle, particularly if coming
Trom another continent. This is frue, not only of one
article, but of the majority of all goods,  The very

country gives it enhanced value.  Whatever comes di-
rect from a great distance is more highly esteemed. Man
alone may he considered an exception.  The exporls of
ontmen] for the fiseal year ending June 30, 1899, were

hels.; for 1896, 110,235 hrls.: 1894, 80,263 hrls,
figures show a steady growth of the Canadian oatmes
trade in foveign markets, which is bul Luvtler proof that
industry alone will aceomplish wuch regardless of whe-
ther the goods to he sold are shipped Lfrom a Canadian or
FEuvopean port.

SOVEREIGNTY AND THE CANALS.

There has been published a personal letler from the Jate
Senator Davis to Mr, Kohlsaat, proprietor of the Chi-
cago Times-Herald, explaining the Senalor’s amend-
ment to the ITay-Pauncefote treafy. agreed to after the
the Senator’s death, which makesa singular disclosure of
the operations of ihe Senator’s mind, strong and well
equipped on international law as it undonbtedly was. Tlo
prided himself that his amendment “was phrased as
nearly as posgible in the language of the tenih article of
the Trealy of Censtantinople.”  Tenee he imagined
{that he had the British Government confronted by a di-
lemma; it must cither assent {o the principles of the

= T ity

Treaty of Constaniinople and acquicsee in the Senator’s
amendment, or it must frankly say that whatever is ad-
vantageous to Great Britain shall stand in owr treaty,
and whalever is advantageous to us shall he obliterated.
“My own ohject,” he said, “was fo hold her as closely as
possible to her own precedent”  He proceeded to say
that the possessions of the TTnited States ave as near the
Nicaragua Canal as the possessions of Twrkey “at the
fower end of the Red Sea,” arve to the Suez Canal, “The
idea that the two siluations are not identieal in prineiple,
go far as the necessity of defence is concerned, is simply
preposterons.” >

The fact, says’ cur New York nmncsake, is tnown to
every scheolboy who studies geography is that the Suez
Canal was cut through the dominions of the Sultan. Tor
centuries the sovereignly of the Sultan was exereised
as diveetly in Egypt as in Bosna,  Tor a bave generation
the viceroys of Tigypt had enjoyed a large measure of in-
dependence, but they never denied that the Sultan was
the sovereign of the country; they responded to his re-
quisition for troops in the Crimean war, and they obeyed
his orders when he insisted, and they failed to bribe his
ministers. . Whe recognition of the right of the Sultan
to defend the eanal was a mere admission of his right to
defend the soil of which he was sovereign, and of which
his ancestors had heen sovercigns for centuries. The
nations of Furope entered into an agreement among
themselves, the Sultan heing a party, regarding the canal,
but in so doing they could scarcely do less than to ac-
knowledge his sovereignty and his right to defend his
own territories.

What is the situation which-the Senator deemed pre-
ciscly analogous? It is the demand of the United States
for the right to defend a canal in a foreign country,
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over which we have pretended to no sovercignty and
over which we do not propose to acquire any sovereignty,
with the possible exception of what might be ealled a
tow-path along the canal.  How could any ralional and
intelligent man who had made a study of international af-
fairs persuade himself that the right of the Ottoman Fu-
pire to defend its own territories, and the yight of the
United States to send an armed ferce info a foreign
country to defend a camal located hundreds of miles
beyond its dominions, were precisely alike?

France may be said to have constructed fhe Suez
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Canal.  If France lhad demanded the vecognition of
her right to defend the canal it would have Dbeen very

similar {o our claim {o defend the Niearagua Canal.
Franco made no pretension fo any snch right.  Tngland

made none after she acquired the Khedive's proprietary
interest, but slfer she occupied Bgypt the other mari-
time nations exacted the pledge that the canal should be
ahsolulely nentralized, hut recogniznig at the same time
the sovereign rights of the Sullan.  Some of onr states-
men say that ihe Ael of Neubralization is an empty form,
to which we reply, first, the governments of Wurope ave
in a betier position than Americans {o judge of its value,
and they attach some importance to it; and, second, if it
is nullity, it is beeause England is in actual possesssion of
Egypt."To muke our vélations to the Nicaragua Canal

~analogous to those of England to the Suez Canal we must

vceeupy and administer Ceniral America. 'We trust that
the Senators who voted for the Davis and other amend-
ments will have the consistency and frankness to advo-
cate lhe dispaich of a fleet to Ceniral America and the
establishment there of de facto United States sovereignty.

BUROPEAN COTTON INDUSTRIES.

After a pericd of considerable disorder ihe cotton in-

dustry in England is getting into Debter shape with more
.:l)l‘OIl'liSillg eonditions.  'I'he exhanstion fo an unusual cox-
tent of the stocks of American eotlon had caused the
stoppage of a large amount of machinery in Lancashire
Iate in the ¥all. The wide variations in market prices
have disappeared now that more definite information has
Deen seeured as {o the cotton crop of the season.  Prices
are still tending upward wnder the Jarge demand, al-
though the crop was unusually large.  The product of
the mills has been sold for in advanee, so the mannfac-
turers are resting salisiied and are looking for an advance
before accepting more orders.

A Manchester correspondent of the New York Chroni-
cle reports that sinee the vise i yales for Middling Awnepi-
can by %d per ., American 7-16d, and fov picce goods
made from yarn in proportion, the sales of the manufae-
tured product have heen visibly checked.  The disturh-
ances in China have lowered the shipenls of cotton
goods to that market.,  Bul for India, Japan, and other
markets of Asia, Lhere have been good orders placed with
hene and colonial houses,  ‘The stocks of goods in China
have heen acewinulating for a length of time, o there is
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likely to he u slack demand for that Empire for @ length :
of time even if the disturhbances cease. Money there is
very dear, and will remain so until confidence is complete-
ly vestored, indeed after that occurs there will be mone-
tary tighiness in China as the costs of the outbreak and
the indemnity to be paid to Buropean powers will be a
serious incubus on the finances of the Empire. The goods
usually made for thal market have heen sent to India,
Tt there has not been such an exfra demand from there
as to absorh the supplics diverted from China.

"The cotton industries of Germany are depressed, as are.

those also of Austria and Italy. Germany has heen
foreing developments in industrial production beyond the
opporlunities she has acquired for disposing of goods,
“Made in Germany.”  Indeed there is reason to con-
clude that German manufacturers allowed themselves to
he migled by the ontery ahout the progress they were mak-
ing in displacing British and other goods in the world’s
markets, for, while Fngland has gone on steadily not only
holding her own, but suhstantially enlarging the volume
of manufactured exports, Germany has not made equal
progress, but has fallen into a period of industrial de-
pression, as the result of nndue anxicty to eust Fngland
Trom her supremacy as a manufacturing nation.

“In Trance,” says the correspondent named, “spinners
and manufacturers are in fairly favourahle cirenmstances.
their production being pretty well under contract, hut the
demand is no Tonger as huoyant as it was in the fivst half
of this year.”

In Russia, too, the eotton induslry is nof as prosperous
as a year ago. The consumplion of American cofton in
that Fmpire is likely to he diminished owing to the en-
larging supplies from its Asiafic pnssessions.  Russia is
enconraging the prowth of native cotton hy heavier duties
on the foreign product amd hy a hounty en manuvfactures
made {rom home grown cotton.

Another phase of the eotton movement of Russia to
proteet its native cotton industries, and to develop them
are the negotiations going on hetween the Russian and
Persian. Governments to revise the Russo-Persian Com-
mereial Treaty of Turkmanshai, of 1828, By {hat agree-
ment all imports into Persia were subject to 5 per cent.
ad valorem.  The Anglo-DPergian treaty of 1841 and Am-
erico-Persiam {reaty of 1856 provided for the “most fa-
vered nation eustoms? freatment.  Tn whatever reepeet
the old trealy is altered ik will govern the brade of Pereia
in British and American goods. The cffect on exports
from this side for Persia will e fo vestvict them in all
sueh. articles as Russin ean make.  The new duties will,
probably, he verv light on Russian made cotton goods,
and heavier on those manufactured in other conntries.  T{
this poliey is pushed steadily and the Russian mills he-
come as eapable of turning out goods ef the same classes
as those which. in the States and England. supply cof-
tons Tor Porsian consnmers, there will he a considerable
trade cut off from heth those countries.  There is also
the chance of Russia, hy this policy. eapturing a good
share of the colton trade of China.  The movement.
therefore, being made by Russia towards developing her
cotton industries and fo ohtain speeial privileges in the
markets of Persia, though it will take a length of time
to mature. is not a favourable featnre in the ontleok TOI
onr industries,

Our contemporary considers that in this conneetion.
“it may be worth while to state that the husiness of ex-
porting Ameriean cotton goods to the Tevant, the Persian
Gulf, India and Bast Africa is mainly condneted through
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branch American houses in Manchester, who sell them
there to the merchants engaged in shipping to those mar-
kets. Mo a considerable extent thes¢ merchants are
English, those trading with the Persia Gulf, India and
Kast Africa almost entirely so, but the exports to the
East Mediterranean—chiefly Turkish—ports are made for
the most part by Armenian and a few Greek firms,
Armenians are excellent merchants, patient, plodding
and economical in their expenditure, and a few of them
are extending their trade to other markels—to Egypt,
Indian, and even Japan and China.” The further widen-
ing of the fiscal area within which protective and prefer-
ential tariffs are threatening British trade will give a cer-
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tain impetus to the movement in England for taking up
the same policy in self-defence.

ATTEND T0 WEATHER PREDICTIONS.

As to the prudence of paying heed to the proguostica-
tions of the Meteorological Department, there can be no
reasonable doubt. 'The weather predictions ure not in-
fallible, but the average of those which were fulfilled has
been waintained for years at from. 75 to SO per cent.,
leaving only frow 20 to 25 per cent. only partially cor-
rect or wrong altogether. At a gathering o few years
ago in T'oronto there were several lake captains present
and marine  underwriters who vigorously protested
against some changes which were proposéd to be made in
the meteorological service by which, they contended,
there would be sowe delay in issuing the predictions,
wore especially the storm warnings. An old captain
declared that the whole cost of the service was saved over
and over again each season by mariners on the lakes pay-
ing heed fo the weather notices. By a recent decision
in the United States there is a legal aspect to the meteor-
ological service which should be geucrally known in
Canada, for it is highly probable the same view would
be taken in a Canadian Court. ‘T'he case is reported by a .
contemporary.

The chief of the weather bureau has called public at-
tention to a recent decision of the United States Circuit
Court of Appeals, at Richmond, Va., involving the re-
sponsibility of a vessel master for damages from rain to
a cargo of rice discharged on an unsheltered wharf af
Charlestown, where the bureau had predicted rain. The
court substantially held that when such warnings are
brought to the attention of vessel masters it is their
duty to take cognizance of them. If the warning is of
a character that would lead a reasomably prudent man
to protect the property in his charge against the threat-
ened peril, its disregard is an act of negligence.

The important hearing of this decision on marine and
inland underwriting is obvious, It is the first time, we
believe, that the character of the weather service has
been judicially passed on. The great lakes, as is well
known, are favorite highways for the storms which pass
across the country, They are rarely swept by a gale

‘which is not predicted from six to twelve hours, often

twenty-four hours, in advance. It would be a fair in-
ference, from the decision, that a vessel master who
leaves a port without inquiring or heeding the warning,
does so at his peril. Tt hecomes an open question whe-
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ther any damage that results is chargeable to perils of
the sea or to his own neglect.

Mere contributory negligence will not, as a rule, re-
lieve a policy from liability, but when neglect amounts
to a wholly unneccessary exposure of the vessel, and is
gross in its character, this is negligence within the mean-
ing of the policy. Iixemption from liability in case of
wanb ol ordinary care, or of negligence, is frequenily an
express stipulation of the marine policy. The practice of
consulting the weather service by shipmasters, before
sailing, has now hecome so well cstablished that its
omission, under threatening conditions, is, in itself, pre-
sumptive of negligence.  The fact that the vessel sailed

while storm warnings were flying should eall for justifi-
cation hy the insured.

There are vessels like our great ocean liners, to which
prineiple would not apply. They are huilt to sail, re-
gardless of conditions.  But thousands of sailing craft
that year ly cseape disaster by heeding the weather warn-

ings are the strongest argument in proof of the negli-
gence of the =]npm‘m101 who ignores them.

LOOSE BANKING IN THIE STATES.

Attention has been drawn to what is regarded as a new
tricle to defrand fire insurance companies.  We are not
so sure as the American paper which describes it that
the irick is quite a novel form of fraud.  That point is
immaterial.

The game is stated to be played as follows, and it ap-
pears under the heading, “Banks as innocent promoters
of incendiavism.”  “The supposed merchant, who is
new and unknown in the econmmunity, stocks his store
with goods secured on credit after the usual fashion,
Then he introduces himsell to the bank as a dealer
whose extended business needs temporary accommoda-
tion, and offers the fire policies on his stock as security.
The bank investigates, finds the stock, and aceepts the
collateral.  No formal assignment, perhaps, is made of
the policies. They are simply placed-in its possesssion.
Tn case of loss the insurance money could he attached, if
necessary.  Iaving seeured his loan, the dealer proceeds
to realize on his stock.  Cash sales at magnificent dis-
counts are made, and the stock is rapidly disposed of,

Then comes lhe inevitable fire.  The merchant is in
pocket the amount of his sales, plus the loan from the
bank. The scitlement of the insurance is a matter
which does not coneern him. It has been shifted on
the bank.  Fe has realized his insurance money ahead
of theloss.”

It may be customary for bankers in the United States
to opent an acccount with men who arve “unknown iu the
community,” to whom they grant accommodation right
away on the securily of five policies. It may also be cus-
tomary in the States for bankers to take such policies as
collateral security without having them formally assign-
ed.  But we doubt whether any bank manager in Can-
ada is so “green” in banking husiness as lo transact it
as deseribed above.  In the first place an unknown ap-

plicant for accommodation would not be favourably re-
) )

ceived without some satisfactory references {from repu-
table persons known to the bankers. In the next place
a demand for accommodation heecause of business ex-
tending so quickly after its being opened would excite
suspicion.  Then the ofler of fire policies on his stoek
as security for a loan would, under such conditions, be
received as rather a practical joke than a_serious business
proposition.

There have been some caustic criticisms indulged in
“on the street” regarding the advances made by hankers
on warehouse receipts. Many of our citizens consider
there to have been most reprehensible laxity in loaning
money on such very flexible, such clastic securities. But,
it would he very embarrassing to trade were no advances
possible to he secured until absolute security had heen
handed over to the lender. A line, however, must he
drawn somewhere and the rawest banker in Canada would
drvaw a very distinet line at lending money to a new and
unknown customer on the security of his fire policics.
Such loose methods doubtless account for so many
hank failnres in the United States.

SHELBURNE NEWS.

Our correspondent writes: Never inl the history of this
seetion was more. progress made than in 1900.  Tn 1309
there was a bonntiful erop, and that was followed by a fine
one the past summer. DBut better still excellent prices
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made a rieh erop richer in its Lenefieent effects, and pros-
perity reigns in this scetion to an extent, T beleve, no-
where else seen in Ontarie.  The usual evidences arve
fortheoming. One contractor, Mr. Geo. Teiteh, of IMorn-
ing’s Mills, put up no less than 20 houses, mostly brick or
brick veneercd while Mr. Andrew Finlay of IHoneywood,
who had the whole summer’s work contracted for in the fall
of 1899, has erected barns galore—nsthing goes up but
vank barns—and he mnforms me that he has his whole
summer's work for next yeur in hand, and lots more offer-
cd.  Itis the sume all round Shelburne. Enormous amounts
of agricultural products are now exported lifom Shelburne.
One dealer, Mr. John Large shipped last year a little over
$130,000 worth of hogs, cattle, turkeys, horses, ete., and
will, nay, has surpasszd this large figure for a village, this
season by a good many thousand dollurs. The C.P.I. sta-
tion master informs me that {he shipments of merchan-
dise in, and ol produce out far exceeded all previous re-
cords, That the farmers are flourishing goes without say-
irg, bub is further evidenced by the fact that one imple-
ment agent, Mr. Hugh Tuylor, sold mo less than 66 binders
for the Masseys alone. He has reaped the reward of his
enterprise and has been sent to Prinee Bdward Island fo
supervise sales there.  But all other mpachine agents also
did well, Al crops but roots which were not quite so goad
as usual were of the very best guality. Lots of the oals
weighed from 38 to 42 Ibs. to the measured bushel. All
other grain was excellent in quality.  Fruit in the country
around Shelburne, within a radius af cight miles, doesnot
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amount to much, but beyond that fine fruit is grown. Ap-
ples, and plums have been a comparative failure, the latter
wlmost wholly so.  Cherries the same.  Large orchards are
heing plantsd in the fruit section and will soon make fruit
a respectable figure in the farmer’s bank aecount, for they
are getting bLank accounts of no mean proportions. The
full in the rate interest from seven and eight {o five per
cent. has enriched them in a very substantinl way. “The .
stquel to the foregoing is that businesss men in Shelburne
liave been doing well.  Competition is keen between Shel-
burne and surrounding villages, but Shelburne has a
“cineh” in being blessed with a most enterprising class of
merehants, and dealers in agricultural products,  Farm-
ers journey from the borders of other burghs to do busi-
ness i Shelburne, and Shelburiie is in a decidedly healthy
state every way. " Not a vacant house in town, rooms up-
stairs that for yecars lay idie, are filled by tenants who
Liad perforce to lake them, glad to get their heads in any-
where,  Large amounts of granolithic walks were laid the
past summer, and the waterwork® extended so us to cover
the whole town., Neatly lept lawns, tastily set off wilh
floral decorations, give the village an air of neatness which
at once eatches the eye of strangers. Altogether, you can
lay it down solid that the people of this bucolic burgh and
neighhorhood are not to be sneezed at in the way of en-
terprise, progress, and the figure they cut in Ontario, and
Dominjon statistics.

Allan Brothers & Co., Liverpool: “Dear Sis,—As you are
aware, the Canadian Government attaches the greatest im-
portance to the encouragement of immigration, and the
matter is one in which your company is also deeply con-
cerned. I venture to think that in no part of the world
can emigrants obtain greater advantages than in the Do-
minion of Canada. - In the provinees of Manitoba, the
North-west Territories, and parts of Onlario fnee grants of
160 acres of land ave offcred. In Prince Edward Island,
Nova Scotia, New Brumswick, Quebece, Ontario and British
Columbia, as well as in Manitoba and the Novth-west LTer-
vitories public lands can be purchased on what are practi-
cally nominal terms; and in every part of the country im-
proved farms may be acquired at reasonable prices by those
who are posscssed of o little weans, The agricultural in-
dustry is in a very flourishing condition. There is u large
warket locally for the produce that is raiscd, while the ex-
ports of the Dominion, especially to Great Britain, of cat-
tle, meats, eggs and Iruits are increasing with great rap-
idity. It is not only in agriculture, however, that oppor-
tunities await the new settler. Canada has abundant wealth
in her forests, mines, fisheries, all of which can be more
rapidly developed than is the case at present, with the ad-
vent of more cupital, and more people; and the same re-
marks apply to the important manufacturing industry
which is expanding so satisfactorily. .oth in agricul-
ture and in other directions mentioned there are excellent
openings for men with capital, and for labor of the classes
in demand. Apart, altogether, from the material advan-

tages to be obtained by settlers, the social benefits the

country affords are worthy of attention. Taxation is
light, the cost of living is relatively cheaper than in the
United Kingdom, the climate is healthy and attractive,
and a man w1t11 a family has unusual facilities for the edu-

cation and starting in fife of his children.  The object I
have in view in writing is to agk that your company will
e gooll enough to again impress upon your agents the im-
portanee of the matter, both from the Canadinn point of
view, as well as from your own, and I shall be glad it you
will send them & copy of this letfer. You may, perhaps,
consider that they might do more than at present to extend
a knowledge of Canada in the United Kingdom; and it is
unnecessary to point out that if emigration of o satisfuc-
tory character should inecrease, as the result of their ef-

“forts, it will, of course, be to their advantage as well.
