Fellowing is ine text of the so-called
seltlement of the school question. It
was given out today in Winnipeg and
at Ottawag

1. be
and passed at the next regular ses-
sion of the Legisiature of Manitoba
embodring the provisions hereinafter
ser forth in amendment to “The Pub-
lic Schcol Act,” “for the purpose of
seltling the educational questions that
have been in dispute in that province.

2. Religious teaching to be jcond
ducted as hereinafter provided:

" (1) I¥f authorized by resolution
passed Ly a majority of the school
trustees, or,

J.cgiglation -shall introduced

(2) If a petition be presented to the

Poard of School Trustees asking
religioul teaching: amd  wigted by

Pafents or ‘guardians ; y
children attending the school in the
¢ase of a rural school district, or by

the parents or guardians of at least
twenty-five children attending the
school in a city, town or village.
Such religious teaching to take
place between the hours of 3:30 and 4
o’clack in the afternoon, and to be
conducted by any Christian clergy-
man whose charge includes any por-
tion of the school district, or by a per-
son duly authorized by such clergy-
man, or by the teacher when so au-
thorized. . S

4. Where g0 specified in such reso-
Jution of the trustees, or -where so
rennired by the petition of the parents
or guardians, religious teaching dur-
ing the perscribed period may take
place on'y on certain specified days of
the week instead of any teaching
day. .

% In any 'school in towns ang
cities where the average attendance of
Roman Catholic children is forty or
upwards, and in villages and rura]l
digtricts where the average attendanca
of such children is twenty-five op
upwards, the trustees shall 1f re-
quire¢ Lv the petition of the parents
or guartians of such number of Ro-
man Catholic children respectively,
emaploy ot least one duly certificated
Roman Catholic teacher in such
schaol, ’

In any school in towns and cltfes
where the average attendance of non-
Roman Cathelic children is forty or
upwards and in villages and rural dis-
tricts where the average attendance of
such children is twenty-five or up-
wards the trustees shall, if required
by the petition of the parents or
guardians of such children, employ
at least one duly certificated non-
Roman Catholic teacher. )

6. Where religious teaching is re-
quired to be carried on in any school
in pursuance of the foregoing pro-
visions and there are Roman Catho-
lic chiilqren, and non-Catholtc chil-
dren attenging such school and the
school-room gecommodation does not
permit of the puplls being placed in
separate rooms for the purposes  of
religious teaching provision shall be
made by regulatj pg of the depart-
ment of education (which regulations
of the board of sehoo] trustees sghall
obgerve) whereby the time allotted
for religious teaching ghan be divid-
ed in such & Way that religious
teaching of Roman Catnelic children
shall be carried on during the pre-
Beribed period on  one-halg of the
teaching days in each month, and
and the religious teaching of the non-
Roman Catholic children may he car-
ried on Quring the prescribea period
on one-half of the teaching days of
each month.

7. The department of education
shall have the pewer to make regn-

9. Where the schocl room accom-
modation at the disposal of the trus-
tees permits, instead of allotting dif-
ferent days of the week to the dif-
ferent denominations for the purpose
of religious teaching, the pupils may
be separated when the hour for relig-
ious teaching arrives, and placed m
separate rooms.

10. Where ten of the pupils in any
schopl speak fthe French language

English upon the bilingual system.

ARCHEISHOP LANGEVIN.

His Grace Archbishop Langevin de-
livered the following from the cathe-
dral in St. Boniface yesterday. 1t 14
his offidal pronunciamento on ithe
so-called settlement of the school. queg-
tion. It was delivered in the cathedral
at:the high mass. ’

Taking for his text the words, “ppat
keep which is committed to thy trust,”
1 Timothy, 6:20. His Grace said:
“Such is, dearly beloved brethren, the
motto that I chose on the day of my

consecration, and in selecting thege
words, I meant to indicate that I in-

tended to devote my life to the pre.

servation in its full integrity, of the
sacred deposit which was entrusted
to me, and, as you are aware, Catho-
lic education occupies the first place
in' the trust committed to bastorg,
“To-day is the saddest, the gloomjegt
day of my episcopal career. it ig there-
fore with a broken heart that I ap-

The negotiations which have taken
place between the local authorities
of Winnipeg and the Federal Quthori-
tles of Ottawa, have resulted in ap
understanding which is spoken of 44

2 settlement of the school questjgn. }

At the outset, I protest against this
word settlement. A disputed qyeg-
tion cannot be settled without the
consent and agreement of both pgr.
tles.. We are, without doubt, the par-
ties the most interested in the Mani-
toba school question. It is for us a
most vital matter, a matter of ¢op-
science, a matter of life or death,
The majority which enjoys the 8chools
established in 1890 are satisfied, and we
do not wish to take from them any-
thing of- their rights and privilegeg;
we ask simply to enjoy our legitimgate
rights as they do theirs; the POssession
of which has given us nearly twenty
years of peace, after the Manitopga
act of 1870. The minority has, more-

over, obtalned a favorable® Judgment

from the Privy Council upon which
they may found their claims for a res-
toration of the rights of which they
have been deprived. But what has
been the result? Instead of treating
with us, negotiations have been c¢ar-
ried on with those who have taken
away our rights, and when the time
came to finish the matter, it was not
to us that the go-called settlement
was shown, but to our worst enemfies,
to know if it was agreeable to them,
And when the men whose ‘pProgrammea
has been the abolition of separgts
schools in Manitoba, and afterwards

in Ontario, have said “It i well, the
settlement is satisfacory to us,”’ the
news has gone out that the question
is settled, and the text of the settle-
ment is given to the newspapers.

I would like to know whether the
Catholic minority has authorized any

man, or any 8et of men, to accept
this pretended settlement. Allow me
to tell you, my friends, tha: I have

cherished the hope that we would re-
ceive the full and complet Justice
which was solemnly promis-d to us.
We would have gladly accepted any
fair arrangement; we would even have
accepted any substantial concessions;
although we might at the same tims
have retained the right to claim all
our rights.

But what is the position that they
would impose upon us. There are
items in the document, of which the
firgst provides for g provincial law,
eight others have reference to the re-
ligious instruction, gnd two others
deal with instructions in languages
other than English,

A resume of the ejght articles con-
cerning religlous inpstructior. is the
official proclamation of the principle
of common and neytral sch.ols. Ar-
ticle eight is well frgmed:-~ ‘No sep-
aration of the pupilg by rel.zious de-
nominations shall tgke place during
the secular school work.” Thus it
will be necessary that in *he mixed
centres of population, -ltke Winnipeg,
and elsewhere, the chjldren be united
in'the same public gchdols, and it is
forbidden to speak of ‘God during the
hours of secular ingtruction, but only
after half-past three ¢'elock; and then
a formal request of the parents or
guardians of the chilgsén Is necessary.
Allow me to say to you at once, my
friends, that the common and neutral
schools have been ¢opndemned by the
church. We have the encyclicals of
the Popes, and partjcularly that one
addressed to Franee by the Pope Leo,
XIII. “Nolisima @gliorumi Gens”;
and the directions of the sacred con-
gregation of the Propagania to the
hishops of Canada, of the 16th March
1895.  No- Catholic can approve of
these schools unless he wishes to gep-
erate himself from the chubca,

' hat do we understand by religidus
instruction?  Is it ‘instruction in the
cathechism?  Yes, and more than

Jthat. The spirit of the chfld ought to

be penetrated by the Christian geed.
The cathechism does not Suffice for
that. If, during the larger part of
the day, the child only hears of secular
matters, do you think shat the poor
half hour will suffice to counterbal-
ance the disastrous effect of the moral
lessons. Our separated brethren in
England believe in religlous instruc-
tion during the classes, and, in order
to avoid the divorce between religious
and secular instruction, the Anglicans
and others have established vojyntary

schools in the same manner 44 the

catholics.  Thousands of 8chools in
France and the United Stateg have
been established in order t, . gafe-
guard the same principle, anq we, who
have a right to separate Schools by
ghe constitution—shall we aceept com-
mon and neutral schools? The Catho-
lic consience forbids it. For the rest,
the detalls of the pretended settjement
betrays the real meaning of jtg gu.
thors. There are minute, petty, odious
provigions brought in under the perni-
clous pretext of respecting the liberty
of the parents, but at bottom, they
practically reduce to nothing the geri~
sive homage seemingly rendered to
religious instructions. : )
JUDGE FOR YOURSELVES:

1.—One-half hour only after half~
past three, and then only, ca.n‘reli'gloﬂs
instruction he given by the priest,
some authorized by him, ¢p the
teachers.

2~This can take place, (oo, only
after a resolution of the gopool trus-
tees, or upon a petition of the parents
or guardians of ten childreh, for rural
schools, and of 15 children for those
of towns and villages.

3.—And this religious instruction may
not be given every day (sec. 4.

4.—Moreover, in order to have g Ca-

‘tholic teacher, i!. is HECessaI-y in the

schools in towns and citieg that thers
shall be at least 40 Catholic chiidren.
in attendance, which Suppogeg 55 on
the rolls; and in the Village gchools
a minimum of 25 Catholic children in
attendance, which means 49 on the
roll. So that in Winnipeg and peveral
other places we will not have Cath-
olic teachers because the chijgren, di-
vided up among the different gchools
will not be sufficlently Numergysg, and
I do not wish to abandon thege Cath-
olics who have always been fgithful
to their duty. This is not a1 It is
necessary yet, that there shoulg be a
petition of the parents or guardians
of at least 10, 25 or 40 children, ac-
cording to the schobl, or thepe will
be no religious instruction ang no Ca-
tholic teacher.

5.—Finally, if there are in a school
both Protestant and Catholic chil-
dren, and there ig not accommodation
sufficient . to separate them- for ‘reli-
glous instruction, then_the days are

fto be divided between each denomina-
tion; ang go instead of a half-hour
on each day, it will be a half-hour
on every gecond day. So mg¥ I not
repeat the words of an eminent mem-
ber of ap® English church in Winni-
Peg, giving them, perhaps, a more ex-

(tended signification: “They take away

with one hand what they give with
the other.

And ar. we'ngw ta thank them for
these miserable crumbs that they have
thrown derisively at’ us. They are
truly cynicaly- That alone renders

the ‘‘settlement” unacceptable. The
hot blooq rises to the head, indigna.
tion makes the heart burst when one
reads thege details. These are not
concessions, but odious restrictions.
Formerly we had complete right
to teach in French. To-day
this is reduced to a moiety,
and We, who were the first to
come to this country, who discovered
it by our ancestors, we have not more
than thoge whb came after us. We
whose rights are guarante>d by con-
stitution are put on the same footing
as those who came from Iceland or
from the wilds 'of Russia; we are not
better treated than the Chinese or the
Japanese, More than that, they do
not permit, us to 'teach French except
a8 a meang to learn English. Yes we
wish to kpow English. 1t is neces-
sary from every point of view. But
there ig nothing new in that for only
to speak of St. Boniface, our little
Canadian girls of the Tache Academy
learn English and speak it very cor-
rectly, he study of English occupies
in this houge-an important place; one
cultivates it the same as French:
mathematics are taught in English,
We are anxthus then to learn English;
but we do not wish to sacrifice our
rights, Thig pretended compromise
does not guarantee to us our French

books; we are to bave mixed books,
half  French, palf  English, some
Drotestants gome  athelstic, per-
haps, like the manual of

Paul Bert, which they will translate
In part for us. What would permit
us to suppese that they would not 4>
it. Do we noy knew them and are we
not' in their’ hande? They say that
the French 'language is safeguardedq,
and a public man has dared to write
the following whrds in a Montrea!
Journal: “Thoge who would refusa to
help to put in operation the amend-
ments which the Greenway cabinet
has  consented to make would
commit a . cpiminal act.” Such
words make’ my blood run
cold as  bishop and ag French
Canadian. I protest that they make
game of nationality. Are we, yes or
no, Catholic before all amq our faith
is the best safeguard of our national
liberties. We ought to ha Catholics
first and Canadiang after. Now, cur
faith is outraged;, our religious rights
sacrificed, ‘and while in fact French,
we are not accorded anything but that
which is given to any new comer. We
will obtain more” afterwards, perhaps
you will say; moreoyer, the ecircum-
stances ‘are changeld, This is true,
circumstances change, but prineciples
do not, and who is there that promises
you that you will obtain more in the
future? No, do not insult cur misfor-
tune. Let no one seek to play with
conscfencé, and the sacred Sentiment
of nationality. 1 protest’ agalnst this
abuse of sacred thipgs. Our poverty
i not a reason for insulting, our mis-
ery, for it will never force us to ac-
cept & shameful compromise, We
wish in the first place, the control of
our schools; secendly Catholic schoo)
districts everywhere; thirdly, our Caich-
olic histories and reading bokg at the.
least; fourthly. our Catholic
tors;  fifthly, competent Catholic
teachers instructed by us; sixthly,
our taxes and exemption from taxes
from other schools. The remedial bill
gave us all that in Principle. Qpposi-
tlon was made to it becayge it did not
give enough; but what hag been. given
us in its place? Not one of our sac-
red rights, not a single gpe. ‘A8 Brit-
ish stbjects we have appealed to Her
Majesty who hag accorded us a fav-
orable judgment. Ag the Apostle
Paul says to us, “Aq tribunam Caes-
aris sto,” we stand eon this judgment.
As Catholics we have the Pope. and
the Episcopate to. direct our con-
sclence, and neither the Pope or the
episcopate - approve of this ro-cailed
settlement. Byt wil they ray to us
that we are in distress and that al-
ready 51 schools are closed. It istrue
that 51 achool districss are without
schools, out of these 51, fifteen are not
able to have one because they have
never been opened, or becauss there;
are not enough chi'dren to open one.
Out of the 36 schoolp which remain,
10 will be opened in a few days, «nd
as for the 26 others thery will all be
opened if we can get the recessary
assistance. Up to the present I have
made no strenuous efforts because I
expected from time to time an equit-
able settlement of thig matter. Now
that is over, and I take control of the
schools. T am not a man of one party.

T am free of all attachment. I am

Archbishop in ‘ordsr to safeguard the
interests of souls, and do not think I
shall compromise a sacred cause for
miserable party interests. God keep-
me fram such misfirtune! I have
taken for my motto:“ Depositum cus-
todi” and I ought to suffer every-
thing rather than abandon it. If I
ylelded the spirit 'of Mgr. Provencher-
and that nf Mgr. Tache would have
the right to appearbefore me, and say:
“Bishop, thou hast betrayed thy man-
date, you have forfeited honor and
duty.” If I yielded, I would not any
longer have the right to have carried
before me the Archie-piscopal Cross,.
this symbol of suffering and Justice,
But no, with the help of Ged, 1 shall
remain firm before the tempest and
you recall the words of Judas Mac-
chabeus “Potius mor!{ quam feodari’——
rather to die than be dishonored.

souls receive due tralning in the sav-
ing doctrine of Christ. This is a work
which must be done gradually and
constantly,just as we breathe the sur-
rounding atmosphere, so must the
children breathe daily, every hour of
the day, the religious atmosphere. Not
that we are enemies of secular instruc-
tions, no we are prepared to stand
second to none in that, but we must
consider the soul, the training of the
intellectual faculty of the soul and
the moral powers of the heart, and
by doing this they would save the
family, save society, and save the
whole world. It is a strange feature
that some who claim to have a regard
for the doctrines of God, unite in order
to deprive the Catholics of .their rights
—sgacred rights which are guaranteed
"us by the constitution and which are
acknowledged to be ours by the judg-
ment of the most important tribunal
in the British empire. It is strange
indeed that those who call themselves
the teachers of the saving gospel, the
gospel of charity, should refuse to
extend that charity to Catholics. It
really seems with these people that a.
is well as long as Catholics are de-
prived of their rights. It is no wuse
for them to say that all are to be
put on equal footing, for it is not so
inasmuch as the Church claims to be
a teaching body whgrea.s they give that
pereogative to every individual. I con-
fess 1 cannot understand how they
bring themselves to refuse fair play
to the Catholics, and become our per-
secutors. There will a large page in
the history of the country that will be
to the shame of those who particip-
ate in the outrage, and they will bg
held responsible before the genera-
tions to come, until they have to ans-
wer for it before the judgment seat of
God. The duty of all Catholics now
is to stand united in defense of our
rights and to be px’gpared for fresh
sacrifices, for cost what it may, we
must have Catholic schools.

Mr. Ewart having been asked by a
representative of the Nor’-Wester, hig
opinion of the gettlement of the school
case, said that he had not yet heard
.of any settlement. Negotiations had
proceeded between the two govern-
ments but not between the two parties
to the controversy. Last Friday the
Catholics were apprised of the result,
through the newspapers; and to-day
the Archbishop, in the name of the
minority, had declined to a.qcept it.

Whether the Catholicgs have acted
reasonably or not depemnds upon the
view one takes of education; and it
may be as well, shortly, to restate
the Catholic position. They have al-
ways been anxious to have a$ com-
blete a secular education for their
children, as the circumstances of a
newly-settled country would permit;
they have proclaimed their readiness
to Wwelcome govrnment inspection of
their schools; to adopt govrnment-
prescribed phooks (other than those
dealing with religion and morals); to
employ only gyly certificated teachers;
to receive their ghare of taxes, and to
be relieved from taxation to other
schools, only if secular work was effi-
ciently done; anq to observe all the
usual government regylations for the
order and well-being of the schools.

On the other hang, 1n common with
a very large number of Protestants,
they are resotutely oppogeq to secular
education; and to elimipgtion from
what we usually termed sgeylar stu-
-dies of the religious element, They
have held that in teaching children
to read, their minds would be petter
employed were some Of the literary
extracts taken from sacred hlstm-y and
biography, than if they are gj of
purely profane character. They havye
believed that history ought not to
be taught as though it just happeneq;
,b“t that God's providence in it ought
to be kept prominently in view. They
have thought that hymns and sacred
songs might with great profit and ad-

T —

vantage be used during the hours de-
voted to singing. In short, their view
is that all divorce between secular and
religious teaching is not only vicidus
and unatural in itself, but is morally
injurious to the children, and conse-
quently productive of enormous evil to
society.

It is customary with some Protest-
ants, and even with some of their cler-
gy, not only to make light of this view,
and to assert that it is absurd that
the Catholics are insincere, who assert
that it is to them a matter of the
clearest conviction. With persons
who undertake to thus judge in @ mat-
ter of opinion, I have never had any
patience., And with tkose others who
admit that Catholics do hold that
view, but contend that they ought to
zive it up, it is useless to try to argue.

The “settlement” declares for the
divorce which is repugnant to the
Catholics. Until half-past three the
exercises are to be secular, and after
that hour the may be religious. It
does not require a prophet’'s eye to
foresee the working of this provision.
Some parents will allow their children
to leave the school at half-past three,
and those who remain *to face the
clergyvman will soon regard him as
“the man who keeps them in.” It is
hardly fair to expect Catholics whose
plan is to mix the religious with the
secular, to be content to have the re-
ligious eliminated, gathered in to a
heap, postponed till the hour of cloe-
ing, and then administered in one
solid and nauseous dose by a solemn-
faced individual introduced for the
purpose. The devil himself could not
have hit upon a more complete plan
for rendering all religion thoroughly
obnoxious; and the only chance of es-
cape is that, by the good sense of
parents, most, if not all of the children
will be withdrawn before the weari-
some half-hour begins. . '

It must always be a source of amaze-
ment to me that any man can find
either pleasure or profit in endeavoring
to force Catholics to withhold from
their children that sort of education
which they believe it to be their duty
to provide for them. It doing so
would be, in any way, injurious to
others, or to their own secular edu-
cation. I could appreciate [their
action. In Winnipeg, for example,
there are several catholic schools, and
no word has ever been said against
the efficiency of them. No reason
has ever yet been given why Catholics
must leave those schools, and go to
others, of which they disdpprove; un-
less it be that, in the opinion of some,
it would be better if all were educated
together. The same reason would
close their churches, and send them
to Protestant places of worship. May
they not fairly say that in a matter
involving, as they believe, the religious
welfare of their children they, and
and not other people, must be the
judges of what is best? Is it not an
unwarranted intlerference ;with ‘the
right and duties of parents to endegy-
or to force Catholics, under penalties,
to act contrary to thelr -convictions,
in such a matter.
