REPORT OF THE GORE AND WELLINGTON BRANCH
_OF THE CHURCH SOCIETY.

The managing committee of the Gore and
Welington Branch of the Church Society, on the
arrival of this the eleve th Anniversary, rejoice
to state to the members of the Church of Eng-
land in this Rural Deanery, that the result of their
last yrar's operations is sntisfuctory_in a very
high degree—the total receipts of - this District
Branch for the year being £559 12s. 103d.
Meotings have as usual been held in every
parish within the limits of the association, with
one or two exceptions; they were well and
‘Mumerously attended, and the resident clergy
tnjoyed the valuable services of seyernl of thgu-
Yyethren from the western deaneries, for which
they felt very grateful. The various parochial
reports (extracts of which will presently be sub-
mitted) exhibit a most cheering and encouraging
assect. New associations are being formed,
and those previously in existence almost invari-
ably manifest an increase in amounts contri-
buted and in the number of members enrolled.
In taking a retrospect of this Branch of the So-
ciety, it appears that during the first year of its
existence there were only five parochial associn-
tions, and 712 members; at present it has 19
parochial assqciations, comprising 1851 members.
Here they &ee enuse for devout thankfulness for
the past and strong encourdgement or the future.
The Committee could point with feelings of sat-
isfaction te other results of their labors, such as
the opening of new missions where resident
clergymen are now stationed, churches erected,
and other parochial enterprizes in active pro-
gress ; but they forbear to trespass unnecessa-
tily on the time of the audience. One topic,
however, there is tor which they must claim
more extended notice—an object to which this
.association have ever given a prominent place,
namely, thatiof missionary operations among
the destitute settlers in the remote parts of jthe
Province. Two ~missionaries are employed
through the instramentality of this Dranch of
the Cliurch Society, and the means of employing
two more are nlready provided whenmen suited
to the work can be found. The Society’s mis-
sionaries are  engage@ in that large tract of
country lying between Guelph,and Owen Sound ;
they labor as far as they have strength, and be-
yond their strength, to meet the spiritual wants
of the scattered population. The Rey. Mr. Tre-
mayne has 18 stations, in 8 different townships;
the Rev. Mr: Mulholland has 10 Sunday and
5 week-day stations: and the extent of his mis-
sion is 57 miles in one divection, and 45 in an-
othier. . But the work is overwhelming, and be-
yond their reach—their hearts are pained at the
Ansufficiency of their best efforts, and again and
agaln have they called loudly, Send us one or
W0 more missionaries to help us. Why, then,

a.x;:&y be asked, is their appeal not h:‘tened to,
faultu'm-r reasonable request gx@nted_. Whose

isit? The trath is missionaries are not
to be had—the men cannot be found—the
bishop of this diocese cannot supply them,
although his lordship’s cherished institation,
Teinity College, the child of his old age—the
nursery of the diocese—the cradle of the future
clergy, whose struggle for existence was so
greatly cheered by the hearty sympathy of fel-
low churchmen in the United States, and no less
by their generons contributions.

IMPORTANT CHURCH SOCIETY MEETING, ST.
CATHARINES.

The annual meeting of the Church Society of
the Niagara District was held in St. George’s
Church, on Thursday evening last. Several
eminent clergymen from the Western part of the
Diocese were present, and the church was
densely crowded with the members of the laity.
The interest of the meeting was admirably sus-
tained from the commencement to the close
(about five hours), and we must confess it has
rarely been our lot to hear so much powerful
eloquence in the course of an evening. It was
indeed an intellectual treat of mo ordinary
character, and on every side we hear it declared
by those well caleulated to give an opinion, that
it was decidedly the most interesting meeting
of the kind at which they had ever been present.
We cannot attempt to furnish more than an
outline of the speeches, and we fear that it will
give but a faint idea of them to those who were
absent. -

After prayers, the Rev. Mr. Leeming, Chair-

man of the Niagara District Branch of the Chgirch
Society, commenced the business of the evening

by stating how gratified he was at se;:ing §0 nu-
merous an attendance. He also expressed the
great satisfuction he felt in seeing so many
clerical brethren from a distance, a satisfaction
We krew would be folt by all present ere the
meeting was concluded.  Hethen quested the
Rev. T. B. Fuller, the indefatigable seeretary,
to read the annual report.  ‘1lie Report, which
gave a very satisfactory account of the progress
of the Society, touching also on the Reserves
and Bishop’s Pastoral, being read, T. C. Street,
Esq., M.P.P., was called upon to move the first
resolution, which was to this effect,—n

1, Resolved,—That the report now read be
adopted and published in the Church paper for
the information of the members.

Mr. ‘Street said, that it afforded him great
pleasure to perform 'the duty which devolved
upon him of proposing the adoption of the
valuable report they had just heard read. He
felt it not only a pleasure, but a great privilege
to assist in forwarding the interests of the
Church Society: for its great objects were to in-
culeate the sanctifying pri nciples of truereligion,
and shed rays of divine light upon the darkness
of sin and unbelief, objects, than which none
more noble, elevating and glorious, eould possi-
bly enter into the heart of man to devise. He
was rejoiced to find that the funds of the Society
had increased, and he’ thought it right that it
should be so, but he did, not think they had
increased in proportion with the increase of
blessings which the Almighty had bestowed
upon us. With regard to the Pastoral of the
Lord Bishop respecting an Episcopal Fund,
which had been dwelt upon in the report, he had
attended a meeting in the morning on that
subject, and from the zeal manifested, the
energy and judgment evinced in the steps taken
to carry out that object, he felt confident that

this District would soon bé able to congratulate
itself that’it had done its duty in the matter.
He considered that the time chosen by his Lord-
ship for making his appeal was yet another
instance of the great wisdom of that great man.
He had submitted for years to endure toils both
mental and bodily, from the enormous size of
the Diocese, which few young men could bear
up against: but he bore them because he did
not think that the time for making the appeal
had arrived. But now, when the country is
blessed with unexampled prosperity, he sees that
the time has come, and he wisely bripgs the
matter under our notice, feeling confident that
he will meet with a liberal and hearty response.
There was another subject brought forward in

the Report—the clergy reserves, on which he

would offer a, few remarks, A threatening

man was solemnly called upon to stand forward
and unite in her support. It was a question
that had pot been fully discussed, save on one
side—that of our opponents.

Prosperity, peaceand plenty were on every side.
Here, no runiors of war harassed and disturbed
—butrichly endowed with ever) earthly tlessing,
we were growing with wondrous rapidity, tobe
a great and mighty nation—one of the most
fertile and prosperous on the face of the globe.
It was a seemly thing, when, to manifest our
gratitude, by warmly interesting ourselves in
those things which tend to the glory of Him who
gave usall these blessings. There was one great
benefit to themselves in attending these meetings,
in that they refreshed our minds as to the
ohjects for which the Church Society was
founded. In our public worship we repeat the
creeds of the church regularly, and thus the
truth is ever kept befcre our eyes, and we are
prevented from being tossed about by every
wind of doctrine. The testimony of all eccle-
siastical history goes to show that creeds are a
great bulwark of the faith, and that where they
have been removed, fatal, soul destroying erro1s
have gradually crept in. These church meet-
ings, like the repeating of the creeds, keep the
great objects of the society in our minds. But
he must say, cousiderng the wdestitution of the
Diocese, he did not, think enough was done.

for were it removed, Rome, with her unity—a
unity only external though—would soon trample
down the divided shreds of Protestantism. But,
speaking of destitution, we may easily compre-
hend want of food—or of clothing, but we find
it more dificult to realize to ourselves spiritual
destitution. Possessed of the means of grace,
and the ministrations of the clergy, we are wont
to forget our brethren. But our adherence to
our Church should be truly Catholic, leading us
to diffuse the blessings we enjoy amongst our
brethren.

Rev. B. €., Hill, in seconding the resolution,
said that he had now been labouring for fifteen
years in a mission containing about five hundred
square miles, and he was induced to leave his
parish in Ireland from the accounts he had
heard of the spiritual destitution in this country.
Where he had lived there were five clergymen,

to be his duty to go forth from a place where he
could be spared into the spiritual wilderness.
Many emigrants had gone from his own sphere
of duty to Canada—each one a8 & coal from the
altar, but each one would soonggrow cold in the
absence of the meauns of grice, so he therefore
determined with God’s blessiug, to go forth him-
self. He was appointed to the Grand River,
and as his reverend brother has spoken of the
falling away of those who had no creeds, he
would ask how much greater & falling nway may
be expected from those who had no means of
ace at all. He found a most deplomble state
of things in his extensive mission. There was
no sabbath, no worship of God, even respectable
families bad degenerate, so far as to make God’s
holy duy & day of merriment and dissipation, a
day for the observance of heathen customs—
horse-racing, hunting and fishing, usual occu-
ations, and in taverns and grossest scenes of
debauchery might be witnessed ; members of
families once respectable, staggering about in
all the stupor of intoxication. Many of the old
settlers who liad long been away from the
influence of the clergyman, greeted him with
joy, and the sick hailed him as a comforter in
their hours of despondency and sorrow, but the
complaint arose on every hand, that the young
were under no christian restraint. He com-
menced operations upon the young, Wwith much
difficulty he collected them, here and there to
read with him, and hear God's holy word
explained—oihers joined, and he began to hope
' fhat the good seed was taking root. Buthe had
‘ other difficulties to contend with. For instance,

The return of
Ireland to the primitive faith is recorded in
that glorious page of history which chronicles
the Reformation, to have been complete. The
whole of the Irish Ejiscopate, wi_th two excep-
tions, joined in the Reformation.  In fact
history certifies that in no other European
country was the process of the Reformation car-
ried on so regularly, canonically and quietly as
it was in Ireland, But the great evil from
whence has sprung uearly all the ills which
have afilicted this unhappy country was, that
the people were not taught in their own tongue.
The English language, and English Clergy and
Bishops, were forced upon them, and an attempt
made to banish their native tongue, endeared
to them by so many affecting associations ;
thesaccents of their father-land. And from

of 1791 this property was given to the Church

by a pious monarch. In 3840, for the sake of
peace, the Church yidled her rights and the

act was passed, which was supposed to have

performed the last obsequies over the question,

and finality was stamped upon it. But of late
unprincipled politicians had dragged it to light,

making & political question of it—they had
appenled @ the worst passions of mankind by a

mingling of pelitics and religion, and this re-

vived unchristian hostilites, As for politics, he

disowned them—indeed, in this country they

had become so intangible, such misty abstrac-

tions, that it would require o powerful light to

make them out. This gquestion was the rock he
stood upon, and that Churchman who would
make it a political question—ggerificing not only
the Church, but the interests of Ohristianity to
his ambition, is an enemy to her holy cause.—
No secularization should be the cry, not merely
of every Churchman, but eyeyy Christian. The
alienatien of this fund will pyoye a deadly blow
to the rights of property, as well as the progress
of Christinnity. But it had peen said that we
were desirous to form a coalition—a compact—
with thé Roman Catholics, We were wilfully
mis-represented in this mattey, He wasindebt-
ed. to his friend Mr. Palmer for a simile which
exactly defined our position, Our house was
on fire and we had no objections to receive the
aid of our neighbours to extinguish the flames;
our neighbours feeling confident at the same
time that the flames would goon reach them if
ours were not extinguished, He certainly did
not think when such assistance were offered, he
should say, away with you, your religious
opinions are such that I eannot take your help

He denied that there wag gny compromise in
receiving such help; he would be the last to
sanction any deviation from principle. At the
annual meeting of the Chureh Society in Wood-
stock, his esteemed friend and brother, Mr.
Cronyn, had miade a speech on this Reserve
question, and he Was happy to say that it had
been the means of inducing many members of
the Free Kirk to change their opinions on the
subject. Some of them came to him, and wish-
ed him to attend at variousparts of the country

| and explain the matter concerning which there

|

had been so much unprincipled myst.icism. And
though, he suffered much from the infirmities
which were crowding upon him, he had deter-
mined to do so. He felt confident that if the
ques.tion was brought forward in a calm, dis-
passionate manner, there would soon be & great
change in the opinions of many on the subject.
There were now six missions vaeant in this
Diocese—the Bishop had not the means of sup-
porting ministers for them; for in a most un-
justifinble mauner the government had refused
to permit any appropriation of the Reserve fund
since the passing of the Buglish act, and there-
fore they lie vacant—deprived of all the means
of grace. Now, chould the Church unhappily
be plundered of her property, at least fifty of
the missions mow in vigorous operation will,
when the present incumbents are removed by
death or other causes, be left destitute of the
ministration of religion. Where then is the
Churchman, where the Christian, so smitten
with the phrenzy of purty, that he could gaze
uninoved at such fearful QBprlvation? And
most assuredly, secularization will inevitably
produce this terrible calamity. But another
evil would be feltalso, in the searcity of candi-
dates for the ministry—a SCarcity which was a
striking terror unto the denominations of the
United States. It was startling now tofindhow
few were coming forward from the respectable
classes as candidates ; but the number would be
sadly diminished if' the slight barrier between
the clergy and total dependence were removed.
He could not adopt the view lately put forth by
a Toronto ndvocate of voluntaryism, the clergy-
men should also pursue mechanical pursuits.—
He thought that they would make indifferent
carpenters or blacksmiths, a8 Well as inefficient
ministers. Then, for the ministry they must be
trained as scholars. Butif there was a scarcity
of candidates for the ministry now, when the
salaries of the clergy do 1ot exceed those of
an ordinary mechanic or clerk ina store, though
their education up to the time they take orders
is indeed a heavy expense, what are we to ex-
pect when “they ave placed in & much worse
position ? In conclusion, he expressed a hope
that if, as had been said, the Whole country was
to be canvassed on this one subject, men of no
religious opinions should not be permitted to vote

| upon, it.

this period, the close of Queen Elizabeth’s

reign, we may date the rise of the Romish

sect in Ireland. Swirms of Jesuits came pour-

ing in, and priests from the seminaries founded

by King Philip IL. in Spain and the Netherlands;

Bishops also from foreign parts had to be sent

over, for the Irish clergy of high and low degree

remained faithful to the reformed faith ; they

would not return to the darkness from whence

they had emerged. But these foreign emissa-

ries came amongst the people—they mixed up

rebellion with Romanism, and succeeded in
seducing the ignorant and impetuous mass of the
people from the true Irish Church. England
neglected her duty, while Spain lavished her
treasures in reviving' Romanism. With this

revival arose rebellions and insurrections, mur-
ders and outrages, as if in punishment of Eng-

land for her neglect. In fact, it is remarkable
that the only peaceful period of Irish history

was that at which the supremacy of the Pope

was renounced. It was the immortal Bishop

Bedell who first attempted to do things in the

correct way. With the agsistance of a convert,

he completed the translation of the Bible into
the Irish language. But he was not encouraged
in his labour of love; it was after his death
even, that his Bible was published, at the ex-
pense of the great Irish philesopher, the hon.

Robert Boyle. England made many attempts
to put down Romanism. She tried bribery, she
tried persecution, she inflicted pains and penal-
ties on_the Romish faith; but as might have
been expected, such remedies had only the effect
of binding a high-spirited, noble-minded people
to their errors still more closely. But within a
few years a few pious, excellent churchmen,
endowed with a lively faith, determined to try
a different plan. They resolved to bring a
knowledge of the truths of the gospel to the
Irish in their native tongue—the tongue of their
warm affection—the language in which they
conversed at their firesides. Many scoffed and
derided the scheme, éven the speaker himself
looked with disfavor on the attempt. But the
result shews that they were right. The first
step was to republish Bishop Bedell’s Bible;
they also procured & translation of our truly
scriptural prayer book ; and the greatest suc-
cess crowned their efforts. They sent agents
throughout the length and breadth of the land,
and from the two or three with which they com-
menced, such great success attended their efforts
that they had now 1000. They taught them to
read the Irish language, and then placed Bibles
in their hands, then the prayer book, and gradu-
ally led them on to see the scriptural character
of the true church, and the unscripturalness of
Romanism.

The rev. speaker here gave a minute account
of the system pursued, and its economy, when
compared with its mighty results.

He said that when be himself was in Ireland
be was invited to go with a friend to a meeting
of Irish readers. He went to the meeting, and
there he met twenty-seven or twenty-eight Irish
peasants. He heard them examined and was
perfectly amazed at their knowledge of holy
writ. \They were admirable textuaries. How,
said T, can these men be called Romanists ?
They are not so, said my friend, though they
themselves are not aware of it. And thus are
thousands being gradually brought r¢ und to the
pure faith through the Irish Society. Earl
Roden, a true British nobleman who fears God
devotedly, and loves truth, tri_lve\lgd through
the scene of labour of this soeiety in order te
satisfy himself as to the progress made. And
he gave his testimon in the House of Lords, that
he saw upwards of 1 ,000 converts in the diocese
of Tuam alone; the very quarters of Doctor
MeHale, the Romish Archbishop. In a list of
forty parishes be found, that though from the
year 1834 to 1841, the population had fallen
Away one-third in number, yet there were in
1851 11,884 Protestants, while in 1834 there
were only 8,280 In one district, that of Ballin-
ahale, a few years since there was qnly one
congregation and one clergymun..whlle now,
there was over 5,000 Protestants in the same
tract, ministered to by sixteen clergymen.’

Mr. Cronyn gave several other facts of the
same character, illustrative of the extraordinary
spread of the reformation. He then proceeded
to shew the terrible persecutions the converts
had to endure, and read geveral extracts from
the Zablet and other Romish papers, to prove
the diabolical feelings that were excited against
them.

It bad been said that the success of the

responsibility, and they were hunted out after
doing much mischief, by exciting mobs to wreak
their vengeance on the converts. All things
should be done decently and in order. One
great reason’ why the Irish Protestant clergy
had so much influence, had heen stated by Lord
Brougham. When plague and famine visited
the land, and the priests fled, the Irish clergy
remained faithful, selling their libraries, and
reducing themselves to abject poverty, to alle-
viate the miseries that surrounded them. Look
to the North of Ireland, even under an imper-
fect Protestant system, for Romanism prevailed
there, and compare its comforts and advantages
with the south.

Mr. Cronyn then proceeded to shew that the
number of converts exceeded 60,000, and wound
up his very interesting speech with a strong
appeal to the Canadian church, to take a part
in the good work going on in Ireland.

Rev. A. F. Atkinson, seconded the motion,
and after expressing his thauks to Mr. Cronyn
for his admirable speech, which he felt confident
was listened to by all present with as thrilling
an interest as by himself, stated, that he had
just received a letter from an old college friend,
who bad lately travelled through Ireland, and
who expressed his wonderful gratification at the
marvellous growth of the church in every part
he had-been in. Churches were springing up on
every side, filled with converts. If this extra-
ordinary return to the primitive faith—the faith
of St. Patrick—proceeded, Ireland might soon
lay claim to the glorious title she once held—
Insula Sanctorum,

Rev. F. Evans proposed the next resolution.

7. Resolved,—That the immense size of this
diocese and the efficient supervision thereof im-
peratively require that it should be divided at
an early day; and this meeting deems the late
pastoral lettnr of our most indefatigable dio-
cesan, as proposing a most excellent plan for
providing for this most desirable measure.

He said that the hour was so late that he
would only delay the assembly a few moments.
He then dwelt on the great importance of the
division of the diocese, and illustrated his position
by an anecdote of a man who had a large vi:e-
yard, of which at various times ne bestowed
donations on his daughters, but that to his sur-
prise his crop was never diminished, for the
greater ‘attention he was able to devote to the
smaller portion increased its productiveness, so
as to make up for the diminution of size.

Henry Mittleberger, Esquire, seconded the
motion.

Dr. Goodman brought forward the next reso-
lution with a few appropriate remarks, and it
was seconded by the Rev. Mr. Dixon.

God our heitvenly Father for His many m
and bléssings, and particularly that they nave
all been spared to meet after the lapse of another
year, with ranks unbroken by death. This is a
great and undeserved mercy. i

Your Committee lament, however, that not-
withstanding the resolutions adopted at the last
annual meeting of this Parochial Branch, not
more than sixteen pounds has been contributed
to the salary of the Clergyman for the past
year ; and they earnestly hope that some more
energetic mensures will be taken by the friends
in and out of the Mission, lest for want of proper
support your Missionary be compelled to resign
his charge.

It is 2 matter of rejoicing that every one in
the parish, at all favourable to the Church, has
been visited by the Clergyman; and that there
are now established regular Sunday-afternoon
stations in the upper and lower parts of the
island in addition to the two previously estab-
lished across the island, and the regular Sunday
morning service in Trinity Churech. Garden
Island and the other week-day occasional sta~
tions have not been attended to so much as your
Missionary could wish to have done during the
last six months, owing to the inconvenient way
in which he has been and is situated.

Your Committee also rejoice that the Diocesan
Synod convened by our noble and untiring
Bishop is a living fact, not a dreamy theory ;
and they hope that, in the midst of its valuable
future telling labours, the case of feeble missions
may be so considered and provided for, that no
vantage ground may be given up, no post where
the banner of the cross has been once unfurled,
and the place ocoupied, be yielded either to the
poison-arrowed troops of infidelity, or the motley
ranks of sectarianism. The Church is the Lord
Christ’s missionary society ; and having ¢ freely
received,” are expected also **freely to give "’—
to march forward until all ¢ the kingdoms of
this world are become the kingdoms of our Lord
and of his Christ.” Pray God hasten that time !

‘The kindly manner in which the wants of this

mission have been in some measure provided
for, both by the Kingston branch and the parent
committee, ought to be remembered by all of
us with much gratitude, and give hope that,
when the Synod enters fully upon its ancient
inherent office and work, this mission will not
be left unprovided for because it is poor in
worldly things.
_ The Diocesan Synod is the voice of the Church
in the diocese; forits lny members being chosen
by the laity are as much the voice of the laity
ag its other members are of the clergy; it is,
therefore the true exponent of the Chureh’s will
in matters not decided by the already-expressed
voice of the national church, nor contrary to the
laws of the land in which we live.

Your Committee hope, however, that all
churchmen in this mission will heartily co-oper-
ate with the Church Society and the S , not
merely by expressions of good will—folding their
arms and looking on—but by earnest prayer to
God that He may crown their labours with suc-
cess, and by more liberally contributing to the
maintenance of their Clergyman, as, well as to
the various objects of our common weal and
mutual progress. Do ye not know,” saith the
holy Paul—our own peculiar apostle as Britons—

he which soweth bountifully shall reap also
bountifully. Every man according as he pur-

oseth in his heart, so let him give; not
grudgingly or of necessity: for the Lord loveth
a cheerful giver.”

THT REPORT OF THE PAROCHIAL BRANCHES OF
THE CHURCH SOCIETY AT LLOYDTOWN AND
BOLTON.

The spread of evangelic truth and the estab-
lishment of apostolic order, are the great objects
had in view by the Society of which we in this
place form a parochial branch. In its endeavour
to accomplish these objects it seeks to avail
itsell of every opportunity to secure the hearty
co-operation of all who have true love and affec-
tion to our Zion, and while thus acting seeks
also in thankfuluess and prayer for supplies of
that divine assistance which alone can render
effectual for good any of its varied efforts. It
was not the planting of a Paul, nor the watering
of an Apollos, that was alone productive of the
benefits enjoyed by the infant church the Spirit
of God crowned their labours, while the increase
of the church was owing to His blessing.  Your
committee, in reviewing the history of the united
mission of Lloydtown and Albion, cannot but
praise God and take courage. There has been
a steady increase of good feeling towards the
church, showing itself in the increased num-
ber attending her services, in the number and
regularity of her communicants and also in the
amount contributed for church purposes. In
regard to the latter, the amount collected and
paid in for the year ending Easter, 1853, ex-
ceeded by £21 5s. 43d. that of 1852, and that
was an increase over any former years. Your
committee feel called upon to record their grati-
tude to Almighty God for these marks of His
favour and to unite with the Psalmist in saying,
«Not unto us, O Lord, not unto us, but unto
thy name be the praise.” In presenting their
annual report, your committee would, as usual,
refer to what has been done in the parish;
allude to what is in prospect, and in conclusion
east themselves and their cause on your liber-
ality; trasting that as you have received much,
you may shew your gratitude and prove the
sincerity of your love by your deeds rather than
by words. By referring to the returns made up
to Easter, 1853, your committee find that during
the year there were 77 baptisms, two of which
were adults ; 10 marriages, and 3 burials, The
amounts contributed for thurch purposes are as

During the year your committee expended the
proportion of the diocesan subscription allowed
to be reserved by the constitution of the Society
for church purposes, in repairing the church,
erecting u shed and finishing the church yard
fence, the completion of which involved an out-
lay of £9 2s. 4d. more than the funds in the
Treasurer’s hands, consequently leaving the
church debtor for that amount.

BOLTON. .

The amount reserved from the funds of this
parochial branch, after providing necessary books
for Sunday School, was set aside to meet the
expenses of erecting a pulpit and completing the
internal arrangements of the church; orders
were given to a proper person, who has not yet
fulfilled his contract : the amount remaining in
the Treasurer’s hands for that purpose is £8 6s.
10d. In connection with this particular station
your committee cannot deny themselves the plea-
sure of recording an act of consideration on the

art of the congregation connected with Christ
l(;lm!'cb, shewing as it does their feeling of re-
gard towards the clergyman labouring amongst
them. During the summer one of his horses
died; about a fortnight or three weeks after
one of the churchwardens waited on him with a
request from certain individuals that he would
be pleased in his travels to look about and
endeavour to find a horse which he thought
would suit him, as they determined to provide
the means whereby his loss might be remedied.
He was limited to no price, the only request

‘being, ““get one you think will suit;” aftera

time one was found for which the owner wauted
$95, the horse was purchased and forwarded to
the clergyman as the gift of the Christ Church
congregation. i it

In regard to the proe pects of the mission, they
are satisfactory. At the station known as Sand-
hill, and situated on the town line between
Albion and Chinguacousy, the services of the
church have hitherto been performed in the
common school-house which the trustees have
kindly permitted us to use for that purpose. A

ublic meeting was held towards the middle of

ovember last to devise means by which a pro-
per edifice could be erected, in which God’s
word might be read and preached and the sacra-
ments administered according to the ritual of
the united Church of England and Ireland. It
was resolved that immediate steps be taken
towards the erection of a church ; land was pro-
vided and a subscription list opened at the
meeting, which received the signatures of indi-
viduals guaranteeing the amount of £52. Itis
intended to have the church ready for divine
service in the fall of the present year.

Steps have been taken at Lloydtown towards
the erection of a parsonage house for the use of
the resident clergyman; an acre of ground has
been promised by a friend of the church, while
the amount of subscription in money and mate-
rial already promised is about £130. It is
hoped that this also will be ready for use towards
tie end of 1854.

The hearty co-operation of the friends of the
church is.nbsolutely necessary for the carrying
out the wishes of your committee, whether in
regard to the building, repairing or beautifying
the churches; or in regird to the erection of the

arsonage house ; and they, in conclusion, would
invite all to consider well the numberless bless-
ings God has made them partakers both of a
temporal and spiritual character, and suggest
for your consideration the scriptural duty‘ of
presenting from your substance a thank-offeriug
to your Father which is in Heaven. ¢ Freely
ye have received. freely give.”

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE NAPANEE BRANCH OF
THE CHURCH 80CIETY, 1854.

In coming before you this year, your Committee
are happy to be able to state that the promises
given lust year to do something more than make
the quarterly colle.ctions after sermon for the
society have been in some measure fulfilled, and
though not to a great extent, still with a cheer-
fulness which augurs better for the future ; and
they are able to hope that with the growing
prosperity of the village and parish there will be
also a growing readiness to give of that abun-
dance with which God blesses us, The amount
contributed this year to the Society, besides the
quarterly collections in church, amounts to £5
13s. 9d. As the objects of the Bociety become
more generally known, which we confidently
look forward to as the result of our meetings,
we feel assured that they will be appreciated,
and that a greater desire will be manifested

throughout the country to promote the cause of
God and souls through its instrumentality.

It has afforded your Committee no small de-
gree of satisfaction to learn by the Society’s
report that it has so prospered during the past
year under the management of its excellent
Secretary,—and we wish to record our high
sense of his zeal and ability,—we have to con-
gratulate ourselves and him that the cloud which
rested of late on the Society has disappeared,
and confidence been restored through his exer-
tions. At no time of the Society’s existence,
we believe, has it ever appeared in so efficient
a state as at present, or so calculated to carry
out the great objects of its founders.

Your Committee cordially agree with our
venerated Diocesan that the time has arrived
when the Church, to meet her .wants and pro-
mote her efficiency in this rapidly extending
province, should have an increase in her episeo-
pate, and fully approve of the raising of an
endowment for the new sees as the surest way
of its speedy accomplishment; and we feel sure
thattheliberality of churchmen, in this instance,
will, as ever, not be appealed to in vain, but
that an_example will be shown, as heretofore,
worthy of imitation by churchmen in other coun-
tries.

With regard to the Clergy Reserve question,
your Committee would record their deep feelings
of the injustice of altering the settlement of
1840, then declared to be final, and of the awful
responsibility of tho:e who would disturb the
peace of the country by again opening this
question ; and we would invite the co-operation
of all those opposed to the spread of infidelity
to aid in warding off so heavy a blow to the ad-
vancement of religion, and the perpetration of
an act of injustice unparalleled in the history of
any christian country.

All which is respectfully submitted.

The excellent Choir gave
an Anthem from the 26th Psalm with great effect
I will wash my hands in innocency, &c.” = The
Rev. N. Bartholomew, B.A., preached an ex-
ceedingly able and suitable sermon, taking his
text from 1 Thess., v. 25, *Brethren, pray for
us,” appealing most earnestly both to the con-
gregation and the candidates.

The Rev. J. C. Davidson has been officiating
for some years as a Minister amongst the Wes-
leyans; and was much respected by the members
of that body. He has been licensed by the Bi-
shop to the charge of a new Mission just opened,
in conneciion with the Church of England, at
Cowansville and Churchville, hitherto forming
part of the Rectory of Durham, where there is
a prospect of usefulness for his ministerial labors,
The Rev. C. A. Wetherall is also licensed to a
new Mission at Stukely, with parts adjacent of
Bolton. In both these localities, great liberality
and zeal are manifested by the people in support
of the Church.

The Rev. S. Jones has been for some time
acting as Assistant to the Rev. J. Judd in his
School at St. Johns.—Gazetle.

INTERESTING MEMORIAL.

The following letter s and resolutious have been
forwarded to us, with a request that we should
insert them in the Banner. Most of our readers
remember theinterest excited by Dr. McMurray’s
visit, and the readiness with which our church
extended a helping hand to suffering neighbours,
It seemed to some that such a fact was worthy
of commemoration. During last summer, at his
earnest invitation, Dr. McMurray was visited by
Bishop Doane, the Rev. Dr. Potter, of Albany,
and the Rev. F. Ogilby. The hearty welcome
extended by him, and the noble hearted Bishop
of Torouto, and many others of the Canadian
clergy, and their warm expressions of fraternal
regard and gratitude for our contributions to aid
them in a case of need, proved how happy had
been the effect of our first positive and sub-
stantialact of intercommunion.  As a permanent
record of this pleasing fact, a few of our church-
men have united to place a chancel window in
the new church at Dundas. The window, which
is a very rich cne, reflects great credit upon the
artist, Mr. John Gibson, of this city. It bears
on a scroll, at its base, the following inscription:

1 fear, my dear Mr. Ogilby, that the too favor-
able mention of my feeble efforts in behalf of our
college, made by the press of the United States,
and otherwise—combined with this additional
mark of approval, which so many churchmen
have been pletsed to contribute to my unpre-
tending church in Dundas—may have the effect
of inducing me to suppose that it was through
my agency alone, my late mission to your church
was so abundantly crowned with success. But
such was not the case: Ican never conceal from
myself the fact, that under God, my success
must ever be attributed, not to any poor
exertions of mine, but the christian sympathy,
the fraternal regard, and the generous benev-
olence of churchmen in the United States. For
no sooner had I opened the nature of my mission,
than I was surrounded in every city, which I
visited, by able and willing friends, who cheer-
fully relieved me from the cnerous duties,
which such an office too commonly involves:

MISCELLANEOUS NOTES AND TOPICS.

A majority of the Oxford Convocation
have declared in favor of the Hebdomadel
Board. The Guardian reflects rather
severely on this vote. Whilst the Gov-
ernment (that paper remarks) will not be
embarrassed by it, «it will simply enable,
and almost compel them to hold more pe-
remptory language, and to proceed in a
more high-handed style 7

In our notice of Montgomery’s Histors
cal Edueator last week, we should have
stated that Mr. Armour is the Toronto
Agent for that publication.

The congregation of St. George’s Church,
Montreal, have, in consequence of the in-
creased expense of living, increased the
stipends of their clergy, the Rev. Dr.
Leach and the Rev. Mr. Bond ; the former
by £100, the latter by £50. Will not
this good example be followed in our own
diocese ?

We have not forgotten the Anti-Clergy
Reserve manifesto, but cannot make it con-
venient to fake it up this week.

In the Prototype’s report of the London
« Bishop’s Fund” meeting two resolutions
were omitted which are supplied by the
London Times. They are the following:

Resolved,—That all subseriptions tothe episco-
pal fund be solicited on the express understand-
ing, that when the requisite sum is secured, the
clergy and lay delegates have the authority to
nominate and elect all future bishops in this
diocese.

That all persons contributing to the episcopal
fund, to the amount of ten pounds, and over,
shall have the right to retain the principal, by
securing the annual interest thereon, by some
unquestionable secirity, say mortgage on real
estate, municipal debentures, &c.

The Concert of Sacred Musie, for the
benefit of the poor, is to take place in the
St. Lawrence Hall, on Thursday, the 6th
of April next.

The Hamilton Gazelle takes the 0Old
Countryman 1o task very deservedly for
his irreverent embellishment (?) of ¢ Can-
ada refusing Uthe.” We use the word
«irreverent”’ advisedly ; for, even if the
obligation of tithes have ceased with
the introduction of the Christian dispensa-
tion (which we are far from thinki: g) still
they are, without controversy, a divine
institution, and to raise a laugh at a divine
institution s irreverent, and constitutes a
very poor and perlous kind of wit indeed.
No doubt our contemporary, who has hith-
erto taken up his position on the side of the
Charch, put in his borrowed illtistration
(for the wretched caricature is not original)
without due consideration, and we venture
to hope that nothing in the same style will
again appear.

The regulation imposing an additional
postal rate o0 newspapers to and from
Great Britain and Ireland has been, we
are pleased 10 hear, rescinded. The rate
is now what it was before. '

It is our 1mpression that the following
item of ecclesiastical intelligence has al-
ready appeared in our columns, but to
make sure W€ give it insertion this week :

At a meeting held at Brantford, the Rey. Jas.
C. Usher in the chair, it was resolved by the
unanimous voice of all present to set about the
erection of & substantial brick church immedi-
ately ; the munificent sum of £2000 was sub-
seribed on the spot. The new church is to be
erected on the site of the old one, and is esti-
mated to cost, when completed, about £4,000,
and to contain sittings for from 1,000 to 1,200
persons,

A letter appeared a short time since in
the Colonist, complaining that the arrange-
ments for the sale of books on a very
extensive scale made by Dr. Ryerson in
connection with the Normal School, oper-
ate in such a way as to interfere seriously,
almost ruinously indeed, with private en.
terprise. The books are sold, we believe,
at New York wholesale prices, a thing
perfecily practicable, considering the grant
of public money, and that the expenses ol
the establishment, from first to last, are
paid by government. The plea alleged in
defence of the monopoly is thus disposed
of i—

“The Rev. gentleman denies that he inter-
feres by his monopoly with the rights of the
trade ; he only supplies large o_rders—munici-
palities, school sections, &c. Without stopping
to call this in question, let me ask, has it never
occurred to the sapient gentleman, that if one
man be able to make occasional purchases of
books, two, or more, unitedly, may be still bet-
ter able to make a few purchases ?—the fact of
men being united in a society, club, or munici-
pality, does not make these men consequently
poorer. But is it come to this, that what any
man would be ashamed to do, may be done
under the mask of a municipality ?”’

We have no motive for our interference
in this matter save the desire, which every
Christian ought to feel, to arrest what we
cannot but regard as a cruel and gigantic
injustice to a whole class of most worthy
individuals,

From an account of an Ordination re-
cently held by the Lord Bishop of Mon.-
treal, which appears in another eolumn,
it will be seen that a Methodist Preacher
of high standing has received Holy Orders
in the Church.

An oversight, we-are sorry to say, has
occurred in the division of the Gore and
Wellington Church Society’s Report. The
remainder shall appear next week.

ILLUSTRATIONS OF THE ADVANTAGES
OF A LITURGY.

We are not at all surprised that the more
serious and thoughtful amongst the various
denominations of Dissenters are exceed.
ingly anxious to establish amongst them-
selves what their founders were wont to
hate so intensely and make a ground of
dissent from the Church—viz ,a pre-com-
posed Form of Praver. From various
influential quarters we hear lamentations
over the absence of this desideratum, and
earnest wishes expressed to adopt the
decency and order of a Liturgy ; and these
sentiments have not their origin merely in
the fact which is forced upon their atten-
tion, that where eztempore prayer, as it is
improperly called, is used, congregations,
without being well aware of it, are gradu-
ally leavened with the theological senti-
ments of their ministers, how heretical
soever they may be. Itis notonly because
they perceive in the English Church tha
our inestimahle Prayer Book is a check
upon the minister; that the reading desk
with its prayers, its ancient creeds, and its

| lessons, which bring forward in beautiful

procession the whole series of gospel truths
as the year rolls by, must nip in the bud
any heresy of the pulpit.

Henry Melville, the justly renowned
preacher, has made some striking remarks
on this point in one of his sermons. He
says :—¢ It may be said of the Clergy of
the. Church of England, that they are
almost compelled by the alinanac, if not
hy a sense of the high duties of their call-
ing, 10 bring successively before their con-
gregations the prominent articles of Christi-
anity. It is not leftto their own option, as
it comporatively would be if they were not
fastened to a ritual, to pass a year without
sperking of the Crucifixion, the Re<urrec-
tion, and Ascension of Christ,of the Trinity
of Persons in the Godhead, or of the out-
pouring of the Spirit.  If they be disposed
to keep any of these matters out of their
discourses, the collects bring the omitted
doctrines before the people,and convict the
pastors of: unfaithfulness, A dissenting
congregation may go on for years, and
never once be directed to the grand doc-
trine of the Trinity. They are dependent
on their minister. He may advance what
ne chooses and keep back what he choo<es;
for he selects his own lessons as well as his
own texts. A Church congregation is not
thus dependent on its minister. He may
be an Unitarian in his heart ; but he must
be so far a Trinitarian to his people as to
declare from the desk, even if he keep
silence in the pulpit, that the Catholic faith
is this, ¢that we worship one God in Trinity
and Trinity in Unity.” And thus, what-
ever the objections which may be urged
against forms of prayer, we cannot but
think that a countéy without a liturgy is a
country which lies open to all the incur-
sions of heresy.”

But, as we before said, it is not only
sentiments of this sort which weigh with
the better sort of dissenters in leading them
to correct conclusions, but they also have
instances brought before them almost daily
of the gross absurdities into which those
who pray «extempore ” frequently run.
The author of that incontrovertible buok
“« One of thrée hundred,” quuted.in his
work an article from the Boston Recorder,
a leading organ of congregationalism. illus-
trative of several of the fau'ts of « extem-
pore ” ‘praver.

We have
never seen a more deplorable instance of
profunity.  The idea of approaching the
Throne of Grace with thanks for « the new
houndary,” which is in plain language,
thanks for the success of a few piratical
ruffians in e-fablishing themselves in an
adjoining territory which is friendly to the
United States—this is truly shocking! We
are glad to find that this pirate-loving chap-
lain is condemned vigorously by several of
the most respectable of the American pa-
pers.

right to participate in the associations con-
nected with it.

How cheering it is to see THE CHURCH
thus earnestly professing her faith in the
“ Communion of Saints,” and successfully
eliciting from that faith a warm and active-
ly manifested brotherhood between the two
branches of her family in theé United States

and the vast dominions of Great Britain,
nothing daunted, in the strength and fer-
vour of her holy courage, by all that un-
happily operates against the perfect agree-
ment of the two nations,—differing political
institutions, old prejudices and jealousies,
and, above all, the sayings and doings of
hot and turbulent spirits on either side!
This is cheering, we say, for we recognise
no tie superior to that of Church commu-
nion; we know of no triumphs which
bring us joy of heart so deep and true as
the joy we feel in the triumphs of the
Gospel.  The interchange of fraternal
courtesies which we have been delighted
to witness during the last six months, more
particularly, evinces a growing sense of
Church communion and a triumph of the
Gospel which cannot but give the highest
pleasure to every religious mind. To
realize this feeling 1t is not necessary that
we, on our part, should forget that we are
subjects of the British C‘rown, or cease to
believe that it is a privilege to be so0; nei-
ther are we to unlearn the lesson which
our fathers have taught us of filial pride in
the national connexion which, as well as
the spiritual, binds us to the Church of
England and Ireland, and may so bind us,
if'it be not wrongly exhibited and employ-
ed, without crippling our spiritual powers.
We love and cherish that national con-
nexion, and, with God’s help, will hold to
itin every way in which it can he held
without detriment to the higher functions
of the Church. But we need not under-
value that connexion to appreciate and to
return the genuine cordiality with which
our brethren in the United States are ready
to clasp the right hand of fellowship.
“ They eat the same spiritual meat; they
drink the same spiritual drink,” with our-
selves. That is a spiritual connexion ; and
we cannot place it too high in the standard
of Christian duty. ¢ Those whom God
hath joined together,”—in Sacraments, in
the preached Word, in Apostolical Minis-
try, in the Evangelical Book of Common
Prayer—+let no man,” for either the gains
or the strifes of this evil world, venture to
“ put asunder.”

NEWS FROM THE WEST INDIES.

Our advices from Kingston, Jamaica, are to
the 8th inst. The journals of that eity, of the
97th ult.. are filled with inter-colonial news.
The information from Barbadoes 1s very mea-
gre. An unusual number of fires—no less than
seven, some of which were destructive of pro-
perty—had taken place in different parts of the
island, between the 20th and the 31st of January.

St. Christopher was not altogether exempt
from sickness, there having been several cases
of fever, The weather continued favourable.
Sugar making was progressing, and the planters
had every expectation that their labors and care
would meet with commensurate reward. Two
shocks of an earthquake had been felt—one on
the morning of the 17th, and the other on the
evening of the 18th, simultaneously with shocks
in Antigua.

The cholera at Jamaica was not of so virulent
a character as upon the occasion of its first visi-
tation. The numb:r of cases reported at the
general penitentiary from February 24 to March
7, was 84 ; deaths6. The total number of cases
treated in the public hospital, lunatic asylum,
and Admiral’s pen, was 52: deaths 32.  The
cholera interments in the Protestant burying-
ground from February 26 to March 5, were 17.

The Quebee Gazette says:—* Capt. John
McDougal has addressed to us an iuteresting
communication ,drawing attention to the cir-
cumstance that thespring fleet of trading vessels
bound for the gulf may be endangered by Rus-
sian privateers fitted out in the United States,
or emerging from the nothern ports of Russia.
«The Dardanelles and the Baltic may be closed
agninst the egress of priv.teersor vessles of war,
but the White Sea remains free.” Those Que-
bec people must be very nervous.

There has been great destruction of property
on the Grand River in consequence of a flood.

Fucopean ILcws.

The Collins mail steamship Pacific, Capt-
Nye, arrived at half pest seven o'clock last
vight.—She left Liverpool at four o’clock on
Wednesday afternoon, the 8th inst. She ex-
perienced heavy westerly gales, anl on the 2th
and 13th a perfect burricane from the south
to west northwest. The Pacifiic was detained
several hours in a vast rack of ice. Hundreds
of iceburgs were seen from her deck,

The Africa arrived at Liverpool at 2: 12
o’clock on Tuesday afternoon the 17thof March,
and the America on the evening of the same day.

The clipper ship Lightning, Capt. Forbes. ar-
rived in the mersey on Saturday evenig, the 4th
of March, after a passage of less than fourteen
days.

Admiral Corry’s division of the British fieet
was to sail on the 7th or 8th of March for the
Baltic.

The Russians have made demonstrations
against Kalafat. As yet only cannonades have
taken place. e

Severe cold in Asia suspends hostilities.

Persia remains neutral, but is fortifying her
Turkish frontier. The Affghans are attacking
the kingdom of Candahar. Persia has offered
her mediation. The Khan of Khiva had taken
refuge in Bokhara, and summoned the neigh-
bouring Khans to take part in the siruggle
against Russia.

Advices from Bucharest state that on the 23rd
ultimo a Russian battery, between Ibraila and
Mgltchin, attacked a Turkish b:}tter'y; the can-
nonade lasted five hours, and it is said was to be
continued on the following day.

According to the Breslau Gazette, the Cabinets
of Austria and Prussia have agreed on the basis
of acomplete union, in order to pursue a com-
mon action in the existing state of affairs. Ac-
cording to the London Zimes of the 8th instant,
there must be some mistake in this report.

The Marquis of Londonderry died at Holder-
ness House, London, on the 5th instant. He en-
tered therarmy as Ensign Charles Stewart, in
1794, and served and was wounded in the expedi-
tion to Holland ; distinguished himself greatly
during the Peninsular war, where we find his
name with approval at Talavera, Busaco, Fuentes
d’Onor, Badajos, and Corunna, and was especi-
ally charged with the supervision of King Ber-
nadotte when that monarch was wavering in his
desertion of Napoleon.

Dr. Jenkins, an eniment scholar, and master
of Baliol College, Oxford,died on the 6th instant,
aged 72 years. ;

Dixon & Co., Glasgow. a house in the Austra-
lian trade, have failed—Iliabilities £200,000.

Alexander Heilbron, the young man charged
with forgery, and who was recently given up to
Britain under the Ashburton treaty, has been
examined before the London criminal court, and
remanded for further evidence.

Lord Palmerston stated in Parliament that
Frost, Williams, Jones and two other chartists,
are to be pardoned, along with Smith O’Brien.

A sanguinm‘y'conﬂict took place, by mistake,
between two columns of Russians, in which
several hundreds were killed and wounded.

There was great excitement to-day at the
City Elections ; three men were killed about the
polls.

Wa have intelligence from private sources to
the effect that Fort Belkaff, in Texas, was at
the latest advices surrounded by 400 Indians ;
the garrison was reduced to sixteen, the balance
having gone out in pursuit of the Indian Agent;
fears were entertained that the fort would be
captured and the inmates massacred before re-
lief could arrive.

[A letter to the Readers of the Gospel Missionary.]
Some of my readeis may remember
perusing, in the Gospel Missionary, in
1851, an account of the Kafir Chief Um-
halla, and Bishop Gray’s visit to his Kraal,
or town, §

'On that occasion the old Chief received
the Bishop with great hospitality and atien-
tion 3 and expressed his readiness to sanc-
tion and support a Church Mission amoogst
his tribe and people.

The Bishop presented a blanket to
Umiialla, and several smaller gifts to his
counsellors and  children. ~ When his
Lordsnip was Jeaving the Kranl, Umhulla
presented his assegai (spear) to the Bishop
as a token there was peace between them.

I was then with Bishop Gray, and when
the Chief cume to me, I asked him if he
was not at peace with me, and would he
not give me Ais pipe? This pipe was one
made of vative wood, inlaid with lead, and
one of the best specimens of native Kafir
manufacture to be found,

Umballa replied, thut he could not part
with the pipe, but that he would bring one
to me to King William’s Town (my sta.
tion) the next time he came. - ‘

Accordingly, when he next came to see
me, (which he ofien did,) I asked him
where is the pipe ! -~ His reply was, “ Oh,
I hm’f’e forgotten ‘it ; but I'will send it to
you. ;

I sent frequent messages to Umhalla, but
for mouths I never heard more of the

yipe.

“Yes.”  «Dp you remember his atten-
dant counsellor who presented it for him 7
“ Yes, yes, yes; but,” added he, us if a
feeling of distrust had come across him
“did you give me that blanket, then?” 1
said, % Ye<.” « Then,” replied he, ¢ yoo
can give me a descrption of it.” I
answered, ¢ Yes. It was a large white
blanket, with two red stripes.” % No»’
replied the Chief, ¢ ithad threered stripes.™
« Well,” said I, #it may have three, but
the stripes were red and large””  “Yes,”
said Umballa, “you are right; now 1
remember you.”

Tihen asked him respecting the partic-
ulars of the visit, and among the other
incidents, I inquired if he remembered
the pipe he had then promised me. He
saidy  Yes, I remember , 1 have that pipe
now.

THE WAR.

Between ‘a war which,—whatever other con-
sequences it may entail,—maust end in his dis-
comfiture, and a suit for peace involving the
most abject humiliation, the Czar must now
He has exhausted every art
and every device by which he had hopedto
separate England and France, or, atleast, to de-
tach Austria and Prussia from the great Euro
pean confederacy which stands pledged to the
maintenance of existing territorial arrange-
ments, At London and Paris he has played out
his part, and even at Vienna his last overtures
have been indignantly rejected. 'There is no-
thing left for him but either to give in his tardy
adherence to proposals of paace which, when
first presénted to him, he haughtily rejected, or
else to try the fortune of war.

The formfer course he cannot take without
forfeiting his position in the commonwealth of
nations, and incurring the contempt, and, not
improbably, the resentment of his own subjects.
The probability, therefore, is that he will, how-
ever unwillingly under the present aspect of
affairs, have recourse to the latteralternative,
Before, hawever, he reduced himself to th's ex-
tremity, he has been compelled to take off the
mask, and to expose to the eyes of the whole
world the odious compound of falsehood, of inso-
lence, and of rapine, which forms the basis of
his policy. No one can doubt that from the mo-
ment when, -more than a year ago, the move-
ments of Russian corps d armee towards the

Turkish frontier, and the equipment of the fleet |

at Sebastopol, attracted the attention of the
French and English Gasernments, aud becyme
the subject of diplomatic antmadversions and re-
monstrances, the Emperor Niomoris never
meant peace, but only war.

In laying his account for war, however, he
reckoned without his host. He had no idea of
the stout resistance which Turkey herself
would be emabled to offer him. He did not
think that either England or France would go
to the extremity of war, to hold his ambition in
checlk; much less did he imagine that they
would unite against him in close and intimate
alliance, Neither did he anticipata that Aus-
tria and Prussia would not only refuse him their
co-operation, but decline even to pledge them-
selves to neutrality in the event of war.  What
he meant to have done, was to have kept Eu-
rope in play by diplomatic art'fices, and ‘o have
settled the question between himself and Tur-
key alone, g

To place himself in this position, to izolate

imself and the power for whose overthrow he

irsted from the vest of BEurope, was from the
first the object which he had in view. It was
in the hope of placing himself in this advanta-
geous position, and the Porte at his merey, that
he attempted in March last to inveigle the
Porte into a secret negociation with Prince
MexcHIKOFF, and it is with the same view that
he has even now the almost incredible assurance

torepudiate the interference of the European'

Powers in the quarrel between himself and
TPurkey, and to propose that a Turkish Envoy
should be sent either to the camp of Prince
GorrscHAROFF or to St. Petersburzh. That
this proposal should be listened to for a moment
by Turkey, and acquiesced in by the Europenn
Powers, is of course out of the question. We
can only wonder at the monstrous arrogance of
such a pretension, especially after the severe
defeats which the Russians have sl_lsmined in the
Principalities, and which the affair of Sinope,—
even if that were a vietory, instead of being
simply an inglorious massacre—could not count-
erbalance. Heng

Outrageous, however, a8 the pretension is, it
will not fail to produge a salutary effect. - Under
no circumstances will Russia hereafter be per-
mitted to make her relations with Turkey the
subject of a separate arrangement. The Euro-
pean Powers will, for the future, tnk_e the mat-
terinto their hands. The ancient treaties between
Turkey and Russia, which have served Russia
as starting points for her ambitious designs and
movements, are abrogated by the hostilities
which have taken place between the two coun-
tries. No fresh treaties of a similar kind will
be permitted. Whatever guarantee may have to
be required from Turkey for the protection of
her Christian subjects, will have to be givento
Christian _Europe, and not to Raussia. And as
long as the Porte adheres to her engagements
towards_the European Powers, her integrity,
and her independent Sovereignty, will be uot
only respected, but upheld.

Whether this new state of affairs in the ast

o” Europe isto be broughtabout without further
bloodshed, or whether its establishment shall be
preceded by a sanguinary war, rests with Rus
sia and with her alone. If thealarm which, not-
withstanding all the bluster of Russian diploma-
tists, Count ORLoFF’'s mission betrays, should
produce the salutary result of an early, if not
immediate pacifieation, Russia may escape from
the false position in which she has placed herself,
comparatively unscathed.  She will have to
surrender the ¢ material guarantee” upon
which she has seized, and instead of it she will
receive, for her just reward, the moral abhor-
rence of Bdroye.  But if the war +hould be pro-
tracted, if,—as in that event it must happen,—
the war should become a war, not merely of
defence of the Turkish frontiers and coasts, but
a war of retaliation upon the disturber of the
peace of Europe, it will then be the duty of the
European Powers, after putting down the offen-
der, to clip his wings. Although no accession
of territory may be allotted to Tuikey,—unless
it were by way of indemnification for the sacri-
fices to which she has been subjected,—yet the
territorial limits of the Russian Empire will
have to be reduced. Both in Poland and in
Georgin,—to say nothing of the Crimea,—it will
not be.difficult to raise up barriers against Rus-
sian epcroackment.  And the Black Sea, most
assuredly, will not, after this, ever again be per-
mitted to assume the character of a Russian
Lake. Notonly the maintenance of the integ
rity of the Turkish Empire, but the humiliation
of Russia, and the curtailment of her power
be the task to be achieved in the event of war.

Considering how imminent that war is. itis
satisfictory to find that the Gonvernment areat
last seriously bestirring themselves in making
preparations for it. If war we must have, it is
essential for the character of this country, and
for the interests of humanity, that it should be
carried on with a vigorous hand.  Our military
and naval departments are, it seems, in full ae-
tivity, and so, we lcarn, are thiose of France.
The sacrifices which the war involves will be
cheerfully made in both countries, especially in
our own. Itis notin the nature of war to be
popular, especially among a people devoted to
the peaceful pursuits of industry and commerce.
Nevertheless, on the present oceasion public
feeling has unequivocally declared itself, and if
ever there was a popular war, it will be the war
which Russian perfidy, arrogance, and encroach-
ment have provoked. :

Cireassia.—How should a people be conquer-
ed who have a spirit as nobie as the Hungarian,
and mountains, instead of plaing, for a battle-
field and a refuge? ¢ If England and Turkey
abandon us,” exelaimed one of their chiefs, ‘“‘we
shall burn our houses and property, and retire
to the high rocks, and there defend ourselves till
the last man falls.” And this was not the mo-
mentary enthusiasm of one man. In congresses
and councilsit has been repeatedly declared that
if the Russians succeeded in erecting forts in
every bay of the coast, the inlrabitants would
never yield. * We have abundance of moun-
tains,” they have often said: “and to these we
will retire and defend ourselves, if we are unable
to retain the coast.” They have, however, made
stupendous efforts to retain the coast, and, on
the whole, with success. Their rocks and trees
are incessantly all alive with human eyes. 1f a
friendly vessel arrives with salt (their greatest
want) or other comodities, out rush a string of
men into the sea to seize the rope; or boats full
of armed men to row round the vessel and di-
vert the Russian fire. If the Russians draw near
to cut out a vessel or storm a fort, there is sore
to be some breast-work, if only of hurdles filled
with shingles, and concealing a trench; and from
behind the aim taken is always deadly. Their
songs are a curious contrast to the Russian hymns
of tne soldiery—a contrast which reminds the
traveller of that which is recorded in the case of
the siege of Jerusalem, when the Roman trum-
pets in the camp sounded harsh and mechanica!
in ‘comparison with the wild Hebrew music which
swelled from the city walls. The Russians
chaunt the hymns prescribed and taught. The
Circassiang have their bards, who exhort and
prophesy. +*Young men, rush forth to the ba’~
tle, for brave youths love war. If you fall, you
are martyrs. If you live, you have half that
glory.”  ‘This is no mere romance. It is about
the most solid and signifieant fact of the last half
century, thissuccessful defance of Russia by Cir-
cassia alone, when a'l the rest of the world gave
way. That litle country has weathered the
long, dreary storm: and now the worst is, we
may hope, past. The Black Sea is opened,
never more to be closed. ~All Western Europe
—the foremost peoples of all earth—are to be
allies of Cireassia. She asks only salt, ammuni-
tion, and aclear sea; and she must henceforth
have them all.  And how much more—how much
of reinforcement and of cammerce—how much
of the gratitude of Turkey and the admiration of
Western Europe and America, a few years will
show.—Daily News.

The lesson he gives his readers
on the fleeting shadows of human life will tend,
we hope, to counteract what he has been saying,
now and then, elsewhere, to shake a well-
grounded hope of better things beyond the grave.

“We had a visit here last week from James
McQueen, Esq., late Reeve of Pilkington, a low-
land Scotsman whom we were well acquainted
with 80 years since over at Queenston, where he
was then helping to raise the walls of Brock’s

column. As a blacksmith he aided in digging
the bottle, enclosing our first newspaper, out of
the foundation stone of the column ; he had then
a wife and one childgehas now ten children. Mr.
MecQueen has since quit the anvil for the plough.
He resided in youth on the field of Bannockburn
—and well remembers the sad fate of Baird and
Hardie. We talked about the men of 1854, who
built  the column. Genéral Maitland, who
warred against the bottle, is probably dead.
Nicholl, Dickson, and Clark, the Commissioners
—where are they ? All dead! Kennedy, Mac-
Arthur, MacNaughton, and Horne, the contrac-
tors? All dead! Wm. Wynn was at laying the
foundation ! He is dead! Lapraik, brother of
Burns’s Lapraik, one of the masons? Dead!
Robert Grant, (collector) manager? Dead!
Sheriffs Hamilton and Leonard? Dead! We
recounted nine or ten stone-cutters, &c., and they
also are dead, as is Robert Randall and the
hotel-keeper, Cole, where we dined after laying
the first stone. Hall, the engineer, is perhaps
alive, but we could not recollect of any one else,
except David Thorburn, who had charge of the
work when finished. How few there are of those
who lived in this world thirty years since, that
are stili in the land of the living! Probably not
one in thirty; and of these survivors onc-lalf,
at least, are old and care-worn, their heads
blanched with age, and their steps feeble and
tottering, Of about a hundred and fifty news-
papers now flourishing west of Kingston, in uc,
not even one had then come into existence. We
were alone in our glory—no editorial competitor
was found oy this side of the Pacific, nor to the
north, this side the pole. London, Guelph,
Brantford, Simeoe, Chatham, Galt, Berlin Gode-
rich, Stratford, Dunnville, Caledonia, Cayuga,
Preston, Paris, and Woodstock, then belonged
to afuture or ideal existence, though now noble
evidences of progress. Next year (1825) Dr.
Russell came to Stamford, and he, too, has re-
cently closed his truly blameless, guileless
carzer; as did Sir Isaac Brock forty-two years
ago, in the north corner of the writer’s garden

His memory is honored, for he was shrewd,
faithful, and brave —but had he lived another

80 years he would have probably found mankind

and monarchs alike ungrateful.

RIVER STEAMERS. .

“The steamboat proprietors on the Hudson
propose to place on the St. Lawrence three of
the largest vessels which have been running
between New York and Albany; these are the
Hendrick Hudson, the New World, and the Isaac
Newton.”

The above paragraph has been going the
rounds of the New York and Canadian press
uncontradicted, but we take leave to doubt its
correctness.
