Discovered a Marked Feeling in the
Direction of Preferential Trade
With the Colonies.

AUGURS WELL TO BEAR FRUIT.

There s Substantial Evidence That
the Cause of Free Trade is
Weakening,

Lieut.-Col. George T. Denison ar-
rived home last evening after his three
months' trip to England, and, of
course, feels highly gratified at having
: visited a

marked feeling in the direction of pre-
ferential trade within the empire, The
contrast between the present state of
public opinion in regard to this policy
and what it was on the occasion of his
jast visit not so many years ago, was
@ great surprise to him, and, in his
view, augurs well- for something de-
finite being accomplished along the
desired line before very long.

Col. Denison appears in the full en-
joyment of excelient health as a result
ot the trip, and thruout had an experi-
ence as eventful as it was interestiug.

To a World reporter, the colonel
spoke in”“the most cheerful terms of
the prospects for the establishment of
a preferential trade between Engiand
end her .colonies or with Canada at
any rate.

“A great change has come over the
Mother Country since 1900,” he re-
marked. “In that year about one-tenth
of the people where 1 spoke were
against me, but now it is .mbout the
reverse. In fact, at one point a mo-
tion was unanimously passed in favor
of my argument. This convinced me

that the feeling was changing rapidly, ,

and I made up my mind to go right

into the London Chamber of Commerce |

and discuss the matter, There Mr.
John Morley arose and attacked my
arguments by saying that they were
contrary altogether to the principles

of free trade which they all cherished‘

so keenly.

“Then I decided to make an open at-
tack upon free trade, and I did so
with all my might and force, and, to
my utter astonishment, there
only one opponent to fy v.ews by the
time the meeting was brought to a
close.

Significant Result.

“The result of this meeting was
highly significant, as may be gathered
by the report in The London Financial
News of June 4 upon it, as follows:

“It was indeed a remarkable gather-
ing which assembled at the London
Chamber of Commerce yesterday to
head Col. Denison speak upon the na~
tional food supply and cognate trade
questions, and the essential feature of
the meeting (more essential, if Col.
Denison will allow us to say so, than
his own speech) was that to which
Mr. Faithful Begg drew attention when
he announced his surprise that in a
discussion upon free trade versus pro-
tection, no one in that erstwhile typi-

cal home of free trade stood up to,

champion the old cause. Most of those
present were in Mr. Faithful Begg's
own position, They had recently been
forced by the logic of events from ac-
quiescence in or championship of free
trade into a convinction that it would
no lenger..do. “Srue, whr. ‘BFatifiul
Begg’s challenge brought forth a soli-
tary advocate of the discrodited phil-
osophy. - That this should have been
the only voice raised upon the
free trade side, would have
been a mightily significant circum-
many gatherings of
business men, but to ithose who are
familiar with the London Chamber,even
in its recent history, the significance
is greatly. heightened. For a body
professedly independent there was
until the other day no association
in Bngland (unless it be the Royal
Statistical Society) more thoroly and
openly on the free trade side in the
economic controversy. With the sur-
render of the London Chamber of
Commerce ft is really time to dictate
conditions of peace.

Two Vessels Collide and Hideous
Scenes Follow Among the
Passengers.

MANY PERSONS FIGHT FAR LIFELINES

Death List Supposed to Include
Fifty, and Mamy Are
Missing.

Hamburg, July 21.-#The steamship Primus
| of Hamburg, with 185 passengers on board,
was subk by the tug Hansa on the River
Elbe at 12,30 o'clock this mornjng. About
50 persons were drowned. Thirteen bodjes
already have been recovered.

The Primus was an excursion steamer
from Buxtehude, Province of Hanover,
Prussia.

At the time of the accident, the Primus
was crossing the river channel near
Blankenese, from the southern Into the
northern fairway. According to witnesses
aboard the Hansa, the movement was made
too precipitately.

The Primus struck the tug’'s engine room,
and the Hansa endeavored to push
ashore, but the tug grounded soon and the
ships parted. The Primus then sank.

passengers were able to reach the Hansa
by means of ropes and ladders. Seventy
more were picked up by the tug's boaits,
while others swam ashore.

Captain Petersen of the Primus swam
ashore and gave himself up to the poiice,
Captaln Sachs of the Hansa also surren-
dered.

WHAT CAUSED THE ACCIDENT.

The weather was flne, the moon was
shining, and both vessels were steering
absolutely clear of each other. Suddenly
the Primus, when about 450 feet ‘from the
Hansa, put her rudder hard aport and
crossed the bows of the latter. 4

Less than a minute elapsed between the
time the Primus changed her course qnd
the collision. Boats were {mmedlately low-
ered from the Hansa, and ropes and lad-
ders were thrown overboard. Rifty persons
were rescued by the boats. At the same
time the Hansa tried to push the Primus
ashore, but, belng of deeper draught,
grounded herself before the passenger boat,
The Primus floated down stream and sapnk
300 feet from the Hansa.

PANIC WHEN THEY COLLIDED,
The terrible panic that ocemrred on the
Primus when the Hansa struck her ren-
dered the efforts to save her passengers
almost useless, Fortunately the steamer
Doiphin came up Iminediately, and suc-
ceeced in saving 60 of those on board the
sinking steamer, while other bLouts assist-
ed in the work of rescue. Some of the
survivors furnish graphic descriptions of
the awful suddenness of the disaster. Ac-
cowiiig to their story the band was play-
ing and many couples were dancing on
deck when $he crash of the collision came,
The vessel ‘gave a great list, her back
tak:ng such am angle that it was impos-
sible for the passengers to keep their teet,

More of the passengers would have been
saved by the ropes thrown from the Hansa
had It not been that before those who
scized the ropes could be hailled on hoard
they were pulled from the iines tney heul
gresped by other persons struggling In
the water, and all were drowned in the
| hideous eonfusion.

It is asserted that divers have already
recovered 45 bodies, but as yet it is im
poagible: to verify the death list. An at-
tempt will immexiately be made #o float
the vessel, and when this s done a num-
ber of bodies wili be found. Estimates of
the number vary from 50 to 60.

THEY FIGHT NEXT FRIDAY NIGHT,

Jeff and Fitz Putting on Final Licks
—Lanky Bob’s Reception,

Can a former champion fighter of over 40
years of age beat the present champion, a
young man of 27, who Is just reaching the
full measure of hjs athletic power? This
question will be settled, once and for all

time, In a big arena at San Francigco Fri-
day night, when Robert Fitzsimmons, ex-
champion, and James J. Jeffries, present
champion, of the world, will box 20 rounds,
or until one or the other succumbs.

The greatest reception ever given to a
prlze fighter was tendered on Sunday mern-
ing to Fitzsimmons on his arrival in &an
Francisco from Skagges Springs. The San
Francisco A.C. had provided a brass band
and a four-horse bareuche, but it was the
spontaneous welcome of friends and ad-
mirers in a city where he thought he had
no suppont that touched the Cornishman
and his wife and moved them to tears.

The surprise came when about 20 women
who had met Fitz and his wife at Skaggs
Springs appeared with flowers and nearly
buifed the fighter and his wife nnder fhe
posies. Fitz blushed, and the tears came
to his eyes, while Mrs. Fitz was laughing
and crying in one breath. A delegation
Tram the Olympic Club presented to Witz
the freedom of the club, and he accepted.
This is considered an unusual honor. Daw-
son made arrangements for Fitz to begin
his exercise at the club to-morrow after-
noon.

His knowledge of the pugilistic
game, added to personal acquaintance of
long standing with bhoth Jeffries and Fitz-
simmons, led to his' being selected for
referee. Fitz was especiaily in favor of
his serving.

While it is altogether improbable that
a strike will result from the failure of |
the moulders to accept a change of
the apprentice ratio, it is possible that
a serious labor disturbance may follow
the failure of the convention to settle
this question to. the satisfaction of the
Stove Founders’ National Defence Asso-
tiation. Serious strikes have resulted
over much less important details. The
moulders say that, even if they knew it
meant a labor disturbance, they would
still refuse to recede from their posi-
tion, because it certainly means labor
troubles in the event they do change
the ratio.

This proposition strikes home to To-|
ronto industries, where moulders are
employed. The local manufacturers say
they are permitted to have but one ap-
prentice, or beginner, in their foundries
for every eight skilled moulders. They
insist that the way business has been
going of late, this seriously handicaps
the factories of Toronto. They are will-
ing to pay these apprentices good
wages, and they say they need their
services, but the moulders ridicule the
dea that a change of the ratio, estah-
lished years ago should be changed for
any such reason as alleged.

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RENTED A RICH NAN'S HONE

Clever Swindler- Made a Flash in
Buffalo and Took . in
Easy People.

HE WANTED PARTNERS WITH $1000

And Opened Stores in Several Parts
of the City—~Fled With
Some Money.

Buffalo, July 21.—Charles Endicott
Brown, perhaps the cleverest Prince
Albert-coat-and-silk-hat confidence
man ithat ever visited Buffalo, came
here on May 1, spent 10 weeks and de-
parted a few days ago with more than
$10,000,

United States government officials
and secret service men are now scour-
ing the country for him, but with little
chance of success. So far they have
succeeded in locating his servant girl,
whom they traced from this city to

Chicago, but they were unable to ob-
tain anything from her that would as~
sist them in locating the mysterious
silk-hat man from the West,
Otficers Find KFive Stores.

The government officials have learn-
ed of five stores that he rented in this
city, and in each he is supposed to
have salted a partner. For each of
these stores Brown is said to have ob-
tained a partner with money. In the
Elmwood-avenue store his partner
gave him $700 for an interest in the
establishment.

From the great diversity of schemes
in which Brown was interested, the
officilals believe that “his operations
have extended over the entire city and
that he has cleaned up a remarkably
large chunk of money. The fact that
the stores they have discovered are
in different sections of the city leads
the officers to believe that he may have
opened up an establishment on almost
every street. They hbelieve that he
may have shipped a large number of
girls from this city under the guise
of sending them to join a theatrical
troupe in which he said he was supposed
to be interested.

He claimed to represent a company
that was to start out from Boston un-
der the name of “The Lost Pearl.”

Rented Home of Milltonaire.

Brown rented the furnished home of
Millionaire Tyler in the heart of the
fashionable district of Buffalo, at No.
927 Elmwood-avenue, He is a hand-
some man, a slight tinge of grey in
his hair, invariably wore a long Prince
Albert coat, patent leather shoes, black
tie and a silk hat. He bore every ap-
pearance of refinement, was well edu-
cated, an attractive conversationalist,
and, by reason of his extensive travel-
ing and evident conduct with respecta-
bility, he was able to suit himself to
any company into which he might
have failen.

There may be many. diamond rings
or brooches missing in society that can
now be accounted for,

The mewcomer in the Elmwood-
avenue district was not eager to pick
up an acquaintance with those living
ngarby, and .the forcing of acquaint-
ance was done by the neighbors and
not by Mr. Brown. It was noticed that
a large number of young women called
at the house, and some made repeated
calls. Brown made frequent trips to
the letter box each day, and on these
trips invariably carried a handful of
letters, as much of his confidence game
is said to have been canried on in that
way.

Wanted Partners With $1000,

As far as can be learned, Brown's
principal work was to advertise for a
partner to go into the dairy or butter
and egg business. All his advertise-
ments were very flattering and attrac-
tive, and he secured many young men
with money who were willing to invest
from $500 to $1000 in a business with
so wealthy and influential a citizen
as Mr. Brown appeared to be from his
surroundings.

WAS HELD UP ON BROADNAY

Myron Franklin of Toronio Garroted
and Robbed of Watch and
Othér Valuables.

PURSUED THE THIEF INTO A HOTEL

Both Men Were Arrested for Pre-
cipitating a Riot—Jewels
Not Found,

New.York, July 21.—Garroted in the
glare of the lights of Broadway, at
the corner of Forty-first-street, at half
past 11 o’clock last night, his gold
watch and chain and pearl and dia-
mond scarfpin taken from him, Myron
Franklin, 29 years old, of Toronto,
Canada, precipitated a riot in that
thorofare when he sought to recover
his possessions.

Franklin, who is a salesman for a
diamond firm and is stopping at the
Hotel Vendome, chased Arthur Wada,
who says he is an elevator operator,
living at No. 711 East 144th-street,
into the lobby of the Rossmore Hotel
and a free fight ensued before any
one knew what the row was about.

When the gombatants reached the
sidewalk Roundsman Heitz and Po-
licemen Hutchinson and Conlon of the
West Thirtieth-street station arrived
and put both the struggling men un-
der arrest. A big_crowd had gath-
ered and were watching the struggle.

Before Sergeant Dillon, at the sta-

tion, Franklin told an almost incred-
ible story of highway robbery.

He said he'was standing on the side-
‘walk in front of the Cniterion Hotel
when {wo men grabbed him and one
garmted him, pushing him back
against the side of a hansom cab.

While this was done another thief
took the watch and chain and scarf-
pin and ,walking behind the cab ran
to a passing Broadway car before
Franklin could reach him.

Wade, who Franklin sald was the
second thief, went into the lobby of
the Hotel Rossmore and he followed
him, believing that he might have his
property, and grappled with him. The
friends of Franklin, who were with
him all of the time, had the. mistaken
idea that Franklin's movements were
the result of a friendly tussle and
made no effort to help him.

Wade, who asserted he never saw
Franklin until the latter came into
the lobby of the Rossmore, was search-
ed at the station., but the stolen pro-
perty wias not found.

Franklin says that he was assault-
{ed and relieved of a sum of money a
few nights ago in Broadway. between
Forty-ninth and Fiftieth-streets.

FEARED AN EXPLOSION.

Two Men Jumped Into the River
and Were Drowned.

Chicago, July 21.—By jumping into
the Calumet River to escape an explo-
sion, which they feared would follow
the breaking of a gasoline tank on
their launch, Charles Kubicok and his
‘brother, Duffy, 'were drowned [last
night.

DEATH OF SAMUEL COOK.

Prominent Cattle Dealer in York
County Dies of Heart Failurce,

Samuel Cook, who resided on lot 6
in the rear of the 6th con. of Whit-
church Township,. near Lemonvilie,
died suddenly of heart failure on Sun-
day afternoon. Altho complaining nf
not feeling well for the past two
weeks Mr. Cook had been about as
usual, and on Friday last was at a
picnic at Jackson's Point.

On Sunday after dinner he took a
stroll in the fields, returning to the
house about 2 o'clock, when he laid
down upon a ~sofa, complaining of
fatigue. At 3.30 a neighbor called to
see him, and when his daughter went
to awaken her father she found hin-
dead. Dr. W. Sangster of Stouffville
was summboned, but death had taken
place at least an hour before.

Mr. Cook was 52 years of age, and
was one of the best known cattle deal-
ers in York County, as well as being
a prominent figure on the Toronto
I.ive Stock Market. Mr. Cook was
highly respected by all who knew
him, few having more friends, as he
was always of a pleasant disposition
and ready to assist all who required
help. He leaves a family of six child-
ren, being the issue of three mar-
riages, the last wife having prede-
ceased him about one year. In re-
ligion he was a Methodist, and in poli-
tics a Conservative. The funenal will
take place to-day at 2 o'clock to Le-
monville Methodist Cemetery.

“YES, | FINISHED HER,”

Said a Halifax Murderer, Who Cut
His Wife’s Throat.

Halifax, July 2L—A brutal and
cold-blooded murder was committed in
this city at 6.30 o’clock to-day. Geo.
Willlam Cooke, aged 45, married Lydia
Arnold, aged 42, six weeks ago. This
evening he deliberately cut her head
off with a razor and went to sleep in
the bed from which the corpse of his
wife had fallen and which was covere:l
with blood of the victim.

The murder was committed at 299
Albemarle-street, where - the - couple
resided with Cooke's wife's eﬁster,
Eliza. The latter heard her sister
scream, and on going to the room
from which the cry proceeded was
horrified to see her sister lying on the
floor, partly under the bed, with her
throat cut from ear to ear. She ran

to the police station, and an officer
went up and arrested Cooke.

‘When the officer told him his wife
was dead he replied : “Yes, I finished
her. I cut her throat with the razor.”
He offered no resistance, but quietly
walked to the station and was locked
up. ;
