After a Ienglliy explanation of the 
advantages that would accrue, Attor­
ney-General Raney withdrew his bill 
last nlg>L, prohibiting appeals to the 
British privy council. He explained 
how the Law Society and Toronto 
board of trade had represented to the 
government that the measure should 
be left over until next session. The 
government was agreeable, but would 
certainly reintroduce it. In any event, 
Mr. Raney added, the first step should 
logically, be taken by Ottawa.

While telling the house that Can­
ada was self-governed and self-gov­
erning, Mr. Raney, in answer to a 
question by R. R. Hall (Parry Sound), 
as to why this country did not chose 
its own governor-general, said the day 
would not be far distant when he 
would be appointed on the nomina­
tion or recommendation of the privy 
council or parliament of Canada.

Appeals Are Irritant.
It had been said that prohibiting 

appeals to the British privy council 
would tend to hurt the British con­
nection, but Mr. Raney contended that 
appeals acted as an Irritant rather 
than a link with the mother country. 
He added also thftt there were Just 
as great legal minds in Canada as 
there were in England.

Three Months for Shooting at 
. Wife's Paramour—Wrote 

Filthy Letters. V:FOR A SELECT GARDEN1 1
;Sentence of three nuînths at the jail 

farm waa lmpoaed by Judge Coata- 
vurth In the aeaalona yesterday on 
uuurge Gurley, convicted ot shooting 
at Reginald Cave. Prisoner was also 
uvund over to keep the peace.

Accused, who served three and one- 
half years overseas, where he was 
gassed and shell shocked, told the 
court he was exasperated at the time 

i in the ahootlng, and that he had no 
intent to do harm to Cave.

According to the evidence adduced 
before Judge Coatsworth, the prisoner 
was married Just prior to hla going 
overseas. He lived for about ten days 
with his wife. The wife got letters 
from him containing filthy disclosures 
ot prisoner's doings overseas. She de­
cided to have nothing more to do with 
him, and took up with Cave, with 
whom she cohabited, and two children 
were born. The returning husband 
offered to forgive the erring wife, take 
her back and provide as best he could 
lor her and them. This arrangement 
materialized, but only to be broken. 
The wife went back to Cave, who ad­
mitted that he and M*g. Gurley had 
cohabited after the shooting on April 
20 last.

When prisoner ascertained the name 
of the man with whom his wife 
cohabiting, the shooting followed.

Thought of Divorce.
Mrs. Gurley, In the witness box.'eald 

she thought she could get a divorce 
from her husband, which she repeated 
so often that Judge Coatsworth and 
the crown attorney rebuklngly point­
ed out to her the futility of such 
proceeding.

At this point the crown attorney 
despatched an officer for Mr. McKin­
ney of the morality department, in 
whose charge, at the close of the case, 
Mrs. Gurley and Cave left the court.

Mrs. Gurley further admitted that 
she got prisoner's assigned pay, etc., 
amounting to $45 a month, while be­
fore her marriage she was only earn­
ing $6 a week. “I was a good, church­
going girl until I got the letters from 
my husband. It ruined my life," de­
posed the witpess.

In cross-examination, witness said 
prisoner had asked her to go to the 
old country, but she was afraid of be­
ing torpedoed. When her husband 
came back, she stayed with him for 
four or five days. "I do not think he 
had the right to stop me from going to 
Cave. He would not give me money.”

Members of the Ontario Provincial 
Association tor the care of the Feeble­
minded were addressed at their an­
nual meeling yesterday afternoon on 
the subject of "Community Control of 
the Feeble-minded," by G. A. Hastings, 
secretary of the mental hygiene uivi- 
slon of a New York institution en­
gaged in social and dharitable work. 
Mrs. A. M. Huestls, president of the 
association, occupied the chair, and in 
referring to the work ot the past year, 
stated that committees had been ap­
pointed to meet the medical officer of 
health and the police commlseioners, 
with a view to enlisting their co­
operation In dealing with the problem 
ot feeble-minded and insane people In 
the province. —

George A. Hastings gave in some 
detail the history of the progress of 
the association he represented In cur­
ing and preventing mental diseases. 
There are, he said, 35 mental hygiene 
demonstration clinics In New York 
state, with 2000 patients. It is not 
fully realized to what a degree insan­
ity and feeble-mindedness contribute 
to our soplal problems.

Breeding-Ground for Criminals.
A very large perceriage of our crim­

inals, inebriates and moral delin­
quents suffer from mental disorder of 
some kind, and It 1s essential, con­
tinued Mr. Hastings, that scientific and 
systematic steps be taken to decrease 
the number of psychological cases. 
Many forms of mental diseases are 
curable, and about 40 per cent, of 
them can be prevented if dealt with 
at a sufficiently early stage. The 
chief instruments from the prevention 
ot mental rdisease are demonstration 
clinics and psychopathic hospitals. The 
latter would deal with mild cases, and 
should be a training centre for teach­
ers who come Into contact with modi­
fied form of mental deficiency In their 
schools. Such clinics should be inti­
mately connected with the universi­
ties in order to enable medical stu­
dents to obtain more comprehensive 
knowledge of insanity, psychiatry and 
neurology, also to help remove the 
stigma which usually attached to men­
tal cases and institutions in which 
they are looked after.

The association’s vote of thanks was 
supported by J. Noble, chairman of 
the board of education, who contended 
that the need Is for more Intensive 
physical training as opposed to mental 
training In our schools. The natural 
way to prevent Insanity, he said, is by 
work, and in our schools that rule Is 
entirely neglected, and the young stu­
dents are made to sit still with nothing 
to do.

BECK SAYS MISTAKE Free of Debt In 30 Years.
The commission would be free of debt 

within thirty years and the system 
would be paid for. There was a sinking 
fund now that was taking care of the 
original Investment.

“You need not be fearful of being too 
far away from the power," he said. But 
he advised the people not to Insist on 
the "flat rate” proposals for the whole 
province, or even for certain sections. 
It was like a railway for carrying freight 
for a long distance as a short distance. 
Sir Adam looked forwfard to the time 
when the St. Lawrence would be de­
veloped for navigation and for power to 
such an extent that ocean-going ships 
would come right Into the Great Lakes, 
and that water power for electricity 
would be unlimited, when Kingston and 
other places would be ocean ports. Sir 
Adam Beck, in the meantime, however, 
would develop all power In the province 
for the pedple of the province.

He thought that the Dominion gov­
ernment had no business controlling 
power in the Province of Ontario. The 
power in Ontario, even on navigable 
streams, belonged to the petople of this 
province and should be developed for 
them. At present under the control ot 
the Dominion government a great por­
tion of the available power was going 
to the United States.

In conclusion, he assured the people 
of this part of the province that their 
interests "were certainly not being over­

looked."

Toronto this week has been giving 
healthy samples of the breeziness that 
lives in the Fundy hinterland.

It is 
good preaching, but perhaps in this 
part of the country it needs (to use a 
word hallowed by much Christian 
utility) some preleeminarles.

Original thinking, to do any good, 
must have receivers of the thought. 
Strong leadership can't load unless 
there is a readiness for followership. 
The melanciioly truth is that in Can­
ada we have always put heavy dis­
counts upon original thinking, and 
strong leadership.

We lionize visiting men and women 
■who tell us the things that have be­
come commonplaces whence they 
came. But we make it our particular 
business to freeze any ot our own 
people who have the nerve to think 
originally and to declare boldly what 
thqy think.

As for leadership—you often hear 
yourself saying how much wo need a 
Lloyd George, and that sort of man 
in Canada; and, just as soon as any­
body says something you haven’t 
heard before which might make you 
eit up and really think; or proposes 
to do something that hadn't occurred 
to you or to the revered leader of your 
party, you tell yourself how unsafe 
that man Is.

Oh, yes; we want leaders, all right; 
but the kind we have ™ mind are 
leaders who don't see more and 
haven’t courage to propose to do more 
than we ourselves see and are ready 
to do. We want to he led. tout we 
don’t want to follow. And so the 
leaders are killed before they get their 
mouths well opened. You know that.

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FACTORY POUCE HIREDOttawa, May 13.—(By Canadian 

Press).—A resolution of importance 
to manufacturing, farming, chemclai 
and other industries of Canaria, Is 
likely to come before the house to­
morrow, in the form of proposed 
amendments to the inland revenue 
act, respecting the distillation of de­
natured and specially denatured alco­
hol. One of the clauses of the reso­
lution provides "that denatured alco­
hol and specially denatured alcool 
which is Intended for use In the arts 
and Industries, or for fuel, light, or 
power or for any mechanical pur­
pose, may be manufactured in Can­
ada, free from excise duty."

This is the legislation which was 
urged by the advisory council on 
scientific research as a means of 
bringing “industrial alcohol” within 
the use of all users, in the hope that 
it would prove a cheap and suitable 
substitute for gasoline, wjiich Is be­
coming scarcer and dearer each sea­
son.

The real origin of Virginia is curious 
and somewhat unexpected. It means 
“flourishing,” and comes from an old 
Latin gens, who called themselves Vir­
ginia. Their name was derived In turn 
from vireo, meaning "to flourish,” and 
was corrected to the word “ver,” trans­
lated as ’’spring.” Virglnlo was the 

of the far-famed Orsinl family.
The more popular and prevalent belief 

regarding the origin of Virginia has al­
ways been that she came from the Latin 
Virgo, meaning “a virgin.” Indeed, the 
first instance of h#r use in England was 
J1. ,îlme of Queen Elizabeth, when 
Sir Walter Raleigh named his American 
colony Virginia, In honor of the Virgin 
Queen.

It was under a slmllaf belief that 
Bernadln de St. Pierre called the heroine 
of his tropical Arcadian romance, •‘Vir­
ginie.’’ The widespread popularity of 
this story in England, France and Ger­
many brought Virginia into enormous 
vogue thruout Europe. France still 
adores her Virginie, and her popularity 
In England Is assured forever out of 
sentimental memory of the 
queen.

The first American colony established 
the name In this country. Likewise, the 
first white child born on American soil, 
and named Virginia Dare did much to 
spread Its vogue. The south has always 
abounded In Virginias, which, unfortu­
nately, has been contracted to unmusical 
“Vlrgies” and "Jlnnys.”
