NEW YARDS T HAMBURG

Vulcan Shipbuilding Cempany Fel-
low Krupps’ Lead In Expansion
—Capital Increased 50 P.C,

BERLIN, Germany, Nov. “13.—(Spe-
ciall.)~There is_to be a large increase
in the capital of the great German war-
ship builders, the Vulean Shipbuilding
Company. Following the example of
Krupps, who hawve #jssued a special
lodn for the expansion of the gun and
armor plate works, the Vulcan Com-
pany has decided to increass its capl-
tal by fifty per cent. for the purpose of
enlarging its facilities, The directors
of {the company have discussed plans
for raising the existing oapﬂba] from
$2,600,000 to $3,750,000.

T'he company has. never before ap-
pealed for public capital. In addition
to its enormous plant at Stettin, the
Vulcan finm has recently opened great
yvards at Hamburg, where one of the
new . turbine Super-Dreadnoughts s
shortly to be lald down. The new
money will be devoted to the Hamburg
branch. The Dreadnought Hheinland
was launched 'from the Vulcan yards
in | Stettin in July, 1908, and in Novem-
ber, 1908, the yand launched the third
largest vessel in the world, the North
German-Lloyd iner Georg\e Washing-
ton, of 27,000 tons, which is exceeded in
size only by the Mauretania and Lusi-
tania and is the largest vessel flying

the German flag.

Former Cook in the Steinheil
Household and Her
Son Are Suspected

of + Compli-

ity

PARIS, Nov. 13.—The public to-day
awalts with confidence the acquittal of
Margherita Steinheil. Gullty or inno-
cent, the impression is general that
the state has not made out a case
against her.

Originally charging that she mur-
dered both her painter husband,
Adolphe Steinheil, and her stepmother,
Madame Japy, the prosecution modi-
fled its allegations,as the trial pro-
gressed, finally eliminating the charge
of parricide and admitting that the ac~
cused woman might have been an ac-
«<omplice rather than the principal in
the death of her husband.

Defence in Good Spirits.

The confidence of the public is shared
by the accused, her counsel and imme=
diate friends. This was evidenced
when Madame Steinheil entered the
courtroom to-day. Her large, expres-
sive eyes flashed from a careworn face
and there was the faintest suspicion of
a smile. It was also apparent that
she had recovered somewhat from the
physical collapse of yesterday. Her
counsel, M. Aubin, glanced about the
countroom triuzmpha.mly and grinned
broadly, as tho his case had a.ltready
been rwon

In anticipation of her acquittal her
friends have arranged to spiritthe
widdw away to some quiet place in the
country, where she may recuperate
from the effects of her trying ordeal.

All Paris Looking On.

All Paris, it seemed, clamored to-day
at the doors of the palace of justice
when the curtain rose upon the final
act of the legal drama which has
thrilled and absorbed France for ten
days,

The resumption of the trial this after-
noon, with the argument of M. Aubin
for the defence, was delayed by the
absence of thé foreman Of the jury,
who, a fellow-juror reported, had com-
plained yesterday of a seizure of giddi-
ness. Judge Devalles ordered a phpsi-
cian ‘'sent to see the foreman, and in
the meantime suspended the sitting of
the court.

Marietta ‘Was Wrathy.

Marietta Wolf, the former cook in
the Steinheil household, and her son,
{ Alexandre, both of whom had testifi-
'ed for the defence, contributed to the
general excitement to-day with grand-
iloquent outbursts of indignation.. Be-
fore the sitting of the eourt the Wol?
woman and her son were tcld of th2
| open intimation made in the cou¥ft yes-
terday that they had been accomplices
in the murders. Marietta flew into a
towe:ing rage. She asked angrily why
she had not heen questioned on this
'polnt when she was a witness, and
added: “It is a good thing that Alex-
| andre was not present in court whén
[,these insinuations were made, for had
| he been he would have raised a pretty
row.”

Alexandre Mad Also.
Alexandre, too, made a great show of
being furious, and declared that if he
thad been present in court as his mo-
ther said, he would have bounded into
the arena and- shouted: “Here I am

Most Powerful Naval Gun.

In a certain respect big guns are like
big battleships, says ' the Scientific
American. At the time they are being
built, it would seem that the limit of
size and range had beén reached; as
indeed they have, for the time being.
The progress toward

improvement is

making of the largest and mest power-
ful naval weapon in the world, namely,
our navol 14-inch, breech-loading
gun This powerful gun was delivered

[ to the navy department in October for
{ official tests at the Ind'an Head proving
grounds.

The penetration of the new &§0-cazi-
ber 12-inch guns to be installed on the
new 26,000-ton battleships of the
Arkansas class is given at 11 inches of
Krupp steel at an extreme battle range
of 9000 yards. The thickness of the
armor plate on the Britsh battleship
Dreadnought and her successors in the

new

British navy is 11 inches at the maxi-
mum. This thicknes:t of armor is being
used on the new American warships

But that it has
been greatly surpassed by the new
piece is'shown by the following figures:

The mew 1l4-inch gun weighs neurly(
64 tons, or-10 tons more than the 12-
inch rifles buiit for the battleships
North Dakota and Delaware. Its total!
length lis 53%. feet. The ‘eapacity of|
the powder chamber is 15,848 cubic|
inches, and it will require 3656 pounds|
of smokeless powder to hurl the pro-|
jectile of 1400 pounds. After this huge |
shell is fired it will travel a distance !
of 542 inches within the bore of the
gun, and after leayving the mugzzle it is
good for a 25-mile flight. The range at
which it would be fired in actual battle,
however, would. be about 9000 yards,
of five miles. The range of naval
battles has-trebled since the Spanisn-

five miles.

The shell will Jeave the muzzle of
the 14-inch gun at the rate of 2600 feet
a second, and its muzzle energy will
te €5,606 foot ton8. This is 13,00 more
foot-tons energy than that designed
for the latest 12-inch weapon. So great
is the penetrative power of this rifle
that when fired with a full charge the
projectile will pehetrate 22.7 inches of
the best Krupp steel armor plate at
.the muzzle, and at ' the range of 9000
yvards would pass right thru a piece of
armor 13 inches in thickness,

The question of the rejection of the
budget is giving the responsible Union-
ist leaders time for a pause for reflec-
tion. ‘While it 1s known that many in-
fluential men on the Unfonist side are
averse to accepting the risk of the al-
most unprecedented course of rejecting
the budget, the leading financial week-
1y, The Economist, devoted an article

‘these dice must be opaque, and even
then their operation is dangerous, for
here the failure to switch means ai-
most certain detection.

Electric Tables.

But in games where a considerable
plant ‘can be involved there is a safer
and more effective meéthod still.

This is a device whieh by the mere
operation of an electric button will
control the tendencles of a magnetized
dice.

TO AMEND THE CODE.

IA Bill Promised That Will Affect
Racing.

It has long been rumored that a
bill would be introduced at the session
of parliament that opens on Thursday,
having for its object the amendment
of the criminal code in - a way that
would make betting on races additional-
ly difficult and puzzling. I say ‘“ad-

ditionally difficult and puzzling” be-
cause mo power on earth can entirely
suppress betting, whether it —be on
horse rtaces, baseball matches, Tow-
ing contests or any other form of
sport. Few had any idea from what
direction—the shot was to be fired.
Now, However, the cat is out of the
bag and it is\ H. H. Miller, Conser-
vative member\ for North Grey, who
threatens to. pl e betting into fur-
ther chaos. So far, the bill has only
beén given notice of and its intended
conditions- are popularly unknown.
Doubtless, however, it will seek to
abolish altogether the provision in the
coie that permits betting on incorporat-
ed race tracks. Doubtless, also, the
conditions of the Hart-Agnew bill, at
present’ in force in the State of New
York, prohibiting bookmaking, will re-
ceive attention. At that, all that can
be affected is the introduction of chaos
for order. On appeal it is not to be
doubted that the higher °courts of
justice in Canada will decide that oral
betting' cannot be prevented. What
follows: then? The replacing of an
open and more or less straightforward
system ' by complex and hypocritical
methods that encourage dishonesty
and make the poor poorer.

IN THE PRAIRIE PROVINCE.

How the Horse Industry is Flourish-
* ing.

Secretary A. W, Bell, of the Live
Stock Association of Manitoba, has
favored me with reports of.the De-
partment of Agriculture at Winnipeg

for 1907 and 1908. By them I find that
the horse industry is doing well and
that the Horse Breeders’' Act compel-
ling the registration of stallions is
working well. In spite of this, how-
ever, regret is expeossed in the repart
for 1908 that ‘“a large number of in-
ferior, unsound stallions are being used
thru the province to the detriment of
the horse industry. One wonders why,”
continues the report, ‘‘for the sake of
saving 'a few™dollars, such stallions
are utilized.” Such stallions will con-
tinue td be utilized until inspection as
well as registration is enforced and as
long as’the refuse of one province can
be shipped to another without check
or supervision. The report further
states that the demand for horses of
the draft class continue to be brisk,
that a great many.good brood mares,
including a large proportion of regis-
téred mares, have, during the past
vear or 80, been purchased by farmers
that almost every district is now sup-
plied with one or more high-class
stallions and that the prospects are
encouraging. The report on its face
looks a: bit contradictory but as far as
it ds. hopeful it must be considered
satisfactory. Horses have increased in
number in the prairie province from
88,000 ({evidently estimated) in 1893, to
169,905 in 1908.. Cattle have. increased
in the @ame period from 173,250 to 409,-

but sheep have decreased from 35,400
to 16,925.

HAMBURG'S RIVAL.

When Uhlan Went Faster Than His
Record.

The death of Hamburg Belle has re-
attracted attention to TUhlan, 2.031%
her greatest rival. Uhlan, now owned
by Charles Sanders, a Boston, Mass.,
business man, was bred by ‘Arthur H.
Parker, of New Bedford, who used
the black gelding as a buggy horse
when he was a  youhgster and sent
him to the Reagdville 'track to drive
in the amateur races of ‘the Gentle-
men’s Driving Club.. After a short
preparation he trotted a mile in 2.13%
in one of the maitinees, dyiven by his
ocwner. Mr. Sanders saw him, liked
Tham, and bought him on the spot for
about $2500. Robert Proctor wWho has
trained and driven Uhlan ever since
predicted a record of 2.07 in 1908,
almost as soon - as he came
irto his hands. Thig prediction was
practically fulffiled !in the wonderful
vcung tirotter’s second public nace,
when he gained a record of 2.074%.
At the close of the season Proctor set
2.02 as the mark for Uhlan in 1%09.
Altho he did not receive credit in the
form of a record for so doing, the geld-
ing actnally trotted a mile much fast-
er than 2.02 in the first heat of his race
with Hamburg Belle at Cleveland
fertnight ago. Horiemen who X were
present are agregd that he got off
more thkan half . a length behind the
more and was bBeaten by only a head,
in 2.01%, "after having trotted on the
outside all the way.

THE HORSES OF THE WORLD.

An -Interesting Compilation Made by
U. 8. Department of Agricylture.

The Year Bcok of the United States
Department of Agricuiture for 31908,
which has just come from the press,
1laces the number of horses in the
United States at 23,648,532 and the
number of mules at 4,240,399, giving
as a total for the equine populaticn
of that country 27,888,931. These fig-
probgbly fall far short of the
actual number of horses in the United
States, as no enumeration of those in
cities and towns has been made in ten
vears. Probalily thirty million would
be a fair estimate. Horses are said
now to be worth $95.64 each and mules
$107.84 each.  These prices are the
highbest. on - record and they indicate
a total of about $5,000,000,000 as the
value of the horse stock of the United
States. The price of horses has jo-
creased more than one hurdred per
cent in the last tenfyears, and each
“uciceeding year has seen not conly
higher prices, but 4 greater number
of horses in the country and this de-
spite the inrveads of machinery. Farm:
hcrses alone have fincreased in num-

bers from 13,000,000 to 20,000,000 since |

the year 1900, and in value from $44.61
to $95.64 each. The 710,000 farm horses
of New York state are valued at $81.-
000,000, an average of about $114 each.
Illinois has more farm horses fhan
any other stdate in the wunion with a
total of 1,625,000, valusd at $109 each.
Only four, other states have more than
1,000,000 hcrses on farms. These are
Icwa with 1,419,000; Texas, with 1,242,
000; Kansas, with 1,152,600 and Ne-
braska, with 1,035,000. Counting horses
In cities, however, New York’s equin:

In “The Pillars of Eden,” by Philip
Verrill Mighels (McLeod & Allen), we
have the oft told .tale of the fnnate, all-
absorbing selfishness of the  American
We are getting a little
tired of hearing about her, by the way.

“Losing her dainty palm and
fingers in his big, hospitable clasp, she
felt a tingling sense of joy, that coms=
pleted the current of his own.” This is
where they atre introduced. Losing
Beatrice thru the treachery of a mian,
Adam finally marries Mae, who is pretty,
bright, exacting and totally. lacking in
the domestic virtued. ‘“Mae,” says the
one who pictures, her, “was calmly glad
to be married at Tast to a man so kind,
good natured, strong and provided with
means for insuring comfort. . She told
‘Adam calmly in her modern eandid way
that now they were free from mother,
friends -and all, she meant to extract
from the” world constant pleasure _uns
hampered by things to hold her déwn.

Author’s Career.

Gilbert Parker's new book of short
stories entitled ‘‘Northern Lights” (Copp,
Clark Co., Toronto) has met with rather

severe treatment at. the hands of some
reviewers. It is difficuly for me to find
Jjustification for the attitude of some of
my fellew-critics, but possibly this is
because I have read the staries.

That the stories are not all of equaj
merit ‘may be readily granted and it is
patent in spme cases that there is an
overdone attempt to touch up the tales
with local color; yet this volume - con-
tains some of the best things that Gilbert
Parker has dene or is likely to do in the
line of short stories.

The themes are-not particularly new
but the treatment af them for the most
vart is skilful and sympathetic. A
Lodge in t Wilderness,” is based on
the old, old theme of the relatlonship of
the white man and the red woman, but
it is ‘worked out in a new and tender
fashion and if any objection be made,
it is perhaps that the conception is too
poetic and the ideal too lofty. But what
would the human race be without its
unatt@inable jdeals?

“But I'm white; I am not ap Indian.
My father, was a white man. I've been
brought up a white girl.”” .This is the
core. Of the story “Qu’Appelle.’” Shall
the white girl with Indian blood become
a civilized white woman or shall she go
back with her Blackfoot mother to the
Indian lodge? The answer is skilfully
worked out, the white blood wins and the
Indian mother learns to undérstand why.

Another pzurtic-ularl%.1 strong story is
“The Stake and the Plumb-Line,”’ which
shows how a Washington belle marries
a young and apparently worthless scape-
grace of a lawyer whom she had loved
from her girlhood, takes him away to the
northwest and helps him to fight against
his appetite for drink ~.and become a
real man, self-contralled.

“The Error of the Day” “The
Whisperer” are forceful, if somewhat
gruesome tales. ‘‘Ap Deep As the Sea’”
