Quebec, September 7, 1852.

Representatives and Brothers,
Before proceeding to the business of the Session, it be­

comes tis to acknowledge the hand of Him through whose 
protecting, and preserving care , we are indebted for the pri­
vilege of .meeting each other once more, to deliberate on 
matters that are inseparably connected with the best interests 
of our fellow-men.

It is gratifying and satisfactory to know that we have 
assembled for such a purpose, that it is not only the object 
and design of the Order of the Sims of Temperànce to pro­
mote the happiness and prosperity of our raqe, but because it 
is so well adapted to effect this, whenever and wherever, it 
is honestly and fairly tried. It is this conviction, brothers, 
that adds so much to the pleasure that I experience on the 
present occasion ; and let me remind you it is this fact which 
I am persuaded yon all fully comprehend and appreciate, 
that invests every meeting of this Grand Division with an 
importance, and the action of its members with a responsi­
bility, which we may not, which we cannot, Which we dare 
not overlook, if we seek to fulfil the obligations we have all 
voluntarily taken upon ourselves.

The date of our present meeting approaches so near to 
that of our annual meeting that we do not attempt any retro-

sped of the past, except what may appear in the Report of 
our Grand Scribe. I may add, however, that so far as known 
to me, the interval that has elapsed since our last meeting 
has not been marked by anything of special interest. The 
Divisions have been making progress* though slow it may 
be in some instances, yet, nevertheless, still advancing.
' You are aware that I have called^ou together somewhat 

later than was agreed upon at our last meeting, but this has 
been done with the advice of several of the Divisions, and for 
reasons which I have no doubt you will all approve.

During our last session several resolutions were come to, 
which were to be carried out during the recess, as, will 
appear from the Grand Scribe’s Report, all of which have 
been attended to so far as it was in our power so to do.

1st. In the matter of petitions in favor of a law similar to 
that now in force in the State of Maine, our attention was 
early directed to the attainment of this desirable object, and 
we have reason to know that the different Divisions under 

jurisdiction have carefully responded to our advice. It 
though desirable, however, to depart from thè advice of 

this Grand Division in one particular, viz., instead of desir­
ing that th^ different petitions should be sent in to the Grand 
Scribe for presentation to Parliament, we have advised that 
the Sub-Divisions sljould endeavor to interest the members 
of Parliament for their respective localities, and forward thé 
petitions through them, under the impression that by this 
means, a greater number of our legislators would become 
interested in obtaining the law, we all desire should forthwith 
grace the Statute Book of Canada—the Canadian Maine

That your Petitioners regard Total Abstinence from the use of intoxi­
cating liquors as the only effectual means of prevention or cure of this great 
evil ; but while rejoicing that many thousands of their fellow-countrymen 
in this Province are persuaded of the truth of these statements, and act on 
such persuasion, your petitioners regret that many, from interested motives, 
consequent on their peculiar avocalions, or from rhe blinding influence of 
vitiated appetites, are, in this mailer, still unmoved, and apparently un­
moveable by the remonstrances of moral suasion.

That your petitioners deem it the duty of a wise and patrioiic Govern­
ment, In such circumstances, to protect the commuait) from the immense 
pecuniary sacrifices, the mental and physical maladies, the outrages on 
life and property, and the moral contamination, consequent on the use of 
alcoholic beverages.

Your Petitioners, therefore, pray your Excellency to pass a Legislative 
enactment, prohibiting the manufacture and sale of intoxicating liquots, 
except for medicinal or mechanical purposes.

Your Committee are glad to learn that the Grand Scribe has carried out 

the suggestion of the last meeting of this Grand Division, and rejoice in 
the evidence afforded, by the organization of a new Division, of the ad­
vancement of our beloved Order.

Your Committee have also had under consideration the following resolu­
tion, dated September the 22nd, from Gough Division, in answer to the 
communication from the Grand Scribe of this Grand Division, enclosing 
copy of so much of the Minutes of last meeting of the Grand Division as re-

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ferred to the matter of appeal of Bro. P. W. P. White, against the decision 
of said Division :—

They regret the inability of the Chief Officer of this section of the Pro­
vince to visit Subordinate Divisions under his jurisdiction.

In reference to the neglect of D. G. W. P.’s to re­
port to the G. W. P., they would recommend that such instruction be given 
to such officers as will ensure at least a quarterly report of the progress of 
Divisions in those localities over which, in their official capacity, they

In looking over the progress of the Order in Lower Canada, where so 
many obstacles stand in the way of its progress, they believe that we have 
great cause for thankfulness and renewed exertions for the further spread 
of our glorious principles. They trust that the future will justify the hope 
at present held out, and that before another year shall have rolled round,
