Montreal, June 29—The Allan Liner Corsican, which left here on Saturday, 
June 19, arrived in England yesterday afternoon. She carried the 36th Battalion 
under Lieut. CoL Ashton of Hamilton, .and reinforcements from the 55th, 
which was recruited about Suaacx, N. B, and Prince Edward Island and from 
the 34th from London. As usual, the men were taken directly to the sheds sad 
placed on the ship without anv publicity.

When Sergt. Robert E. Bradshaw, of 
99 Erin street, went with the 1st Con­
tingent he signed off $25 of his pay to 
his wife, who with theft- three little 
boys, the youngest only two month* 
were left behind. Mis. Bradshaw 
ceived her check for $25 each month 
until February. Then for a time it 
ceased. In reply to enquiries she s 
told she had overdrawn her account by 
$110, when as a matter of fart sue hud 
received only $125 altogether. After 
further correspondence she was told she 
could have $15 a month, and she has re­
ceived $45 for the months of April, May 
and June.

This is the story Mrs. Bradshaw, who 
Is a very bright and intelligent young 
woman, told the Times this morning. 
She also showed a letter just received 
from her husband in France, in which 
he wrote that he was drawing only $4 
a month of his pay, and spending it in 
grub, chiefly for bread, which was 
quite a luxury as a change from the hard 
biscuits.

Now if Sergt. Bradshaw is drawing 
$6, and his wife is getting $15 a month, 
where is the balance of his $45 a month? 
This is the question Mrs. Bradshaw 
asks, and wants an answer, for her own 
sake and the sake of her three bright lit­
tle boys.

She says further that she knows of ai 
least two cases where money has been 
paid to the families of men who en­
listed but did not remain in the ranks, 
and who therefore have absolutely no 
claim upon any fund.

In view of the pledges given to re­
cruits, a complaint of the kind sub­
mitted by Mrs. Bradshaw should hr 
promptly investigated.

A few 
days later we went back to our old cor­
ner and caught a supply ship, napping. 
Again a few days afterward we tor­
pedoed a German transport, and another 
transport soon afterwards.

“When we broke surface that evening 
we found a mine hanging over our bows. 
We chucked it off as quickly as possible. 
Then our escort came up, gave us three 
cheers and off we went.”

of three or four miles between Neuville 
and the Heights of Lorette is called by 
the Germans.

“It deserves the name.
“In no other place in this war has 

there been such a merciless, desperate 
combat or has so much blood flowed 
to the square yard as in this spot

“The first week of June .1 was with 
Marshal Von Mackensen’s army at the 
fall of PrSmysl on the extreme eastern 
front where the Germans and Aus­
trians are engaging in the greatest of­
fensive movement of the war. Today, 
900 miles to the west I am with the 
armies of Prince Rupprecht and General 
I.uehow, engaged in the greatest de­
fensive struggle of the war, holding back 
the French and English while matters 
are being settled with the Russians.

“Directly in front we looked down 
upon Souchcz. Over the ridge of Carency 
and to the right were the now famous 
Lorette Heights.

“To the left on the slope, are the 
skeleton-like ruins of the Chapel of 
Notre Dame, and still closer to me what’s 
left of the walls of Souciiez and the 
sugar factory mentioned so often in the 
official reports. On the ground between 
the Lorette Heights to Neuville and the 
Labyrinth are perhaps 10,000 unburied 
or partly burled dead.

“The German line has been forced 
from the rest and down the barren slope 
by sheer pressure of irresistible masses, 
and the general speaks with unstinted 
admiration of the death-defying bravery 
of the French in the desperate charges 
that swe.pt over the heights, wave after 
wave. But the Germans have gained a 
firm footing at the bottom and are hold­
ing their line with desperation. The 
French are forced to remain entrenched 
on the heights when not charging because 
on the slope they would be exposed to 
tlie murderous fire of the German heavy 
artillery.

“Consequently, the lines here are about 
400 or 800 yards apart.

“From my lofty observation post it 
is easy for «even a civilian to grasp the 
prepondering part that ammunition plays 
and to understand why the French 
select this particular point for their at­
tempt to break through the German 
lines and why the Germans are grimly 
endeavoring to stop them at all costs. 
The next defensive line is a long way 
to the rear. If the French gain all the 
hills their artillery can sweep the plains 
ahead. Such a success would mean, 
probably the loss of Lille, and possibly 
the rolling up of the whole German line. 
Hence the titanic struggle.”

Carleton, was completed at today’s final 
review of the scandal before Sir Charles 
Davidson’s court of inquiry into war 
purchases.

Recalled at this afternoon’s sitting, 
Mr. Garland said that he had not dis­
cussed the orders with H. W. Brown, 
director of contracts for the militia de­
partment, because he had had previous 
disagreements with Brown, and did not 
think that Brown “always told the 
truth.” He said he had no understand­
ing with Powell in regard to sharing the 
profits and had paid him nothing.

“TJie transaction,” said Mr. Garland, 
“was not closed up when the inquiry 
started.”

Powell, who was also recalled, said 
that he had not been induced by any­
one to give evidence at variance with 
the facts, with a view to shielding his 
employer.

It now remains either for Mr. Gar­
land to resign, or for the prime min­
ister to take drastic action sJith 
supporter in parliament. The resignation 
is expected.
Binoculars’ Inquiry.

The rest of the day was spent in a 
re-inquiry into the sale uf 166 binocu­
lars to the government by T. M. Birk­
ett, of Ottawa, a son of the ex-Con- 
servative M. P. for the capital, and head 
of the Keystone Supply Company, 
formed on the advent of the Borden 
government to power in October 1911. 
The company’s business since has been 
confined almost solely to selling supplies 
to the government.

The binocular transactions was fairly 
well covered by the public accounts 
committee last session, and no new evi­
dence of any great importance was 
brought out today.

Devils !” which appears to have been the 
agreed battle cry- On their arrival at 
the first trench a number of Germans 
were found chained by the Waist and 
padlocked to the machine guns. “A 
majority of the Germans had already 
gone,” said an Edmonton man today 
who took part in the engagement, “but 
some remained pumping lead into us as 
long as they could, When we reached 
them they threw up their hands crying, 
“Comrades."

When England declared war in Aug­
ust last, the Winnipeg Industrial Bur­
eau, an organisation composed of repre­
sentatives of twentyi-eight business bod­
ies of Winnipeg, called a public meeting 
of citizens the day following the declar­
ation of war, and formulated a plan to 
aid in war relief work. Thus was born 
the Patriotic Fund, to which in sixty 
days following $909,898 was subscribed.
The Wininpeg Patriotic Fund has a 
double purpose; first, for the relief of 
soldiers’ dependents in Manitoba, and, 
second, for the relief of distress caused 
by unemployment due to the war.

At a recent meeting reports for the 
nine months ended May 81 of the Patri­
otic Fund were submitted. Of the total 
$909,000 pledged there has been paid in 
in cash to May 81 thè sum of $609,780.

At the present time the Patriotic 
Fund has the care of 2,179 families, re­
presenting a total of more than 10,000 
wives, mothers and children that the 
married soldiers have left behind. The 
number of families has increased at the 
rate of from 200 to 250 for every new 
battalion mobilizing. The Patriotic Fund A Physician’s Advice on Cause and Cure 
executive comprises sixty-five influen­
tial men of Winnipeg. Added to this is 
a working committee of eighty-six wo­
men, who have given up practically all 
their time to the work of investi­
gating and looking after the wants of 
the soldiers’ families and of the families 
of the unemployed since the war started.
Business Principles Followed.

In dealing with the families of the un­
employed, these lady visitors after in­
vestigating the wants of a family make 
requisition on the finance committee of 
the Patriotic Fund and are allotted a 
sum sufficient to relieve any distress ex­
isting in that particular family.

In investigating and handling the 
families of soldiers’ dependents, the work 
is carried on chiefly through the central 
office, of which Charles F. Roland, com­
missioner of the Industrial Bureau, is in 
charge. A soldier’s wife has her 
inonuily allowance mailed direct to her 
on a given date each month.

The total cost of administration in 
connection with the patriotic organization 
up to the present time has been $4586, 
which is 1.27 per cent of the money dis­
bursed. A great deal of voluntary assist­
ance has been furnished-by public spir­
ited citizens.

The executive appointed a sub-com­
mittee called the approval committee- It 
meets daily and passes upon all appli­
cations received. A subsistence scale, 
which represents an amount the ap­
proval committee judge sufficient to en­
able a family to be decefitly maintained, 
is carried out in dealing with all sol­
diers’ cases.

The physical life of the camp Is well 

provided for in baseball, athletics meet ., 
aquatic ,meets, hikes, overnight trips, etc., 
and every hoy is expected to take part in 
some one at least at the.many activities 
conducted.

Plenty of good wholesome food ami 
pure fresh water are two of the import­
ant features of a good camp and every 
effort is made to see that there is no­
thing lacking in this respect.

Every ordinary provision is made fo? 
the comfortable, sanitary, and convenlen 
housing of the campers, and each boy hi 
expected to fit himself into his surround^ 
ings and keep cheerful at all times.

Nearly all camps of any sise are in 
charge of some one man of experience 
in that line of work and he is generally 
assisted by a corps of leaders, all of 
whom are selected for their manly Chris­
tian qualities and for their ability to 
work with boys. One of these leader* 
is put in charge of each group of seven

Nearly every agency conducting an all 
round programme of activities for boys 
has discovered that their work is not 
complete without some kind of a sum­
mer camp or Outing which takes the 
boys aiway from their usual surroundings 
and gives them an opportunity to live 
under canvas, away from the piles of 
brick and stone we call cities ; in the 
open air; to breathe 'pure oxygen; to 
bathe in sun and water; to sleep upon 
a bed of boughs ; to hear the whisper of 
the trees; to sit beside the camp Are 
when the sun is set; to ply the oar and 
wield the paddle; to dive in the cool 
waters of the lake; to watch the stars 
and* to commune night and day with 
God’s great out-of-doors.

The obpect of the modern camp is to 
provide' an attractive .safe and beneficial 
place to which parents may send their 
boys during the summer vacation ; where 
they will be enabled to satisfy their na­
tural longing for out-of-door life, and 
Where the programme is such that it will 
help in the-all round development of the 
boy’s character. It aims not only to 
help boys grow physically and mentally 
bat morally, and religion is the buais of 
morality. The religious life of the cauip 
is not the- dry morbid and unnatural 
thing that boys are sometimes liable to 
imagine, but rather strong helpful and 
enjoyable. To get the right conception 
of the Christian life is essential In the 
life of the boy. i

The sociability that abounds in the 
life of the modern camp is one of its 
most attractive features. The little tent 
groups become happy families of con­
genial companions; the camp itself a 
Self-contained community where happi­
ness reigns supreme. Expression is given 
to' these feelings in the stunts performed 
around the camp-fire, the circus, the 
minstrel shows, concerts and eyen the 
politics of the camp are pervaded by this 
spirit and elections 'are among the most 
enjoyable features of camp life.

, Camp Sussex, June 29/
There is hardly one feature of a mili­

tary camp',which is without interest, and 
to one unacquainted with a camp life, its 
arrangement and direction would, prob­
ably come as a great revelation of what 
.perfect organisation can do. Here in 
Sussex camp arc more than 800 men— 
quite a good-sired town—who, like the 
patriarchs of old, have their domicile 
under canvas. This 65th Battalion coin­
prises some of the best men in the prov­
ince, and it is necessary that the very 
best accommodation be provided. To af­
ford this, the highest point of land. on 
the camp ground has been occupied, that 
which lies in an extreme easterly direc­
tion from the railroad trpqk and just 
above the amphitheatre which nature 
has formed.

Here are placed 120 bell tents, distant 
about forty feet froth each other and 
into each of these tents come seven or 
eight recruits, bringing with them all of 
this world's goods which as soldiers of. 
the king they are permitted to carry.1 
The tents have board floors and each 
man is provided with a sufficient quan­
tity of blankets to give Him comfort. At 
least there has been no complaint heard, 
although in the early part ml-May when 
the camp was first established the 
weather was damp and cold. ,

The full establishment of' the 5fljth is 
1,160 men, divided into four companies 
of 260 each, designated A. B. C. and D, 
and each company has its own rows, of 
tents at the end of which is the company 
cook house. Each cook house draws its 
own rations and here for ten or twelve 
hours every day a squad of men are 
employed cutting wood, making fires, 
roasting beef, cooking bread and pre-. 
paring for that fundamental part of a 
soldier called sometimes “the inner man."

Petto- 
grad admits the retirement of 'the Russians to the River Gnila Lips, which is 
some eighty utiles from the frontier, and fails into the Dniester at Holies, hut 
military experts do not expect heavy fighting along that river. They ex petes 
the opinion that the next serious battle probably wffl occur along the Zlote Lips 
river, which runs parallel to the Gnila Li pa further eastward, where the Russians 
would benefit by the railroad with which the Tsroopof fine connects. These 
operations and plane, according to military men, confirm tile theory that the 
Dniester forces were merely covdring for the northern artny.

The secretary of state says:

“M. Latapie* invented entirely -many 
grave assertions. You must remember 
that a phrase isolated from the context 
cannot reproduce faithfully a thought, 
or what is worse, it gives a meaning en­
tirely false.

“For instance, take the quotation re­
garding hostages in Berlin. What con­
fusion ! The pontiff is made to mix the 
Jews of Galicia, the Austrian priests of 
Cremona and the Belgian prelates, 
of which, according to M. Latapie, was 
covered in the allocution of January 22.

“With regard, to the Jews, It was in 
March that Austria-Hungary sent a pro­
test to the Holy See. The protest was 
not mentioned, as the Vatican could not 
condemn Russia on the sole affirmation 
of Austria-Hungary.

“The Pope was informed that Italy 
had taken some parish priests of the 
towns occupied as hostages, but the- 
Bishop of Cremona informed him that 
they were being treated With every re­
gard. Indeed, the pontiff furnishes them 
with funds for masses. The Pope knows 
all this perfectly. How, then, could he 
put them in a category with the Bel­
gian and French hostages, or with the 
Jews of Russia.

“With regard to Gen. Von Biasing,the 
German governor of Belgium, neither the 
holy father nor the secretaryship of state 
ever received a letter or a communica­
tion from him directly or indirectly. 
Thus the Pope could not refer to such 
a letter, and he did not. The letter was 
bora of the fervid imagination of M. 
Latapie."

Cardinal Gasparri denies that Pope 
Benedict said: “It was under the ponti­
ficate of Pius X.,” when asked by M. 
Latapie if it was necessary to' Inquire 
whether the neutrality of Belgium had 
been violated, but the secretary of state 
does not say what words the pontiff 
used.

“But much graver is the confusion of 
M. Latapie when hr speaks of the rela­
tions between the Holy See and Italy,” 
continued Cardinal Gasparri. “The fol­
lowing is the real opinion of the pon­
tiff:

London, June 29—Sir John McCall, 
Agent-General for Tasmania, read a pa­
per on “The Outlook for National 
Unity” at the Royal Colonial Institute. 
Criticizing the remark of an Australian 
of unquestionable loyalty that Australia 
was a notion, he urged that the general 
acceptance of the idea of separate na­
tions within the Empire must in the end 
lead to dreams of real separation, and 
at the moment he felt sure that no im­
portant section of the dominions had 
any such desire. Never had the idea of 
union been more strongly implanted or 
been more pregnant with possibilities for 
Imperial good than at the present time.

He suggested that there should be a 
discussion by an imperial convention of 
the essentials of Imperial union, rather 
than the shifting of particular possibili­
ties. There was, for example, the ques­
tion as to the authority of the govern­
ment of the United Kingdom 
matters as the conduct of foreign policy, 
the conclusion of treaties, and the declar­
ation of war.
