FEDERAL MINISTER
SEES HOPEFUL SIGN
IN YEAR'S RECORD

September’s Volume is Best
Trade Record in Last
Four Years,

EXPORTS INCREASE

Present Procpécts Point to a
Betterment in Import
Business Also,

(By Canadian Press.)

Ottawa, Nov. 22.—“An ex-
amination of the trade returns
for the last 12 months reveals a
very hopeful situation, says the
Hon. Thomas A. Low, Minister
of Trade and Commerce, in a
statement fssued today.

“Canadian trade figures
showed on September 30, at the
conclusion of the first six months
of the year, a much more buoy-
ant tendency than was the case

a month earlier.. A sharp de-|

cline, that was the cause of much
cotitnds Whon the At fig-

Best in Four Years.

“In export trade, September last was
the best the dominion has had in four
years; and shipments during this period
of 80 days of Canadian prodqch to
other countries exceeded the shipments
during Scptember of last year by near-
ly $18,000,000.

This is a hopeful indication, as Sep-
tember {s nearly always a low month
In export trade and commonly shows
a decline from August, but this year
it showed an increase over August of
$7,000,000. This showing was partly
due to the effort made to get shipping
channels cleared of old grain; and the

success achleved in this respect pres-
ages an easy flow of the new crop to
the export markets this autumn.

“The foreign exports in September,”
continues the statement, “also exceeded
those of the corresponding month in
the three preceding years.

Ground for Optimism.

“An examination of the figures for
the half year also discovers ground for
optimism,” adds Mr. Low. “The do-
minion’s exceeded last year’s
record showing for the six months
ended in September by $28,000,000.
With the esbove gain in the first half
of the year, with a strong -tendency
upward still in evidence, a further gain
during the' second six months may be
reasonably expected.

“The depression of the import trade
during the early part of the year has
resulted in the accumulation of a heavy
handicap on this year’s figures up to
date, as compared with last year's
statistics, but with an upward move-
ment now underway and an export
trade that guarantees our buying power
for some time to come, much’ of this
" handicap should be made up before the
close of the fiscal year at the end of
next March.

Trade Balance Improves,

“For sometime past, Canada has had
a substantial trade balance in ther
favor, the value of exports constantly
exceeding the value of goods imported
from other countries. This balance
for the month of September alone was
$18,5600,0003 for this half year it was
more than $91,000,000 and for the 12
months ended In September, it was
about $260,000,000. This is a gain of
more than five billions, for the month,
18 millions for the six months and
21 millions for the 12 months, as com-
pared with corresponding caiculatlons
made at the end of August.”

Dominions May be Summon-
ed to New Imperial
Conference.

PROTOCOL DEAD
Question of Russian Attitude
Towards England Also
in Doubt,

(British United Press.)
-London, Nov. 22—An Imperial con-
ference may have to be summoned to
determine the attitude of the Domin-
ions on the Geneva protocol and the
approval of an alternative scheme that
will give some sort of security ,to
France which is the course which

The Dominions have already been
asked to express their opinions regard-
ing the protocal, especially in the mat-
ter of the Japanese amendments, and
the placing of the British navy at the
disposal of the league in times of threat
or of actual hostilities. The protocol
itself, however, is really a dead letter
and what the British are now eager to
find out is how far the Dominions will
subscribe to some altérnative scheme to
glve France security.

If there is no unanimity of opinion
among the' Dominions as to what ac-
tion ehould be taken, an Imperial con-
ference will be called, at which the
whole question can be threéshed out.

The notes to Soviet Russia forward- |
ed by Austin Chamberlain , are gen-
erally approved here, but it is pointed
out In some quarters that the Govern-
ment must now take steps to establish
new relations with Russia.

Moscow may reply that it has no in-
tentiop of continuing the campaign of
propadganda and renew the assurances
aiready given on thos score or she may
decide to break off relations with Bri-

tain altogether.

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Time Is Ripe.

These questions have been in dispute
ever since Egypt was granted her inde-
pendence three years ago, and were to
be settled by friendly discussion. Un-
fortunately the necessary atmosphere
that is an essential precedent to friend-®
ly discussion has never been obtained
with the result that the British have
now the opportunity of taking such ac-
tion as they deem necessary to compel
settlement,

It is not the intention of the British
Government to take away from Egypt
a single shred of their independence al-
though this is the course which the
Daily Mall advocates.

of the Sudan and Sirdar of the
Egyptian Army. :

The opinion is widely expressed
that, notwithstanding the Egyptian
officials compliance with.the custom-
ary formalities and their expressions
of regret the murder was actually
a political crime originating In a de-
sire to oust the British from the Su-
dan.

The Daily Mail editorially demands
that Great Britain revoke its grant
of independence to Egypt, which it
maintains has shown a lack of poli-
tical capacity. The other comment-
ators are less drastic but contend
that Egypt must be roundly told that
Great Britain will stand for no more
outrages and that the Cairo Govern-
ment must punish the criminals and
pay an indemnity, at the same time
these writers hope that the ILondon
government will not act hot-headedly
or in a panle.

MAINE T0 BOOST
TOURIST TRAFFI

Governor-elect Proposes to

New Brunswick peoplé who have the
interest of the tourist trade at heart
will read with interest a plan pro-

Brewster to increase the traffic for his
state. This plan whs placed before a
conference recently and elicited much
favorable comment. It shows that the
neighboring state realizes the value of
boosting this traffic.

Gov.-Eelect Brewster suggests three
specific things. They are as follows:
1—Auri appropriation of $25,000 by the
state, 2—Raising of money by townsj
and cities, 8~Raising of money by the
Maine Publicity Bureau.

The money appropriated by the
state to the extent of $25,000 if it le
so appropriated is to be used wholly
by the State of Maine itself for the
publication of booklets, pamphlets, col-
lections of ddta, historical and scenic
booklets; all material of valie as set-
ting forth attractions and the resources
of Maine. There is no such material
now at hand. All that exists in Maine
of this sort, that can be sent abroad in
any way to actual inquirers has to he
sought for elsewhere—from the Maine
Central, the Bangor and Aroostook and
other railroad and resort systems and

these are limited. This would be wholly ‘
within thecontrol of the State of Maine

towns. The amount suggested in gross
is $100,000. The law permits towns to
appropriate money for the pyrposes of
advertising, up to 1 mill tax. This
would have to be included in town-
warrants in the March meetings and
in city government budgets. If onc
seventh of the towns put a sum, equal
to a mill on the valuation it would
raise $100,000 if all towns would come
across it would be only 1-7 of a mill.

GHOST FORCES MAN

\TOCONFESS MURDER

Prisoner Could Not Rid
Himself of Spectre Un-
til He Told.,

Oxim}.a, Nov. 22—Clyde Finan, 22,
of Topeka, Kan., has a conscience and
that conscience has just forced him to
come back to Omaha and confess to a
murder he committed three years ago,
although he was not even suspected of
being implicated in the crime. A few
days ago Finan was sentenced to 15
vears in the State prison, upon his plea
of guilty, and is now down at the
State penitentiary making brooms in
the prison broom factory. ;

Curiously, it took Finan something
more than a year to get the Omaha
police to investigate his story of the
murder. In that time he wrote about
25 letters to the officers, telling them

he was ready to plead guilty before
the court.

Sat on Bed Nightly.

_The p’olice thought he was some
crank seeking notoriety or something
of that kind and refused to even con-
sider_his charge against himself.

“Why did I confess?” says Finan.
“Because that dead man used to come
and sit on my bed every night as soon
as the lights were out. He never said
a word to me, but he just sat there
and looked at me, I'd have confessed
if the judge had given me 150 years
instead of 15. He hasn’t been back a
single night since T pleaded guilty.”

Finan, with two young friends, Ray
Asher and E. E. Clark, all of Topeka,
heard through underground sources
that W. E. Smith of Omaha had a
little money and that he was fond of
“booze” and women.

Slugged With Iron Bar.

That was in the spring of 1921. .The
three young fellows came to Omaha,

‘(found Smith, told him they were stag-

ing a “party” down on the railroad
tracks where there would be both
women and booze, and when they got
'him down in the yards they slugged
him with an iron bar and covered his
head with dirt so that he could not
breathe. They robbed him of $44 and
his watch. Then they all skipped out.

Finan says he caught a freight train
out that night and was at Valley Junc-
tion, nedr Des Moines, Ia., the follow-
ing morning.

Convention Hints at “Direct
Action” if Present Activ-
ity Not Continued:

(By Canadian Press.)

Sydney, Nov. 21—The wage policy to
be followed by, the executive officers of
District 26, United Mine Workers of
America, in pursuing negotiations with
the operaters in d¢onnection with the
drawing up of a new contract, was
formally decided on at yesterday’s ses-
sion of the miners’ convention when the
report of the committee under this
head came up for discussion. With
the “exceptior of the recommendation
that a 10 per cent. general increase be
demanded, teh clauses' in the commit-
tee’s report covering the wage ques-
tion were adopted as read.

Miners’ Demands.

The miners’ demands are:

A ‘25 per cent. increase for datal
men, and a 10 per cent. increase for
contract workers. 8 \

A ten per cent. additional increase
for all miners working on night shift
or two-shifted places and a 15 per cent.
increase for all three-shifted places.

The opinion expressed by the dele-
gates during the discussion on this
clause, was that the company should
do away with the double and triple
shift and the only way for the miners
to bring this about, was to force up
the operating costs by demanding high
wages for the men employed in these
places. . i g

The convention adopted a resolution
to the effect that the executive bdard@
use its influence with the corporation
and the Department of Mines to have
all. mines, now working, continue in
operation. Failing this, the resolution
states “direct action” will be taken by
the district.

SAYS FAIR TRIAL
WAS REFUED HIM

Phaff Says He Will Start
Action Against Mul-
house Owners.

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

New York, Nov. 21—Max Phaff, New
York lawyer, who recently spent some
time in jail at Brest, France, and some
days in court on trial on charges of
rum piracy, returned home on the
steamship President Harding today. He
announced he would file an action for
damages against the French owners of
the pirated liquor which was aboard
the French steamer Mulhouse. It was
they, he said, who had caused his de-
tention and trial.

Phaff, now at liberty on 5,000 francs
bail pending further action, asserted
that his trial had been irregular, that,
newspaper men had been barred from
what he termed the “star chamber ses-
sions,” and that garbled reports of the
proceedings had been given out by
French officials. Finally, he said, he
was releaséd on small bail and handed
a passport in an obvious effort to put
an end to the,proceedings.

Phaff said it was his belief that the
Paris firm of Maur Francaise, owners
of the pirated liquor, had caused his
arrest in the hope that those really re-
sponble for the crimeé would come for-
ward to exonerate him and thus in-
criminate themselves.

So Chinese and Others, Too, Seek Haven In

Shanghai’s International Quarter

Military Police, Searching the Incoming
*  Shan

Shanghai, China, Nov. 22.—Wars are
all alike.

They’re mighty tough on the soldiery
—and on the noncombatants, too.

Witness conditions among the re-
fugees here.

Men, women and children of all
nationalities are flocking here on foot,
in autos, rickshaws and with wheel-
barrows, from their war-meénaced
homes to find safety in Shanghai’s for-
eign settlement, under the guns of for-
eign warships.

Thousands of destitutes are being fed
and housed by an inter-church com-
mittee, the Chinese Red Cross, Y. M.
C. A, Y. W. C. A, and other organi-
zations. Temples, warehouses, guild
buildings and temporary shelters of
matting are used.for homes.

Americans and Europeans gladly are
paying $50 a week in advance for one
small bare room in private homes or
warehouses. Hotels are overcrowded
and are charging exorbitant rates. Pri-

Refugees at a Rafecad Station in
ghai.

vate homes are jammed with relatives
and friends who fled here for safety.

Some people, unable to obtain shel-
ter, have built themselves sheds of mat-
ting. The cost of these is enormous—
and they may last but one winter. Some
of the larger refugee sheds house 1500
people.

Doctors and nurses volunteer their
services. Educational organizations are
carrying on kindergarten and play-
ground work. Rice end a vegetable are
served three times a day, with fish or
meat at one meal. Clothing is also
given refugees by philanthropic organi-
zations.

An added burden is the horde of
deserters from the fighting armies.
These men are allowed to enter the
refugee quarters only after they have
surrendered their gins and uniforms.

No matter who wins, the refugee
loses—and missionary, social and char-
jtable institutions are kept humping to
feed the multitude.

BOTHMA, CAPTURED
IN BOER WAR, STILL
1S IN CAPTIVITY

In Paradise for 23 Years, He
Refuses to Leave
Bermuda.

Hamilton, Bermuda, Nov. 22—
(United News).—John Bothma has
been a prisoner in paradise for 23
years or ever since his tatterdemalion
troupe was rounded up by the British
army in the Boer war.

He likes it fine. He cotlild go home
tomorrow if he would, but John is
still an enemy of the British and will
not take the oath of allegiance to King
George. Therefore, he stays on and on
in Bermuda, a prisoner of principle,
captured in a war that is almost for-
gotten.

Demanded ;t Price,

John took the field along with the
other Boer farmers in the Transvaal
in 1899 and fought for two years be-
fore he was picked up. After a time,
he found himself in a prison compound
on the island of Bermuda, a member
of a colony of 4,500 captives. When the
war ended Great Britain, victorious,
offered the entire colony free trans-
portation back to Africa, provided that
they took the oath of allegiance to the
crown.

John Bothma and William Laubscher
were leaders of the prison community.
They refused to let bygones be by-
gones, except for a price. They wanted
a pound sterling for every day they
had spent in the prison camp, first-
class passage home and recompense for
their lands and cattle which had been
confiscated in the war.

[AKE PART IN INTERNATIONAL MEET

Joe Page Tells New Brunswick Skating Association Mem-
bers That Thunburg is Available— Important Matters

Dealt With— St., John Association Meeting Monday.

Important matters were dealt with
at a meeting of members of the New
Brunswick Amateur Skating Associa-
tion and St. John Skating Association
held in the New Brunswick Publishing
Co. building yesterday afternoon,
Frank White presiding.

A lengthy report was received from
“Joe” Page, who was a delegate from
the N. B. A. S. A, to the ahnual
meeting of the International Skating
Union of America, held in New York
last Sunday. He said that it was re-
solved that all meets sanctioned by
that body in the future must pay five
per cent. of the net gate receipts to
the I S, UL

The Saranac Lake Association put
in an application for the International
championships as well as St. John, bat
Mr. Goldsmith, the delegate from Sara-
nac, stated that if his association
would be granted .a sanction for the
Diamond Meet this season he would
be glad to withdraw his application
for .the International in favor of St.
John. Mr. Page pointed out to the
other delegates that if the International
was granted to St. John, the skating
associations would receive many thou-
sand dollars worth of free advertising,
as six of the greatest newspaper writ-
ers from the United States, as well as
others from Canadian points, would
be present, while if the International
was held at some place in the United
States it would not be necessary for
these writers to be present.

The matter was thoroughly discuss-
ed by all present and by a unanimons
vote, the sanction was awarded to St.
John for dates between January 20 and
February 8. The Diamond Meet was
awarded to Saranac Lake and all pre-
sent at the¢I. S. U. meeting were sal-
isfied. !

Regarding the winner of the Dia-
mond Meet being termed the amateur
speed staking ace of North America,
Mr. Page stated that he took that mat-
ter up at the meeting and was inform-
ed that such would not be the case
this coming season, as only United
States skaters would be competitors,
the winner would be logked on as the
ace of tha United States\but that the
International champion would be
known as the champion'of the North
American continent. The International

will be as at all times the premicr.

amateur skating event to be held in
North America. Mr. Page reported
that he was in conversation with Wil-
liam Taylor, of Newburg, N. Y., re-
garding the bringing to America of the
Olympic world champion skater Thun-
burg from Finland. Mr. Taylor said
that he was in touch with the Finish
Consul who stated that the sum of $1,-
500 would have to be placed in his
hands to cover the champion’s ex-
penses, this amount covering all ex-
penses from the time the champion left
Finland until his return including
steamship, railway fares and all other
expenses and the champion would he
in America for two months. Newburg
was willing to pay $500 of this am-
ount for the champion’s appearance
there in December and if St. John
would put up the other two-thirds of
the amount, viz. $1,000, St. John would
have charge -of Thunburg’s activities
while in America and any other place
that the champion skated and a cer-
tain amount was charged for his ap-
pearance, these amounts would go to
St. John and Newburg proportionately
and he believed they would get back
the guarantee money they placed in the
hands of the Finish Consul. Mr. Page
explained that while Trunburg could
not compete in the United States Na-
tional or Canadian National cham-
pionships, he could compete in the In-
ternational championships to be held

in St. John as well as in open meets.
