Dublin, April 80.—Crown forces last 

night surrounded a building in Blackhai! 
Place and captured forty members of 
the Dublin battalion'of the Irish. Repub­
lican army.

Bombs were thrown at a detachment 
of auxiliary troops in Brunswick street 
today. Fragments of the bombs wound­
ed two civilians. Later auxiliaries twin- 
occupied and searched the offlcës of the 
Freeman’s Journal several blocks distant 
from the scene of the Brunswick street 
affray.

The first raid on the offices took plaç­
ât nine o’clock last evening. The entire 
staff of toe newspaper were ordered to 
throw up their hands and were sent into 
the street and backed against the wall 
and interrogated. The auxiliaries 
charged that shots had been fired from 
the upper windows of the newspaper 
building. The members of the staff vig­
orously denied this.

During the excitement several doors 
were smashed. The editor’s room was 
forced by the raiders, who, brandishing 
(revolvers, went through every depart - » 
ment terrorizing the employes by shouts 
and the dsplay of weapons.

The managing editor, who was not 
present when the raid was made, tele­
phoned Dublin Castle, but was unable to 
get any satisfaction. A quarter of an 
hour later a party of military and black 
and tans, commanded by an army major, 
entered and searched the entire building, 
remaining for more than an hour.

During the second raid a cadet struck 
Sub-Editor Freeman in the fffft, knock­
ing out a tooth and closing his left eye. 
The major in command of the party put 
the cadet under arrest.

Dublin, April 30—A train carrying 
military and civilians was ambushed last 
night near Kilmacthomas, county Wat­
erford, it waa announced at headquarters 
today. The troops left the train and 
with machine gun and hand, grenade fire. - 
dispersed the ambushing party.

Three member* of toe attacking force 
and two soldiers were wounded.

Fredericton, N. S., April 30—Charles 
Ralston of St John, charged by his wife 
with committing bigamy in England, ap­
peared this morning before Police Mag­
istrate Limerick and was admitted to 
bail in $1,000,/hjs own recognizance for 
$500 and that of Robert Ralston and 
Peter J. Hughes for $250 each. Mr. 
Hughes appeared as his counsel.

It is probable that the charge will be 
amended, as unless it can be proven that 
toe accused left Canada ' with the inten­
tion of committing bigamy, he cannot 
be charged in Canada with that crime. 
If he were in England the charge might 
be brought. Present indications are that 
desertion of wife and child will be toe 
charge laid against him. The case was 
set for hearing on May 9. The accused 
will defend it. He has been working in 
St. John as an optician, after having 
taken a D. S. C. R. course at Toronto.

Sir Robert Home Most Suc­

cessful of New Cabinet
Men

Return of Winston Churchill 
From Egypt —. Return to 
Days of Dick Turpin— 
Close of Harry Lauder’s 
London Season.

Admiral Cowan for the Hood.
Rear-Admiral Sir Walter Cowan, who 

takes over the command of the Atlantic 
fleet battle-cruiser squadron, will hoist 
his flag In the unique Hood, and will 
thus he In command of the most power­
ful warship afloat for possibly the whole 
two years of his appointment. He Is one 
of the younger flag ofltcera, a fitting suc­
cessor to Sir Roger Keyes, and graduated 
In a school of the light cruisers during 
the war. He was first heard of by the 
public as commander of the mixed naval 
forces In the Baltic In 1919, when he 
had a most difficult task. Owing to 
political causes which are still obscure, 
his position was exceedingly onerous, for 
he had to maintain a blockade of Rus­
sia, with which we were not technically 
at war. Various attempts were made by 
politicians hostile to the government to 
misrepresent his actions, but they all 
failed, chiefly on account of the great 
discretion and forebearance of Sir Walter 
Cowan. It was under his command that 
the daring coastal motor-boat raid on 
Kronstadt was carried out, In which cer­
tain Bolshevik warships were torpedoed 
at their moorings, and Lieutenant Agar 
won the V. C.
Pathetic Mementoes.

There has just p^sed Into the posses­
sion of Queen Alexandra some pathetic 
memorials of the unspeakable tragedy 
that obliterated the Imperial Russian 
dynasty. The ex-Empress Marie, the 
queen mother’s aged sister, intends soon 
to settle at Sandringham, to spend the 
remainder of her checkered life In com­
pany with her beloved sister. She has 
sent on in advance many of her treasured 
possessions, and among them Is a lock 
of hair cut from the head of the little 
Cearwitch by a soldier who assisted in 
the incinerating of the bodies. This piti­
ful relic passed through various hands, 
and eventually was brought by a Rus­
sian loyalist to the grandtnother of the 
murdered boy, when she was at Reval. 
In addition some portions of clothing, a 
'brooch, and one or two small articles 
of wearing apparel were retrieved, and 
this precious collection is now at Sand­
ringham in the keeping of Queen Alex­
andra, carefully preserved until the day 
when the ex-empress arrives In England.

WOMEN TELLERS AS LURE. I

Bmk President Says It Pays to Employ 
Women at Such Posts.

Philadelphia, April 80. — It pays to 
have women in tellers’ cages in savings 
banks because men will leave a short line 
in front of a male teller’s window to 
stand in a long line to wait to be served 
by a young woman teller, Raymond R. 
'Frazier, president of the Washington 
Mutual Savings Bank of Seattle, said in 
an address before the Second National 
Conference of Mutual Savings Bank.

“The day of low wages for bank em­
ployes is gone,” said Mr. Frazier. “The 
paying teller must now get as much and 
a little more than a motorman.”

Victor A. Lersner of Brooklyn told 
the delegates that less prompitude and 
efficiency and more courtesy would pay 
the banks of the present day, “which 
are woefully lacking in this quality. 
This, he said, was why women “hate 
banks and banking.” He suggested a 
“primer” in the back of every bank 
book, telling the “whays, wherefores, and 
hows” of banking, so that' the customer 
could understand.

Cardinal Dougherty, who ripened the 
conference with prayer, said:

“Savings brings self-denlsl, Industry 
and honesty. It trains men to fore­
thought, promotes good order and’ 
teaches, self-respect. The saving man is 
diligent in his work, conservative In 
thought, and anxious for governmental 
stability."

other health problems because they were 
thought disgraceful, but It had been truly 
said that there were disgraceful acts but 
no disgraceful diseases. He said that in 
1916 a British Itoyal commission had 
shown ten per cent, of the population of 
the United Kingdom to be suffering from 
syphilis, and similar conditions existed in 
Canada. Blindness, insanity, locomotor 
ataxia, sterility, disability and chronic 
illness could in a large percentage of 
cases be traced to this cause. The dis­
ease was seriously prevalent and 
found in world wide distribution in both 
urban and rural populations. By the 
adoption of new principles it tv as possi­
ble to control venereal disease as General 
Gorges had controlled yellow fever and 
malaria In the Panama canal district.

A Terrible Solution.

The suggestion of a red light district 
as a solution was terrible- Education 
was needed. The Dominion government 
had made a grant of $400,000 towards 
control of venereal disease. Clinics for 
the treatment of the Infected were es­
tablished or about to be in all provinces 
but Prince Edward Island, but voluntary 
organizations such as the provincial so­
ciety for the combatting of venereal dis­
eases which was formed in Moncton with 
W, B. Snowball as president could give 
the citizens the oppoiÿunity to work In 
this cause. The provincial committee 
could organize municipal committees 
which should make a survey of the local 
problem, arrange a general educational 
propaganda, the showing of a motion 
picture, holding of an exhibition, enlist­
ing newspaper support and arranging 
for lectures in factories. Supervised 
dance halls and the education of parents 
In special classes in order that they 
might instruct their .children were advo­
cated by Dr. Bates in connection with 
the work for the control of venereal dis­
ease.
The Danger Signal,

Dr. Porter was the last speaker. N He 
said he stood In the position of the man 
who saved the train from wreck by wav­
ing his red socks. The terrors of the 
black plague of 1066 in London had been 
subject for lurid description and while 
100,000 had died of the black plague, 60,- 
000 in the British Isles had died each 
year of the white plague of tuberculosis. 
For Canada federal control and provin­
cial control while both were necessary 
both had need of voluntary assistance.

Cooking temperatures were automatic­
ally regulated by a float device, he said, 
while a simple clock work mechqpism 
kept the reflectors pointed to the sun.

__Mehta ment Chicago, April 29—A general roundup 

of men indicted in connection with the 
1919 world’s series baseball scandal has 
been started by state officials, and fed­
eral aid will be sought in apprehending 
several persons who have not yet given 
bond, it was announced at the state 
attorney’s office, following reports that 
some of the alleged conspirators had fled1 
to foreign countries.

George E. Gorman, assistant state's 
attorney, said tonight that he had infor­
mation that Abe Attell, former world’s 
champion featherweight fighter, and Jo­
seph U. (Sport) Sullivan, known in the 
east as a gambler, had fled to Canada. 
Others in the case were reported to state 
officials, Mr. Gorman said, to have made 
plans to go to Mexico or to be there 
now.

Mr. Gorman declared that since there 
were no treaties with Canadjp_#mder 
which a man could be extradited for a 
misdemeanor, federal officials would be 
asked to request the Canadian govern­
ment to deport Attell and Sullivan as un­
desirables if they are found in that coun­
try.
