“In Dublin the proposals are regarded |
more hopefully and the leaders are most!
sptimistic. The idea of turning Ireland
from the gulf to bridge the gap between
Britain and the United States is re-|
garded as a really practical solution.”

London, March 4—Members of the
supreme Allied councii are determined
to adhcre to that organization’s refusal
to allow a restoration of the Hapsburgs
in either Austria or Hungary, it is said
in conference circles in answer to in-
quiries regarding Roumanian fears that
the appointment of Admiral Horty as
Hungarian regent means the return of
the former rulers of that country.

Recognition of the Soviet government

While nothing has as yet been decided
as to the size of the army that Turkey
will be allowed to maintain, the council
is believed to oppose any plan to main-
tain a force larger than 25,000 and may
insist that the Turkish army be consid-
erably less than that. Some members of
the council are said to favor refusing
Turkey_a standing army in any form,
except a gendarmerie under officers ap-
pointed by the Allies.

ITALY ON OLD
WORLD AFFAIRS

Nitti Gives Interview of In-
terest to Manchester
Guardian

Europe .in Danger of Losing
Position Held Before War
-—:Tension Must Be Relax-
ed — No More Meddling
With Another Country’s
Internal Affairs.

London, March 4—FEurope is in danger
of permanently losing the position she
held in the world before the outbreak
pf the war, says Premier Nitti, of Italy.
in an interview printed by the Man-
chester Guardian today. He says that
Europe is no longer a creditor, but is on
the debit side of the ledger.

Public order in Italy is good, says
the premier. -and if that country could
get l}er minimum requireménts in coal,
foodstuffs and raw materials, she would
be able to reconstitute hersclf economi-
cally.

“No attention must be paid to rumors
about Bolshevism,” he continues. “Hard
work and moderation are the slogans
of Italy at the present moment.”

Only brief allusion to the Adriatic
problem is made in the interview. “We
shall find a way out,” says the prem.cr,
“and we and the Jugo-Slavs will bc
friends.” :

“What, after all, is Italy demanding
She wants strips of
territory, the population of which is less
than the Italian casualties in the war.
Do not confuse issues by talking of secret
treaties, The pact of London was con-
cealed only because of the necessities
of the war, and at any rate, those who
might complain are, after all, the Ital-

| ian people.

“There are possibilities of revolution.”
says Signor Nitti, in discussing the gen-
eral situation, *“and these possibilities
threaten us all. The tension must be
relaxed. How can the vanquished pay
indemnity unless their productivity is
restored by allocation of raw materials.
It is a great thing we are not going
to suffocate the Turk, but will help him
to.his feet like any. other suined:

Premier Nittl expresses strong con-
viction in favor of restoring normal re-
lations with Russia, adding: “There
should be no more meddling with the
internal affairs of one country by
another.”

der peace conditions. Women were
found eminently useful in many
branches, military and civil, during the
war, but evidently not essential save in |
this one department. {

If people in England were skeptical |
about a girl’s capacity for work and her '
powqr_to adapt herself to new and hard
conditions, they were doubly so when |
they saw her in the garb of a police!
officer.. The ‘bluecoated figure was as-|
sociated in their minds with physical
force and thé® duties devolving on the
members of such a body seemed singu-

larly foreign to both: the taste and the
nature of a womau.

Showed Great Courage.

Yet the truth is that no body of
women workers has had a finer record of
service. Policewomen - were employed
in lerge numbers in the principal muni-
tion areas in Great Britain and per-
formed their duty under great stress
and hardship. many places they
were the sole custodians in charge of
tens of thougands of workers, and, dur-
ing German air raids, these women
showed “ extraordinary self-control and
pluck. On the sound of the alarm it
was their duoty to assemble employes
and dismiss ithem to scattered posts,
leaving each building empty except for
the firemen and the women police- To
stand firm in the darkness of night,
hearing the whirr of the ememy’s engines
in the sky above, and knowing tnat a
chance bomb might mean‘instant death,
needed more than ordinary nerve. Yet
that was what these policewomen did
over and over again.

The permanent female police force in
England will in no way take the place
of them men. The wolen police have
no power of arrest. Their work wig
be largely rescue work, their force, in
all cases rather moral than physical.

To Get Hot Water,

The problem of obtaining hot water
in the home in the 'summer time, with-
out the labor of starting a range, or the
inconvenience of waiting for a gas'heat-
er to provide sufficient for domestic
needs, is one which still presents itself to
,many households.

This problem, however, has leen
solved, w.th what is said to be obsolute
success, by means of an electrical con-
 trivance: which may be attached at will
| to any faucet and provides hot water in-
Istantly. The current is automatically
turned on with the turning of the tap by
means of a valve operated by the torce
of the water flowing through it.

The new device is one of the many in-
_expensive electrical devices which have
| been perfected of recent years, and which
! were not so long ago regarded as iux-
uries, but which are now classed as
simple necessities to decent living. The
placing of this particular invention upon
the market is said to have met with in-
stant recognition and favor and many
householders are purchasing them for
use when the regular heating plant is not
in use during the summer months. The
current used is so little as to make prac-
tically no difference in the average
monthly electric bill, as there is no waste,
the current being shut off together with
the water, whereas by the old system a
proportionately much larger quantity of
fuel is needed to obtain the same results,
and where water is heated for some spec-
ial purpose there is usually a surplus.
With the electrical heater just the
amount of water to be used is heated
,and no more, thus eliminating waste in
any form.

! SWEDEN MAY USE PEAT.
Shortage and High Price of Coal Hinder
Swedish Industries.

Sweden faces an acute fuel problem.
For several years past its industries suf-
fered frem the high price of coal and !
any fluctuation in prices has been anx-
!jously watched by industrial interests.
The situation, it is believed, will be re-

lieved in the future by using the large
deposits of peat. Peat is readily -col-
lected and can be brought to the indus-
trial centres at comparatively little ex-
pense. The experience of other coun-
tries is being held up in Sweden at pres-
.ent as a stimulus to native production.

The only idrawback to ‘the develop-
ment of this form of fuel in the past has
been the cost of treating it after it is
dug from the ground and preparing it
for burning. Machinery is not available
. which makes possible the treatment of
peat in large quantities at a low cost.
Such machinery has been employed cn
'a large scale in South America and else-
where.

NINETYFOUR PER CENT.
EX-SERVICE GRADUATES
IN GAINFUL OCCUPATION.

! Captain C. J. Hanratty o, the De-
partment of Soldiers’ Civil Re-establish-
ment, addressing the meeting of the
Catholic Women’s League in Montreal
this week, stated that up to the present
40,753 ex-soldier students in Canada
have commenced training courses, and
11,5647 have graduated, of whom 94 per
cent. are rehabilitated in civil life and
have undertaken gainful occupations.
These figures, the speaker said, were
in themselves an answer to the questions
often raised as to the partcical value of
vocational classes for the ex-soldiers.

FEMALE WORKERS

TO BE PROTECTED|

Minimum Wage Bill Not to
Apply to Male Toilers at
~the Outset.

(Toronto Maile and Empire.)

Male workers are not to be covered
by the minimum .wage' legislation to be
brought down in the house at the com-
ing session, according to Hon. Walter
Rollo. The measure, which is being
whipped into shape under the direction
of the minister of labor, is being de
signed primarily for the protection ot
female labor, though it probably will be
made wide enough to cover boys under
age. The government in dealing with
the question of minimum wages this
session, is tackling first the problem
that most needs attention, and by, mak-
ing a‘start with female labor will lay
the 'basis upon which the legislation
may, at need, be extended to cover all
classes of labor.

The plan to be followed is one of
establishing minimum wages according
to occupation, rather than any general
minimum applicable to the whole pro-
vince. This will involve an investiga-
tion of and judgment upon conditions in

‘each industry employing female work-

ers or minors, and the best means of
effecting this, according to Hon. Mr.
Rollo, is-the creation of a provincial
board with wide powers.

Commission of Five.

“The point has not been settled,” said
the minister, “but my thought is that
there should be a commission of five,
two of whom would be women, and that
it should be representative of both em-
ployers and workers.”

Such a commission would have au-
thority, not only to establish minimum
wages, but to enforce them, since the
legislation would necessarily provide
penalties for failure by an employer to
pay the minimum wage established. A

ne of not less than $50 and not more
han $200 is suggested.

Just how the provincial board would
proceed is a matter for that body to de-
termine when it is appointed, but Hon.
~Mr. Rollo points out that the depart-
ment has already gathered a large
amount of information upon wage con-
ditions among female workers in vari-
ous industries, and that this informa-
tion would be available for the purposes
of the board. Generally speaking, the

{ board would deal first with industriesi
| or occupations in which there was the
| greatest need for the establishment of a |

minimum wage.

There will be no restriction upon the
operation of the act so far as female
workers 4re concerned. Hon. Mr. Rollo
declares that it is the intention to give
the protection of the measure to every
woman who works for a wage, whether
she be a clerk, a domestic or a factory

worker.

Russians of The Old Regime

Many Aristocrats Reduced to Poverty by War
Have Difficult Time Living — Interesting Side-
lights on Present Conditions in Polish City.

Few persons know that buttons are
made from such queer things as nuts, po-
tatoes, hoofs, horns, blood, porcelain,
skim milk, shells, glass and seaweed, as
well as various kinds of metals.

Buttons are children of civilization.
Savages uge string to fasten their clothes
together. The Greeks and Romans got
along with merely a girdle, the flowing,
sheet-like nature of their garments not
requiring anything more certain in the
nature of fastening.

Buttons were first used on clothing for

Carnarvon. As a boy he lived for five
years in Jersey, one of the Channel Isl-'
ands. When ten years of age his fam'ly
moved to northern Scotland, where they
remained for three years. Then they
moved to France, where Lawrence at-
tended a Jesuit College for several years.

The taking of a bath in the Sangamon
Raver in Illinois by J. F. Boepple in
July, 1887, was the beginning of the
pearl button industry in this country,
which has since developed t® a marvel-
lous extent, more pearl buttons now
being made than all others.

Boepple cut his foot while plunging
around in the river, and, being of curi-
ous temperament, he sought to ascertain
the cause, and to his amazement, found
the bottom of the tiver covered with
mussel shells. They were exactly what
he had been looking for since coming
to America from his home in Ottensen,
Germany, near Hamburg, where he had
been employed as a turner and button

worker.

A few years before leaving there a
fellow worker brought to the shop a
small box of shells of a kind entirely dif-

table ivory was produced from certain
fossil and vegetable gums, combined
with finely comminuted carbonate of
lime, feldspar or mica. Composition but-

‘tons are being manufactured from vari-

ous materials, among them the potato,
which, when combined with certain
acids, becomes jas hard as stone. Other
materials are casem from skim millk,
blood and from brown seaweed.

Vegetable ivory is one of the most
popular materials for the making of but-
tons. It is made from the fruit of a
South American palm called the croza
nut, and really resembles pure ivory,
though, of course, considerably softer.
They are easy to manufacture on account
of their susceptibility to dye and the
ease with which they can be turned in
a lathe. These nuts are shelled in a
rotary iron drum, arranged with sharp
three-edged irons in the interior. The
nuts are then cut in halves, out of which
the buttons are bored.

Dyeing Processes Guarded.

The dyeing is done by expert chemists
who guard their processes :carefully so
that competitors may not learn their
methods. - The buttons are dried in wire
trays and are subjected to considerable
heat. They are polished by means of
felt-lined barrels, by polishing stones and
by hand.

Starts Pearl Button Industry.

Boepple inaugurated the present great
pearl button industry by starting a fac-
tory -at Muscatine, Iowa, in 181.

It is a fact, however, that in the late
80’s pearl button factories were in oper-
ation in Cincinnati and St. Paul, but they
used imported ocean pearl shells, al-
though tneir plants were on the banks
of excellent shell-bearing streams. It is

The demand for shells for button
making has brought into existence the
mussel fishery industry. 7The men en-

worth from $800,000 to $1,000,000. In
addition to this they find from $300,000
to $400,0000 worth of pearls every year.
There are approximately 500 species
of fresh water mussels in the _United
States. The commercial species are
practically restricted to flowing waters
derived from the drainage of limestone
regions. Such waters include most of ‘lne
streams of the Mississippi basin § and
some of those of the Great Lakes/ and
Gulf drainages.

Here the mollusk finds an abundance
of lime, as well as of food, with the
depths of water, currents and other con-
ditions favorable to its reproduction and
growth.. Many species of mussels oc-
cur in the streams of the Atlantic coast,
but their shells are either chalky and
eroded or else too small and too thin
for commercial use. Fresh water mus-
sels of commercial value are not as yet
known from streams on the Pacific slope.

Each year Americans use $32,000,000
worth of buttons, including fresh water
pearl, ocean pearl, metal, vegetable ivory,
cloth, bone, composition celluloid and
other specialties, the bulk of them being
made from mussel shells.

Today’s business conditions, financial-
ly and commercial}y, are far from nor-
mal and we still face the inevitable re-
adjustment. There are uncertainties in
the steel trade, particularly with refer-
ence to future costs, taxation, wages,
freights, efficiency of transportation,
prices of raw materials, fuel, etc., all of
which are important factors. The year

Economy of Building Tests,

There are two places in Canada pre-
conducting such
tests—the University of Toronto for the
province of ' Ontario, where many tests
in brickwork and other materials have
already been carried on and McGill Uni-
versity for the province of Quebec.
There.i5- ample opportunity for develop-
ment along this line in Cdnada with its
rapid growth in population® and expan-
sion in trade and industry. As an ex-
ample of the economic value of such
tests to a community Mr. Pearse referred
to his own experiences in Toronto where
he had conducted a series of tests on
brickwork. Although the outlay pro-
vided for investigation by the city coun-
¢l was .only $500, he estimated tiat le
had saved the citizens thousands of dol-
lars in eliminating imperfect materials
and thereby causing the buildings to be
erected on-a more substantial basis.

In drafting building by-laws consider-
ation must be given to three important
matters, strength of materials, their
qualities for resisting fire, and economy
in building. In the matter of strength,
the tests would have an important bear-
ing in solving any difficulty in this con-
nection. He pred.cted that many by-
laws would have to be revised when
more accurate data was otbained on
Canadian products as a result of our own
tests.

TO MANITOBA LAND

Storm of Win

Chicago, March 4—The worst storm
of the winter today swept eastward
from the mountain and plains states,
where yesterday it reached blizzard pro-
portions. A number of towns in' Col-
orado, Nebraska and South Dakota were
reported isolated and rail and wire com-
munication in Kansas, Oklahama, Miss-
ouri, Towa, Arkansas, North Texas and
Minnesota was seriously crippled.

The disturbance will spread rapidly
castward and south today and tonight,
according to weather bureau forecasts,
carrying sharply reduced temperatures
with snow and rain.

Most of the interference with railtoad
traffic reported early today was in the
mountain states and South Dakota and
Minnesota, while telegraph and tele-
phone lines suffered badly from sleet
in the other sections hit by the storm.
In the mountains damage to railroads
from slides and boulders toppling over
on the tracks could not be estimated,
railroad men said.

In the La Plata mining district in
Colorado, where snow was reported 12
to 20 feet deep, a repitition of the serious
floods of nine years ago was feared. It
would be several days before isolated
towns in Colorado again would have
railroad communication with the outside
| world, it was said. Durango has been
cut off ten days and Silverton twelve
days.

Gradual Development of the
Scheme Advised by Dr.
W. A. Riddell

$895,583 to Start With—Cost
Would Be Divided Between
Province and Municipali-
ties.

After making an exhaustive investi-
pation extending over the last year, Dr.
W. A. Riddell, Ontario deputy minister
of labor, has completed his report «n
mothers’ allowances, as ‘ordered by the
provincial government. It is a compre-
hensive document, and reviews similar
legislation in all parts of thc world. The
estimated cost under the scheme which
he has outlined to the government, al-
lowing for approximately a three-year
development, is $895,533.

The commissioner admits that his rec-
ommendations are comparatively con-
servative. “The reason for this is that,
while like the many social workers with
whom we have consulted, and who have
pled the case of all families of children
whose fathers for any reason are failing
to support them, we also recognize the
general need; still

assurance of a really adequate adminis-
tration, and to secure this at the begin-
ning of so new an
doors should not be thrown open wide
to all classes of applicants,” the report
states.

Conditions Suggested,

The recommendations, some of which
were contained in the interim report
presented some months ago, are:

Allowances available for mothers of
cnildren should be issued under the fol-
low ing conditions: (1) conjugal status
where the mother is a widow, wife or
an inmate of a Provincial Hospital for
the Insane, or the wife of a man who
is totally disabled; (2) the mother must
be in every way a suitable guardian for
her children.

Allowances should be available only
to families of two or more children, who
shall be under fourteen years of age,
and who shall be in the immediate care
of their mothers.

Further, the allowance shall only be
paid when the father was a British sub-
Jject, or the mother a British subject be-

Secure Proper Care.

The amount of the allowance, the re-
(port recommends, shall be determined
jin each case by the commission to be
appointed, after receiving the recom-
mendat.on of its inve.tiguto:s. In eac.
case the aim shall be to provide an
amount adequate to secure for the child
propér home care, at the same time with
some reference to the actual cost of the
support of a child in a public institu-
tion. It is necessary that a maximumr
per family should be determined, based
on the cost of living budget.

Under the heading “source of funds,”

the report continues: “The cost of ad-
ministering the act, that is, of the cen-
tral org inization, saould be borne wuolly
by the provincial government allow-
unces should be payable on the recom-
mendation of the commission from an
annual legislative appropriation for that
purpose; one-half of the amount, how-
ever, to be a direct charge upon the
nmaicipatity to be named by the com-
mission, in which the beneficiary has
established residence. No municipal
corporation should be so chargeable un-
less the beneficiary has resided in tne
municipality continuously for at least
one year.”

Commission of Five.

The report recommends that the act
should be administered under the gen-
eral principle of strong central control,
with local co-operation under a provin-
cial commission composed of five mem-
bers appointed by the lieutenant-gover-
nor-in-council, two of whom should be
women; the members to serve without
remuneration, excepting that a per diem
allowance may be provided duriug regu-
lar sessions. The term of members
should be for tive years, and arrange-
ment should be made-for one to retire
cach year.

Widows Number 16,043,

The following interesting
are given:

Total number of widows with chil-
dren in Ontario, 16,048; total number
of children of widows in Ontario, 81,223.

Scores of resolutions, it is pointed out,
have been received by the government
jfrom labor, farm, municipal, women’s,
‘religious and other organizations, urging
i the desirability of providing mothers’ al-
lowances. An analysis of these resolu-
1tions shows uniformity of judgment on
1two important issues: the first that the
‘citizenship of the province is endangered
,if its children ate not assured of ade-
i quate home care; the second, that it is
the dutv of the government to provide
funds for the support of homes where
the father of the family has been re-
moved by misfortune, and as a conse-
quence, poverty threatens to breipk up
the home, or make its influence negli-
gible.

Idea is Popular

statistics

Public hearings were held in four cit-
ies to secure information on which to
base the reports, and it is significant that
of the ninety-three witnesses who testi-
fied, not one questioned the general prin-
ciple of the government allowance to de-
pendent mothers, and each took a positive
stand for immediate legislation in this
direction. “It was distinctly - evident,”
the report states, “that’ this’idea of the
state employing the mother of the future
citizen to rear her children according to
approved standards, and subsidizing the
home for this purpose where need exists
has taken hold of a very large element
in the community and is being given ex-
pression in no uncertain voice.”

“Stress was properly pla‘ced on the
necessity of divorcing the proposed as-
sistance to mothers from any taint of
charity. Perhaps the experience gained
from the administration of pensions to
soldiers‘ dependents and of the patriotic
fund will be a guide. There is no sug-
gestion of charity in the former, but,
much as those in charge of the patriotic
fund fought against it, there were cases
when, unfortunately suspicion of the
fund on that ground was arqused. and
not unnaturally resented. There was
remarkable frankness in objections taken
to the classes of persons suggested as ad-
ministrator of the fund and the objec
tion came from - unexpected sources
Judges, members of the city council,
people prominent soecially, politicians and
even churches were objected to as not be-
ing suitable.” 5

Interpret "Statistics

Statistics compiled by the: Social Serv-
ice Commission of Toronto are cited,
showing the number of .children in this
city who entered institutions for various
causes in 1918, 'These statistics cover
1,741 children, and the causes as given
in the order of their frequency are: Ill-
ness in home, illegitimacy, desertion,
death of ~mother, widowhood, delin-
quency, insanity, emergency care,
meother feeble-minded, returned from
foster homes, parents separated, death
of both parents,

1t is explained that the purpose of the
report is to interpret the statistics with-
out bias, keeping prominent the fact that
any mothers’ allowance scheme has in
! mind primarily the welfare of the child;
that it will operate only when the: child
is in need, and only when the condi-
tions are such that financial support is
the main requisite to save the child’s
| home through the agency of the mother.

' mothers’ allowance scheme purposes to
keep the child out of the institution, no
such scheme will do away entirely with
the need of institutions. If payment is
limited to widows the majority of the
children will remain where they are, un-
less other agencies are brought into play,

Reduce Delinquency

In discussing the statistics of other
countries, it is pointed out that in New
Zealand, where a mothers’ pension
scheme has been in existence for some
years, the infant mortality rate is fifty-
one in 1,000, the lowest rate on record
in the world. The Ontario rate in 1918
was ninty-nine.

Under the sub-head of delinquency,
the report continues: “And with homes
intact, and mothers at home to take care
of their children, there would be less
of juvenile waywardness and crime.
Children who carry the key while their
mothers work all day are not long in
getting beyond their mother’s control.”

It was also proved at the public hear-
ings that the attendance of fatherless
children at school is irregular, if the
mother goes out to work, and that they
often secure special permits to stop
school at an earlier age than fourteen
years in ‘the cost of ecor}omic necessity.
In Toronto in 1919, Chief Inspector of
Public Schools, R. H. Cowley, advised
that sixty-two such permits were granted
to children under fourteen years of age.
In thirty-seven of those cases the mother
was a widow, in ten cases the family hes

Investigators of the department visit-
ed the homes of 400 widows in different
parts of the province, calls being made
only where the widow had children un-
der sixteen years of age. From the list
of homes visited ,all were eliminated
which. were evidently sufficiently provid-
ed for. Of the 400 homes visited eighty
were found where there was a mother
and children without husband and
father, and in need. With this propor-

GARDEN SUBURB
AT SHERBROOKE

On Initiative of Cotton Com-|
pany—Chartered for Bene-
fit of Employes and Their,
Children.

At Sherbrooke, Que., there is to be a
new garden suburb, due to the iutiative
of the Canadian-Connecticut Cotton Mills
Co., and the sympathetic and intelligent
co-operation of the citizens. A housing
company has been' formed, for which a
charter has been received from the Que-
bec government. A contract has teen:
made with the cotton company wbereby
the company takes all responsibility and
guarantees to pay the housing company
10 per cent per annum on the invest-|
ment and to collect the rents from the
tenants. One hundred houses will be
built during the present year and an-|
other hundred during 1921 and after that
more houses to keep pace with the ex-
tension of the plant, which is expected to
double its capacity within the next few
years. At a recent meeting of the city
council Ald, Wells stated the case as fol-
lows:

The company merely want houses for
their employes, whom they wish to help
in every way. It will be a losing prop-:
osition for them, but they are willing to
do it to get the houses. As for us, we
are merely lending the provincial money
to the Housing Company, who will also
operate at a loss, and we are getting a
great new industry for the city.

The city council approved of the con-'
tract with the cotton company. A site:’
of fifty-two acres adjoining the comn-
pany’s mills has been bought at $1,000
an acre, and it is to be laid out on towa
planning lines. The project is receiving
every encouragement from the housing.‘
department of the government of Que-
bec.

Day Nurseries Are Profitable,

There is one feature of the cotton com-
pany’s scheme that would have been
considered wildly idealistic a few years
ago, but which modern experience has
shown to be very profitable, as it has
reduced the labor turnover from 400 per
cent to practically nil. The company
desire to establish, as part of the hous-
ing scheme, day nurseries for the con-
servation of child life, because they have
tried the experiment at their mills at

Danielson, Connecticut, and found it a
crowning success, both from a business
and a humanitarian standpoint. The fol-
lowing letter from R. J Caldwell, chair-
man of the company, to Dr. Nadeau, di-

rector of housing, speaks for itself:

I see that, while your plans do not
provide for day nurseries in the provin-
cial housing plan from which Sherbrooke
is to benefit, yet something may be ar-
ranged in this programme at Sherbrooke,
and I am happy to see your interest in
it; but I can assure you from our own
practical experience that nurseries are
very profitable institutions. We noticed
in our mills at Connecticut and- Massa-
chusetts that a good many children of
mothers who wanted to work in the mill
were neglected during the day, because
of the absence of the mothers, and that
the more conscientious mothers would
not leave their children, and tnose who
perhaps were in better condition finan-
cially through other workers in the fam-
ily, and could stay home with their chil-
dren, still preferred to work if the chil-
dren might be provided for.

Healthy Children the Result,

We therefore inaugurated an experi-
mental nursery in Danielson, Conn.,which
became immediately popular and re-
ceived the quick support of the clergy,
and within a week it was necessary to
make plans for its enlargement, We were
shocked to find so many children suffer-

(ing from malnutrition and general re-
g

sults of neglect or ignorance on the part
of the parents. This is a bad thing for
the community and a bad thing for the
state. It breeds a race in the coming
generation that will be defective phy-
sically. and hence mentally.
backward school children, and rhence
contributes to crime. There is nothing
in my judgment in our whole housing
campaign which has proved of more far-
reaching importance than caring for the
children, and surely the carrying out of
it is its own reward, for the trained
nurses and attendants, scientific cooking
provided, and daily visits from the doc-
tor have made happy children out of a
lot of unhappy ones, and contented par-

i ents, who, it can be stated with assur-

ance, would never be satisfied again to
see their children less healthy and vig-
orous and contented than they are as a
result of the administration of the nur-
sery. Certainly the nursery has been a
boon to all. It has won the hearts of the
mothers and contributed to contentment,
and been one of the factors in our turn-
over of labor, which, in so far as it is
housed in our own modern housing, has

I been reduced from 400 per cent/to actu-

ally less than i) per cent.

We have ample evidence that the ex:
perience of other manufacturers has been
the same as ours, and I have talked with
some of the largest concerns promoting
home building for their employes and
the story is everywhere the same.

The plans for the nursery at Daniel-
son show a splendidly equipped institu-
tion with large playrooms, dining rooms,
cradle room, bath, pantry, dish-washing
room, open terraces, cloak rooms and
other utilities and amenities, and should
captivate the imagination of all who bhe-
lieve in the possibility of better and
more human relations between capital
and labor.—Alfred Buckley in Conser-
vation of Life.

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MIDDLE CLASS UNION
IS NOW ORGANIZED

|Voice in Affairs of Nation tc
Be Sought by Organized
Bourgeoisie.

(New York Evening Post.)

More than 150 applications have been
received to date by the organizers of
the new Middle Class Union. The in-
corporation papers of the organization
werc granted last Friday. A lawyer,
two silk merchants and a machinist are
the promoters of the scheme. Brooklyn,
Bay Ridge and Manhattan are repre-
sented in the temporary directorate.

Wilmot I. Morehouse, the lawyer-
organizer of the union, is enthusiastic
over the prospects in view. I.ast night
at his home in Brooklyn he explained at
length the purposes and hopes of the
organizers.

“We hope to make the middle classes
articulate,” he said. “Already we have
had more than 150 applicants and we
haven’t even opened offices. I feel sure
that the movement will be a great suc-
cess. There is need for just such an
organization.

"“Our main objects, as outlined in the
statement on which Judge Kelby ap-
proved the incorporation, are eiastic.
We aim to organize all the people of the
middle class in New York state to pro-
tect their constitutional rights from all
aggression from whatever source. Wz
intend also to organize groups and
centres within our spneres ot influence
and eventually to make the movement a
national one.

“The capitalists are organized- The
man who works with his hands is or-
ganized, In between there is the great
mass of unorganized workers who have
mno articulate voice as a whole in the
affairs of the nation.

One of the first tasks which Mr.
Morehouse expects to tackle will be the
high cost of living. He did not consider
it likely that the middle class union
would call strikes. “What we aim to
do,” he said, “is to prevent strikes; not
to promote them.

“Membership dues are to be homi-
nal, a dollar a year. None of the offi-
cials, with the possible exception of a
secretary, are to be salaried.”

HOMES AT COST
FOR WAGE-EARNER

The . Chicago Housing Association is
working out a comprehensive plan for
kthe erection of homes at a price which
shall enable the small wage earner of
the city to become a home owner. This
is a part of the larger scheme now un-
der way for the creation of a “City
Beautiful,” by which millions of dollars
will be spent in widening streets,, mak-
ing parks, building boulevards, etc.

The association has already made a
start in house construction. In order to
secure the greatest economy in building,
raw land is purchased and subdivided.
The .first development is proceeding at
the southeast corner of State and 87th
streets, where a block of forty acres has
been. purchased. The tract has been
subdivided into 255 lots, part of which
will be sold for business purposes in or-
der to provide shopping facilities for the
residents of the district.

The entire tract is being built up at
one time so that advantage can be taken
of quantity buying and production. The
houses will be laid out with proper
regard for variation of design. All are
to be six rooms and will be built of
fire-resisting brick or hcllow tile covered
with stucco. They will be entirely mod-
ern throughout. The plans call for 100-
foot streets with a wide parkway be-
tween the curb and sidewalks. The
houses will. be set back thirty feet, but,
because of the depth of 200 feet there
will be plenty of room for gardens in
the rear.

These homes will be sold to the small
{ wage earners at cost on the basis of an
initial payment of 10 per cent, and
the balance in small monthly payments,
extending over a period of fifteen years.
The monthly payment will be consider-
ably less than rental for a house of the
same character, and will include life,
health, and fire insurance.

Each house, as it is completed, will
be mortgaged, and the mortgages col-
lectively made the basis of a six per
cent. bond issue, and the bonds, of one
! hundred dollars and upward will be
i offered to the public. Funds obtained
| from bond sales will be constantly re-

AS HIS GREY DOG

greatest dog story ever written, It will
satisfy lovers of romance, dog lovers,
and perhaps the more critical dog fan-
| ciers.
{dog like ®Owd Bob,” and there could
'be a dog like “Black Wull,” bob-tailed
sheep dogs, whose intelligence far sur-
passes that of the narrower-skulled
collie, for the simple reason that there
is meore room for brains in their massive
skulls. Dog fanciérs are all too familiar
with/the dog of fiction usually called a
“thoroughbred,” and having the speed
of a mastiff, the courage of a bull ter-
rier, and trimmed off with “soft, brown
eyes and a silky coat.” The fact that
dogs are bred for special purposes 851(‘
that when they best fulfil that special
purpose the better they are, do not ap-
pear to be facts familiar to the average
writer about dogs.

The Old Sheep-dog.

“Bob, Son of Battle,” was called “Owd
Bob” when it appeared in England in
1908, and the change of name was wise
for  American readers. Under
Bob,” the book might have -passed al-
most unnoticed in the United States, as
it did in England- There its growth to
popularity was slow. It was in the
United States tHat the book was first
' really discovered, and when news of its
great vogue on this side of the water
was sent back, English readers and Eng-
lish reviewers began to look it over
again, and discovered all the charm that
had captured the American and Cana-
dian reading public. ‘The result is that
up to date more than half a '‘million
copies have been sold, exclusive of the
cheap editions: “Bob, Son of Battle”
mav never sell as many copies as “Black
Beauty,” but as a piece of writing it is
sincomparably superior, and is likely 'to
have something of the luck of the horse
story in that it will be read eagerly by
a later generation. Itis a sort ot classic.
Nebody in this century is likely to write
a better story of Old English sheep
dogs.
A Culture Inherited.

Apart from the merits of the tale, one
must be glad of<the book’s success be-
cause of its author. Mr. Ollivant, who
was born in 1874, was the Son of a col-
onel in the Royal Horse Artillery, and
has ancestral links with poetry and
learning for several hundred years back.
One of his grandfatbers, a bishop, fig-
ured - in the Colenso controversy and
Lielped burn in convocation the famous
“FEssays and Reviews.” Another wrote
a treatise on miracles, celebrated in its
|time. This genius at first wrote a play,
which he tried to get Macready to ac-
icept, but failing, turned his attention
to the Church, and finally became St.

Strong Statements Are

But Domestic Herds Would Give Indians and
Eskimos a Livelihood—Prairies Covered With

Blue Grass.

Acting on representations made by
Vilhajalmer Stiefansson, the Arctic ex-
plorer, the Canadian government has set

up a royal commission to inquire into the

possibilities of development domestic
herds of reindeer and musk-oxen in the
Canadian North. j

The exhaustive evidence of the many
witnesses who have been heard by the
commission for the two days has unveil-
_ed a fund of invaluable information
which cannot but quicken the pulse and
stir the imagination of every man and
woman sprung from that pioneer stock
which shaped the destinies of this great
continent, says the Ottawa Evening
Citizen. That in the Canadian Arctlic
there exists a new great Empire of the
North there can no longer be any doubt
_a vast rich country supporting millions
of wild caribou and other animal life,
which, owing to our contented ignorance,
akin to that of Voltaire’s, who reierred
to Canada itself as “a few acres of frozen
territory,” has been going to waste. At
this time, when production is the most
vital factor in the life of the nation and
the stability of its credit, a priceless na-
lional heritage is running to seed. With
organized protection and preservation it
can be developed into one of the great
meat supplying sources of the world.

The examination of witnesses on the
first day emphasized the fact that the
¢limate of the Canadian North is no
more severe than that of the populated
districts in Manitoba and Saskatche-
wan, and that the intense hardships suf-
fered by explorers and the inhabitants
of these northern regions is a popular
myth attributed them by a hero-worship-
ping people. The snow on the immense
stretches of the Arctic prairies is blown
into drifts by the wind, leaving the sur-
face of the ground barely covered, so
that pebbles one inch in diameter can be
seen above the surface, and blades of
grass projecting several inches through
the snow. The prevailing grass, far from
being poor or wiry, is blue grass, similar
to Kentucky blue grass.

Dr. Alfred Thompson, M. P., who has

represented the Yukon in three succes- |
sive governments, believed that real suc-!

cess would attend the development of
domesticated reindeer in the Canadian
North, but he considered that private
enterprise was needed, and should be
forthcoming, as well as government cf-
fort.

He stated that in addition to the
great value to be derived from the cari-

bou meat supply there were other valu-'

able economic factors to be considered,
such as the hides for leather, pelts for
clothing, and the milk of caribou cows
when uaomesticated. In regard to the
utilization of the hides for leather he
stated he knew personally one man in
Dawson who had been approached by
a large firm of English leather manufac-
turers with a view to arranging for the
export of caribou skins.

Mr. Parker, inspector of Indian agenc-
ies, stated that in his opinion the un-
successful attempts to domesticate rein-
deer hitherto. particularly in Newfound-
Jand and Labrador, were chiefly due to
these experiments being conducted as
side lines instead of as developments of
vital importance. He also affirmed that
{he herders had been allowed to become
indolent and dishonest, resulting in
poaching becoming prevalent to an
alarming extent. He considered there
was nothing in the Canadian north,
cither in regard to climatic conditions
or location, that would preve-t 4
cess of the development of domesticated
caribou, provided that efficient nerders
were obtained and proper police super-
vision exercised.

Capt. Bernier, who has done a con-
siderable amount of Arctic exploration,
gave
and the possibilities of domesticating
these animals. He stated that musk-ox
meat was excellent and even superior to
caribou. He considered that if caught
voung ihey could be domesticated very
easily and prove of great economic value,

'

testimony in regard to musk-oxen |

He testified to having seen wolves attack
a herd of musk-oxen, who immediately
formed into a square, with their young
in the centre.

i The habit of forming into a square
when attacked, however, made them an
easy prey to hunters, and accounted in
,Some measure for the small numbers of
| these animals now found than in former
times. He 'had heard from the Baker
Lake Eskimos in 1904 that there were
plenty of musk-oxen to be found in the
interior. In the spring of 1909, on Mel-
ville Island, he had killed sixty-seven of
_these animals. He referred to Peary, the
explorer, having killed 800 musk-oxen
on Ellesmere Land. During his evidence
he referred to the southern part of Mel-
lville Island as the Garden of the Arctie,
and stated that he had collected fifty dif-
ferent varieties of flowers and plants
{ during gne of his visits to this island.

| Mr. Storkerson, who had spent many
years in the North, and had been a com-
panion of Mr. Stefansson in his Arctic
explorations, testified that" Northern
Canada was better adapted to the rais-
|ing of domesticated reindeer than Nor-
way, the climatic conditions and vege-
tation being superior in the Canadian
North and the snow-fall in Northern
Noirway being five times heavier than in
Northern Canada. He stated that in
Norway an ice crust forms on the sur-
face of the snow in certain seasons, re-
sulting in the starvation of a very large
number of reindeer. He had never secen
or heard of the formation of such an ice
crust in the Canadian North, although
he had spent every winter in that coun-
try with one exception, from 1906 to
1919. In the course of his evidence he
stated that reindeer can dig through
five or six feet of snow.

Can Milk Reindeer.

|

He also testified to the milking of
’rcindcer cows by the Laplanders, and to
i reindeer being used for driving purposes.
“()n long journeys, such as a thousand
{ miles, lie considered that reindeer woulgd
prove of greater stamina, and could
travel faster than the dogs commonly
used in the Arctic. He considered that
both the caribou and musk-ox fed on
whatever vegetation they could find. He
| testified to the habit of the caribou ly-
ing down in open country, after feeding,
I even when the temperature registered 40
below zero, with a moderate wind blow-
ing. He also referred to their feeding in
the face of the wind.

Speaking of musk-oxen, he stated that
lboth their general habits and methods
of grazing were exactly similar to that
of domisticated cattle. He considered
that domestic cattle were more difficult
and more dangerous to handle than
musk-oxen. Referring to their numbers
‘at 7resent, he stated that together with
seventeen companions, he had killed 400
musk-oxen on Melville Island, for their
winter's supply of meat. He estimated
_that there were 4.000 of these animals on
! Melviile Island alone.

Mr. Storkerson, on being quectin}n‘d
by Commissioner Stefansson, testified to
the ability of people of different nation-
alities to live in the Canadian Arctie as
comfortably and as easily as people liv-
ing in the populated districts of Mani-
toba and Saskatchewan. Among some
of the people he had et living content-
edly in the Arctic were West Indians,

Spaniards, Portuguese, former residents !

of Southern California, a Fiji Islander,
a South Sea Islander, a Hawaiian, and a
number of American negroes,
{ others. He did not consider that Nor-
! wegians or people who were accustom-
'ed to living in northern countries were
| hetter able to adapt themselves to the
! conditions in the Arctic than people from
‘W'«um or even tropical climes.

l_ There was a snirited nassnoe of arms
| between Commissioners Dr. J. G. Ruth-
erford apd Vilhielmur Stefansson as to
| the relevancy of obtaining evidence on
| the climatic conditions of the Arctic in
general, Mr. Stefansson contended that
it was vitally important to remove the
prejudice which commonly existed in the
minds of the public that people who

among |

greater proportion of the white popula-
tion in the Arctic were composed of peo-
ple who hdd been formerly resident in
warm countries and were living in the
North because they found both the
climate and the life the country afford-
them agreeable was unquestionable proof
of the inhabitableness of the Canadian
{ North.

Right Rev. Isaac Stringer, Anglican
Bishop of the Yukon, who proved an ex-
| tremely interesting witness, stated during
!the course of his evidence that the
| Eskimos had suffered in the past by as-
isociation with the whalers, calling at
| Herschel Island, who supplied the na-
' tives with liquor for meat and skins.
| While some of the officers and men were
|of excellent character, many of them
{unfortunately exercised a very harmful
‘inﬂuence on the Eskimos, which was not
! surprising when he considered the fact
that numbers of the sailors were the
{ scum of large cities and were frequently
' given the opportunity of either going to
' jail or sailing on the whaling ships.

| U. S. Might Help.

In regard to the domestication of rein-
deer, he outlined a scheme whereby rein-
deer could be introduced from Aldska,
where the United States government had
successfully experimented in domesti-
cated herds, and suggested that arrange-
ments could be made with the United
States government to drive some of these
domesticated herds across the interna-
tional boundary ipto the Canadian north,
under the supervision of Eskimos and
white men, who had already considerable
experience as herders in Alaska. The
wild caribou could, under adequate su-
pervision, be assimilated in these domes-
tic herds, and thus the vast numbers of
these animals known to exist throughout
the Canadian Arctic would, in the course
of time, be developed into a very valu-
able meat producing supply.

He looked upon the Eskimos as the
wards of the government and was of the
opinion that under some such scheme of
‘development as this, this race of hunters,
jat present a non-productive peoplescould
be trained to become useful citizens, as-
sisting as herders and game wardens in
the development. of the country’s great
natural resources. By the introduction
of trained Eskimo herders from Alaska
into the Canadian north, he was of the
opinion that the young Eskimos on the
Canadian side could be instructed with-
out difficulty and prove intelligent and
capable herders.

Hundreds of thousands of caribou were
living on the range of mountains from
Herschel Island to Rampart House, and
there was ample proof that enormous
herds of these animals had existed for
centuries in the Arctic and still abound-
ed today. He considered the (Canadian
north an ideal country for raising do-
mestic herds of reindeer. He further
stated thai he did not consider that
wolves were 1 serious problem under the
adequate protection of herders.

In regard *o the prevailing vegetation,
he pointed out that there were very few
large bare areas, and that the country
much resembled the Manitoba prairies,
particularly on the high lands. The
caribou eat any form of vegetation, he
affirmed, whether grass, moss, lichens or
willow buds. Out of fourteen witnesses
it was a noteworthy fact that twelve
stated they considered caribou meat
either equal or superior to domestic
meat, and only two said that they pre-
ferred domestic meats.

Bishop Stringer emphasized the fact
that he cons'dered Camada was twenty-
five years behind the times on the sub-
ject of the domestication of reindeer, He
I'had no hesitation in saying that the vast
tracts of the Canadian Arctic, now lying
idle, could be turned into splendid graz-
ing areas for the domesticated reindeer
and musk-oxen, and . that such’a devei-

to the country, in addition to affording
protection to those natives who, on dif-
ferent parts of the coast, had in the past
suffered from starvation in poor seasons.
He thought that if the government did
not take energetic measures to develop
the reindeer and musk-ox by the raising
of large domestic herds in the Arctic.
fifty years from now the world would
realize that Canada had shown a lack

Charges that *filthy and indecent”
moving pictures are being shown to the
young people of Massachusetts, and re-
 partee between the committee chairman
i and a witness as to rumors of alleged
purposes to “buy up” legislators, punc-
tuated a hearing held by the legislative
| committee on mercantile affairs in the
| State House this'fhorning, on bills which
' would provide state censorship of mov-
ing pictures.
| State Chairman Jaseph E. Knox
! strongly. resented “rumors” which he

said had come to him that a large
amount of money was being sent into

Massachusetts on account of “the censor-
ship bill, and declared that the commit-

tee was too “big and broad” to be
bought by anybody.
| Overwhelming public interest in the
| bill to control the character of movie
I'films was demonstrated by the presence
" of nearly 1,000 people in the auditorium

of the State House. Men and women
were mingled in almost equal numbers
in the crowd, which filled almost every
available seat, ran off into ragged
fringes in the aisles and occasionally
applauded the proponents of the censor-
ship bill, only to be interrupted by the
gavel of the chairman.

B. Preston Clark, as petitioner of
House Bill 222, was the firse speaker.
Mr. Clark declared that it is as neces-
sary to safeguard public morals by con-
trol of films as it is to safeguard the
health of workmen from injury.

“In a manufacturing establishment
with which I am connected we have
every..device known for the protection
of our workers,? he said. “Yet we da
not ' belleve that*our women and girls
are protected as.much as we would like
to have them. :1 believe it more im-=
portant that all| of us should receive a
similar sort of protection from the state
in the matter of safeguarding us from
the influence of motion pictures which
are destructive to character.”

Helps the Industry-

Mr. Clark stated that the industry is
opposed to any legislation designed to
put a check on the pictures now being
shown, hut declared that it is short-
sightedness, as the industry has prosper-
ed in all cases of public control and
' has been helped by wise co-operation.

“Four states have spoken on this mat-|

ter,” said he, “and they do not regret
it. e young people of today are the
citizens of tomorrow and on them de-
pends the success of our government and
the perpetuation of our institutigns.
They should be given the best ])0551})le
chance for clean .living. The motion
picture men say censorship presents diffi-
culties. We frankly admit the (.lifﬁ('ul-
ties. But the question involved is: ‘Is
i this right? and if it i8 then we must
" surmount the difficulties as best we may.
They will be surmounted.” ;

| He charged that the industry, in which
some $700,000,000 is nowW in\:esteq, has
strangled censorship legislation in 23

Nathaniel F. Forsythe, chairman of
the committee on motion pictures, a
voluntary organization
sorship, made the charges that films are
sometimes indecent, destructive to mor-
lals, and brutal in character.

' The theatre manager, she deposed,
later delivered an address to the audi-
ence stating that under censorship no
“snappy pictures” could be shown.
“The censorship board of the city of
Worcester,” said he, “is unanimously in
favor of state censorship. .
“Some oppoaents of the. measure
claim that the movies will cleanse them- !
selves gradually by evolution. They |
claim pictures have become cleaner in |
the last ten years.

things in the public press, such as the
Freeman case and the Spiker case?”

“Children are not so liable to read
such things, and, besides, do not get
such vivid impressions from the printed
page as from the pictures.”

Catholics for the Bill,

The’ voice of the immense Catholic
population of Greater Boston and the
state was raised in favor of movie
censorship through ex-Senator wil-
liam J. Sullivan, representing the St.
Vificent de Paul Society, and Mrs.
Frances E. Slattery, president of the
League of Catholic Women represent-
ing some 450,000 women.

“For two years 1 have been handling
boy welfare work for the St. Vincent So-
ciety, the largest charitable organization
in the state,” said Mr. Sullivan, “and
from my experiences in the juvenile
court it is surprising what influence pic-
tures have on juveniles under sixteen
years of age. Seeing pictures of crime
causes them to go out and repeat. I am
a movie fan myself. I have members cf
my family who earn their living in the
industry. But I want to see it controled
by the public.

“] recently saw a scene that was no-
thing less, in effect, than the rape scene

in the\Birth of a Nation,” which was cut|

out in this city. Why must I, an adult
hardened against such influences, be
forced to have my child witness such
things when I want him to go and get
the general educational advantage of
moving . pictures?

“I know of two girls recently in court
for an immoral act, which, it developed,
had been suggested by pictures. Two
boys in court for breaking and entering
described their deed in a way which was
identical with that of a picture which
they told me they had seen in a movie
house,

“We can have a wholesome censor-

i ship that will mean more to the business

than anything else. 'The movies are a
wonderful educated influence and as
Amer.cans we want that influence for
good. It isn't that a whole film play
is bad, but there are occasional scenes of
wrong tendency, and public sentiment
should eliminate such scenes.”

Mrs. Slattery declared there was a
“crying meed”: for picture reform and
stated that her various clubs have voted
to support the principle of the censor=
ship bill.. She spoke of a picture shown
in Boston last year which brought com-
plaints from “seventy organizations of

mothers within twenty-four hours. It
was a government picture, she said, and
much difficulty and time was required
to have it repealed in Washington,

“What was that picture?” inquired o' -
committeeman. !

““The Find of the Road” We found
the methods of getting to those who had
the pictures in charge altogether too
cumbersome. Why should Washington
tell us what standards of morals we shall
have in Massachusetts?”

She was loudly applauded.

Mrs. Herbert J. Gurney read a reso-
lution of the Federation of Women's
Clubs in favor of a board of censorship.

Mrs. Maude M, Miller of the Ohic
Board of Motion Picture Censors, who
testified because, she said, she had been
asked to come and relate their experi-
ences, declared that the staunchest
friends of censorship in Ohio are the
movie men. Censorship, she declared,
had brought better business and more
money than ever before to the industry.
and some of the finest picture houses
have come into existence since the cen-
sorship law.

“They tried to repeal that law, and
two gentlemen came on from New York.
said to be from the National Board of
Review, one saying he had $50,000 to do
it with and if necessary he would get

WIRELESS 'PHONE FOR FOREST
PROTECTION.

(Bangor Commercial.)

The timber states on the Pacific coast

are certainly making long strides in
their efforts to lessen and minimize the
losses resulting from forest fires. Not
long since these states instituted a sys-
tem of aeroplane service for the discov-
ery of forest fires and after a year of
trial it is claimed that excellent results
have been attained in the speedy find-
ing of fires. Now government officials
of the forest service department of agri-
culture have been making preliminary
tests in Oregon of the availability of
the wireless telephone in the belief that
this invention can be utilized extensive-
ly in fire prevention work in the forests.
While at present there are conditions
limiting wireless teléphone transmission
it is claimed that the results thus far
attained are satisfactory.
\ One of the sets used in the tests was
installed on Mount Hood, Oreg., where
the problem of providing a satisfactory
support for the antennae ‘was a diffi-
cult one, since a mast was needed which
would be strong enough to resist the
seventy or eighty-mile gales that sweep
the mountains. At the same time the
mast had to be light enough for the_
men to be able to raise and lower it
before and after sleet storms. A fifty-
foot bamboo pole was finally selected’ s
the support.

In tﬁc telephone conversation between
the sets, some of which were ten miles
apart, the voice carried very clearly and
was about as loud as over a wire line.
Telegraph signals from many stations
scattered over the continent were picked
up. On Mount Hood they often were so
loud as to be audible in any part of the
cabin.
