In the police court this morning Magis-
trate Ritchie gave his decision in the fore-
stalling cases which were before the court
yesterday morning. His Honor dealt with
the matter at length, and fined the defend-
ants—R. H. Cother, T. F. Foley, J. D.
Wililams and T. Dean, each $20 or forty
days in jail. The judgment given by the
court is as follows:

These cases come before the court un-

ness of a girl chosen to kill the victim.

saved her life, and ehe was placed in one
of the wards for further treatment. Sister
Vera, a nurse of eighteen, was placed :n
charge of the patient during the night.
Whe unfortunate girl suffered a good desl, |
and for hours she disturbed the ward by !
ghrieking disconnected words and phrases:
“The fatal lotY” “Murder!” ‘I myself
perish.”

When asked her name she refused to
give it, and asked to be registered as an
mnknown girl. This was mentioned to
the police official, who had come to get
particulars about the case. and he tele-

honed to his chief to ask for instructizns.

e was told to wait, and in a quarter of
gn hour Captain Mikhailoff, a superintend-
ent of police, arrived in the ward to con-
gyct the inguiry himself.

The patient had been nllowed to get up,
pnd was standing :n the ward when the
puperintendent arrived. The instant ahe
paw him, she shrieked and fell to .the
ground in a faint. \I'he officer’s euspicicns
were aroused, and he examined the girl's |
pocket, in’ which was found a letter di-
wected to another police official. In it
the writer stated that she had drawn the
jot to murder the minister of education,
pnd that she had therefore determined to
commit suicide. The letter, evidently writ-
ten under the influence of great emotion,
pnded with 1 number of quotations from‘
p poem about “red ond white roses.” |

The head of the secret police was sum-
poned, and the girl, who still refused to
give her name, was removed under an
pscort of gendarmes to the hospital of the
Cross Prison. Whether she iz an “‘ageu
provocatcur" or actually a terrorist re-
mains uncertain, but it is possible that the
jetter found in her possession was written
ps a blind.

\ der the ¢ity law regulating the public mar-
iket in the City of St. John.

The law covering these cases has been
in force a great many years. The charter
dated August 23, 1819, gave the City of
St. John power to make ordinances and
in the charter we find a reference to fore-
stalling.

There were good and sufficient reasons
for the passing of the section in the mar-
ket law originally and, whilst many

| changes have since taken place, and many

improvements in the way of. doing busi-
ness have been made in the last quarter
of a century in this city, yet the same good
and sufficient reasons now exist for the
enforcing of the law as did exist years
ago for its first enactment.

Oid Market Days

Forty, fifty, sixty or seventy years ago,
when the farmer brought his country pro-
duce to town he had to bring it to a mar-
ket which was an open shed. The horses
were taken to a stable and his vehicle—
sled or wagon—was backed in under cov-
er and would-be purchasers passed along
an elevated platform in the inner side of
the shed to view the farmers’ produce.

In those days the farmer, no matter
how inclement the weather might be, had
to wait under such conditions until his
produce was disposed of, and no person
who intended to sell again could buy any
of his products unless the same had been
exposed for sale three hours.

It must not be forgotten that about
forty years ago the city, at great ex-
pense, ereéted the  present -market “build-
ing, by which it.provided the citizens, the
tax-payers, the classes and—probably more
particularly—the masses with a conven-
ient, comfortable public market. We can-
‘not doubt that such new market was in-
tended, not only for the convenience, but
for the advantage of the citizens generally.

It seems clear to me and it must seem
clear to any thoughtful, disinterested per-
son that it is idle to talk about the law
being obsolete, or that there is mow no
necessity for the law. If much is the
case, why not repeal the law, and sell the
market, unless, indeed the city degires to

bmake the market expenditure for the bene-

fit of the middleman, and to the detri-

ment of the taxpayer who desires and who
deserves to have an opportunity to pro-
cure hig provisions from the farmer di-
rect.

The inhabitants of this town a century
ago thought there was some necessity for
such a law, and yet it is a fact that for
one person who was in the market tofore-
stall a century ago there are now fifty
persons there ready to violate this city
ordinance, and to do it defiantly. What
advantage is there in having a public
market and paid officials| and a bye-law
ostensibly for the benefit of the citizens
generally but more particularly for the
benefit of. the poor man, if, when the
housewife goes to do her marketing with-
in the three hours referred to in the or-
dinance she discovers that, whilst the
market building is there, the butter, the
turkey, the fowl, the chickens, the geese,
the eggs, the cucumbers, the'green corn,
the peas, the beans, the cabbage, the ber-
ries she wanted for her family have all
been picked up, purchased’ wholesale for
the purpose of reselling, and that if she
procures any of the articles mentioned she
is compelled to go to the middle man and
pay his price for the articles required?

Middleman Profits

The farmer does not get as much as’ he
might have got from the citizen; the citiz-
en has to pay a great deal more than he
would have to pay the farmer. The farm-
er makes less, the citizen pays more, and,
as usual, the middleman profits by the
transaction to the disadvantage of the
farmer and the citizen.

Is it not amusing, under such circum-
stances, to listen to the plea of the rich
middleman and his special pleader in fav-
or of the poor farmer? When properly
understood and worked out, this bye-law,
instead of being jeered at, will' be found
to operate to the benefit, to the advant-
age, to the profit of bgth farmer and

Their
method is to make the acquaintance of
these girls through the clubs and social
associations.

LUMBER DUTY CASE
IN EXCHEQUER COURT

Point is Whether or Not Certain
Stock Imported From States is
Free

Ottawa, June 1—Mr. Justice Cassels sat
in exchequer court yesterday morning to
hear the case of the Foss Lumber Com-
pany versus the king. It involves the right
of the dominion government to exact dut-
ies on the importation of certain lumber
from the United States which is sawn on
one side and two edges, and planed or
dressed, on the other side, under Item 504
of the tariff act of 1907. The company al-
leges that the plaintiffs on April 2, 1912,
at the customs house in Winnipeg, pre-
sented a carload of fir lumber, sawn and
dressed as stated, for free entry, which
was refused, the eustoms authorities say-
ing that the lumber was subject to duty
at the rate of 25 per cent.

The plaintiffs paid the duty under pro-
test, amounting to 877, and now are
bringing action to obtain repayment of
this and aleo to settling the question of
such material being duty free or other-
wise. Thos. A. Hodgson, T. Wilson and
other Ottawa men in the lumber business
were examined as experts. The case will
occupy a couple of days.

CHILD WAS SAVED FROM
BEING GALLED TITANIG

Vienna, June 1—A baker, on registering
the birth of his daughter, at Arad, in Hun-
gary, informed the registrar that he in-
tended to have her christened Titanic, as
she was born on the day the White Star
liner sank. The official, however, refused
to accept this name, as it is not to be
found in the calendar of saints’ days, and
the baker had te’content himself with the
less topical name of Rosalia.

In this case the rule of the church,
which is upheld by the state, saved the
child from bearing through life an appel-
lation which is only unsuitable, to say the
least of it, for a little girl, but would also
recall for many years one of the most
tragic disasters of modern time.

[TALY'S SENSATIONAL TRIAL

Rome, June 1—The muredered Countess
Trigonda’s maid, Gioconda, gave remark-
able evidence in the trial of Baron Pat-
erno, alleging that Paterno did not love
the countess. The witness said the count-
ess used to give large sums to Paterno, and
even pawned her jewelry to pay his debts.

He has denied having received a penny
from the countess. s

Also Gioconda testified to having her-
self frequently lent money to the baron,
which, however, was always promptly re-
paid.

“Paterno,” she continued, “used to treat
the countess like a slave. Paterno always
carried a loaded revolver, but the countess
had no fear for her own life. S8he was only
afraid he might commit suicide.”

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THE BURSTING OF BOILERS

The naval correspondent of the London
Morning Post has something interesting
to say on the subject of the bursting of
boilers aboard ship, of which so much has
been heard. When a steamship sinks ‘it
is ineVitable that reports should get about
that the boilers burst as she went down.
There is a roar and a great explosion
of steam from the funnels as the boilers
become submerged, and it is assumed that
this can only be caused by their burst-
ing. It has, however, been proved over
and over again that this effect is merely

the result of the water suddenly reaching
and putting out the fires; that there is
po violent explosion within board, and
that the bursting of boilers in such cir-
cumstances would be impossible.

Henley regatta, which is to take place
on July 6 next, will be a grand affair, in-
deed, judging by the preliminary notices
given out. It is announced that the king
and queen will be present, in their “an-
cient red and gold state barge.” This gor-
geous vessel is 223 years old for, accord-
ing to the brass plate attached to it, it was
“built by King Willilam III. for Queen
Mary, in 1689.”

It is constructed of oak, is about forty
feet long, and is propelled by twelve row-
ers, arrayed in scarlet coats, with the royal
cipher in gold on the breast, blue breeches,
buckled shoes, and velvet caps, of the joc-
key pattern, but much heavier and deeper.

The barge, according to recent accounts,
is in excellent condition, notwithstanding
its age. Much gold was used in its orna-
mentation when it was first put together,
more than two centuries ago, over the
stern there is \a canopy, with rich silk
hangings, surmounted by a gilded crown.
Those who are fortunate enough to be able
to attend the regatta will probably be in-
terested to observe whether the taste of
William III, for brilliant colors is shared
by his successor on the throne.

Perhaps something a little less flam-
boyant will satisfy George V. But if he
sees fit to retain the twelve rowers in their
splendid costumes, it may seem more ap-
propriate to preserve the tout ensemble,
with the gold crown, red silk hangings,
end all the old accessories.

Queen Victoria had a state barge, which
was a much more modern affair, built in
1875 by Burgoines, of Kingston-on-Thames.
But she never used it. Once, it is said,
she did go down to the waterside, with the
intention of making a trip on board the
barge, but was dissuaded by her Scotch
gillie, John Brown for, just as she was
about to step on board, he looked up at
the sky, cast his eye around the horizon,
sniffed the wind dubiously, shook his head,
and finally advised his Royal mistress that
he “wadna gang, an he were she, as it
were ower likely they’s ha’ some rain.”
8o the queen changed her mind, went back
to the castle, and the boat was never used
by her.

It is of mahogany and the body color
is of white enamel. The lower part of the
inside is lined with walnut, and above the
seats are panels of emerald green and gold,
decorated with roses, thistles and sham-
rocks. At each thwart is a massive brass
dolphin, and at the bow of the boat, a
large one, richly carved in wood. A can-
opy, supported by a solid brass frame,
hangs over the stern. The cover is of
green satin, and the curtains and uphol-
stering of green silk rep. This barge, dur-
ing the regn of King Edward, was fre-
quently used by Queen Alexandra.

The etiquette governing the use of the
royal barge is very strict, dating back from
time immemorial. ~ No doubt it is this
which prevents a motor being placed in the
boat, and the muscular exertions of the
twelve gorgeously uniformed oarsmen be-
ling dispensed with. For the present, how-
{ ever, the old customs are to be kept up,
it seems.

? Mobbing of Prominent Feople

The recent mobbing of President Taft
in New York where, wishing to take a
| quiet stroll along Fifth avenue, he was
’recognized and trailed by a crowd which
! swelled to hundreds and forced him to take
| refuge in the house of a friend, sets me
wondering what is the peculiarity in the
{ mental make-up - of an Amgrican, Eng-
i]ish, or a (erman knot of citizens, that
makes it so different from an equal num-
ber of TLatins—French or Italians, for in-
stance. :

The late Empress of Austria, for many
years prior to her death was subject often
to such disgraceful mobbing that she was
compelled to decline to take part in any
public ceremony and had to devise extra-
ordinary means to secure privacy while
in Vienna, measures which the people of
the city bitterly resented.

The good-natured, easy-going Empress of
Germany, whose equanimity and freedom
from hypersensitiveness are proverbial,
was so upset by the shameful mobbing of
well-dressed Berlinese people that her hus-
band had to adopt the extraordinary meas-

ure of having the street closed to the
public whenever the Kaiserin went into a

shop to make purchases. Before taking
this precaution the sight of the imperial
carriage standing outside a store, had the
effect of attracting a rushing, pushing
crowd, who would throng the whole shop,
struggling and jostling to get near her and
see what she was buying. {

One day her-patience gave way when a
richly dressed woman opened the empress’
carriage on the off-side and calmly scrut-
inized the royal occupant.

the woman for her impertinence, scaring
her so thoroughly that she made a hasty
disappearance.

The French, the Italiane, the Spanish
and the Portuguese, as well as the Danes,
the Swedes, the Norwegians, the Magyars
and the Slavs, are not subject to this re-
proach of bad breeding, having, I sup-
pose, more personal pride, and a, better
sense of their own. dignity.

When royalty visits France or Denmark,
a degree of freedom of action and absence
of ineolent curiosity and mobbing is en-
joyed such as can be .found in but/ few
spots in the more Teutohic countries that
I have named.

Not all English towns are subject to this
reproach, however, .At. Windsor, it is a
point of etiquette for the people of = the vil-
lage to let the royal family severely alone
when out strolling. 8o far from crowding
or vulgarly staring the object of their re-
spect out of countenance, it is considered
the correct thing to cross to the other
side of the street, and give nq, sign of cur-
iosity or recognition.

At Sandringham, too, the peasantry offer
to the fashionable and well-dressed people
of London an example of common senge,
decency and good breeding that the latter
might do well to emulate.

Queen Alexandra had to give up the
pleasure of shopping for the simple rea-
son that ehe could not enter a store with-
out causing a crowd (to collect. Therefore
she was forced to have the trades-people
bring their wares to her, so as to enable
her to make a‘selection, whereas,-in Paris
or;in .Copenhagen, she can go shopping to
het heart’s content, just like any ordinary
mortal.

Several towns in England have been
placed on a sort of black list by royalty,
on account of their citizens having given
great offence by their disagreeable and in-
congiderate crowding. Among these may
be mentioned Brighton, which, from being
a favorite haunt of George IV., became
the particular aversion of Queen Victor-
ia who never forgot the behavior of the
people there when she visited the place
when a mere girl. Other forbidden cities
are, or were, Bath, Exeter, Weymouth,
and Torquay. These are all most charm-
ing towns and well worth visiting by
everybody, royalty included. But the lat-
ter are barred from going there, by the
recollection of what they had suffered in
times gone by through the lack of breed-
ing of the inhabitants.

Although New York is open to censure
for. similar -behavior, on certain memor-
able occasions, the mobbing of President
Taft last Sunday being the latest, it is
not so bad as some of the big European
cities. If public opinion is brought to
bear upon the subject, possibly New York
may rank with Paris, Copenhagen, Stock-
holm, and Christiania, in its courteous
treatment of prominent visitors, and even
prominent natives.

A quart can of tomatoes, three pints of
milk, a large tablespoon of flour, butter
the size of an egg, pepper and salt to
taste, a scant teaspoon of soda. Put the
tomato on to stew and the milk in a dou-
ble kettle to boil, reserving, however, half
a cup to mix with flour; mix the flour
smoothly with this cold milk and cook
10 minutes. To theé tomato add the soda;

HINTS USEFUL
T0 HOUSEWNVES

MADE CURTAINS.

Most of us are prejudiced against “ready
made” curtains, but I have seen séme
lovely ones this season, says a Harpers
Bazar writer. Some bedroom curtains

‘| made of figured scrim and trimmed with

a narrow lace and insertion were extreme-
ly simple and pretty. They were selling
for $3.50 a pair. There were some made
of a finer scrim, but trimmed just as simp-
ly, that were selling for a little bit more
and some of white bobbinet that were
about the same price. In other places I
saw. them not quite as well made, h}lt
very eatisfactory, for $1.50 and $2 a pair.
FITTING A SKIRT.

When fitting a skirt for myself I found
it was quite difficult to get it even around
the bottom, so adopted a method which
proved very isimple and helpful, says a
Needlecraft i correspondent. Chalk the
edge of a box or table thoroughly, put on
the skirt and turn around slowly, stan}d-
ing in correct position so that the sknft
will be marked evenly. Measure from this
chalk-line to the width of hem wanted,
turn and baste. and you will have a skirt
that hangs perfectly.

LASTING QUILTS.

For making durable, warm quilts (es-
pecially for boys) use a cotton blanket,
a few rolls of cottom-batting and a ball
of white knitting-cotton. Sew the blank-
et to the quilting-frames, spread the bat-
ting evenly, cover, and tie very closely.
After taking from the frames only three
sides of the blanket need be stitched, says,
Needlecraft. This quilt or “comfort” is
quickly made, will last much longer than
the ordinary variety, and will not fade
so much in washing. E

LAMP SHADE.

A dainty shade for a glass lamp, and
one which is particularly nice for summer
is made of a picce of filet net of the
rather coarse curtain variety, says the
Chicago Inter Ocean. A rufile is formed
by allowing the straight edge”to extend
two and a half inches below the founda-
tion. ‘The net is gathered top and bottom

«o the foundation, which shoald be cov-

ered with white India silk. The top gath-
ering is covered with a white cotton gimp.

KETTLE DEVICE.

Take a pail cover or shallow tin of a
suitable size to fit the kettle, and, with
a hammer and nail, punch it full of koles,
with the roughness on the ineide, so that
the water may have free play through it.
When about to boil a piece of meat, insert
this false bottom firet, and there will be
no danger of the meat sticking to the
bottom or being tainted if it should hap-
pen to boil dry. It is very simple to
make.—Woman's Home Companion.

. CEDAR CHESTS.

During the trial it was intimated that
if the law is to be carried out the middle-
man, so-called, ‘might resort to some one
of two or more expedients of procuring
the provisions mentioned in the law from
the farmer.

| ing false rumors, buying things in a mar-
| ket before the accustomed hour or buying
‘and selling again the ‘same thing in the
| same market, and other such devices. So,
| spreading rumors with intent to enhance
i the price of hops in the presence and
! hearing of hop planters, dealers and
| others, that the stock of hops was nearly
exhausted and that there would be a
scarcity of hops that so they might be
induced not to bring their hops to market
for sale for a long time, and the price
might be thereby greatly enhanced, so
spreading such rumors generally with in-
tent to entrance the price of hops.

“Also if a person within the realm buys
any merchandise in gross, and sells the
same in gross, it is an offence of this
nature, for hereby the price is enhanced
because passing through several  hands
each will endeavor to make his profits of
it. So, the bare engrossing of a whole
commodity with an intent to scll it at
an unreasonable price is an offence indict-
able at common law; for if such practices
were allowed, a rich man might engross
into his hands a whole commodity and
then sell it at such price as he saw fit.”

Then, again, we have a statutable defini-
ition of a forestaller, “that whcsoever
shall buy or cause to be bought wny ner-
chandise tominggby land or water toward
any market to be sold in the same, or

coming toward any city, or make any

bargain, contract or promis: for the hav-
ing or buying the same beforc the same
shall be in the market; or shall make any
motion by word, letter, messag> or otker-
wise to any person for the enhancimg of
the price or dearer selling of anything
above mentioned, or who shall dissuade,
imove, or stir anyone coming to the market
{to abstain or forbear to briny to any mar-
{ ket or city such to be sold, shall be deem-
\ed a forestaller. :
! In Burns justice, volume 2, T read that
i"foresta]ling in the Enguash Saxon, signi-
fieth property to market before the pub-
lic, or to prevent the public market; and
metaphorically to int=c::pt in general. At
the common law all endeiavors whatsoever

(GIRL CHOSEN AS SLAYER
OF THE MINISTER

(Continued from page 1.)

She had hardly left the Marie Hospital
before a nurse came to one of the doctors
and aside: “A terrible thing has happen-
ed; Sister Vera has poisoned herself.” I
was only too truel The young nurse waia
lying dead on her bed with a bottle of
ppison at her side. What were the mo-
tives of her suicide is unknown, but the
police are following up the matter, and
there seems some probability that the re-
velations made to her in the wild crieg
of the patient she had to attend may have
warned her that a secret to which she wag
also a party was being revealed. This, at
any rate, is the theory of the police.

Mystery Still Deepens

A second suicide has now deepened the
mystery of the affair. A policeman sta-
tioned outside the “Bouffe,”” a pleasurs
garden with a cafe-chantant, heard a re-
volver fired and the shot was followed by
a wild cry for help from a girl in a taxi-
cab. The policeman rushed to the cah
and found that the girl’'s companion had
shot himself and was dead. The body
was taken to a neighboring hospital and
the girl was driven to the nearest polica
station, where she gave her name and
address and said that she had met. the
dead man by chance that evening in the
train from (Gachina to St. Petersburg, and
that they had arranged to go to the
“‘Bouffe”” together. She was perfectly calm
and, in a businesslike way, said that her
companion had seemed very gloomy, and
had told her that he feared she would re-
gret having met him. He had suddenly
produced a revolver, and, before she could
realize what he was doing, had shot him-
self.

The girl was allowed to go home. She
had told her story :n so straightforward
a fashion that it did not occur to the pol-
ice to doubt her word. It has now been
discovered, however, that her companion
was an official of the ministry of justice,
Andrew Kuznyetzoff, and that in Lis
pocket-book was a newspaper cutting of
the story of the unknown girl chosen to
assassinate M. Kasso. 1t had evidently
been cavefully studied, for certain words
we e underlined in blue pencil.

This raised the suspicions of the police,
and they went to the address given by the
girl who had been with the young official
at the moment of his death. They were
surprised to find that nobody at the house
knew anything about her. They thea
woke up to the fact that she had deceived
them. They are now eearching for her.
All the papers at M. Kuznyetzoff's home
have been seized.

The mysterious girl, who is the central
figure in this melodramatic story, is said
to have given important evidence to the
police. Her photograph has been seat
broadcast to police stations and to the
higher educational establishments.” She
says that she is a student, but none of
the authorities at the umiversity or other
colleges frequented by women have recogs
nized her photograph. The impression &
growing that she is an agent provocateur,”
charged by the police to arrange a plot
and then betray the conspirators.

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BRITSH INSURANCE
MONEY FOR CAVADA

' Two Old Line Companies Are

Contemplating Investment in Do-
minion

(Times Special Correspondence)

TLondon, May 21—The activities of Can-
adian insurance companies in Great Brit-
ain and their assertions that they are able
to offer better rates because their funds
invested in Canada produce higher inter-
est, have been noted by British offices, and
I learn that directors of at least two large
British companies propose to visit Canada
during the year to make a personal study
of the investment conditions in the do-
minion. |

Investment of funds is considered to be
the most important part of the insurance
business and the fact that British offices
have advanced to the point of consider-
ing Canada as a field is interesting from
more than one point of view. First it is
an indication that the dominion offers
higher returns, and with this is coupled
the. belief that such investments are safe.,
which is, of course, the first considera-
tion with insurance offices.

It is also a sign that Canada is about
to receive funds from sources which have
hitherto been closed to her. A third point
is that the example set will be followed
by other offices, for the competition in the
insurance business renders essential the
special study of the most profitable invest-
ment- conditions of the world.

In view of this development, is is worth
while repeating what has been referred
to so frequently by prominent Canadians
in London—that in the matter of flota-
tions Canada must keep her skirts clean
and retain her good reputation in the eyes
of the British capitalist and investor. A
question addressed to the prime minister
by Joseph Martin, M. P., this week is not
without its lesson to all the parties con-
cerned.

He said that many issues of debentures
of Canadian companies are floated on the
London market not as speculations but as
investments. He contended that the mon-
ey realized from the sale of the debentures
in many cases exceeded the real value of
the assetas of the companies, and the
greater part of the money was paid to the
Canadian promoter and the London stock-
broker leaving the company insolvent. On
these grounds he asked if the prime min-
ister would re-consider his refusal to ap-
point a royal commission to take evidence
as to the desirability of making such prac-
tices a criminal offence.

Retiring German Ambassador
Will Be Missed In

London

BALFOUR GIVES A BALL

Lady Alastair Innes-Ker Discovers
Sumptuous Dogs’ Academy in
Paris —Mrs. J. Y. Smith of
Moncten Coming Home—Can-
adians in Old Country

(Times Special Corespondence.)

London, May 18—English society will
greatly miss Count Metternich, the retiring
German ambassador. He was a familiar
and popular figure in the best circles here,
being asked about by many of’ the closest
friends of the late King Edward, with
whom he was a favorite. He aiso enter-
tained well at the Carlton House Terrace
embassy of his government and, having
spent 8o many. of his professional years in
this country, he understood the English
character well enough to know how to
flatter his guests.

I remember once being at one of his re-
ceptions when it was discovered that a
considerable quantity of valuable silver
and jewelry had disappeared. The quantity
was so large and the pieces so bulky that
there must have been several confederates
concerned in the affair. Although the loss
was a heavy one to the count, he showed
no emotion or excitement when the fact
was communicated to him, and gave ord-
ers that none of his guests be made un-
comfortable by being told of the occur-
rence.

Later the ambassador took precautions
against further successful attempts by the
thieves. Every subsequent reception - at
the embassy was attended by a large num-
ber of both male and female detectives,
but with such tact did they conduct them-
selves that few, if any, of the guests ever
suspected that they were rubbing elbows
with other than fellow guests.

But the count did not content himselt
with these precautions. To make safety
doubly sure, he installed an elaborate sys-
tem of electrical alarm jewel and silver
safes. These were so arranged that, im-
mediately the contents were disturbed even
in the slightest way, they set off a series
of bells which continued to ring loudly un-
til the owner stopped them by means‘of
a delicate key which he constantly carried
about with him. It is needless to say that
gince then the German ambassador’s house
has received a wide berth from professional
thieves.

Mr. Balfour’s Ball

Quite a small sensation has been caused
by the issue of invitations for a ball by
the most unlikely person in London—none
other than Artbur Balfour, ex-prime min-
ister and late Conservative leader in the
House of Commons. He is giving it fot
his neices, the young daughters of his
brother, Gerald Balfour, and it will be
held at his London house, 4 Carlton Gard-
ens, his sister, Miss Alice Balfour acting
as hostess for him. 3

Mr. Balfour is, in reality, a brilliant
host, and now that he has given up his
position of leader of the opposition in the
House of Commons, and all its attendant
responsibilities, he has made up his mind
to emerge from his shell and go in for a
more frivolous form of party. He has an
excuse, if he wanted one, in this group of
young nieces, lately launched on the gmea
of society, one of whom is a debutante.

Although essentially an extremely intel-
lectual man, and usually looked upon as a
book-worm and a confirmed old bachelor,
he is immensely popular with all young
people and his nieces are now engaged in
blessing their lucky stars that “Uncle
Arthur’s” retirement has coincided so nice-
ly with their coming out.

Those who have received invitations are
justly proud of them, for Mr. Balfour was,
if you remember, one of the ongmq.l mem-
bers of that little band of society intellec-
tuals who styled themselves “souls,” and
who were the talk of society some time

REPORT ON GROPS

ThelMay number of the Bulletin of Ag-
ricultural Statistics, has just been issued by
the International Imstitute of Agriculture
in Rome.

The figures published in April-with re-
gard to the areas sown to winter cereals
in the Northern Hemisphere are confirmed
in the May numbey, additions having been
made in the fo or the areas sown in
Italy (wheat: 4,750,000 hectares; rye: 122,-

hectares; barley: 245,000 hectares;
oats 500,000 hectares) and the area of wheat
abandoned in the United States and Can-
ada (United States 20 per cent; Canada:
31 per cent). The weather during April
has had a somewhat unfavorable effect
upon v egetation, with the result that de-
velopment is in general rather backward.

The condition of the crops, however, on
May .1 was, for the greater part good, ex-
cept in the United States where the con-
dition figure was below that of the cor-
responding period in 1911. (Winter wheat
93 on May lst, 1912, as against 100 on May
1st, 1911; Winter rye 98 as against 100).

The germination of spring wheat, rye,
barley and oats, has been, on the whole
uniform except in Austria.

In the May bulletin, flax has been in-
cluded for the first time in the list of pro-
ducts considered, information having been
receive this month from Belgium, Bulgaria,
Ireland, Hungary, Italy, Roumania, Japan,
and India. The general condition of the
flax crop is good, the areas sown being as
follows: Belgium 13.300 hectares, Italy
8,000 hectares, India 1,402,135 hectares as
against 1,255,115 hectares sown last year.

Another culture considered for the first
time in this number, is silk worm rearing,
information also being given as to _the con-
dition of the mulberry trees, which was
satisfactory in Austria, Croatia and Slavo-
nia, and Japan, and bad in Italy. The
quantity of silk worm eggs placed for in-
cubation was in Austria 20,414 ounces of
30 to 36 grammes; in Bulgaria 14.336 heyc-
togrammes or 96 per cent of last year’s
figure; and Japan 521.000 hectogrammes,
the latter being 102 per cent of the amount
placed for incubation last year.

Information is also given in regard ?o
vineyards, the vines having suffered in
Aubtria, France, Hungary and Italy
through damage caused by the late hoar
frosts. : i

of the results -of the live stock censuses In
Argentine,  Cuba, United States and

Egypt.

Last of Doctor Winship's Series
of Addresses in Bangor en

The Problem

THE PLAYGROUND START

The Big Brother Movement — A
Talk on the Werk of the Juve-
nile Court—Some Things to Re-
member in Dealing With The
Boy

(Bangor Commercial)

The sixth and last of the meetings on
The Boy Problem, conducted by the Men
and Religion Forward Movement was beld
in the Hammond street church Monday
evening.

Dr. Winship's address was prefaced by
the reading of the parable of the Prodi-
gal Son, by Dr. Griffin. Dr. Winship,
in the opening words of his address, refer-
red to the large space given in the papers
of Bangor to a report of the celebration
of Arbor day and added that he read that
one man gave 5,04 trees to be planted,
to replace the continual waste that is go-
ing on in the state. “I wonder,” said
Dr. Winship, "“if any man in Bangor is
giving as much thought to the boys and
what to do to prevent their gu’}ug to the
bad?”’

He said that he wanted his dominant
thought to be thus—faith that it is pos-
sible to save the boys who have gone
astray. When great things have been
achieved, more can be done.

Sixteen years ago Jacob Riis asked for
a playground .to be established in connec-
tion with a school building in New York
city and they asked him to tell them what
cducation there was in play. He could
not tell them, only that he wanted a play-
ground. Now we know that there is a
great education in play if it is supervised.
Many millions are now spent on play-
grounds in the cities of our country. Cone
gider the land in connection with the nor-
mal schools at Castine, at Fort Kent, at
Gorham and at Farmington; and then
think what is planned for by those peo-
ple in Mississippi, who have purchased
820 acres for their state normal school.
After speaking of playgrounds and their
value to the community, Dr. Winship
went on to tell of three agencies for the
preservation of boys going astray: The
George Junior Republic, the juvenile court
and the work for newsboys as carried on
in Toledo, Ohio.

In speaking of the kind of boys that
are gent to the George Junior Republic in
Freeville, N. Y., he described them as “all
toughs,” the kind of boys the truant offi-
cers ave after. Then he told a story of
the kind of truant officers they have at
Muskegon, whom the boys love--a truant
officer that gets affer the boys before they
arve truants and makes friends with them
He told of the ‘‘Big Brother'' movement
in Milwaukee organized by Bert Hall, who
got 700 men, in all walks of life, to agres
to take avy boy he would ask them to,
to take under their wing as a big brother
should. Pr. Winship looked over the
records of these boys after; six months’
work with them and at that time, boys,
who before were not ecarning 2100 were
now earning $160,000!

The speaker gave one illustration of the
transformed life™ef a boy who went to

L

}.ents; avho were responsible for-him; after

the George Junior Republic from Boston,
one of the worse toughs of the city, who
is now a loved and respected citizen of
Boston.

Dr. Winship said that the boy up tc
gix years was under the care of his par-

six and until ten, the home and the school
share responsibility; after ten and until
18, the juvenile court is responsible. The
church, the home and the school should
know about him and what he is doing;
and now the public has taken on respon-
sibility - for, him.

After describing the work of the juven-
ile court, as Judge Lindsay conducts it in
Denver, Dr. Winship went on to speak
of the work among newsboys in Toledo,
carried on by John Gunckel. The chief
of police in ‘that city says that the boys
of the street give him no trouble, but
rather, that they are an aid to preserving
the peace. Dr. Winship illustrated how
the boys will instantly report any misde-
meanor to Gunckel, how he scnds out his
aids to hunt down the disturbers of the
peace, and settle with them, without hav-
ing to resort to the police. Ile also told a
story of how he observed a bootblack,
who was giving him a “shine,” make the
men in his neighborhood *‘cut out” pro-
famity. He said the attitude of the boys
reacts on the men and there isn’t a clean-
er -city than Toledo in the country. “I!
feel perfectly safe in saying,” he continu-
ed, “that in the city of Toledo, of 200.000
population, today not one single boy of
the streets has smoked a cigarette.”

Hartland, N. B., May 31—In today's
downpour. more than #¥0 delegates Jdrove
and came by train to the most enthusias-
tic political convention held in Carleton
county in many years. Every polling dis-

G. W: Upham, C.’L. Smith, ex-M. P. P.;
and Frank R. Shaw put forward by the
nominating committec were received with
cheers, and the choice was made uua-
nimous.

The spirit of the meeting would indi-
cate that the county was thoroughly dis-
gusted with the Flemming government
[ Richard Wheeler, of Florenceville, seveuty-
five years old, a lifeiong Tory, told the
assembly he had worked to put the pres-
ent government in but would work to put
them out. He spoke with much vigor,
and was followed by A. R. Rigby. who
also had been a lifelong Tory., but he had
| voted for reciprocity and was told at that
time by Premier Flemming that if he,
Rigby, or any other Conservative voted
for Carvell they forfeited his friendship
for ever.

A. B. Copp.

A. B. Copp was given a great reception
and has already won a strong place with
Cavleton county voters. In his ringing
denunciation of the government, he made
himself clear to the people interested in
the Valley railway just where he stood,
branding as false as H the Tory can-
vass that he and the opposition voted to
kill the project.

Mr. Copp stated that if he became lead-
er of the government he would follow out
to the letter the arrangement to build the
Valley railway, and moreover, the con-
struction to Grand Falls and to St. John
would immediately begin.

ARGUMENT IN THE
MARRIAGE CASE ENDS

It Will be Sometime Before Judg-
ment Will Be Given

Ottawa, May 31—Argument in the refer-
ence by the dominion government to the
supreme court of questions with regard to
its jurisdiction in enacting the Lancaster
marriage bill was concluded at 1 o’clock
this afternoon, after a hearing of four
days and a half. Judgment will not likely
be rendered for some time.

The right of the dominion government
to ask the questions submitted in these
references and its right to insist on a re-
ply was presented to the court at the
closing session by E. L. Newcombe, deputy
minister of justice. He asked the court
to answer all the questions, and also if
the question as to the jurisdiction is not
answered in the affirmative that the court
suggest or advise the government in the
matter.

Mr. Lafleur, K. C., for the promoters
of the bill, followed Mr. Newcombe and
closed the argument.

At its conclusion, the chief justice said
that the court was extremely indebted to
the leaders of the bar participating in the
argument.

Deputy Minister Newcombe.

Spveaking on behalf of the attorney-gen-
eral of Canada, E. L. Newcombe, K. C,,
deputy minister of justice, said that he
was principally concerned with answering
the arguments of Quebec counsel. Que-
bec’s attitude is consistent, he said, with
its stand on the companies’ legislation,
but these arguments have been conclusive-
ly and finally overruled by the courts, Mr.
Newcombe stated.

The contention of the province is broad-
ly to deny entirely the legislative author-
ity of the crown to require the court to
answer any sort of question at all,whether
it related to the B. N. A. act or not.

“T contend that the dominion has the
right to submit every one of these ques-
tions and require your lordships to answer
them in view of the recent decision.

“It may be eo that all parties are not
represented here, but this iz so in all
cages. [f the Hebert case comes to this
court, there ave hundreds of others who
will be affected by the decision, yet they
would not be represented here. Public
and private interests are affected. If the
conclusion is that parliament has jurisdie-
tion the court, 1 submit, should not fail
to advise upon every interrogation. If an
opposite deterriination is reached, a dif-
is before us. I submit
that questione 1 and 3 should be grouped.”

Justice Tdington—"‘Supposing the court
decides that the bill is badly drawn?”

Justice Anglin—“My idea is that ques-
tion three is inserted to prevent question
one being overlooked.”

French courts rarely have to deal with
breach of promise cases. They discourage
them systematically by amazing decisions,
but a change is perhaps coming. Within
the last few days French courts have
touched the opposite extremes. In the
first case they allowed, in what geemed to
be a very good case for the plaintiff, only
three francs. damages, but in the other
they have awarded what in France is an
astounding sum, $2,000. This constitutes,
apparently, a record in French breach of
promise damages. The average hitherto
has been a small alimony, if there was a
child, of five or ten francs a month, and
a round sum of $50 or $100; but the idea
of awarding $2,000 seems never before to
have occurred to the mind of a French
judge.

The case in which this “fabulous” sum
wag allowed was that of a young woman
who had been promised marriage by a well-
to-do butcher’s assistant. The court, at
least, assumed that he was well off, and
as there was no reason for his breaking
off the promised marriage he is to be made
to pay the penalty,

own sake is not perhaps altogether un-
worthy of those who are called upon to
take a ahare in the counsels of a free peo-
ple.

“For what lies on the other side? WWhat
lies behind this development of the force
of war-power? Behind it lies all our right
and claims for our great position on the
world.

“Behind it lies all our power to put our
distinctive and characteristic mark upon
the unfolding civilization of mankind, for
under the shelter of this manifestation
we may agree or quarrel as we please,
we may carry on our own party politice
in perfect security.

“So long as that guality of our civiliza-
tion, so long as the patriotism and organ-
ization of our country is sufficiently high
to enable us to produce the maximum of
force at a’ particular point, there is no
reason why we should not hand on undim-
inished to those who come after us the
great estate we have réached from those
who have gone before.

“The best way to make war possible is
to make victory certain, and 1 am glad
to be able .to assure you that we see no
difficulty ‘@ maintaining the main gecuri-
ties of the country and in providing an

CORN FLAKES
REINFORCED CONCRETE FACTORY

New Manufacturing Plant for the T. S, Simms Co. at Fairville
to be of Absolutely Fireproof Construction Throughout—
The Aberthaw Construction Co. Have a Large Force of
Workmen Rushing the Preliminary and Foundation Work

The construction of the new T. S. Simms
Co. factory at Fairville is now well under
way. The excavating, placing of under-
ground piping, erection of temporary build-

ings and construction plant is now about
completed and actual building operation
will start at once. The main manufactur-
ing building will be about 400 feet !ong on
Buspension Bridge Road, 52 feet wide and
five stories high. The other buildings, in
the rear, consist of a lumber shed, boiler
house, coal pocket and dry kiln. These
buildings will be of reinforced concrete
shroughout and are as fireproof as modern
¢cience can make them.

A reinforced concrete building is some-
thing new to St. John and ite construc-
tion and completion will be sure to be
watched with a great deal of interest by
the people of the city. On visiting the site
yesterday the writer found them digging
large sections of earth from the bottom
of the excavated basement, these, the su-
perintendent tells us, are to be for the
concrete footings or foundations for the
structure. The holes, which are about
twelve feet square, will be reinforced with
steel bars and upon these will be built
the concrete columns, and then the con-
crete floors, so on to the roof, which will
also be of concrete. This completed skele-
ton, which is really one solid monolith,
is interwoven with hundreds of reinfore-
ing bars to take care of temperature
stresses and tension etrains which the con-
crete alone will not do, these bars being
in turn covered and protected with sev-
eral inches of concrete. It was learned
on inquiry that the porosity of concrete
did not afford an opportunity for rust-
ing of the embedded steel as the free lime
in the cement acted as a neutralizer Of
any oxydizing action and in a structure
that the company recently tore down thay
found that steel imbedded for sixteen yeare
was as bright and clean as when placed.

The floors of this building will be of
granolithic finish, which is a special. cement
top laid on the concrete floor. This finish
consists of cement, coarse sand and sme;ll
clean stones and requires epecial care in
selection of materials, working of the_ sus-
face and protection until hard to give a
smooth, dense and at the same time a non-
dusing, good wearing surface. The floors
are to be of the mushroom type, which
are so called by reason of their columns
flaring out at the top till they meet the
ceiling, therefore giving the effect of a
mushroom. Beams and girders which ob-

struct light and increase the total height
of the building are done away with by
ueing this type of construction. The in-
ventor of this system claims the speed
of construction suggested the name, 1n
other words “they go up in the night.”

A large amount of lumber is used for
this kind of building in the making of the
forms into which the concrete is poured
and for support of the same. These forms
are removed as the concrete sets and are
used on the next story. The contractors
have a saw mill already in operation for
this work. The concrete will be mixed in
machine mixers which are fed with cement
and water together with stones and gravel
brought in from a gravel pit on the C.
P. R. It is then dumped into a bucket,
hoisted in an elevator tower to its floor
level and there distributed in industrial
cars®on narrow gauge tratk. -

The Aberthaw Construction Company,
who are doing this work, have followed
reinforced concrete exclusively for about
twenty years, and are the pioneers in this
work in eastern United States. They have
built structures in the West Indies,
throughout the United States and Canala.
They are at work now on a large con-
tract for a factory building in Ontario
for the American Cyanimid Co., and are
at present completing extensive plants at
Lawrence (Mass.) for the Pacific Mills
Print Works, coasisting of seven buildings
with twenty acres of concrete floor; also
at Buffalo for the Pierce Arrow Motor
Car Co. and the Larkin Soap Co. We
understand that the company have brought
but little belp with them except execu-
tives, but hope to be able to get their
supply of carpenters, steel and concrete
laborers from the local supply. All ma-
terials going into their work will
bought in town as far“as possible and the
contracts will be let at an early date for
such items as plumbing, roofing, hollow
tile walls, and other trades; the Aberthaw
Co. sub-letting nearly all work except the
reinforced concrete construction itself.

We were shown the elevations and plars
of the gomplete building and notice that
the large epace betyeen the external con-
crete columns and wall beams is taken
up by windows leaving a few courses of
buff hollow" tile for curtain walls below
the concrete sills. This is going to blend
well with the dead grey tone of the con-
crete surface and should give a building
of most pleasing architectural effect, a
feature too often lost sight of in our mod-
ern factory buildings.

I quote it, however, in corroboration of
my charge that this Central Railway re-
port in some particulars was absolutely
and wholly false.” (Applause).

In dealing with the gift of the Central
r{ul\vay to the C. P. R. by the provin-
cial government, the speaker referred to
the weak defence of this transaction by
Col. Baxter, who was limself violating the

| indewendence of parliament by appealing

to the people as a stpporter of the same
government which had appointed him to
a lucrative position, and during whose will
and pleasure he held that position. (Ap-
plause).

A Nefarious Agreement.

Going mto details of the nefarious agree-
ment, Dr. Pugsley showed that the terms
made for the turning over of the road to
the .C. P. R. had no parallel in the history
of rai]\\_vay legiglation, the province being
responsible for the interest of, between
850,000 and $60,000 on the cost of the road,
while the company had matters in its own
hands by being required to pay only 50
per cent. of the net earnings.

““Col. Baxter says the province is getting
rid of a burden by giving away this road
which coet $1,200,000, to the C. P. R.,” said
Dr. Pugsley, “but he did not mention the
fact that there is an annual interest charge
of more than $50,000, and also that this
road showed a surplus for two years under
the business-like management of the com-
missioners appointed by the .old govern-
ment.” (Cheers).

A visitor from the St. John river valley
section was in the audience and asked Dr.
Pugsley if the Valley railway was likely to
be built to Grand Falls.

“No, I do not believe it,” began Dr.
Pugsley, and there were several cries of
“Or no one elge.”

Continuing, Dr. Pugsley said: “I charge
that the provincial government is trying
the double game and 1s attemnting to de-
ceive both the people of New Brunswick
and the railway interests which jare op-
posed to building ‘the railway to Grand
Falls. Mr. Flemming is trying to ride on
two horses at the one time until after the
elections. I should be greatly surprised if
the electors of New Brunswick do not,
by their votes, emphatically condemn this
double dealing.

“I notice that the Standard this morning
in attempting to conceal the real facts from
our people, say that the bond issue is $5,-
000,000, sufficient to nearly complete the
line to Grand Falls. This is erroneous as
the bond issue is only for £873,285 which,
in Canadian currency, is only a little more
than $4,200,000, this being sufficient for the
169 miles necessary to construct the railway
to River de Chute.

“The Standard also pretends that the
present issue is omly to provide for that
portion of the road under contract. This
is inconsistent with the public statement
of Mr, Flemming that the contract has
been given to the St. John River Valley
Railway Company for the whole line from
Rothesay to Grand Falls. It is impossible
to reconcile the different statements and
the clear inference to be drawn is that the
company only intends to build to River de
Chute and has made its bond issue accord-
ingly,”

Dr. Pugsley was proceeding to speak of
other issues in the campaign when the
candidates, who had been notified by a
committee of their selection, arrived and
the former minister closed a most effective
speech by ~predieting victory-for -the St.
John candidates. .

There was a perfect storm of applause
as the candidates entered the room and
took their seats, and Mr. Foster was the
first called upon.

Mr. Foster.

¢l understand,” said Mr. Foster, when
he could make himself heard, “that I, with
the other gentlemen who have just come
in with me, have been nominated by the
Liberal party to contest the coming elec-
tion in its interests, and my answer to the
delegates is that I will accept. Many of
you already realize the fact that I accept
at a considerable sacrifice of my own per-
sonal interest, but as a loyal member of
the Liberal party I will enter this con-
test with all the spirit that is in me, in
a determination to Avin.

As a busi-
ness man accustomed to business condi-
tions, I must say I am startled at the ex-
travagance the present government has dis-
played and their reckless disregard of
promises in piling up a public debt of §1,-
000,000 in four years, and allowing the or-
dinary expenditure to exceed the revenue
in one year by $56,000.

“The business men all over the province
aer wondering where this is going to end.
1£ I go to Fredericton as one of your re-
presentatives I pledge myself to work to
secure an economical administration and
business-like methods. While this waste
of money has been going on I challenge
the government supporters to point to one
piece of advanced or constructive legisla-
tion which this government has passed in
its feur years of office. They have been
too busy guaranteeing bonds for the subsi-
diary concerns of the C. P. R., and other
large corporations to care for the wants
and requirements of the ordinary business
man, the working man or the farmer.
(Hear, hear).

“I read in a report of a government
eonvention a statement purporting to be
made by an old Liberal that this govern-
ment had kept its pledges. Mr. Hazen laid
down twelve planks in his platform in 1908
and T now charge that those twelve pledges
have been broken. If that old Liberal
who. however, could be deseribed in that
fashion twenty-five years ago, will attend
some of our meetings I promise him that
1 will show him that these pledges have
not been carried out.

“We will, however, deal not only with
criticism of our opponents during this
campaign,” said Mr. Foster, “but we will
lay down a constructive policy for the
up.provul of the citizens of 8t. John.”

Mr. Foster was heartily cheered on con-
clusion, and Mr. Knowlton was called upon
as the next speaker.

Mr. Knowlton.

“I accept this nomination,” said Mr.
Knowlton, “with the very greatest pleas-
ure,, and I will do my level best to secure
the election of the whole ticket. In ap-
pealing to the people as an opposition can-
didate, I will seek to prove that the
Hazen-Flemming government has given us
neither a prudent nor progressive adminis-
tration. While we do not observe any
great improvement in the public works on
which provincial money is spent and the
revenue has been increased by more than
400,000, yet the public debt, as has been
pointed out, has grown at an alarming
rate.”

“This government I charge further has
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not taken advantage of its opportunities.
Instead of availing themselves of the au-

thority granted by the Public Domains
act of 1906 and taking an inventory of the
crown lands of the province with a view to
their conservation and proper control, this
government has assisted in their depletion
by the reduction in the size of the saw log
and has also allowed much of the young
spruce of the province to be cut for pulp-
wood and shipped in a raw state to be
manufactured in the United States.

“Premier Flemming has made a vague
promise to develop the pulp and paper in-
dustry, but he had allowed the years in
which the government had been in power
to pass without taking any action in this
regard.”

Mr. Knowlton again thanked the conven-
tion and recalled the days before ’96 in
which the Liberals in opposition had been

tories.

W. J. Mahoney.

W. J. Mahoney said he accepted the
nomination with great pleasure and prom-
ised the best that was in him to make
the ticket a winning one. With the sup-
port of the rank and file well represented
in the convention, the candidates could
look forward to victory.

“We are opposed to a pledge-breaking
government,” said Mr. Mahoney, “the
great economists who believed in the law
work for the crown being done by the
ministers. We find, however, that they
have not carried out this policy but that
it hag been done by ‘Various persons.” A
large portion of the money spent on the
roads and bridges has gone to political
favorites in the role of structural superin-
tendents who in many cases have recceived
more than the amount paid the men who
did the actual work.” Mr. Mahoney ask-
ed the Liberals for their best efforts in
the fight to place New Brunswick in line
with Quebec and Alberta. (Applause.)

Mr. Keirstead.

Mr. Keirstead was given a warm wel-
come and spoke briefly and to the point
on: the temperance question. He recog-
nized that he had no claim on the party
and ‘had been surprised when asked to
allow-his name to go before the conven-
tion. “I declined at first,” said Mr. Keir-
stead, “but on talking the matter over
with my personal friends, the majority of
whom happened to be Conservatives, they
urged' me to accept, and if nominated,
promising their whole hearted support.(Ap-
plause.) - It seems to me as if the present
government is to be turned out. by the
Liberals . who voted them in along with
many Conservatives who are disgusted as
well with the record. of this administration,
and I am one of those Liberals who helped
to put the Hazen government in and am
now ashamed of it and disgusted with the
administration. Having accepted this nom-
ination I am prepared to put into it all
my vigor and resolution and believe that
a great victory shall be won.” (Great ap-
plause).

“The Hazen-Flemming government has
been a great disappointment to -the tem-
perance people. It has not fulfilled its
pledges, taking away more than has been
given, and I tell you frankly that the tem-
perance element is disgusted with this ad-
ministration. Personally, let me say that
I am in this contest as a champion of the
prohibition ¢ause, and I state it mow open-
ly so that there may be no misunderstand-
ing about it. There are those among you
who will say that the temperance party
cannot be depended upon, that they will
vote according to party no matter wha.t
they may say, but I for one have confi-
dence that the temperance people will vote
against the party which has fooled them
and it is their opportunity now to win a
great victory. If I am defeated it will be
their defeat and I think it only fair that
you should know my geritiménts at -this
time.” ;

Mr. Keirstead was heartily applauded at
the close of his manly address.

Cheers for Bentley.

That the nomination of A. F. Bentley
was highly popular with those at the con-
vention was very evidence when he rose
to speak. The applause was deafening a_nd
it was several minutes before the cheering
subsided. Mr. Bentley showed that he
was very familiar with the affairs of the
province and his telling criticism of the
spending department of the Hazen-Flem-
ming government was received with mark-
ed approval by those present. He urged
the voters to get back of the party and
give the Liberal candidates a chance to
introduce once again a government that
was honest. The revenue of the Conser-
vative government was much more than
that of the former Liberal government.

Mr. Bentley set forth the grand prin-
ciples of the Liberal party which, he ex:
plained, stood for brotherhood, fair play
and equality, and he said that the true
Liberal stood with the party both through
good and evil report.

dered the grand chieftain, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, in Montreal recently.

He showed that the yearly revenue of
the province had been $400,000 more than
before 1908. Up to that time only a smali
amount of the federal grant had been at
the service of the province but since 1908
$130,000 of the federal subsidy had been
spent by the Hazen-Flemming govern-
ment.

Mr. Bentley told of the schemes worked
by the Conservatives in order to increase
the revenue from the crown lands, one in
particular allowing smaller sized logs to
be cut from these lands.

He said that the crown lahds were being
shorn of the lumber as many of the oper-
ators had only a ‘shert time in which to
hold these limits and they - were getting
all they possibly could for their money.
(Hear, hear).

The speaker pointed out that the gov-
ernment had not spent any great amount
of money on education, in fact they were
paying a smaller percentage of the revenue
for' this purpose than the old Liberal
party. (Applause).

Roads in Bad Shape.

The public roads were in a worse statc
than when the old government was in
power and more money had been collected
and spent but the roads had not been im-
proved and iv was the same way with the
bridges. But he pointed out that the
money must go some place and that could
be nowhere else than in the pockets of
those who were responsible for the re-
pairs of the roads and bridges,

He said that from the way the esti-
mates for the last year had been overrun
he was sure that if the Comservatives were
returned to power again ' the audit act
could not keep them in check. Already
the spending departments of the province
had gotten beyond the control of those
who were supposed to be back of them.
(Applause).

In closing, Mr. Bentley made a strong
plea for the voters to support and elect
the Liberal candidates, who. stood for
honest and economical government, and
he declared that the great development
which is so evident in the province was
dde to the efforts of the Liberal party
and Hon. Dr. Pugsley. (Great applause).

London, June 1—*“Australia’s Greatest
Danger,” is the title of a striking article
in the current number of the National Re~
view. The writer, George Gascoyne, ar-
gues that this greatest danger to Australia
and one of the greatest dangers to the
British Empire lies in the vast unoccupied
northern territory of Australia. In the
two words of the Kaisier’s famous phrase,
the danger is the Yellow Peril.

Here is a territory of 523,620 square
miles, two and a half times the size of
France, with a seaboard of 1,240 miles, sev-
eral splendid harbors and a series of navig-
able rivers. It is imperfectly explored
but 162,100 square miles are classified as
indifferent, although containing mining
possibilities; 148,000 square miles contain
patches of good pastoral land with uncer-
tain rainfall, 34,000 square miles are good
pastoral country, and another 29,000 are
first-class, both subject to intermittent
tropical rain; 150,000 square miles are es-
sentially tropical, with rainfall to corres-
pond.

In 1908 the white population of this great
territory was 1,081, of whom 577 were male
adults. In twenty-seven years the white
male adult population increased by twenty-
seven. In 1910 the white population was
said to be stationary.

Mr. Gascoyne is very convincing in his
argument that if 'this territory is to be
colonized by colored labor, there is noth-
ing for it but the yellow men. Once this
is admitted he maintains that the game is
up. Experience has proved that once ad-
mitted on a large scale the yellow man
cannot be restricted to one area.

The article holds out no very comforting
patches of good pastoral country and no
‘prospect’ as to avoiding the danger.

SOME MARKET PRICES

Sugar Down But Molasses Higher
—Today in the Country Market

It will be pleasing news to the house-
wife to know that the price of sugar is
on the decline. The market is reported
weakened and a further drop is expected.
Particularly raw sugars have been on the
downward trend for several days, and the
reduction in refined grades took place
this week.

The drop in price is said to have been
caused to quite an extent by the promis-
ing crop conditions in Cuba and Europe.
As a general rule the molasses market
falls or rises with the sugar quotings, but
this is not the case at present, for stocks
of ‘fancy Barbados are none too plentiful
and the price has gone up slightly. Re-
ports from Barbados are that no more
supplies can be had there as stocks are
about exhausted. The last week has seen
large receipts of molasses at this port by
steamer, but the price has risen.

There has been no change in flour for
some time, although it was expected that,
following the increase in Ontario patents
a few weeks ago, there would be further
jumps. Recent western advices to local
wholesalers are that the crop will be well
up to last year's average despite losses
sustained throughout the winter in the
wheat belt.

Beans are stil decidedly scarce and re-
ports from Ontario say that there are
noné to be had there. BSo scanty is the
supply that it is thought the trade will
have to depend upon foreign sources.

The country market today was rather
poorly stocked with farm produce, dairy
goods or meats, largely owing to the pro-
longed spell of wet weather. The roads
are in a bad condition and the rains have
washed heavy ruts through the mud, with
treacherous holes in some places. A fair
quantity of goods was received by express.
Prices remained about the same. All
kinds of meat stil! stay high, while dairy
goods, butter, eggs and cheese are on the
easier trend. There is little poultry to be
had.

Ed. Lamberth of Seattle Has Been
At it Since 191 And is Near
Turning Point
