‘Mr. Neshitt Warm'y Defends

QOttawa, Feb. 22.—~The lower house of
parliament spent most of today's sitting
discuseing a proposal for the abolition of
the upper house. :

he does not disclose. It was forwarded to
Mr. Borden by the manager of the Vie-
toria Colonist and is for the purpose of
cléaring that newspaper from responsi-
bility for the forgery of the telegram.

However, thé confusion seems to put the

paper in a rather worse position than be-
fore, as it states that the telegram was
taken ffom the newspaper officé and alter-
ed by the unknown and by him passed oxf
to a public meeting. But it does not ex-
plain how a facsimile of the forged tele-
gram appeared-in the Colorist the follow-
ing morning. The readmg of the doéu-
ment by Mr. Borden was received by the
house with evident amiusement on both
sides and no one thotight it worth while
to comment on it.
Before orders of the day Mr. Borden
brought: the telegram up on a question of
privilege. He said: “I have already men-
tioped this matter to the house and-1
promised that any further information’
that came to me from ghe Colonisf news:

alteration of a telegram sent by me to
that paper on the 24th of October last
would be communicated by me ‘to the
house.

MANITOBA LIQUOR MEN
ASK FOR CHANGE IN LAW

Winnipeg, Feb. 22—A petition was pre-
sented in the legislature, tonight signed by
20,000. voters, a’sking for amendments to
the local option law, which will require &
two-thirds vote to carry the law; and to
have the -vote taken omly once in thiee
vears, and to provide compensation for
hotel men deprived of a license.

"Ine liquor men are taking this course to
off-set the movement inaugurated by ‘the
reform league.

Luberculosis, the patient should know how
to isclate himself or herself by observance
of the simple rules prescribed . in such
cases, and thus' guard other members of
the family against contagion. There are
many cases where a patient is too poor
to afford the cost of treatment in a sani-
tarium, and for such the home treatment
g¢houl be such at least as to prevent the

',-pread of the disease.

A FINE CONCERT
IN OPERA HOUSE

Mérie Hall Proved HMf a
Marvellous Violinist Last Night
| —large Audience Present.

The coming of the p‘llénomenal violin-
ist, Marie Hall, to St. John, has not,
owing to exceptional circumstances, been
heralded with the same amount of ac-

claima which has preceded the- advent of
other great artists who have previously
visited this city, but the use of super-
latives in describing her playing and artis-
try is fully justified, and it is but stating
the sober truth to say that the large
audience which greeted her last night at
the Opera House” were absolutely en-
thralled by the magic of her playing and
the personality and over-brimming tem-
perament with which it is infused; and
marveled at the wondrous performance
of this fragile English girl with thought-
ful eyes and expressive features. who,
gowned simply in white, and without af-
fectation or apparent self consciousness,
played with the crowning stroke of genius
and touched the poles of her jnstrument’s
possibilities with magnificent confidence.

She has been before the public prac-
tically only about: six years, and her
career has been simply meteoric since
she first jumped into fame after her per-
iod of 'study with Bevcik at Prague, and
the romantic story of lier career has all
combined to invest her personality with
extraordinary- interest.

Her opening number last night was the
great violin concerto of Mendelssohn
whieh is always one of the standanrd works
by ‘which great violinists elect themselves
to be judged as all round artists, Miss
Hali has invested the haunting beauty of
the andante with a distinctive pathos,
while the spirit infused into the fiery last
movement was irresistible. On her second
appearance—of her group of numbers—
the first and last were the most impres-
sive, the former being an _ enchanting
folk melodv—Vagg Sang—and the Moto
Perpetuo, being a tour de force. The ex-
traordinary bird like quality of her har-
monies was demonstrated in Wienawski’s
Variations on a Russian Theme; and the
dazzling brilliance of her techmique fully
corisummated. Her encore numbers were
Dvorak’s Humoreske and Saint Saens’ Le
Cygne.

Miss Louise Basche, besides being an
ideal accompanist, amply proved herself
as a pianist of ‘exceptionally - technical
brilliance. Her peculiarly sparkling qual-
ity of tone has never been excelled here.
It was unfortunate that the piano used
was not-a big enough medium for so colos-
sal a piece of virtuosity as Liszt’s 12th
Rhapsody. In this, as in her encore—
Chopin’s Black Key Study, Miss Basche
displayed eurpreme accomplishment  of
technical difticulites as also a beautiful
singing tone in Mendelssohn’s . too-seldom
heard Song Without Words, in E flat.

Harold Bealey created a most favor-
able impression by his pleasing baritone
voice which, while"not of great volume,
shows’a fine technique, and his Sostenuto
singing in his first encore—a fine song by
Ellen Wright—When I Awake—was most
effective. The exceptionally clear articu-
lation throughout all his work was a most
pleasing feature. He  invested the two
songs—Prudence and Pretty Little Kate—
with the requisite naivete, and as an en-
core gave a fine delivery of Cowen’s
spirited Border Ballad.

The. re-
port recommended: that new single hy-
drants or Cory hydrants be placed in the
following localities: In Britain street be-
tween Charlotte and Syduney; in St. James
between Germain and Charlotte, and be-
tween Charlotte aud Sydney; in Carmar-
then opposite tha gas house; in Queen, De-
tween: Wentworth and Carmarthen, and
Carmarthen and Sydney; in Duke, near
Wateon’s stable.

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest
Land Regulations

ANY person who is the sole head of &
family, or any male over 18 years olds
may homestead a quarter-section of availe
able Dominion lsud in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan or Alberta.. The applicant must appear
in person at the Dominion Lands Agency or
Sub-Agency for the district. Entry by proxy
may be made at any agency, on. certain con-
ditions, by father, fnother, son, daughter,
brother or sister of mtending homestéader.

Dutles. — Six months' residence upon and
cultivation of the .iznd in each ot three
years. A bhomesteader may live within nine
miles of his homestead on a farm of at least
30 acres solely owned and occupied by him
or by his father, mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister.

In certain uistricts a homesieader in gacd
standing may {.tre-empt a _quarter-section
alongride his  homestead, Price $3.00 per
acre.  Duties—Must reside six months in each
of sisz years from dato of homestead entry
(including the time required to earn home-
stead patent), and cultivate fifty acres ex-

ira.

A homesteader who has exhausted his home-
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption
may- take a purchased homestead in certain
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Muet
