If he 
offers what is fair and final without 
fear or favor, he may safely abide 
with faith in the instincts of the 

I nation and, if necessary, appeal to 
the country on the new issue with 
confidence in the result. That the 
integrity of the Empire will be main­
tained need suffer no doubt.

Those who sincerely desire Home 
Rule for Ireland will get it in a

Murder Will Out
Dublin, Bee. 24.—Sheehan, who 

convicted on the 19th inst. ef having 
dered his mother, his brother Thomas, 
and his sister Mary, at Castletown,
Cork, in October, 1877, has made a <ull 
confession of his crime. He exculpates 
hia brother-in-law, David Brown, who is 
under arrest,- from any participation in 
the triple murder. Sheehan says he was 
led to commit the murder by the per­
sistency of hia mother in demanding £300 
dowry from farmer Brown before she 
would consent to her eou (the prisoner) 
marrying Miss Brown. Farmer Brown 
was willing to give his daughter a dowry 
of £170, but Mrs. Sheehan refused the 
offer. William murdered his mother, 
brother and sister and threw their bodiee 
into an old well. He told people he had 
given his mother £300#oufc of his mar­
riage portion, and that the three missing 
ones had gone away to seek another 
place of residence. In a short time Wil­
liam married Miss Brown. He took pos­
session of the farm and remained there 
about two years when he was evicted for 
non payment of rent. He then left for 
Australia.

Tho Issus-Batnurst Lumber Shipments-
At a reform meeting held ?.t Orillia, 

Simcoe County, on the 17th inst., a 
lengthy and able address was delivered by 
Sir Richard Cartwright on the political 
issues of the day. In referring to the last 
act in the drama of the Northwest rebel­
lion—“the execution of Louis Riel”—he 
spoke in the following terms

My own opinion has been stated over 
and over again, and I am net disposed to 
go back upon it. I have said elsewhere, 
aud I repeat it hera to- lay, that Louis 
Riel was very guilty; but also that Louis 
Riel was infinitely less criminal than the 
present Premier of Canada and the late 
Minister of the Department of the In­
terior. (Loud applause.) I say that of 
the two criminals Riel was far the less 
gnilty. Recollect that lxiuis Riel owed 
us no allegiance. He had never sworn to 
discharge the duties of h:s office to the 
bust of his ability. He had never—to do 
him justice—created any colonization 
companies to plunder the people. (Ap­
plause.) Riel was but the spark that 
fired the train which had been laid by 
the scandalous neglect aud tnal-admiuis 
tratiou of Sir John and his associates for 
seven long years. (Applause.) Had the 
North-west been honestly and well gov­
erned, a thousand Riels would ne\er have 
persuaded the unfortunate Halfbrecds to 
take up arms. (Applause. ) 
have very considerable sympathy. 1 be­
lieve that they were very harshly, very 
miquitously dealt with. I endorse for 
once every word that the Jfail has uttered 
as to the callous and cruel neglect with 
which those claims of the Half-breeds 
were treated. (Applause.) And I say 
this—and it is right we people in Ontario 
should^underatand and act upon it — W hat - 
ever your opinion may be as to Louis 
Riel, as regards those unfortunate follow­
ers of his, whose land was absolutely 
taken from them, and sold from under 
their feet to strangers in a Colonization 
Company, without right of appeal—I say 
that if ever a revolt was provoked by in­
sensate misconduct on the part of a Gov­
ernment, that revolt, so far as Louis Riel’s 
followers were concerned, was provoked 
by the conduct of the Government of 
Canada.

At the close of Sir Richard’s address, 
the folio wing colloquy took place :

WHAT IS THE ISSUE?
Rev. J. B. Armstrong— I want to ask, 

for my own satisfaction as well as that of 
many others, a question which I have no 
doubt Sir Richard Cartwright can answer 
intelligently. Is it the opinion of the op­
position leaders in the House of Commons 
that the present Government should be 
turned out of office because of th-з execu­
tion of Louis Riel? Or were the circum­
stances—the management from 1870 to 
1884—sufficient to justify Louis Riel in 
going into rebellion, not only in 1870 but 
in 1885?

Sir Richard Cartwright—I have no ob­
jection to answer the question put by my 
reverend friend. I do not condemn the 
Government for the execution of Louis 
Riel. My condemnation rests on a very 
much broader and deeper ground—on the 
ground of their mal-administration of the 
North-west during the past seven years ; 
the other question, if I recollect aright, 
was whether the first rebellion in 1870 
was justified.

Rev. Mr. Armstrong—The question is 
“Did the management of the Government 
from 1870 inclusive to 1885 justify Louis 
Riel in going into rebellion! Or is the 
issue on which the Government is to be 
held at the next election to be general 
mismanagement by the Government ?

Sir Richard Cartwright—The condem­
nation is asked for on the ground of their 
general mismanagement, not, as far as I 
am concerned, on account of the sentence 
of death being carried into execution. As 
to the first rebellion in 1870, I am not so 
well informed on that. But I believe that 
the universal opinion now among those 
who have examined the matter, is that 
the population of the North-West were 
bad’y treated in 1870. I think that our

of the C. P. R. in entering into pooling 
arrangements with the St. Paul, Minne­
apolis & Manitoba Railway, whereby the 
inhabitants of Manitoba and the North- 
West are taxed to support foreign mono­
poly which is nothing more or less than 
systematic robbery of people, and ex­
presses its conviction that such a state of 
affairs being known c^n not but have an 
effect detrimental to immigration and the 
general progress of the country.”

A resolution was also adopted declaring 
that the prosperity and progress of Mani­
toba demand the discontinuance of the 
disallowance policy, also a resolution 
favouring the Hudson Bay route.

Th^ following report of the Committee 
on the C. P. R. freight rates was adopt­
ed: “We condemn the discourteous treat­
ment of the union by the railway com" 
p&ny, having utterly failed to obtain such- 
reasonable reduction as would enable the 
country to market the grain crop. We 
have no alternative but to declare that it 
the company pursues the present ag­
gression by imposing rates which make 
the shipment of grain impossible, the 
farmers are placed in a position of befng 
unable to realize even a bare living on 
frozen wheat ; which will . necessarily 
go to waste. The present rates are an 
imposition on the people by a company 
chartered to construct a line by the 
people for the benefit of the people. 
We call upon the Dominion Government 
to use their prerogative and provide that 
remedy which alone can save many from 
utter ruin and the country generally from 
serious injury. We wish to add, how 
ever, that under proper management on 
the part of the Railway Company with 
reference to the large crop of the present 
season w hich cannot be equalled in quan­
tity by any country in the world and 
having regard to the demand for wheat 
only slightly damaged, if the company 
would reduce extoftionate rates settlers 
of Manitoba would work together to build 
up their adopted country.”
