Much dissatisfaction is reported amongst the Russian soldiery 
their oft-repeated orders to retreat. The traditions and discipline of 
the Russian military organization make the expression of dissatisfaction 
equal to mutiny, but were it possible for the views of the men in the 
ranks to find expression, as they would in the British army, the glamour 
which encircles the Russian commanders who are responsible for the 
existing situation would soon be of leaden hue.

It is suggested by the existing situation that Kuropatkin who 
boasted before leaving St. Petersburg for the seat of war, that he would 
dictate terms of peace at Токіо, may, just now, be chiefly concerned 
over the problem as to how he may safely retreat to a position north 
of Liaoyang and as to whether in the event of his accomplishing 
his further retreat to Mukden can be successfully accomplished.

Russian reports were first to the effect that the Japanese lost 
20,000 men in an attack on Port Arthur and, next, 17,000 men, while 
the defenders had only a few hundred casualties. These reports are evi­
dently untrue, for if they were otherwise they wonjd ere this have been 
authenticated from other sources. It is noticeable that while very wild 
stories of severe casualties on the enemy’s side often emanate from 
Russian sources, the Japanese reports are singularly free from exagger­
ation. Indeed, the Japanese, in not a few instances have understated 

-the Russian losses, not from any apparent motives for minimizing them, 
but because of an evident disposition to avoid boasting, when not 
tain as to details.

Later Russian despatches say the Japanese losses at Port Arthur 
was 10,000 men and this estimate is given on authority of “Chinese 
and prisoners.”

Our United State* neighbours 
are reaping, just now, as they have 
been sowing. Amongst the enact­
ments suggested by their ultra 
protectionist idea is that which 
was particularly aimed at and has 
been for several years enforced 
against Canadians, and known as 
their alien labor law. After 
experiences with it, which 
often made unnecessarily harsh by 
officials on the other side of the 
line, our legislators found it 
ary to retaliate in some degree, and 
the subject is brought into promin­
ence at the present time by the 
application from the Canadian side 
of the restriction which was oper­
ated against citizens of this country 
who went, under engagement, to 
work in the United States. It 
seems that the Grand Trunk 
Pacific managers, contrary 
would seem to be the right policy 
and to understandings hpd when 
they secured their enormously 
favorable concessions from Canada, 
have a decided preference for em­
ploying .United States engineers. 
The Ottawa Government has had 
its attention directed to the breaches 
of law which the railway company 
has been committing, and the 
United States engineers are being 
treated in the same way as our 
people have been in that country. 
It seems a somewhat harsh way to 
deal with professional men whose 
services may be almost necessary 
to the construction of a great work, 
but Canada cannot afford to be 
liberal in such matters when the- 
large country on her border pursues 
the policy she has been forced, for 
her oar protection, to imitate.

The Slots and ths Panada lestera.

The St. John Globe is a cold and 
unfriendly critic of the Govern­
ment's action in taking over the 
Canada Eastern Bailway. It pres­
ents the objections originated by 
the Sun and the Western members 
of Parliament, adds some of its 
own and solemnly adopts the 
opposition view that because this 
railway has been taken over all 
others which connect with the 
Intercolonial must be acquired by 
the Government. It intimates 
that there are as good reasons for 
taking over the Kent Northern, 
the Caraquet and other railways 
as the Canada Eastern —dUdiaplaye 
a generally antagonistic aitetude 
towards the Government in the 
whole matter.

The Globe, in its efforts to pre­
judice the public mind over the 
transaction, chooses to ignore the 
fact that the Canada Eastern gives 
the Intercolonial access to the 
centre of the province and connect­
ion with the important water 
carriage distributing system of the 
St. John river from Fredericton. 
The only reference it makes to this 
phase of the matter is to appeal to 
the jealousy of St John by pre­
tending to believe that it is *‘a 
scheme to divert trade from the 
St John river to the Miramichi” 
which it says “cannot be of any 
advantage to this [St John] 
port” It is possible that the 
Globe’s friends in St John will be 
induced to endorse its claims that 
the Intercolonial should bring flour, 
for instance, destined for Fred­
ericton from the west to St. John 
to be sent up river from Indian- 
town by steamers, instead of run­
ning it directly across country to its 
destination, hjut the business people 
of the province will look upon the 
proposition as a preposterous one. 
It is some 230 miles from Chatham 
Junction to Fredericton by that 
mixed route, to say nothing of the 
cost of transfer from cars to steam­
ers, while it is only 108 miles from 
the Junction to Fredericton.

We fail to see how trade can be 
diverted from St John to the 
Miramichi by the change in owner­
ship of the Canada Eastern. The 
appeal to St John jealousy is an 
upworthy one and entirely un­
founded; and the the Globe must
