In order to make room for other matter
we have been compelled to condense the
speeches made by the various candidates, but
the following contains the substance of their
remarks.

By the time the nomination closed thou:
sands of people had gathered to listen to the
remarks of the various candidates. The best
of order was maintained throughout the whole
pr dings, all b ducting them-
selves in a proper and becoming manner.

The nominations being closed, the candi-
dates proceeded to the Portico in front of the
Court House and separately addressed the

concourse of people.

Mr. Cudlip was the first speaker, but ow-
ing to the bustle occasioned by the persons
in the Court Room endeavoring to get outside
it was impossible, from where we stood, to
hear what Mr, Cudlip said. However, he
was heartily cheered upon making his ap-
pearance.

‘We much regret that we did not hear his
remarks. ae we learn from some who did hear
him that his address was an able one, and
appropriate t> the occasion.

Mr. Wilmot followed and commenced his
remarks in true Tory style, by denouncing
the ballot system. Ho said be was opposed
to it,and had spoken and voted against it on
the floors of the House. He had heard that
some of the young candidates had asserted
that despotism reigned in this gonnfry be*
fore the advent ot the Liberal party, and ho
argued that guch was not the .case, e
boasted that he had, while a representative
of the people, opposed free_trade and advo:
eated p t He'd d party gov.
ernment, and told those present that the
country bad a tfial ofit, dnd ' the resunlts
were damaging to the interests of the Pro-
vince. He alleged that the present Govern-
ment, upon coming in power, made s ‘fclean
sweep’? of the public officinls, and maintain,
od that the act was unjustifiable.  After
endeavoring to justify his conduct in betray:
ing the peaple who elected bim to oppose the
Street government ; he alluded to the man*
sgement of the Crown Land Office, and said
he had filled the office of Surveyor General,
and while holding it had endeavored ‘to do*
his duty. Upon making this remark a voice
from the crowd was heard saying, “*not with
reference to Mount Theobald,” but Mr.
Wilmot did not attempt to makéany explani
ation, and went on denouncing the manage-

__ment of the gepartment, when presently’ the
same voice asked, ‘‘where is the Crown Land
record of 1847." Mr. Wilmot madeno reply;
but went on to say that he had got none of
the pablic land, and after some further re-
marks upon fhis subjeot he said that when
he left office in 1854 there was money in the
Treasury, but at the present time there was
not one copper on hand.  The next topic was
the railway policy. He said he did not ap-
prove of the purchase from Jackson & Co. ;
he had never acquiescsd in the action taken
regardiog that arrangement,

The next subject he took up'was Family
Compactism. He said ptevious Governments
had been charged with adhéring to'that prin-
ciple, and he asserted that morecf Hatelement

going on behind the scenes. He referred to the
_Railway report laid before the House at the
last session and said that according to that the
commissicners had tendered their resignation,

any measure to relieve those officers of their
duty, and save their galary to the country.—
Hethought there wak some mismanagement
connected with the public departments, but
when he attacked the Government it was not
because he theught Departmental Govern-
ment wrong in principle, but for the reason
that the g was not judiciously or
properly cenducted, He was scvere upon the
Board of Works f)r their action concerning the
building of the Grand Falls Bridge. Hethought
that the Government should have compelled
the contractor's sureties to pay damages, be-
cause the bridge fell before completion. He
e\(xlogize'd the character of some of the bills he
bad introduced since he'had been in the Legis-
lature and made special reference to his crimi-

nal court bill. He was confident that it was
( sound in principle. He made reference to other
bills he had introduced andendeavo ed toshow
that they were such as the country required at
the present time.

Mr. Jordan was the next Speaker, ' He was
brief in his remarks; he said he hed for 18
years represented the City and County of St.
John, and during that time had endeavored to
do his duty. Ile stated that he was in princi-
ple a Liberal, and had been upon this oceasion
nominated by the Liberal Party. He argued
that the Representatives ‘of the people should
rise above all party squabbles, and direct their
efforts 'to the advancement of the interests of
the Province generally, In referring to the
construction of the Railway he condemned the
former Commissioners for' what they done
with respect to building the Railway over the
Miirsh in the‘winter time, e alleged that it
was a waste of money, as the nature of the soil
was such as to render it impossible to makea
solid structure at that season of the year.

Mr. McLaughlin was the next Speaker,
His remarks were few, and made in so low a
tone that we could not hear one single sen-
tence.

Mr. Godard followed and made a short but
spirited speech. He said that in the House of
Assembly and out of it, he had always remain.
ed true to the Conseryative Party, but for some
reason that Party had not nominated him on
their ticket fo Tun the coming Election. He
did not know for what reason they had acted
as they did, except it was because he was poor;
but poverty was no disgrace, and he believed
he was as good and as true a man as he was in
the days of pros;-erity, The party had cast
him aside, and he now threw himself upon the
people; ke yas'in their'hands, dnd would be
content to abide hy their decision.

Mr. Thompson next came upon the stand.
He said he did not come before the people with
a catalogue of political sins to atone for, nor a
host of virtues to boast of, as this was his first
‘publi¢ appearance as a politician, He declar-
ed himself epposed to the Gov as at
present constituted. He was a Conservative,
but he. beli a moderate one, What he
meant by this ‘was, that ifa Government intro-
duced & good measure he would support it, he
would not look at it from a party stand point.
He would not allow feelings to govern
him, and 7fn'oqdﬂ'n‘g“ rward at the present

time, - it , was not-as the Bep of any

Judging from his remarks we infer that he
would rather have effered for the City, but he
said that as a ticket of both parties had been
framed] he had concluded not to interfere
with it.

Mr. Anglin was the next speaker, He com-
menced by saying that the circumstances con-
nected with the Conservative nominations were
of a most extraordinary character. Mr. Anglin
seemed to feel that the party in consideration

of past services renderec should have plaged |

“Hivi upon the ticket and he dealt pretty severly
with them for not doing so. Like Mr. Thomp-
son he would have liked to have been on the
city ticket, but as it was likely to be a fair
fight he was not disposed to interfere. He
said he knew nothing of the plans of the con-

servative party ; some hole and corner meétings
| had been held, but those meetings repudiated

the voice of the people almost entirely. He
complerined that he had n t been asked to at.
tend the meetings of the party, and that the
nominations made by the few hadnot been sub-
mitted to the gen>ral meeting for ratification.
He referred to the rebellion in Ireland and
dwelt at some length upon the state of that
country when he left it, and certainly the tour
of his remarks upon this subject was not of the
most loyal character. He attacked the govern.
ment and some of the measures they had in-
troduced,and was particularly severe upon the
Election Law. He made a “shy’’ at the Prohi-
Yitory Liquor Law, and laid down as a princi-

ple that no man tad a right to dictate te ano- |

ther what he sLould eat, drink, or wear. He
saic that some of the men who spoke in favor
of ‘hat law “primed” themselves with brandy
betore speaking upon it.  He next attempted
to d-tiue smasherism, and used much the same
language as-he has through the Freeman upon
several occasions when dealing with this sub-
ject. He declared that if elected he would do
all in his power to oust the present Govern-
ment, for the reason that they had trifled with
the people and wasted the public money. Un-
like Mr. Wilmot, Mr. Anglin said that under
the circumstances he approved of the purchase
of the Railway Plant, &o., from Jackson & Co.
He ¢*pitched” into the Railway management,
and assertea that there had been a good deal of
jobbing in the way of making private arrang2-
ments, etc. He thought that the Railway
would cost a million and a quarter before com-
pleted. He complained that the government
had done little to encourage Immigration. He
referred to the Grand Falls Bridge; and assert:
ed that he had geod reasons for charging the
Government with coercing the contractor to
purchase iron for that structure from the St.
John Foige Company, and that iron was de-
fective in quality. He alluded to the Iand
affair and said that for the life of him he could
see no difference between the transactions of
Mr. Tilley and Fisher in obtaining lands. ; Mr.
Anglin spoke at length in condemnation of the
general policy of the government.

Mr. Robertson came next and spoke briefty
He had always been, and would remain a
Liberal whether elected upon this occasion or
not. He had sailed under Liberal banners,
and those colours he wes not ashamed of.
He promised if elected he would use every
effort to advance the interest of the country.
Mr. Robertson’s speech was neat and appro-
priate,

Mr. Magee followed. He said he had re-
sided in this country 27 years, and during that
time he had conducted himself he thoughtinan
honourable and straightforward manner. This
was his adopted country, it was the place he
intended to live and die in. His interests
were identical with those of the people; whal
tended to his interést also advanced that of the
pullic generally. If elected he should use all

" the power at his command to better the condi-
tion of this his adopted home.

Mr. Sxisner then addressed the Electors
present. He referred to the fact that from a
poor boy he had worked himself up in life.—
He had no past political career to refer to, but
if elected -would interest umself for the public
welfare. He did not deny that he was ambi-
tious ; he thought it a laudable spirit in any
young man, it was this that tended to elevate
the masses of the people. He hoped to sue~
ceed, but success could only be attained
through a proper course of aetion, and this de-
sire to succeed upon his part was a guarantee
to the people that if elected he would strive to
do his duty. He would always act indepen-
dently, with a single eye to the interests of the
country. It had been said that he was a young
man ; it was true, and it was one principle of
Liberalism to afford a young man an opportu-
nity of carving his way to distinction and hon-
our.

Some of the Candidates had boasted of their
Irish origin, but of this he could not. He
descendod from the loyalists, the men who had
stood by and supported the flag that hud for a

We have no donbt 18 to the issue of the 1m-
pending conflict. At first, indeed the prospects
of the secessionists were not unfavorable. Tue
present generation of Southerners hi«b ea edu.
cated to regard the clii s of t"e individual 8 ave
as sovereign, Regard for the Union has been
growing less and less for many years past. Of
late, -again and again vhey have threatened to
secede, unless their demands were complied with.
The election of Lincoln found chem already ripe
for secession. “This cvent merely hastened what
was inevitable. For months pas the secessionists
have diligently prepared to defend the inde-
pendance which they claimed. By treachory,
fraud, and robbery, as well as by the zeal of the
Confederates, long before the North awoke to
a consciouspess of the condition of affairs, the
Union seemed -to' have been dissolved, and the
disupionists capable of resisting any ordinary
effort to thwart these e®hemes. But there has
been put forth by the North no ordinary effort ;
but yesterday, and the millions of Northern free-
men seemed to be unconscious of the danger
which threateped the naton, to day, the tramp
of armed men is heardl in every quarter of the
North and West. Mer of ol classes seize the
rifle with alacrity—and the resaurces of the free
States are cheerfully staked upon tha issue.
They ‘march to the battle field, not merely to
maintain the rights of a government, nor wmerely
to assert the rights of men, but zs def'nders
and aseertors, at once, of order and liberty,
Strong in themselves, their cause must gain li‘;u
moral support of ‘the éivilized world. Rulers
must sympathize with the efforis of a people to
maintain the integrity of their government ; peo-
ples must sympathize with those in whose suc-
cees the cause of liberty is so greatly in‘erested.

Slave property has already depreciated. King
Cotton will have a very limited authority in J -
maica, Australis, Africa, or China. Whatever
may be the immediate issue of the conflict, as
between the rival powers, slavery is doomed. It
is possible that the States who have secedd may
not be conquered. The history of the United
States tesches us that a powerful government
may fail in its efforts to conquer a revolted peo.
ple. But the substantial fruits of victory must
remain with the North. The present territori s
of the Union will be retained—to be raptdly
filled up with freemen. The dream of tl.e Sourh
will fail to be realized—1nd, instead of establi<h-
ing a new power, which will balance the North,
it can only beeome the rival of Mexico.

Vicroria R.—Whereas we are happily at peace
with al Sovereign:, Powers and States, an
whereas hostilities have unhappily commenced
between the Government of the United States,
of America and ¢ertain States styling then.
selves the Confederate Siates of America, and
whereas we being at peace with the Government
«f the Uni ed States, have declared vur royal de,
termination tc maintain a striet and imparti.|
neutrality in the contest between the said con.

We, therefore, have thought
fit, by and with the advice of our Privy Council,
to issua this onr Royal Proclamation. [The pro.

Aud we do hereby declire, that all our sub-
jucts and persons entitled to our protection, who
may misconduct themselves in the premises,will
do so at their peril and of their own wrong, a.d
hat they will in nowise obtain any protection
from us sgainst any liabilities or penal conse-
quences, but will, on the econtrary, ineur our
high displeasure by such misconduct.

The London Tunes on the Proclamation, says.

Hitherto the proclamation has only reminded the
subjects of the Queen of the penalifes which the
law of this conniry denounces aguinst an infrac-
tion of neutrality, and points out the penalties !
with which suchioffences may be visited by the |
Jaw of the land or by the law of navions, Butin :
the Inst puragraph the proclamation seems to go
beyond this, and to make an announcement of
the policy which.wil be adopred in cases which
are proyided for neither by theMaw of rhg'fand
not by the law of natians, but which arise out of
the “peculiar conditions of the present unhappy
conflict.

The North see in the Southern States rebels
against its lawful authority, and will probably &t
first at least, decline to recognise the validity of
letters of marque issued under the authority of
President Jefferson Davis. ‘I he South will not
be slow to retaliate, and it may easily be antici-
pated that theres wiil be a disposition on both
sides to treat those crews of privateers who may
fall into their hands as pirates, to whom the
license they bear gives no protection. What
would be the conduct of the Britich government
under such circumstancrs ? Suppose an English-
men taken on board a Southern privateer to be
Fanged under a sentence ofa Court of Admiralty
ut New York—what wou'ld be the conduct of the
Government of this country ? The answer of the
proclamation to the question is by no means en-
couraging. Persans enlisting in such service will
dn'so at gheir perit and of sheir own wrong, and
will in nowise obtain any protéction from us
against any liabilitive or penal consequences. It
will e observed that in this place the word ‘such’
is omitted. The liabihti:s and penal conse-
quences are not confined 10 those under the aet
or under the law of nations, but are left wide and
indefinire, as 1f on purpose to embrace the very
case we are supposing.

We have not the presumption to suppose that
anything which we could add would give addi-
tional foree to the solemn admonitions contained
in the proclamstion of a Queen who never speaks
to her subj cisin vain, We have done our duty
if we distinctly point out that those Englishmen
who, in defiance of the laws of their country and
the solemn warniugs of their sovereign, rush in-
to this exrecrable confliet, will do so with direct
notice that 1f they meet with enrmies as reckless
and as merciless as themselves,they must bear the
fate that awaits them. without any hope that the
country whose laws they have broken will stretch
forth her arm to shield them from the conse-
quences of their own folly and wickedness. In
this respect  America bas set us an example in
the case of the exeduion of Lopez, oy wel! as 1n
the piratical enterprise of Walker, The United
States, otherwize so jealous of their treatment by
fureign nations, have in these eases looked on
with stoical indifference at the wholesale mas-
socre of their citigens. The warning has heen
given in time ; we hope and believe that it will
prove effectusl, and that the horrors of a civil
war between brethern will not be aggravared by
the uncalled-for interveation of the subjects of
the parent State.

In the House of liords on the 16th, Earl
Ellenborough asked Government whetier the
term lawtul Blockade, used in ths recent pro-
clamation, was to be interpreted literally or with
quaiification; as, according to the strict meaning
of Paris agierment, it was impossible 10 main-
tain an eff ctive blocknde. He complained of
the vagueness of the proclamation wit respect
to “ art.cles contrahand of war.”!  Er' Granville
1eplied that a lawful Blockade must be main-
tainea by a sufficient foree, not absolutely to
rende: all ingress or egress impossible but to ren-
der it extremely difficu t. - With respect to the
other - ynestion certsin articles were elearly
coniraband of War, but certainothers depended
upn speciul circumstances and comingencies
which could only be decided by a Priz: Courr,
and which it was hnpossible .to define betore-
hand. Earl Derby eaid there were two voints
upon which 1t was desirable that the Govein-
ment should forthwith come to an understanding
witk the Unpited States. They proclam-d a
blockade st the whole Southern Coast which they
hsd not the force te mainiain; slthough tiey
could lawfu'ly bl ckade certain parts it wis not
d: sirable they shiuld proclaim a universal block-
ade but only maintan a partial one.

ENROLMENT OF TROOPS.
W asmiNeTON, May 29, 1861.
The government to-day accepted several ad-
ditional regiments from lllinois. The tutal
number of regiments uccepted from that State
for the wax 1is now eighteen, inclusive of the
German Chicago regiment, to be commanded by
the well knawy German patriot, Frederiec H:cker.

Nearly one hundred regiments have thus far
heen usce: prad for the war from the States of
New York, Ohio, Illinois and Indiana.  The
contingents from the cther States will bring ir
very near two hundred. Tnis shows that the
government does not by ahy means limit 1tselt
to the number called out under the “second call.
Wi b the regular army, the force thus to be
brought into the field against the rebels will
reach two hundred and fifty thousand.
