Ottawa, Ont., Feb, 6.—In the House
today, Mr. Borden, was told by Mr.

Mr. Graham said that the question
of control of rates had been under
consideration for more than a year.
He did not know who originated the
idea. Chairman Mabee had first men-
tioned it to him,

The object was to constitute some
tribunal which could quickly make
through rates from a point in one
country to a point in the other, Chalr-
men Mabee and Martin Knapp, until
recently chairman of the Interstate
Commerce Commission, had held sev-
eral conferences and had arrived at
an agréeement. If the report submit-
ted by these two authorities were ap-
proved the agreement would take the
form of a treaty, till such time the
details would not be made public,

Quebec Bridge Tenders.

In speaking on a ‘motion for papers
by Mr, Lennot, Mr. Graham said that
when the government topk over the
work of constructing the: Quebec
bridge, it appointed a board composed
of three eminent bridge engineers.
These engineers were to prepare plans
and to be responsible for constructing
‘the work accbrding to these plans. It
was composed of Mr. Vautelet, of
Montreal, Mr. Iitzmaurice, of Eng-
land, and Mr. Modjeska of Chicago. If
these engineers failed to agree, ihe
government could add two additional
eugineers,

When it eame to advertising for
tf)nders there was disagreement in the
bpard. 'Mr. Fitzmaurice and Mr. Mod-
jeska disapproved of the design ap-
proved by Mr. Vautelet, the chairman
and chief engineer. The upshot was
& decision to call for tenders on the
officlal design, i.e, Mr, Vautelet's,

In addition the firms tendering
were to be at liberty to submit de-
signs of their own. Four firms ten-
dered: The St. Lawrence Bridge Co.,
a combination of Canadian firms; a
British firm, known as the British
Empire Co., a German company andl
an American Co,, the Pennsylvania
Sieel Co. Most of these put in de-
gigns of their own.

By this time the English engineer,
Mr, Fitzmaurice, had withdrawn on
the ground of ill health and had been
replaced by a New York engineer, C.
E. McDonald, a native of Leeds Co.,
Ontario. The newly constituted board
found that the “propositions” narrow-
ed themselves down to two,

(1) The “official design” for this
the British Empire Co.’s tender is the
lowest.

(2) The design submiited by the St.
fawrence Bridge Co.

The board reported
would give a good bridge,

Mr, Graham retorted that the board
should do its whole duty and decide
for one or the other.

Steam Trawling, -

The greater part of the day was
spent in discussing steam trawling off
the coast of Nova Scotia. Trawling is
n method of fishing whereby a vessel
drags & net of peculiar construction
through the water. When done by a
powerful steam vessel it can be very
effective and the Nova Scotians re-
gard the competition as unfair.

Dr. Sinclair moved a resolution set:
ting forth that as this method of fish-
ing is destructive to fish life, Canada
should seek to secure an internation-
al arrangement prohibiting it in the
Gulf of St. Lawrence and the Banks
of the North Atlantic.

He also severely criticized the re-
port made by Andrew Halkett who
had been appointed by the government
1o investigate .the matter and who re-
ported that steam trawling was not
destroying the supply of fish, He urg-
ed that it interferred with net and
line fishing, destroyed the fishermen’s
gear, and depleted the fisheries by
catching young- and'immature fish.

Mr. Chisholm, Antigonish, Mr. Chis
holm, Inverness, and Mr. Fraser sup
ported the resolution, Mr. Crosby urg-
ed that the sale of trawl caught fish
be prohibited.

Mr. Brodeup replied, di ing the
subject at great length. He agreed to
the passing of the resolution.

Mr. Jameson criticlzed the gov-
ernment severely for its inertness in
the matter and after Dr. Sinclair had
defended the government for its ac:
“tion, the resolution was passed.

The House adjourned at 11.10. The
reciprocity debate will begin tomor-

Wiliam Meecham, in charge of the
light engine at the Richwood wreck,
was in the city on Sunday for some
hours, A reporter called at his home,
406 Rectory streét, and was (old that
he had not been at his home since
Saturday night.

Meecham, it is said, reached l.on-
don on train No. 7 Sunday morning.

Superintendent ‘Bowker received
word that Meecham was to be ordered
o Stratford, and he sent a message
to the house last night to that efiect.

“I do not know whether he has been
in the city or not,” said Superintend-
ent Bowker.

A brother-in-law of the much want-
ed man said today: “We have heard
nothing about him,” he said this in
answer to the question if Meecham
had been home.

“We know that he was in the wreck,
but he has not been here and we have
not seen him.”

“Have you heard from him?”

“No, we have not heard a thing.
They worked the poor fellow to death.
He was not home for three weeks
until_Saturday: night and then he had
to go right out. He hag not had a
minute to himself in three weeks.”

Meecham is a man of 30 years .of
age, and lives with his wife and baby
in a .small cottage near the corner
of King and Rectory streets. He for-
merly lived on the Hamilton road, and
had just recently passed his exam
ination as conductor. Since taking
his new position, he has been on the
road most. of the time.

DEFENDANTS DEMAND
DETALS OF PLOT

Montreal, Feb. 6—A preliminary
plea has been filed on behalf of the
Pinkerton detective agency of New
York and Johrn M. Macnamara, their
agent here, in answer to the action
for $200,000 damages taken against
them by David Russell.

This preliminary is in the shape of
a motion for particulars on most of
the allegations made by Mr. Russell.

According to the motion which was
presented this morning, in the prac.
tice court before Mr. Justice Wier,
the contentlon is that the defendants
cannot properly plead to the action in-
stituted by Mr. Russell unless the
latter furnishes particulars ag to the
date when the circumstances under
which the facts, verbal conversations,
letters, etc., mentioned, took place or
were written, from whom the same
wiere received and agajnst whem'
the suspicions or accusations mention-
ed were directed.

The document also asks that it be
n)dnxed to produce the said letters
and particulars as to the time and
place, methods and means employed
for alleged plot and conspiracy to
destroy Mr. Russell's reputation and
character, and have the plaintiff de-
clared ipsane and of unsound mind,
and to have him incarcerated in an
asylum -or resort for insane persons
him, he said.

Mr. Graham Gives No,tipJ
Of Resolution Commit-
ting Dominion to Lease
Line for 40 p. c. of

Earnings.

Ottawa, Ont,, Feb. 6~Hon. Mr.
Graham has given notice of a reso-
lution authorizing the government to
lease the St. John Valley Railway
when constructed, on a basis of a
rental of forty per cent. of the gross
earnings. The resolution recites the
action of the province of New Bruns-
wick in authorizing the government
of the province to guarantee the bonds
of dny railway company building a
railway from Grand Falls to St. John
on condition that the said line should
be leased by the Dominion govern-
meht for 99 years on a basis of a
rental of forty per cent. of the gross
earnings,

It proceeds to authorize the Dom-
infon government to enter into con-
tract with any such railway company
and the New Brunswick government
leasing the railway line with its ap-
purtenances, when completed, and
equipped with rolling stock, and for
the operating maintenance, upkeep,
and repair of the line by the Dominion
government as a part of the govern-
ment railway system of Canada for
a period of 99 years. The rental is
to be forty per cent. of the gross
earnings.

It is provided that the contract
shall be entered into only upon the
condition that the railway shall be
constructed upon plans and specifica-
tio. 0 be approved of by the Govern-
or-in-Council upon the recommenda-
tion of the Minister of Railways and
Canals, and shall be up to the gen-
eral standard of the National Transe
continental Railway through New
Brunswic

Furness Line Steamer Broke
Tail Shaft 80 Miles From
Halifax -= Towed Into Port
aud Put in Dry Dock. :

Halifax, Feb. 6.—After drifting
around the Atlantic for seven days,
with her tail shaft broken, the Furness
liner ,Rappahannock was towed into
port last night by the steamer Fred.
ericke, Shortly Defore three o'clock
yesterday afternoon, the signal sta-
tion at the Citadel reported a tow
approaching the harbor from the east-
ward. The afternoon was very clear
and the tow could be seen a long way
off. There was at once a big stir along
the waterfront and in a very sghort
time shipping men were rushing sea-
ward. When the tow approached. a
little nearer the disabled steamer was
made out to be the Furness liner Rap-
pabannock, Captain Hanks, nineteen
days out from London, and being tow-
ed by a firstclass British steamer.
Both Camperdown and the Citadel en-
deavored to get the name of the tow-
ing steamer, but she did not answer
the signals.

Just inside Chebucto Head and about
what is known as the Middle Ground,
the towing hawser parted and the
Rappahannock was once more adrift.
A strong breeze was blowing and with
the heavy sea running it was neces-
sary for the Furness liner to come to
anchor. The tugs from the city were
then on the scene and were hovering
around, but could not approach near
enough for those on board to go on
the steamers. The Friedericke in
manoeuvring to pass another hawser
struck the Rappahannock, but it is not
thought that very much damage was
sustained by either steamer. After a
great deal of delay another line was
passed, and the tow arrived at Quar-
antine about midnight last night,

Among those who went to the dis-
abled steamer was J. E. Furness, the
regident manager, but he was unable
to board the steamer.

It will be necessary for the Rappa-
hannock to go into dry dock here.

The Rappahannock sailed from lLon-
don on January 18, and Sunday night,
January 29, when but 80 miles oft
Halifax, her tail shaft broke. A very
high sea was running and the break
was such that it was impossible to
make repairs. Situated right in the
track of all:steamers coming to this
port, as well as those bound east and
west, it hardly seems possible that
she would remain adeift for long.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 6.—Count Pat-
rick O’BMen De Lassy, who with Dr.
Pantchenko is being tried for the
polsoning of Count Vasilll Bouturlin,
occupied the centre of the stage at
the proceedings today. The prosecu-
tion .is endeavoring to establish that
De Lassy wrote a letter to Pantchen-
ko, relating to the plan to poison both
General Bouturlin and his son.

The letter, which was typewritten,
was found among Pantchenko’s pap-
ers at the time of his arrest. The en-
velope was missifg, and Panchenko
explained that he had thrown it away.
The authorship ofithis letter has been
attributed by Pantchenko to De Lassy,
who stoutly denies this, As a test
De Lassy was instructed to re-copy
a portion of the letter on his own
machine, which was brought into court
today. Surreundefl by gendarmes and
typewriting experts, he wrote two
lines with great difficulty, and then
feigned eye fatigue. An examination
of the lines showed that he had made
one gross error.

The experts were evenly divided.
One government expert declared the
letter had been written on De Lassy's
machine; others that it was written
on a Union Machine, but that it was
impossibla to state whether is was
De Lassy’s or somebody else’'s. One
expert for the defence declared defi-
nitzly that the letter had mnot been
written on De Lagsy’'s machine.
Others took the ground that the data
was not. sufficient 1o warrant any
conclusion.

Pantchenko explained ' that this re-
ferred to the sale of"De Lassy's house
at Vilna, but the prosecutor establish-
ed the point that De Lassy acquired
the house in July, 1909,

Further testimony showed that the
two men met in the St. Petersburg
house of M. Durnove, ‘a high railway
official, wk » De Lassy was stopping
The latter's financial entanglements,
which were gone into extensively by
the presecutor, indicated that his
troubles began about the time the
ex-minister of marine countermand-
ed orders at De Las shipbuilding
work.s

Caucus Decision Binds Party
to Vote Solid for Reciprocity
When Bill Comes Up in
House.

‘Washinglon, Feb. 6.~Favorable ac-
tion of the House on the Canadian
reciprocity agreement was assured to-
night wheén the caucus of Democratio
representatives formally pledged the
party to vote for the agreement.

The resolution pledging the party
was adopted by a vote of 90 to 22, and
on motion of Champ. Clark, the ac-
tion was made unanimous.

The twenty-iwo who voted against
the resolution, it was explained later,
wera those who. had voted for free
lumber, ete., and their action in caucus
was to make their position consistent,
It was stated that they would vote
with the party.

The resoluti
caucus follows:

“Whereas, The Canadiaw reciprocity
agreement negotiated by the recipro-
city commission of the Dominion of
Canada, and the President of the
United States, while not formulated
in accordance with Democratic plat-
form demands, is a reduetion of some
of the prohibitive schedules in the
Payne tariff law, will tend to expand
the trade of the United States in the
Dominion of Canada, and is in part a
recognition of the principles the
Democratic party has contended for
in Congress and in its platform.
Therefore be it:

“Resolved, That this caucus endorsa
the Canadian reciprocity agreement
and bind ourselves to vote for a bill
carrying it into effect.”

Lord Lansdowne Speaks
of Agreement as Most
Momentous Departure
in History of Empire-~-

~Defended by Asquith.

London, Feb. 6. The formal openiag
of the new parliament today was
marked by gorgeous ceremony and
was attended by King George and
Queen Mary and their suites, most of
them dignitaries of the Fmpire, many
members of the diplomatic corps and
all others who could crowd within
the doors of Westminster,

At the evening session of parliae
ment; both lLord Lansdowne and A.
J. Balfour took occasion to denounce
the reciprocity agreement between
the . United States and Canada, but
the sitting was mainly devoted to
getting the legislative ghip under way.

Premier Asquith gave formal notice
of the veto bill, and his intention to
claim the whole time of the House
until the Easter recess in order to get
the veto bill disposed of before the
Coronation. The government's policy
was derisively eriticized in the two
Houses, but outside of reference to
the reciprocity agreement, the debate
on the address was of no special ine
terest,

Lord Tansdowne intimated that the
House of Lords was still ready to ne-
gotiate with the government on the
necessary changes in . the constitu.
tion of the Upper Chamber and re-
lations between ‘the two houses.

The Prime Minister, in a ger
reply to the opposition speeches,
that for the present it would be wise
to withhold criticism of the recipro-
city agreement. It was as certain as
the rising of the sun, that sooner or
later the United States would have
been bound to level the tariff wall
with Canada. He said it was certain
that the government coald_do nothing
by preference to prevent the natural
trend of events.

Momentous Departure.

Speaking in the House of Lords on
reply to the speech from the Throne,
Lord Lansdowne characterized the
agreement as “‘the most momentous
departure in the history of Canada
and the British Empire.”

It means, ha said, a diminution of
the advantages enjoyed by British
trade under the preference mow given
by (anada, and also the deflection of
wheat supplies to the United States,

“The whole history of the Empire
is surely altered,” he declared, “If tha
Dominions are encouraged to develop
not on national and TImperial lines,
but in accordance with geographical
conditions.”

In the House of Commons, Mr. Bal
four referred to the proposed arrange-
ment on much the same lines as did

isdowne, He said that if is

ed out it would have the
most strous consequence for tha
future of the Empire,

“For years,” he said, “Canada had
offered trade preference to this couns
try, and the British government delib
erately had indicated that nothing it
the way of preference could be given
in return. Canada, therefore, could
not be blamed for looking elsewhere.
He regarded the agreement as a greaf
Imperial disaster, due entirely to the
governmen refusal to listen to the
offers of Canada.

It is expected that tha debate on
the address will be carried over into
next week. As the speech from the
Thron2 made no mention of the
Aliens Act, the opposition has given
notice of an amendment raising this
question.

The Irish party, at a prolonged
meeting, adopted a resoluiion to the
effect that, while approving the prin-
ciple of the payment of members of
the House of Commons, they desired
this measure excluded wuntil Home

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Work to Be Dene Uncer Supervision of $mall Com-
mittee and Ferry Superintendent -- Vote Not
Allowed on Proposal for Reduction of Council
--Ald. Yanwart Vindicated by Action on Market

At & mesting of the commaon council
yesterday afterncon it was decided to
have the Western Extension repaired
under the supervision of Aldermen
Smith, Hilkin and Potts, acting wlth‘
the ferry superintendent. A grant of
$2,000 was made to the exhibitiou as-
seclation. The Cornwall and York cot-
ton company was granted exemption
from taxation and water rates for
another 10 years. Ald. Hayes made a
satisfactory announcement in regard
to the conditions of the city’s finan-
ces,

The fire chief was empowered to
create a third district engineer, and a
plebisecite was ordered on the question
of spending $300,000 on a harbor
bridge. The mayor ruled a motion of
Ald. Jones to hold a plebiscite on the
question of reducing the number of
aldermen to nine, out of order. Ald
Hayves led the fight which resulted
in the defeat of Ald. Potts’ motion to
hold a plebiscite on the question of
adopting & tax on land values,

The mayor presided, and there were
Ald, White, Jones, Russell,
mith, Potts, Wigmore, Like-
1y, N McGoldrick Vanwart, Wil
let, Sproul, Scully, Christie, with the

common clerk, the city engineer, the

ferry superintendent and City Marshal

Coughian.

Favors Expo. Grant.

After the adoption of the minutes
the report of the treasury board was
taken up. Ald. Hayes was not in fa-
vor of the section refusing a grant to
the aexhibition association. Ald. Van-
wart moved that the association be
given a grant of $%000. He said ex-
hitions were held in other cities and
that this city should exhibit some in-
terest in agriculture, upon which the
prosperity of the province depended.

Ald. McGoldrick opposed the motion.
If the city had $3,000 to spend, it
should be put on. the streets or

s squares. He thought an exhibition ev-
ery other year was suffiicent. Last
year the exhibition compelled the tour-
ists to avoid the city because there
was no hotel accommodation. He
thought the tourists were more bene-
fit to the city than the people who
took advantage of the cheap excursion
rates to attend the show.

Ald. White said he was in favor of
axhibitions. Toronto and other cities
made exhibitions pay and pay well,
and if St. John kept at the game it
would learn to make money out of its
exhibitions in, time.

Ald. Potts said the reason the trea-
sury board had not made the grant
was that there was not sufficient in-
formation before them. St. John and
Halifax were dead. If they wanted
more hotel accommodation they

should advertise the city and boom
their exhibitions, Unl the city made
a grant, the association would have

difficulty getting anything out of the
government. He moved that the grant
of $3,000 be conditional upon the lo

cal government making a grant.

Ald. Vanwart thooght there was ne
need for qualifying the motion.

Ald. Sproul said he would like to
have an exhibition, but the general
revenue was in debt. However, if the
chairman of the treasury board was
satisfled, he was ready to vote for
the grant,

Ald, Vanwart’s motion to make a
grant of $3,000 without any further
guarantee, was adopted, only Ald. Mc
wldrick voting against it.

Cotton Mill Exemption,

The section recommending that the
Cornwall and York Cotton Mills Com
pany be given an exemption of water
rates and taxes for 10 years, caused
some discussion. Ald. Jones moved in
amendment that in event of the mills
passing into hands of outside capital
ists the exemption would be abolished

Ald. Hayes thought the company
was under specific obligation to keep
the mills in operation eight months in
the year.

The mayor--There is no agreement
of that kind.

Ald. McGoldrick thought they should
put no barriers in the way of the com-
pany, or the mills might be closed
down

Ald. Jones sald the exemption was
given because the mills were owned
by local capitalists. Outside capitalists
might secure control, or the company
might enter into a combine.

Ald. Potts thought the original act
granting the company exemption fully
protected the city’'s interest.

Ald. Jones' motion was voted down,
and the motion to grant the exemption
was then adopted.

In moving the adoption of the sec-
tion recommending the printing of the
annual report, the chairman of the
treasury board gave an interesting
account of the city’s financial position

Civic Finances,

He said the total receipts were
$886,000 for 1910, an increase of $27,
000 over the previous year. The back
taxes which in 1908 amounted to $189,
000 had been reduced to $90,000. He
favored an arrangement wiping out
the uncollectable taxes. Bonds to the
amount of $79,000 had matured last
year, of which $78,000 had been re-
tired by the sinking fund. Collections
had been good, and the city started
the year with a balance of $66,000.
He advocated a reserve from water
revenue to provide for renewal of wat
er pipes,

The report of the board of works
was then considered. The section re-
commen ling that the government’s re
quest for 54 feet of wharf frontage
enable it to extend its warehouse
near city warehouse No. ¢ was re-
ferred back to the board with power
to act.

The city hadn't
proper homes for the people. The tene-
ments here would be a disgrace to
New York or London. This was be-
cause a few men owned half the city
and wouldnt sell thelr land or build
factories or houses.The council should
do something to enable the young man
to get land to build & home.

In conclusion Ald. Potts sald he had
come into the couneil for the express
purpose of putting the land tax before
the people. He had given much more
consideration to this question than
Ald. Hayes had given to the commis.
slon, but Ald. Hayes objected to a
plebiscite on this matter.

At first sight it woud appear that, as far as St.

It Sir Wilfrid were not of the stat-
ure of a statesman, we would not
waste words on such an appeal. But
there is no flattery in saying that the
Premier is one of three or four great
Canadians. He is a constructive
statesman with the long vision, the
deep insight and the steadfast cour-
age that marks the rare race of na-
tion-builders.

Does Sir Wilfrid Know?

He is a big enough man to change
his mind—though we are not of the
opinion that it is necessary for him
to do 8o in this case, We do not be-
lieve that ‘his mind has ever been
made up to accept so sweeping a Reci.
procity scheme as that included in
the Taft “life-saving” device,

This may sound like a surprising
statement in view of the fact that Sir
Wilfrid's ministers accepted the Taft
proposals, and that they would not
bave dared to do so without consult-
ing him on every item.

But it is no more than the truth
that none of us realized the inward
meaning of the shrewdly-framed offer
of the long-headed American Govern-
ment when we first saw it. It was
as cunning a trap as was ever laid.
The master-bargainers at Washington
have not lost their skill.

It was particularly well-baited for
men who have an honest, life-long be-
lief that some sort of Reciprocity be-
tween these two neighboring nations
ought to be mutually profitable, For
generations thig school of thought
has accepted as a basic tenet that It
would be a good thing for Canada to
secure access to the American mar-
ket for its food products, provided it
did not pay too high a price for the
privilege.

So naturally two good Reciprocitar-
fang like Messrs. Flelding and Pater-
gon went to Washington with their
minds eoncentrated on the price, That
was all they were thinking about.
They must not pay too much. Every-
thing they got would be clear gain,
Uncle Sam would be sure not to give
too much, But he would be equally
sure to ask too. much, They must
watch the Canadian end of the treaty;
the American end would take care of
itself.

How the Trap Was Lald

Messrs. Taft
ly calculated

and Knox undoubted-
on this Canadlan at
tude of mind. They lald their plans
accordingly. They knew that we
were watching the hand that took,
and were not watching the hand that
apparently gave, So they disarmed
suspicion by not betraying any great
greed in “taking” and then deftly
secured the assent of our representa-
tives to a “gift” of such far-reaching
effects that it engulfs our commercial
independence and endangers our na-
tlonal existence,

There are moments in the life of
every nation when it I8 more danger-
ous to receive than to glive,

We know now-—what few of us re.
alized at first—that such a “gift” can
only be accepted by the barter of our
commercial, and ultimately, our po-
litical freedom. If we turn the swol-
len stream of our food exports away
from the West-East lines that carry
it. to the British' market and send it
along North-South lines to the Am-
erican market-—or, rather, the Ameri-
can “middleman”-—we will utterly
shatter the costly steel framework of
this natfon und debase the Dominion
to a string of subject provinces serv-
ing the convenience of the nearest
American centres, y

The Cost to Canada.

Tae “bridge” over the wilderness
north of Lake Superior will be brok-
en.
